vinced Cody that he was on the right
track, and he asked the fellow whnt
he was doing in Oakland. Urunson re-

plied that he was going to visit his
sister.

The detective's arm shot out and In

the next instant he had removed Brun-son- 's

goggles. There before him stood
Wlnthrop changed in appearance con-

siderably, but Wlnthrop, the or

assailant of Millionaire
Campbell.

There Have Been DilllctiltieH in the

Work Serjrti KIvIii'm Tusk The

Very Best Plans for Shooting.

The shooting range nt Knkauko will
be In shape to use next Saturday.
Sergt. Elln reports that the cause of
the delay In getting things In shepe
was the dlfllculty in procuring sand for
the bulkheads. For more than a week
the workmen waded through the
water and packed the sand from the
the dune on the makai side. This was
found to be a slow and expensive pro-

cess. So finally one of the Govern-
ment lighters was secured and taken
around over the breakers by hand.
Work then progressed faster ml ull

the bulkheads are now full and solid.
The details of the job have proved

more troublesome 'than was ever ex-

pected. It was found that the Kea at
high tide came up to the top of Hie
foundations at the bulkheads. Dash
lKatds had therefore to be set out to
protect them. Another Item, found
necessary in shooting over the water,
is sun sheds over the places to be oc-

cupied by the markers. Eight of these
are now in course of construction.
Again, lockers for the targets are be-

ing built at the bulkheads. This will
save the necessity of carrying the tar-
gets back and forth from 'the galleries.
Each company will have its own prl
vate locker.

From the bulkheads to the .shore at
the shooting galleries there will be a
board walk, obviating the necessity of
the marker going through the water
to 'his place, as has heretofore been
the ease. The galleries have been out
lined before in this column. Each
Company will have its own and each
will occupy about eighteen feet of
space. The house of the Honolulu
Itille Association, lately occupied by
the Sharpshooters, was purchased and
has been removed to Kakuako. It will
furnish most of the lumber for the
sheds. When complete the new range
will be the most extensive and eon
venient shooting arrangement ever
built in the islands.

The match between companies G and
D will take place at- 1:30 this after-
noon. The former will enter the same
team and G will shoot the team that
met II a short 'time ago. The teams
are about evenly matched and the con-
test will doubtless be a close one.

Capt. Paul Smith wishes to meet
Company A at the armory this evening
to talk over the situation.

last night. The lights were out
nnd Janitor Lang sat in the darkness
alone, smoking his pijie and looking as
disconsolate as a hermit.
