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EMERGENCY ORDER ISSUED BY DISTRICT ADMINISTRATOR:

Due to an outbreak of cholera reported in the Republic of Nauru,
Oscar deBrum, District Administrator of the Marshall Islands, issued an
Emergency Order on December 13, 1978 restricting entry of persons into the
Marshall Islands from the Republic of Nauru. The order states, "... the
entry into the Marshall Islands of persons who have been in the Republic
of Nauru within five days Preceding such entry endangers the health, wel-
fare and safety of the people of the Marshall Islands,..." The order will
remain in effect until rescinded by the District Administrator, or the
High Commissioner, or by the Nitijela.

NITIJELA ELECTIONS:

The Marshall Islands Nitijela General Election, originally
scheduled for December 15, 1978, has been postponed until December 22.
The postponement was authorized by the High Commissioner to allowsr voters
registered in one voting precinct, to apply to vote in a different precinct.

Several persons have officially withdrawn their candidacy and
are no longer seeking election. Those persons who have withdrawn are:
- ramer deBrum from District #1; Amata Kabua from District #2; Iroij Mamaru
Kabua, Leroij Neimat Reimers, Ongra Hanerc and Hatfield Lemae from
District #3.

Carmen Bigler, Public Affairs Officer, expects that the
unofficial results of the election will be available a day or so after
Christmas.

NITIJELA SPECIAL SESSION:

The 4th Special Seszion of the Marshall Islands Nitijela which
convened December 4, 1978, adjourned, Friday night, December 15, During
the 10 day session, 42 Bills were iassed by the Nitijela. Bill #23 which
rassed, will make Nitijela memb.rs full-time legislators at an annual
salary of $10,340. Annual salaries for the Speaker and Vice-Speaker are
$15,000 and $13,000, respectively. The Bill will become effective January 3,
1979, if approved by +he High Commissioner.
