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Lawyer justities ‘FBI help’

LAWYER Bruce Jorgensen on
Saturday said that he is “‘encour-
aged” by the Department of Pub-

lic Safety commissioner’s state-

mentthat there isno*‘coverup”in
the $23,000 Tinian burglary case.

He added, however, that the
Federal Bureau of Investigation’s
help is still needed to solve the
case, which occurred more than
seven months ago.

“Given the fact that in more
than 95.7 percent of the 1,057
Satpan burglaries reported dur-
ing the last year, no arrest has
been made, I think CNMI resi-
dents have little choice but tocon-
clude that these crimes are not
being adequately investigated,”
Jorgensen said.

He alleged that criminals are
not being prosecuted and CNMI
law enforcement officials are ei-
ther “‘unable orunwilling™ to give
adequate protection to burglary
victims.

Castro, in an interview with the
Variety, said the police is *‘doing
a good job” on the Tinian bur-
glary case inwhich Jose and Mary
Charfauros lost jewelry valued at
around $13,000 and some $10,000
cash.

Jorgensen is the couple’s law-
yer.

Loren Sutton, the Attorney
General's Office Criminal Divi-
sion chief, has said that the case is
not the only one yet to be solved.

“Sometimes you just can’t get
the things youneed (tosolve cases
quickly),” Sutton said.

He said that the police is so far
doing a good job on the case.

“(However,) if Jorgensen talks
too much he may screw it all up

For his part, Jorgensen said he
*“does not agree” that the Depart-
ment of Public Safety (DPS) is
“doing a good job.”

He said he hasnot beenupdated
by DPS on the investigation’s
*“progress,”’ and “prior communi-
cations have amounted to little
more than foot-dragging and ex-
cuses.”

DPS, he added, was given the
“facts,evidence and names” seven
months ago.

Jorgensen said Sutton should
be “aware” that “on his watch,
less than 5 out of 100 Saipan
burglars” have even been arrested
during the past year.

“Ignoring the facts will not
make those facts disappear. Mis-
directed hostility (from Sutton) at
persons, like Mr. Charfauros,
other victims, or myself, for cit-
ing facts as grounds for concern
and FBI intervention will not
make those facts disappear. Solu-
tions are needed.”

Jorgensen, In a Dec. 2 letter to
FBI field agent Steven Stokes,
claimed that CNMI ofﬁcnals are

not prosecuting the suspects or
taking other steps to solve the
burglary case.

He alleged that the civil rights
of his clients have been violated
by the CNMI government’s *‘mis-
conduct.”

The burglary, according to
Jorgensen, was immediately re-
ported to Tinian DPS officials
who allegedly “indicated” that
they already knew the identities
of the suspects.

The officials reportedly said
that an arrest would be made
“soon.”

During the following weeks,
Jorgensen said, Mr. Charfauros
was contacted by other Tinian
residents claiming to know the
identities of the suspects who
had been *‘repeatedly overheard
expressing their confidence that
they would avoid arrest, pros-
ecution and conviction for their
crime.” )

The suspects are said to be
closely related to senior Tinian
DPS officials.

as saying that the jewelry stolen
was being offered for sale on
Tinian and Saipan.

Jorgensen said that all these
information were then reported
to various Tinian DPS officials
including one who assured Mr.
Charfauros that the suspect
would be arrested and the case
solved “this week.”

However, “no arrest has oc-
curred.”

Recently, Jorgensen said, a
Tinian DPS official told
Charfauros that the police
“lacked sufficient funds to per-

form an off-island follow-up
investigation.”

One of the suspectsis believed
to have “fled” to Rota.

Tinian DPS has likewise re-
fused to give Mrs. Charfauros
copies of all police. reports on
the incident and the
Charfauros’s written statements
given to the police.

Tinian DPS allegedly said that
they will not release any docu-
ments without having authori-
zation from the Attorney
General’s Office.

“Given the...CNMI
government’s position. I believe
that FBI assistance is not only
warranted, but essential,”
Jorgensen said.

But according to DPS Com-
missioner Jose M. Castro, the
FBI’s help is not needed.

“We’ll do our work.”

Asked if some of the suspects
are related to certain Tinian po-
lice officials, Castro said he ex-
pects members of the police
force to do their work even if it
means arresting their own rela-
tives.

“If we can’t do that then we
have to resign from the police
force,” he said.

HPOvowstoprotect
archaeological find

THE GOVERNMENT is planning a
proper burial for human remains exca-
vated at a project site in Garapan, ac-
cording to the Historic Preservation
Office.

Pre-Spanish human remains were
among those dug up by archeologists at
theGarapan Samoanhousingareawhere
the private developer Nakamoto Com-
pany plans to build a hotel and resort
complex.

HPOdirectorJosephDeleonGuerreo
said Nakamoto will, as the Coastal Re-
sources Management permit stipulates,
bear the costs of the internment.

Also excavated at the project site
were various pre-Spanish artifacts in-
cluding fishhooks and carved human-
bone spearhead.

Members of the House of Represen-
tatives wrote to CRM Executive Direc-
torManny Sablanlastmonth, urging the
CRM and the HPO to pursue further
diggings in the site.

*This area could be the last place on
Saipan that offers these treasures,” the
House members said.

Guerrero, in a letter to Rep. Stanley
Torressaid, preliminaryexcavations “are
part of the testing phase of these inves-
tigations which are being undertaken to
determine the nature and extent of the
cultural resources present within the
Nakamoto project site.”

“Since pre-historic cultural resources,
including human remains, haye been
identified, our first priority is to ensure

the in-place preservation. This policy,
which essentially can be described as ‘if
you don’t need to disturb it, feave it
alone’ is the preferred option in cultural
resource management,” Guerrero told
Torres.

He said HPO is exploring various
options *‘to avoid distrubing areas con-
taining significant cultural resources.”

One option is the re-designing of the
hotel plan, Guerrero said.

“Where such resources cannot be
avoided by redesigning, full archeo-
logical excavations will be undertaken
torecover artifacts, human remains and
other significant material as part of the
second phase of investigations,” the
HPO chief said.

*“Building footprints as well as other
impact areas (including swimming
pools, tennis court etc.) will be com-
pletely excavated by archeologist prior
to construction to ensure that all signifi-
cant artifacts, burials and materials are
recoveredunderfull scientificcontrols,”
Guerrero wrote.

Asfortheinternmentplans, Guerrero
said, Nakamoto is required to shoulder
the burial costs including the develop-

. ment of a memorial.

