A comparison of these statistics with those for

18C0, shows a reduction of twenty-thre- e hours in
the average of passages made between San Fran
cisco and this port the past year, which we
attribute to the increased knowledge and skill
displayed by captains on this route. A reduc-

tion of t ecnty hours, has also taken place in the
average of the passages of our regular packets,
when compared with thoso for the year pre-iou- s.

The three passages made in January
are remarkable for their shortness, one of them,
that of the ship Fair Wind having been the
shortest on record.

While speaking of the route between San
Francisco and Honolulu, we may add that we

criticism. For my part, I have hailed with pleasure
and satisfaction the first appearance of scraps of an-

cient lore and tradition in our present native news-

papers, and would readily do everything in my power
to encourage the continuation of them. Fast as the
ancient traditions are disappearing from among this
people, as one after another of the living depositories
of them ia vanishing, it seems to me of the utmost
importance, that all whirh still exisis and en be

gathered, should carefull be preserved and allow
nse to add, preserved in its original, unadulterated
state.

The historical and poetical records of primitive
nations neTer accord with tbe moral notions and ideas
of our present civilization, bat at the same time not
nnfrequeutly such discrepancies form most salient
characteristics of the national and social life described
in them. More than ence, these very immoralities
related have given to antiquarians or critical histo
rians the clue to elucida;e obscure points relative
to the affinities of races, or to explain dark points
about social and religious usages.

Our natives, although introduced to a civilization
greatly different and more elevated than their former,
still cling with affection to their old lore. And who
would blame them for this ? lake from a nation its
language and its history, and what remains to it of
individuality i The Lave now, what never was
granted to them before, two independent newspa-

pers, managed by them, and for their own benefit.
What is mere natural tbaa thai they should use them
as a vehicle, a depository fr.r t' oral traditions rela-

tive to their ancestors !

We have witnessed in cur uge, and the whole lite-

rary world has applauded, the efforts of the noble
brothers Grimm, in collecting from tbe lips of tbe

j common people, the ancient legends and tales of the
Germanic races. In nearly every other nation suc-

cessors and emulators bave sprung up to them. And
what an amount of genuine material for constructing
the fabulous period of the histories of those nations
has' been accumulated thereby .' What a euurce of

NOTES OF THE WEEK.
Vebt Independent. In its isue of the 15th the

Polynesian give a garbled report of the proceedings
at the Palace, by omitting a portion referring to
the presentation of the American officials. The omis-

sion was not accidental, for the whole copy had been
placed in the editor's bands, but was made, as we
hear, to gratify personal feelings. Learning the cir-

cumstances, we dec'ined to make the correction, and
in thus doing compelled Ibe Polynesian to do what
it should have done in the first instance, viz : to give

the report in full, for which correction, it boasts of
being very independent. The independence of that
journal consists in this, that if it attempts to blow

hot or cold, or disobey orders, it finds a chalk line
laid down, by which to walk.

XjT The mail matter received by the Yankee was

very meager, and unsatisfactory. The overland
mails, appear to be getting worse and worse, as a
publio conveyance. Letters and papers in great
numbers aie missing. Some letters and account
sales of importance are yet to arrive, though long

overdue, causing great vexation and inconvenience

in business. We would suggest that mail matter for

Honolulu be not dispatched by China vessels, unless
they are under positive instructions to touch at this
port. Several of these ships h ive gone past during
the two last months carrying letters and papers.

Clinton, who has earned laurels for himself and bis
vessel. His passage over to the coast and buck occu- -
pied but 25 days sailing time, and at a season of tbe
year when long passages are more frequently made
than short ones.

It is met with on all the
larger islands of our group, in the form f small
grains, usually in the beds of rivers. On tbe West-

erly end of Moiokai, ii is more abundant, boulders
having been found larger than man's head, in dry
ravines. They are detached, however, having no con

nection with the volcanio rocks, and all the speci

mens I have seen, appear to be more or less altered
by heat, the small crystals, scattered over their sur
face being rounded, and portions having the appear
ance of agate.

The small crystals obtaiued by n. von Holt, Esq.,
at th tmA diiro-ine- in Koolau. are QUartx. It is.... n - eo e -

probable, therefore, that the grains of quarts found

in rivers, are derived from the same source by tbe
disintegration of tbe basalt, through which it may be

rliaseminated in the form of small crystals. The

metals that occur on our islands, so far as observed.
are the following : Sulphate of iron, (Koolau gold;)
native copper, sparingly in recent lava; oxide of iron,
over all the islands, more abundant on Kauai, where

it is found coating pebbles, quarter of an inch in
thickness, having the appearance of iron ore. Mag-

netic iron sand is also found in larger quantities on

that island than elsewhere.
The following minerals bave been met with on our

islands : Labradorite. at Haleakala; sulphate of lime,

(gypsum.) found in caves, crystalized in stalactites,
not common; the same mineral occurs in large quan-

tities, enclosed in raised coral reefs, at several places

on this island, being the result of the evaporation of

sea water; zeolites, of two or three species undeter-

mined, in small geodes, enclosed in hard compact
basalt. Chrysolite and olivine, are common, dissem-

inated through tho lava rocks; tbe largest mass I
have met with, is four inches in diameter.

