a t the time of our vi81 t . It was to have been finished i n July but
the people nave been bUSy working on church projects . ~r . Hl ckl ng I s
getting a long very we l l . He reported that there was a minor ep idemic
of conjunctivitis on some areas o f the island , but t ha t I s now Bubsldng .

'lhe8 8 islands were vis! ted by reguJa r f i eld tr ip for the s ec ond
time this quarter from December 1948 to 29 December 1948 by Medi cal
Officer and HN . I t Is noted with pleasure that Hloklng , native
medica l practitioner Is do ing adrrirable wor k . The new dispensary Is
almost finished l a c k i ng on the completion of the s urgery _ lhe sanitary
condi tion of the is land seemed to be very good. Two patients were seen
I n consultation wi t h Dr . Hl ckl ng during our stay there . A complete
r epor t of the work done t he r e this past quar ter is included in
present nport .

OKIL :
This atoll was revisited by regular field trip on 22 December 1948

by Me di ca l Officer and HN . 1he work of the native health aide and
sanitary i nspe c t or s eemed to be sat isfactory . 1he sanitary condition
of the is land is goo d with the exception of t heir water supply . lhe
people have failed to ke ep their ci sterns covered . ~lck call Wls held
and 36 pa t i en t s seen . The majority were suffering from Catarrhal Fever
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which had invaded the island about 5 - 6 days berore our arrival .
There were no serious illnesses nor any cases requiring hos pitalization.

Since last visit there had been one death - 50 y ear old man who
died trom infection of ha n d . The native health aide stated t hat he
had been gi ven Penicillin In 011 , hot soaks , and b ed rest . Death
occurred on 17 I ovemb eT seven days after injury to hand - a cut . No
sympto~s of tetanus no t e d . lhere had been three births since last visit .

Next rleld trip to t nts atoll wI l l carry ~ul ek , the t op he a l th
aide , who ha s b een on ronape studying for past six mon ths . Hi s taking
over once a gain leads us t o a n ticipate b e tter all a ro und wor k from
the subordinates on t he islands .
