THE CENSUS.
As ia a former issue we promised io do, we priut

jr ihe complete census of the Kingdom as takeo
under the direction cf tie Board of Education
Dec. 27tb, 1S78.

By the table before us, it will be seen that there
has been an increase of tLe whole population since
1872, of 10SS; which increase is chiefljr attributa-
ble to the accession cf foreigners, principal! Chin-
ese; aud to some extent also to the diminution of
the rate of decrease of the native population, from
an average of 12.29 per cent, in 1666 and 1S72, to
7.80 per cent, in 1S7S.

Tli ere has also been a steady though small increase
tf the percentage of children under 15 years of ago
since lb06; and their percentage to the number of
females was in 1SC0, 5S.S9, in 1872, 02.59, and in
1S7S, 63.11, a more favorable showing than had
been expected, and one that augnrs well f.r the
future of the native race.

The total increase of foreigners since 1S72, a
period of six years, has been 5,111. Of this nuni
ber 3,978 were Chinese, leaving sn increase of for-
eigners of all other nationalities of 1133.

It is worthy of note that the result cf the pi est tit
census shows fur the first time siuce the introduction
of civilization to the Hawaiian Islands, nn increase
of population, which, .though largely owing at pres-
ent to immigration from abroad, is nevertheless also
the result to some extent of an improving condition
of vitality in the population itself, as shown by the
fact that there were 739 more children under C years
oi age in toe ninguom in iota, man tnere were t
years previous in 1872; aud this notwithstanding
the fact that there were more females in the popula-
tion of the Kingdom in 1S72 than there were in
1878.

It may not be improbable that the present and fu-
ture generations of Hawaiians having become accus-
tomed to their new conditions of civilized existance,
will take a new departure ; become fruitful and mul-
tiply, as iu their former and untutored state was the
case.

We believe that a few years more will settle defin-
itely the problem of the Hawaiian race, i. e. its per-
petuity or eventual extinction ; and we also believe
the result will prove that the extinction of the race
is not inevitable, a conclusion which the steady de-
crease of the people for so many years pist, seems to
some extent to have warranted. .

The Labor Question.t
Pursuant to the call made by Messrs. II.

Ilackfeld & Co., T. 11. DavicB, W. G. Irwin &
Co., and others interested in the introduction of
Iast India Coolies or other people suitable for
laborers on our plantations as recorded in our
iast issue, a meeting was held at the Chamber of
Commerce, nt 10 o'clock a. m., on Saturday
last ns suggested by His Ex. S. G. Wilder,
Minister of the Interior, at which he and many
of our most interested citizens attended.

The Hon. Mr. Rhodes was called to the chair
and Mr. II. L. Sheldon acted as Eecretary. Mr.
Rhodes 6tated the object of the meeting, and
that it was his opinion as most of the gentlemen
present were aware, that a full and abundant
supply of efficient laborers could be induced to
immigrate to these from India. In sup-
port of his opinion he begged to introduce to the
gentlemen present Mr. Ilorne, a gentleman fill-

ing the office of conservator of woods and forests
in Mauritius, and now collecting specimens of
our cane for the planters of that island, who
would kindly answer any questions relating to
the matter in nana. JHr. ilorne took a paper 1

containing a dozen or more questions and an-
swered them in detail. The gist of his informa-
tion was that of the population of Mauritius,
about two hundred and forty thousand were East
Indian Coolies. Of these about one hundred
thousand were employed on the sugar planta-
tions, and others as small shop-keeper- s, selling
fruit, matches and wood, while others again
sought employment as domestic servants which
they readily found, being preferred to all others ;

that they were n peaceable race, riots being un-
heard of among them. Upon its being asked
whether they did not sometimes make frivolous
complaints against their employers, Mr. Ilorne
said this certainly was the case, but when the
charge vrna brought homo to thorn, they were
punished by ihe Magistrate or Commissioner.
Commissioners Lad been appointed some years
back specially to attend to aud look after thc6e
imported jaburors. At first thoso nppointuionta
were not liked as it was thought they would
interfere with the business of the plantations,
but it was soon discovered they were of the
greatest value, as they prevented many misun-
derstandings; complaints on cither side being
speedily settled by them, and 60 prevented from
being carried into the law courts.

With regard to their efficiency as laborers.
On their first arrival they wcr generally awk-
ward, but soon learned to handle tools and in a
few months became good laborers. The propor-
tion of women that the British Government
required to be taken was forty to a hundred men.
Sometimes it was difficult to engage that number
of women, as they generally came as wives to
the men, but nobody knew whether they were
really married or not. On one occasion a cap-
tain who was carrying Coolies did not have on
board the requisite number, but was suffered to
leave on promising to make up the proper quota
on his next voyage.

The wages given to the men were five or six
shillings a week, out of which they supported
themselves and families. The women got less ;

about half. They worked in the fields or not as,
they liked, but many of them did so. When;
being asked how men could support themselves
on so small a sum, Mr. Home answered that the
vessels which. brought the people from India fill- -
ed their ships partly with rice. Ihi3 was
bought nt the shipping port at so many rupees
for 100 lbs (averaging about a cent and a half ol
our money per pound). The Indian lived upon
little besides lice and the few currie plants he
could grow in a bit of a garden. His great ob-

ject was to become the possessor of a cow, that
was his great ambition. He then considered
himself well off. Sometimes as many a? ten
thousand coolies came to Mauritius in one year,
and sometimes pot mare than one half tbo num-
ber. It depended entirely upon the coolies
themselves whether they wished to leave their
country or not. In times of famine the" emi-

gration of these people was not allowed by the
Indian Government Tor fear of their feeble and
emaciated state, (the emigrants being generally of
the poorer classes,) causing death before reaching
the port of debarcation. They are generally
healthy and not at all subject to disease; certain-
ly cot more so than the generality of Europeans
or Americans. -

This wa? about the sum of information fur-

nished by Mr. Ilorne, for which on motion of
Mr. Davis the thanks of the meeting were
unanimously voted to that gentleman.

