In a statement read at a news confer- 
ence by the Right Reverend Leland Stark, 
Episcopal Bishop of Newark, New Jersey, 
the Organization said its representatives 
were in “Washington "to take our case for 
a changed U.S. policy in Vietnam to the 
Administraition end the Congress." 

and through the cables, the statement 
added, “we are making it clear to Hanoi 
and the National Liberation Front that 
Americans want a res ponse from them that 
makes a negotiated settlement vossible." 

Negotiation Now! describes itself as 
a non-partisan movement of representatives 

of religious and youth groups, labor unions 
and about a score of voluntary social 
organizations. 

Mie are creating a new coalition of 
conscience on Vietnam similar to the 
coalition that assured the passage of major 
civil rights legislation in 1964-65," said 
the statement. 

The group asks both sides to join in a 
cease-fire and to support "internationally 
supervised genuinely democratic elections" 
in South Vietnam.

‘At the opening of the annual Pledging 
Conference, U Thant appealed for the "“estab- 
lishment of a new annual goal of 350 mil- 
lion dollars to be achieved step by step." 

Last year's pledges =< for the current 
year's U.N. programs - totaled $172,272,979 
which is about 15 per cent short of the 
200 million dollars goal. 

Observers felt, however, that this 
year's pledges might at least reach last 
lle goal, since only 102 members have 
made pledges so far. That leaves el 
countries yet to be heard fram, with about 
17 million dollars to go. 

The largest ove was 75 million dol- 
lars from the United States, which tradi- 
tionally underwrites up to 40 per cent of 

the total.

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Trust Territory Transportation 
Officer, James Cook, Dies in Guam 

Saipan -- Of the many problems the gener- 
al public in the Trust Territory faces, 
transportation has been one of the sever-= 
est and most prevalent. But problems in 
this particular area have not gone unnoticed 
nor have they been untended. The Adminis~ 
tration saw the need and made arrange- 

ments for its remedy. Many improvements 
in both sea and air travel have resulted 
and most of them, if not all, came about 
through the unceasing efforts of James 
Cook, the late Trust Territory Transporta~ 
tion Officer, 

Under his leadership, more ships have 
been added to the Micronesian fleet which 

formerly comprised of the Gunner's Knot, 
the Errol, Militobi, Kasehlelia and other 
vessels of much smaller capacities. Now 
every administrative district is using at 
least one field trip vessel to satisfy the 
demands and the needs of the residents of 

the outer islands. The Trust Territory 
Government no longer pours a large amount 
of funds unnecessarily into the Commercial 
Port in Guam for defraying the storage, 

_ docking and stevedoring expenses now that 
Saipan is the center of sea commerce, 

Under his general supervision the air 
traffic throughout Micronesia has also 
improved considerably. More frequent 
flights to the six districts are now pose- 
Sible as compared to the weekly SA-16 trips 
from Guam to the districts in the past 
ears. Lower rates for students, families 

and round trips have also been established, 

A man with unfailing humor and unrelent- 
ing devotion to the betterment of Micro- 
nesia as was Mr, Cook is badly needed in 
the Trust Territory, Mr. Cook will be re- 
membered with high respect by all ‘Micro- 
nesians and Americans who knew him, The

Palau -~ Three persons aboard a 24-foot 
motorboat have been reparted missing off 
the reef of Ngiwal Municipality in Eastern 
Babelthaup on September 30, 

Yap -- A new building capable of housing 
100 persons is nearing completion. The 
dormitory-type-of-construction is being 
funded through the Office of Economic Op- 
portunity grant administered by Yap Com- 
munity Action Program.

In recent discussions with officials 
in the Trust Territory Government it was 
learned by the editors of the "MicroScope" 
that monetary backing which, in the past, 
has been provided by the government may no 
longer be available for use by the "Micro- 
Scope e ss 

The editors of the "MicroScope" are in 
the process of offering a proposal to the 
Trust Territory Government which, if ace 
cepted, would enable the "MicroScope" to 
continue operations.

