Kri-iikm- s in Armenia have been
Instituted in earnest, and all the
Great Powers have to do is to watch
the men entrusted with admlnistra
tion of the reform measures. The
Armenians have held thanksgiving
services on the strength of assuran
ces that they will no longer be at
the mercy of murderous Turks and
Kurds.

This Waller case is closed. It
ended to the credit of all concerned
excepting the Consul
in Madagascar. The lfreuch t

has shown that Waller In-

terfered in a most marked and un-

warranted manner in its af-

fairs with the Hovas. "Secre
tary Olney is satisfied of
Waller's guilt and of the regularity
and fairness of the court, which
tried and convicted him. Taking
this view of Waller's case, the Ad-

ministration will make no demand
on the I'rcncU Government for his
release. It may ask, as a measure
of friendship and courtesy, that his
punishment be lightened, but this
will be asked as n favor and not as

a right."

IIkmu is a strong tip to the Ha
waiian Interior Department, from

the message of a mayor of Sacra-

mento: "The work of laying side

walks must not stop. We must
continue in the good work. All

persons must be compelled to com

ply with the sidewalk ordinances.
Hut these ordinances should be so
amended that each new sidewalk
put down must contain some dark
coloring matter. We cannot afford,
even under the banner of progress
and improvement, to raise up a race
of weak-eye- d and spectacled men
and women." Our I.iliha street
and the White Koad from Kapiolani
Park to the Waialae road need

"some dark coloring matter." It
is remarkable that this thing has
been overlooked, where so many
bright days make the roads sur-

faced with coral a punishment to
the eyes.

Juan Cri'.spo, President of Ven-

ezuela, is a man not to be over-

looked while boundary disputes,
ultimatums and the Monroe doc
trine fill the air and involve his
country. Crespo, who has been a
conservative and capable ruler,
ousted his predecessor by force of
arms. There were originally four
teen gentlemen of position and
prominence in the revolution. They
decided that the old administration
could no longer be tolerated. With
this crew at his back Crespo issued
a proclamation and took

to the field. He is him
self a superb soldier and all the
fighting men not held in check by

the government rushed to his ban
ner. In seven mouths, after numer
ous skirmishes and a series of big
battles, Crespo marched five armies
upon the capital. He was at the
head of an efficient and well discip-
lined division which took the lead.

It was one of the most thoroughly
just and entirely successful revolu-
tionary movements ever conducted,
Crespo is no infant at statecraft and
his talent and genius as an organ-
izer and commander arc certainly
marvelous.

l'KBSIUliNT Cl.UVl'.I.ANU'S few
words to Minister Castle again em
phasize that cast of the United
States executive's position which
Tmi Star has often sought to im

press. Mr. Cleveland's attitude is

that Hawaii stands to the Great
Republic in precisely the same re-

lation as any other foreign and in
dependent power. This he has

stated in so many words. It was

when expiessing this view that Mr,

Cleveland spoke of his failure to

oust the Provisional Government.
The Senate has said by resolution
that it would regard the political

activity of another country here as

inimical to the United States. As
to the real ideas of Mr. Cleveland

on annexation or "closer political

union," probably not even a mind

reader could discern. When he does

unburden himself on these proposi

tions it will be in tones not uncer-

tain. That Mr. Castle has been

received as Hawaiian minister may

reasonably be taken as an Indication
that the Administration is not an-

gry with the Republic of the Islands.

Their eyes nrc
less oblique, but full of that nameless,
hidden somothinc smoldering file,
which pccuif to bn tho birthright of nil
eastern lacos. Uliilo not wi tall as Ku-

ropeau women, tiiey aro boautifully pro-

portioutnl, and their carriage Is erect
and exceedingly graceful, lhis may in
part bo duo to the lack of that product
of civilization tho cornet.

Tho feet of tho Bunneso woman are
guileless of stockings, and her hands
know no covering other than n delicate
soft fckiu. Hoth hands and feet aro sin
gularly small nnd slender, and from ex
posure to HUUdiIno and --storm are as
brown ns berries. Among tho better
clashes many valuablo jewels udoiu the
slender, tapering lingers, ana tho tiny
feet aro incased In funny littlo shoes
which confine only tho toes. As the foot
strikes tho earth a slight click is hoard.
When a number of ladies aro piomcuad-in- g

together, tho souud is very peculiar
as tho constant patttr is kept up. lhis,
coupled vvith their coquettit.li ways, is
very amusing indeed.

