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By Lawrence Yong
SINGAPORE (Reuters)——Philip-
pine PresidentJoseph Estradamarked
hisdebutonthe international stageon
Tuesday by urging Asia to be more
openand the West to move swiftly to
help the region recover from deep
€conomic crisis.

“The first step in my view is to
acknowledge the deficit in openness
- political as well aseconomic - in our
societies,” Estrada told a conference
of some 700 business leaders, econo-
mists and policy-makers from Eu-
rope, the United States and Asia.

Estrada, who took power on June
30 after an election campaign featur-
inghimasa“‘manofthe masses,said
the demand for market and political
transparency was heard from com-
mon people, as well as economists
and financiers.

“When (U.S. Federal Reserve
Chairman) Alan Greenspan and the
commonpeople have the same view,
we should listen,” Estrada told the
annual East Asian Economic Sum-
mit organised by the Geneva-based

Estrada said in a wide-ranging
speech there were four priorities for
Asia to address - deeper reform of
financial and banking systems, more
industrial innovation, greater com-
mitment to the fight against poverty
and enhancing the interdependence
of trade and finance.

Rebel commanders and senior
loyalistmilitary sources in the capi-
tal Kinshasa said that Kindu, with
its strategic airport and rail link to
Kabila’s Katanga stronghold inthe
south of Africa’s third largest na-
tion, fell late on Monday.

The airport was firmly under
rebel controlon Tuesday afternoon.

Rebelcommanderssaidthatgov-
emment troops had surrendered at
around 8 p.m. on Monday after a
week of heavy fighting. Loyalists
spoke of an orderly retreat in the
face of an attack by soldiers from
neighbouring Rwanda.

In the capital, government and
military officialsprivately acknowl-
edged the fall of the city but played
down its significance.

“They have taken Kindu,” one
senior military source, who asked
torernain anonymous, toldReuters.

Ex-US Army
officer charged
as Russian spy

WASHINGTON -(Reuters) - Af-
ter being lured back to the United
States in an undercover operation, a
retired U.S. Army intelligence ana-
lyst was charged on Tuesday with
passing top-secretdocuments to Mos-
cow from 1988 to 1991 for cash.

FBI officials said David Sheldon
Boone, a sergeant who analysed in-
tercepted communications at the
military’s super-secret National Se-
curity Agency, was arrested at ahotel
near Washington on Saturday after
flying to the United States from
Munich, Germany.

They said Boone, who retired in
1991 after working on secret codes,
thought he was meeting with a Rus-
sianagentaboutresuming hisalleged
espionage activities, but in reality he
was meeting with an undercover FBI
agent.

Boone hadbeencontacted onSept.
5 by the undercover FBI agent. At
their first meeting in a London hotel
on Sept. 12, Boone allegedly told the
agent, “I'm at your disposal.”

Atasecond meeting the nextday at
another London hotel, Boone ac-
cepted $9,000 from the agent and
agreed to provide information in the
future, the officials said.

Boone expressed a willingness to
move back to the United States for a
full-time position with the Russians
and said he could set up a business at
home asacover forhis activities, they
said.

The officials said Boone, 46, an
American citizen, lived in southemn
Germany, with his second wife, a
Germancitizen. Afterretiringin 1991,
Boone continued to reside in Ger-
many, working for three different
German computer companies.

Boone, who joined the Amy in
1970, faces life in prison or possibly
the death penalty if certain conditions
are met.

On the other hand,San Nicolas’s
lawyer, Richard Arens, contended
that Judge Tydingco-Gatewood’s
decision was correct and should not
be overtumed.

Pixley, moreover, noted that a
civil lawsuit questioning the mall
project’s legality is still pending,
which gives L&T a valid excuse
for not proceeding with the con-
struction of the mall.

I came. As the rain poured, they were standing close to the concrete wall
to take refuge outside the building. They simply looked at me when 1
walked towards their direction.

The workers, however, ignored me. [ asked one of them if they were the
complainants in a Labor case, but he smiled then answered in Chinese. His

companions followed talking at the same time in their language.

He smiled,
uttered something in Chinese. then his companions followed talking
simultaneously. To make them comfortable with my presence, [ did my old
trick. Inaloud voice, T counted 1 to 101n Chinese language which Ilearmed
from a pancir factory owner in Manila when | was a teenager.

When T finished counting. they looked at me and laughed. I counted
again, drawing another laughter. One talked to me. I believed he was trying
1o correct my Chinese word for no. 10. He then made a sign language,
asking me if I am a writer.

Through sign language, one of them guided me as we rode in my car to
the office of Jean, their interpreter. After reaching Jean at her office in
Chalan Piao, we went back to KARIDAT where the workers were waiting
for us. Jean, who speaks fluently in English, told me to conduct the
interview inside an apartment near the area where the workers are tempo-
rarily staying.

