HABITS AXD CUSTOMS OF TUB HA--
W A HANS.

This topic leaLj me to notice the f!mrIicity of
native manners ana meir tlom-sti- c Iile. Several
illustrations of thvQ tfi'.-me-s were jrts ri Utl to me
on mj waj to Kualoa. !ut th?y wtn insignificant
in comparison to those I met in the
progress oi my tour over tne group. t bile pur
suin my way aion tnia 8iure. 1 waa oecasionall
overtaken, or met, ny Rome native, emilinz a
over his face, and accosting mo by their national
wora oi greeting .iioia; (love, or salutation
to you.) Sometimes they will accomiany you
ide hy side.for miles, and, excepting this single

word of greeting you on meeting and arting, not
a syllabic will escape their lips. Uther., nguin,
re as clamorous :v cmjany of Arabs asking

for bakshishJ" Whether the Hawaiian offers a
real greeting or not, nothing can harrow up his
leeitngs more than tne traveler a retupal or omis-
sion to return the compliment by faying "Aloha .'"
Very probably, at the moment of parting, their
taciturnity may fly away, or the current of their
clamor become changed, and then their sole talk
is about the " hoote-- ' (foreigner.) Every feature,
the color of his hair, beard, and eyes ; every arti-
cle of dress he hus on ; his proficiency as a hors-
emanevery thing becomes the theme of their ridi
cule or praise ; a.id they will remember that for-
eigner again al ter the lapse of years.

In their style of living they are just as simple.
They know little or nothing about artificial wants.
With their fonds well Mocked with fidh, their
beds of taro flourishing close to their doors, their
stock, requiring little or no care, increasing
around them, they appear to be the happiest be-

ings on earth.
To a certain extent they are an agricultural

people. Such they were observed to be when first
aineovered. and such they have been from their
earliest history. In this respect they differ from
the aborigines of the continents of North and
South America, and yet, in some relation, they
seem to have de?ended from the same primitive
Oriental etock. Until the downfall of idolatry.
the llawaii.ms maintained a fjstem of pagan wor-
ship the moat cruel, bloody, and debasing ever
known, while the Litter arc more of a nomadic
nee. retaining an immaterial worship. IVjth
races are, or have luren, and warlike,
and both are rapidly away.

By this time the road had lef t the shore, and
resumed its course over the plans. While trying
to select a g'xxl crowing place over a narrow
Tavine, my horse's hoofs casually stumbled against
a low mound. I immediately perceived it to be
a funeral mound. tTobaMv of some native. The
tup of the trr.tve was rud-.- ! v protected by a cover
ing of coral rocks, that looked as though they
aii;ht havw Uiti there ouring several generations
By whofe han-l- s it had been dug, or by whom it
Was tenanted, I tlid not, couM not ascerbun.
TbTe it stood, near the sea-s- r ore, all silent and

utarT. Not a nngl-- j wild Cower grew by its
to g:tthcT a few or the tears of night, not a

Mad of !rr.i.- - flourishel around it. There was
do indication that human footsteps came or went
on any errand of touching memorial. In all pro-
bability, tho only rifjuiem ever wafted over that
gr7e wait sung by the foaming surt that inces-
santly thundered" on the contiguous shore. No
lun knows where he shall rest his lncs ; I knew
not where I miglit leave my own. I turned away
frora tkit irntv ? with a "subdued spirit, hoping
that peace miirht forever reign over the ashes of
the jrf t:nd ehvp.T.

At a short distance Ityond this funeral mound
sat a group of which any painter might justly
nave l;en proud. It consisted chiefly of a jtirty
of native girls. Their hair and necks were orna-Swnt- ed

with the gay flowers of their native ohelo
(Gualihrria pentu!iflirumj) as !eautifully inter
woven as if done by fairy Cng.rs. They appeared

unsoihiatieated and happy as if they were
trangrs to every sorrow more like the descend-UU- of

the "children of the sun," who dwelt
uid the glories of an unfading Peruvian summer,

&an the offshoots of a degraded race. From such
Wings as these, so beautiful, bright, and happy,
tbe uld poet surely fabled their genii and naiad
queers!

The chief figure in the group was an old man,
who seemed t't Ikj the centre of their joys. His
ppearance was decidedly patriarchal. A long

"hite beard 2jwed gracefully down upon his
fht. A few white locks were sprinkled around

temples. When he siniled. his eyes sparkled
with unaffected delight, and his arted lips re-
pealed a complete set of the finest teeth 1 have
w?r seen. Nearly a hundred summers had shone
?pon him, and his simplicity of appearance was
"creased by a long wreath of wild flowers which

' of those bewTtching girls had placed on his
"fcck. Ie was reciting to Ids little audience some
f the tales of his youthful days. Truly they
"ist have been of a thrilling nature, for he had

fced daring the sanguinary etruggles that achiev-th- e

?14 not but believe that mankind were far hap-1- r
then than now, and I almost wished for a re--

turn of the patriarchal age. Tlie patriarchs dwelt
in ten j ; but they were ancestors to the greatest
nations of ancient days ; and they could step to
the threshold of their plain and honest abodes,
and look up to their future homes the stars, and
in their light and glory they could read the first
truth in Nature and n, the great central
truth to which every reasonable man clings

There is one Jon!" In this position they
were infinitely happier than the proudest memU-- r

of the long dymisty of the anei-n- t Pharaohs.
Of all the characters on the group, no one is

more interesting than that of a native judge. A
singular specimen of this gtim homo I found re-
siding within the precincts of Kualoa. His
house was constructed on the native plan, but his
domeatic comforts were rather superior. He was
a judge (!) aud that made the difference. He
resided in the center of a village containing six or
seven other dwellings. His legal profession con-
stituted him a sort of lord over his surround in"
brethren, for they all looked up to him with feel-
ings somewhat akin to reverence. He had no
rosewod book-case- s, Weil filled with elegantly
bound ami ponderous volumes ; but a single shelf
contained his paters, and some half dozen books,
from which he hail drawn his hiral inspirations.
His house contained a few articles f r doux-sti- c

use that would not have disgraced the residence
of many a thoroughly civilized man. Everything
was arranged with scrupulous care as to the best
side being placed toward the gaze of the visitor,
and all was proverbially neat and clean, lbs
had so adjusted the insignia of his office, that his
own countrymen might at once Im imprcssd with
the majesty that civil law extends to its faithful
disciples.

