Silva was the notary who con-
ducted the negotiations.

Mrs, Clark appeared with two other witnesses who were present when
Silva told her to sign the paper. Both she and her witnesses were insistent
that Silva had not only taken no acknowledgment, but that he had made no
explanation whatever as to the character of the paper he had brought to
be signed.

Strauch and his wife both appeared to testify that they had expluined to
Clark the nature of the paper that was to be signed, but that in the view
of the Attorney (ieneral had no bearing on the character of the negotl.llom
with Mrs, Clark.

HEARST, BRYAN
AND CLEVELAND

WHAT LEADERS SAID BEFORE THE CONVENTION—SINK ALL

“TDIFFERENCES, SAID HEARST, BUT HE WOULD NOT SUPPOKT
CLEVELAND—TAMMANY LEADER DECLARED EMPHATICALLY
FOR GROVER'S NOMINATION..

WASHINUGTON, D. C,, uly 1.—The Post prints the following interview:

“What do you thing, Mr. Hearst, of the political outlook from the Demo~
cratic point of view?"

“In six days the Democratic national convention will open in St. Louis.
The party is confronted with a great emergency,

sibility.
“Their duty, in my judgment, s ungiiestionably clear,

"The Republican ticket and the Republican platform have presented the
Democracy with an opportunity which it is our imperative duty to grasp.

*1 believe the party will see to it that nothing is left undone to take ad-
vantage of the situation,

“Democrats must get together, adopt a platform that will convince every
one that the party has a great mission to perform and then enter the cam-
paign aggressively and confidently and make a spirited fight from now until
the election,

“The great duty of the hour is parly peace, but peace based upon prin-
ciple and honorable to the last degree.

“1 believe that every one who aspires to leadership in the party should be
controlled now by reason and not by resentment.

““We have our differences, to be sure; but these differences can be adjusted.

“We must subordinate all personal ambitions to the supreme purpose of
winning a truly Democratic victory—a victory that will surely redound to
the benefit of the people.

“Every man who enters the St. Louis convention and every one of his
friends should abide cheerfully the decision of the convention and support
loyally the nominees of the party. So far as | am concerned my position
in this matter has already been stated.”

“Mr. Hearst, who do you think will be the Democratic nominee for Presi-
dent 2"

“That is a question that for reasons of propriety 1 prefer not to answer.”

“If Mr. Cleveland should be nominated would you support him?"

Mr. Hearst paused for a moment, frowned faintly and smiled.

“Well,” he drawled, *I supported Mr. Cleveland three times for the Presi«
dency, and,” he added, after a pause, 'l am inclined to think that is enough.
I shall, however, abide by the decision of the convention, whoever the nom-
inee may be. At the same time, | repeat that | supported Mr. Cleveland
three times for the Presidency and | think that is enough.

“But why discuss Cleveland as a serious possibility ? He is merely brought
forward by shrewd politiclans in the hope of forcing the radicals to coms
promise on some reorganizer less objectionable.”

NEW YORK, June zo.—Leader Charles F. Murphy of Tammany Hall
Ieaves for St. Louis Saturday afternoon. He took occasion today to reiterate
his determination to work for the nomination of Grover Cleveland and he
said New Jersey would probably be the State to lead the break for Cleveland.

“In making this statement,” said Mr. Murphy, “l do so after a great deal
of reflection. The whole field has been gone over very thoroughly and in=
vestigated very carefully, with the result that it is the opinion of a large
number of prominent Democrats that Mr. Cleveland iz the man to head the
Pemocratic tickel, and the man who can win for the Democratic party this
year."

“But is not Tammany instructed for Parker in view of the action at the
State convention?" kas asked.

“] am instructed for Parker, but that does not mean that every ballot will
see the Parker sentiment predominating,” answered the leader. “If New
Jersey is first to break the line | am guite certain that the other States will
follow.

“There iy sentiment in politics as well as practice, and when the namg
of Grover Cleveland goes before the convention there may be an entirely
new story to tell."

“Can you name one State that is instructed for Cleveland?"” was next
asked.

