WHEREAS, the Marshallese people, as innocent victims of a war 

within their territory, conducted between two military giants, Japan 

and the United States of America, are, by any international standard 

of equity, entitled to compensation for the damages and injuries visited 

upon them by those world powers; now therefore, 

IT IS RESOLVED by the Marshallese people through their Nitijela 

in its First Special Session, 1979 that there is hereby created a 

Special Nitijela Committee on War Claims, composed of one Nitijela menber 

elected fran each Nitijela election district and one member-at-large, 

all to be appointed by the Speaker of the Nitijela. ‘The responsibilities 

of the Special Committee shall be to investigate and study the prospects 

of recovery for the various war claims made by the Marshallese people 

fran Japan and the United States, and to report its findings and 

recommendations to the Marshall Islands Political Status Commission and 

the Nitijela before May 1, 1979.

WHEREAS, the Nitijela has not been fully cognizant of the 

basic wishes and problems of the minority political groups in Jaluit 

and Ebon? and the need for the Nitijela to be fully aware of such 

problems and wishes has to be met in order that possible remedies are 

determined; and 

WHEREAS, it is incumbent on the Nitijela to respect and uphold 

the principle of freedom of choice which must be accorded these 

aforementioned minority groups; and 

WHEREAS, the Marshall Islands Political Status Conmission 

is the appropriate arm of the Nitijela to study these matters and to 

recommend remedial actions by the Nitijela to assist in the fullfillment 

of such wishes and desires of said groups; and that it must be charged 

to undertake the investigative mission; now therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED by the people of the Marshall Islands through 

their Nitijela in its lst Special Session, 1979, authorizes the Marshall 

Islands Political Status Commission to investigate the political problems

WHEREAS, Section 6 of Secretarial Order 3027 provides for the 

continuing effect on a Trust Territory-wide basis of Trust Territory 

Social Security laws; and 

WHEREAS, 73 TIC 6 requires the Social Security Administrator 

to present a budget of such monies as shall be deemed necessary for 

the administrative cost and operation of the Social Security System 

to the three legislative entities of the Trust Territory for their 

approval; and 

WHEREAS, 73 TIC Section 7 requires that all funds necessary to 

carry out the cost of administration of the Social Security System 

shall be taken from the Trust Territory Social Security Retirement Fund; 

now, therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED by the Marshall Islands Nitijela, First Special 

Session, February, 1979, that the sum of $204,855, or so much thereof 

as may be necessary, shall be available to the Trust Territory Social 

Security Board for the purpose of defraying the operational and contingent 

expenses of the Social Security Administration for the period beginning 

April 1, 1979 through March 31, 1980. Any balance which is unexpended 

or unobligated at the end of the fiscal year shall revert to the Trust 

Territory Social Security Retirement Fund; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this resolution shall take effect 

upon the uniform approval by the Marshall Islands Nitijela, the Palau 

Legislature and the Interim Congress of the Federated States of Micronesia.

Improvement Cammission is the Criminal Justice Planning Agency for 

the Trust Territory of the Pacific Islands; and 

WHEREAS, the Justice Improvement Commission has previously been 

established in the Trust Territory of the Pacific Islands which includes 

the Marshall Islands; and 

WHEREAS, the Justice Improvement Conmission must be established 

by legislative mandate in all states, Territories and local governments 

where they are presently established by Administrative Order; now therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED by the people of the Marshall Islands through 

their Nitijela in its First Special Session, 1979, that the government 

of the Marshall Islands hereby establishes the Justice Improvement 

Commission of the T.T.P.I. as the Criminal Justice Planning Agency 

for the Marshall Islands, 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that certified copes of this Resolution 

be transmitted to the High Commissioner of the Trust Territory of the 

Pacific Islands, and to the Department of Interior and to the Law
