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Warrant out for businesswoman

US DISTRICT Court Judge Alex 
Munson yesterday issued an ar­
rest warrant against a business­
woman who failed to pay dam­
ages to a Bangladeshi worker. 

Munson ordered the arrest of 
Geraldine Sebakrin. doing busi­
ness as Geri's Security and Man­
power Services. An $8 00 bai I was 
set for Sebakrin 's temporary re­
lease when the warrant is served 
to her. 

Munson issued the warrant fol­
lowing a request of Jay Sorensen, 
counsel for plaintiff Mohammad 
Miah. 
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Court documents showed that 
in 1997 Miah, a Bangladeshi 
worker, filed a lawsuit against 
Sebakrin for violations of Fair 
Labor Standard Act. 

Miah complained among other 
things, that from Dec. 20, 1996 to 
on or about March 31, 1997 he 
worked for her as a security guard, 
'"including a substantial amount 
of time in excess of 40 hours per 
week." 

Defendant paid Miah for work 
of 40 hours per week at less than 
that required under the Act, the 
complaint said. 

Miah received a court judgment 
after default on Sept. 2, 1997 

against Sebakrin for the sum of 
$16,828. An order in aid of judg­
ment was later entered. 

The defendant, however, failed 
to make the allotment of the su~h 
payment, prompting Miah to 
move to have her adjudged in 
contempt. 

The court allowed defendant 
enough time to pay after she ex­
plained why she failed to give the 
allotment. 

Sorensen told the court yester­
day that he had not spoke with the 
defendant since the last hearing. 

Sorensen said Sebakrin's se~­
retary stated that she is on vaca­
tion.

CNMI money transfer 
business 'flourishing'

NORTHERN Marianas is home 
to some 30,000 foreign workers, 
or 54.58 of the total CNMI popu­
lation, who send at least half of 
their income to families and rela­
tives back home, making money­
transfer businesses a flourishing 
industry in the islands. 

In 1998, the banking division 
of the Department of Commerce 
(DOC) issued the business li­
censes to two remittance com­
panies -one catering primarily 
to Chinese and the other to Fili­
pino workers. 

This, even as one remittance 
company - Prince Enterprises 
- filed for bankruptcy and 
closed shop in 1998. 

New Century Development 
Inc., or the Far East Finance and 
the Philippine National Bank 
which holds a regional office on 
Guam were granted their respec­
tive licenses to conduct money-

transfer business last year. 
The issuance of these compa­

nies' permits to operate brings 
to IO the total number of door­
to-door remittance establish­
mentscurrently operating in the 
CNMI, and officials are upbeat 
that more will open soon with 
the continuous increase in re­
mittances. 

True enough, remittances 
made by nonresident workers 
in the CNMI have increased by 
12.4 percent in 1998, remitting 
more than $58 mi Ilion compared 
to the figures recorded during 
the previous year at $52.4 mil­
lion. 

The government has also re­
corded a $5.8 million increase 
in the toial amount of money 
sent by Chinese workers, who 
are mainly concentrated in the 
garment industry, to their rela­
tives in China.

Eugenio not guilty of 
aggravated assault

THE JURY rendered yesterday a 
verdict declaring Francis A. 
Eugenio innocent of the charge 
that he struck a police officer with 
a crowbar during the burglary at 
Wendy's Restaurant in Garapan. 

The six jurors, however, found 
Eugenio guilty of burglary with 
injury arising from the same inci­
dent that occurred at Wendy's on 
Nov. 29, 1997. 

After the jurors completed de­
liberating for over two hours, a 
court clerk read the verdict at 
11:10 am. 

SuperiorCourtPresidingJudge 
Edward Manibusan set the sen-
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tencing for Eugenio on May 7. 
Burglary with injury carries a 

maximum penalty of 10 years' 
imprisonment while aggravated 
assau It and battery also has a maxi­
mum of 10 years in jail. 

Assistant Public Defender 
Masood Karimipour, counsel for 
Eugenio, said he was pleased with 
the verdict of not guilty for aggra­
vated assault and battery. 

"I think there is a serious ques­
tion as to whether did they the 
charge the right person for hitting 
Officer (Jose Borja) Cepeda. Qf. 
fleer Cepeda was just doing his 
job. But out of three individuals, I 
believe that they (prosecution) 
went up to the wrong person, and 
the jury agreed to it," said 
Karimipour in an interview. 

The defense counsel said it was 
a difficult case considering that 
there was a great deal of public 
sentiment against his client. 

