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PICS ON QUARTER SYSTEM 
Classes are scheduled to begin next Monday at PICS, depending upon the arrival 
ot the Gunners I Knot, which is carrying the bulk of the students. They will be 
introduced to a new school schedule called the quarter systen which will replace 
the foroer senester plan. Under the old systen, students had two semesters of 
work in a school year and then travelled to their hones each sunner for a vaca­
tion. One of the reasons for adopting the quarter systen is to eJ1rninate this 
suoraer exodus, which was costly and did not pernit full use of the school plant. 

Under the new plan students will have four quarters of wrk in a calendar year. 
Each quarter will be approxinately fifty-four days, or eleven weeks, in length. 
Between each quarter there will be a break of about two weeks. This will provide 
students With a vacation and teachers with tine for evaluating students' work 
f'rotl the previous quarter and preparing course material for the next. The breaks 
are arranged so th.at the Christnas, Easter, and Independence Day holidays fall 
within then. 

Stu.dents choose one of four courses of study: general, cOL1Dercial, agriculture, 
or industrial arts, and will conplete their choice in ten quarters of work. 
Sophonores will have four quarters, juniors and seniors three. Another advan­
tage of the quarter systen is that students who fornerly needed three years to 
conplete their course will now graduate at the end of two and one-half years; 
they still will have the sane nunber of school days (540) as under the senester 
Plan. This neans that a greater nunber of students can be graduated fron PICS.
