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Six held in torc

of Japanese buildings

BANGKOK, Thailand (AP) -
Having arrested six workers, Thai
authorities Thursday continued
to investigate the torching of a
Japanese company compound by
employees angry over a lower
year-end bonus payment,

Bangkok newspapers said Thurs-
day. :

At least 2,000 workers, many
apparently drunk; set fire to the
head. office and a warehouse of
the Sanyo Universal Electric Co.,
ajoint Thai-Japanese venture, late
Tuesday night after bonus nego-
tiations broke down.

Six workers were arrested
Wednesday and charged with il-
legal assembly to provoke unrest.
Others were questioned and the
company was.ordered closed for
three days with the workers told

-to report to police or face charges

of involvement in the unrest.

The incident is an embarrass-
ment to the newly formed govern-
ment of Prime Minister Chavalit
Yongchaiyudh who has vowed to
putthe country’s faltering economy
back on track.

“Although I do not want to take
sternaction, itis necessary to main-
tain the sanctity of the law,” he
said Wednesday, admitting that
Thailand’s image as a safe haven
forforeigninvestorshad been dam-
aged.

Thiswas echoedby several Japa-
nese business executives.

“This kind of violence is de-
stroying Thailand’s image,” The
Nationquoted the local head of the
Japan External Trade Organiza-
tion Yoshiyasu Nao as saying. He
said the violence was undermining
efforts by both Thais and Japanese

to increase already sizable Japa-;

nese investments in the country.
The company’s management
had offered a bonus equivalent
to three months of wages to its
workers, rather than the 5.75-
month one which it provided last
year. Year end bonuses are cus-
tomary in Thailand but are rarely
as high as that given by Sanyo.
When Sanyo management
agreed to only a slight increase
over its three-month offer, angry

workers set alight to the build- .

ings. Thousands of refrigerators
and other electrical appliances
manufactured by Sanyo were also
destroyed in the fire. -

The trading of Sanyo stocks
on the Stock Exchange of Thai-
land was suspended Wednesday
and security increased at other
Sanyo plants in the country. -

Two officials get death
for blast that killed 22

BEIJING (AP) - Two southern

-Chinese officials have been sen-

tenced to death for allowing a
local resident to stockpile dyna-
mite that later exploded, killing
122 people, the official China
Youth Daily reported Wednes-
day.

The Higher Level People’s
Court of Hunan province on Fri-
day upheld execution verdicts for
Shi Zhigiang, a driver for Shao
county’s Communist Party com-
mittee, and Liu Liping, an official
with the Industrial and Commer-
cial Bank’s Shaoyang city branch.

Fifteen other local officials
were given jail terms up to life in
prison, the newspaper said.

The Shaoyang city court in try-
ing the case found that Shi, Liu
and others knew and even aided
He Geng’s purchase and storage
of explosives, the newspaper said.

On Jan. 31, 10 tons of dynamite
exploded in Jiqi village, on the
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outskirts of Shaoyang. In addi-
tion to the dead, more than 100
people were injured.

He Geng reportedly had bought
34 tons of "explosives to make
dynamite. He remains at large.

As part of a nationwide crack-
down on crime, 43 people were

executed in the southern city of

Canton Tuesday, the state-run
Yangcheng Evening News re-
ported.

The executed were convicted
of murder, armed robbery, drug
trafficking, kidnapping and other
crimes, the newspaper said.

In Beijing, a gang leader was
sentenced to death Tuesday for
robbery, the Beijing Evening
News reported. He was among 34
people in six robbery cases
broughtbefore the Beijing Higher
People’s Court. The others re-
ceived prison sentences, the re-
port said. ’

A single bullet fired into the
back of the head is the usual
method of execution in China.

'Suhartd"OKs

plan to build
a ‘new city’

JAKARTA, Indonesia (AP) -
President Suharto approved plans
Wednesday for a new city to be
built on 15,000 hectares (37,000
acres) of farmland southeast of
Jakarta in Indonesia’s most am-
bitious urban development
project ever.

The development in Jonggol,
40 kilometers (25 miles) from
Jakarta, is intended to divert
population growth away fromthe
city of 10 million people, which
drawsthousands of new residents
every day.

Gov. R. Nurian. of West Java
province announced Suharto’s
decision after outlining the plan
in a meeting with the president.

Private developers, with gov-
ernmentencouragement, already
are building some 200 townships
of varying sizes around Jakarta.

Instead of becoming another
suburb, Jonggol is to be a sepa-
rate city of 2 million people, with
jobs for 800,000 industrial work-
ers, said Ginanjar Kartasasmita,
minister for national develop-
ment.

About 80,000 people currentiy
live in farming villages in the
area.

“Most important is, it is ex-
pected to grow to become an
industrial city,” said Nuriana.

The project will be buil. by a
consortium headed by Suharto's
son Bambang Trihatmodjo, ac-
cording to Nuriana.

He said he didn’t know )c
what it would cost, but said it
would take 20 to 25 years o
complete.

An official of Bambang's
company has said Jonggol was
intended to replace Jakarta as the
capital, but the officials denied
Wednesday that the government
was considering doing that.

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Hunziker found dead in bar

Evan C. Hunziker, held by North
Korea for three months as a sus-
pected spy after he crossed the
border from China to preach the
gospel, was released less than a
month ago.

