which she had no control influences
which niado her listou to false and
cowardly advisers caused au epoch
which deprived hor of her crown
and forced her people into tho bond
ago of a foreign aggressive power

To day the Hawaiiaus realize that
their country is positively a part of
the United States and that the in
dependence of these islands has
been swept away for ever They do
