pensated since its definition is 
based on a number of overlapping 
rules which depend upon the 
employee’s compensation in the 
current and the preceding year.

“However, we can say with 
certainty that the governor would 
beconsideredhighlycompensated. 
for this purpose. Therefore, if the 
governor benefitted under this 
provision, his participation alone 
would be sufficient to cause the 
plan to fail the requirements of 
IRC section 401 (a)(4),” said 
Berish in his letter.

Another serious issuerelated to 
qualification has to deal with 
limitation on benefits which are 
contained in sec tion415.The rules 
here have been considered ex­
ceedingly complex but a COLA 
of this sizewould almost certainly 
cause retirement benefits to ex­
ceed the maximums permitted by 
this section after twoorthreeyears.

Once those limits are exceeded, 
this COLA would not be allowed 
to provide further increases.

Regardless of the tax qualifica­
tion issues, there is allegedly an 
issue related to general equitable 
considerations. For example, 
certain multi-employerretirement 
funds have been forced to change 
previous benefitprovisions which 
tried to give one group of em­
ployees a better benefit than 
another group when equal con­
tributions were received by the 
fund for both groups.

These cases have been viewed 
as similar to this situation since 
the employer and the employee 
contributions made on behalf of 
elected officials are the same as 
those made for other employees, 
and yet this provision provides 
elected officials with a benefit of 
substantially greater value than 
the benefit provided other em­
ployees.

Berish finally aired a recom­
mendation that Aldan consider 
suspending theprovision until the 
proper reviewing authority—the 
US IRS or the NMI Revenue 
Service — is approached and 
provides the RetirementFund with 
a ruling that does not constitute 
prohibited discrimination.

“Proceeding without such a 
ruling exposes the Fund to having 
its tax qualified status challenged 
at any future date and the possi­
bility of very significant 
retroactive tax consequences,” 
Berish warned.

Aldan has deferred implemen­
tation of some provisions of the 
newly passed Public Law 7-39, 
including that granting special 
COLAforformerelectedofficials, 
pending a legal opinion from the 
Fund’s legal counsel.

One of the effect of the new law 
is to begin the 2% COLA at age 
55 instead of age 62. The change 
will allegedly add approximately 
$6 million to theplan’s unfunded 
accrued liability, aside from add­
ing approximately 1.2% to the 
government contribution.

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High court grants stay to  suspended law yer
by Rafael H. Arroyo

The Supreme Court of the 
Northern Marianas came out 
witharulingtheother day grant­
ing momentary reprieve to 
sanctioned lawyer Theodore R. 
Mitchell in the form of an order 
granting stay.

Penned by Justice Jesus C. 
Boija, the order pointed out that 
the interest of the public would 
not be harmed by permitting 
Mitchell to continue to practice 
bfore the Superior Court.

Mitchell was ordered sus­
pended from the practice of law 
before the S uperior Court as part

of sanctions imposed on him by 
the trial court’s Associate Judge 
Alexandra Castro who earlier 
cited him for violations on Rule 
11 of the Code, specifically for 
filing a frivolous complaint to 
the detriment of a client, Lucky 
Development Co., Ltd.

had it that Mitchell was found to 
have uttered “outrageous” 
statements during a hearing on 
the issue of the proposed impo­
sition of sanctions.

“What he essentially told the 
court is that he will continue to 
file frivolous pleadings in this 
court and that no monetary 
sanction will deter him," said 
Castro in a recent order that 
contained a two month suspen­
sion from practice.

Boija, in his order dated No­
vember 6,1991, followed up on 
an earlier order dated September 
25,1991 granting a preliminary 
stay for the embattled attorney.

The latest order for stay was 
issued out pending resolution of 
Mitchell ’ s appeal before the high 
court.

It was noted that Castro has 
earlier madeitclearthathe would 
“neither consider the order nor 
entertain a stay of the judgment” 
prompting the sanctioned party 
to bring the matter up to the 
Supreme Court 

The motion for stay pending 
appeal was heard on October 25, 
1991, where Mitchell appeared 
on his own behalf.

