'the Impression thnt the candidate from
Hawaii, John E. Pond, who is a son ot
Lieutenant Commander Pond of the lo-

cal naval station, had failed to secure
admission. As a matter ot fact young
Pond has not as yet taken the examin-
ation, nor will he have to face the ex-
amination music until next September.

The, dispatch Is so carefully worded
that had there been a desire to create
the Impression that young Pond had
failed to secure admission, It could not
have been more artfully done. The dis-
patch does not state that the Hawaiian
candidate had failed but says that his
name was not among the list of suc-
cessful candidates.

Weie 11 not thut the Army and
Navy Journal enjoys such a high repu-
tation for reliability the statement
could be taken as the emanation of n
sensational news monger. Tne Journal
however Is the seml-olllcl- al paper of
the army und nuvy departments, and
statements which appear In It uru given
more than passing consideration.

The item In question was published
in the Issue of May 25th, tho latest date
received here, und It as follows:

"The work on the Iowa having been
completed at the Port Orchard, Naval
Station, that ship has returned to San
Francisco, and will resume duty with
the Pacific lleet. It Is not Improbable
that tho Iowa may be detailed for tem-
porary service ut Honolulu during tne
next lew months, the political situation
at that point requiring considerable
'home inlluence' to maintain quietness
and good behavior. The harbor ot

Honolulu has been Improved so that
our largest vessels will find easy en
trance ut all stages of the tide.

While there Is probably nobody here
who believes that the presence of an
American battleship Is necessary to
maintain order, the tact that such a
report is' current in oiliclal circles on ;

the Mainland shows how. affairs In Ha
wall uie regarded In certain quarters.

Most of the Journal s news emanates
frSm olllcers and men more or less in-
timately acquainted with affairs of tho
Army and Navy departments at Wash-
ington and that someone high in au-
thority seems to consider that condi-
tions are very unsettled here and some
positive stand must be taken by tne
government to demonstrate that no
foolishness will be tolerated, la evi
dent.

There Is only one reason which would
cause the government olllclals to re-
gard political matters here ns In a
threatening state. This Is the well
known attitude of antagonism of tho
legislature toward the governor. The
uncivil and insolent attitude which the
Home Rule members of the legislature
have taken in their fight against, the
Territorial Executive and their demand
that he shall be removed have had their
effect In Washington. The disposition
of the home Rulers to fight the liaoles
and the spirit of antagonism against
the men who represent the Republican
party at the head of Territorial affairs
It Is stated, are not favorably regarded
In AVashlngton.

AVhlle the conditions here seem peace-
ful enough and the people are not wor-
ried in the least over any actual revo-
lution or outbreak against the sover
eignity of America or even against the
government appointees here, still, on
the mainland, matters are not so well
understood and the consistent policy or
antagonism to the governor and hatred
of the whites manifested throughout
by the Home Rulers In the Legislature
may have had Its elrect there.

The presence of the Iowa as a repre
sentatlve of "home Inlluence" Is unl
versally regarded here as unnecessary.
AVere It not that the report of her com
lng for that purpose been published In
as reliable a paper as the Army and
Navy Journal the matter would scarce-ll- y

be thought worth serious consider-
ation, but with as reliable and semi-
official a paper as the Journal the mat
ter attracts much notice. It shows that
there is talk In ofllclal circles of dis
quiet among the people down here and
that something may have to be done to
show the sovereignity of the United
States.

In view of this dispatch the recent
visit of the battleship Oregon is rathei
being talked of. That the vessel should
have been sent so far out ot her course
from Japan when she could have reach-
ed San Francisco much easier by tak-
ing the shorter route Is odd. AVhen the
vessel was boarded here by representa-
tives of the press the olllcers seemed
unusually anxious to hear the news
from shore. They seemed well posted
on the fact that the legislature, had
been In session for some time for they
Inquired especially regarding politics
and asked If everything was quiet here.
Tho fact that the olllcers wore ap-
parently so much better posted regard-
ing Hawaiian affairs than is usual In
a vessel which visits this port was
thought to be strange. It Is now pos-
sible that the orders which directed the
vessel here might have hinted nt some
possible disturbance In Hawaii. So
fnr as knovn however none of tho
olllcers snld anything about expecting
trouble.

