HONOLULU (AP) - Fighting
cocks were on the table at the
Senate Judiciary Committee on
Wednesday - one live one in the
feathers and dozens of dead ones
in color prints.

While the measure before the
commiittee would only shift the
criminal offense of cruelty to an-
imals from the criminal code 10
the agriculture code, the debate
again was over whether or not
cockfighting should be legal.

Mike Cakin of Pahala on the
Big Island again brought one of
his prized fighting cocks to show
off to the lawmakers as cock-
fighting enthusiasts said their
sport is a cultural activity.

Hawaii County Police Lt.
Charles Chai, meanwhile, pre-
sented the committee with a dozen
color photographs taken by police
at raided cockfighits over the past
few weeks.

They showsd the bloadied car-
casses of the losers.

Pamela Bums of the Hawaii
Humane Society said her organi-
zation opposes the bill, even
though it only shifts the cruelty to
animals provisions to another
section of the law.

“Wesce this as a first step in the
effort to legalize cockfighting,”
she said.

Committee Chairnvan Russell
Blair deferred any immediate
decision on the bill that he agrees
is symbolic at besy and does noth-
ing to change the enforcement of
the law against cockfighting.

To help him make his recom-
mendation, Blair asked that
proponents of the bill to provide
better evidence that cockfighting
was a cultural activity of Hawai-
ians before their contact with
Westerners, He also asked that
-someone provide hima videotape
of a cockfight.

Following the hearing, Blair
said he personally is reluctant 1o
support the bill, but likely will
leave that decision up to his con-
mittee members.

Virtual reality networks allow
shared artificial reality

KANAGAWA, Japan (AP) - A
car designer sits at a computer
screen in Tokyo working on a
new model for the American
market. Instead of punching a
keyboard, he guideshis fingers as
if he were shaping a clay model.

But his hands are empty. Spe-
cial gloves with sensors convey
the motions to the computer, and
a pair of animated hands on the
screen duplicate his actions,
shaping curves or adding compo-
nents to a three-dimensional
image of the car.

In Detroit, another technician '

at the company’s U.S. subsidiary
is working on the same design
and sees the same image on a
linked computer. He suggests a
different shape for the car’s trunk
and, using his own gloved hand,
“grasps” the trunk and reshapes
it

Such cooperative product de-
sign by technicians thousands of
miles (kllometers) apart will be

possible by the beginning of the
21st century, researchers say.

Already, NEC Corp. has devel-
oped a system that can link any
number of computers in different
parts of the world to do simple
versions of these functions.

The system uses “virtual real-
ity,” new computer techniques in
which body movements translate
intochanges in a scene viewed on
a computer screen or in special
goggles equipped with small
viewers.

Simple versions of virtual real-
ity already are appearing in video
arcade games. More complex
systems are being developed by
car manufacturers and architécts
to allow computer-aided design
without the chore of entering
instructions by keyboard.

With virtual reality, an archi-
tect’s drawing could be brought
tolife so you could “walk” through
the plan of a new house, turning
your head to view different an-

gles, and using your hands to shift
furniture around.

By developing a way to link
several computers together, NEC
says it is further widening the
possibilities for virtual reality.

For example, a customer could
visit a nearby showroom and use
a computer linked to a faraway
factory tohelp design custom fur-
niture, says Takao- Nishitani,
senior manager of NEC's termi-
nal systems research lab. Or
perhaps someone could invite a
computer-equipped friend in an-
other country on a virtual reality
trip to Disneyland or the Rio car-

‘nival.

A famous surgeon could “take
the hand” of a doctor in another
city and guide him through a
computer-simulated operation.
“We hope our system will be-
come an actual product by the
beginning of the 21st century,”
‘Nishitani says.

ACLU sues State agam over
conditions at women’s prison

HONOLULU (AP) - Rehabili-
tation programs at the Women'’s
Community Correctional Center
are SO poor as to amount to sexual
discrimination against female in-
mates, according toa class-action
lawsuit against the state.

The programs, services and
privileges available to female in-
mates are inferior to those
available to male inmates in Ha-
waii, and do not meet federal and
state requirements, according to

the lawsuit recently filed by the
American Civil Liberties Union.

