An 8=page GUAM DAILY NPWS, dated 
December Ist, was received here last 
Saturday, Apparently, this was the 
first issue of the GUAM DAILY NEWS 
Since Typhoon Karen devastated Guam a 
little more than two weeks ago. In 
this issue, Publisher Joseph Flores 
acknowledged the generous assistance 
of the Government of Guam, Navy and 
Air Force which enabled the GUAM 
DAILY NEWS to resume, though still on 
& limited basis, its publication 
earlier than originally expected.
