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Wyden Wants
Trade Sanctions
Against Japan

WASHINGTON (AP) _ An
Oregon lawmaker Tuesday urged
the Bushadministration to impose
trade sanctions against Japan in
an effort to force the Japanese to
lift trade barriers that block
imports of U.S. wood products
that could be worth $1.2 billion a
year.

"These are strong actions to
. contemplate,” Rep. Ron Wyden,
D-Ore., said in a letter to U.S.
Trade Representative Carla Hills.
"But we believe the record of
Japaneserestrictions with respect
to wood products may be among
the most onerous in the Pacific
Rim.

Wyden asked Hills to
investigate allegations from the
National Forest Products
Association that the Japanese use
duties, licensing constraints,
exclusive distribution
arrangements and building code

restrictions to block imports of -

U.S. wood products into their
markets.

Under federal law, Wyden
said once the investigation is
complete, Hills wouldrecommend
specific "remedies” to the

Wyden told Hills that recent
amendments to the 1974 Trade
Act "would then require the
president to take agressive action
against these foreign trade

" counter-measurers affecting

Japanese imports to the United
States, if a satisfactory resolution
cannot be negotiated.”

Japan recently refused to
reopen so-called "sector-specific”
talks on forestry products, talks
Wyden said "offered what
appeared to be the surest and
swiftest solution to these trade
problems.

The National Forest

Productions Association said that -

Japanese barriers affectsuch U.S.
products as softwood and
hardwood logs and lumber,
plywood, veneer, millwork,
laminated wood products,
waferboard and particleboard.

Theassociation said that while
$2.2 billion worth of U.S. wood
products were sold in Japan last
year, over 70 percent involved
raw materials.

Bush's Younger Brother To
Work As Consultants

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) _
William Bush, the youngerbrother
of President Bush, has agreed to
work as a consultant for the
Samsung group, one of South
Korea'slargestcongolomerates,a
company spokesman said today.

"A basic agreement has been
reached and both sidesare working
on details, including terms of a

contract,” said the spokesman,
who declined to be named.
Under the contract, the
spokesman said the younger Bush
will occasionally advise Samsung
Chairman Lee Kun-hee on
managerial matters on a case-by-
case basis.
Samsung is a major exporter
of electronics and machinery to

the United States. Washington is
pressuring South Korea to admit
more U.S. imports to help reduce
Seoul's trade surplus with the
United States, whichreached $8.6
billion in 1988.

TOKYO (AP) _ Two South

Korean battleships violated North .

Koreaaterial news agency said.

The battleships crossed into
North Korea's territorial waters
off Tungsangotin the Yellow Sea
between China and the Korean
peninsula before dawn said the
Central News Agency.

The two ships "fled south in
haste" when North Korean patrol
boats tried to approach them,
according to the agency,
monitored in Tokyo.

It condemned the violation as
a "grave military provocation”
caused by the U.S.-South Korean
Team Spirit military maneuvers.

About 200,000 South Korean
and U.S. soldiers are taking part
in the annual 10-day exercises,
which began March 14.

The communist North has
charged the exercises threaten

stability on the divided peninsula.
U.S. and South Korean officials
say they are defensive and vital to
South Korea's security.

About 43,000 U.S. troops
stationed in South Korea under a
mutual defense pact are taking
part in the maneuvers, along with

30,000 American troopsstationed
in the United States and other
Asian nations.,

The Korean peninsula was
divided in 1945 atthe end of World
War II. The countries fought a
bloody three-year war after North
Koreainvaded the South in 1950.

Koji Kohno of the Japanese
company Osawa Press Seisakusho
said the firm has received 12
telephone facsimile messages
from Namil Machine Co. in South
Korea requesting $3.8 million.

Bus Workshop Stresses
Children's Safety

PSS - Dr. John Romisher of
Northern Marianas College was
the instructor of the Public
School System's one-day
workshop on "Human
Relations", attended by all 31
PSS bus drivers, as well as
officials from Saipan, Rota and
Tinjan at W.S. Reyes
Elementary School's library
last Thursday.

