The weather ia still Tery hot and dry here,
"

except where there are belts cf trees running from

the fountain seawards. On these raia falls, from a
sprinkle to a shower, almost every night, coining

from Hamakua-lo- a by way of Lilikoi to Ilamakna-pok- o.

And if the trees in these belts cause it to

rain (aa some superstitions people suppose) then

the chances ore we shall loefe It there also, for there

has been a fire in the woods on the Hamakua side

of Haleakala for ten or twelve days past, which is

destroying the timber at a fearful rate. It is sup-

posed to have been caused by persons hunting wild

turkeys. The sight from the Talley at night is

grand indeed, but if it ia going to cause less

moisture from the clouds than wo get now, it will

prove rather an expensive display cf fire-work- s.

Years ago, when the cultivation of cane became a

profitable industry, Nature supplied the cattle in

these parts with sufficient grass the year roun.l, so

that they could be worked. Cut consequent upon

cutting down trees to clear the land and for fuel,

Nature has cease! to supply sufficient moisture to

produce grass, and the' owners cf cattle are not
educated up to the practice of sowing 6orghum or
alfalfa to provide feci for their stock, and the
consequence ia that just now when the cattle are
most needed to plow for winter planting, they are
not able to work, and are dying at the rate of three
or more a day. Some owners economically have a
couple of natives following the herd all the time h

sive the hides !

Either alfalfa or sorghum will stand the most
severe drought, and the more it is eaten off the
better it grows. In the North ami West States of
America they have to provide feed for stock during
five to seven months; this ia our winter, and why
not provide feed for our poor dumb beasts ?

It
happens to have originated in the knowledge that
the Citi of San Francisco was to leave for San
Francisco on the 13th, whilst the Cily of .Vor
York was to take the mnila on the regular day, a

week later, though it was not understood what
provision had beeii made for the November mails.
It appears, however, that fho despatch of the
Cily of San Francisco is the result of a belief
that the contractors interests will be better
served by having the spare boat at the other end
of the line, and that nothing is known hero to
warrant the pupposition that a break is immi-

nent. The New Zealand (lovcrnment has given
notice of a motion to change the route, by giving
up the forked service, and having a direct one by
way of Auckland and Honolulu, with a reduction
of JL'7,000 in the New Zealand share of the sub-
sidy. If thin change were carried out, three
steamers, it is Faid.'eould work the service. We
apprehend that nothing will be done by our gov-

ernment to alter the contract without reference
to parliament. I'ut whether the contractors
would be willing, with the consent of New Zea-

land, to make the change of route on their own
responsibility, taking the chances of approval
from our eidc afterwards, is another question.
Meanwhile, there is nothing to show that the ser-

vice is in danger of being discontinued. '

Since the appropriation of $8,000 was securedV
for a Minister Resident at Washington, there
has been a general expectation that the long-
standing difficulty of employing our Chief Justice
on foreign dipiomatio service would be speedily
settled. Tt was perfectly understood that the
appropriation was made in order to enable Judge
Allen to resign his office as our Chief Justice,
aud live in the United States, there rendering the
country puch diplomatic assistance as might be
needed ; and that this was in accordance with bi3
own wishes. Now the public ask, when is this
to be done? Is he coming back? These ques-

tions arc frequent. They are made after the ar-

rival of every mail, and continue to be made till
it is found that no one here can answer them.
He has liecn expected by every steamer since the
passage of the treaty bill. It was said ho would
bo here in time to take part in the October term

but there is lees promise now that he will be

here by the January term. Eut perhaps it is

not necessary that he come here.

on the matter. Wo are not advised from tho

Government House what communication has
been made to our absent envoy. If the necessity

was explicitly put, by the earliest mail, of an
early decision of his course of action, wo then ac-

quit the .Ministry, of neglect of duty. Where the
communication is by monthly mails, too much
diligence cannot be shown in the correspondence
on both It is to lie recollected that this
absence of a Chief Justice is not a new grievance,

