The ‘Superior Court of the
Northern Marianas is expected
to decide today whether the
Board of Elections will perma-
nently be inhibited to conduct
hearings on some 24 contested
ballots during the last general
elections on Tinian and whether
it will order the board to count
the ballots and certify the win-
ners.

- Associate Judge Alexandro
Castro is expected to issue out a
decision on whether it is within
the Board’s jurisdiction to hear
election contgsts which use. to
fall under their domain prior to
the enactment of Public Law 5-
7, the new Election Code.

Castro issued out a temporary
restraining order last November
25, 1991 after lawyer Theodore
Mitchell earlier filed a motion
for TRO and preliminary in-
junction to prevent the board
from hearing the said cases.

Mitchell, acting ascounsel for
plaintiffs Esteven M. King et al.
was expected to have filed mo-
tions for a permanent injunction
and summary judgement after
he allegedly found the Board of
elections to be acting outside of
its lawful jurisdiction in con-
ducting hearings for the Tinian
poll cases. .

According to the plaintiff’s
earlier motion, the jurisdiction
to hear and determine election
contests is vested either in the
House of Representatives, the
Senate, or the Superior Court,
depending on the election on
issue.

Improvement Program (OMIP))
administered by the Office of
Territorial and International
Affairs of the United States De-
partment of the Interior.

According to a news release

from the Commonwealth News
Service, three grants -totalling
$216,644 will be used by the
Mayors of Rota, Tinian, and
Saipan to hire a municipal ad-
visor each toassist the mayors in
improving the planning, bud-
géting, finance, and
managements systems in each
municipality.

The mayors will contribute a
total of $70,548 from their bud-
gets as matching funds during
the first year of the three year
program.

The advisors to be hired will
have substantial experience in
city managing and city planning
and will be able to bring modemn
municipal administration tech-
niques to Commonwealth
municipalities.

A key focus of improved
management and planning will
be in the arca of operations and
maintenance of public buildings,
facilities, and equipment.

In the second and third years,
the federal share will be reduced
and the local share will be in-
creased such that at the end of
the three programs, the federal

andlocal contributions will stand

equal.

Meanwhile, an additional
$61,000 to be matched by
$61,000 in local funds was
awarded to the Northern
Marianas College to hire an op-
erations and maintenance
training program for Common-

operations and maintenance du-
ties, or supervising and managing

A comprehensive manpower
training needs assessment and
program curriculum will be de-
veloped as part of the project to
serve agencies such as the De-

Commonwealth Utilities Cor-
poration, and Public School
System, and other agencies with
operations and maintenance re-
sponsibilities.

. These grants follow an earlier
grant of $219,450 from the De-
partment of Interior for a
comprehensive .solid waste
management plan for the Com-
monwealth and the design of a
new Saipan sanitary landfill. -

Design of the new landfill has
begun, and aqualified consulting
firm will be hired to produced
the solid waste managementplan
after a nationwide competitive
bid process. This one year grant
will also be matched by local
funds.

All OMIP grants implement
priorities contained in the
Commonwealth’s plan produced
by professional engineers, fi-
nancial experts, and municipal
administration specialists from’
firms of Louis Berger Intena-
tional and the Barett Consulting
Group in consultation with
Commonwealth departments
and agencies, and the Com-
monwealth Legislature,

The plan was tailored to fit
Commonwealth needs, and was
officially adopted by the Com-
monwealth executive branch.

Changes at MITC
improves quality
customer service

‘A special Quality Program
aimed at keeping the
Micronesian Telecommunica-
tion Company’s (MTC) goal of
providing quality service to cus-
tomers every single time was
recently instituted in the com-
pany as part of the celebration of
National Quality Month, ac-
cording to a press release.

Specific operators which pro-
cess Director Assistance calls
only have also been mobilized
by the Operator Services. Since
this resulted in an improved an-
swer time for callers, this prac-
tice has been continued specially
during peak hours.

“The involvement of em-
ployees in the National Quality
Month has made them more sen-
sitive to customer needs,” Ser-
vice Operations Manager Moune
Romano said.

