Although we feel somewhat
surprised yet we hail the Adver-

tiser editorial of this morning
with a deep-fel- t degree of perfect
appreciation, ilr.

It is a pity, but it is a fact that
three of tho most valued teachers
of thes Fort Street School have
refused to bo recommissioned on
tho "swearing" condition.