*“The reburial of the human remains
and the development of interpretive de-
velopment will be supervised by the
HPO,” Guerrerosaid. “Itis our desire to
see that hotels and resort in the Com-
monwealth incorporate aspects of our
history and culture in theirdevelopment
theme and we hope to make this project
a shining example.”

Buteven this $45 millionisn't
enough. Matayoshi said that the
money they’ve received so far
from the U.S. is clearly inad-
equate for decontaminating all
the islands in Rongelap, particu-
larly the more radioactive north-
em islands. There are more than
50 islands” in Rongelap’s neck-
lace of low-lying coral islands.

*“People in the community will
feel much more comfortable
about moving back if the north-
ern islands are rehabilitated,”
he said. “We also have to look
at Ailingnae and Rongerik
(neighboring atolls that were
also dusted by nuclear test fall-
out).”

“We're way under-funded to

undertake the rehabilitation of
Rongelap,” said Gordon Ben-
jamin, the administrator for the
local government. “We have to
naildownaplan and specific costs
of rehabilitation so that we can do
it without invading the corpus of
the trust so that the fund continues
to generate income for the fu-
ture.”

Matayoshi said that plans are
in motion for sending an engi-
neering/scientific team to
Rongelapinearly1997 to investi-
gate the scope of cleanup and
resettlement needs so that spe-
cific options can be identified,
with costs and a timetable for
action.

When a more detailed proposal
for rehabilitation can be worked
out, it will provide the Rongelap
community with the information
itneeds toevaluate plans to return
home, Matayoshi said.

Both Matayoshi and Benjamin
said that Rongelap is firm in want-
ing to leave the trust fund alone,
and only use interest earned from
the investments for rehabilitation,
as well as the $8 million that Inte-
rior has for grants for Rongelap.
This is a point of contention
that Matayoshi is hopeful they
caniron outin meetings with U.S.
officials starting next month.

“We’ll be negotiating this with
Interior in the next two months,”
Matayoshi said.

“We don’t want to invade the
trust for the long term benefit of
the community.”

Pilot error, bad weather
cited as factors in crash

PORT MORESBY (PNS)—
Pilot error and the weather
may have caused the plane
crash at Porgera in Papua New
Guinea this week which left
four people dead and one criti-
cally injured.

Investigations by PNG’s Air
Safety Investigation officers
soon after the crash indicate
that the aircraft may have
stalled while pilot Nicholas
Lee was avoiding cloud at the
landing end of the airstrip,

causing him to lose control
and the plane to hit the run-
way, exploding upon impact,
Post-Courier reports.

Air Safety Investigation di-
rector John Knox says clouds
overed the landing threshold
of Runway 23 while the other
half was clear.

The pilot tried to land the
aircraft on the clearend, about
500 meters down the runway.

It appeared that he flew in
over the side boundary fence

Pinkeye spreads in Tonga

NUKU’ALOFA (PNS)—An epi-
demic of conjunctivitis or“‘redeye”
is currently affecting the people of
Tonga.

Medical officer in charge of the
Eye Department of the ministry of
health Dr Afu Taumoepeau says
this type of conjunctivitis is more
infectious than the usual type that
people normally suffer from, Ra-
dio Tonga reports.

He says the epidemic is caused
by a virus. Dr Taumoepeau says he
has seen more than 200 people

suffering from the infection in the
last week; including all members
of a number of households.

DrTaumoepau says the eyeclinic
dispenses antibiotic drops to treat
and cure any bacterial secondary
infection, which is the only prob-
lem or complication encountered
by patients suffering from the epi-
demic.

The epidemic is sweeping
through Tongatapu and ‘Eua, with
no reports yet from Vava'u and
Ha’apai....ends..

MANILA, Philippines (AP)
- President Fidel Ramos
checked out of the hospital
Sunday after recovering from
a viral infection that forced
him to cancel several appoint-
ments.,

Ramos was driven to his
Manila home near the presi-
dential palace and would re-
sume work on Monday,
spokesman Marcelo Lagmay
said. .

It was the first time the ex-
military general, known to pay
close attention to his health,
was hospitalized due to an ill-
ness after being elected four
years ago.

The illness came as support-
ers were campaigning to
change the constitution to al-
low him to run for a second
term. Ramos, limited to a
single term ending in 1998,
has denied plans to seek re-
election.

The 69-year-old president
was brought to the suburban
Makati Medical Center on
Thursday night after com-
plaining of joint pain.

Ramos’ doctor, Raul Fores,
said that tests performed
showed the president was suf-
fering from “protracted sys-
temic viral infection” and sore
throat.

Ramos held a news briefing
at the hospital Saturday to
deny a Manila newspaper re-
port that he suffered a mild
stroke,

“I'know I had the flu, Idon’t
know about the other one,
OK?” Ramos said of the re-
port. Looking refreshed in a
sports shirt and slacks, the
president waved to a crowd
and signed autographs after
the meeting the press.

Later Saturday, Ramos at-
tended a Christmas party of
hospital employees and
danced two times, a statement
issued by the presidential of-
fice said.

On Friday night, the presi-
dent went to the Malacanang
presidential palace briefly for
ascheduled meeting and cock-
tails with Prince Henri, the

Grand Duke of Luxembourg,

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Ruling on Chun, Roh
appeals out Monday

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) - A
court will rule Monday on ap-
peals by two former presidents
convicted and given harsh sen-
tences for their roles in a 1979
coup and a massacre the follow-
ing year.

Chun Doo-hwan, sentenced to
death, and Roh Tae-woo, given
22 1/2 years in prison, deny they
plotted a mutiny to seize power or
ordered amilitary crackdown that
killed hundreds of pro-democracy
protesters.

Seoul High Court, an appellate
court, 1s scheduled to rule Mon-
day. If turned down, both defen-

dants can appeal to the Supreme
Court, South Korea’s highest
court.

The case against the two former
leaders is the centerpiece in the
nation’s efforts to come to terms
with the harsh military rule of the
past.

South Korea was governed by
generals until Kim Young-sam
took powerin 1992 as the nation’s
first civilian leader in 32 years.
Kim has since carried out wide-
ranging reforms aimed at eradi-
cating their legacy.

In the Aug. 27 convictions,
Chun, president from 1980 to
1987, was convicted of engineer-
ing a Dec. 12, 1979 coup that
brought him to power and a 1980
military crackdown in the south-
ern city of Kwangju.

His military buddy and presi-
dential successor, Roh, was con-
victed of helping Chun seize
power. Roh ruled until 1992.