Perfect crystals of angite, double and single, are
found detached on Lanai and Hawaii. Carbonate of
lime is common over all the islands; sulphur and salt-

petre in sufficient quantities for all warlike purposes.
Not having had the advantage of railroad excava-

tions, or extensive publio works, but little is known
of our minerals.

ceeds from tbe same source. Unlike many that have
preceded it, its main object does not seem lo be to tear
down. It is not full of disparagement of all which
has been done in the work of education at th islands.
It 8sy, ' It will be seen that we do not Intend to io.
terfere directly with tbe present common schools.'4
This is right. It urges that other efforts be mad by
tbe government to iocreaso the schools of a higher
grade. This too is right. Against the plan of Im-

provement proposed for these schools, we see nothing
to object. Tbe advice in regard to moral and rcli.
gioos instruction is excellent. Tbe number of such
schools, for tbe present, roust be limited, owing to
the want of men and money.

The schools at Lahaiualuna and Hilo, and tb
female school at Wailuku, were commenced on almost
precisely the plan proposed, mingling work with in-

struction, only tbe menus for their support was de-
rived mostly from the United States. And this
amounted to no trifling sum, probably not less than
from 50,000 to S 100,000.

If the government will take bold of this subject in
earnest, no doubt something very important to the
Hawaiian race may be effected. Even if one addi-
tional school of this kind could be established on each
of the islands, it would doubtless result in great
good.

Tbe writer, we think, places too much reliance on
aid from parents. They will do something, and
promise more. Many would feel much interest in
tbe subject, but their means are limited. The asser.
tion that 44 $20,000 a year has been contributed by
Hawaiian Protestant church members for foreign reli-
gious gratuities," is quite incorrect. Tbe churches
have contributed about this sum annually for several
years past for all religious purposes, including build-
ing of churches, supporting pastors, aiding tbe In.
firm, &., only a very small portion of it has gone
to support missions in foreign lands. Nearly tbe
same amount from the American churches has been
expended here annually for these purposes.

We would say most heartily, let the coming legis-
lature take hold of this sul ject, and see what further
can be done to tire foru-ar- the work of education
at the islands, and render our school system more
useful, complete and efficient C.

Bright was received with
great enthusiainn. Ilia speech in reply, after a
brief aelnpvIacJgament of their kndnetw to him-
self, was entirely devoted to the subject of the
war in America. That struggle was one of the
highest interest to Kngland and to humanity at
Lirge. Eighty-fiv- e years ago. they were colynies
ru rViu tfcis country, and faireudy number-

ing a population of3,0J0,WK) muk?. ".i yvar ago
they were the United States of America, and
comprised 50,000,000 of people. In agriculture
and manufactures no country in the world, ex-

cept fur own, could be placed in comparison with
thefQi fThey wire equally ci4ingfiilied.foT their
inventions, their enterprises, their schools, their
pruKnsfand their religious establishments. The
public eipenditorea of these ' United" States was

23,000,000 a year and they were able to boast
aaatajuhtof oumforf, prosperity and abounding
plenty 'auch bs no 'other country in" any agehas
displayed. But there was another side. While" this co'in try secured tbe.tttmnet liberty fur the
white popuLition, it held the black population in
bondage and degradation. England sowed the
seeds of the slavery system. "'Jeflerson, two years
before the Declaration of Independence, iued a
rrotet against the conduct und policy of the
toglieb Government in preventing the colonists
from forbidding the importation at fresh negroes
from Africa. Ultimately every state was left to
legislate on slavery for itaulf. , liut the growth of
cotton has increased since that time, and become
an article of value to an extent which no man
dreamt of when Jefferson Wrote. And this cot-
ton, cultivated under the slavery system, now
threatened the overthrow of that which is a mil-
lion times more valuable the great Republic of

Now, the repre-
sentation of the South in the American legisla-
ture was not only complete but in excess. Three
out of every fire slaves are counted as white
men, and the consequence is that the South has
returned about twenty more members than it had
a natural right to do.

We were neutral in Italy,
but were not neutral in sympathy ; and, although
no English ships or soldiers appeared on tte shores
of that country, the sympathy of England was
spoken of in Europe, 'and did much 'to aid the
establishment of the free Italian kingdom. Mr.
Bright then argued that we had not given a simi-
lar cordial sympathy to the people ot the North-
ern States of America, although one or two states-
men',' a, 'for Instance, the Duke of Argyll and
Lord Stanley, had spoken with liberality, fairt
ness and friendliness of the United States. Karl
Russell, however, at Newcastle, had misrepresent-
ed the question when he said the North were con-
tending for empire and the South for independ-
ence; and the leading journal, since Lincoln took
office, had net published one fair, honorable and
friendly article on American affairs. It was

Why. should there be war? Why this
fratricidal strife? Why ehould the North and
South not serarate peaceably ?"

Mr. Bright throughout thought there were in-

surmountable geographical obstacles to a separa-
tion, as well as strong political objections. If
the Northern States haa done what some news-
paper writers advised, and had allowed the &uth
to withdraw rom the Union without making
any effort to retain them, we should have bo--n

tofd that' democracy was a failure, that the
Northern government was guilty of cowardice,
and worthy only of unmeasured contempt.
These candid friends tell us American freedom is
gone, the habeas corpus act has been suspended,
and other laws and liberties have been endanger-
ed. But bad not "we suspended the hattas corpus
act during the Irish rebellion of 184, and if an
insurgent array ever encamped within sight of
London, what regard would government have for
the fjarsd.nl liberty of the subject in any meas-
ures they took for securing toe safety of the
State? We are told that it would be Letter for
us if the United States were divided, and Sir Ed-

ward Lytton had predicted that there would ulti-
mately be four or five separate nations or federa-

tions. The Forever be uorvddcrcd a mean argu-
ment, and, aa for the latter, he would rather see
the whole of that vast continent combined in one
great federation of States, wliere there would
be do custom houses, bat freedom everywhere,
equality everywhere, law everywhere, and room
for the expanding energies of our race.