The Hon. Mr. Carter thought the movement a
mistake. He had had considerable experience in
the matter already on his mission to England.
Lord Salisbury and the British Government had
indeed received biin very kindly, but had frankly
told him that to carry out his object lie would
have to go to India, and that the Government of
that country would throw every obstacle in his
way as they did not wish their people to be de-

ported. He had gathered information from dif-

ferent sources, had learned that the Danish and
Dutch Governments had both endeavored to get
supplies of laborers for their colonies from India ;

that some had been taken, but that the interfer-
ence of the British officials was so intolerable
that the measure was given up, so that no more
coolies go either to Surinam or the Danish pos-

sessions! He had besides learned that from forty
to eie-ht- y thousand pounds ($200,000 to $400,- -
000) would be required to be expended before we
received a single coolie, if we did get one after the
expenditure of eo much money. We must look
to Madeira and other places than India for a sup
ply of laborers for our planters.

After some discussion Mr. IthoJcs said he

could not agree with Mr. Carter ; that although
Mr. Carter had failed to accomplish the object
for which he was sent on his late mission the
matter was of such importance as to demand an-

other trial ; that he had prepared a short memor-
ial to the King aDd His Cabinet, which he read
to the meeting. It was now drawing towards
noon, and as the Minister of the Interior and
6ome other gentlemen present had to attend the
King at that time the meeting adjourned to meet
again at the same place at 10 o'clock on Saturday
next (to day).

We understand that Mr. Rhodes has sent a
copy of his memorial to each of the planters on
the other islands, they being the persons primari-
ly concerned, with a circular letter requesting
them to sign the memorial provided they think
the matter of procuring a supply of labor of suf-
ficient importance to warrant another tr'pf.

A Library and Reading Room far
Honolulu.

Wc suppose it will be generally Admitted that a
well equipped and conveniently located reading
rccu, open at all reasonable hoars and conducted in
a liberal manner, together with a large and well se
lected circulating library, are among the things which
no town of the size and wealth of Honolulu can afford
to be without. Especially is such the case when the
town in question is the capital cf a country and its
principal port of entry.

That measures hare net Lccn sooner takcu for
supplying this want can enly Le explained on the
ground that what is everybody's business in general
is apt to l e regarded as no one a business in particn
lar. However this may be, we are glad to know
that movement has now been mauzaratei which
promises to effectually remedy this long existing de-
ficiency. As many of onr readers are aware, a
number of our public spirited citizens have been
quietly bat actively engaged for two or three weeks
past in organizing an association for the purpose in
dicated and the success they bave met with in their
efforts thus far has been extremely gratifying and
encouraging. Nearly every person applied to has
signed the prospectus of the association and they
have already about two hundred and fifty names on
their roll, representing every business and calling in
the community and embracing representatives of
every section and class of our cosmopolitan society
A temporary organization has been effected, suitable
quarters have been secured and properly fitted up
and the " Honolulu Library and Jieading Room
.1sscciatio:t" is about to be launched on the full tide
of successful experiment. This Saturday evening at
half past seven o clock, there will be a formal public
opening at the rooms of the Association which are on
the second floor of C. E. William's buildiog. Fort St.,
and to which all persons both ladies and gentlemen
are most cordially invited lhc location is all that
coald be desired for convenience and accessibility
and the committee having that particular matter in
charge will pardon us for saying that in our judge-
ment they have shown admirable taste and discretion
in the fitting up and furnishing, so far as the same
has been completed.

It is the design of the gentlemen w ho hae inau-
gurated this movement that it shall be conducted
throughout on a broad and liberal basis. It ia not
intended that the association shall be controlled by
or run in the interest of any class, party, nation-
ality or sect in this community. This decision is
eminently wise and affords not only the soundest
basis for the conduct of such an enterprise, but In
fact the only basis on which it is possible in a com-
munity so peculiarly constituted as ours, to make
any movement of the kind a pcrmaneut success.
Before closing, we desire to make an earnest appeal
to our readers to help the association in the matter
of books. " There is scarcely a foreign family in
the place of any means whatever, but what has
more or less good and valuable books which tbey
can well afford to spare for so excellent an object.
There ought it seems to us, to be no difficulty in
securing say a hundred donations of from five to
twenty volumes each, which would give the library
a good start and make it attractive from the first.

We trust the attendance at the opening this even
ing may be large and that our people will in this
way as well as in ways and manners more substan-
tial, manifest their sympathy with this enterprise,
and their appreciation of the services of the gentle-
men, who at no small expenditure of time and labor
have inaugurated this movement and attended to
the multifarious details incident to the successful
startirg of such an organization.- - The exercises
this evening promise to be very interesting. Several
of our prominent citizens have consented to make
brief addresses, and of the musical arrangements it
is only necessary to say that they -- are in charge of
Prof. Berger, and that the singing will be by the
Glee Club of the Honolulu Iron Works. Those who
had the pleasure cf listening to these gentlemen on
the occasion of the recent entertainment at the
foundry, will need no other inducement to be
present.