With this new gang of "ex- 

pressionists" the people of Micronesia 

are going to be convinced the Peace Corps 

is a circus company. 

We were told recently that the people 

who select Peace Corps volunteers are go=- 

ing to be more selective. If this is the 

best they cam .do they might as well aban- 

don the program. “e don't need this kind 

of image ef the United States. Keep them 

at home if this is the best we can do. 

At least they could get a haircut. And to 

think there was some talk about sending 

volunteers to Guam! 

We suggest it's time that someone- a 

third party -take a look at the Peace Corps 

in Micronesia. 

One Trust Territory student has accepted 

a scholarship to study in Russie, while 

‘the Soviets have offered another six. It's 

no wonder that the thinking people in the 

Trust Territory would stray to Russia, 

where education is accepted as a serious 

business, not a three ring circus.

The "MicroScope" on the Peace Corps Image 

Throughout the world today there many 

complex changes taking place. . These changes 

often cause large disturbances in the exist- 

ing order of life and people everywhere 

react differently to these changes. At 

times these reactions can only be felt or 

_ seen on a material or physical level such 

as the changes in architecture or in a new 

satellite which is being sent into outer. 

space.’ Other reactions take place on the 

human level and these can be seen or felt 

by the introduction of new ideas or policies 

in government, business and society in gen- 

eral, 

The change from youth to mturity has 

always caused disturbances and reactions, 

but today these reactions seem stronger 

than ever before because 1) we are involved 

and 2) the world has become smaller because 

of the imppovement in communications. We 

are all becoming more aware of what our 

neighbors all over the world are doing. 

Several ways in which young people are re- 

acting to their environment is in their 

style of dress, musical preferences, liter - 

ature and in their overall involvement. 

These are all methods in which these people 

are presenting their ideas to the world in 

which. they live. As always the older gen- 

eration also is disturbed by the changes 

taking place and one way they react is by 

attempting to discredit the younger gener- 

ation for their methods of presenting their 

own ideas. Most recently the reaction of 

the older generation has been to attack 

youth on the grounds that their style of 

dress, long hair, beards, literature, etc. 

is unacceptable to their way of perceiving 

the world, 

The reactions of people in the Pacific 

have been no different from reactions in 

the United States or elsewhere in the world. 

This has become particularly true in the 

case of the Peace Corps which has received 

unfavorable comments from several people 

in the Trust Territory and even in an edi- 

torial in a recent Guam newspaper (see edi- 

torial in this issue). While it is undoubt-— 

ably true that in same specific instances 

the actions or dress of Peace Corps Volun-_ 

teers has been unacceptable to the majority 

-of people in all age groups we feel that ~ 

the attempt to discredit the entire Peace 
Corps for the actions of a few is highly

unfair, just as it is unfair to say that 

all the young people in the wrrlc are dirty 

and unkempt because a few people choose to 

live in this manner. 

The recent group of trainees traveling 

to Udot from San Francisco was selected by 

the Guam newspaper as being a good example 

of the poor image Peace Corps is creating 

because of their style of dress and beards. 

What the Guam paper did not say was that 

these trainees (of whom less than 8% were 

teachers in the literal sense of the word) 

were informed by the Peace Corps staff that 

the journey would be a long, tiresome trip 

and that there would be many transfers in- 

cluding riding for-an hour or more in a 

World War II Landing Craft from Moen to 

Udot. The paper also failed to say that 

the reservations for the trainees in a 

Guam Hotel, where they were to rest for 

a couple of hours, was cancelled at the 

EDITORIAL continued on page 8.

- is the first Micronesian to serve in ’ 
this capacity for the Peace Corps. He 
is presently on Udot, in the Truk Dis- 
trict, helping to train 18 new Volunteers 
for the Marianas, These Volunteers will

Development, Law, Engineering, Nursing, 
and Education. Upon his return from 
Udot in November, Mr. Chong will assume 
his new duties. : 

He did not say which country had contacted 
Hanoi.