Tho crowning glory of woman in nil
lauds is her hair, but it is particularly
tho case with the women of Unruin,
where it receives the greatest attention.
In color it is of a puipDh black, very
long and with a texture like spun, si Ik.

It is dressed daily with cocoanut oil,
being worn pompadour fashion nud
gathered into a large knot at tho back
of the head. Around this knot the
younger and unmarried ladies twine
brillluntly lined llowers, giving them
tho appearance of always being en fete.
It should bo explalued that the Durmeso
ladies uo cocoanut oil for tlio hair for
two reasons. First, it is snppo&ed to
strengthen tho hair and prevent it from
failing out, and, secondly, it Imparts
delightful coolness to the head somo
thing very much to bo desired iu
country whero tho fierce rays of tho sou
beat constantly upon the promenader,
To protect tlio head and faco they em-
ploy parasols similar to those usod by
tlio JapaiK'f-- ladies.

Compared with other races of tho
east, tho Burmese are possessed of a sin
gularly fair skin. Tho greatest caro is
bestowed on the teeth, hands and feet,
The dress of tho better classes is of tho
costliest material. Tho outer garment
consists of two pieces, a skirt which just
reaches to tho ankles mid a loose medi
um length jacket. The lower classes
wear garments of tho same fashion, but
of calico or some other cheap material,
while tho feet aro entirely devoid of
covering.

A practice common among all classes
iu linrma is tho chewing of betel nut.
It is first smeared with geo (native hut
ter), and then rolled iu betel leaf.
small portion will sufllco for a long
time, but it discolors tho teeth horribly.

A loe for jowelry is a passion which
has extended to all classes of woiueu of
Burma. When they accumulate money,
they do not invest it in real estate or
bonds, but couvert it immediately into
jewels. Poor women with calico gowns
nun uaro feet tienueiitly havo their littl
bag of piecious stones hidden about
their persons, and It Is chiefly womeu
who deal in the glittering banbleH.
bello of tho empiro, particularly on holy
days, is resplendent with newels.
would seem on such occasions as if she
sought to impress and propltluto the
gods by tho glory of her attire, and she
is then Indeed fair to look upon.

Tlio pagodas aro usually built on ele
vated land and aro reached by long
flights of. marble steps. A gathering of
wealthy Burmese ascending these steps.
with a tropical sun beating down on
thoir bejewoled breasts, is a dazzling
sight. These daiuty women are uot con
tent with ouo string of jewels, for tboy
have many, frequently reaching from
tho throat to below the waist. Perhaps
a string of priceless rubles will nestle
close to the slender neck, followed
diamonds of tho first water and emer
aids of that beautiful deep green which
marks their quality. Alternating strings
of these gems cover tho eutlre frout of
tho dress waist. Imagine a more gor
geous eight If you can. They are, after
all, mere butterflies, these little ladies
of the east, and they lead very indolent
lives. Their time is frittered away In
senseless frivolity and in ou uutiriug
pursuit of pleasure.

Marine Enfilncs For Land Bert Ice.
Au Interesting departure la englueerluK

Is the introduction of marine engine for
land service. One of the great elect tic
illuminating companies, it appears, ban
adopted them in its work, aud concerning
their economy in respect to space aud
power It is reported that the land engine
takes up some teu times as much upace us a
marine engine, and the marine quadruple
expansion engine has ten times the heating
frurface of the land engine. Further, the
new quadruplex two crank expansion e

is twice as powerful as the triple ex
pan ni on three crank engine, occupies ulso
80 per cent less room and curries regularly
210 pounds of steam. The land engine carries
only 60 or W pounds of steam aud gets one
horsepower out of from 4 to 10 pound of
anthracite coal, while the quadruple ex
pausiou marine engine develops one horse
power out of pounds of Welsh coal-t- hat

la, according to these daU, the land
engine requires from two to four times as
much coal as the marine engine to produce
the same power, Age of Steel.