ThroughJean, I gathered that 13 Chinese workers, including one woman,
are all from Fujian Province who paid $6,650 each to an employer in
exchange for “jobs in the US soil.” They were recruited in 1997 by Zheng
Hong Xiang, owner of Hong Xiang Corporation, who promised them jobs
as farmers and construction workers in Saipan, USA.

The workers borrowed money from banks, relatives and friends just to
raise $6,650. When they arrived on Tinian, they were surprised because
there was no farm contrary to their employer’s promise. Their employer’s
bricks fuctory was also closed. Xiang allegedly told them to find jobs on
their own and also collected $50 from each of them as “*housing fees.” The
woman, on the other hand, was transferred to Saipan where she was asked
to work in a garment factory.

After getting temporary jobs as construction workers at Tinian Dynasty
Hotel and Casino for a short period and Xiang did not give their salaries,
the group decided to come to Saipan to file a complaint. KARIDAT has
provided them temporary shelter and food. They beg ged to stay in the
apartment unti] their case is resolved. They were given an extension to
occupy three small rooms in the apartment until Oct. 30.

This group of Fujian workers appear to be the likely victims in this case.
As aresult, they don’t want to go back home because they have loans plus
interest to pay. They need help from the government and community
because they don’t have money, shelter, and enough food to survive.

These workers present the other side of Fujian Gang which we had
encountered in 1996 and early part of 1997. The gang, which was named
after the lush Fujian Province east of China, was engaged in extortion
racket, victimizing fellow Chinese. For two-year period, eight Chinese
were injured, including one who was shot, during the gang’s activities.
More than 10 alleged members of the gang were arrested, charged,
convicted, and some were subsequently deported.

The Department of Labor and Immigration should immediately resolve
the case of these workers against Hong Xiang and his Tinian-based
company. Xiang was repor ledly under investigation for numerous

labor violulions. Although these workers, all farmers, belong to the
good guys, let us not wait until one of them thinks of joining the
gang or perhaps forming their own group to survive.

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More reports of racism in Germany

BERLIN — Those who forget history are doomed
to repeat it, said George Santayana. In Germany,
millions of youth remember — yet seem deter-
mined to repeat it anyway.

Eight years after the fall of the Berlin Wall, the
first generation since World War Il to grow upin a
unified Germany is threatening to repeat the mis-
takes of the last generation to do so.

Neo-Nazi violence is on the rise in Germany, and
so is adulation of Adolf Hitler, despite strict laws
against any pro-Nazi displays or propaganda. In a
country where a stiff-armed salute can earn you a
prison sentence, nearly half of all voters told poll-
sters recently that they were considering voting for
parties with anti-foreigner platforms. In the last
year alone, more than 12,000 “hate crimes” were
committed, mostly by young Germans who barely
remember a divided Germany.

All this in a country that’s more sensitive than
perhaps any other to the ugly consequences of
racism.

This is a nation where dozens of Nazi death
camps have been preserved, just as they were left at
the end of World War I — just to remind the world
of the horrors committed there.

Many of the “New Nazis” hold the same beliefs
as Hitler’s infamous brigades: The only “true”
Germans are blond, blue-eyed Aryans, and immi-
grants are the root of all of Germany’s problems.
Much of the current neo-Nazi activity is taking
place in the former East Germany, where the
economy has yettocatch up with the more prosper-
ous west. Eventhough only atiny slice of Germany’s
& million immigrants live in the east, citizens there
see the foreigners in their midst as a scapegoat for
an ailing economy and a 25 percent unemployment
rate.

But racist sentiments and violence are a na-
tionwide problem. Right-wing hate crimes are
up by one-third this year, according to the
Office to Protect the Constitution. Many of
the crimes are committed with baseball bats
— the Nazi weapon of choice these days —
and the attackers often leave behind a calling
card in the form of a swastika or racist phrase.
In some areas, immigrants won’t go out after
dark for fear of attack.

Victims have even begun to include native
Germans sympathetic to foreigners. Earlier
this year, a socialist shopkeeper in Berlin was
shot three times in his store by a neo-Nazi
angry with the foreigner-friendly platform of
the socialists.

Neo-Nazi activity in Germany is nothing

new: What’s different now is that it’s grown
to where it's no longer confined to back
alleys and “skinhead” groups. Dozens of reg-
istered political parties have adopted anti-
foreigner platforms. A recent government
investigation into the military found that some
German soldiers were holding drunken birth-
day parties for Hitler at which they viewed
Nazi propaganda films, sung Third Reich
anthems and traded black-market copies of
Hitler's infamous “Mein Kampf."”