The judge himself was a fine-looki- ng fellow,
about six feet high, well proportioned, and with
a hand that might well have belonged to a hi 'h- -
born jsttrician woui'au. His entire physiognomy
was that of a lawyer.

It hapjieiicd that two natives were prsent Hik-
ing the adjustment of Home private difficulty.
Tne Uition having lieen proposed, a oh-m-

silence the entire dwelling. His honor
sat perfectly still, and an awful solemnity shroud-
ed his countenance ; while his better h'tif" sat
down on the mat-cover- ed tl'Rr, looking him di-

rectly in the face all the time. The ga.j of the
two men was not less intense. After some min-
utes deliberation, this panful silence was broken ;
the defendant was fined several dollars, while the
plaintiff s.t-ine- d to think himself a lucky fellow,
and went away with a lighter heart and more
pleasant countenance. The little court was dis-
missed, and his honor deposited his fees in a deep
recess in his nondescripts, evidently satisfied with
himself' and his own profi-Ksin- .

I have already referred to taro plantations.
The profound interest with which they are re-
garded by the Hawaiians induces me to give them
a brief notice. Those that were flourishing around
the dwelling of that native were among the finest i

I saw on the group. Uut I would here be under- -
stood as giving a general description of the article
in its nature and ireneral cultivation j

The taro (halo in Hawaiian) is a species of j

arum (Arum escuh-ntum.- ) Like the Arum tri--
phylum, it grows in damp or wet situations only.
It is profugated in water by planting teps from
the suckers of one year's growth that have sprout-
ed from the sides of the original riant. The beds
are excavated two or three feet deep in the earth, !

leveled, and lcatcn with cocoa-n- ut tdeius, while
wet, to produce capacity to hold water. Upland
kah is usually much smaller than that which
grows in the rich bottoms. There is a red and a
white epecies, besides several varieties of each,
fcionie of these plantations vary in size from a
forty feet Mjuaru to two or three acres. Like
many of the fih-pond- s, the size indicates the
wealth and rank of the owner. Forty square feet
of land planted with halo will aG'oid" subsistence
for one jerson during a whole year. A square
mile of land planted with the same vegetable will
feed filtet:!i thousand one hundred and fifty-on- e

persons for the same length of time.
As an article of food, kalo is invaluable. It is.

in fact, the Hawaiian staff of life. It is the bread
of the islanders. A good Providence has caused i

it to be indig nous. hiie raw. it is exceeding- -
ly Styptic and acrimonious, producing a burning ;

sensation on the tongue. In this state it is Irc--
quently taken as a medicine. These properti' I

are destroyed, however, ly huhjecting it to heat.
Uoiling, baking, or roiisiiiig leaves the root a light
farinaceous substance, not much unlike the best

Ktato. In this latd; state, it is extensively used
foreign population as an article of food for

their daily table.
Hut the most precious diet of the Hawaiians is

the Lain, when converted into It is prepared
for this purpose by thoroughly cooking it, and
then pounding it to a pulp in a trough made out
of hard wotnj. The pouiiding-iuallc- t is a piece of
lava, having a shape much like a chemist's pestle.
During the process of pounding, water is frequent-
ly added. When it assumes tlie appearance of a
thick pa.-t-e, it is finished, and then it receives the
euphonious aj of vol. As food, it is
simple and nutritious, and eaten with one or two
fingers, according to itsconsisD ucy. It is always
preferred by the people after the fermentative
process hits eoinnieiieed. This article of food im-jar- ts

bulk rather than etn-ngt- and solidity to
the constitution. And this fact will readily ac-

count for the immense corpulency of some of the
old Hawaiian queens, a feature which, in those
days, was dei-me- d the ne plus ultra of female
beauty. Poi is the national dish. A native may
be fed at the very lest civilized tables ; but if he
is not Mipplied with his favorite dish, he will go
away dissatisfied. And when elevated to the
hight ptfsKible grade of civilization, he readily
mingled with his countrymen in any little arty
where this article of diet is certain to le found.

After a fatiguing ride, I reached Kualoa (from

tains f'iruiing the southern boundary of the
district. It is a highly interesting loca-

tion, the home of several native families. In
front rolls the wide Pacific. The scenery on the
east and west is lounded by the chain of moun-
tains above referred to, and which are huge
masses of volcanic rock that have grown gray
during the onward fli-zh- t of unchronieled genera
tions. Once they echoed back the war-son- g of j

victorious chieftains returning from the field of
battle, where they plucked glory from the stand- - I

ards of their foes. Iut now the race of warriors j

has gone, and a lew wild goats take refuge in the j

sides of these giant landmarks. The plains of j

Kualoa contain alxmt twelve thousand acres, over
whose surface may be traeed tangible evidences of
a large population long since extinct. I

No'hing can surpass this spot when the sun sets j

below the mountains, and reflects their massive j

shadows far out on the plain. Twilight reigns