“That is quite true,” answered the Tammany leader; “but the fact remains
that there are many States which are not instructed at all, and these are
open to conviction,

“My position in this matter is wholly consistent. I have never receded
from the position that Mr. Cleveland is the strongest possible candidate in
the country, He is the man we can win with, and that is the sort of a can«
didate we want this time above any other.

“] have never criticized Judge Parker, but I did criticize the action of the
convention in sending from this State an instructed delegation, The same
objection would have applied had an effort been made to instruct for Cleve«
land at the State Convention. Judge Parker is a good man, a worthy man,
but we cannot win with Judge Parker. That is my opinion."

OMAHA, Neb,, June go.—William J. Bryan spent the day here, being on
his way to St. Louis. He met a number of political friends, to whom he
talked of the convention. He refused, however, to express an opinion as to
who would be the Presidential nominee, '

“I hope for a good platform and a good candidate as the result of the con-
vention,” he said. “By a good platiorm 1 mean one that honestly and with-
out evasion states the Democratic position on public questions. By a good
candidate | mean one who can be enthusiastically supported by good Demo-
crats. And by good Democrats | mean those who have in the last two cam-
paigns aided the Democratic fight against plutocracy.”

BIGHT UNANIMOUS DECISI

THE SUPREME COURT HANDS DOWN ITS FIRST OPINIONS SINCE
THE REORUGANIZATION—EIGHT CASES IN WHICH THE COURT
AGREED, SIX OF THEM SUSTAINING THE RULING OF THE
LOWER COURTS.

(]

Eight decisions, all of them unanimous, were handed down by the Supreme
Court this morning. The circuit courts appealed from are sustained in six
of the cases. Chief Justice Frear is the author of three of the opinions, As-
sociate Hatch of three and Associate Hartwell of two, It is a long time
since a supreme court of FMawaii acted with such unanimity, and the resuits
were pleasing to the legal fraternity.
Among the cases decided is that of Robert M. Fuller va. the Rapid Transit
Company, in which the opinion of the court, by Hartwell, is a lengthy one,
sustaining the verdict in the circuit court, Fuller's suit was for injuriex
received in a collision between a Rapid Transit car and one of Pain's mule
cars, in February, 1902. The case was tried in Judge Robinson's court and
a-verdict for 2,500 damages was returned. The exceptions are overruled.
D, H. Case and Avon H. Crook and C. F. Clemons for plaintiff; Castle &
Withington for defendant.
In the case of J. Alfred Magoon, guardian of Kalua Kapukini, spendthrift,
vi, Thomas Fltch, Judge Robinson is also ustblngd.

WOODS
TO QUIT

Senator Palmer Woods of Hawail has written that he will resign as na-
tional committeeman, in favor of Col. C. J. McCarthy. Woods says that he
cabled to laukea announcing his withdrawal before he was appointed, and
that he not only intends to resign as commitieeman, but will withdraw from
politics altogether. '"“You will never hear of this rooster in politics again,”
sald Woods, who appears to have had quite enough, with the Hearst cam-
paign and his other political activities, to satisfy him.

It appears from Woods® letter that faukea was the first to suggest Woods'
withdrawing, and there was evidently some sort of understanding between
laukea and Woods. Woods received a cable from laukea at St. Louls, stat-
ing that all would be well if Woods withdrew in favor of Koa, and referring
to Woods' views of the committeeman position as evidently expressed to
laukea before he left. Who Koa is is a matter of much uncertainty. Woods
says he wired to Koa, asking if he wanted the position and telling him to
answer and cabled to laukea his withdrawal in favor of McCarthy. laukea
does not seem to have acted, or else he didn't have the preper swing at St.
Louis, for the national committee promptly appointed Woods, and there the
matter now stands. Bl L b} 1)
Woods says that he intends to resign at once, in favor of McCarthy, and
the matter will therefore have to be taken up again by the National Com-
mitiee. Incidentally the new developments appear to make laukea the one
who did not make good, instead of Woods, whose wireless and the result
were a mystery to all concerned.

On returning to Seawell's Polnt the
Adder's butteries were rechurged from
the Siren, and she remnined alongalde
the gunboat during Wednesday night.