"We have to worry about that 
when we were choosing the jury. 
For about a year and a half, every­
one has gone into assumption that 
Eugenio was guilty. It's very diffi­
cult to try to get a fair trial on that 
charge when there's so much pub­
lic sentiment against you." 
Kaiimipour pointed out. 

The assistant public defender 
added that the CNMI government 
gave the "greatest gifts" to 
Eugenio's two co-defendants by 
offering them a "sweetheart deal." 

Eugenio, Arnold Sablan, and 
Renn Rejanowere accused of bur­
glarizing Wendy's and assaulting 
Cepeda with a crowbar. Sablan 
and Rejano entered a plea agree­
ment with the government and sub­
sequently got a lesser jail sentence. 

As part of the agreement, Sablan 
and Rejano testified on behalf of 
the government, pointing Eugenio 
as the one who struck the officer 
with the crowbar.

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BPL to issue new 
Maftagaha RFP

THE BOARD of Public Lands 
(BPL) is pushing through with 
its plan to issue a new request for 
proposal on the Mafiagaha fran­
chise, saying a pending appeal 
filed by the Marianas Marine 
Management Inc. (MMM) re­
garding an earlier RFP does not 
pose any legal impediments. 

"That (new RFP) is the ap­
proach we are taking. We still 
take the original position that we 
advertise. There is no legal is­
sue," BPLChairTomas B. Aldan 
said, in an interview yesterday. 

The MMM officials, in a pro­
test lodged before the procure­
ment and supply division, Janu­
ary, argued that a new RFP 
would put them at a disadvan­
tage as they have already spread 
their cards on the table when the 
first RFP was released. The ap­
peal has been forwarded to the 
Office of the Public Auditor 
(OPA). 

"Unfair? We don't deal that 
way," said Aldan. 

"The fact that it is being ap­
pealed before the OP A does not 
prevent us from advertising," he 
maintained, adding thatBPLcan 
always cancel the new RFP and 
make an appeal should OPA is­
sue a decision·upholdingMMM. 

"Let's say that the public au­
ditor comes.up with a position 
that we should not have an RFP, 
we can always cancel. We can 
always appeal that. At this point

in time there is no such injunc­
tion stopping the board from 
issuing (an) RFP," said Aldan. 

In a separate interview, Henry 
Hofschneider, deputy director 
of the Division of Public Lands 
(DPL) said his office is cur­
rently drafting a recommenda­
tion to BPL regarding the issu­
ance of new RFP. 

"We have to put some things 
together for the Board to con­
sider, to approve or disapprove," 
said Hofschneider. 

The Maiiagaha franchise de­
bate stemmed from the recent 
enactment of Public Law 11-
48, which gives preferential 
treatment to businessmen of 
CNMI descent. 

Before the law was enacted, 
the Board was moving closer 
into granting the Maiiagaha 
franchise to any of four con­
tending firms that responded to

Judge halts hearings 
in 'malpractice' case

THE SUPERIOR Court yester­
day ordered to temporarily stop 
further proceedings involving a 
malpractice lawsuit filed by Larry 
Hillblom's estate executor Bank 
of Saipan against a law firm and 
one of its lead attorneys. 

Presiding Judge Edward 
Manibusan agreed with lawyer 
Jesus C. Borja that a stay of hear­
ings is needed until the CNMI 
Supreme Court has decided a le­
gal issue raised in the federal court. 

With Manibusan's granting of 
Borja's motion, everything is put 
on hold related to the BOS' law­
suit. against Carlsmith law firm 
and ifs lawyer David R. Nevitt. 

Borja is representing Carl smith 
and Nevitt in the case. 

The judge agreed that to further 
the interests of judicial economy, 
the court shall stay all activity in 
the case until the high tribunal 
resolved such certified question 
whether the two-year or six-year 
statute of limitations applies to 
claims for legal malpractice. 

The Superior Court in 1996 
found conflicts of interest and 
breaches of duty by Carlsmith 
which led it to disqualify the finn 
from representing the executor 
BOS. 

Executor BOS then filed in 1998 
a malpractice against Carlsmith 
and Nevitt. 

US District Court Judge Alex 
Munson heard last February oral 
argument on a similar motion to 
dismiss brought by Carlsmith with 
respect to a case pending in fed­
eral court. 

Munson then adjudicated two 
issues in favor of Carlsmith and 
indicated that he would certify 
the question of the applicable stat­
ute of limitations to the CNMI 
Supreme Court. 

The trial court, however, de­
nied· Carlsmith's motion to dis­
miss last March 4, stating that 
claims for attorney malpractice 
and breach of fiduciary duty are 
barred by the six-year statute of 
limitations. 
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War inemorial planned for Palau

KOROR(Pacnews)-Plansare 
underway to build a memorial on 
the Palau island of Peleliu in 
honour of thousands of United 
States and Japanese military per­
sonnel, andPalauan citizens, who 
died there during World War Two. 