Now, just a week before Christ-

mas, heis dead - apparently by his
own hand, police said.
Hunziker, 26, was found dead
Wednesday morning in the res-
taurant-bar area of a ramshackle
downtown hotel owned by rela-
tives of his Korean mother, Jong
Nye Hunziker of Anchorage,
Alaska. He died of a gunshot

Prince’s criticism of gun ban
angers Dunblane parents

LONDON (AP) - The queen’s
husband Prince Philip on
Wednesday angered parents of
children killed in the Dunblane
school shooting massacre by
criticizing Britain’s planned
handgun ban.

“If a cricketer, for instance,
suddenly decided to go into a
school and batter a lot of people
todeath with acricket bat, which
he could do very easily, I mean
are you going to ban cricket
bats?” the 75-year-old prince
demanded in a BBC radio inter-
view.

The massacre at Dunblane kin-
dergarten in Scotland of 16 chil-
dren and their woman teacher by
Thomas Harilton on March 13

stirred a wave of revulsion in
Britain against handgun owner-
‘ship.

Urged on by the anti-gun cam-
paign launched by parents of
Dunblane victims and support-
ers, legislators voted last month
to ban private ownership of all
handguns except the smallest .22
caliber. ‘

The ban, due to come into force
next year after completing its Par-
liamentary passage, angered
members of target shooting clubs.
Anti-gun campaigners also were
angry because .22 caliber hand-
guns were exempted from the
ban.

Hamilton, a loner with a
erudge, killed himself with one
of the two handguns he was car-
rying. He was a member of a
local target shooting club and
legally he]d his guns under po-
lice license.

Philip said in the interview: “1
sympathize desperately with the
people who are bereaved at
Dunblane. ButI'mnot altogether
convinced that it’s the best sys-
tem to somehow shift the blame
onto a very large and peaceable
part of the community.”

“I'm not sure that the reaction
(the ban) is ... the most rational,”
he added. “I can’t believe that
the members of shooting clubs
are any more dangerous than
members of a squash club or a
golf club or anything else.”

Alison Crozier, whose 5-year-

old daughter Emma was one of

the Dunblane victims, said
Philip's remarks were outrageous
and insensitive. “Golf clubs are
made for sport, for enjoyment.
Guns are made to kill. There is
no comparison,” she said.

Ann Pearston, one of the
Dunblane anti-gun campaign or-
ganizers, said: “This sickens me.”

Some legislators also criticized
Philip. Liberal Democrat law-
maker Menzies Campbell said

the prince was out of touch with
public opinion.

But Graham Downing of the Brit-
ish Shooting Sports Council said
Philip was “right to say that it is not
the gunthatisthe threatbut the person
holding it.”

Philip, whoispresidentofthe World
Wide Fund for Nature, his wife and
most of their family hunt, shooting
deer and game birds for sport.

Hunziker’s father, Edwin
Hunziker, was saddened and be-
wildered by his son’s death.

“I don’t know what happened
to this young fellow. I thought he
was doing so well” since he got
back from North Korea, the elder
Hunziker said in an interview at
the modest home he shares in
suburban Parkland with his wife,
Dorothy, and their two dogs.

“He just went off the deep end,
I guess.”

When his son came back from
Korea, the elder Hunziker said he
noticed twored marks onthe lower
part of his throat that looked like
rope bums. Evan wouldn’t an-
swer questions about them, he
said, but the North Koreans said
he had tried to kill himself.

In Washington, D.C., U.S.
State Department spokesman
Nicholas Burnscalled Hunziker’s
death “a very, very sad case.”

“He went through a lot in his
imprisonment in North Korea,”
Burns said, adding that his re-
marks did not imply the North
Koreans were responsible for
Hunziker’s death.

Hunziker was a Tacoma native
who was raised in Washington
and Alaska after his parents di-
vorced in the early 1970s. In addi-
tion to his mother, Hunziker’s
former wife is Korean, and he
spoke the language.

- The Red Cross has suspended all
relief efforts and evacuated most
of its staff from Chechnya after
six aid workers were gunned down
at a hospitalcompound run by the

aid group.
The motive for Tuesday’s at-
tack, meanwhile, remained a mys-

tery. On Wednesday, speculation
ranged from an attempt to wreck
the fragile peace in Chechnya,
disruptupcomingelections ordis-
credit the separatists who are now
in charge.

The attack was the worst
against the International Commit-
tee of the Red Cross in its 133-
year history and stunned the

Swiss-based agency.

*“The Red Cross has had expe-
rience in many war zones of the
world, and we must say that
Chechnya has proved to be one of
the most difficult,” said Victoria
Catliff,a Red Cross spokeswoman
in Moscow. “The respect for the
Red Cross and for humanitarian
organizations in general has not
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Red Cross evacuates staff

prevailed in Chechnya.”

Masked men using guns
equipped with silencers went
room to room before dawn Tues-
day, picking off the sleeping work-
ers.

The Red Cross suspended all
operations in Chechnya and
evacuated about 35 workers. Only
five staff members remained
Wednesday to help with the in-
vestigation.

All sides in the Chechen war
condemned the attack, but it cast
atroubling shadow over prospects
for peace in the separatist repub-
lic, where a truce has been in
place since August.

The bodies of the slain workers
were taken along with the evacu-
ated staff members to Nalchik,
capital of the nearby Kabardino-
Balkaria republic. All were ex-
pected to be flown to Switzerland
later Wednesday, said Catliff.

Few outside organizations are

left in Chechnya besides the Or-
ganization for Security and Co-
operation in Europe, which said it
was staying.

The Red Cross has been work-
ing in the Caucasus Mountain re-
gion since 1992, Catliff said.