In addition to the issue con­
cerning the appropriateness of 
issuing a stay, an issue has arisen 
concerning the other parties’ 
standing to participate in this 
appeal. Mitchell arguesthat they 
should not participate because 
only he is affected by the order 
suspending him from practice. 

His point was well taken.

According to the order, only 
Mitchell is aggrieved by the Supe­
rior Court’s offer, and only he can 
be affected by the decision in this 
appeal. “Therefore, only he may be 
a party,” said Borja in his order.

It was pointed out further that a 
party seeking stay must show a 
combination of probable success 
on the merits and the possibility of

Theodore R. Mitchell 
irreparable injury, or that serious 
questions are raised and the balance 
ofhardships tips sharply in its favca:.

After considering the matter, the 
high court concluded that that 
Mitchell has demonstrated a slight 
probability of success on the merits, 
a possibility of irreparable injury, 
that the balance of hardship tips 
sharply in his favor, that serious 
questions are raised in his appeal, 
and that it would be in the public 
interest to grant a stay.

The first factor—probability of 
success on the marts — does not 
mean thatacourt is required to find 
that ultimate success by the movant 
is a mathematical probability.

Thenecessarydegreeofpossibil- 
ityofsuccess varies according to the 
court’s assessment of the other 
factors.

In this case, while the court may 
disagree withMtchell’sassessment 
of the probability of his success on 
the merits, this factor is far out­
weighed by other factors in the 
attorney’s fhvor.

Owing to the fact that Mitchell
practices inasmall office, with only 
one attorney,even arelatively short 
suspension from practice before the 
SuperiorCourt would cause no table 
injury and hardship not only to him, 
but also to his associate.

A significant consideration is the 
fact that serious questions were 
raised in this appeal, and that due 
process rights were implicated in 
unusual circumstances, the court 
said.

CUC inks 
pact with 
Hawaiian
Electric Co.

The Commonwealth Utilities 

Corporation last month entered 
into a memorandum of agree­
ment with the Hawaiian Electric 
Company (HECo) that would 
provide for a technology ex­
change as well as cooperative 
efforts on certain areas of mu­
tual benefit.

The agreement was signed by 
Executive Director Ramon S. 
Guerrero and Chairperson Angie 
iba for CUC and Special Projects 
Director Jim Kerber and Vice 
President for customer R. L. 
McCall.

Under the agreement, the two 
utilities firms may provide 
emergency assistance to each 
other during times of natural di­
sasters or major equipment fail­
ures.

Both CUC and the HECo will 
share non-confidential informa­
tion regarding electric utility 
operations and management. 
Typesofinformation to be shared 
shall include, but not be limited 
to information filed with regula­
tory agencies; reports of unusual 
operations; technical and 
workforce performance stan­
dards; reports of special tests or 
studies; and information de­
scribing improvements to com­
mon electric utility devices.

It was also agreed upon that 
CUC and HECo may exchange 
visits as mutually convenient 
among their respective employ­
ees and their counterparts at the 
other organization for the pur­
pose of developing information 
sharing networks. Such visits 
would be at each organization’s 
expense.

Both firms alsoagree that they 
may engage in other such activi­
ties that may be mutually ben­
eficial to both organizations.

CUC has been observed to be 
at a juncture in the history of the 
Commonwealth in which suc­
cessful development of the is­
lands hinges on rapid develop­
ment of utilities. s.

The corporatiort, which is the 
agency responsible for Utility 
operations in theCNMI, is seek­
ing the aid of expertise Tn its 
urgency to improve the state of 
utilities in the commonwealth.

HECo and its subsidiary elec­
tric utility companies, which are 
well established and highly ac- 
complishedelectricutilities firms 
in the Pacific region, have been 
using power distribution systems 
and power plant technqlogies 
similar to that of the CUC, par­
ticularly within its subsidiary 
Maui Electric Company.