Lieutenant Commander Pond of the
local naval station does not place any
credit In the Item from the Journal.
"I do not place any credence In that
statement" he said this morning. "1
believe that It probably originated In
the fertile brain of some writer who
was short of Interesting news. Another
reason which causes me to strongly dls.
credit the Item Is the fact that tho
politics here are simply local In char-
acter ond tho navy would scarcely take

NARROW ESCAPE OF THE BARK
SENATOR.

Sprang a Leak 2,500 Miles From Hono-

lulu and Crew Had Desperate Fight
to Keep Her Afloat.

The bark Senator, Captain Harrison,
from Che'manls, B. C, leaklne badly,
put into HUo for repairs Saturday,
June 1st. That the Senator ever reached
port was due to the untiring efforts of
the crew in working the pumps and the
fairly good weather which prevailed
during the weeks when the men were
battling for their lives.

The Senator, with a cargo of 1.100,000
feet of lumber for Australia, was towed
from Chemanls April 7 to Royal Roads
where she remained until the 22nd,
waiting for a ctew and good Winds. She
goe under way and encountered rough
weather for a number of days and on
May 13th 18 degrees north 120 degrees
west It was discovered the vessel was
making water at a rapid rate. Hono-
lulu was 2,500 miles distant and after
trying for several days to continue on
the voyage it was decided to make this
port. For the next few days It was
a constant struggle on the part of the
crew to keen the vessel afloat. Finally
the men became so exhausted that a
windmill was improvised. This aided
the crew greatly and kept the water
down part of the time.

On May 23d. in latitude 16 deg. N.,
longitude 132 min. W., wind N. E. and
N. N. E., high sea and the trades at
full force, the vessel under
salds, the port pump broke down and
all attempts to get it to show water
were futile. During the interval when
repairs were being made the water
gained rapidly, and the Senator, which
Is none too stable, listed to a degree
so that It was deemed advisable to
shorten sail and reduce the dangers of
turning turtle. On the 24th the port
pump airaln broke down.

The Senator had now been ten days
on her Illght for refuge. In which time
she had traveled nearly 1,700 miles, but
on the 27th there was an utter break-
down of the port pump, and an attempt
to get the cables bent and still keep the
pump going was not met with imme-
diate success. The water gained con-
siderable and the wind died out.

On the 29th the men worked Inces-
santly, but the water gained on the
starboard watch. Everything now
seemed dark when suddenly a southeast
wind sprang up and the wheels of the
windmill began to revolve. The mas-
ter saw there was no chance to reach
Honolulu and he changed the course
of the Senator to HUo.

On Friday, May 31st some of the crew
refused to work longer at the pumps.

At G a. m. Maunakea was sighted,
and In thirteen and one-ha- lf hours the
Senator anchored outside Hllo.

Captain Hnrrlson came on the Klnau
to this port for the purpose of arrang-
ing about making repairs to the vessel.
She may be brought here and placed
on the dry dock.

One of Thorn Exploded n Charge of

Powder With a Heavy Sledge Ham-

merThe Shot-gu- n Route.

PAIA, Maul, June S. A fatal and
horrible accident occurred at Kallua,
Huelo, yesterday morning In which two
Japanese lost their lives. The Hawai-
ian Commercial & Sugar Company Is
building some large reservoirs and ex-
cavating for new tunnels at Kallua on
their ditch line, and Japanese mostly
are doing the work. Yesterday aoout
nine o'clock three Japanese were blast-
ing for the commencement of a tunnel.
They had set a blast which failed to go
off. After waiting some time they
went back and carefully removed the
fuse which had gone out, ana took out
the caps, arid prepared to take out the
powder also, one of them held the drill
over the blast, stooping over the same,
while another took up a large sledge
hnmmer and Hwlnglng it around gave
the drill a hard blow. The concussion
of the blow naturally set oft the powder,
and the two workmen were thrown
about 60 feet away, torn and mangled
In a frightful manner. The man who
had held the drill, from his knees up
to his breast was one mass of lacerated
llesh, while the other man had the
whole front of his head blown off. In
the hands of tills second man the
bundle of the sledge was found but the
Iron head was gone. It Is supposed that
it was the Head that struck luni.