Inmates who complain are
threatened with retaliation and
loss of privileges, according to
the lawsuit filed in support of a
1990 class-action case brought
by three inmates since furloughed.

Prison officials have long ad-
mitted a disparity in programs

. and resources made available at

the women’s facility. In one in-
stance, an old school bus was

converted into a makeshift class-
room thatras since beenreplaced
by a trailer.

The state Attorney General’s
Office denied the lawsuit’s
allegations in a filed response.

The ACLU sued in 1984 over
conditions at the women'’s prison
and at the Oahu Community
Correctional Center,alawsuit the
state settled by entering a court-
supervised consent decree to
which it is still subject.

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Over a tenth of earth’s fertile soil
damaged or lost in last 45 years

UNITEDNATIONS(AP)-The
world’s future food supply is
threatened by damage done by
mankind to more than a tenth of
the Earth’s fertile soil since 1945,
an area the size of China and India
combined, anew U.N. report says.

Overgrazing by livestock, inef-
ficient farming practices and
deforestation are about equally to
blame for the loss of fertile land,
the U.N. Environment Program
study found. Urbanization and
pollution are other factors.
Environmental scientists fear that
as the Earth’s population grows
from some 5.5 billion now to 10
billion by the year 2050, the loss
of fertile land will lead 10 a per-
manent global food shortage.

*“As land becomes scarce, how
are we going to make sure that the
common man in a developing
country is able to get the food that
he needs, whenheneedsit?” asked
Visvanathan Rajagopalan, a
World Bank vice president who
heads its Consultative Group on
International Agricultural Re-
search.

“We are going to have to feed
an increasingly large population
on a finite base of arable land,”
soil researcher Dirk Bryant said.
“Aconservative assessment is that
you try to save that base.”

‘Bryant is with the World Re-
sources Institute, which included
the U.N. report in its biennial re-

port “World Resources - A Guide
To The Global Environment.”

About 3-billion acres (1.2 bil-
lionhectares) of land has sustained
moderate to extreme degradation
since 1945, accounting for 10.5
percentof the planet’s fertileland,
an area the size of China and India
combined, the study found.

Of that land, some 740 million
acres (300 million hectares) is
severely degraded. Most of the
rest of the degraded land has lost
some of its fertility, but can still
be used for some agriculture, the
report said.

But even that land is threat-
ened, the report says. If it is not
improved, “one may fear that at
least part of it may become
strongly degraded in the near fu-

Worldw1de, about 25 billion
tons of soil are lost each year due
to erosion and other damage, said
Gustavo Nores, director of- the
International center for Tropical
Agriculture in Colombia.

The vast majority of the dam-
aged land is in Asia, with 1.1
billion acres (453 million hect-
ares), and Africa, with 792 million
acres (321 million hectares),
where most of the world’s poor
subsistence farmers live,

Central America has the high-
est proportion of damagéd land,
24 percent of its total. About 17
percent of Europe’s land, 14 per-
centof Africa’s and 12 percent of
Asian’s soil is degraded.

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on “immigration frauvds”

The CNMI’s Task Force on
Immigration headed by the At-
tomey General isnow formulating
stricter measures to screen visitors
coming to Saipan in the light of
unabated entry of illegal aliens
who. are using the island as a
transit point for travel to other
destinations such as Japan.

Assistant Attorney General
Tom Sheldon said yesterday that
they are now drawing up new
systems with the help of federal
agencies to enable them to deal
moreeffectively with the problem
of illegal aliens especially those
using forged United States travel
documents.

The new system will entail
some changes in the airport
screening of both arriving and
exiting passengers and the future
installation of a harmonized
computer system to effectively
monitor the entry and exit of
passengers with forged travel
documents, Sheldon said.

“Because of the generally lib-
eral policies of the CNMI on

tourists, certain groups of indi-
viduals are now using Saipan as a
transit point for other travel desti-
nations,” Sheldon said

The clamp down was spurred
by the apprehension late
Wednesday night of another Fili-
pino who was deported by
Japanese immigration authorities
afterhe triedtoenter Nagoyausing
a tampered US passport after
coming from Saipan.