At the end of the workshop,
Romisher told the bus drivers a
short story about a wise old
man and two young boys. His
story went like this: "The two
young boys, trying to test the
knowledge of the wise old man
and attempting to prove that
the wise old man was not so
intelligent, caught a small bird
one day and one of the boys
placed the bird in his right hand
and hid it. The two boys'
strategy was to ask the wise
old man to determine if the bird
was alive or dead. They planned
that if the wise old man said
that the bird is alive, they
would crush the bird and it
would die; and that if the wise
old man said that the bird is
dead, they would release the
bird and it would fly away,
proving at least that the wise
old man was not so wise after
all. So the two boys went to
the wise old man, and the boy
with the bird hidden in the
palm of his hand said, " 'Wise
Old Man, I have a small bird in

the palm of my right hand. Is
it alive or dead.’ The Wise Old
Man looked at the boys and
quickly responded, 'The choice
is in your hand!" ".

That's the parting thought
that Romisher said he would
like the bus drivers to keep in
mind when doing their job.
"How you do your job is all up
to you. The choice is in your
hands,” he said.

In the workshop, the

importance of chijldren's safetv

was stressed, Ben Teregeyo of
the PSS Bus Office said,
adding that the drivers were
taught proper ways of conduct-
ing discipline on the bus in
order to achieve maximum
student safety.

That concern for student
safety was echoed in Judge
Ramon Villagomez's keynote
address to the workshop. He
reminded the bus drivers that
they play a "very important
role in the community,” and
that they should be aware of
safety measures at all times in
order to avoid accidents or
injuries.

There was no school on
March 23 (Holy Thursday), but
the bus drivers chose not to
remain idle. They had
workshop from 7:30 a.m. to
4:30 p.m. that day.

One of the significant expan-
sions underway at Marianas
College is in the arca of
Marianas-Pacific Studies,
which will eventually include a
whole range of courses centered
around the Northern Mariana
Islands and their neigboring
Westwern Pacific area.

George Haberman, a NMC
instructor, is in charge of
putting the program and the
new courses together. "The
college has been offering a
course on Marianas History for
several years now, and this year
we've added a new course on
Commonwealth Government,"

a regular two-year Associate of
Arts Degree with cmphasis on
the Marianas and the Western
Pacific. Basically, NMC wants
to be able to offer its students a
course of study which will help
them become more knowledge-
able about their corner of the
world, and 1o retain as much of
an awarcness as possible about
its culture and rich heritage."

Haberman has been involved
in the rescarch, preservation
and tcaching of Western Pacific
history for some time.

curriculum specialist in the
history and cultural ficlds,
working for the Trust Territory
Government of American
Samoa and for the CNMI
before coming to the college
five years ago as an instructor.

Making

The primary focus of the
cabinet making trade area at
Marianas High School to
provide students with a basics
awareness, through experience,
of the types of duties, responsi-
bilities and skills associated
with cabinet making trade
occupation.

Student, are involved in
activities relating to the
occupations of carpentry
finishing, simple interior
design, living room, kitchen,
closets, and cabinet
components. Within the job
families, performances range
from making simple stools,
shelves, cabinets and counters,
framing simple walls, install
doors and windows, and
renovations.

From shop drawings of a set
of cabinets, the cabinet maker
must be able to develop a
cutting list, then quickly and
accurately cut the right-sized
parts from solid lumber and
sheet materials as specified.

He must then be able to do

all of the required machining
opeations necessary for making
joints for hardware installation.
Then the parts must be
assembled into cabinets as
specified and prepared for
finishing. The cabinet maker
may also be required to finish
the cabinets, install them, and
install plastic laminator
countertops.
"In addition to these
operations, cabinet makers may
be involved in measurements,
blueprints, and preparing
estimates and bids.

In order to do these things,
he must be able 1o read and
interpret blueprints, and he
must be familiar with woods
for cabinet making and with
sheet materials such as
plywood, particle board,
medium-density fiber board,
hard boards, and plastic
laminates.

Skills in operating a wide
variety of woodworking
machines are also very
important. It is also necessary
to be familiar with a number of
products used in cabinet-
making, such as adhesives,
abrasives, hardware, fasteners,
and finishes.

The project, that involves
mostly students were
renovating the school cafeteria
during second quarter. They are
starting their project that will
be displayed during the
Education Week, April 15-21,
1989, and the cabinet making I
class, preparing their project
100.

Cabinet making students are
also involved in door
installation and repairs around
the school campus.

The event, sponsored by the
MHS Honor Society, is
designed to "enhance ideas that
the students learn in the
classroom,” as well as to "give
the students who will have a
chance to vote an opportunity
to meet the candidates,".
according to Joe Borja, advisor
for the Honor Society.

According to Borja, there are
over 200 eligible voters at
MHS, out of over 260 seniors.