The Water Snpply.
Miu Fmtor : Allow mo a space in your paper tol

make a few remarks cn the article of a writer In last
week's Advertiser, on water supply." Your
correspondent refers to a promise which I Lad made!
of restoring the former Nuuanu stream within fie

even noticed with an nnswer, my offer being perhaps
csteemca as me emanation a cranky Lraln, or the
people cf flonolula or at least the learned legislators,
preferring or rather being fond of drinking water
with ft slight taste of sea-sa- lt cr a stick In it, I of
course did not press my services any more. But
yonr correspondent having mentioned five years,.
I would respectfully remind him that wbilo six years)
ago circumstances permitted mo make such an
offer in good faith, tho last six years have wrought
such important changes in the valley, that no mafc
could undertake anything liky such a labor with
means at band such as the country could Lave offercjl
then. After drought has commenced steady inroads,
the rule is that it works with every-- year at an accel-
erated pace. The last few years have not only de-

stroyed every large tree in the valley, but have
made heavy inroads upon the low places, where the
former mass of creeping bau trees bos cither fully
disappeared or is very mnch thinned oat, and the
heat and drought has baked the soil so hard that it
will take many a shower of rain to soften the soil to
receive the water, while digging boles for planting
will be twice as slow and laboilons as when the soil
was wet. Besides this, quite a different dsn will
have to be pursued from that of six years ago, as the
sheltering trees have disappeared and replanting
will require quite different varieties of trees, wLils
planting eucalyptus trees will be out of the question
for a year or two until shelter and moisture is on
hand. t will require at least from fifty to seventy
thousand trees of the fastest growing kind and plant-
ed in selected places, to make a movement towards
water. Furthermore thcie remains the main ques-

tion to be taken into consideration, " will there be
sufficient water to insure the growth of trees, when
planted, as rains are scarce and watering trees is ft

slow process? " I know that many people of Ilono-
iulu are rejoicing' at the approaching advent of the
rainy season, I am rather afraid that the rainy
season will disappoint them with only & little and
short-live- d influence upon tLe water supply of Hono-

lulu, as the absence of forests from valley will
have not only the effect to slide the less severe show-

ers of rain, after they are split, along both sides of
the mountain and roll them over the bills into the
wooded parts cf Manoa or KaliLi, or combine thcra
again into one rims above Honolulu, so that in fact
Honolulu will be a larger recipient of rain than the
valley ittelf.

that have appeared lately In Ihe columns of the
have prompted tue to wtite on the same

subject at applied to the needs and capacity of the
young of the Hawaiian race. First among their
needs is a knowledge cf the English language, ffec

ond, the early training la habits of uacfat labor. To
supply there needs, I would have all schools tanght
In English; the curriculum of study being limited to
reading, writing, arithmetlo and geography j and
the scholars made familiar with the use o tools and
Implements of skilled labor.

Of course such a plan would Invlve the breaking
up of the present district schools and the concentra-
ting of the Hawaiian youths in large establishments.
This I believe would be wise, for while I am ready to
Acknowledge that the common school iy$Um here is
a gnod one, still I think its practical wot king
ameHntt to nothing. My reasons for so thinking are

1st The law requiring children to attend school
is, outside of Honolulu, Inoperative. Parents, In Ihe
majority of cases, do not care anything about its
enforcement any more than they do about the ear
rying into effect the laws against making ckotthao,
selling opium or awa, or stealing chickens, sheep
and goats from foreigners.

21 The teachers are generally inefficient, "ihey
are the best lhat can be obtained at the price proba-
bly, but as a class they lack two essentials : First,
the faculty of rightly governing themselves as well
as others; and secondly, the art of giving a practi-
cal direction to the book lessons their scholars learn.

3d TLe beat of teachers in Hawaiian, owing to
the alter lack of books written in that language on
arts, sciences, manufactures, and the thousand and
one Stems of practical Information with which Ihe
English reader is made familiar, find that they can
only conduct their pupils to the door of that tost li
brary in which is stored the wisdom of ages, the key
to which the English hngusge they do not
possess.