The international community
should pursue its efforts to pro-
mote and diffuse renewable
energy technologies in coopera-
tion with the private sector, Dr.
Sangra Sabhasri, Minister of
Science Tehnology and Energy
at the inanguration of Asia En-
ergy ‘91 at the World Trade
Center.

Asia Energy ‘91 featured an in-
ternational four-day conference
on renewable energy develop-
ment bringing together energy
experts, renewable technology
developers, financial institutions
and government officials at the
policy -making level.

Parallel to the said conference is
an international exhibition on
rencwable energy technologies.
New and renewable sources of
energy employ a wide range of
technologies tohamess naturally
occuring and practically inex-
haustible sunlight, winds,
geothermal, hydro and organic
bio-mass into intermediate fuel
forms.

Many countries in the Asia-Pa-
cific Region are endowed with
such energy-sources.

to have vested the administra-
tion of business licenses under
the jurisdiction of the Finance
Director although the authority
of issuing business licenses is
held by the Department of Com-
merce and Labor.

The House committee feltthat -

this jurisdictional overlap should
be eliminated by giving the
DOCL the sole authority to ad-
minister the business licensing
law.

Under the bill, steeper re-
quirements for business license
applicants and renewals must be
provided — furnishing current
certificates for businessactivities
involving a specialized profes-
sion or trade, designated office
locations, proof of immigration
status, proof that tax return filing
is current, and proof that holder
of certificate of foreign invest-
ment continues to meet the
requirements of the certificate.

Licenses will not be issued to
any applicant who has been
convicted of illicit business
practices in the Commonwealth,
the US, or any of its political
subdivisions, for at least five
years after completion of their
sentence, or five year after their
conviction if no sentence was
ordered.

Under the proposed bill, the
uniform license fee issetat $100
from the present $50, applicable
toall businesses unless otherwise
provided by law or regulation.

The DOCL will likewise be
given the authority to set by
regulation additional fees for
specific business situations. It
will also be given greater au-
thority torevoke, and suspend or
otherwise limit business licenses
by regulation.

“The bill in essence will give
us more authority to regulate
business licensing system as it
will task us with the formulation
of regulations, as well as fees for
the licenses. It will give us more
strength to weed out misfits,”
said Cris Kaipat, Chief of
DOCL’s Business Licensing
Division. _

It was noted that a lot of

businesses have been renewing

their businesses for the past 3 to
5 years though no business ac-
tivity is being engaged in.

This has compounded a lot of
problems that the Common-
wealth is experiencing in the
sense that these people has al-
legedly been impacting
infrastructure without any gain
for the CNMI.

“We need to streamline our
policies because thereissomuch
abuse to the licensing system. I
can foresee problems because
just anybody who may not be
financially capable 10 engage in
business could come into the
CNMI and obtain a license for a
mere $50,” said Kaipat in an
interview wherehe aired support
for the bill.

that it includes members of both
parties. It thus becomes - again,
atleast theoretically speaking - a
bi-partisan if not apolitical body
when it functions as the local
law making body.

The present arrangement, it
seems to me, is both efficient
and cost effective. A single
elections provides for both “na-
tional” legislative and “local”
legislative bodies , and the staff
and facilities that the individual
members already have access to
have, at least over the past 12
years, proved to be more than
adequate to meet their needs.

The idea of a separate election
for the Saipan legislative del-

egation doesn’t make a lot of

sense to me. The voters made
their ¢hoice when they voted fro
the members of the legislature.
Should there be a second vote,
sothatonly some of the members

of the legislature serve a local
delegation? For what purpose?
Our legislators are being paid
a very high salary. If this is
viewed for paying them for dual
function as “national” as well as
\"local” legislators - not all that
heavy a burden - that salary be-
comes a little more palatable.
The municipal councils serve
in an executive capacity - ad-

vising and i support of the

mayor,; to give them legislative
powers would only resultin con-
fusion and muddying of function.

In short, if either the munic-
ipal council or the legislative
delegation is to be eliminated, it
would appear that the elimination
of the municipal council, which
now has largely only advisory
powers, would be the more ap-
propriate.