Along with the two ex-presi-
dents, 14 other ex-generals, all
but one of them convicted of in-
volvement in the government
takeover and military crackdown,
will hear the appeals court rulings
Monday. The 13 convicted in
August were sentenced to prison
terms ranging from four to 10
years.

Chun and Roh also were con-
victed of taking bribes from busi-
nessmen and were fined $ 270
million and dlrs 350 million, re-
spectively.

The Seoul court also will rule
on the appealsby 11 businessmen
and former presidential aides sen-
tenced to up to seven years in jail
for bribing ChunandRoh orhelp-
ing arralgn corrupt deals.

North Koreans facing winter food
shortage, says western aid worker

By JOHN LEICESTER
BELJING (AP) - Without proper
heating to stave off the cold, hun-
gry North Koreans have been
forced to raid their lean winter
food stocks, a Western aid worker
said Sunday after visiting the
stricken country.

Video footage shot in North
Korea last week by Kathi
Zellweger of Caritas, a Catholic
reliefagency, showedpeople win-
nowing rice stalks which had al-
ready been winnowed, to see if
any more rice could be gleaned.

Scores of soldiers and farmers
also were shown clearing sand

and rocks from fields damaged by
floods this year, causing heavy
damage to crops.

“The situation is so desper-
ate,” said Zellweger, who made
herninth visit to the hardline com-
munistcountry in two years. “Ido
see a deterioration.”

There is inadequate fuel for
heavy machinery, farming is done
by hand, industry is stagnating,
and pesticides and fertilizers,
needed for a good harvest, are
lacking, she said.

“That, together with the floods,
has brought about this very diffi-
cult situation,” she said in an in-
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terview.

Aid officials predlct a shortfall
of at least 2 million tons of grain,
or40percent of the amount needed
to feed North Korea’s 24 million
people, next year.

The floods this year and last
further crippled North Korea’s
already ailing agricultural sector
and forced its secretive, isolated
government to accept interna-
tional aid, breaking its usually
rigid espousal of self-reliance.

The floods also killed thou-
sands of people and destroyed
thousands of homes, according to
government accounts and aid of-
ficials.

Caritas last week ordered 1,400
tons of rice from Thailand that
willarrive in North Koreainearly
January andis destined for Itchon,
a hard-hit, mountainous county
of 75,000 people about 160 kilo-
meters (100 miles) south of the
capital Pyongyang, Zellweger
said.

Floods hit Itchon after crops
were planted and people were only
abletogather40 percentof theirusual
harvest, she said.

“They aredeeply concermned about
how to get through winter,” she said.
“Because people were very hungry
they ate a lot of the crop already. I
think we will have a very lean period
come March onwards.”

“There is no proper heating so the
buildings are freezirig cold,” she
added.“Theharshwinterwill weaken
the people.”

Cases of pneumonia, bronchitis,
coughs and colds are expected to
increase, she said.

She also said the intemational re-
sponse to aid agencies’ appeals has
not been enough, partly because so
little is known about North Korea.

Zellweger said she believed
North Korea will need to reformits
agricultural sector and seek inter-

national Joans to solve its prob-

lems.

“I don’t think that the interna-
tional community can rescue the
country,” she said.
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Chechens seize Russian troops

MOSCOW (AP) - A group of
armed Chechens took over a
Russian post on the border of
their separatist republic, cap-
turing 22 Russian troops, and
efforts were being made Sun-
day for the troops’ release.
The Interior Ministry troops,
deployed in the Russian re-
giou of Dagestan to guard its
border with Chechnya, were

seized Saturday by about 40
armed men and taken to
Chechnya, Russian news
agencies said.

The Chechens captured the
troops after being forbidden
to cross into Dagestan unless
they left their weapons behind,
the reports said.

Dagestan’s Interior Minis-
try said the Chechen gunmen

were led by Salman Raduyeyv,
a notorious rebel field com-
mander.

Russian representatives on
ajoint Russian-Chechen peace
commission demanded Sun-
day that the troops be released
immediately, warning that
such provocations threaten the
peace settlement.

Separatist Chechen leaders,

who dominate the coalition
government, said they were
trying to resolve the crisis.

Representatives of federal
troops and Chechen law en-
forcement agencies left Sun-
day morning for talks with the
Chechen gunmen, the ITAR-
Tass news agency said.

A peace deal signed in Au-
gustended 20 months of fight-

ing between the Russians and
separatists, although there
have been isolated shootings
and other confrontations.

Russian troops are pulling
out of Chechnya and Moscow
has agreed to complete the
withdrawal before presiden-
tial and parliamentary elec-
tions are held in the republic
on Jan. 27.

19inaSaudi

desert camp, said troops in the
Czechoslovak chemical monitor-
ing unithad found low concentra-

tions of mustard gas and nerve

gases, probably from a cloud af-
ter an explosion inside Iraq. -

“Americans didn’t detect it, we
did,” Braun scribbled.

That discrepancy has gnawed
at the Czech veterans. Some of
them have complained of chronic
illnesses like their American coun-
terparts: headaches, fatigue, sud-
den loss of hair and teeth. The
Czechs say their own government
did not take their health concerns,
ortheir wartime reports, seriously.

Even healthy vets like Braun
are haunted.

“I remember when Agent Or-
ange was used in Vietnam. Dif-
ferenthealth problems manifested
themselves after years - not weeks
or months,” Braun said.

U.S. military and researchers
are still divided over why thou-
sands of American Gulf War vet-
erans are sick. The Pentagon an-
nounced last month it would
double - to $ 27 miilion - funds
spent on trying to say if troops
were exposed to chemical gases

Shortly before they left the Gulf
in May 1991, the 200 Czech vets
pledged to meet every year in
Prague.

At their first reunion in 1992,
some had noticed changes in their
health. They had read of illness
among U.S. veterans, and knew
some Americans blamed expo-
sure on Iraqi chemical weapons.

“That’s when we started ask-
ing the Ministry of Defense: ‘What
have you done with the docu-

" ments and everything we brought

back from the Gulf?,” recalled
Maj. Petr Zelinsky, the veterans’
spokesman.

The Czechs felt they had evi-
dence that allied troops were ex-
posed to chemical weapons. Their
unit was responsible for round-
the-clock testing and spot checks
of the impact sites of Scud mis-
siles.

Itdetected traces of toxic com-
pounds in the air and sand on two
days during the war, and reported
that to Saudi troops. It also sub-
mitted reports and substance
samples to the Czechoslovak Min-
istry of Defense.

And there was Braun’s own
log.