To avoid prosecution under the strict anti-
Nazi statutes, right-wing groups have devel-
oped loopholes. Instead of the illegal “Heil
Hitler,” neo-Nazis often greet each other by
shouting “88,” code for “H.H.” Swastikas
being illegal, right-wing groups alter the
image yet display it against the same black
and red background as the original emblem.

Underground, the groups target young
people disenchanted with their economic
prospects with racist skinhead music and 30
or so magazine$ that spread the hateful mes-
sage. Hundreds of skinhead music festivals
are held each year in Germany, with lineups
that include bands like the “Turk Hunters”
and 100 Percent White.”

Although the government acknowledges
that the number of extremist groups is rising,
a spokesman for the Office of the Protection
of the Constitution dismissed the threat they
pose by arguing that every democratic soci-
ety has right-wing groups, and that Germany
is unjustly singled out because of its grue-
some past.

But Bernd Wagner, a criminologist who
has studied neo-Nazism, believes the recent
events should sound an alarm across the coun-
try. “To say that a third of German youth are
prone to the extreme right is an understate-
ment,” Wagner told our associate Kathryn
Wallace.

Wagner’s view is supported by recent polls of
both Germany and the European continent that
reveal, incredibly, that athird of Germans consider
themselves “quite” or “extremely” racist.

Certainly, the new unified Germany has
some issues to work through. Recently we
asked Alexander Von Webenau, spokesper-
son and youth coordinator for a skinhead
group, the National Democratic Party, how
to combat racism. He answered, “If there
were no foreigners, there would be no rac-
ism.”

CNMI bats for
inclusion in

US internet
domain name

GOVERNOR PedroP. Tenoriohas
urged the U.S. Department of
Commerce’s National Telecom-
munications and Information Ad-
ministration (NTIA) to make clear
that the CNMI is included under
the U.S. internet domain name.

In a letter sent last week to the
NTIA, the governor said it is im-
portant to clearly and publicly as-
sociate the CNMI with the U.S.
internet domain name especially
with the commonwealth’s distant
geographiclocation from the main-
land U.S.

“The purpose of the filing was to

. ensure that the U.S. domain
name is not only available to the
CNMI as a Commonwealth, but is
alsoaccurately publicizedby NTIA
and others as accessible to the
CNMLI," said the local chief execu-
tive in a news release.

NTIA’s public releases have re-
ferred to the U.S. internet domain
name as occupied by states and
U.S. territories.

The U.S. domain name or coun-
try domainisthe designated internet
address forthe U.S. It is allocated
to U.S. states and territories and
hastypically beenused by branches
of state and local governments,
schools,community colleges, tech-
nical schools, libraries, museums
and some businesses.

For example, a K12 school in
Hawaii could register to be listed
under www.k12.hi.us.

“The internetoffers great oppor-
tunities to the people of the CNMI,
and it is important that we take full

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Guam cost-of-living
study being eyed

Variety News Staff
HAGATNA — The Department
of Commerce (DOC) is preparing
a study comparing Guam’s cost
of living differentials with other
cities to assist U.S. mainland and
international companies planning
to set up operations here.

The study is deemed necessary
in view of the growing number of
off-island firms expressing inter-
est in doing business on Guam,

According to the department,
the common problem facing these
companies is how to evaluate
Guam’s cost of living differen-
tialstocompensate transferees and
keep their standard of living un-
changed.

Atpresent, the department com-
piles a consumer price index
which it publishes every quarter.

However, DOC says the con-
sumer price index isdifferent from
the cost of living.

The consumer price index is
used to compare the change over

time in the price of consumer
goods and services within the
same geographical area.

The cost of living, on the other
hand, is used when the costs of
consumer goods and services are
compared with the costs of con-
sumer goods and services from
another geographical area.

“Obviously, the consumer price
index itself doesn’t provide infor-
mation about differentials of
Guam’s cost of living from other
areas. With the increase of eco-
nomic diversification and open-
ness in Guam, costof living infor-
mation is becoming more impor-
tant for companies who transfer
employees or individuals trans-
ferring between one of the states
to Guam as well as organizations
interested in automobile allow-
ances and U.S. per diems,” DOC
said.

The proposed DOC study seeks
to provide detailed comparisons
between Guam and other places

including graph comparisons and
benchmark listing comparisons of
living differential summary costs.

The most current research data
will be used from more than 4,200
U.S. and Canadiancitiesand 1,400
international locations to compare
specifications such as earnings/
spending level, home size, home
ownership (U.S. and Canadaonly)
or rental, family size, number of
automobiles, miles driven, and
automobile value.

The cost of living differential
will be culled from the difference
between two areas’ housing, tax,
consumables, transportation, and
medical service costs.