Yukoiwanami, granddaughter 
of General Hideki Tojo, who 
was blamed for Japan's atroci­
ties during the war and executed 
by the allied powers in 1948, is 

spearheading the project. 
Iwanami announced the me­

morial plan while visiting the 
USS Arizona Battleship Memo­
rial at Pearl Harbor, in Hawaii, 
last week. 

The ship was sunk on Decem­
ber 7, 1941, when Japanese 
planes attacked the US naval 
base. 

Military records show the 
1994 battle of Peleliu, near the 

end of World War Two, resulted 
in the death of over 6,500 ma­
rines and 3,000 soldiers from 
the US, 10,000 Japanese sol­
diers and countless Palauans. 

Iwanami 's planned memorial 
will include the name of every 
person killed in the battle. 

Fundraising for the project has 
begun in Japan, with construc­
tion expected to get under way 
in about two years. 
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DPH closes down 
3 bars, restaurants

DON'T BE surprised if the res­
taurant or bar in Garapan you 
used ID frequent is forced totem­
porarily close down as the De­
partmentofPublic Health has been 
rounding up the area to ensure 
compliance with existing health 
and sanitation laws. 

DPH ·, CUITent concentration in 
Garapan is also in line with the 
pon call of military personnel who 
panicipated in Tandem Thrust '99 
as it has been known that Garapan 
is a favorite hang-out of visiting 
Navy personnel. 

Just the other night. two bars 
and one restaurant in Garapan 

were ordered by DPH's Bureau 
of Environmental Health totem­
porarily shut down operations 
until full compliance with sanita­
tion laws. 

DPH, however. did not reveal 
the names of the establishments, 
but said more food and drinks 
firms may suffer the same fate as 
unannounced inspections con­
tinue. 

In the past few weeks, DPH 
was already able to close down 
some IO food and drinks estab­
lishments, but most of them are 
now back in operations after sani­
tation compliance. 

Health Secretary Joseph Kevin 
Villagomez earlier warned the 

community on other food estab­
lishments in Saipan that do not 
comply with sanitation laws, say­
ing continuous patronage of cus­
tomers to these restaurants may 
result to food poisoning and other 
food-borne diseases. 

DPH also said that although it 
gives more attention on Garapan 
area this week, other areas are 
still being monitored for the same 
purpose. 

Aside from unannounced in­
spections at least once every three 
months for each food establish­
ment, DPH also conducts sched­
uled inspections when the restau­
rant or bar is about to renew its 
business license. 

CNMI eyes $146K from US for telecom costs

GOVERNMENT records reveal 
the telecommunications and 
internet access expenditures for 
the next fiscal year will reach 
S l 45.767. an amount which will 
be incurred by some 408 class­
rooms and the public library sys­
tem. 

While the government sees 
the importance of modem com­
munications technology to the 
Public School System (PSS)and 
libraries. the cost may be too 
high to shoulder. 

Because of limited local re­
sources. the CNMl has just sub­
mitted its application forthc new 
.. E-rate program" for federal 
funding of telecommunications 
services and internet access for 

PSS and libraries. 
The E-rate program, also re­

ferred to as the Universal Service 
Fund. provides annual funding 
amounting to discounts of 20 per-

. cent to 90 percent on telecommu­
nications services, internet access 
and internal connections for 
schools and libraries in the U.S. 

Bob Webb, special assistant for 
telecommunications of Gov. 
Pedro P. Tenorio, yesterday said 
that the CNMI bats for 70 percent 
- approximately $100,000 -
federal funding support under the 
E-rate program. 

"'The funds will be used to es­
tablish high-speed internet con­
nections in the CNMI' s4D8 class­
rooms and throughout its public 
library system,'' said Webb. 

Established by the Telecommu-

nications Act of 1996, the E­
rate program is administered by 
the Universal Service Adminis­
trative Company under the ju­
risdiction of the Federal Com­
munications Commission. 

While the FCC determines the 
fund level for each funding year, 
the annual cap on E-rate fund­
ing is $2.25 billion nationwide. 
' Lt. Gov. Jesus Sablan, in a 
media statement, highlights the 
importance of telecommunica­
tions in public school and li­
brary systems. 

·'Connecting our classrooms 
and Ii braries to the internet is an 
important goal of this adminis­
tration. The CNMI needs to 
participate fully in the Informa­
tion Age, and the annual fund-

pose" as it applies to a legislator's 
expenditures for constituents, and 
thus resolve the "disagreement" 
between the Department of Fi­
nance and the Legislature over 
such expenses. 