Asmany as 15 masked gunmen
carried out the raid at aresidential
building at the Red Cross’ 3-
month-old hospital compound in
Noviye Atagi, a village 25 kilo-
meters (15 miles) south of Grozny,

the Chechen capital.

Killed were Johan Elkerbout,
47, a Dutch construction techni-
cian; medical administrator Nancy
Malloy, 51" of Vancouver,
Canada; and four nurses -
Ingebjorg Foss, 42, and Gunnhild
Myklebust, 50, of Norway; Shery!
Thayer, 40, of New Zealand, and
Fernanda Calado, 49, of Spain.

Christophe Hensche, the Swiss
national in charge of the hospital,
was shot in the shoulder and sur-
vived by feigning death.

After the evacuation of Red
Cross staff, the hospital’s 35 pa-
tients were being cared for by
local personnel, Catliff said.

In Moscow, the lower house of
parliament opened its session
Wednesday with a minute of si-
lence for the slain aid workers.

Top Russian and Chechen offi-
cials said they hoped the tragedy
would not scuttle the peace pro-
cess or local elections set for Jan.
217.

A truce has been in place since
August and the last Russian com-
bat troops are now pulling out of
Chechnya in advance of the elec-
tions.

But the pullout and the peace
deal have enemies on both sides
and tensions have been rising,
especially since rogue Chechen
field commander Salman
Raduyev kidnapped 22 Russian
troops this week.

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GENEVA, Switzerland (AP) -
Draped in Red Cross flags, cof-
fins containing the bodies of six
relief workers murdered in their
beds in Chechnya this week were
flown back to Genevaearly Thurs-
day.

Grieving relatives and friends
met the plane as it arrived from
Russia. Fourteen Red Cross del-
egates who survived the predawn
slaughter Tuesday accompanied
the coffins and joined relatives
and friends of the victims in a
subdued farewell ceremony on
the tarmac.

The Red Cross delegates who
arrived from Russiasaid they were
too traumatized to talk with re-
porters about the killings.

But the head of the Interna-
tional Red Cross medical depart-
ment, Bruce Eshaya Chauvin, told
a news conference that the group

The Red Cross has suspended
all operations in Chechnya and
evacuated 35 workers. Only five
Red Cross workers remained to
help with the investigation.

The leader of the separatist re-
public on Wednesday called the
slayings a disaster for Chechnya.

“This is a national catastrophe
for us,” said Aslan Maskhadov,
head of the coalition government.
“Such a thing could be done only
by renegades who fiercely hate
not only the Chechen people but
“all humankind.”

Maskhadov, the rebels’ mili-
tary chief during the 20-month
war, said Chechen officials would
do everything possible to bring
the killers to justice.

He called the attack on the Red
Cross hospital in the village of
Noviye Atagi an atternpt to desta-
bilize Chechnya, where a peace
agreement with Moscow has held
since August.

The motive for the killings -
the worst attack ever on the aid
agency’sdelegates - and the iden-
tity of the killers remained un-
known.

Russian President Boris Yeltsin
said the murders were clearly aimed
at dismantling the peace agreement,
according to his spokesman, Sergei
Yastrzhembsky.

The agreement calls for elec-
tions to be held in the region on
Jan. 27.

Chechen leaders said mea-
sures were being taken to im-
prove security for foreign
election observers.

The Russian military pull-
out and peace deal have en-
emies on both sides and ten-

sions have been rising, espe-

cially since a rogue Chechen
field commander kidnapped
22 Russian troops several days
ago.

The hostages were freed
Wednesday after negotiations
between the commander,
Salman Raduyev, and Russian
deputy security chief Boris
Berezovsky.

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Japan’s ‘crisis response’ in doubt

TOKYO, Japan (AP) - The United
States condemns the Peruvian rebels
and demands they release their hos-
tages. Japan defends its security sys-
tem in Lima and urges Peru to protect
the captives.

The sharp contrast between these
two nations’ reactions to the hostage
crisisin Peru could once again subject
Japan’s government to criticism over
the way it responds to crises.

Infact, the government is still criti-
cized for its slow response to last
year's deadly Kobe earthquake and
itsfailuretocrackdown early enough
on the doomsday cult accused of
attacking Tokyo’s subways with
poison gas.

“This latest case brings into
question the way Japan deals with
terrorism, and the government’s
total lack of attention to security,”
said Nobuhiko Shutto, a professor
at Tokai University.

For a second day Thursday,
many Japanese remained riveted
to their television sets watching
the hostage crisis unfold at the
residence of Morihisa Aoki, their
ambassador in Lima, Peru.

Leftist rebels were holding hun-
dreds of hostages, including the
ambassadorand many otherJapanese
nationals, and threatening to kill the
captives unless Peru frees jailed guer-
rillas.

In Washington, the State Depart-
ment quickly condemned the hos-
tage-taking.*‘We'reremaininginvery
close contact with the authorities in
Peru,” White Housespokesman Mike
McCurry said.

He said U.S. policy rules out nego-
tiating with terrorists and called for

the arrest and prosecution of the per-
petrators.

In Tokyo, where the government
often spends along time making deci-
sions by consensus, the Foreign Min-
istry announced it had established a
control room to monitor the situation.

Prime Minister RyutaroHashimoto
issued nostatements and heldnonews
conferences, even though Aoki’s
residence is Japanese territory and
Peru’s government would techni-
cally need Japan’s permission to
send in the troops surrounding it.

Hashimoto called President
Alberto Fujimori of Peruand sym-
pathized with the tough dilemma
he faces in the standoff.