The Hawaiian firm also pos­
sesses the expertise and person­
nel to provide technical assis­
tance and training to CUC per­
sonnel, and is willing to estab­
lish technical assistance and

Senate 
wants 
special 
polls for 
Initiatives

The Senate of the CNMI yes­

terday passed a measure that 
would establish a Common­
wealth special election to sub­
mit to the voters several legisla­
tive initiatives to amend the 
constitution.

The bill, which is to be known 
as the Special Election Act of 
1991,

was approved on second and 
final reading during the Senate’s 
7th day, 4th regular session held 
at the Senatechamberin Capitol 
Hill.

The bill, numbered as Senate 
Bill No. 7-103, would seek to set 
specific dates for initiatives that 
proposes certain amendments to 
the certain statutes and provi­
sions of commonwealth law.

The legislature finds that the 
Constitution may be amended 
by either popular or legislative 
initiatives. According to Article 
XI, Section 5 (b) of the constitu­
tion, any amendment proposed 
by a legislative initiative must 
be approved by a majority of the 
votes cast

Further the legislature finds 
that pursuant to that Section 5 
(a), any proposed amendments 
to the constitution may be sub­
mitted to the voters for ratifica­
tion at either the next general 
election or at a special election 
established by law.

According to the senate mea­
sure, special elections shall be 
held within 45 days of receipt of 
notification to the Board of 
Elections.

Any legislative initiatives to 
be placed oh the ballot shall be 
transmitted to the Board of 
Elections at least 30 days prior 
to the special election day.

In accordance with its respon­
sibilities and duties, the Board 
of Elections shall supervise the 
special elections.

Several legislative initiatives 
have been pending action, after 
such measures were not able to 
make it to the ballot during the 
recently concluded general 
elections.

Pending are the initiatives for 
an increase in budget ceiling for 
the legislature, for the require­
ment that all transfers of public 
lands pass through he legisla­
tures regardless of size, and an­
other one that sets a time frame 
for the legislature to act oria bill, 
or an item of a bill vetoed by the 
governor.

Commonwealth Utilities Cor­
poration Executive Director 
Ramon S. GuerrerolastTuesday 
met with visiting Assistant Sec­
retary of the Department of the 
interior’s Office of Territorial 
and international Affairs to out­
line the concerns of the utilities 
firms over ils'financc;;.

The meeting initiated by 
Guerrero, was apparently to 
drum up support from the fed­
eral agency for his plans for the 
CUC.

Guerrero made a presentation 
before Guerra, outlining what 
the CUC was then, and what it is 
now.

In that discussion Guerrero’s 
concerns about the bond series 
money that was made available 
through US Congress for infra­
structure use of the CNMI, came 
to the fore.

Talks centered on prospects 
for the full economic recovery 
of the CUC and what impact it 
has and what are the major steps 
Guerrero wanted to see as ex­
ecutive director for CUC to be 
more successful in the coming 
years.

One of topics was the presen­
tation on the major developers’ 
contribution fees that the legis­
lature recently had a public 
hearing on, on the 1 2 % devel­
opers’ tax.

Such a measure is currently in 
conference committee.

Guerrero briefed Guerra that 
there were suggestions that 7% 
of the amount to be collected 
would go to the CUC for infra­
structure projects while the other 
5% would go to the Department 
of Public Works for roads and 
solid waste.

“There is a stumbling block in

here because early last year, 
through several correspon­
dences, we requested that the 
legislature look into areas where 
recommendations may be vital 
for the CUC,” said Guerrero in a 
press conference yesterday.

One recommendation was on 
fie waive" of the liquid fuel :x: 
fix the CUC has been pyyxg 
uii'OUgh iu. COnliU.U'.O;. OUOU Gil 
in the amount of $3 million which 
we put into the general fund.