The drill also disappeared and could
not be found. The man who held the
drill died In about a half an hour, and
the other one In about one hour and u
half. A coroner's Jury will be summon-
ed and an inquest held ns soon as the
authorities can get to it. The third
Japanese had a narrow escap? as he
was but a few yards away, but was not
injured at all.

WAILUKU, June 8. News reached
Walluku last night to the effect that a
Japanese In Kaanapall while loading
his gun accldently pulled the tri"rer
and the shot hit him on the forehead.
The Government physician was Imme-
diately called for, and although he at-
tended to the wound there seems to be
no hope of recovery.

The recent nceiiun In both Senate and
House have not been credltublu to
Wilier body. There seoms to be a de-

termination In both bodies that nothing
hall bo done and time Roes on being

wanted In either frivolous or acrimoni-
ous debate, while nothing Is accom-
plished for the public good. There Is
also displayed a lack of "ood taste and
Rood manners which is by means gives
a stranger an Idea of the inherent dig-
nity which used to bo .displayed by the
.'native Hawaiian. Both Simon Kaal
and Aholo were stalwart fighters in
tholr day, but one never saw them
fairly brawling In the Legislative
chamber. They used to hit hard, but It
was the rapier thrust of the gentleman
.and not the bludgeon of the rufllan
which Ihoy employed.

The extra session has now exceeded
Jthirty days and so far as the appro-
priations are concerned the Leglsl. .nie
is as far from having decided upon J

what they shall be as fliey were at
the beginning of the session. Kach
House has been preparing a bill of its
own. These bills differ In material
particulars. Even if the respective
chambers pass their respective bills be-

fore long, It is very evident that there
Is going to be a hard light In joint
committee. In point of fact It begins
to look now as if it will be impossible
for the Legislature to pass the appro-
priations before the time limit shall be
reached.

It is very apparent that the members
'of the majority do not understand their
responsibilities. The conduct of the
members has been childish, and the em-

ployment of argument against them
has been utterly futile. Saturday was
spent in the House in wrangling over
the question of whether Secretary Coop-

er was rightfully Acting Governor or
not. The members made no objection
to Mr. Cooper's being Acting Governor
when he signed the bill which gave
them their salaries. He was very
much Acting Governor then. To be
logical, the members should have fol-

lowed the caustic advice of Represen-
tative Hoogs, and have returned the
money to the treasury. If Mr. Cooper
Is not Acting Governor they have ob-

tained their money illegally.
Then take the remarks made bv some

members upon the Governor. He may
be a political opponent, but when an
opponent is sick, an honorable foe re-

frains from reviling him. An extreme-
ly honorable foe aids and assists. Sala-dl- n

sent his leech or Hakim to Richard
Coeur de Lion, when the latter was
stricken with fever. Lord Chatham's
opponent is sick, an honorable foe re-a- s

solicitous for him when suddenly
stricken in the House of Lords, as ever
Ills closest friend were. But there was
no such chivalrous feeling displayed in
the House. The Governor's health was
treated either from the standpoint of
deep rooted rancour, and metaphorical
ly rejoined over, or it was regarded
6ome "gentlemanly" member went out
of Ills way to gratuitously insult the
Governor's physician.

As to the Governor's state of health
any member of the Legislature or any
committee of the Legislature can easily
be satisfied by calling on the Gover-
nor's physician. But this would be a
common sense step, and would not
have given the opportunity .for a morn-
ing's debate which ended in nothing,
but which did serve as an outlet for
a very considerable quantity of vile and
bad taste.

In the Senate matters are not pro-
gressing any better than in the House.

Here again the ignorant out-
sider who studies must bow to the
erudite Legislative scientist who gets
his knowledge by Intuition.

It is of course needless to point out
that London saves 100,000 a year in
fuel by utilizing its garbage In furnaces
and turning It into power, while some
of the smaller British towns get all
their electric lighting and all their
pumping from the same source. But of
course If the Hawaiian Legislator does
not understand this, it cannot be so,

tIKNKRAtH MEMORY.

HutiK L'lmiiK Onve Orders for (''erc-nion- y

to lie Carried out Chinese
Statesman Doesn't Forgot Old Friend.