Capt. Frank Villanueva, Deputy
Chief of the Immigration and
Naturalization Office here in the
CNM], identified the Filipino as
Elmer G. De Jesus.

According to Villanueva, De
Jesus arrived in Saipan onboard a
Continental Airlines flight from .
Manila on March 24 using a Phil-"
ippine passport.

Claiming he is a tourist, De
Jesus wasreportedly admitted and
stayed for a few days before he
left on Tuesday for Nagoya, Ja-
pan this time brandishing a U.S.
passport with the name. Robert S.
Ramos and his photo on it. Immi-
gration authorities at the Nagoya
airport, ‘however, sent him back

after detecting that the U.S. pass-}
port he presented was not!;
authentic. ‘ 5

U.N. says number of women killed by smoking doubled

GENEVA (AP) - The number
of women killed by cigarettes will
double by the year 2020, with
more than 1 million women each
year dying of smoking-related ill-
nesses, the World Health
Orgarization said Wednesday.
The new report by the U.N. health
agency said in some countries the
number of female smokers would
likely outnumber men in the near
future. It said about 20-35 percent
of women smoked inrich nations,
compared to 2-10 percent in the
Third World.

WHO described the report as
the first international study on
women and tobacco. It is to be
presented at a conference in

premature births, spontaneous

kles, bad breath, stained teeth and
ginernails, gum disease, dental
problems, a hoarse voice and
chroniccough,”itsaid. =~ WHO
accused the tobacco industry of
creating women'’s brands using
promotional tactics to give
women the impression that
smoking will make them suc-
cessful, youthful, happy and slim.
Once women start smoking,
they often find it more difficult to
quit than men, partly because
many fear weight gain, it said.
Denmark topped the league for
women smokers in Europe, with
45 percent in 1988, according to
WHO data. In Norway 34 per-
cent of women were reported to

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China says hudget for 2000
Olympic Games set at $1 Billion

BEIJING (AP) - Chinaexpects
to spend $1 billion on the 2000
Olympic Games if Beijing is se-
lected to host the event, senior
sports officials said Thursday.

Wan Siquan, secretary general
of the Beijing Olympic Games
bid committee and deputy mayor
of Beijing, said the budget in-
cludes the cost of building a
100,000-seat stadium, a sports
center witha 10,000-seat stadium,
swimming pool and bicycle
velodrome, an equestrian park,
and an aquatic center,

He said at a news conference
that China would have no problem
financing the games because the
$1 billion budget represents only
1.3 percent of the government’s
expected revenues this year. He
added that the costs would be
spread over a seven-year period
leading up to the 2000 Games.

He didnotmention that China’s
1992 budget includes a deficit of
nearly $4 billion, nor that the na-

tion has had a deficit for 11 of the
past 12 years.

Wan did not detail how China
plans to finance the Games, but
he and other officials from the bid
committee said they were willing
to accept donations.

They said about 2,000 people
and businesses already have do-
nated money, but did not say how
much. A bid committee brochure
saidone womandonated 600 yuan
($110), and a child sent in 8 fen
(less than 2 cents).

Wan said China expects toearn
about $100 million profit from
hosting the Games, including $40
million from the sale of television
rights.

The six other contenders for the
2000 Games are Berlin; Sydney,
Australia; Manchester, England;
Brasilia, Brazil; Istanbul, Turkey;
and Milan, Italy.

The International Olympic
Comamittee is to make its choice
in September 1993.

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla,
(AP) - Atlantis glided through
the dawn sky and landed in
Florida on Thursday with seven
astronauts who spent more than a
week in orbit studying Earth’s
atmosphere.

GMT, its arrival heralded by the
customary twin sonic booms.
Commander Charles Bolden Jr.
brought the spaceship to a clean
stop on the concrete runway.

“Welcome back to the planet,
Atlantis. Congratulations on an
outstanding flight,” Mission
Control’s Sidney Gutierrez told
Bolden.

" More than 150 people gathered
atKennedy’slanding strip to wel-
come Atlantis home, including
NASA'’s new chief, Daniel S.

About 300 guests, including the
astronauts’ families, had to watch
from eight miles (13 kilometers)
away because of the wind direction

Atlantis circled the world 143
times during its nine-day voy-
age and traveled 3 7 million
miles.