Artist-In-Residence

To Help "Mold"
Future Artists

When Barry Wonenberg
came to Saipan 3 years ago, he
came with his new bride,

Maggie, for their honeymoon.

But when he left he decided,
along with his wife, to return
someday and teach his craft to
the up and coming Common-
wealth artists.

Mr. Wonenbergs' dream
came true, when on March 19,
1989, he came to Saipan after
being chosen for the Artist-In-
Education (AIE) program. The
AIE program hires artists-in-
residence under a grant from the
National Endowment of the
Arts, through the Common-
wealth Council for Arts and
Culture (CCAQC).

Barry is a ceramicist/sculptor
and will have the opportunity
to help nurture CNMI students
in 3-dimensional art and print-
making. Along with working
in Plaster, Raku, and Ball
Relief techniques, Mr.
Wonenberg will be able to
work with the indigenous clay
found on only a couple of
Micronesia islands. According
to Margo Vitarelli, Arts
Coordinator for the Public
School System (PSS), Saipan,
along with Palau and Yap are
among the older islands in
Micronesia that have evolved
long enough for the earth to
form pockets of this local clay.
Ms. Vitarelli went on to say
that although Hopwood Ir.
High School Art Teacher, Noel
Quitugua, has experimented in
the clay, this medium has yet
to be fully tapped. Barry will
get his chance to work with
Mr. Quitugua, one of the
CNMIs outstanding art
teachers, when he joins the
Chalan Piao school for 2
weeks.

Mr. Wonenbergs "Home
Base" will be San Antonio
Elementary School, where he
will instruct students for 6
weeks. Although there have
been dance and movement
teachers at the school in the
past, Ms. Vitarelli said Barry is
the first bona fide "art teacher".
Mr. Wonenberg will be
instructing grades 1-7, but will
concentrate on the upper
elementary levels. Classes will
be held about 3 times a day,
with each session lasting
around 45 minutes.

The 3-D artist will be
moving to other CNMI
schools as well. Along with
his 2 week stint at Hopwood,
Barry will also be at Mt.
Carmel School for 1 week, and
travel to Tinian to teach at
Tinian School for 2 weeks.
After school lets out for
summer vacation, Mr.
Wonenberg will move to the
CCAC workshop for the
remainder of his S5-month
contract, which ends September

1, 1989. The workshop area is
presently being chiseled from
the existing Historical
Museum, located in American
Memorial Park, Garapan. To
help Barry get around the
island, the Microl Corporation
has generously made a Chevy
Sprint available to him for the
tenure of his contract.

The CCAC workshop will
be open later this spring to
everyone interested in the arts.
Whether you're a teacher,
wishing to enhance and expand
your knowledge into the world
of 3-D art so others may
benefit' a young person who
wants to learn about all the
different mediums available for
ceramics and sculpture; or the
someone who wants to use this
knowledge as a hobby to
explore the personal pleasures
art can bring.

When his contract expires,
Barry would like to remain on
Saipan, teaching children the
aesthetic aspects of life. As
there is a shortage of art
teachers, Mr. Wonenberg
would be a welcome addition to
the CNMI education system.

Barry has been getting
acquainted with members of the
PSS since his arrival, and I
finally got a chance to talk
with him when he met with
San Antonio Elementary
School Principal Jose B.
Aldan, and Ms. Vitarelli, at the
home of the "Octopus". The
meeting was held on Monday,
March 27, 1989, and the three
discussed their plans for the
remainder of the school year.

Barry comes to us from
Boise, Idaho, where he grew
up, attended Boise State
University, and was the
,preparator for the Boise Art
Museum before making his
voyage to Micronesia. While
attending BSU, Barry met his
future wife, Maggie Deleon
Guerrero. Maggie is from
Saipan and was also attending
the university. They were
married in 1986, and have a 7
month-old girl, Coral Marie.

Mr. Wonenbergs main goal
while instructing the students
is "to give the kids a positive
experience with art", plus
allowing the children a break
from the academics and into the
arts. However, Barry will, at
the same time, try and instill
"creativity derived from art and
turning in towards subjects like
mathematics and science, using
a free way of thinking, so
students can put the numbers
and formulas they learn in such
classes in practical sense."

Well, he's got a great place
to start, as San Antonio
Elementary is right on the
beach, with a beautiful view of
the multi-hued ocean- - great
inspiration for an artist!