4th Whatever of influence for good the ordinary
Hawaiian district school may possess, that influence
it not supplemented by like teachings In the homes
of the tcholsrt. Hawaiian parehtt do not enforce
those habits of industry, obedience, cleanlioesa and
temperance which their children read of in their
books. They have no idea cf tpplylng lo the every-

schools, it will bo seen that the main difficulty lies in
the want of a good home Influence; and at there it
no hope that this can be remedied by schooling the
paicuti, it Lccomei teccesary to provide other hornet
for the ycung. These are be found in boarding
schools now established, and ia others lhat should
be organize 1. It it only in such schools, where tho
rupi's arc constantly under the ryes ond directions
of the teachers, that anything like good habits of
min i and body can become fixed, and a useful edu-

cation given tLe young Hawaiian. In these schools,
under the direction of able principals, there should
Lc a corps of tcachrs, and every day and evening
should te devoted to and organized rec-
reations. As the use cf tools would form an impor-ta- nt

feature in the plan, it would be necessary to
Lave teachers who understood their use. These
could be obtained as Ihey were needed. Ia another
communication I propose to disease the wtyt and
me ant for making toil ri0 rrctleablr. X.

Decline in Prices of Goods- -

which End their jriueijal customers among tho
middle or laboring class of the population, those
in short, w';o i.ave been obliged to economize
their tueans.

town deah-rs- , Mich as A. T. ritcwart i Co., L"rd
I:nl .r, Aiuold, Cunetable A Co., and others.

All .t" them have putdjwn rriees. and under the
-- jurof cmp titiun are acting on the principle
of .jiiiek sales and email profit. The policy of
thus leading the way from a dull to an active
trade by oOlrirg unusual incentives to buy is
undoubtedly a good one. From a New York
paper the annexed statement is given :

" The better clast or dealers agree that t rices
promise to remain low. They are convinced that
they have reached hard pan, and that they iuuot
work therein. Every sign and indication g its to
htrengtheu their conviction. In scores of fashion-
able shop windows placards are now tu be seen,
where they never were ecen before, announcing
the cheapness uf the article on exhibition. A
rair of hose that a vear or two ago would cost js I

- .or si L, is nuw jaoeiea witn a caru on wi;icn is
rrinted oOc."' or "75c." Undershirts which
used to reach Iroin to - are now exposeJ m
the windows and marked down to 50 cents and

1. 5lany shirt makers advertise to make twelve
shirts for as many 1 bills, or a single shirt can
be bought for $1 at places where two years ago
the cheapest they bad cost 2."

All kinds of hosiery have been marked down
per cent., and the price of linen and fine

dress goods has also been reduced. A short time
ago it was predicted that in consequence of the
short crop of raw fcilk the price of all kinds of
manufactured silks would advance. But thus far
they have not been affected. In answer to inquir-
ies about the matter, A. T. Stewart & Co., said,
"There lias been no advance in eilks, and they
did not know that there would be;" that they
had a large and splendid stock of silks, and there
would certainly be no change in prices until it
was sold out. Arnold, Constable & Co., thought
there would be a small advance, but Lord & Tay-
lor did not believe there would be an advance
cither in eilks or dry goods for some time yet to
come. Largo stocks of eilks on hard with no
change in prices arc reported Ly ott er dealers,
and all report a general marking dow n in every
variety of dry goods. Woolens, too, are lower
than they have been for years. The Sun says
that in Baltimore the prices ticketed on goods in
the windows indicate similar reductions. Bread-stuff- s,

too, are low, though we believe meats
have not yet been reduced. With low prices for
all articles of wear and consumption, lower
wages will be less sensibly felt by the working
classes, and having reached hard pan, things will
get better.

Foreign Summary.
Young Napoleon has been invited by the Czar

to shoot with him this fill.
The rereJos for Trinity Church, as a memorial of

John Jacob Astor, will cost 150,000.
A St. Petersburg paper asserts that Russia has at

present nearly 1,000,000 men under arms and 2G70
field pieces, and the army can be increased to 2,500,-00- 0

men without calling out the reserves.
Another brilliant project came to naught. The

Bessemer anti-seasickn- steamer, built for service
between Dover and Calais, having proved a failure
has been sold, and will be split up for old iron. She
cost nearly a million dollars, and was sold for 250,-00- 0.

Germany and England, being Protestant countries,
have thought it their duty to protect the Protestants
in Spain from alleged intolerance. Spain has
guaranteed religious liberty to all her subjects, but
it is said that the government has not executed its
promises.