“I made my private reports
during the war days, because one
day I’ll be old and forget,” said
Braun, now a bureaucrat in
Prague’s city government. He
plans a book about his time in the
Gulf and with U.N. troops in the
Bosnian war.

Zelinsky noted there was much
more thanthe health of 200 Czech
and Slovak soldiers at stake: Tens
of thousands of American veter-
ans could claim huge compensa-
tion.

Zelinsky said. The vets learned

just this year that some U.S. com-
manders ordered troops to disre-
gard the Czech unit’s reports.

The Pentagon said the
reported incidents were not con-
sidered a threat.

Until recent revelations that
U.S. troops detonated an Iragi
bunker containing chemical tox-
ins in March 1991, the U.S. gov-
ernment had denied Americans
might have been exposed to
chemical or biological agents.

The Czechs put on gas masks
and other protective gear several
times; the Americans did not fol-
low suit, said Vaclav Hlavac, a
retired Czech officer who moni-
tored chemical gas during the war.

TOKYO (AP) - Authorities are in-
vestigating the president of a major
Japanese retailer of women’s wear
over suspected insider trading.

The Yomiuri newspaper and
the Kyodo news agency said
Katsurao Suzui, president of
Suzutan Co., sold 1.01 million
shares inhis company between May
and August 1994 for 1.26 billion

" yen ($ 11.2 million).

The company announced on Oct.
18, 1994, that it would have to cover
2.5 billion yen (§ 22.32 million) in
losses from a shopping center devel-
opment subsidiary.

In a hastily arranged news confer-
ence, Suzui denied doing anything
wrong,

“I conducted (trading) with confi-
dence that it did not fall into insider
trading,” Suzui said in Nagoya, cen-
tral Japan, where his company is

based.

An official of the government’s
Securitiesand Exchange Surveillance
Commission said it does not com-
ment on individual cases under in-
vestigation.

Suzutan, set up in 1953, is the
largest women'’s wear retailer in Ja-
pan with its sales totaling 78.1 billion
yen ($ 698 million) in the mostrecent
fiscal year, whichended February 29.
It has about 620 chain shops across
Japan.

Japaneselaw, as inother indus-
trialized nations, prohibits people
from buying orselling stock based
on inside company information
that is not generally available to
the public. Aninsidertrading con-
viction carries a sentence of up to
three years imprisonment and a
fine of up to 3 million yen ($
26,000) in Japan.

Some 400 people across
southern Scotland now have
symptoms of food poisoning,
they said. Around 30 are being

treated in hospital.

The latest victim, an 83-year-
old woman from Wishaw near
Glasgow, died Saturday. Offi-
cials believe she is the seventh
person to die after eating cooked
meat at a lunch for retirees at a
church in Wishaw.

Officials believe the poisoned
meat came from a butcher shop
in Wishaw. It has been closed

until health officials complete
their investigation.

The E. coli bacteria live in
the intestines of cows and other
animals. Humansusually are in-
fected through contaminated
meat, unpasteurized milk or
untreated water.

Symptoms’include diarrhea
and severe abdominal pain or
cramping.

BANGKOK, Thailand (AP) -
Failure to curbthe growing men-
ace of illegal drugs led to the
dismissal of Thailand’s top cop
-this week, the Bangkok Post said
Sunday.

Interior Minister Snoh
Thienthong fired Police Chief
Gen. Pochanca Boonyachindaon
Friday. Snoh Thienthong told
the paper that the use of illegal
drugs had skyrocketed since
Pochana was put in charge of
Thailand’s police force two years
ago.

Thailand is a key transit point
for heroin flowing from Burma.
The Thais have also witnessed
an explosion of amphetamine
use in recent years.

The amphetamine problem is
considered so bad, the previous
government increased the pen-

~alty to death for dealers of the

drugs.

Newspapers and analysts have
speculated, however, that
Pochana's dismissal was the re-
sult of two recent controversies
thathave embarrassed the month-

old government of Gen. Chavalit

Yongchaiyudh.

Pochana refused to investigate
his deputy chief Gen. Salang
Bunnag after Salang admitted or-
dering police to execute six am-
phetamine dealers who had al-
ready surrendered to police. .

Victor Trifonov, a retired for-
eign service officer, will head the
newly established Russian repre-
sentative office in Taipei, the min-
istry said in a statement.

Trifonov served in Moscow’s
embassies in Beijing, Washing-
ton, and Mauritius and was the
Foreign Ministry’s vice director
for Asian affairs from 1987 to
1991.

Taiwan and Russia signed an
agreement to exchange represen-
tatives in 1992, but Moscow had
until now delayed setting up an
office. Taiwan has had represen-
tativesin Russiafor several years.

Like most countries, Russiahas
diplomatic ties with Taiwan'’s ri-
val China, which forbids coun-
tries recognizing ittohave formal
diplomatic relations with the is-

land.

Only 30 countries have diplo-
matic ties with Taiwan. South
Africa, the largest and mostinflu-
ential of them, announced last
month it was switching recogni-
tion from Taiwan to China next
year.

But more than 40countries have
unofficial representative offices
in Taipei, many operating as de-
facto embassies.

Russia’s traditional political and
geographictieswithChinaare thought
to have been areason for the delay in
appointing a representative.

Russia’s Duma takes
look at 1997 budget

" MOSCOW (AP)-Russia’s lower

house of parliament is to take
another look Sunday at the draft
1997 budget, a spending plan that
has provoked heated debate.

The controversial budget ap-
peared likely to be approved.

Parliament speaker Gennady
Seleznyov, a Communist, pre-
dicted Saturday that the debate
would be “stormy,” but said re-
cent government amendments
should satisfy most factions.

The vote was postponed on
Dec. 6 when lawmakers said they
needed more time to study the

government's proposals.

Parliament’s budget commit-
tee recommended Saturday that
the new draft be adopted, despite
opposition from its chairman,
Mikhail Zadomov, who has said
Its revenue projections are unre-
alistic.

Yet despite his misgivings,
Zadornov said he thinks the docu-
ment has a good chance of pass-
ing, since spending is higher than
in previous versions.

Critics of the government plan
have said it doesn’t do enough to
boost welfare spending or ensure
a return to economic growth.

The Communists, who domi-
nate the State Duma, the lower
house, agreed Saturday to sup-
port the latest budget draft pro-

vided certain demands were met.

Prime Minister Viktor
Chemomyrdin, appearing ontele-
vision Saturday night, described
abudget that appeared to meet the
Communists’ demands for a spe-
cial “‘development” budget to
improve Russian industry and for
all overdue wages and pensions
to be paid.