Runzheimer International, a
management consulting firm spe-
cializing in transportation, travel
and living costs, is being eyed for
the project. Known internation-
ally for developing Runzheimer
Standard Cost Reimbursement
Systems (which are the basis for

RP Supreme Court removes
obstacle to first execution

MANILA, Philippines (AP) —
The Supreme Court ruled Tuesday
thatlethal injections are a constitu-
tional method of carrying out the
death penalty.

The ruling cleared one obstacle
to the Philippines’ first execution
in two decades, but new delays
were imposed when the court in-
validated two provisions of the
government’s execution rules.

It was ruling on the case of Leo
Echegaray, a poor house painter
convicted of raping his 10-year-
old stepdaughter.

Echegaray was the first sched-
uled to die among more than 700
death row inmates under a law that
restored capital punishment in the
Philippines in 1994,

“Weconsiderthisavictoryinthe
sense that we were able to stop the
executiontemporarily,”said Maria
Socorro Diokno of the Free Legal
Assistance Group, which provides
legal counsel to Echegaray.

Diokno said the group would
appeal the lethal injection ruling,

The constitution approved in
1987 abolished the death penalty,
but gave Congress the option to
restore it for crimes such as mur-
der, kidnappings for ransom, rape
and drug trafficking,.

Legislators did so in 1994, pro-
viding for executions by electric
chair and gassing. Two years later,
the law was changed to make lethal
injections the only method of ex-
ecution.

Last year, the Supreme Court
upheld Echegaray’s convictionand
approved his execution this year,
but the court later delayed it to
considerhis appeal on the constitu-
tionality of lethal injections.

Echegaray’s lawyers contended
lethal injection was unconstitution-
ally cruel because it could be very
painful for any inmate if the lethal
drugsare improperly administered.

Japan mulls stimulus steps

Tokyo to send Jakarta food aid

TOKYO (Reuters) — The Tokyo
metropelitan government will sup-
ply its sister city Jakarta, hit with a
critical food shortage, with enough
rice to feed 30,000 people, a govern-
ment official said on Tuesday.

Singapore needs cost

HONG KONG (Reuters) —
Singapore’s only effective
means of combating Asia’s fi-
nancial turmoil is to cut costs,
reduce wages and possibly
trim pension fund contribu-
tions, the deputy prime minis-
ter said on Tuesday.

With the economy likely to
show a sharp contraction in
the third quarter. Singapore
will take both public and pri-
vate measures 1o cut costs and
wages, Deputy Prime Minis-
ter Lee Hsien Loong told a
business luncheon on Tues-
day.

The island state was also
considering reducing employ-
ers” contributions to its Cen-
tral Provident Fund (CPF),
which pays pensions.

“We expect GDP growth for
1998 as a whole to be still
positive - probably between
0.5 percent and 1.5 percent,”
Lee said, repeating the
government’s official forecast
for economic growth in 1998,

“Butthe economy isalready
contracting. Third quarter
growth will most probably be

negative as we had antici-
pated.”

Lee was speaking to mem-

bers of the Singapore Cham-
ber of Commerce in Hong
Kong and the Hong Kong Gen-
eral Chamber of Commerce
during his first trip to Hong
Kong in an official capacity.
The Singapore economy
grew at an annual rate of 6.1
percent in the first quarter and
at 1.6 percent in the second.
“Qur approach to this prob-
lem is not to push down the
Singapore dollar, but to focus
on direct cost-reduction mea-
sures.” Lee said.

“We implemented a first set
of measures in June, reducing
costs and increasing infra-
structure spending by S$2 bil-
lion. We are now studying a
further and more comprehen-
sive package of measures to
reduce labour, land utilities
and transport costs, and other
government fees and charges,”
Lee said.

This package will be an-
nounced next month.

Singapore’s overriding im-
perative would be to
strengthen its competitive po-
sition, especially against
countries which were major
competitors in third markets,
Lee said.

“A major component of the

reduce wage costs. Wages
make up 40 percent of costs.”

“In the boom years before

the crisis, our wage levels in-
creased faster than our com-
petitors.

“We therefore need to re-
duce wages costs significantly
to bring our relative unit
labour costs back in line.”

The government was also
considering reducing employ-
ers’ contribution rate to the
Central Provident Fund and
the National Wage Council
had reconvened to update their
wage guidelines, Lee said.

Reducing wage costs was
very difficult in any country,
but Singapore had been build-
ing up a flexible wage system
for more than a decade to meet
just this eventuality, Lee said.

Property prices were likely
to weaken further, he said.

“We, the government, have
some role to play because we
are such a large supplier...so
we have to judge the marketin
our land release programme.”

The government has pro-
vided about 70 percent of
Singapore’s 2.5 million citi-
zens with subsidies to buy or
rent residential property.