Introduced by Senate Floor 
Leader Pete P. Reyes (R-Saipan), 
S.B. 11-63, as amended by the 
House of Representatives, would 
allow DOF to pay for the legisla­
tors· expenses involving canopy 
rental for their constituents. 

Several legislators have com­
plained about DOF's refusal to 
pay such expenses, which they 
insist were for"'official purposes." 

DOF's position was backed by 
an opinion from Public Auditor 
Leo LaMotte, who said that the 
House members' practice of hav­
ing the government reimburse 
expenses incurred in providing 
canopies for constituents is against 
the House of Representatives' 
own rules. 

Such expenses ru·e not related 
to the official business of the Leg­
islature, which is to prepare and 
enact laws, LaMotte said. 

The Senate may also act on 
Rep. Karl T. Reyes's (R-Prec. I, 
Saipan) H.B. 11-322, which 
would provide for the licensing 
and regulation of finance compa­
nies and allow them to issue local 
credit cards. 

Among the bills to be intro­
duced today includeS.B. 11-127, 
which proposes to exempt Tinian 
from the Mandatory Car Insur­
ance Act for the next three years.

Guam court throws out 
Ex-senator's complaint

HAGATNA - Former Senator 
Angel Santos's complaint 
against the Guam Election Com­
mission has been thrown out of 
Court, but a serious question 
remains. 

The former Barrigada senator 
had filed charges against the 
GEC stating that he was not 
allowed attend a public meeting 
in which the 98 election results 
were certified. 

Yesterday, he filed a motion 
to dismiss the charges on his 
own behalf. 

He was representing himself 
"prose" (a legal term for self­
representation. He asked that 
they be dismissed without preju­
dice. 

That means that he could bring 
up others on charges should the 
judge allow the motion. 

Judge Frances Tydingco­
Gatewood listened to arguments 
from both Santos and the GEC 
Board Representative Attorney 
Fred Horecky. 

Horccky asked that the 
charges be dismissed with preju­
dice. 

Judge Gatewood did throw out 
the charges but ordered that 
Horccky file a brief stating why 
she should throw out the case 
with prejudice instead of what 
Santos desires. 

The reason Santos wants the 
court to throw the case out with­
out prejudice is that he can then 
file another case against the 
Guam Police Department for his 
detention during the G EC certi­
fication hearings. 

Gatewood has reserved the 
courts right to rule on the preju­
dice question until 1-Iorecky files 
his brief, which is due by Apri I 

16th, l 999.

Bougainville rebels ask PNG 
to honor peace agreem.ent 
PORT MORESBY (Pacnews) 
- The Commander of the 
Bougainville Revolutionary 
Army (BRA) Sam Kauona has 
issued a strong statement call­
ing on the Papua New Guinea 
Government to honour the terms 
of the Lincoln Peace Agreement. 

Kauona wants the PNG Gov­
ernment to comply with a clause 
in the agreement which calls for 
a phased withdrawal of the PNG 
Defence Force (PNGDF) from 
Bougainville, subject to resto­
ration of civil authority on the 
island. 

"The disposal of arms by 
Bougainville forces and the 
withdrawal of the PNGDF and 

Police Riot Squad from 
Bougainville is core to the 
Bougainville/PNG peace pro­
cess," he said. 

The BRA leadership is fully 
committed to peace and we will 
make it our duty to protect that 
peace. We want to completely 
demilitarise Bougainville. 

Unless the PNG Government 
plays its part according to the 
agreement we have signed, 
peace will never be fully 
realised. 

"Whilst the BRA submitted a 
comprehensive and detailed 
"Disposal of Arms" submission 
to the Consultative Committee 
administering the peace process 

at its meeting on March 10, the 
PNG team on the other hand 
was totally unprepared." 

Kauona claimed PNG Gov­
ernment officials did not have a 
detailed plan of a phased with­
drawal of its troops from 
Bougainville. 

"Civil authority has gradually 
been restored on Bougainville. 
By the time the Bougainville 
Reconciliation Government is 
elected and installed in May, it 
will be responsible for its own 
policing, judiciary, education 
and health," he said. 

The PNG Government has not 
responded to the claims by the 
rebel commander. 
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SUVA (Pacnews) - A media 
industry trade show will be held 
as part of this year's Pacific 
Islands News Association 
(PINA) convention in the Fiji 
capital, Suva. 

It will be the first time such a 
trade show has been organised 
for the region's news media.