Japan’s first official comment
came from Japan’s foreign minis-
ter, Yukihiko Ikeda.

He insisted on Wednesday that
lax security at the Japanese com-

pound in Peru was not to blame

and said: “We are thinking first
and foremost of the hostages’
safety.”

Ikeda did not criticize the hos-
tage takers or say whether Japan
has a policy about how its govern-
ment should respond to the de-
mands of terrorists in any situa-
tion. On Thursday, he flew toLima
to help monitor the situation.

In the past, Japan and its large
companies have paid ransoms to
free businessmen taken hostage in
several other countries.

But Japan has had little experi-

NEW DELH]I, India (AP) -
The Supreme Court said
Wednesday the government
can tap telephones in rare cit-
cumstances even though it
violated the right to privacy.

A two-judge bench said the
tapping will have to be au-
thorized by the top official of
the home ministry, which
handles security- affairs, and
can’t continue for than six
months.

The authorities will be re-
quired to keep a record of the

information intercepted,
judges Kuldip Singh and
Sagir Ahmed said.

The court ruling came on a
petition filed by a human
rights group challenging the
government’s authority to tap
phones.

In the past, allegations have
been made that intelligence
agencies monitor telephone
conversations of politicians,
lawyers and journalists.

Wiretapping isillegalin In-
dia, but exceptions are made

in rare cases in which na-
tional security is involved.
Four months ago, Prime
Minister H.D. Deve Gowda
ordered a federal investiga-
tion into allegations that his
administration tapped the

telephones of political rivals.

The Congress Party, which
supports Gowda’s 14-party
coalition government, had ac-
cused intelligence agencies of

The first Rangoon marathon in
1995 drew thousands of entrants
ranging in age from five to 90.

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Taiwan calls i m O.J. trial expert

TAIPEI, Taiwan (AP) - The
worst multiple murder in
Taiwan’'s history has police
batfled and Taiwanese shocked
by yet another reminder of the
violence of mob-tainted poli-
tics.

A media frenzy has only
added to the circus, and police
have turned in desperation to
Henry Lee, the renowned U.S.
forensic expert who testified for
the defense of former U.S. foot-
ball star O.J. Simpson.

The eight slayings happened
last month at the home of a
judge, Liu Pang-you. He was
shot in the head - along with
two county councilors, the wife
of a county official, two of the
judge’s cousins, one of his
aides, one of his cooks and one
of his bodyguards. One of the
councilors was critically in-
jured.

Liu, the chief executive of
Taoyuan County in northern
Taiwan, reportedly was under
pressure from rival business
groups fighting over lucrative
projectsin his fast-growing dis-
trict.

Newspapers say he ran the
county as his private empire,
dispensing favors to associates.

“Daddy was a loving father and
a good magistrate,” his daugh-
ter Yen-fei wrote to a newspa-
per. She appealed to the media
to “stop discrediting him.”

Frustrated police have man-
aged to reconstruct what they
think happened but have failed
to track the killers, who have
left behind little evidence.

Lee, the star scientific wit-
ness for the defense in
Simpson’s first trial, spent two
days in Taiwan helping investi-
gators. He also took samples
home to the United States for
analysis.

So far, police say they know
that at least two masked gun-
men slipped into Liu’s home
early on Nov. 21.

The killers ordered Liu and
four others into a room, taped
their eyes and shot them at a
close range. They killed three
more people and critically
wounded another.

Liu’s wife was upstairs pray-

ing at a shrine. She heard what
she thought were firecrackers
and did not immediately come
down - perhaps the only reason
she survived.

The killers fled in one of the
victims’ cars and abandoned it
in nearby mountains. They left
no fingerprints.

The slayings were a slap at
the government’s 4-month-old
crackdown on organized crime
and its ties to politics - ties that
have grown closer in the decade
since Taiwan started transform-
ing itself from a dictatorship to
a democracy.

Several local politicians have
beenexecuted gangland-style, and
authorities estimate up to one-
third of county and city council-
ors are linked to the mob.

But raids on nightclubs, casi-
nos and illegal gravel businesses,
all

allegedly controlled by mobs,
have yielded no known progress.

In an anguished editorial, the
English-language China Post
yearned for the days when “poli-
tics was stable and harmonious
and the country’s leaders did their
utmost to maintain high moral stan-
dards among the people.”

Now, it said, “the traditional Chi-
nese values have been discarded.”

By ZAHID HUSSAIN
KARACHI, Pakistan (AP) - The
husband of ousted prime minister
Benazir Bhutto has been charged
with murder in connection with the
shooting death of her brother, the
authorities said Thursday.

Asif Ali Zardari, jailed since his
wife’s government was thrown out
in November was charged late on
Wednesday with murder, they said.

The charge was laid just hours~

after a Sindh High Court orderer
Zardari freed from jail, where he
has been held for more than one
month on the maintenance of pub-
lic order law.

The murdercharge is in connec-
tion with the Sept. 20 shooting of
Ms. Bhutto’s estranged brother
Murtaza Bhutto.

Killed in a hail of bullets outside
his home in southern Karachi,
Murtaza Bhutto had become an
arch political rival of his sister’s.

He had established a breakaway
faction of her Pakistan People’s
Party and threatened to topple her
from power in elections.

But Murtaza had lived in exile
for 16 years betore returning to
Pakistan in 1993 and his rivalry
was never considered a real threat
to Ms. Bhutto’s political survival.