Also, there was a request to 
have the legislature through the 
administration come out with an 
appropriation to subsidize low- 
and middle-income families with 
their utility bills.

“Those are areas we’re look­
ing at. I also explained to Guerra 
when asked on how much sub­
sidy CUC gives the other islands 
of Rota and Tinian. The official 
submission of the rate structure 
increase and the cost of recovery 
for the CUC that was contracted 
to Deloitte and Touche was offi­
cially presented to the governor 
and the legislature to show how 
much CUC Saipan is subsidiz­
ing Rota and Tinian,” said 
Guerrero to members of the 
media during the conference.

Also, in that discussion, 
Guerrero underscored his con­
cern on how an order of priority 
should be set for infrastructure 
needs.

“One of those I wanted to see 
as much as possible — a politi­
cal intervention into the funding 
because this might go wrong,” 
said Guerrero.

He further added that if there 
is a “string attached” to it, how 
much money should be used and 
how should the use be imple­
mented.

Themove by the Public School 
system (PSS) to bring qualified 
local teachers into the classroom 
is one step closer to reality when 
PSS was designated as an Area 
Test Center for National Occu­
pational Competency Testing 
Institute (NOCTI), according to 
Commissioner of Education 
William S. Torres.

In thé 1980’s, Japanese visi­
tors to Hawaii increased at the 
rate of 2.5 times while an even 
faster growth of 2.8 times during 
the same period was spent on 
Guam.

Through the years, Guam and 
Saipan eventually became alter­
native routes for those who are 
only taking “mini-vacations” or 
are to stay only in a destination 
for three days the least

The recent outbreak of war in 
the Middle East did not only 
affect the tourism industry in the 
Pacific Rim but, the tourism 
market in Europe and Continen­
tal United States were also hurt 
during the Iran-Iraq conflict

Due to the Japanese fear of 
terrorism, travel to Hawaii 
plummeted to a 48% drop in 
their tourist arrival statistics and 
travel to both Guam and Saipan 
have decreased at a rate of 38%.

At this point, the recovery has 
been delayed for travel busi­
nesses here in this area.

Matsuhashi attributes the de­
crease in tourism for fear of ter­
rorist attacks and the feeling 
Japanese are inconsiderate when 
they travel to the places where 
quite a number of people are one 
of the forces fighting in the 
Middle East.

The Gulf War has resulted in 
the ll%declineinJapaneseout- 
bound travellers and according 
to Matsuhashi, this was an indi­
cation as to how the tourism in­
dustry is dependent upon global 
peace and political, economic 
and social stability.

With regard to being catego­
rized in a scale which considers 
the number of Japanese inbound 
tourists, Matsuhashi said that 
while Hawaiihasalreadyfeached 
the stage of full maturity, Guam 
is in the stage of semi-maturity, 
a rate which is more or less in 
line with the growth of Japanese 
outbound tourism in general.

Saipan on the other hand, is at 
a relatively early stage of devel­
opment as far as attracting tour­
ists is concerned.

Those in the travel business 
however believe that the success 
of tourism in an area can be 
attributed to the infrastructure 
and to the services offered in a 
certain destination.

“The soul of tourism promo.; 
tion is the human factor - or 
service,” Matsuhashi said.

To ensure that Japanese tour? 
ists are not hampered in their 
travels with the language bar­
rier, Matsuhashi is encouraging 
the increase in the number of 
Japanese-speaking escorts who 
stay with the travellers during 
the duration of their stay.

With regard to the tourism 
forecast for each of the island- 
state, Matsuhashi said that by 
the end of 1995, Hawaii will bfe 
attracting more than 2.5 million 
tourists and by the year 2000, the 
figure will rise to 3.3 million.

On the other hand, inbound 
travellers to Guam from Japan is 
marked at 900,000 in 1995 and 
1.5 million by 200 while CNMI 
figures show that 450,000 tour­
ists will visit the islands in 1995 
while a projection of750,000 by 
the year2000has also been noted.