NEW YORK. May 80. Although
there were threatening slgiiR of ruin
throughout the early part of today,
memorial day exercises In this city
wer carried out with more than tho
usunl Interest. The Important events

the day's program were the military
parade, which was reviewed at Madi-
son Square by Governor O'Dell und
Mayor Van W.ck, the exercises at
Grant's tomb, where Wu Ting Fang
made an address, the decorntlon of the
Hull of Fame of the New York Univer-
sity, at which Senator Chauncy M.
Depew delivered nn oration.

At Grant's tomb Wu Ting Fnng. tho
Chinese minister, In accordance with In
structions given by LI Hung Chang
some years ago, placed nn offering of
llowers on the stone cotlln containing
the General's remains. Mr. Wu nlfo
delivered nn address. .

Minister Wu graphically described on

the career of Gen. Grant as citizen, sol-

dier nnd statesman, his remarks show-
ing n close study of his subject. "Noth-
ing shows more clearly," he said, "the
highest estimation In which Grant was
held by the world at large tlian the
spontaneous enthusiasm with which he
was everywhere greeted when' he made
his famous tour around the world.
Princes, potentates and common peo-

ple alike vied with one another In
paying him the homage due to great
rulers. Cities opened their gates to
welcome him at his npproach. His pro-
gress fiom country to country was like
a trlmphal procession. All this was

significant tribute to his character
nnd his fame. It must be remembered
thnt Iip was at this time only a private
citizen. But everybody recognized the
greatness Inherent In the man. In no
country, I dare say, did he receive a
warmer welcome than In the old em-

pire of China.
"The career of Grant is just such as

Is calculated to fire the Imagination of
the Chinese. Stntesmen nnd generois
do not come from, an exclusive stock,
Is one of our favorite sayings. We
Chinese have creat admiration for men
who have risen by their talents from
humble beginnings to be acknowledged
tpndnrs nf the neonle. such as urnnt,

Minister Wu then alluded to the
frlendshln between Gen. Grant and LI
Hung Chang, and said: "After Grant's
death Earl LI gave instructions to the
Chinese legation at Washington to
bring every year, as Is done this dav,
an offering of (lowers to the General's
tomb nn memorial day, as a token of
his enduring friendship."

CORNELL WINS.
ITHACA, N. Y.. May 30. Cornell won

the Intercollegiate boat race, Columbia
second by two lengths, Pennsylvania
third, by five lengths.

The Cornell athletes surprised the
Princeton team today in the dual meet
on Perc'y field by administering to the
visitors a severe defeat. Out of 104

points, the Ithacans took 64, leaving
only 40 for the visitors.

BIG ESTATE.
LONDON.' May 30. The estate of

George M. Smith, the publisher of the
firm of Smith and Elder Co., whose
death was announced April 8, was
sworn today at $761,065. The death
duty on this sum is $57,3GS. The copy-wrig- ht

of his biographical dictionary is
left to the widow, with directions to
complete the work.

MRS. M'KINLEY'S ILLNESS.

Much Anxiety Still Felt on Her
Account.

NEW YORK, May 31. A special to
the Sun from Washington says: The
President and the close relatives and
friends of Mrs. McKlnley have found
renewed cause for anxiety regarding
the state of her health, and there was
a depressing suggestion at the White
House this morninir of the tense and
anxious days which were spent at her
beds de in San Francisco two weens
ago. It became known last night that
the fears for Mrs. McKinley's health
had Increased within tne last twelve
hours.

The President is filled with anxiety,
and public business connected with the
Cuban situation ana otner mailers
weighs on him heavily under tne cir
cumstances. He called a brier meeting
of the Cabinet because of the absolute
necessity of disposing ot some matters
of administration that have accumu

during his absence, nut tne ses- -
ston was continued no longer than was
absolutely necessary.

The President has decided to give up
all his proposed visits to Massachusetts
next montn, except tne visu 10 nur-var- d

University on June 25th. and he
may abandon the trln altogether. He
Informed Senator Lodge to this effect
today. He will attend the Harvard
commencement if Mrs. McKinley's
health permits him to leave Washing-
ton for a day.