It
was arare event - shuttles have
landed at Kennedy only eight
times before and generally
come in from the north.

Responding to a reporter’s
question, Ngiraked said on the
night Remeliik was slain, he was
home asleep with his first wife,
Erminia. Ngiraked ran for
presidentin 1980against Remeliik
and three others. He also was one
of seven presidential candidates
in 1988.

Ngiraked was Palau’s minister
of state under Lazarus Salii, who
was president when he killed
himself in August 1988.

On March 18, two days before
his arrest, Ngiraked wrote a three-
page double-spaced, typewritten
statement about Ramarii’s per-
sonality, violent attitude and said
“Patrick is in the business of
peddling sensationalism.”  “I
gave it to the police for my secu-
rity,” he said. “I asked one of my
friends to distribute it throughout
Koror for my protection.

“In response, I was arrested in
front of a bank about 1 p.m. Fri-
day, March 20. The police asked
me to come to the police station
and said they were holding me for
suspicion of murder.”

Ngiraked said he wants a speedy
trial. The trial date is Aug. 4.

“I’'m innocent,” he said. “They
have no evidence againstme.I’m
going to come out of this clean.

“The worst thing I am getting is
the bad publicity. But the news is
talking about John O. as a
prominent political figure.

“Forthat,Iamabetter man,” he
said with a laugh as he waved
goodbye tothe reporter following
the 45-minute talk.

workplace may be seeing a glim-
mer of hope at the end of the
tunnel -another site where women
are believed to bring bad luck.

With much media fanfare,

Construction Ministry official
Yasuko Tokoro two weeks ago
became the first womanto enter a
publicly funded tunnel before its
completion.

And,superstition
notwithstanding, there have yet
to be any mishaps at the tunnel,
being built for ahighway through
Kasugai city, in central Japan.
She was allowed into the tunnel
to conduct an inspection.

“We don’t make any special
differentiation between men and
women on the job,” said ministry
official Hiroshi Ota. “But as far
as we know, this is a first.”

The taboo on women in tunnels
stems from an age-old super-
stition that they would arouse the
jealousy of the spirit of the moun-
tain, which is believed to be a
woman, and lead to disaster.

Ota said the superstition re-
mains strong among construction
workers, although young people
generally tend to be less supersti-

tious than their elders.

“Even today, working in tun-
nels is extremely dangerous, with
the constant fear of accidents,” he
said. “Many workers cling to su-
perstitions like this out of the
desire t0 somehow reduce the
danger.”

He added, however, that he be-
lieves the superstition also has a
practical explanation.

“When you putmenand women
together working in cramped
conditions, it’s distracting,” he
said. “I think that is another part
of it.”

Similar superstitions have dis-
couraged women in the past from
climbing mountains or boarding
fishing boats. Blacksmiths also
have maintained a long ban on
women in their workplace.

Attempts by women to gain
access to places believed to be
sacrosanct or the domain of po-
tentially vengeful goddesses have
had only mixed results in recent
years.

In 1990, a female reporter with
Japan’s largest newspaper who
tried to cover a ceremony mark-
ing the completion of a tunnel in

northeastern Japan was at first
turned away by site officials. She
was later allowed to enter, but
kept at a distance from the cere-
mony.

In another highly publicized
case that year, a women’s group
sought to gain access to the sumo

ring - not to wrestle but to hand

sters yet

over a trophy - only to be angrily
rebuffed.

Sumo wrestling is closely re-
lated to Shinto, Japan’s
indigenous religion, and officials
argued that women would defile
the ring, which is considered sa-
cred.

TOKYO (AP) - The search
continued Thursday for 13 Chi-
nese missing at sea, while seven
others who wererescued or swam
ashore have been detained on
suspicion of entering Japan il-
legally, officials said Thursday.
Police officials said the bodies of
four men were found Thursday
along the shores of Hachijo Jima,
an island 280 kilometers (175
miles) south of Tokyo, but if was
not immediately known if they
were among the 13 reported
missing.

The Chinese were believed

coming to Japan in search of jobs.

Preliminary police reports said
19 Chinese men and two Chinese
women on a fishing boat bbarded
three life rafts Tuesday night and
headed for Hachijo Jima.