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UPROAROVERFSXREFLECTS TOUGHERATTITUDES TOWARD JAPAN

NEW YORK (AP) _
American opinion leaders who
favor a more nationalist trade
policy have found a cause celebre
in President Bush's plan to share
U.S. fighter aircraft technology
with Japan.

Opposition to the FSX fighter
deal has galvanized lawmakers,
executives,academics and others
who say the United States should
discard its devotion to free trade
and adopt Japanese-style
measures.

For a change, oppositior} to
aspects of the jet fighter deal have
come not only from lobbyistsand
think tankers, but from prominent
figures in Bush's own
administration, including
Commerce Secretary Robert

" Mosbacher.

The ferocity of the FSX debate
marks it as a turning point in
American attitudes toward
competition with Japan _reshaped
by the persistent trade deficit and
rivalries in semiconductors, high-
definition television and
superconductivity.

"There is no doubt that the
FSX issueis important, in thatit's
the first evidence that some
elements of the U.S. government
are starting to. come to grips
intellectually with the challenge
of Japan," said Chalmers Johnson,
aprofessor of Asian studies at the
University of California at San
Diego.

"For the first time in the
postwar world, instead of trying

make the Japanese look like us,
we are behaving ever so slightly
like the Japanese," Johnson said.
Under the agreement signed
late last year, St. Louis-based
General Dynamics Corp. would
join forces with Japan's Mitsubishi
Heavy Industries to develop and
produce the FSX, an advanced
version of the U.S, F-16 fighter.

President Bush last week said
he endorsed the deal, but agreed
to insist on modifications to
safeguard U.S. technology and
assure American industry has a
share in the plane's production.

Some opponents say Japan
should simply buy F-16s, which
would be cheaper for Japan and
help shrink the U.S. trade deficit.
Japan has refused to do that, but
only because it was not pushed to
the limit, they say.

So far the debate hasn't led to
bitter displays of emotion, like
last year's fury over Toshiba
Machine Co.'s illegal sales to the
Soviet Union, which led
congressmen to smash Toshiba
radios outside the Capitol.

But as with any good rallying
issue, the FSX reflects bigger
concemns, including the loss of
America's high-technology
leadership and the dominance of
military considerations in
American foreign policy.

"There's a sense of frustration
in the country," said Kevin King,
editor of "Japan Bashing Alert,"
which tracks comments about
Japanin 1,500 U.S. publications

on behalf of Dentsu, of Japan, the
world'slargestadvertising agency.

"The aerospace is such a
sensitive issue becauseit's the last
industry which we can safely say
we still dominate," King said.

In Washington, the seismic
change in opinion has split the
Commerce Department, which
promotes U.S. commercial
interests, apart from the State and
Defense departments, which put
global security issues first.

The Commerce Department's
star is slowly rising, although the
adjustment "is stilllagging behind
events,” said Ernest H. Preeg, a
senior fellow at the Center for
Strategic and International Studies
in Washington,

A leader in the fight against
the FSX, Clyde V. Prestowitz Jr.,
gave intellectual respectability to
the cause of managed trade last
year in a book called "Trading
Places: How We Allowed Japan
to Take the Lead."

Prestowitz, a former U.S.
trade negotiator, compared
Americans to lonesome cowboys
and Japanese to settlers: "Under
attack they circle the wagons
together and take on all comers.
And win."

The United States cannot be a
free trader when Japan blocks
advanced American products
from its own market while
developing competing products
of its own, as in the case of
supercomputers, some of the new
interventionists say.

"We must begin to act like we
were a developing nation," said
Kathryn Harrigan, a professor of
strategic management at
Columbia University. "Our false
pride continues to make us
ethnocentric about where ideas
come from."

In contrast to those who fear
foreigninvestment, Ms, Harrigan
said she favors it as long as
Americans benefit with good jobs.

"We want the critical tasks
done on American soil, so
Americans, I don't care who they
work for, manage to keep
themselves on the cutting edge,”
she said. "In time of war, we
(could) exercise our sovereign
control over property."”

All this talk of managed trade
and industrial policy troubles free

traders such as Edward Hudgins,
director of the Center for
International Growth at the
Heritage Foundation in
Washington,

"There is no way we could set
up that sort of a management
system in the United States. It'sa
very fierce, aggressive, no-holds-
barred competition of special
interest groups here. We do not
have asortof consensus culture as
they do in Japan," Hudgins said.