Bismarck's' health is better, but he has been ob-

liged to renounce all work and avoid all excitement.
He receives neither letters nor telegrams all pass
into the hands of his family and official assistants.

The co' ton crop raised at the South this year is
the largest since the war, and reaches the eucourag-in- g

figure of 4,030,228 bales. The largest crop ever
produced was that of 1859-C- 0 which was only 482
bales in excess of this year.

In a recent discourse Brigham Young said : "For
forty-thre- e years I have been more or less engaged
preaching to the people. My talking organs are
now pretty much exhausted, but my general health
is even better than when I was a young man. I
never felt better."

The unfinished Washington Monument is now one
hundred and seventy-fo-ur feet high. It was begun
in 1848, more than a quarter of a century ago, and
until this spring it stood in the center of an unsight-
ly square of mud, which is now a pleasant park. It
has cost, so far, two hundred and thirty thousand
dollars,

Tiie hostile savages are covertly creeping back to
the agencies to be fed during the winter, so as to be
the better prepared for the next Bummer's campaign.
So little is known by the military authorities of the
Indians really engaged in the Sioux war that most
of Sitting Bull's warriors are not only likely to es-

cape punishment but to be received with open
arms.

The French are greatly exercised over the fact
that their numbers arc decreasing. The population
of France is not as large as it was a few years ago.
The elder Napoleon once said, ''What France wants
is mothers;" but it evidently wants children now as
well. The excess of births over deaths has largely
decreased of late.

Some of the leadiog Methodists of Michigan are
much disturbed because dancing is allowed at the
State University, where many of their sons and
daughters are educated. They do net know exactly
what to do about it, but think that the danoing
ought, in some way or other, to be stopped. But
it is very hard now-a-da- ys to make young people
stop dancing till they are too tired to stand up.

E.nolisii papers bewail the hard times, and abound
in reports of failures, stopping of factories or run-
ning on short time, indignation meetings of laborers
out of work, disturbances and riots, the growth of a
tramping class, and all the indications of proverty,
privation and suffering with which the great cities
of the United btates have only recently become
ftmiliar.

The Ann Eliza alimony case continues to excite
intense interest in bait Lake, ami the people anx-
iously wait to see what Brigham is going to do about
the order of the court male on the 31st of July last.
The order was that Brigham should pay Ann Eliza
53,000 alimony and 100 a month pending the suit,
within thirty days, or take the consequences. The
thirty days have just expired, and Lrigham has
made no payment yet.

Wore was begun in August on the fair to which
the city of Paris invites the nations for May 1, 1878.
The edifice is to be composed of the now generally
accepted materials of glass and iron, with the ex
ception that the two extremities, or two grand
facades, will be constructed in dressed stone, on a
grandiose design, ornamented with statuary. It is
to be erected on the graml thamp ue .Mars, of which
it will occupy two hundred and forty square metres,
or nearly thirty hectares.

The active export
demand for flour and wheat at steadily advancing
prices is one of the latest and most favorable sigus cf
the general situation.

Mr. Joiix Walter, proprietor of the London
Times, is the latest notable arrival at Philadelphia.
Mr. Walter inherited the Tlnus from his father.
who, in turn, was the son and successor of the Jthn
Waiter who founded the London Times. And with (

the newspaper Mr. Walter has inherited the talents
and enterprise of h;s father and grandfather, through
whose- - energy and ability the Times grew to the
power it is in Great Britain and in the world. The
present John Walter is the inventor or perfector of
the Walter press. He is a journalist of thirty years
experience, a politician of cote, and has been wel-

comed to Philadelphia as one of the most prominent
English personages of the time.

A Washington dispatch states that the internal
revenue receipts from all sources for the past three
months show a decided increase over the correspond-
ing months of last year. Since the country has
risen from the slough of despond great activity in
many channels cf trade may be confidently antici-
pated. At few periods in our history, perhaps none,
was there such an abundance of home products of
agriculture and manufacture awaiting consumption.
The great basis of all enduring trade is the inter-
change cf these commodities; and it is reasonable to
expect that the period is near at hand when the
traffic in them will assume gigantic proportions.