The State Duma rejected the
government’s original version in
October and set up a joint parlia-
mentary-executive committee to
put together a revised version.

The government recently in-
serted 31 trillion rubles ($ 5.6

billion) innew revenue and spend-

ing into the budget, not contained

in earlier drafts. Officials said
details of where that money will
come from and how it will be
spent will be a key issue in
Sunday’s discussions.

Without an approved budget,
the law requires the government
to operate in the first quarter by
extrapolating revenue and spend-
ing trends from the fourth quarter
of this year,

The draft under consideration
Sunday contains broad outlines
of the 1997 budget: spending,
revenue and deficit figures. A
fleshed out version is not ex-

pected to be approved until early
next year.

SMITHTOWN, New York(AP)
- Static electricity is the latest
theory being examined by inves-
tigators seeking the cause of the
TWA Flight 800 explosion, a
safety board official said.

“This is a possibility but it's
not the only one,” the National
Transportation Safety Board offi-
cial said Saturday on condition of
anonymity. “It’s a very possible
source but we are by no means
certain.”

The investigation of the July 17
explosion has been a process of
elimination. Investigators say they
have not ruled out the possibility
that the Paris-bound plane was
downed by a bomb, missile or a
mechanical malfunction after it
left Kennedy Airport.

Investigators believe the nearly
empty center fuel tank on the
Boeing 747 exploded but haven’t
pinpointed what ignited the blast.

As a result of its probe, the
NTSB on Friday urged the Fed-
eral Aviation Administration to
adopt rules that would improve
the safety of fuel tanks, prevent-
ing possible explosions caused by
heat, sparks or static electricity.

James Kallstrom, who is head-
ing the FBI criminal probe into
the crash, said Saturday he agrees
with the NTSBrecommendations,
but is critical of those who are
“speculating publicly on what
caused this horrific tragedy.”

“Law enforcement needs hard
evidence as towhetherthis was or
wasnot acriminal act,” Kallstrom
said.

In Washington on Saturday,
relatives of the 230 killed in the
explosion mel privately with in-
vestigators. The family members,

especially those from Europe,
volleyed dozens of questions at
officials, and many were not sat-
isfied with the response.

“We didn’t hear very much,”
said Jose Cremades, of Strasbourg,
France, whose 15-year-old son
died in the explosion.

Friday’s NTSB recommenda-
tions were the first from the inves-
tigation. ‘

The board recommended tanks
be designed so they won't contain
any explosive fuel-air mixtures,
and adding insulation betweenthe
fuel tanks and heat-generating
equipment such as air condition-
ers and hot air ducts.

The staticelectricity theory cen-
ters on the possibility that static
built up around a pipe that carries
fuel through but not into the cen-
ter fuel tank. Just as static can
build around a pipe in a house, it
can also form around a pipe in an
airplane. '

The static could have been cre-
ated by fuel spray that might have
escaped through a pinhole rup-
ture in the fuel pipe into the nearly
empty center -fuel tank, igniting
vapors capable of exploding if
their temperature had risen to at
least 100 degrees (38 C).

Another possibility is that an
electrical spark might have
jumped out of a loosened joint in
the pipe, touching off the explo-
sion when the spark connected
with the hot vapors.

Butforstaticelectricity to cause
an explosion, a number of condi-
tions mustbe present. Forinstance,
the center fuel tank vapors must
be at a temperature capable of
being ignited, the tank must be at
the right pressure and the pilots
would have to be using the pipe.

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China’s new MBAs ‘taking over’

By RENEE SCHOOF
BELJING (AP) - The 29-year-old
assistant president of the Beijing No.
1 Machine Tool Plant is a pioneer in
thedebt-bound worldof China’s state-
owned industries.

Zhang Yong, the son of factory
workers, has risen quickly in two
years since the government assigned
him to Beijing No. 1, one of China’s

biggest state factories. The key to his

success - earning an MBA.
The master’s of business adminis-
tration degree is still rare in China.
Only about 500 Chinese have earned
the degreesince someofthecountry’s
universities started offering Masters
of Business Administration programs
in 1991. It’s just a handful compared
with the 300,000 MBAs one senior
officialrecentlyestimatedChinabadly
needs.

Better management is make-or-
break issue for China’s ailing state
sector. State enterprises employ 109
million people, or more than two-
thirds of the urban workforce. About
three-quarters of the enterprises are in
debt, and the growing losses are a
serjous drain on the state budget.

“History has givenus youngpeople
a very good opportunity. The transi-

tion from a planned economy to a

market-oriented one is like a big
stage,” Zhang said in an interview at
Beijing No. 1, a crumbling cement
and brick factory built in the 1950s
across the street from a five-star hotel
and the International Trade Center.

The trade center symbolizes the
hopesof mostof Zhang’s classmates.
Inforeigncompaniesthey mightcom-
mand salaries of 150,000 yuan ($
18,000) a year, Zhang said, com-
pared to his own of closer to 10,000
yuan ($ 1,200).

But, he insisted: “The most im-
portant thing to consider is your fu-
ture development.”

Zhang sees agood future at Beijing
No. 1. Unlike the majority of debt-
encumbered state companies, it has
plans to become a research, produc-
tionand trade group, along the linesof
giant Japanese or South Korean con-
glomerates.  Itsadvantagesinclude
strong demand for its milling and
boring machines, factory floors fitted
with computer-aided design and pro-
ductionequipment, and its prime real
estate.

Chen Qingtai, a senior official in
charge of enterprise reform at the
State Economic and Trade Commis-
sion, recently said in a speech that
strengthening management training
was one of the key steps in China’s
gradual approach to enterprise re-
form.

The MBA programs at26 Chinese
universities cover much the same
courses as in the West. They also
examine China’s economy, particu-
larly the struggles of state enterprises.

Factory managers cannot simply
fire the workers they don’t need. The
govemnmenthasbeenunwillingtolay
off some 30 million unneeded work-
ers all at once because it fears social
upheaval. It also has ruled out
privatization.

At the same time, China’s
economy is increasingly tied to the
world’s markets. It needs managers
who understand the rules of the glo-
bal economy.

“We will play avery importantrole
in Chinese economic reform,” said
Zhao Chunjun, the deputy dean of
the management school at presti-

gious Tsinghua University.

Since China’s universities can-
not meet the demand for profes-
sional managers, the University of
Michigan Business School and
other Westernuniversities are help-
ing develop MBA programs here.

The China-European Interna-
tional Business School in Shang-
hai, a joint venture of the govern-
ment and the European Union, of-
fers an MBA taught by foreign
professors.