“They (property prices) are
not yet ready to go up sharply
and may weaken a little fur-
ther,” said Lee, who returns to
Singapore on Tuesday.

SHANGHAI, China (AP) —
With international financial tur-
moil battering its traditional
trading partners and threaten-
ing its growth, Chinais rethink-
ing an ambitious embrace of
free-market reforms launched
with great fanfare over the past
year.

While government policy ad-
visers insist China’s 20-year
economic reform effort goes on,
the communist leadership, never
fully enamored of capitalism, is
said to be drawing comfort from
moves by Malaysia and Russia
to seal their economies from
what they see as the excesses of
unfettered global markets.

China’s 344 most influential
politicians gathered in Beijing
Monday for a three-day closed-
door policy plenum of the Com-
munist Party Central Commit-
tee. In an indication of political
strains, the policy changes are
not on the publicly announced
agenda.

Serbia said on Tuesday that in
tandem with a Western-backed
deal toend the military conflictin
Kosovo a political plan has been
agreed. calling forelections inthe
p;ovince within nine months.

“The citizens of Kosovo will
realise democratic self-rule
through parliamentary, executive
and judicial organs of authority in
Kosovo,” the Yugoslav news
agency Tanjug said, reporting on
a government briefing given by

Serbian  President  Milan
Milutinovic.

“Within nine months, free and
fair elections will be held for the
organs of authority of Kosovo,
including those on a municipal
level.” Tanjug said.

“The Federal Republic of Yu-
goslavia government invites the
OSCE (Organisation for Security
and Cooperation in Europe) to
oversee all elections toensure that
they are open and fair,” the report
added.

Milutinovic briefed the Serbian

government on the same day that
U.S. Balkans troubleshooter Ri-
chard Holbrooke and Yugoslav
President Slobodan Milosevic
announced a deal to avert the threat
of NATOQ air strikes against
Serbia.

That deal calls for the station-
ing of 2,000 OSCE “verifiers” in
Kosovo tomonitor the withdrawal
of Serbian military and police
forces sent to the province in a
bloody crackdown on ethnic Al-
banian separatists.

In conjunction with the work
on a solution to the military prob-
lem in Kosovo, the United States
has been trying to work out a
political solution, with U.S. Am-
bassador to Macedonia Chris Hill
as the main mediator.

Hill has been shuttling on a
regular basis between Belgrade
and Kosovo's provincial capital
Pristina where leaders of the eth-
nic Albanian community, which

outnumbers Serbs in the province
nine to one, are demanding inde-
pendence.

Kosovo has a parallel, ethnic-
Albanian government, elected in
March, which is not recognised
by Yugoslavia or by the interna-
tional community.

Israel says killing to
hinder peace deal now

deal with the Palestinians at this
week’s U.S. summit after suspected
Palestinian gunmen killed an Israeli.

“Without fulfiliment of ali Pales-
tinian security commitments there
will not be an agreement and in light
of this gloomy reality there is no
chance at this stage of signing an
agreement,” Prime Minister Ben-
jamin Netanyahu’s office said.

The statement was issued a few
hours after an Israeli man was shot
dead and asecondseriously wounded
inan attack ina Jerusalem forest near
the West Bank.

Police blamed “terrorists” for the
attack on the two men, who were
swimming in a forest spring. Police
latersaid Jewshadstoned several cars
driven by Arabs in the area of the
attack.

“I think there is a chance for suc-
cessif the Palestinians, andonly if the
Palestinians, fulfil their responsibili-
ties under the Oslo accords, chief of
which is fighting terrorism,”
Netanyahu told reporterson Tuesday
evening.

Netanyahu’s office said that if it
tumed out, as police suspected, that
the killers had fled to a Palestinian-
ruled area then ““itis incumbent upon
the Palestinian Authority to act im-
mediately to capture them.”

The United States wants the sum-
mit, which starts on Thursday, to
conclude a new interim peace deal
under which Isracl would withdraw
from a further 13 percent of the West
Bank in exchange for measurable
Palestinian steps to crack down on
anti-Israeli violence.

“Mr Netanyahu stresses thatin the
Wye Plantation discussions he will
stand firm on Israel’s security de-
mands of the Palestinians,” the state-
ment said.

EarlieronTuesday, Netanyahuwas
given the go-ahead by his cabinet to
negotiate the land-for-security deal
with the Palestinians at the summit at
the Wye Plantation retreat in Mary-
land, outside Washington.

There was noimmediate comment
on the Israeli statement from the Pal-
estinians or Washington. Jewish set-
tlerleaders, whobacked Netanyahu’s
election in 1996 and oppose land
transfers, said the statement **did not
reassure” them.

Netanyahu’s office said the prime
minister would travel to Jordan on
Wednesday to meet Crown Prince
Hassan ahead of the summit.