Archbishop of Port Moresby 
accused of 'political bias' 
PORTMORESBY (Pacnews)­
The Papua New Guinea Govern­
ment has accused the Catholic 
Archbishop of Port Moresby of 
political bias and attempting to in­
cite an uprising. 

Radio Australia reports Arch­
bishop Brian Barnes used his Eas­
ter message to call for a change of 
Government. 

In his message, Archbishop 
Barnes said the PNG Government 
wascomJptand kept itselfin power 
attheexpenseofthe people it should 
be serving. 

In a strong, but carefully worded 
reply, Justice Minister Simon 
Kaumi accused Archbishop Barnes 
of colluding with the Opposition. 

He claimed Opposition Parlia­
mentarians were using the Arch­
bishop to further their own politi­
cal aspirations. 

The Justice Minister said the 
Archbishop's message was an ap­
parent invitation for civil unrest, 
and an attempt to incite an uprising. 

Finance and Internal Revenue 
Affairs Minister Jacob Wama said 

the Archbishop had ignored the 
primary role of the church by mak­
ing his statement. 

"'His Most Reverend has totally 
misled the Catholic Church and the 
people of Papua New Guinea to 
ignore the primary role of the 
church, which is to spread the gos­
pel and not be politicians," Wama 
said. 

The Bible, he said does not teach 
Christians to condemn any gov­
ernment or person in authority. 

"His Most Reverend has been 
misled to appreciate what this gov­
ernment is doing. He has totally 
failed to appreciate this 
Government's efforts to address 
problems that have accumulated 
over the past 22 years by succes­
sive governments." 

Wama called on the Archbishop 
to apologise to Christians in the 
country who had prayed for the 
installation of Prime Minister Bill 
Skate's Government. 

Archbishop Barnes said his view 
of the Government was widely held 
and denied playing politics. 

Fiji's inflation rate declines for 3rd month 
SUVA (Pacnews) - Fiji's in­
flation rate has fallen for the 
third successive month this 
year. 

Inflation rate. according lo 
figures released hy the Bureau 

of Statistics, stood at 3.2 per 
cent at the end of March com­
pared with 5.5 per cent at the 
end of February and 8.4 per cent 
in January. 

The Fiji Times reports the rate 

in March last year was 4.3 per 
cent. 

The Consumer Price Index for 
March also registered a decline 
of0.7 per cent in February and 
now stands at 118.8 points. 

RP student 
burns school 
after failing 
for 3rd time 
MANILA, Philippines (AP) 
- A 22-ye,tr-oid student, de­
spondent after flunking his 
third year of high school for 
the third time, poured g,1so­
line on his school and set it 
ablaze, police said Tuesday. 

Police said no one was in­
jured but the school, which 
had more than 500 students. 
was destroyed in the fire last 
Wednesday in Sta. Cruz in 
Zambales province, north of 
Manila. 

The student, Warren Mizal, 
was arrested and has been 
charged with arson, police in­
vestigator Pepito Misola said. 

Mizal, an orphan who 
worked to finance his studies, 
failed his final exams last 
month. He watched last week 
as his former classmates cel­
ebrated the end of the school 
year, and then went drinking 
with friends and returned 
alone to the school early the 
following day and burned it, 
Misola said.

Police nab two suspected kidnappers in Southern RP 
MANILA, Philippines (AP) -
Police have arrested two men'sus­
pected of having led a series of 
kidnappings of members of 
wealthy families in the southern 
Philippines, officials said Tues­
day. 

Tne government claims it broke 
up most major kidnapping gangs 
in a crackdown last year, but ac­
knowledges some still operate in 

areas in the politically volatile 
southern region of Mindanao. 

Philippine National Police chief 
Roberto Lastimoso said the first 
suspected kidnapper, Ely 
Ban ti Ian, was arrested after a brief 
shootout Sunday with police in 
Tiboli in South Cotabato prov­
ince. 

Police seized a pistol, a grenade 
and a list of prominent business-

men from him, Lastimoso said. 
The following day, police ar­

rested Diego Gayain in a house in 
nearby General Santos City. 
Gayain was among the most­
wanted criminals· in the country 
and a 200,000 peso ($5, I 00) re­
ward was offered for his capture, 
Lastimoso said. 

A grenade was seized from 
Gayain, police said. 

Lastimoso said the two are be­
lieved to have been involved in a 
series of kidnappings in 
Mindanao. They will also be 
charged with illegal possession 
of deadly weapons, he said. 

Once-rampant kidnappings 
have declined considerably fol­
lowing the crackdown launched 
by President Joseph Estrada last 
year.