Believed to have led the mili-
tant group Al-Zulfikar and
charged with hijacking a Pakistan
International Airlines plane in
1981, Murtaza was arrested when
he returned to Pakistan. Six
months later he was released on
bail when he began across country
campaign against his sister’s gov-
emment.

His death prompted a flurry of
accusations.

Ms. Bhutto said it was a con-
spiracy to bring her government
down and when President Farooq
Leghari dismissed her in the early
morning of Nov. 5 she blamed him
for masterminding her brother’s
death.

But her brother’s widow,
Ghinwa Bhutto, who now leads
her husband’s political party,
quickly blamed Zardari, however
no charges were laid against him
— until Monday.

Neither Ms. Bhutto or her repre-
sentative was immediately avail-
able for comment.

Judge says restrictions on
exports ‘unconstitutional’

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) - US.
governmentrestrictionsontheexport
of computerencryption programsare
anunconstitutional interference with
freedom of speech, a federal judge
decided in-a ruling made public
Wednesday.
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U.S. District Judge Marilyn Hall
Patel ruled in favor of an Illinois
professor of mathematics who at-
tempted to publish his encryption
code on the Internet. ’

MathematicianDaniel Bernstein’s
éncryption program, called Snuffle,
converts a readable message into a
codethatcanbereadonlybyusing his
decryption program; Unsnufflé.

The U.S. State Department ini-
tially decided in 1993 that the pro-
grams as well as an academic paper
Bemstein wrote to describe his ideas
were military articles that required
licenses to communicate abroad.

Thedepartment withdrew thatdes-
ignation for the academic paper in
1995 but left it in place for the pro-
grams, prompting the lawsuit.

The judge stopped short of forbid-
ding the government to place any
restrictions on the export of encryp-
tion programs. But she said the cur-
rent restrictions went too far.

There are no time limits on the
State Department office that makes
the licensing decisions, no standards
for denial of a license and no provi-
sion for appealing a denial, the judge
noted.

She said the licensing system was
*“a paradigm of standardless discre-
tion” and “‘an unconstitutional prior
restraint in violation of the First
Amendment.”

Patel noted the impact on busi-
nesses, which have complained that
government restrictions hampertheir
ability to protect sensitive data trans-
missions.

Her ruling is not binding out-
side California’s Northern Dis-
trict, which includes Silicon Val-
ley. Another federal judge in
Washington, D.C., upheld the
export ban earlier this year.

How 1996 changed

life as we know it

NEW YORK (AP) - It’s easy to
reduce the year’s science events to
three words - life on Mars.

But it would be a mistake.

When NASA scientists said this
summerthattheyhadfoundevidence
for life on the red planet, they added
but an episode to this year's hottest
scientific drama, a revolution so sig-
nificant that it is changing our con-
ception of life in the universe.

In the last year, a number of find-
ings have all but convinced scientists
thatlifeis notjusta freakaccidentthat
could only happen on Earth, but a
ubiquitous and irrepressible part of
the universe.

“It’s every bit as profound as the
revolutions that were brought about
by Copemicus and Darwin on our
place in the universe,” said Steven
Squyres, a planetary scientist at
Comell University in Ithaca, New
York.

Andit’snot justthe famous potato-
sized meteoritebearingchemicalsigns
of microbial metabolism.

Theevidence for life on Earth was
pushedbackthisyear, toanextremely

inhospitable era when Earth wasa

barren planet constantly bombarded
by giant asteroids. If life survived -
and probably even arose-underthose
conditions, whereelse in the universe
could it be hiding out?

Perhaps near one of the nearby
stars which are now known to have
planets circling them. Only one such
planet was known at this time last
year, butnow there are aboutadozen,
several of which appearhospitableto
life.

Closertohome, the Galileo space-
craft has begun exploring a little-
known comerof the solar system that
could harbor life. On Dec. 19 the
spacecrafttookacloselook atJupiter’s
moon Europa, which some research-
ers consider even more promising
than Mars as a potential garden spot.

And researchers also got a clearer
sense this year of how life develops.
The genetic analysis of an ancient
microbe revealed secrets about how
the tree of life is organized.

M. jannaschii, as scien-
tistscallit,isamemberofthearchaea,
an arm of life separate from animals,
plants and bacteria.

By comparing archaean genes to
yeast, bacterialandevenhumangenes,
researchers hope to write a history of
evolution from beginning to present.
That history could reveal clues about
what molecular processes are com-
montoall life on Earth, and thus were
probably present in the very earliest
life, and which ones are innovations
that came later on.

“Understanding these organisms
is going to get us a lot closer to
understanding the origin oflife. Butit
won'tanswerthe questionofwhether
lifeoriginatedhereorsomeplaceelse,”
said Craig Venter, president of the
Institute for Genomic Research.

That question became a little more
interesting when a paper in the jour-
nal Nature presented evidence that
rocks from Greenland hold chemical
evidence that life existed 3.85 billion
years ago.

Thatmay notsoundtoomucholder
than 3.5 billion years ago, the previ-
ousearliestevidence forlife on Earth.
Buttoscientists who study Earth’s
early history, the 350-million-year
step is a quantum leap into an era
of violence and chaos.

Until about 3.8 billion years
ago, Earth was underregularbom-
bardment by the giant debris left
over from the formation of the
solar system. Huge asteroids,
some big enough to vaporize the
oceans, smashed into the young
planet.  Ifthefirst microscopic
creatures developed under such
conditions, then life is tough in-
deed.

Maybe even tough enough to
develop in some of the newfound
worlds around distant stars. This
year two stars - 47 Ursa Majoris
and Lalande 21185 - have been
discovered to have Jupiter-like plan-
ets.