‘When one raft, carrying eight
men, overturned before amriving
at the island, one of them swam
ashore and reported to a seaside
hotel. In the ensuing search, six
were rescued and one body was

. recovered, the reports said.

Allsevenknown survivors were
brought from the island to Tokyo
Thursday for questioning, said the

7 chinese put in custody, 13 others still misSing

officials, speaking on condition
of anonymity.

Police said the Chinese who
headed for Hachijo Jima were
among 58 people who came from
the southern Chinese province of
Fujian on the fishing boat, re-
portedly Taiwanese-registered.

Police and coast guard officials
said the fishing boat and the 37
men who had stayed on board
have yet to be found. .

Seven boats and seven aircraft
from the coast guard were con-
ducting an extensive search, offi-
cials said.

Disasters last year killed more than 7,300

BEIJING (AP) - Disasters in
China last year killed more than
7,300 people and caused $22 bil-
lion in losses, according to an
official report seen in Beijing on
Thursday.

Flooding in 1991 caused the
greatest damage. The floods left
5,113 people dead and resulted in
78 billion yuan ($14 billion) in
direct economic losses, the China
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Social News reported in its Tues-
day edition.

Wide areas of China were inun-
dated by severe summer floods.
The hardest hit were coastal
Jiangsu and Anhui provincea.
More than 40 percent of cropland
in the two provinces was flooded,
the report said.

Droughtlas: year also wasmore
severe than normal. Central
China's Henan, Shanxi and
Shaanxi provinces were hardest
hit, with drought conditions
spanning summer, fall and win-
ter, the paper said.

The report did not detail the
other deaths, but said no one died
of starvation, froze to death, or
died as a result of epidemic dis-
ease.

The sailors who have been
charged are based at the Yokosuka
Navy Base in Japan and assigned
either to the aircraft carrier Inde-
pendence or the command ship
Blue Ridge, also the flagship of
the U.S. 7th Fleet, Navy officials
said.

A support group for gay veter-
ans and gays still in the military,
the San Diego Veterans Associa-
tion, has received requests for
assistance from sailors caught up
in the investigation, said Jim
Woodward, theorganization’svice
president.

Woodward said sailors targeted
by the investigation told his group
that the inquiry started about three
weeks ago, when two crewmenon
the Blue Ridge werecaughtduring
a sex act,

“The witch hunt began after
that,” said Woodward, a former
Navy officer.

“The Navy has taken an inci-
dent of sexual misconduct by two
individuals, which wasadequately
handled by using the (military jus-
tice code), and turned it into a
major flap whichis damaging some
40 individuals’ lives,” he said.

They were ordered to serve four
months and five months, respec-
tively, of hard labor but will serve
only 45 days each under a plea
agreement, he said.

Both also were reduced in rank,
fined $523 per month of confine-
ment and received bad conduct
discharges, said Anderson.

The other 11 sailors charged in
the investigation “admitted to be-
inghomosexualsor wereidentified
as homosexuals” and will receive
administrative discharges, he said.
Such discharges are considered
non-punitive.

Fordlost$2.6 billion and IBM lost
$2.8 billion. General Electric Co.,
Mobil Corp., Philip Moxris Cos., Du
Pont, TexacoInc.and Chevron Corp.

In a competing list, Forbes maga-
zine said GE retained the title of
“most powerful” corporation. GM,
IBM and Ford were left off that
ranking because they lost money.

Forbes also ranks 500 companies
by sales, profits, assets and market
value. To distinguish itself from
Fortune, it does a composite mea-
suremnent combining all categories to
determine its “Super 50.”

On the composite list, GE was
followed by Exxon, Philip Morris,
Mobil, Sears, Roebuck and Co., Du
Pont, GTE Corp., American Inter-
national GroupInc., Federal Natioral
Mortgage Association and Chevron.

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Feminisis group criticize sex four guide

TOKYO (AP) - A popular
Japanese publisher is coming un-
der attack from feminist groups
for offering tour books that tell
where to find prostitutes and strip
shows in Asian nations.

The feminists claim the pub-
lisher, K.K. Bestsellers, already
has promised to withdraw
“Southeast Asia for Men Travel-
ing Alone.”