But even Hudgins sees some
Japanese things worth emulating.
He favorsrepealing mostantitrust
laws, eliminating taxes on earned
interest income to encourage
savings, and breaking down the
distinction between commercial
and investment banks.

Voters Select
Village Leaders

MANILA, Philippines
(AP) _ Voters chose village
leaders Tuesday in balloting the
government hailed as the final
step in restoring democracy,
but the military said rebels
would use the elections to
expand their control in rural
areas.

Voters in more than
41,000 villages and urban
wards on the island nation
chose about 287,567 council
members from more than
860,000 candidates.

Election officials expected
to complete the vote count by
Wednesday.

The elections were non-
partisan, But political analysts
said the outcome will influence
national politics by enabling
political factions to establish
grass-roots organizations in
advance of the 1992
presidential election.

Col. Gerardo Flores,
intelligence chief of the
Philippine Constabulary, said
communist rebels were backing
candidates in hopes of
capturing 60 percent of the
council seats in areas under
their control.

The rebels claim to control
about 8,500 villages
nationwide and to operate in
another  3,500. The
Commission on Election
estimates the rebels control
about 2,800 villages and urban
wards. The difference is
believed to be in definitions of
"control."

"In remote, inaccessible
areas, there is hardly any
government presence,” said
election commissioner Haydee
Yorac. "So the party members
are the ones who exercise the
most serious influence."

On Monday, President
Corazon Aquino said pro-
Communist candidates can
serve if they are freely and
fairly chosen.

"Well, if they have been
elected legitimately, there has
been no force, they will hold
office,” Mrs. Aquino told
reporters. "We have to abide by
the law."

The Communist Party of
the Philippines is banned here.
Maj. Gen. Ramon Montano,
chief of the Philippine

Constabulary, said council
members will be allowed to
serve if "there is no substantive
evidence" of links to the rebel
movement.

Tuesday's elections, the
last scheduled before the 1992
presidential vote, are the fourth
nationwide since Mrs. Aquino
took office in February 1986.

" Voters ratified a new
constitution in February 1987,
selected members of a
bicameral Congress the
following May and chose
provincial officials, mayors and
city council members in
January 1988.

Hilario Davide, chairman
of the election commission,
said extra troops had been
deployed in about 3,500
districts considered "hot spots."”
Voting was postponed in a
handful of districts because of
fears of violence.

Civilian and military
authorities claim the rebels are
losing strength because of
more - effective
counterinsurgency operations
and improvements in the
Philippine economy.

They also maintain that
the rebels lost much of their
appeal following the February
1986 ouster of President
Ferdinand Marcos' authoritarian
administration and Aquino's
rise to power.

She has vowed to crush
the insurgents before her term
expires in 1992.

In a statement marking
Wednesday's 20th anniversary
of the rebel New People's
Army, guerrilla Chief of Staff
Romulo Kintanar said 30,000
fighters was deployed in 65 of
the Philippines' 73 provinces,
800 of 1,500 cities and 12,000
villages and neighborhoods.
The army is the armed wing of
the Communist Party.

(CNS) - To highlight the
contribution of the
Community Development
Block Grant Program
(CDBGP) Act of 1984 toward
the betterment of communities,
Gov.

In signing the proclamation,
Gov. Tenorio pointed out that,
since 1975, a total of
$4,722,215 has been received
by the CNMI through the
Mariana Islands Housing
Authority under the CDBG
program.

He said the grant funds
received provided the needed
funding for planning and
construction of water supply
and distribution systems, sewer
collection systems, individual

Dredging
To Start
In Saipan
Harbor

(CNS) - The U.S. Army
Corps of Engineers recently
issued a federal permit to
Saipan Sea Ventures, Inc.,
Saipan, Northern Mariana
Islands, to perform
maintenance dredging and to
install six mooring dolphins at
Delta Dock in Saipan Harbor.

Under the permit issued by
the Honolulu Engineer
District, the harbor side of the
existing concrete dock will be
dredged to a depth of 7 feet to
provide boating access. The
approximately 2,100 cubic
yards of San and silt to be
removed will be dewatered
behind berms on the dock
before being trucked for
disposal at an approved upland
site. Temporary causeways or
any other discharges or disposal
in the water are not authorized
by this permit. Also, silt
curtains are to be used around
the dredge area,

The permit also authorizes
future periodic maintenance
dredging of the area until Dec.
31, 1998. Saipan Sea Ventures
must notify the Honolulu
Engineer District at least 30
days prior to the start of any
dredging cycle.