In addition, some foreign com-
panies send employees to earn
MBAsinHongKongor Singapore,
while others operate their own
management training programs in
China.

Arthur K. Yeung, a University
of Michigan Business School fac-
ulty member who studies China,
said MBAs will be able to improve
the managementof state enterprises
to some extent, but not dramati-
cally in the short term.

The new-style managers will be
restricted until politically controlled
management systems are shaken
up.
*““The old factory leaders are like
oxen pulling a cart,” said Zhang,
quickly adding he means thatin the
kindest way. “They’re hard-work-
ing and down-to-earth, but they're
limited in their thinking and experi-
ence.”

Zhang said the Beijing University
program was very practical and sub-
stantive-well worthwhileeventhough
it means getting five hours of sleep a
night, attending lectures two nights a
week and on Saturdays and spending
his Sundays doing homework.

Guest lecturers from companies
like Ford have him excited about
Beijing No. 1's prospects as a big
player.

As it grows, it will need more than
one MBA. Can it attract them?

“State enterprises have become a
training ground, and that’s unfair,”
Zhangsaid. ‘‘Butif they can’tthink of
ways to keep talent, it’s going to be
verydifficult. Peopletend tostay only
five years. The salary gap is just too
big.”

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Officials back democracy move

Major crisis seen in Serbia

By MISHA SAVIC
BELGRADE, Yugoslavia
(AP) - International officials
backed opposition demands for
more democracy and said the
standoff between President
Slobodan Milosevic and protest-
ers was bringing Serbia toward
a crisis.

The comments by officials
responsible for overseeing peace
inneighboring Bosnia bolstered
opposition leaders days after
Italy's foreign minister said it
was unrealistic for them to ex-
pect Milosevic to restore their
victories in Nov. 17 local elec-
tions.

They also undercut the argu-
ment that Western countries
must back Milosevic because
he is critical to ensuring that
Bosnian Serbs comply with the
Dayton peace accords and guar-
anteeing the security of NATO-
led peace troops.

Courts controlled by
Milosevic annulled the local
elections, propelling tens of
thousands of demonstrators to
the streets of the capital every
day since.

About 200,000 people dem-
onstrated in Belgrade on Satur-
day. Retiree - Branislav
Adamovic, 61, said the deafen-
ing noise of whistles, drums,
horns and shouts was the sound
of an “exorcism” of Milosevic.

The protesters were joined
by about 200 students who
walked from Novi Sad, about
80 kilometers (50 miles) away.
Belgrade residents gave them a
heroes® welcome, waving from
windows and balconies and
throwing confetti and balloons.

Milosevic returned to a tactic

used earlier in the protests, jam-
ming live broadcasts on inde-
pendent B 92 radio. A male voice
broke in at one point with: “Go
home, everyone back to their
homes!”

Carl Bildt, the former Swed-
ish prime minister who is in
charge of implementing the ci-
vilian part of the Bosnian peace
agreement, told European Union
leaders meeting in Dublin that
“Serbia is headed for a major
crisis.” “The economic,
social and political problems of
Serbia are so deep and so seri-
ous that there is no easy way
out,” Bildt said. He said democ-
racy was a prerequisite for solv-
ing them.

His deputy, Michael Steiner,
said in Belgrade that it was im-
portant for Bosnia that its neigh-
bors - Yugoslavia and Croatia -
be democratic, too.

“The annulment of the elec-
tions is, of course, unaccept-
able, so this must be changed,
and I think that the demands are
absolutely legitimate,” Steiner
said.

Serbia’s opposition was stung
by comments Thursday by Ital-
ian Foreign Minister Lamberto
Dini, who met with both sides
and then said it was too much
for the opposition to expect the
president to return election vic-
tories.

On Saturday, the opposition
coalition Zajedno, or Together,
released a copy of a letter to
Italian Prime Minister Romano
Prodi, saying they could not
understand or accept Dini’s
comments.

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- Refugees cross from Tanzania

RUSUMO, Rwanda (AP) - Re-
turning to their homeland after 2
1/2 years in Tanzania, once-en-
trenched Rwandan refugees be-
ganto make their way back across
the border.

The flow of people, which be-
gan with small groups on foot or
bicycles, tapered off as night fell

Saturday. But about two kilome-
ters (a mile) behind those initial
returnees, a dense 18-kilometer

(11-mile) column of refugees
stretched beyond the horizon. The
main group was expected to Cross
Sunday, aid workers said.

Earlier, Tanzanian soldiers and
police had surrounded camps in
the northwestern Ngara area and
ordered the refugees to move out.
Aid workers say they hope all
535,000 Rwandan Hutus remain-
ing in Tanzama would return
home.

“I’mvery gladtobeinRwanda.

This is my home,” said Namani
Munyantore, 26, carrying two
sacks, one with a live chicken.

He said it had taken eight hours
for him, his wife and two chil-
dren, to walk 29 kilometers (18
miles) from Lumasi camp.

Judith Melby, representative
of the U.N. refugee agency,
said it appeared that all of the
camps were emptying. She
said Tanzanian soldiers were
lining the road from the bor-

der back about 25 kilometers
(15 miles) to the Ngara area.

Most of those returning to
Rwanda have homes within 30
kilometers (18 miles) of the
border, so they won’t have to
walk far, said Michele
Quintaglie of U.N. World
Food Program.

WFP and other aid agencies
have set up stations every five
kilometers (three miles), dis-
tributing water, medicines and
high-protein biscuits.

“We're trying to give sup-
plies without stopping the flow
of people,” Quintaglie said.

The refugees were moving
in an orderly fashion, moving
fast across the border. No vio-
lence was reported along the
way.

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Carey declares victory

WASHINGTON (AP) - Team-
ster Union President Ron Carey
hasdeclared victory over the son of
labor legend Jimmy Hoffa, prom-
ising to press on with his efforts to
fight corruption and revitalize the
once mighty union.

“This is not a victory for one
man or a slate of candidates, it’s a
victory for all working people who
wantstrong, honestunions,” Carey
said at union headquarters where
supporterscheered hisclaimofelec-
tion to a second five-year term.

Meanwhile, a federal overseer
was tallying the final ballots and
James P. Hoffa remained confi-
dent that the outcome would de-
pend on an accounting of chal-
lenged ballots.

“When the ballots are counted,
it does appear it's going to be a
very, very close race,” Hoffa said.
But he admitted the trend emerg-
ing from the vote count was against
him. *It’s not time for a concession
speech, but it does look like it is
possible that Ron Carey will be re-
elected.”