Leading hawk Ariel Sharon, who
officially took up the post of foreign
minister at the Israeli cabinet session
on Tuesday, will accompany
Netanyahu. Sharon will also be part
of Israel’s negotiating team at the
U.S. summit.

In Gaza earlier, Palestinian Presi-
dent Yasser Arafat said there wasstill
“alottobe solved” before adeal could
be sealed at the summit.
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Israel lifts Hebron curfew

Monday.

During the past three weeks,
the closure was eased from time
to time, but security officials re-
mained on high alert following
warnings by the Islamic militant
group Hamas that it would carry
out a major suicide bomb attack

or kidnap Israeli soldiers. Hamas
is seeking revenge for the killing
of two of its leaders by Israeli
special forces.

Hamas has carried out more
than a dozen suicide bombings in
Israel since 1994, killing scores
of Israelis.

The Israeli closures cause ex-
tensive economic hardship in the
Palestinian areas, where unem-
ployment is high. About 60,000
Palestinians have permits to work
inIsrael. Palestinian leaders have
condemned the closures as col-
lective punishment.

visit Jordan before summit

Netanyahu will visit Jordan on
Wednesday for talks with Crown
Prince Hassan before heading for
a Middle East peace summit in
the United States, officials said
on Tuesday.

They said Netanyahu would be
accompanied by his new Foreign
Minister Ariel Sharon.

“They will be discussing prepa-
rations for the Washington sum-
mit,” a Jordanian official said.

Netanyahu and Palestinian
President Yasser Arafat are meet-
ing near Washington from Thurs-
day for intense negotiations on
the nextstage of Israeli withdrawal
from the West Bank and on

Israel’s security demands from
the Palestinians.

Netanyahu’s office in Jerusa-
lem said on Tuesday there was
no chance of an agreement “at
this stage” unless the Palestin-
ian Authority captured the gun-
men who attacked two Israeli
men near Jerusalem. One was
killed and the other wounded.

Netanyahu’s visit to Jordan
follows a similar trip by Arafat
on Monday. Arafat said in
Amman after meeting Crown
Prince Hassanhe hoped the U.S.
summit would yield concrete
results, not just ‘talks, talks,
tatks, talks.”

A majority of the court’s 15
justices held that the infliction of
pain in a lethal injection is inci-
dental during executions “‘and
does not fall within the constitu-
tional proscription against cruel,
degrading or inhuman punish-
ment.”

“The few minutes of pain does not
rise to a constitutional violation,” the
court said.

The tribunal, however, invalidated
two minor provisions in the
govemnment’s execution rules and

prevented the government from ex-
ecuting Echegaray until these are “ap-
propriately amended, revised or cor-
rected.”

One provision prevents adeath
convict and the public from ob-
taining copies of the execution
rules. Another suspends for three
years the execution of a woman
death convict from the day she is
sentenced.

The Supreme Court, which auto-
matically reviewsall deathsentences,
has so far upheld 21.

Echegaray was convicted of rap-
ing his stepdaughter five times in
1994, the first time while her mother

was gambling in a house next door.
The family was so poor that the chil-
dren sold cigarettes on the street.

Philippine RomanCatholicChurch
leaders and other civic groups oppose
the death penalty, arguing there is no
concrete proof thatitcoulddetercrime.
The poor would be disadvantaged
because they couldn’t afford good
lawyers for their defense, opponents
say.

)Il’roponents say the death penalty
has not served as a deterrent to crime
because so far nobody has been ex-
ecuted under the new law.

President Joseph Estrada has said
he would not pardon Echegaray.

Saipanlagoondueto persistent wam-
ings being issued by the Division of
Environmental Quality (DEQ) cau-
tioning tourists against swimming or
fishing.

DEQ has recently confirmed
HANMI's concem saying it has
identified several sites by the stretch
of beach fronting the Saipan lagoon
to have consistently been below ac-

ceptable CNMI water quality stan-
dards.

DEQ is currently conducting a
number of studies determining what
is causing the pollution though it has
raised the possibility that waterrunoff
from sewers can be one factor con-
tributing to the situation.

The division is working with an
inter-agency task force looking into
and monitoring the CNMI’s water
situation.

There are currently at least two
ongoing projects being done in a bid

to address the problem.

These include a sewer line to be
built from Kristo Rai in Garapan to
San Jose along Beach Road. The
project, according to DEQ Director
Ignacio V. Cabrera is seen to hold
waste water from spilling over to the
nearby beach.

Another is the Garapan wetland
project at the American Memorial
Park where water runoff fromacreek
will be held off in time for a natural
process to take place and reduce pol-
lutants.