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Japan aids Malaysia on viruS 
1'L\.L.-\ Ll"\lPLR. \falay­
sia (AP)- The Japanese gov­
ernment Tuesday donated 
nicrney and promised more 
rechnical help 10 lv1alaysia to 
hdp the Southeast Asian na­
rilm control a ,·iral outbreak 
that has ki lied nearly 90 
people. 

Japan's Ambassador to Ma­
laysia Issei Nomura presented 
a check ofS 150.000 10 Deputy 
Prime Minister Abdullah 
.-\hmad Badawi and promised 
to send two Japanese experts 
to Malaysia to help determine 
the exact nature of the virus 
that is spreading from pigs to 
humans. 

The Japanese experts will 
join 16 other experts from the 
United States. Australia and 
Taiwan who. along with scores 
of Malaysian scientists, have 
been trying to name the virus 
and eliminate it. 

People in pig-farming areas 
began dying in October. but 
the situation became alarming 

in January and February when 
scores of people began dying 
and thousands of pigs were 
found to be infected with the 
virus. 

Government health experts 
initially said it was the Japa­
nese encephalitis virus, but 
later another strain that ap­
peared related to the Hendra 
virus was found to be killing 
people. Of the 86 fatalities so 
far, only 25 have died of Japa­
nese encephalitis, the 
Bernama news agency said on 
Tuesday. 

Little is known about the 
Hendra virus, which was first 
detected in Australia, where it 
killed racehorses and three hu­
mans in 1994. 

While Japanese encephali­
tis virus is transmitted from 
pigs to humans by the Culex 
mosquito, the Hendra is spread 
by contact and contamination. 

Symptoms are the same for 
both - high fever, aches and 
eventual coma. Encephalitis is 

' 

an inflammation of the brain. 
Malaysia has said it would 

exterminate nearly 1 million 
pigs, three times the initial 
number initially planned. to 
help curb the illness. 

Soldiers and police officers, 
covered head-to-toe in plastic 
suits, have entered pig-farm­
ing villages as part of a mas­
sive campaign to shoot the 
pigs. 

Japanese encephalitis was 
first discovered in the north­
ern state of Perak last year 
where it killed some people. 

But this year, it began kill­
ing people in Negri Sembilan 
state in an area just I 00 kilo­
meters (60 miles) southeast of 
Kuala Lumpur. 

In the last two months, 73 
people have died in the area 
and its once-prosperous pig 
farms completely destroyed, 
leaving the mostly ethnic Chi­
nese 

farmers on the verge of pov­
erty.

Mahathir is in stable 
condition in hospital 
KUALA LUMPUR, Malaysia 
(AP) - Prime Minister 
Mahathir Mohamad remained in 
the hospital with a lung infec­
tion Tuesday. but his deputy 
assured reporters that he was 
stable and that his condition was 
not serious. 

"He is stable and still rest­
ing," Deputy Prime Minister 
Abdullah Ahmad Badawi told 
reporters, brushing aside rumors 
that his boss was gravely ill. 
"Not true. these are concocted 
stories. It is very unkind to say 
that."" 

Abdullah said he didn't know 
when Mahathir would be dis­
charged from the country's Na­
tional Heart Institute, where he 
was admitted four days ago. 

Abdullah said he contacted 
doctors and they told him 
Mahathir needed more rest. 

··If you leave it to the PM. he 
wants to come out right away. 

That's him." Abdullah told 
the national news agency 
Bernama. ··He is anxious to be 
in his office to do his work but 
his doctors feel he should rest."

Mahathir, Asia's longest-serv­
ing leader, has governed Malay­
sia for 18 years. 

The 73-year-old leader became 
sickafterheretumedlastWednes­
day from Mecca, Saudi Arabia, 
where he performed the traditional 
Islamic pilgrimage. 

He canceled many of his meet­
ings last week and all engagc­
men ts this week, including 
Monday's opening of a new s 
tri pie bypass heart surgery in 
1989. but he still keeps up a hectic 
schedule of work and travel. 

US Navy helps. combat piracy

SINGAPORE (AP) - The 
U.S. Navy is helping its Asian 
counterparts combat the rising 
threat of sea piracy in the re­
gion, a U.S. commander based 
in Singapore said Tuesday.

Public ·support for 
Obuchi rises-- poll 

BEIJING (AP) - Officials 
from China and the A SEAN na­
tions wrapped up two days of 
talks Tuesday by reaffirming 
their desire to seek peaceful 
solutions to their differences, 
Chinese state-run media re­
ported. 