Benavente was among the pan-
elists at yesterday’s round table
forum, organized by the Marianas
Visitors Bureau at Diamond Ho-
tel, where the zoning system was

among the primary issues dis--

cussed.

Calls for the revival of the zon-
ing law continue to prop up.

David Hoshino, a Guam-based
tourism expert, during his recent
visit to Saipan recommended the
adoption of a zoning system in
the island.

Also recently, education offi-
cials, school administratcrs,
teachers and parents launched a
campaign to block the construc-
tion of garment factories near cam-
puses, and at the same time, urged
the government to implement a
policy that would prohibit con-
struction of any major establish-
ments around school areas.

A garment factory is being
planned to be built beside
Koblerville Elementary School,
while a Korean firm has already
constructed a factory beside the
Dandan Headstart School.

The zoning law on Saipan was
suspended by the government in
1994, prompted by pressure from
several local people whohad com-
plained that the law tended to

infringe on their rights to decide
how to dispose of their proper-
ties.

If the zoning law is reenacted,
Benavente said, property owners
might have to “sacrifice” the tra-
dition.

“It will certainly affect the tra-
dition of our people on how they
dispose of their property or build
their houses, but it is more impor-
tant that we try to reconsider be-
cause of the amount of outsiders
coming into the Commonweaith,
and our local people.”

“We are certainly concerned
about that (tradition), but, over-
all, our concerns is to maintain
the beauty of the island and you
just have to make sacrifices in
complying with the zoning law,”
Benavente said.

Benavente said he is anticipat-
ing objections to the zoning pro-
posal as “people don’t want to be
told what to do with their proper-
tiesand how tobuild theirhouses.”

“But we just have to push and
push the idea that things are ugly
right now. Fly-by night business
establishments are proliferating
inthe islands, and tire repair shops
are lining up the streets. I believe
the zoning is one way to control
those type of developments,” the
speaker said.

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New theory on interstellar light

By MATT CRENSON
NEW YORK (AP) - The diffuse
interstellar bands haven’t broken
the Top 40 yet, but their light
show is amazing.

They’re not a musical act, but
a cosmic one: Astronomers see
the bands when they smear the
light from some distant stars out
into a spectrum, the same way a
prism breaks sunlight into a rain-
bow.

The rainbow they create has
the familiar vertical swaths of
color, but it also has about 200
thin, dark bands shot through it.
The dark bands are like a forest of
trees partially obscuring every
color of the rainbow, and varying
inwidth, intensity and other char-
acteristics.

The light show is so amazing
to astronomers because it’s
proven an extremely difficult nut
to crack. More than 70 years after
the bands’ discovery, nobody can
explain what could be producing
such an intricate pattern of light
and dark.

While it’s clear that the bands
are basically a fancy kind of
shadow created as starlight filters
through something floating in in-
terstellar space, the identity of
that material remains a mystery.

“It’s just an extremely irritat-
ing thing that a major puzzle like
this has continued to elude us,”
says George Herbig, an astrono-
mer at the University of Hawatii
in Honolulu.

Even more frustrating, what-
ever is making the diffuse inter-
stellarbands, alsoknownas DIBs,
is also part of what suns, planets
and people are made of. So solv-
ing the DIBs mystery may reveal
secrets about ourselves and our
origins.

Researchers have proposed
various causes for the bands, from
alien bacteria floating in space to
clouds of the 60-carbon
“buckyballs” that recently won a
Nobel prize for two U.S. scien-
tists and one Briton. In fact, this
year’s Nobel winners were ti¥ying
tosimulate the DIBs in their labo-
ratory when they stumbled upon
the unusual molecules.

But so far, none of the DIBs
candidates have proven satisfac-
tory.

Now a laser pioneer who's
spent decades studying atomic
physics thinks he has a simple
explanation for the DIBs. Peter
Sorokin, a researcher at IBM’s
Thomas Watson Research Cen-
ter in Yorktown Heights, New
York, has proposed that DIBs are
created by clouds of hydrogen -
the most abundant gas in the uni-
verseand an obvious DIBs candi-
date.

“There’s a lot of hydrogen out
there. It’s surprising really that
no one thought of something like
this,” says Sorokin, who is quick
to acknowledge that he knows
next to nothing about astronomy.

According to Sorokin’stheory,
the DIBs are made by interstellar

hydrogen that is absorbing light
inacomplicated double-whammy
process. Like Bach’s “Goldberg
Variations,” whichcreate 30tunes
from a single theme, that basic
process can be adjusted ever so

slightly to make the dozens of
DIBs.

Most astronomers find
Sorokin’s theory difficult to un-
derstand - and even harder to be-
lieve.

“It’s got some serious as-
trophysical flaws,” says Ted
Snow, an astronomer at the Uni-
versity of Colorado at Boulder.
“It doesn’t appear to work so well
to anybody but Peter Sorokin.”

They may not think he’s right,
but Snow and his colleagues en-
courage Sorokin’s efforts none-
theless.

They find themselvesinthe odd
situation, actually fairly common
in science, of praising an outsider
for wandering into a field where
he has no background.

“lapplaudthe interest of people
who are outside the field who
might bring something to the sub-
ject that astronomers have
missed,” Herbig says. “It’s about
time somebody came along and
straightened this out.”

Sorokin first presented his
theory in 1994 at a Boulder, Colo-

rado, meeting dedicated to the
DIBs problem. At the time, Snow
and his colleagues had no trouble
showing why the new guy’s theory
wouldn’t hold water.