On Thursday, they also de-
manded that Bestsellers donate
profits from its guidebook to
groups that promote sexual
equality.

“Eventhoughthey’ve removed
the books from bookstore shelves,
the humanrights of women, which
they have walked all over, will
remain damaged,” said Asayo
Aoki, a representative of the
Osaka-based Woman Against
Sexual Violence, which has about
120 members.

“I still don’t think they under-
stand what a terrible thing they
havedone.” It’snotthe firsttime
a prominent Japanese company
has come under fire for what
feminists view-as sexist products.

Last year, Japanese feminists

were enraged over a card game.
‘made by a major toy company in

which women werg depicted as
sex objects to be bought and sold.

Aoki said the guidebook reflects
typical sexism in Japanese soci-
ety. Although there has been an
increased awareness of sexual
harassment, many Japanese men
read pornographic comic books
and magazines while they com-
mute on subways.

The 1,500-yen (dirs 11) travel
guide is still available at some
stores, and at least one major
bookstore chain, Asahiya Book-
store, said it had received no
instruction from the publisher to

withdraw the book.

Instead of focusing primarily
ondescriptions of historical sites,
restaurants and boutiques as in
ordinary travel books, the single
men’s guidebook is filled with
pictures of scantily dressed
women, recommended night clubs
and massage parlors.

“Make your hotnight in Manila
even hotter. ... So many spots for
lovemaking,” says the Philippines
section,

In the Thailand section, the
book, written by freelance writer
Toshio Shoji, says, “Many young
girls, and cheap t00.”

*“Thereisno fixed price here, so

the appropriate price is about half*

of what they say. Bargaining is
nommal,” says a chapter on the
Indonesian island of Bali.

Local newspapers say
Bestsellers, a publisher known for
its how-to book series, has sold

about 50,000 copies of the edition
on Southeast Asia, and another
30,000 copiesof a guide to Europe.

“Qur purpose was to introduce
foreign countries the way they
are, and we have no intention to
promote prostitution. We made
the guidebooks into something
different from those of major
publishers because they were our
first foreign tour guides,” Japan's
largest newspaper, Yomiuri,
quoted a Bestsellers editor as
saying.

Bestsellers refused to discuss
the book with The Associated
Press.

Mizuho Fukushima, a lawyer
active in feminist issues, said the
guidebook reflects Japanese sex-
ism as well as prejudice toward
other Asian countries.

“Japanis too easygoing toward
prostitution. There are many
Japanese men who don t realize
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prostitution violates human
rights,” she said.

- Fukushima said the thinking of
Japanese men remains the same
as when Japan’s Imperial Army
forced Asian women into
prostitution during World War I1.

On Tuesday, a group of femi-
nists visited aradio station in cen-
tral Japan to criticize a program
depicting a Japanese man trying
1o pay a woman, apparently from
Southeast Asia, tosleep with him.

The radio station, FM Nagano,
acknowledged that the skit was
inappropriate, and said it would
broadcast an apology.

Last year, several women'’s
groups also criticized an anti-
AIDS poster showing a Japanese
man with a passport and the mes-
sage “Have a nice trip! But be
careful of AIDS.” They said it
condoned sex tours abroad.

gunmen, who were wearing ski
masks and armed with assault ri-
fles, shouted “duck” to about 40
people inside the mosque before
shooting Baliwan at close range.

The gunmen then fled toward a
nearby forest.

Other prominent Ramos
supporters killed during the
campaign include a vice mayor of.
a Maguindanao town, a mayor of
a town near Manila and a cam-
paign manager in the northern
Pthlppmes Another supporter
was killed in January.

Local Muslims said the killing
had desccrated the mosque. Italso
occurred on the eve of the last day
of the Ramadan, amonthlong fast
by Muslims.

Ramos’ campaign staff in Ma-
nila also reported thata land mine
exploded early Wednesday, min-
utes after an advance campaign
party for the former defense chief
passed on its way to the Cagayan
provincial town of Tuao, 345 ki-
lometers (215 miles) north of
Manila.

Four policemen, whose jeep hit
the mine, were slightly injured.

Ramos said he was not bothered
by the incident, adding that it was
“part of the game.”