The application for this
permit was sent to all federal
and local reviewing agencies
for their review and comments.
Subject to conditions included
in the permit, no objections
were raised against the
maintenance dredging or
dolphins.

The permit includes special
conditions to address and
comply with requirements of
other regulatory agencies, the
U.S. Coast Guard in particular.
The permit stipulates that
dredging will be done in such a
manner so as to not effect the
nearby mangrove habitat.

sanitary waste disposal
systems, street and drainage
improvements, housing for
displaced families, street
lighting and recreational
facilities.

. .The projects and
activities which have been
assisted under the Community
Development Block Grant
Program have contributed
toward the betterment of our
community, the general well-
being of our residents and our
economy,” the proclamation
stated.

The Governor urged all
residents to join in recognizing
the many significant improve-
ments which have been made
possible by the CDBG
program in the Common-
wealth.

John M. Sablan, Executive
Director of MIHA, said that the
first grant received by his
agency was back in 1975 when
it was awarded $100,000 for
the construction of the Puntan
Muchot Sewer Line Project in

Garapan. A year later, MIHA
received $197,800 of which
$115,480 went to the Sugar
King water distribution system
and service laterals at the Sugar
King homestead site. Sablan
said $33,326 was earmarked for
preparation of the Chalan
Kanoa/Susupe Redevelopment
Plan and $48,846 was for the
Rota Park and Recreational
Facility in Songsong Village.

In 1978, $238,550 was
received under the CDBGP of
which $160,846 was used for
the Garapan Annex I street and
drainage improvement;
$24,164 for the Puntan
Muchot Drainage in Garapan;
$48,808 for the San Jose water
facility in Tinian; and $41,680
for the Rota water facility to
provide matching funds for an
EDA grant for the construction
of the one million gallon
TEServoir,

A total of $450,000 was
received in 1979. The MIHA
Executive Director said that of
that amount, $130,742 was

used for the Mihaville street
improvement in Garapan
involving street paving and
construction of curbs and
gutters at the 48-unit Section
Eight housing subdivision;
$136,021 for street paving and
construction of curbs and
gutters in a 20-unit Section
Eight housing subdivision on
Tinian; $126,950 for street
paving and construction of
curbs and gutters in a 30-unit
Section Eight housing
subdivision on Rota; $9,671
for construction of a 12,000
gallon water storage tank for
30 Section Eight Housing
units on Rota; and $9,868 to
make emergency repairs on the
Section Eight housing
subdivision septic tank and
leach field at Liyo area in Rota.

In 1980, $100,000 was
received and used to provide
supplemental funds for street
improvement at Liyo area on
Rota and in 1981, a grant of
$300,000 was received, of
which $299,800 was used to

build seven replacement homes
and related water, power, sewer
and street.improvements on
Saipan for families relocated
from Pagan following the
volcanic eruption on that
island. Sablan said‘ that
$400,000 was received in 1982
and the entire amount was used
to construct water and sewer
lines at Koblerville Homestead
subdivision on Saipan. In
1983, half a million was
received by MIHA through
CDBG program of which
$421,600 were used for
construction of Koblerville
water and sewer projécts which
was initially funded under the
1982 grant. In 1984 and 1985,
$400,000 and $450,000 were
made available respective and
the entire amount was used for
Koblerville water and sewer
projects and street paving
around the homestead
subdivision.
In 1986, the sum of
$380,800 was received and

Hospital
Board
Proposed

‘by Dan Phillips

Commonmwealth Health
Center would be established as a
nonprofit public corporation
under the control of a Board of
Hospital Trustees if a bill
introduced in the House last
week becomes a law.

The aim of the "Hospital
Reorganization Act" is to
remove responsibility for
running the hospital from the
Director of Public Health and
Environmental Services and to
place that responsibility into the
hands of a Board.

According to the bill, "The
functions and responsibilities
surrounding hospital care are too
complex for continuation of the
present administrative system
("one-man-rule”) and require
collegial input from responsible
members of the community.”

American hospitals are used
as an example where. hospital
boards have taken over
governing hospitals from
"unitary bureaucracy” or "one-
man, one-rule”.