The official count announced
Saturday night had Carey with
226,593 votes and Hoffa with
209,896, notcounting 41,002 chal-
lenged ballots. Countingof the chal-

lenged ballots will begin Monday
and is expected to take about a
week to complete.

The total number of ballots cast
was 485,604, including those chal-
lenged and 2,806 voided by the
overseer. Not every valid ballot
contained a vote for president.

Carey supporters conceded the
challenged ballots would be
checked, but they were certain that
wouldn’tchange the results. Carey
claimed 52 percent of the vote.

To avoid federal racketeering
charges, the Teamsters, primarily a
union of truck drivers, in 1989
agreed to submit to an independent
review board to investigate wrong-
doing by union officials.

The union also agreed to let its
1.4 million members directly elect
top union officers, and to have fed-
eral officials oversee those elec-
tions. Only about one-third of the
members cast ballots in this elec-
tion.

Carey began his first term in
February 1992. Working withregu-
lators, he placed 66 local branches
intrusteeship and suspended offic-
ers suspected of corruption.

The hazing incident about
four weeks ago allegedly in-
volved someone spraying ca-
dets with a flammable liquid
and setting their clothes on
fire. Officials said no one was
injured.

At least one male cadet was
also a target of the incident,
said Clifton Poole, the interim
college president.

Poole said the incident did

not appear to be gender-re-
lated. Instead, ithad to do with
upperclassmen picking onnew
students.

Poole would not give the
names of any of the cadets
involved or details of the inci-
dent.

The State Law Enforcement
Division and the FBI also are
investigating allegations of
physical and verbal threats
against the women.

Four women were admitted
to the state-supported military
school when the college
dropped its all-male policy.

*“T’m a sinner and I fall to some of
the enticing sins of the wotld,” he
says. “But my relationship with God
has guided me.”
~ Slightly hoarse from numerous in-
terviews, Gooding sits down in a
restaurant at the Four Seasons Hotel
for his first meal of the day at 4:30
p.m.

Dressedina dark-blue, pinstriped
suit and‘yellow-print tie, Gooding
exudes the cordiality andreserve of a
minister when he declares, “All the
benefits that I've received already
make me feel undeserving of the
blessings God has bestowed onme.”

Methodically slicing into a lob-
ster-with-baconsandwich, hecontin-
ues, “The Old Testament is some-
thing you observe.

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Tough competition seen for Oscars

LOS ANGELES (AP) - Picture
Madonnastriking this pose: grace-
fully accepting the best actress
Oscar for “Evita” come March.

The prospect may be enough to
send the pop icon’s fans into a
frenzy, but they’re bestadvised to
restrain their enthusiasm. While
Madonna s getting amodestshare
of Oscar buzz, she’s got serious
competition.

A host of critically acclaimed
films, many featuring juicy per-
formances from veteranactresses,
are vying for Academy Award
nominations. Ballots go out Jan.
8, with the nominations to be an-
nounced Feb. 11.

Academy voters have a rich
field to consider, including likely
best-picture contenders “Shine,”

“Another key to our campaign
was to keep the film on the screen
as long as possible,” Sony Pic-
tures Classics co-president
Michael Barker said.

An Oscar bid “would mean a
lot to John Sayles,” Barker said.
“What would please him the most
is that any kind of Oscar recogni-
tion would cause the film to be
seen by a wider audience.”

The mayor said thatthe twoshould
apologize to him, to his family and to
Tinian's 44 new full-time employees
for the “insult.”

The 44 FTEs, he said, work for the
Tinian Municipal Treasury and not, as
Cing and Reyes have claimed, for the
Mayor’s Office. .

But according to Cing, there is no
need for an apology, particularly to
Manglona’s family, because the issue
is a public matter.

He said that the issue was not where
the FTEs are employed, but that the $1
millionforTinian’sroad improvements

was “diverted” to pay for the 44 FTEs. -

It was Manglona who worked to get
the FTEs “legitimized,” Cing said.

“For a year, | lobbied for the release
of $1 million which wecouldhaveused
for road improvements, but now, how
in the world would the legislators be-
lieve that we really need money for
road improvements?

number and hourly rate.

Cing said he has “nothing against”
the 44 FTEs.

“Idon’tevenknow who they are, but
when you set up your priority I still
believe that better roads and highways
would have serve more than just 44
persons.”

He said better infrastructure would
have helped lure investors to Tinian.

“And now Tinian has become a
laughing stock because after the money
for road improvements wasdiverted to
pay forthe FTES, herecomesthe mayor

requesting the governor to declare a
state of emergency on Tinian, forroad
improvements!

“Now that is a cheap shot.”

Cing added that it is the mayor’s
memory thatneeded to be “refreshed.”

“Let me ask the mayor. Where's the
financial report for the casino that you
promised to give tothe Tinian Legisla-
tive Delegation?”

Cing said the report would have
identified funding for Tinian projects.

Manglona, he said, “almost got into
trouble” last year when the House of
Representatives was about to look into
Tinian’s FTEs.

“The mayor asked me for help. Itold
him he can do three things: reduce the
number of his FTEs, or their work
hours or their salaries.

“Instead, this year he increased the
numberof FTEs. Whatever hisreasons
for doing so, it’s good for him politi-
cally. He’s going to look good in this
issue and [ would look bad.

“But I'm not afraid because years
from now I would still be correct. The
money could have been better used for
Tinian’s road improvements.”

Cing said Manglona should not
“gamble withtheemploymentofpeople.”

“If there’s no money he should say
no. I like to teach him to say no. Later
on, he’s going to be fighting with those
people because there’s no money for
their salaries.”

Manglona, on Thursday, said that
the local appropriationordinance, which
“covered” the 44FTEs, waseven*‘con-
curred” by the Tinian Legislative Del-
egation of which Cing is a member.

However, after a“series of meeting”
with “appropriate government offi-
cials,” the mayor said it was found out
that there were no sufficient funds for
the 44 FTEs.

He said it was considered whether to
allow the FTEs to work and pay them
“retroactively” when local funds be-
come available, or to fire them and ask
the central government for their inclu-
sion in the fiscal year 1997 budget.

“We decided that option number
two was the only feasible course of
-action to take,” Manglona said.

“Thisiswhereall theconfusionstems
from, and where the distorted allega-
tions and accusations against me arose
from.”

He said Cing and Reyes were “mis-
led” with “inaccurate’ information.

But, the mayor added, the twolegis-
lators also “felt that they could not
approach my office directly toseek the
information that they needed.”