Such preparations include the
design of questionnaires and other

forms crucial to the success of the
census. Questionnaires contain the
items for which information is
collected during the enumeration

and they serve as the basic instru- -

ment for obtaining accurate and
necessary data.
“Designingaquestionnaire requires
a good understanding of why the
information is being obtained and
how it will be used. It requires skill in
judging how well the questions will
be understood by those fumishing

the data and it calls for knowledge of
how the information will be tabulated
and how it will be processed, de-
manding good judgment in putting
together all the elements.”

ERC stressed that if questions are
poorly worded and the format is con-
fusing, census resources will be
wasted and no amount of processing
will improve the data. “An effective
questionnaire is one that is economi-
cal in human resources, equipment
and costs.”

The treaty applies to all insular
areas of the US, including the
CNMLI, Jones said.

He added that a “reliable
source™ informed him that the
treaty remains in effect and has
not been amended.

“While recognizing that the
treaty was entered into (before
the creation of the CNMI), the US

should now take another look at
it, and...make modifications in
areas  that  affect the
commonwealth's advancement
and those provisions inconsistent
with the Covenant,” Jones said.
He urged the governor to look
into the status of the treaty and
identify the specific areas that it
violates the intent of the Cov-
enant, “orcontradicts the CNMI’s
efforts in controlling (its own)
labor and immigration, and im-
proving (its) businesses and hu-

man resources.”

Jonessaidthe treaty should also
be taken up with President
Clinton’s special representative
tothe Covenant Section 902 talks.

Further, the US Departments of
State and the Interior should be
asked to identify other treaties,
memoranda of understanding that
may also “affect the sanctity of
the Covenant or impede the
CNMI's advancement in eco-
nomic, educational or social ini-
tiatives,” Jones said.

Moreover, Rudolph alleged that
an interested party has been pres-
suring DPL to drive them out of
the site so that the latter can oc-
cupy it and run another business.

“He will use public land for
loan to pay debts for using public
land,” he explained.

Hofschneider said Rudolph’s
proposal ‘“does not convince”
DPL.

He alsoexplained that DPL can
not be held responsible for ex-
penses Rudolph incurred in re-
pairing the premises as stipulated

under the sublease agreement.

Furthermore, Hofschneider de-
nied Rudolph’s allegation on an
interested third party.

“That’s not true,” he said.

The lease agreement between
the Rodeos and the defunct
Marianas Public Lands Corpo-
ration (MPLC) expired on April
30 this year. Along with this
was the sublease agreement be-
ing held between Rudolph and
the Rodeos.

Following this, Rudolph man-
agedtoacquire a three-month tem-
porary permit from DPL.

He wasasking forathree month
extension when it expired on July
31 this year but was only given a
month.

Hofschneider said Rudolph was
given athree-month permitto give
both parties an opportunity “tosit
down and address the gross re-
ceipt” issue.

(AP) -- Kerry Collins. drafted to
be the cornerstone of the Carolina
Panthers, was cut Tuesday. six
days after he said his heart was no
longer into being the club’s quar-

terback.
The team announced its deci-
sion less than an hour after the
National Football League’s trad-
ing deadline passed. Carolina
spent several days gauging the
interest of other clubs in acquir-
ing the disgruntled quarterback.
but after finding no takers, elected

to waive Collins.

The Panthers have lost seven

consecutive games, five this
vear.
" That's the longest losing
streak in the three-plus ycars of
the franchise, leaving them with
the Washington Redskins (0-6)
as the only teams in the NFL
without a victory this year.

Collins, 25-21 as Carolina’s

starter, watked into coach Dom
Capers’ office last Wednesday
morning and told him he thought
it would be best for the team if
someone else were to become

the starting quarterback.
Tuesday's move means
Collins could be claimed by
another team, which would pick
up the remainder of a one-year
contract worth $ 1.153 million.
If Collins is not claimed within
24 hours, he would become a
free agent and could negotiate a
new deal with any team.
Carolina’s decision ends an
era that began April 22, 1995,
when the Panthers used their
first-ever draft pick on Collins,
who guided Penn State to a 12-
O record as a senior and led the

nation in passing efficiency.

“We gotour guy,” then-general
manager Bill Polian proudly an-
nounced.

But as a pro, Collins showed
only flashes of the brilliance he
displayed in college.

He had a 7-6 record as arookie
starter before helping the Pan-
thers win a division title and
advance to the NFC title game
iri 1997, two feats never before
accomplished by a second-year
NFL expansion team.

Collins was 10-4 in his sec-
ond season, which ended with

him being a late invitee to the
Pro Bowl.

Any chance of arepeatin 1997
seemed to disappear in the ex-
hibition season, when Collins
was sidelined with a broken jaw
and was accused of directing a
racial epithet at a black team-
mate.