The nine-member Association 
of Southeast Asian Nations also 
praised China's efforts to halt 
the spread of the Asian finan­
cial crisis, the Xinhua News 
Agency said. 

Chinese Foreign Ministry of­
ficials met with their Southeast 
Asian counterparts led by 
ASEAN secretary general 
Rodolfo Severino in Kunming 
city in southwest China. 

The two sides agreed that they 
should not allow existing prob­
lems to damage the develop­
ment of friendly relations, 

Xinhua reported. 
The report didn't offer de­

tails. But China is embroiled in 
sometimes heated territorial dis­
putes over the Spratly Islands 
with four ASEAN nations: Viet­
nam, the Philippines, Malaysia 
and Brunei. 

Some Southeast Asian coun­
tries have also criticized China's 
support of Cambodian 
strongman Hun Sen, who has 
drawn international condemna­
tion for trying to quash his po­
litical opponents two years ago 
in a military coup. 

At the same time, ASEAN 
members praised China as "an 
important force for international 
peace and stability" because of 
its refusal to devalue its cur­
rency during the almost two­
year-long Asian financial cri­
sis, Xinhua said. 

China's decision to maintain 
the yuan is credited with calm­
ing investors, who had been 
spooked by the collapse of many 
of the region's main curren­
cies. 

Chinese and ASEAN offi­
cials agreed that the crisis was 
now over with Asian econo­
mies starting to show signs of 
a rebound, Xinhua said. 

The next meeting between 
Chinese and ASEAN officials 
will take place in April 2000 
in Malaysia, Xinhua said.

Admission to the rule-setting 
body for world trade, sought by 
China for 13 years, would be a 
triumph for Zhu, who has per­
sonally overseen the last stages of 
negotiations. 

Zhu told the Journal that China 

had offered "all kinds of conces­
sions" on allowing U.S. wheat 
and citrus imports and opening up 
its tightly controlled telecommu­
nications sector. 

"Make no mistake, China is not 
begging for accession to the 
WTO," the Journal quoted Zhu as 
saying. 

In a separate interview with the 
official China Daily on the eve of 
Zhu 's visit, China's ambassador 
to the United States said accusa­
tions thatChinastole U.S. nuclear 
weapons secrets were groundless 
and "will prove to be the work of 
wild and far-fetched imagina­
tions."

The report, 
which cited the army's informa­
tion service, could not be inde­
pendently confirmed. 

Officials said ethnic Albanian 
refugees, who have fled the prov­
ince in their hundreds of thou­
sands over the past two weeks, 
would be welcomed back to 
Kosovo and one said an amnesty 
may be declared for the Kosovo 
Liberation guerrilla force.

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NY police politeness drive on

NEW YORK (Reuters)-Faced 
with tensions between New York 
City police and the public, Mayor 
Rudolph Giuliani said on Tues­
day that officers should use 
"Hello," "Thank You" and simi­
larpolite terms during arrests and 
official duties. 

Residents, meanwhile, should 
treat pol ice with more respect, 
such as addressing them by their 
department rank, the mayor said 
in announcing the policy at a news 
conference at police headquar­
ters. 

Explaining the programme, the 
mayor said: "To say even to the 
worst criminal you're arresting, 
'You're now under arrest, Sir,' 
will channel some of the natural 
human emotion of anger." 

"I know there will be people 
who are cynical about this," he 
added. "I've been mayor of New 
York City for too long not to 
realise that people will be cynical 
about any good step that's made 
in the direction of decency." 

Relations between the police 
and public have deteriorated badly 
since four white officers killed 
Amadou Diallo, an unarmed street

earlier stated that all complaints 
against police officers are inves­
tigated internally or by the Attor­
ney General's Office. 

Karimipour expressed disap­
pointment with the police and the 
AGO after the Superior Court 
yesterday dropped a criminal case 
against his client, Ramon Ayuyu. 

AGO charged Ayuyu with theft 
for allegedly stealing a walletcon­
taining $335 from a table of 
Winchell's Restaurant in 1997. 
The case was filed on April 30, 
1998. 

JudgeJuanT. Lizama dismissed 
with prejudice the case against 
Ayuyu when Assistant Atty. Gen. 
Marvin Williams requested to 
drop the case because the 
government's main witness could 
not be located. 

Lizama, however, expressed 
concern that the case had lan­
guished in the court's file for al­
most two years and the AGO only 
moved to drop the case when the 
trial was near (April 19). 

Karimipour said the PDO, on 
behalf of Ayuyu, filed papers in 
court stating that police officers 
picked up a mentally-handicapped 
young man without probable 
cause or any legal justification. 