So Sorokin went back to his
New York laboratory, where he
fiddled with the idea a bit. Then
he showed it to Snow again. And
again. And again.

“It’s like Muhammad Ali or
something,” Snow says.

But Sorokin’s persistence has
paid off. He and IBM researcher
James Glownia will finally getan
official hearing from the as-
tronomy commrmunity in a paper
they’ve written for the Dec. 20
issue of the Astrophysical Jour-
nal, one of the most prestigious
publications in the field.

In their paper, Sorokin and
Glownia argue that hydrogen
molecules could account for at
least 70 of the DIBs through a
complicated process that requires
the gas be bathed not just in vis-
ible starlight but also in invisible,
high-energy ultraviolet light.

There’s lots of evidence to sup-

port his theory, Sorokin said in
Baltimore recently at a meeting
of the Council for the Advance-
ment of Science Writing. For ex-
ample, the most impressive DIBs
come from bright stars that make
plenty of the ultraviolet light that
his theory requires.

Sorokin also showed how his
theory could account for several
distinctive features of the DIBs,
and cited laboratory experiments
that have reproduced a few of the
bands using the same double-
whammy process he describes.

But dimmer stars also make
DIBs, and they couldn’t possibly
be producing the high-energy ul-
traviolet rays required by
Sorokin’s theory, Snow points
out. And if there were hydrogen
clouds bathed with ultraviolet
lightaround distant stars, astrono-
mers would have seen them by
now.

Snow has compiled alitany of
rebuttals to Sorokin’s argument,
and is willing to share them with
anybody who asks. He and most
astronomers favor a family of

complex carbon-based molecules,
known as polycyclic aromatic
hydrocarbens, as the cause of the
DIBs.

The highly variable chemicul
composition of the molecules,
which are found on Earth in car
exhaust and other combustion
products, makes it possible that
they could absorb light at 200
different wavelengths, Herbig
says.

Inspace, the carbon molecules
are probably generated in aged
stars, and then blown all over the
place when the stars die.

Settling the debate will require
more observations, perhaps by
using instruments such as the
Hubble Space Telescope and the
far-ultraviolet spectroscopy ex-
plorer, a satellite scheduled for
Jaunch in 1998.

But until the right observations
are made, Snow adds, he’s glad to
hear anybody’s ideas.

“If you've got a self-consis-
tent argument,” Snow said, “it’s
not a bad idea to put it out there
and get people thinking aboutit.”

The Northern Marianas Housing Corporation (NMHC), on behalf of the Commonwealth of the Northern
Mariana islands (CNMI), is pleased to inform the general public that the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development (HUD) has approved $322,000 for the CNM¥'s FY 86 HOME Program. The HOME
funds will be used for eligible rehabilitation and repair activities on residential dwelling units owned and

The time period for acceptance of HOME rehabilitation loans will begin on January 01, 1997 and run for
period of time until NMHC determines that at least $273.700 of the $322.000 are exhausted and/or
committed. Applications will be accepted on a “first-come, first-served” basis, provided they qualify.

Genes play a major role
in physical skills--study

NEW YORK (AP)-If you’ ve practiced that golf swing for yearsanditstill isn’t
as good as you'd like, you can blame your genes, a study suggests.

Genes accounted for an average ofabout 70 percent of people’s performance
on a lab test of physical ability, and their influence was strongest after
participants had been practicing, researchers report.

Scott Hershberger, an assistant professor of psychology at the University of
Kansas in Lawrence, said he didn’t know whether those results would apply to
a golf swing. But he said he suspected the numbers would be close.

He and other psychologists said the results were no surprise.

Hershberger reported the work in the Nov. 28 issue of the journal Nature with
colleagues at the University of Minnesota. He noted that all the participants in
his study improved with practice, but some improved more than others.

If abunch of people have practiced a golf swing anequal amount, “‘those who
do better probably have better genes,” he said.

The study involved 64 pairs of identical twins who grew up in different
families, and 32 pairs of fraternal twins who were alsoreared apart. They learned
and practiced a task in which they were supposed to keep a pointer touching a
small target that moved in a circle.

Identical twins are genetic clones of each other, while fratemal twins are not.
Researchers compared how closely the performance of one twin in each pair
matched the performance of the other. The differences in this measure between
the two kinds of twins were used to calculate how strongly genes influenced
performance.

Drugs may reduce hearing
impairment from antibiotics

NEW YORK (AP) - Hearing loss caused by a class of antibiotics might
be significantly eased by giving another drug at the same time, a study
in guinea pigs suggests. 4

Some 20 percent to 30 percent of people taking so-called aminoglycoside
antibiotics - such as gentamycin, kanamycin and neomycin - lose measureable
amounts of hearing ability. The loss is usually permanent.

Researchers found that if guinea pigs are given another kind of drug, called
an NMDA antagonist, at the same time as one of the antibiotics, the degree of
hearing loss is significantly reduced.

A different dosing schedule might be able to block the hearing loss entirely,
researchers said. While some NMDA, antagonists have side effects such as
confusion that could keep them from being useful, others might work without
unacceptable side effects, they said.

The work is reported in the December issue of the jounal Nature Medicine
by scientists at the National Institutes of Health in Bethesda, Maryland, and the
Louisiana State University Medical Center in New Qrleans.

New gene might predict
prostate tumor hazards

NEW YORK (AP) - Scientists have discovered a gene that might
provide a way to tell which prostate cancer tumors are life-threatening.