It was uncertain whether the
mine was planted by opponents
of Ramos or by Communist rebels
who operate in the area.

Philippines wary over

Foreign Affairs Undersecretary
Pablo Suarez said such a move
against Libyan diplomats could

to 20,000 Filipinos working in

- Libya.

“This move to expel Libyans
will in effect mean expulsion of
Filipino diplomats, which we
cannot afford at this time since
we have many workers there who
need our assistance,” said Suarez,
whose department is often ac-
cused of ignoring Philippine
nationals abroad.

“These are some of the con-
straints that we are looking into,”
Suarezsaid. The resolution was
part of sanctions approved

Tuesday by the U.N. Security
Council. The sanctions, taking
effect April 15, also ban weapons
sales to and air links with Libya.

Suarezsaidthe government was
preparing plans to evacuate Fili-
pino workers, mostof whom work
inhospitals and military facilities.

The United States and its allies
want Libya to turn over two na-
tionals indicted by the United
States and Britainin the 1988 Pan
Am bombing and four accused by
France in the 1989 bombing of a
French airliner over Niger.

In Kuala Lumpur, meanwhile,
Malaysian Foreign Minister
Abdullah Ahmad Badawi said
Thursday that U.N. sanctions
against Libya should be imposed
only after all diplomatic and other
means to solve the problem have
been exhausted.

Abdullah said Malaysia was
studying the resolution on sanc-
tions.

GENEVA (AP) - There have

"been 37,467 new reported cases

of AIDS in the past three months,
the World Health Organization
said Wednesday. . In its
quarterly update, the U.N. health
agency said it had received re-
ports of atosal 484,148 cases since
records first began about 10 years
ago.

However, because of under-di-
agnosis and delays in reporting,
the true worldwide total of people
who have caught AIDS is esti-
mated at close to two million.
This includes 500,000 children.

WHOsaidmostof the new cases
registered between Jan. 1 and
April 1 were from the United
States and Africa. WHO reported
a total 446,681 cases in its Janu-
ary update.

All the statistics arecumulative
totals since records were kept.

The WHO update said U.S. au-
thorities notified a total 213,641
cases, an increase of 10,798 from
the previous report.

Uganda has the second highest
official total of AIDS victims. In
a year-end report, it said a total
30,190 cases had occured. This
was 8,471 higher than its previ-
ous report at the end of 1990.

Tanzania follows with 27,396

reported cases, although the fig-

ures have not been updated since
last August. ,

Elsewhere in Africa, Zimba-
bwe reported 3,140 new cases,
givingitalotal of 10,551.Rwanda
said it had 6,578 cases, 1,478 up
on the previous report.

Brazil has the highest official

total in South America with
22,583, a rise of 1,560 over its
report last August.

France heads the European
league with 17,836 reported cases
Italy followson 11,609 with Spain
at 11,555.

The figures, reportedto WHO’s

Geneva headquarters by national
governments, do not give an ac
curate picture of the extent of the
AIDS virus.

Developing countries in partic-
ular under-report the disease,
especially among children. The
cause of death is often recorded
as pneumonia or tuberculosis,
even though it is in fact AIDS-
induced.

WHQO'’s statistics only include
actual cases of Acquired Immune
Deficiency Syndrome, and not
the Human Immunodeficiency
Virus, HIV, that leads to the full-
blown disease.

It takes on average 10 years for
HIV carriers to develop symp-
toms of AIDS. Once the full
symptoms appear, virtually ev-
eryone dies within a few years.
WHO estimates that 9-11 million
adults have been infected by HIV
since the virus first spread. About
1 million children are estimated
to have been bom infected with
HIV after contracting the virus in
their mother’s womb. The AIDS

virus is spread by unprotected

sexual intercourse, contaminated
blood and from mother to child.
WHO says about 75 percent of all

HIV infections to date have been :

due to heterosexual intercourse.

Foreign Affairs Undersecretary

. Pablo Suarez said such a move

against Libyan diplomats could
trigger retaliatory action against
the Philippines, endangering up
to 20,000 Filipinos working in
Libya. He said his government
also was preparing plans toevac-
uate Filipino workers, most of
whom work in hospitals and mil-
itary facilities.