In 1985, the Commonwealth

Health Coordinating Council
had a survey ‘done to test what
the most effective forms of
governing a hospital are and
found that governing boards are
strong because they are there "to
bring a reasonable degree of
public accountability and public
oversight into the otherwise
closed process of administering
their services."
. According to the bill, "The
Legislature finds that a most
significant function of a
hospital board is to place
community individuvals into a
position of trust and
responsibility so that they can
serve not only to provide
oversight and guidance of the
hospital's activities, but also to
more effectively communicate
to the public on its
accomplishments and needs.”

"To assure that management
of the hospital is consistent
with the public goods, there is a
need to provide for a governing
body which will control and set
policy for all hospital
operations and personnel,” the
bills says.

The board would be composed
of nine voting members
appointed by the Governor, with
approval of the Senate. The
board would be required to have
at least two members from
Rota, two from Tinian, one of
Carolinian descent, one woman,
one licensed to practice medicine
in the CNMI, and one from the
private sector of the
community,

Members of the Board would
serve staggered four-year terms,
with reappointments not
allowed for more than one term.

A Board member would be
automatically removed with
three absences from Board
meetings, and could be removed
for other reasons as well,

Board meetings would be at
least once every three months.

On Transmitter

(CNS) - The U.S. Army
Corps of Engineers requests
public review and comments
on an application for a federal
permit to construct a radio
antenna facility in a wetland
near Tanapag village on
Saipan, Commonwealth of the
Northern Mariana Islands.

According to Col. Chip
Wanner, Honolulu District
Engineer, the Far East Broad-
casting Company, Inc.,
Saipan, proposes to construct
the radio antenna facility in the
wetland located in the Lower
Base Industrial Complex. Far
East Broadcasting was granted a
federal permit in 1978 to
construct a similar project less
than a mile away. Due to
adverse public opinion, this
project was never constructed
and the permit expired.

The new site for the
proposed project is 6.2 acres in
size, of which, 4.7 acres are
wetlands, Elevations within the
site are slightly lower than the
surrounding lots.

The project includes a 240-
foot high tower, three sets of
guy cables and concrete
anchors, grounding system,
transmitter building, access
road, and three temporary
access causeways. The
transmitter building and 155
feet of the access road would be
constructed on existing
fastlands and are not subject to
regulation under the federal
permit. However, permit
authorization is required for
placement of fill in the wetland
to construct the tower base, six
anchor blocks, remainder of the
200-foot long road, and
causeways.

Temporary causeways would
be constructed to provide access
during entrenchment of the
anchor blocks. All temporary

access causeways would be
removed upon completion of
the anchoring systems.

A total of 120 transmission
radials would extend from the
base of the tower. In. the
wetland, radials would be laid
on ground surface. In fastland
areas, radials would be
entrenched 6 inches below
grade. All swamp reeds on the
site would be mowed to install
the radials and then be allowed
to revegetate the site.

‘Wanner asks that comments
on this permit application and
any request for a public hearing
to consider problems and issues
in the proposed radio antenna
transmitter facility at Tanapag
be mailed to him by April 12.
Write to the Honolulu District
Engineer, Building 230, Fort
Shafter, Hawaii 96858-5440.

The District Engineer has
sent notice of the proposed
activity to the Commonwealth
Historic Preservation Officer
and the U.S. National Park
Service for their comments on
cultural resources. Notice has
also been sent to the Fish and
Wildlife Service and the
National Marine Fisheries
Service for their comments on
endangered species and other
areas of environmental concern.

All comments will be
considered by the District
Engineer before he makes a
final decision on this
application.

‘in the U.S. the same day."
Northwest has been planning
thisexpangion forover three years,
but going has been slow "because
we've needed to negotiate with
the different governments in-
volved, which is a very regulated
procedure,” Ruch said.

Governor Signs Trial
Court Admission Law

Governor Pedro P. Tenorio
signed into law a provision for the
admission to practice law before
the Trial Court on Tuesday.

Qualifications for attorneys
entitled to receive a certificate of
admission to practice before the
Commonwealth Trial Court in-
clude attorneys admitted to prac-
tice before the High Court of the
Trust Territory prior to 1978, who
have actively practiced law in the
CNMI for at least two years, and
who are licensed to practice law

in the U.S.

Attorneysmustalsohave gradu-
ated from a school accredited by
the American Bar Association or
the American Bar Association of
Law Schools or approved by the
Commonwealth Trial Court.

The law was first offered as a
House Bill by Rep. Antonio
Camacho. It wasreviewed by the
House Committee on Judiciary
and Governmental Operations and
the Senate Committe on Judici-
ary, Governmental and Law.