Manglona said he decided to issue
the press release only “after lengthy
soul searching.”

“Iwould like to take this opportunity
togoon the public record toexplain the
situation as it really is. (I)t seems that I
need to refresh...Cing’s memory....”

Cing and Reyes have said that
Manglona should be “penalized” for
alleged illegal hiring of government
employees in the Office of the Tinian
Mayor.

Inseparate speechesduring the Nov.
29 “back-to-back” sessions of the Sen-
ate and the House of Representatives,
Cing and Reyes said the practice of
hiring full-time government employ-
ees (FTEs)—despite the limits on the
number of such employees and the
absence of funds—should stop.

“I'm...ashamed that Tinian is asking
(to legitimize the hiring of illegal
FTEs),” Cing said, referring to an
amendment to the fiscal year 1997
budget bill which would give $1 mil-
lion for the hiring of an additional 44
new FTEs for Tinian. ’

Cing said if the illegal hires were
to be legitimized, “don’t be sur-
prised if next year would be worse.
[ expect them to be.”.

He said the $1 million for the FTEs
wouldhave beenbetterused forTinian’s
road improvement projects.

“I'm already sick and tired of this,”
Cing said. “If we don’t penalize (the
people responsible for the illegal hir-
ing) this would happen again.”

Reyes, forhispart, called the alleged
illegal hiring an “insanity.”

He said hée and Ways and Means
Committee Chair Ana S. Teregeyo
evenfoundout thatat leastone FTE for
Tinian held three different positions
and three different pay levels.

“How many more of this kind of
abuse are in the budget,” Reyes said.
“Whoeveris guilty (of doing thisillegal
hiring) should be put into trial. We
should not condone illegal activity.
When is this going to stop?”

He said Tinian's mayor will “have
more (illegal hires) after this.”

Tinian, Reyes said, has a “history of
abuse.”

“Il’slikeashadow(following) them.
['can’t face my (Saipan constituents)
and say [ allowed this because we have
to rush the budget. That’s not justice.”

NEW YORK (AP) - The Phitadel-
phia Eagles scored two touchdowns
95 seconds apart late in the fourth
quarterSaturday,avoiding anembar-
rassing loss to the woeful New York
Jets 21-20 and keeping the U.S. Na-
tional Football League playoff hopes
alive.

Michael Zordich’s two intercep-
tions setuptouchdowns as the Eagles
improved to 9-6. The Eagles will
qualify for the playoffs if Washing-
ton loses at Arizona on Sunday.

The game was one of two on
Saturday, the NFL's traditional late-
season schedule change to get more
nationally televised games. Chicago
beat San Diego 27-14 in the late
aftemoon game.

Zordich's second pickoff and 7-
yardremmtothe New York 18led to
Irving Fryar’s second touchdown, a
14-yard pass from Ty Detmer. Gary
Anderson’s extra point made the dif-
ference.

Just 1:35 earlier, they had climbed
within six points on Detmer’s 2-yard
passtoChris T. Jones that finished off

an 80-yard drive helped by a fourth-
downholding penalty in theend zone
against Jets safety Gary Jones.
Beforethat, the Eagleslookedhope-
less against the hapless Jets (1-14),
who lost their 11th straight home
game and set a franchise mark for
futility. Last year, they were 3-13

under coach Rich Kotite, who left:

Philadelphiaafterlosinghisfinal seven
games and has gone 4-27 with the
Jets.

Earlier this week, Detmer said the
Eagles would look like idiots if they
lost to the Jets. Those words inspired
New York’sdefense, especially Hugh
Douglas, who had three sacks and an
interception.

But the Eagles, hardly looking like
aplayoffcontender, gaveitrightback.
Receiver Freddie Solomon slipped
on the wet turf and rookie Marcus
Coleman made his first NFL inter-
ception, returning it 23 yards to the
New York 49.

Twoplayslater, Foley hitJohnson
on the fleaflicker, with Johnson fall-
ing into the end zone.

Foley fumbled a snap on New
York’snextseries, with Philadelphia

taking over at the Jets 35. But three
penalties set back the Eagles and
Andersonmissed a48-yard field goal
into the wind.

InChicago, Dave Krieg threw three
short touchdown passes and the Chi-
cago Bears all but eliminated San
Diego from the playoff race, beating
the slumping Chargers 27-14.

On July 7, 1995, Lujan said the
suspended executor Bank of
Saipan filed a petition to admit

In early July, 1995, BOS per-
sonal representative Joseph
Waechter and Peter Donnici, a
DHLI director and outside legal
counsel, began negotiating for the
estate to borrow $15 million from
DHLI.

Such amount to be secured by
the estate’s shares of stock in
DHLI (now having a minimum
value of $208 million), Lujan ex-
plained.

“It was ingeniously decided that
DHLI would lend only $12 mil-
lion and that the DHLC would
lend the remaining $3 million pro-
vided it be secured by the nascent
estate’s shares of stock in DHLC
originally valued at $168 million
and recently reduced to $59 mil-
lion,” Lujan said.

In reviewing the shareholder’s

and share pledge agreements, in
its redacted form, Lujan said
Kinney discovered about a-$75
million contingent liability agree-
ment between the old investors
and new investors.

“Therationale for this liability as
far as Kinney can glean is that the
new investors, worried about any
potential liability floating around
against DHLI, wanted this condi-
tion,” said Kinney’s counsel.

Lujan said Kinney suspected
there was more to this contingent
liability than a mere security of
pledging of shares.

Kinney’s counsel surmised that
a smart investor would not only
require a pledge of shares butaiso
withhold a certain portion or per-
centage of the purchase price to
be released upon the extinguish-
ment of the contingent liability.

Lujan said last Nov. 23 and 24,
the heir claimants met with the
Trust and CAG for the purpose of
trying to cooperate in certain ar-
eas and to minimize costs of es-
tate administration and to maxi-
mize estate assets.

“Kinney raised her concerns
about the 1992 DHLI Polar Bear
deal and her suspicion that com-

mon sense told her that the new
investors would withhold a cer-
tain portion or percentage of the
purchase price,” Lujan said.

12.5% and 45% to the new inves-
tors in 1990 and 1992 respec-
tively, and poured $63 million
into Vietnam between 1991 and
May 21, 1995 would only have a
little over $200,000 in his Bel-
gium account,” said Lujan.

“There is something fishy here
which merits aninvestigation. The
discovery of the $16 million in a
trust fund is the best proof that
Kinney has unearthed to support
this contention,” he added.