By the time the year ended,
Collins had thrown an NFL-high
21 interceptions and had the
league’s lowestquarterback rat-
ing. The Panthers, 13-5 a year
earlier, slipped t07-9 and missed
the playoffs.

In a crazy year, Braves have
a good reason for comeback

ATLANTA (AP) — Even the At-
lanta Braves know it’s crazy to think
they might become the first team in
majorleague baseballhistory toover-
come a three-game deficit in the
postseason.

Why, thatkind of thing justdoesn’t
happen in baseball. It would be like
dreaming someonecould hit70home
runs. Or believing a rookie could
strike out 20 batters. Or _and this is

getting silly, isn’t it? _ imagining
Cul Ripken would ask for a day off.

Or picturing Greg Maddux and
Kevin Brown pitching in relief in the
same game, come to think of it.

"It seems like it’s been that kind of
year, so why not?” Atlanta starter
Denny Neagle said.

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Holyfield vs Lewis
fight in the works

LONDON (Reuters)-—Evander

Holyfield and Lennox Lewis will

- unify the world heavyweight title

next year after an improbable al-
liance forged between two old
adversaries on Monday.

American promoter Don King,
had not previously hiddenhis con-
tempt for Lewis's manager Frank
Maloney, calling the diminutive
Londoner a ““pugilistic pygmy.”

But with typical insouciance,
King buried the hatchet when he
arrived in London on Monday
morning wreathed in smiles to be
greeted warmly by Maloney.

Hours later the pair announced
a deal which will restore some
respectability to the murky world
of heavyweight boxing by pitting
World Boxing Association
(WBA) and International Boxing
Federation (IBF) champion
Holyfield against World Boxing
Council (WBC) title-holder
Lewis.

Holyfield, now 36, has indicated
he would like to unify the three
main titles before retiring in 2000.

Lewis, 33, has been chasing the

world title since winning the Seoul
Olympic gold medal a decade ago.

King, neverprone tounderstate-
ment, called Lewis “‘the most
wanted man on planet earth.”

“Evander is hungry for it, we
are after him,” he said. “We are
here to talk about Lewis - the
unknown champion that is going
to become visible.”

**He has been playing the invis-
ible man but we are going to bring
him into full visibility.”

Maloney said the fight would
probably be staged in Las Vegas
in February or March next year.

“The world wants to see it, it’s
the competitioneveryone wants,”
Maloney said. *“The only thing
that can stop it now is if either
fighter does not agree with the
terms.”

Despite ringing rhetoric from
both men claiming credit for ar-
ranging the fight the world most
wants tosee, the deal isinevitably
one of cold commercial logic.

King is immersed in a legal
battle with another British pro-
moter Frank Warren, his licence
has been suspended in Florida

and he is being sued by Mike
Tyson for $100 million.

Maloney, who signed Lewis in
1989, knows time is not on the
side of his most bankable asset.

Holyfield hasnow beaten Tyson
twice but looked his age last month
when he was taken the distance
by Vaughn Bean in atitle defence
last month.

Lewis, who has never caught
the imagination of the American
public despite his awesome phy-
sique and undeniable skills, was
unimpressive against Croatian
ZeljkoMavrovicsevendayslater.

Still, the pair remain the pick of
amediocre crop and the fight will
provide the firstundisputed world
championsince Tyson unified the
titles in 1987.

In the background looms the
formidable shadow of Tyson, still
an unequalled drawcard even
though his last fight ended in dis-
grace when he was disqualified
for biting a chunk out of
Holyfield’s ear.

NBA cancels first two weeks

of season after talks break o

NEW YORK (AP) — For the
first time in its history, the Na-
tional Basketball Association on
Tuesday canceled regular season
games because of a work stop-
page when talks between owners
and players broke off after about
3 1/2 hours.

The games during the first two
weeks of the season, Nov. 3-16,
will not be played or made up,
deputy commissioner Russ
Granik said.

And with that, the NBA’s 51-
year streak of 35,001 consecu-
tive games came to an end.

The league had been the only
major professional sport in North
America that had never lost a
game due to a labor dispute. The
players and owners are arguing
over rising salaries, among other
issues.

The next move will come from
the owners, who will deliver a
counterproposal later this week.

“It doesn’t look promising,”
commissioner David Stern said.
“The reality is that the owners
had no choice.™

Stern and Granik made the an-
nouncement late in the afternoon
at 4 midtown Manhattan hotel
after the sides had met for two
sessions, one in the moming and
one in the afternoon.

The players made a counter-
proposal inthe morning, address-
ing the owners’ concern for “cost
certainty™ by asking for a luxury
tax that would be puid by owners
who sign players to exorbitant
contracts.

Stern said the idea of atax was
something the owners would look