"They (officers) drnggec.l him 
to police station and they beat him 
up and forced him to waive his 
right to remain silent. And at gun­
point, they have him signed a con­
fession that they typed up on the 
crime that he didn't commit," 
Karimipour said. 

He said the officers involved in 
the case were also those who were 
prosecuted in the beating or 
Francis A. Eugenio. 

Instead of the government tak­
ing it seriously 01:-investigating it. 

Karimipour said, "they (AGO) 
filed papers mocking him (Ayuyu) 
stating is the defendant also say­
ing he was beaten up by the secre­
tary or the administrative staff." 

"It· is precisely because of this 
attitude that we have tried earlier 
on to avoid this whole issue and 
not to put this young man in the 
limelight. We thought the case 
would be dismissed and it was 
not. They proceeded and insisted 
on going to a trial. So we filed 
these papers," he said. 

"Instead of letting us put wit­
nesses on in court to prove it (po­
lice brutality)," Karimipour said, 
"the government first deprived 
those c.locuments that would help 
PDQ in that regard and then they 
moved to dismiss the case, there­
fore silencing the issue." 

"They're wrong. Mr. Ayuyu's 
intends to pursue his case in court 
against the officers individually 
and against the department. Ob­
viously the attitude of the govern­
ment as shown in this case is that 
they don't care about such allega­
tions. This is still a country of 
laws and we would like to see 
people's 1'ights vindicated," he 
pointed out. 

Assistant Public Defender Rob­
ert Torres said one of the issues in 
this case was the government 
claim that the witness had left the 
CNMI andcould no longer be lo­
cated. 

Tones said PDQ notified the 
AGO that the witness had left the 
CNMI as early as Feb. I 998 or 
about two months before they filed 
the case. 

"It is clear tous that the govern­
ment did not proceed with due 
diligence on this case to vindicate 
oui' client's right. In our view, or 
everyone's viev.;, the police are 
paid to protect anc.l serve our citi­
zens and when the police ended 
up themselves engaged in this 

conduct, it is our obligation ... in­
deed it's our duty to bring these 
charges forward and prove them 
in court," Torres said. 

Torres said those officers that 
are engaged in this conduct should 
be disciplined, sanctioned and 
ultimately removed from the of­
fice because they are operating 
"to the detriment of our citizens." 

He added that the AGO's re­
quest to drop Ayuyu 's case, came 
as a complete surprise to PDO.

The amendment requires em­
ployers to give resident workers 
earning below the existing fed­
eral minimum wage of$5.15 an 
l1our benefits like free housing, 
transportation, health anc.l medi­
cal insurance and food subsidy.

U.S. Baseball average 
salary jumps to $1.7M 

By RONALD BLUM 
NEW YORK (AP) - U.S. Major League Baseball's average salary 
rose more than 19 percent to $1.7 million this season, just below the 
going rate in the U.S. NBA, according to a study by The Associated 
Press. 

The increase was the largest in seven seasons and coincided with a 
rebirth of interest in the sport. Owners are betting that fans are willing 
to pay more to see a game: Ticket prices are up 1 Opercent this season. 

Two of the sluggers credited with leading the return of baseball's 
popularity, Mark McGwire and Sammy Sosa, aren't even among the 
eight highest-paid players this year. Sosa is tied forninth at $9 million, 
while McGwire is 11th at $8,333,333. 

Both signed their contracts in 1997. 
For the third straight year, outfielder Albert Belle was the highest­

paid player on opening day. The Baltimore Orioles are paying bim 
dlrs 11,949,794-which is about two-thirds of the total payroll for 
the Montreal Expos, the team spending the least on salaries this 
season. 

Boston pitcher Pedro Martinez is second at $11 million, followed 
by Los Angeles pitcher Kevin Brown, who is making$ 10,714,286. 

The World Series champion New York Yankees opened with 
baseball's highest payroll ever, $85.1 million-an average of$3.04 
million per player. 

Los Angeles was second at $79.2 million, followed by Belle's 
Orioles at $78.5 million. Montreal's payroll is $17.3 million . 

The average salary of $1,720,050, easily a record, was up 19.3 
percent over last year's opening-day average of dlrs 1,441,406, 
according to the AP study, which examined the contracts of 830 
players on opening-day rosters and the disabled list. 

In comparison, the NBA 's average is about $2.8 million this 
season, the North American NI-IL's is $1.17 million (using a 
mixture of lJ .S. and Canadian dollars), and the NFL 'sis $1 rnill ion. 

The average salary in baseball has doubled since 1991 and more 
thm1 tripled since 1989. The Consumer Price Index has gone up only 
18.7 percent since 1991.