Prostate cancers became dangerous when they escaped from the organ and
spread in the body. Not all prostate cancers do that.

Doctors can often tell from a patient’s tissue samples whether that is likely to
happenor not, but they’re often faced with samples that give no clear indication.

The newfound gene might help in those cases, Harvard researchers report in
the Decemnber issue of the jounal Nature Medicine.

Working in rat prostate cancers, they found a gene called thymosin beta-15.
Studies showed that it regulates the ability of tumor cells to move around, an
important part of the ability tobreak outof the prostateand settleelsewhere.  In
human prostate tumors, the researchers found evidence that the level of the
gene’s activity might correlate with the dangér of tumor spread. It will take large-
scale studies to see whether measuring the gene’s activity will be useful for
predicting the risk of tumor spread, the scientists said.

Baby African elephant
first to die of herpes

OAKLAND, California (AP) - An 11-month-old African elephant
that was hand-raised at the Oakland Zoo was the firstofits species to dic
from a herpes virus common among Asian elephants.

Biologists at the National Zoo in Washington detected the virus in an Asian
elephant calf that died at the zoo and also in tissue samples taken from Kijana,
the first African elephant bomn in captivity in North America since 1984.

Many Asian elephants have a natural resistance to the virus. Biologists
speculate that because Kijana was bottle-fed, and not given his mother’s milk,
his immune system was not able to fight off the infection.

Oakland zookeepers are at a loss to explain how he contracted the virus.

Kijana, or “little boy” in Swahili, was born Nov. 3, 1995, to an elephant
named Lisa, who turmed out to be a less-than-enthusiastic mother. Officials had
to separate her from the 220-pound (100-kilogram) calf and hand-feed him.
He soon became a celebrity - his daily walks one of the z00’s most popular
attractions. He fell ill and died in October.

Scientists uncertain why

CARACAS, Venezuela (AP) -
Morrocoy National Park used
to be one of the better scuba-
diving spots in the Caribbean
Sea. But 10 months ago, the
park’s striking coral reefs turned
into an underwater wasteland.

And scientists are baftled over
what caused the devastation.

“Ecologically speaking, it’s a
catastrophe,” said Eduardo
Klein, a marine biologist at
Simon Bolivar University in
Caracas, one of the country’s
top universities.

Once white and rose-colored,
Morrocoy’sreefs now are mostly
anunhealthy gray. Gone are many
of the colorful and exotic species
that lived amid the coral reefs, the
so-called rain forests of the sea:
pink sea anemone, angel fish,
trumpet fish, groupers.

“I’ve been diving in the
Morrocoy area since 1961, and
all along the Venezuelan coast
I've never seen anything like it,”
said Michael Osborn, the owner
of Submatur, a popular scuba-
diving shop near the park.

Theories range fromaspill by a
tanker carrying chemicals to a
natural phenomenon called “ma-
rine snow.”

Last January, in the heart of
tourist season, a cream-colored,
jellylike slick invaded Morrocoy,
a nationally protected park lo-
cated 200 kilometers (120 miles)
west of Caracas.

The park, comprised of about
30 reef-formed islands with palm
trees, mangroves and pure white
sand, attracts hundreds of thou-
sands of visitors a year, mostly
during winter in the Northern
Hemisphere.

The slick spread across an arc
roughly 30 kilometers (18 miles)
wide and encompassing a half-
dozen islands on the park’s outer
limits.

Withinhours, thousands of lob-
sters, crabs, colorful parrot fish,
seaurchins and otherspecies were
{loating dead on the surface or
washing up on the beach.

When scuba divers wentunder-
water days later, they found the
shick had settled like a veil over
the coral and killed most of it.

Authoritics say no swimmers
reported getting sick trom the sub-
stance, but for several days they
banned the sale of fish and other
sea animals caught in the area as
a precaution.

The slick may have come
{rom a tanker or one of the pet-
rochemical or military explo-
sives plants in nearby Puerto
Cabello and Moron, said biolo-
gist Edgard Yerena, an adviser
to the Venezuelan Senate’s en-
vironmental commission.

The tanker route that passes
in front of Morrocoy is the busi-
est in the country, a major oil
producer and the No. | exporter
to the United States.

“In Venezuela, there is no
Environmental Protection
Agency” to monitor ships and
chemical plants and report
spills, Yerena said.

Prized cora

Other investigators specu-
lated that smaller amounts of

pollution accumulated oversev-

eral years to the point where they
wiped out the reefs.

But Klein said he found rela-
tively low amounts of pollutants
in the water when he arrived at
Morrocoy a week after the slick
appeared.

Instead, he suspects the cul-
pritis a phenomenon called “ma-
rine snow.”

It occurs when the water tem-
perature plunges suddenly and
algae start reproducing rapidly.
The algae suck oxygen out of the
water, asphyxiating fishand other
sea life, then a veil of it settles on
the coral reefs and smothers
them.

Marine snow has been re-
ported in the Mediterranean
Sea, but Klein said he did not
know of a case in the Caribbean.
It’s doubtful the algae known as
“red tide” inflicted the damage
partly because it rarely appears
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in that area of the coast, he
added.

Klein said he can’t confirm
the cause until sediment taken
from Morrocoy is tested to deter-
mine the types and levels of pol-
lutants that may have been in the
water,

Damaged equipment at the
underfunded state-run university
where he works has delayed sci-
entists from completing the tests.

Benavente said since majority
of nonresident workers in the
Commonwealth are Filipinos, it
would be just practical for the
CNMI to incorporate into local
labor law the regulations imposed
by the Philippines.