Thai spokesman Sakthip
Krairiksh, quoted on the state-run

- Radio Thailand, said Egypt and
: Tunisia have agreed to allow
* evacuation of Thai workers from
" Libya through their territory, and

Egypt would permit the setting up
of areception center at its border.

Sakthip said the Foreign Min-
istry is closely monitoring the
situation, but will wait until the
April 15 deadline set for U.N.
sanctions before deciding on an
evacuation. The sanctions, ap-
proved Tuesday, ban weapons
sales to and air links with Libya.

In reaction to the sanctions,
crowds were reported to have at-
acked Western embassies in the
Libyan capital of Tripoli on
Thursday.

Thailand has several hundred
thousand workers overseas who
remitmillions of dollars of foreign
exchange back home each year,

In Manila, Suarez said of an-
other proposed sanction, “This
move toexpel Libyan (diplomats)
will in effect mean expulsion of
Filipino diplomats, which we
cannot afford at this time since
we have many workers there who
need our assistance.

“These are some of the con-
straints that we are looking into,”
Suarez said. The United States
and its allies want Libya to turn
over twonationals indicted by the

'; United States and Britain in the

1988 Pan Am bombing and four
accused by France in the 1989
bombing of a French airliner over
Niger. In Kuala Lumpur, mean-
while, Malaysian Foreign
Minister Abdullah Ahmad
Badawi said Thursday that U.N.

imposed only after all diplomatic
and other means to solve the
problem have been exhausted.

Abdullah said Malaysia was
studying the resolution on sanc-
tions.

German firm wins

Tyson shows no reaction
to appeals court rejection

INDIANAPOLIS (AP)-Mike
Tyson reacted calmly to the news
that the Indiana Court of Appeals
rejected his plea to go free while
he appeals his convictions forrape
and criminal deviate conduct, a
prison spokesman said Wednes-
day.

‘“He showedno reaction at all,”
said Department of Correction
spokesman Kevin Moore. “He
was very quiet.”

Moore said Tyson, who is still
refusing to take solid food, “went
to the dining room for dinner iast
night and breakfast Wednesday,
took something to drink and in-
teracted regularly with the other
inmates.”

Wednesday, Moore said, the
former heavyweight champion
was to meet with his attorneys,
who plan to ask the Indiana Su-
preme Courttoreview lowercourt
decisions denying Tyson bail
while he appeals his convictions.
The attorneys hadn't filed any
papers with the state’s highest
court Wednesday moming.

A three-member state Court of
Appeals panel on Tuesday re-
Jjected Tyson’s plea to be freed on
bail pending his appeal. That de-
cision upheld an earlier order by
Marion Superior Court Judge
Patricia Gifford, who sent Tyson
toprisonlast week tobegin serving
a six-year term.

Tyson, 25, was found guilty of
assaulting Desiree Washington, a
Miss Black America beauty pag-
eantcontestant, inhisIndianapolis
hotel room last July.

Tyson’s attorney, Alan M.
Dershowitz, said, “We’re going

to pursue it with the Supreme
Court as soon as possible. We're
in the extremely unfair position
of having bail denied without any
explanation, without any
grounds.”

Dershowitz .said he was sur-
prised the appellate court decision
came without comment.

“T suspect the appellate court
would have a very hard time
coming up with opinions that are
plausible,” he said.

“ think they couldn’t articulate
a ground for denial. It’s not clear
the Indiana Supreme Court will
fird that acceptable.” '

Court of Appeals Judge V. Sue
Shields, who signed Tuesday’s
order, declined to disclose the
judges’ reasons for denying the
request after conferring for about
three hours since hearing oral ar-
guments last Friday.

“We just considered all the ar-
guments that were presented ...
and did our own review and con-
sultation, and based on that, the
determination wasmade,” Shields
told The Associated Press. “I'm
not going to discuss the specifics
of the decision today.”

Modisett declined to call the
ruling a victory for his office, but
said “the winner is justice. ... The
benefit we .want to see it that it
does .tell rape victims to come
forth.”

Modisett said Tyson would
likely now serve between six
monthsoa year before a decision
is made on his appeal.

Shields predicted her court
could finish work on the appeal in
six months,
