HAGATNA-GovemorCarl T. 
C. Gutierrez yesterday signed into 
law an emergency stop-gap spend­
ing bill that will allow the Gov­
ernment of Guam's line agencies 
to remain open through Septem­
ber. which is the last month of 
fiscal year 1999. 

Gutierrez signs emergency stop-gap measure into law hands are "tied." 
In addition, the new law does 

not allow the governor from 
transferring money to needed 
school supplies and other class­
room materials. 

Bill 296, which is now Public 
Law 25-71, gives the executive 
branch authority to spend $19.6 
million and the option to borrow 
up to $6 million. 

GovGuam now has money to 
pay the salaries of its employees 
until the Legislature can come up 
with a budget for fiscal year 2000, 
which begins on Oct. I. 

The administration said it needs 

$40million, but the governoryes­
terday said he is still happy that 
the Legislature acted to prevent a 
GovGuam shutdown. 

One of the provisions of the 
new law restricts the use of the 
government's cellular phones and 
vehicles. 

Citing GovGuam 's financial 
condition, Gutierrez said he agrees 
that there is a need to pare down 
on these expenses despite the pos­
sible impact on government pro- · 
ductivity and efficiency. 

He said he will direct all agen­
cies and departments to go be­

Bill is now ready for 
Managaha sanctuary

LEGISLATION needed for 
the realization of the first-ever 
sanctuary project on Saipan is 
now ready to be moved in the 
House of Representatives, ac­
cording to its sponsor. Rep. 
Heinz Hofschneider. 

Hofschneider (R-Saipan) 
said the bills on marine sanc­
tuary for Managaha Island will 
soon he introduced at the leg­
islature. 

The bill, according to Fish 
and Wildlife officials, is 
needed to finally and give life 

to Saipan's most important 
fishery project. 

The sanctuary, is an enclo­
sure wherein fishing and other 
related activities are prohib­
ited in order to allow fish and 
other ocean species to grow. 

The development which is 
being undertaken by techni­
cians from the fishery section 
of the DFW is already nearing 
completion. 

A similar project which was 
called by Tinian officials on 
their island has long been com­
pleted, but DFW personnel 
said the project has remained 
as an empty enclosure due to 
the absence of a sponsorship. 

Hofschneider said after in­
troducing the legislation on 
the Saipan sanctuary, he will 
immediately convene a public 
hearing in order to gather in­
puts from the local residents. 
especially those who would 
be affected by the enclosure. 

··For the henefi t and safety 
of not only local people but 
also tourists who utilize the 
island of Managaha. we are 
going to do a public hearing," 
said the legislator. 

fiscal year, the restrictions on 
the use of cellular phones and 
government vehicles.

DPH reports new 
Chlamydia cases

CHLAMYDIA, the world's most 
common sexually-transmitted dis­
ease (STD) rates number one 
again, among ten of the most com­
monly reported diseases in the 
CNMI for the month of July. 

According to the Department 
of Public Health's (DPH) monthly 
morbidity Teport, chlamydia is 
down to 16 cases last month, as 
opposed to last June's 19 cases. 

Chlamydia is said to be the most 
frequently reported infectious dis­
ease, even in the United States. 

A significant percentage of 
people with the STD don't realize 
they 're infected. 

Up to 40 percent of women 
with untreated chlamydia develop 
pelvic inflammatory disease 
which can lead to infertility, 
chronic pelvic pain or life-threat­
ening tubal pregnancies. 

Hepatitis B ranks second in the 
most number of cases in a one­
month period. 

The department was able to note 

ten cases of Hepatitis B patients 
for the month of July. This is a 50 
percent increase compared to last 
month's 5 reported cases. 

Furthermore, DPH reported 
nine new cases of syphilis and 
tuberculosis (TB). 

Syphilis, just like HIV and 
AIDS, can also be acquired 
through placeqtal transmission, 
and through blood transfusion if 
the donor is in the early stages of 
the disease. If left untreated for a 
long period, syphilis can cause 
irreversible brain damage, skin 
lesions and heart disease. 

TB, a communicable disease 
which manifests itself in lesions 
of the lungs, bones and other parts 
of the body, has been rampant in 
the CNMI due to a high rate of 
smoking. 

Meanwhile, DPH also reported 
the following diseases in July: 
three cases of salmonellosis, two 
cases of gonorrhea, and single 
cases of fish poisoning, food poi­
soning, rheumatic fever, and 
shigellosis.

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Torres airs complaint 

DEQ gives garment firm 10 
days to comply with order

MICRONESIAN Garment 
Manufacturers, also known as 
Diorva, was given ten working 
days to comply with an adminis­
trative order issued by the Divi­
sion of Environmental Quality 
less than two weeks ago arising 
from environmental infractions 
the firm has committed, the DEQ 
said. 

DEQ was asked to respond to 
criticism hurled in the letter sent 
by Joseph Torres on a previous 
DEQ action against the firm, and 
it said Diorva or Micronesian was 
given until Thursday to correct 
the problems cited in the order 
issued August 19. 

Michael Wright, the division's 
public information officer said 
Torres has the right to voice his 
opinion and they "have no prob­
lem with that." 

The environmental office is­
sued the order after finding that 
Diorva 's faulty wastewater lift 
station was responsible for a num­
ber of sewage overflow in As 
Lito. It said the complaint even 

dates back as early as 1997. · 
The same infraction again re­

portedly occurred last May and it 
was caused by a faulty pump which, 
the DEQ found out during an in­
spection two months later, was not 
yet repaired. 

Because of this, the company 
was fined $1,000. 

During the same inspection, it 
was found out that the violating 
firm has been operating two gen­
erators which were not covered by 
permits for over a year now. 

These power systems were re­
portedly not secured in a noise­

. reduction housing. 
Torres, in his letter last week, 

charged that the administrative or­
der"is like the stray dogs in Chalan 
Kanoa: All bark but no bite." He 
said $1,000 was "barely a slap on 
the wrist" for the violating com­
pany. 

He corrected the administrative 
order saying "it fails to note that 
MGM and Diorva are two compa, 
nies operating on one site." 

He prodded the DEQ and the 
Coastal Resources Management to 
exercise theirauthority andqotheir 

jobs. 
"Once ina while, on a very rare 

occasions, our local agencies do 
wakeupandremembertodotheir 
jobs. Now let's see if they have 
the guts to go out and enforce the 
order," Torres wrote. 

He disclosed that when he 
checked the subject of the orders, 
the generators were."still running. 
still noisy, and still stinky, just 
like the sewage overflow." 

However, Wrightsaidthatsince 
an order has been issued, he 
"would like to think that they (the 
involved firm) are now working 
on it:" 

He said Torres has every right 
to voice his concern, but he was 
"assuming that subject of the or­
der is now working to correct the 
problem." 

Theinformationofficersaid that 
while working on the infraction, 
the company is temporarily al­
lowed to operate the generators 
from 6 a.m. up to 6 p.m. 

According to him, the DEQ 
will again visit the firms to check 
whether its order was complied 
upon.

Majuro-Marshall Islands health

Many in-patients were dis­
charged by doctors and went home 
as virtually all medical staffleft the 
hospital in a well coordinated pro­
test. 

"One thing is for certain," said 
acting hospital administrator and 
pharmacist Sandy Alfred who was 
fired Friday, "they are moving to 
meet our demands but they are not 
moving fast enough." 

Health staff agreed at midnight 
Saturday to return to providing 
minimum essential emergency 
room services and staffing the in 
patient wards. 

"Everyone is still not back to 
work until we see what develops 
on Monday," Alfred said Sunday 
morning. 

DeBrum met twice on Saturday 
with health staff, promising Cabi­
net action on the problem on Mon­
day and appealing to the workers to 
return to staff the hospital. 

His first appeal was rejected but 
after the second meeting with 
deBrum shortly before midnight 
Saturday, health staff met and 
agreed to return to limited service, 
taking a wait and see position.

Underthe scheme participants 
are asked to pay a joining fee to 
a particular bank account oper­
ated by the local promoters, and 
in return the participants have to 
recruit more people into the 
scheme who pay a similar join­
ing fee. 

The scheme offered very high 
interest rates with the original 
investors being paid by those 
who joined later. 

They eventually failed when 
no new investors joined:·

schemes are doomed to fail be­
cause ··there cannot be a endless 
line of investors··.

The environment group, 0 Le 
Siosiomaga Society Inc, has taken 
it upon itself to attack OSA be­
cause it can become so severe the 
sufferer ends up being engaged in 
self-strangulation for long periods 
during sleep. 

The results form a long list of 
symptoms including daytime 
sleepiness, memory lapses, inita­
bility, depression, high blood pres­
sure, serious heart conditions, 

sexual problems and morning head­
aches. 

"It makes no sense forus to try to 
get healthy forests and healthy fish 
and birds and you find the people 
are not able to enjoy the 

beautiful environment," said 
Doctor Walter Vermullen, director 
of Siosiomaga, in explaining their 
branching out into the heath area. 

OSA occurs when the muscles 
that control the tongue and soft 
pal ate relax too much during sleep, 
causing snoring and breathing dif­
ficulties. 

'"Breathing can cease for IO sec­
onds to two minutes, sometimes 
several hundred times a night," a 

release from the SiosiomagaSieep 
Unit stated. 

In collaboration with Professor 
Colin Sullivan's Sleep Unit at the 
Royal Prince Alfred Hospital in 
Sydney, Australia, theSiosiomaga 
Sleep Unit now has equipment to 
diagnose and treat OSA, although 
not cure it. 

··once you have it, it stays with 
you the rest of your life, ·· Dr 
Vermullen, an environmentalist as 
well as a doctor of medicine said. 

He said they have the Health 
Department's blessings for their 
sleep unit, because government 
health services are already strained 
under budgetary limitations.

MANILA,Philippines(AP)-A 
congressional leaderurged the gov­
ernm~nt Sunday to form an elite 
team of government lawyers to help 
the internal revenue bureau pursue 
tax evasion cases worth about 70 
billion pesos ($ 1.8 billion). 

House ofRepresentatives deputy 
speaker Eduardo Gul!as said pros­
ecuting the_ cases would boost a 
government campaign on tax pay­
ment compliance and help raise 
badly needed revenue. 

Gull as said the amount was more 
than enough to cover the Philip­
pines' projected 68.4 billion peso 
($ 1.75 billion) budget deficit this 
year. 

"If we win these cases, compli­
ance will surely improve. If we 
Jose these cases, we 're afraid that 
more unscrupulous big taxpayers 
might be emboldened to underpay 
their obligations," Gullas said in a 
statement. 

Citing a report by the Bureau of 
Internal Revenue, Gullas said the 
70 billion ($ 1.8 billion) in unpaid 
tax.es involved 14 tax evasion cases 
that are pending in different courts 
nationwide and 22 oilier cases that 
have been reported and are being 
investigated by the Department of 
Justice. 

Gullas did not identify the al­
leged tax evaders or give other 
details.

RP vice mayor 
killed in clash 

MALOLOS,Philippines (AP)­
A Philippine town vice mayor and 
three other people were killed when 
two groups clashed apparently in a 
political feud during a wake in a 
village north of Manila, police said 
Sunday. 

Police said those killed Saturday 
night in San Miguel town in 
Bulacan province were Manuel 
Dantes, the town's vice mayor, his 
son, thepolicechiefofSan Miguel's 
San Jose village and a former po­
lice chief of that village. 

The clash occurred in San Jose 
village, about 70 kilometers ( 45 
miles) north of Manila. 

Bulacan police chief Augusto 
Angoanan said one of the two 
groups, while at a wake of a politi­
cal leader in San Jose, opened fire. 
The other retaliated. 

Dantes and a companion, San 
Jose police chief AlfredoGuevarra, 
were the first to fall in the shootout. 

Dantes' son, Eduardo, fired on 
the other group, killing former San 
Jose police chief Rodolfo Lagroso, 
but was later shot and killed him­
self, police said. 

One other person at the wake 
was shot and injured. 

Police have arrested two men 
who joined the shooting and are 
searching for two others. 

Many intense political rivalries 
end up in deadly clashes in the 
Philippines, especially in southern 
Mindanao region, where many 
powerful political families main­
tain armed followers to protect and 
project their influence.

The government has until Oc­
tober of next year to call a gen­
eral election, but some analysts 
and politicians believe turbu­
lence within the ruling camp 
could force Obuchi to call an 
election by the end of this year. 

Indonesia bank probe 
to include central bank 
SINGAPORE (AP) - An in­
vestigation into a corruption 
scandal at Indonesia's Bank Bali 
is progressing too slowly and 
will be extended to the country's 
central bank, a senior World 
Bank official said Sunday. 

Indonesian authorities have 
given Price WaterhouseCoopers 
the go-ahead to audit Bank In­
donesia, the country's central 
bank. said Jean-Michel 
Severino, the World Bank's vice 
president for East Asia and the 
Pacific. 

'"The government auditing 
body has given 
Price WaterhouseCoopers the 
mandate to investigate," 
Severino said on the sidelines 
of a conference in Singapore. 

Official investigations have 
so far been '"too slow - that is 
why the pressure has increased," 
Severino added. 

The scandal broke last month 
after an audit found that Bank 
Bali's directors had used gov­
ernment bailout money to pay a 
$ 80 million fee to a debt collec­
tion company controlled by the 
ruling Golkar Party's deputy 
treasurer. 

Golkar opponents allege the 
money - which has since been 
returned - was intended to 
bankroll Indonesian President 
B.J. Habibie's campaign to re­
main in power when an elec­
toral college selects the next 
head of state in November. 

Tile disclosure of the affair 
caused an uproar, unnerving in­
vestors in the currency and eq-

uity markets for weeks. 
The World Bank earlier 

threatened to halt funding for 
Indonesia if it doesn't swiftly 
and satisfactorily conclude an 
investigation. 

Last week, the IMF called for 
an audit of the central bank to 
ascertain how the funds went. 
missing. 

Bank Indonesia's Deputy 
Gov. Miranda Goltom said that 
the government is fully aware 
of the concerns shown by the 
international agencies regard­
ing the investigation. 

"We have tried to speed it 
(the investigation) up, but we 
also need the support of the pub­
lic," Goltom, who was also at 
the two-day Singapore confer­
ence Sunday, told reporters. 

The government will do any­
thing within the law to ensure 
the investigation is fair and 
transparent, Goltom added. 

Severino said Habibie's gov­
ernment will also make a state­
ment on the progress of the in­
vestigation in Parliament Sept. 
4. 

He reiterated the World Bank 
stand that all non-project loans 
will be halted if the investiga­
tions are not settled in a tra~s­
parent manner. 

The key issues are '"trust, 
transparency and the general 
confidence that the process will 
go forward," he said.

SINGAPORE, (Reuters) -
Japan expects gross domestic 
product growth this year to 
come in above the 0.2 percent 
forecast by the International 
Monetary Fund, a finance min­
istry official said here on Sat­
urday. 

"The IMF projection for this 
year 1999 is 0.2 percent, but 
we think it should be higher 
than that," the official, who 
declined to be named, told re­
porters on the sidelines of a 
meeting of Asia-Pacific cen­
tral bank and finance ministry 
deputies. 

Japan turned in a stunning 
economic performance in the 
January-March quarter this 
year, posting two percent 
growth quarter on quarter, or 
annualised growth of 7.9 per­
cent. April-June GDP growth 
is expected to be lower. 

But even if second-quarter 
GDP was flat, the big jump in 
the first quarter meant the an­
nual rate would be positive, 
the official said. 
· Depending on second quar­
ter GDP data, Tokyo would 
consider additional economic 
stimulus measures, he said. 

"We cannot tell whether the 
Japanese economy now is in a 
firmly established recovery 
process, but the.re are many 
elements that show the recov­
ery is starting." 

The news was a good start 
to one-and-a-half days of 
meetings of the Manila Frame­
work, grouping delegates from 
'Australia, Brunei, Canada, 
China, Hong Kong, Indone­
sia, Japan, South Korea, Ma­
laysia, New Zealand, the Phil­
ippines, Singapore, Thailand 
and the United States. · 

Officials from the Interna­
tional Monetary Fund, the 
World Bank and Asian Devel­
opment Bank are also attend­
ing the meetings. 

The group was set up in 1997 
to meet twice yearly to dis­
cuss the response to Asia's 
worst economic crisis in de­
cades. 

Singapore's central bank 
chairman and Deputy Prime 
Minister Lee Hsien Loong said 
many Asian economies still 
lacked the institutional frame­
work to deal with large surges 
of capital. 

"These surges cause bubbles 
and crashes which can do great 

harm tc economies, especially 
small and vulnerable ones." 

He said the liberalisation of 
capital accounts should not 
outpace the abilities of a 
country's domestic financial 
systems. 

He gave the example of In­
donesia, where the govern­
ment did not know how much 
companies had borrowed when 
the crisis struck. 

"The total was U.S. $50 bil­
lion, more than double 
Indonesia's gross foreign re­
serves," he said. 

Indonesia's bank reform 
programme has been con­
sumed by the scandal of bank­
ing deals done by PT Bank 
Bali Tbk. 

The investigations involve 
payment of a fee by Bank Bali 
- of more than $70 million at 
current exchange rates - to a 
firm run by an official of the 
ruling Golkar party to help 
recover loans from the Indo­
nesian Bank Restructuring 
Agency. 

World Bank vice president 
for East Asia and the Pacific, 
Jean-Michel Severino said the· 
probe had been too slow. 

Manila Framework officials 
also had the economic out­
looks of China and the United 
States on their agenda to as­
sess what impact a change in 
them might have on the frag­
ile recovery process. 

Li Ruogu, director general 
of the International Depart­
ment of China's central bank, 
the People's Bank of China, 
said his country's economic 
fundamentals were strong 
enough to sustain the value of 
the yuan, a key factor in the 
region's recovery process. 

"We have high reserves and 
we still have a trade surplus. 
Our economic growth was 7 .6 
percent in the first half, and is 
expected to be seven percent 
for the whole year," Li said.

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China-Japan trade up 
BEIJING (AP)-China's exports to Japan grew 3.8 percent in the 
first half of 1999 from a year earlier, statistics reported Sunday show. 

The figures, quoted in the state-run China Business Weekly, show 
two-way trade between China and Japan grew 9.5 percent to$ 29.1 
billion in first-half 1999 from a year earlier. 

During the same period China's total foreign trade grew 4.4 
percent. 

Exports of finished industrial products to Japan rose 4.2 percent to 
$ 1.1 billion by the end of June, while exports of raw materials fell 
by 1.2 percent. 

An official with the government think tank Chinese Academy of 
International Trade and Economic Cooperation quoted in the same 
report said trade with Japan will continue to grow in the second half 
of 1999. 

Xu Changwen, director of the academy's Asia and Africa depart­
ment, said yearly bilateral trade between China and Japan will exceed 
$ 60 billion by the end of 1999, compared with$ 57 .9 billion in 1998.

NEW DELHI, India (AP) - A 
passenger bus went out of control 
in a western state and plunged 
from a bridge into a river killing 
14 people and injuring 30 others, 
police said Sunday. 

Police rescue teams found 11 · 
bodies after the accident in the 
Banganga river late Saturday and 
three other wounded died before 

they could be taken to hospital, 
police said. 

Few other details were avail­
able from the site of the accident 
near Bharatpur town in the desert 
state of Rajasthan, Press Trust of 
India reported. 

Bharatpur is 300 kilometers 
(180 miles) south of India's capi­
tal New Delhi. 
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Peace ahead of Timor vote 
DILi, Indonesia (AP) - East 
Timer's pro and anti-indepen­
dence leaders agreed Sunday to 
end years of bitter fighting as 
Indonesia's military and police 
promised to maintain security 
on the eve of a referendum on 
the future of the troubled terri­
tory. 

U.N. Secretary-General and 
the pope pleaded for peace and 
democracy. 

Under a new U.N.-brokered 
peace deal, the rival factions 
agreed to keep their armed sup­
porters off the territory's streets 
and to lay down their weapons. 
They also promised to abide by 
the ballot's outcome. 

About 438,000 people have 
registered to vote Monday on 
whether mainly Roman Catho­
lic East Timor remains part of 
Muslim-dominated Indonesia as 
an autonomous region or takes 
full independence. 

U.N. officials, who are orga­
nizing the plebiscite, fear many 
Timorese might be too scared to 
cast ballots despite repeated as­
surances that voting will be con­
ducted in secret. 

An escalation in bloodshed 
and a failure by Indonesia's 
police and army to rein in anti­
independence militias has 
marred campaigning. Ten 
people have been killed in vio­
lence since last Thursday alone. 

Dozens have been killed since 
the beginning of the year and an 
estimated 60,000 have fled their 
homes. 

Just hours after the peace deal 
was unveiled, members of rival 
armed gangs brawled in an im-

poverished part of DilL 
Indonesia's security forces, 

accused of supporting the mili­
tias, vowed Sunday to ensure 
voter safety and to clamp down 
on troublemakers. 

East Timor's spiritual leader 
and 1996 Nobel Peace Prize 
winner Bishop Carlos Belo 
called for all registered voters 
to cast ballots at the 200 polling 
centers. 

"Don't be afraid, be brave and 
choose the future for East 
Timor," Belo said in a sermon 
read in all Timorese churches 
on Sunday. 

At a joint ceremony with fac­
tion leaders, Indonesian police 
agreed to arrest anyone caught 
with weapons. 

The United Nations has ac­
cused police of doing little to 
stop the militias. Despite wide­
spread attacks no militiamen 
have been arrested. 

Some witnesses claim police 
officers have helped militia 
forces attack pro-independence 
rivals. 

"This an opportunity for us to 
take a new step in history," said 
Eurico Guterres, the chief of the 
Aitarak militia gang. 

His followers have been ac­
cused of killing and terrorizing 
civilians and threatening and as­
saulting U.N. staff. 

Guterres and Falur Rate Laek, 
a senior commander of the 
Falintil separatist guerrillas, 
both smiled and embraced each 
other after pledging to respect 
the outcome of the vote, ex­
pected to be announced by Sept. 
7.

It is unclear whether the latest 
peace deal will last. Similar ac­
cords have been signed in the 
past only to be broken almost 
immediately. 

Only a few days ago, Guterres 
warned that East Timor would 
become a "sea of fire" if the 
autonomy option was rejected. 

Other anti-independence 
leaders have warned of a civil 
war if autonomy is rejected. 

Laek, who wjth hundreds of 
other guerrillas has been fight­
ing a 23-year insurgency against 
Indonesian troops and their mi­
litia supporters, urged an end to 
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the violence. 
"This war has no winners and 

no losers. The more we fight on, 
the more mistakes we will 
make," Laek said. 

Independence activists have 
said they expect to win the bal­
lot by a landslide. Along with 
U.N. officials, they have ac­
cused the militias of trying to 
scare voters away from the polls. 

Indonesia invaded the former 
Portuguese territory in 1975. 
The half-island territory of 
800,000 people has since been 
wracked by guerrilla warfare 
and human rights abuses. 

In a message to East Timor's 
Catholics, Pope John Paul II, 
who visited the territory in 1989, 
called on the opposing factions 
to "heal past wounds with re­
spect and love for one another." 

U.N. Secretary-General Kofi 
Annan described Monday's bal­
lot as "a unique opportunity to 
settle a long-running dispute by 
peaceful means." 

"I appeal to all sides to live up 
to their responsibilities before 
history by respecting the demo­
cratic process. It is essential the 
people of East Timar can vote 
in conditions free of intimida­
tion and violence," Annan said.

WRIGHTSVILLE BEACH, 
North Carolina (AP) - Hurri­
cane Dennis wallowed along the 
southeastern U.S. coast toward 
the Carolinas, prompting evacua­
tion orders for the fragile Outer 
Banks barrier islands and giving 
conflicting signals on whether it 
would hit land. 

The hurricane was about l 60 
miles (255 kms) south of the North 
Carolina coast by Sunday evening, 
with its top wind revved up slightly 
to 105 mph ( 169 kph), and it had 

edged slightly toward the east. A 
hurricane warning was posted for 
much of the coast of North Caro­
lina. 

Dennis was expected to con­
tinue turning toward the north­
east, with a chance the worst of it 
would miss land. But its track was 
far from certain, the National 
Hurricane Center said. 

"It weaves and bobs as it goes 
along," Jerry Jarrell, the center's 
director. "It's been holding its 
own, but I've noticed the eye is 

very large, it's huge, and if that 
eye goes through orie of those 
cycles where it contracts, it cer­
tainly could intensify, and that 
would bring it closer to the coast 
and even over the coast." 

He also cautioned that because 
of the hurricane's size, with tropi­
cal storm-force wind extending 
up to 175 miles (280 kms) from 
the center on Sunday, "it doesn't 
have to come across the coastline 
to cause pretty strong winds."

Well in advance of the storm, 
Gov.

"He can sign it or he can veto 
it, but he needs to take a presi­
dential action on this matter," 
House Republican Leader Dick 
Armey of Texas said on NBC's 
"Meet the Press." 

Armey said Republicans may 
be willing to negotiate later, but 
said he would oppose a swap of 
some tax cuts for more spend­
ing on Clinton's pet 
programmes. 

Sen. Charles Schumer, a New 
York Democrat who appeared 
on the same programme, said a 
tepid public response to Repub-

DickArmey 

Ii cans' plan for nearly $800 bil­
lion in tax cu ts over 10 years 
should nudge the Republican­
led Congress to deal with 
Clinton for much smaller roll­
backs. 

"I think a compromise is re­
ally possible if the Republican 
leadership saw what I saw this 
week, which is that there is re­
ally no fervent groundswell for 
a huge tax cut that could 
jeopardise the economy and 
jeopardise the Medicare sys­
tem," Schumer said. 

In one of its last acts before 
leaving for its August recess, 
Congress passed legislation to 

use $792 billion - most of the 
projected$ I trillion surplus for 
the next 10 years excluding ~o­
cia\ Security reserves - to de­
fray broad tax cuts. 

Congress has not yet sent the 
bill to the White House, where 
it faces a certain veto by Clinton 
who said the plan would leave 
the nation"permanent\y in debt" 
and would imperil a range of 
federal programmes from child 
care to veterans' beoefl°ts. 

With both congressional and 
White House economists fore­
casting years of budget sur­
pluses starting in fiscal 2000, 
Clinton wants to use most of the 
money to pay down the national 
debt and ready Social Security 
and Medicare for retiring baby 
boomers. 

Clinton would limit tax cuts 

to $300 billion aimed at iower­
and middle-income families. 
But Republicans contend that 
Washington should return much 
more money to taxpayers, and 
dispute Democratic projections· 
that the tax cuts would force big 
reductions in federal 
programmes. 

Schumer, who called Repub­
licans' efforts this month to pro­
mote their broad tax cuts an 
"utter failure," predicted a final 
compromise of $300-$400 bil­
lion in I 0-year cuts. 

Armey said Congress would 
be willing to talk about com­
promises once Clinton has ve­
toed the Republican plan, but 
'did not suggest a possible 
amount. 

He said he would oppose a 
political exchange of tax cuts 

for higher spending. 
If Clinton says "1 will give 

you a dollar's worth of tax re­
duction for a dolhir's worth of 
spending increase I'm not go­
ing to talk about that," said 
Armey, who added that such a 
deal would break the 1997 bal­
anced budget agreement to curb 
federal spending. 

Armey also said that polls 
show most voters want Clinton 
to approve tax cuts, although 
other issues such 'as protecting 
Social Security and improving 
education are more important 
to them. 

"This president is 
saying ... because it's not the 
most important thing in the life 
of the American citizen, we 
shouldn't do that. Well that's 
ridiculous," Armey said.

WASHINGTON, (Reuters) -
U.S. Secretary of State Madeleine 
Albright flies to the post­
Netanyahu Middle East for the 
first time this week as the pieces 
start falling into place in talks 
between Israel and its neighbours. 

If al I goes well, Albright should 
be able to avoid the crisis man­
agement and detailed mediation 
thrust upon many of her prede­
cessors when they tackle the Arab­
Israeli conflict. 

If all goes very well, she might 
even have a tangible achievement 
to bring home - a time and place 
for resuming direct contacts be­
tween the Israelis and the Syr­
ians. 

Albright, who specialised in 
European affairs before she joined 
the Clinton administration, has 
tended to stay away from Middle 
East diplomacy, both in good 

times and in bad. 
When the Israelis and the Pal­

estinians are on good terms and 
making progress, the State De­
partment has argued that U.S. 
mediation is redundant and Wash­
ington can take a back seat. 

When talks are deadlocked, as 
they were for years under fo1mer 
Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin 
Netanyahu, it has said that it is up 
to the parties to take the hard 
decisions. 

After Ehud Barak took 
Netanyahu's place in July, 
Albright appeared to be chang­
ing her tune, promising a sus­
tained effort to bring an end to 50 
years of Arab-Israeli conflict.

BISHKEK (Reuters) - Guerril­
las hiding in southern Kyrgyzstan 
have released a fourth local hos­
tage, and four Japanese geolo­
gists kidnapped by the gunmen a 
week ago are known to be alive, a 
Kyrgyz official said on Sunday. 

"A fourth hostage has been re­
leased, leaving 16 still being held 
overall,"said Kubanichbek 
Taabaldiyev, director of the state 
Kabar news ·agency. Kabar has 
set up a joint information centre 
with the Kyrgyz defence minis­
try. 

"We also know from official 
sources that all four Japanese hos­
tages are alive," he told Reuters. 

Taabaldiyev toldanearliernews 
briefing that the gunmen, who 

spoke in Uzbek, had not sent any 
demands or messages with the 
released hostages. They have yet 
to make contact with Kyrgyz 
forces. 

Three captives were released 
late on Saturday, followed by a 
fourth who was let go separately. 

"The fourtn captive was kept 
with them because three of them 
knew the Koran but the fourth 
was left so that he could learn the 
Koran," he told reporters in the 
Kyrgyz capital Bishkek. 

Taabaldi yev said that the esti­
mated number of gunmen who 
hadcrossedintoKyrgyzstanfrom 
neighbouring Tajikistan had been 
revised down to 650 from 1,000.

Troops round up 
arms in Dagestan 
MAKHACHKALA, Russia 
(AP)- Russian security forces 
on Sunday sur.ounded two vil­
lages in southern Russia in an 
attempt to confiscate weapons 
from Muslim fundamentalists 
who had begun imposing Islamic 
law. 

The two neighboring towns 
are both in the republic of 
Dagestan and are not far from 
the mountain villages where 
Russian troops and Islamic rebels 
battled for more than two weeks 
before the the militants were 
driven out. 

However, neither of the vil­
lages - Karamakhi and 
Chabanmakhi - was directly 
involved in the recent fighting. 

Russia's Interior Ministry 
troops and Dagestani police sur­
rounded the two villages before 
dawn Sunday and ordered resi­
dents to hand over their weap­
ons. 

However, the residents did not 
come forward with their arms, 
and the situation was described 
as tense. Both villages are strong­
holds for Islamic fundamental­
ists belonging to the strict 
Wahabbisect. 

The weapons roundup was part 
of an effort by Russian authori­
ties to restore order to Dagestan, 
an impoverished territory on the 
west coast of the Caspian Sea. 

Islamic militants invaded 
Dagestan on Aug. 7 from the 
breakaway region of Chechnya, 
capturing several villages. The 
militants put up fierce resistance 
before being defeated by Rus­
sian forces this past week and 
retreating to Chechnya. 

Many of the militants were 

from Dagestan, including 
Wahhabi leader Bagaudin 
Magomedov. 

A year ago, Magomedov and 
his supporters evicted local po­
lice and administrators from 
Karamakhi and surrounding 
villages. 

The area is about 40 kilo­
meters (25 miles) south of 
Dagestan' s capital 
Makhachkala and about 80 ki­
lometers (50 miles) east of the 
recent battle zone. 

Magomedov and his follow­
ers began imposing Islamic 
law, and Dagestan's secular 
authorities pleaded to Moscow 
for help. 

Sergei Stepashin, Russia's. 
interior minister at the time, 
went to Karamakhi and 
reached a pact with the 
Wahhabis - presenting them 
with medical equipment for a 
local clinic in exchange for a 
face-saving agreement to let 
police return to the village. 

The W ahhabis agreed to 
elect a local administrator but 
have never let police back in. 

The W ahhabis have been po­
licing the territory themselves, 
enforcing their strict interpre­
tation of Islamic rule among 
the I 0,000 residents. 

People have been forbidden 
to listen to music or view pic­
tures of living things. Cam­
eras are forbidden. All women 
are required to wear Islamic 
dress, covering their faces, 
arms and legs. 

Children are forbidden to 
have toy animals or dolls, con­
sidered pagan objects by local 
religious leaders. 

also been revised, he added. Offi­
cials said that 18 people were 
being held in various hideouts in 
the remote mountainous terrain, 
but that was raised to 20 before 
the releases. 

The geurrillas entered 
Kyrgyzstan a week ago, and have 
been identified as members of the 
extremist Moslem opposition in 
Uzbekistan. They are believed by 
the Kyrgyz to want to drive on 
north to their home territory to 
launch a campaign of terror. 

The Kyrgyz defence ministry 
says that their leader is Dzhuma 
Namangani, aleaderofthe Uzbek 
Islamic opposition who fled the 
country in 1992 and who is ac­
cused by President Islam Karimov 

of being behind a plot to assassi­
nate him. 

A series of bomb blasts in the 
Uzbek capital of Tahskent killed 
16 people and Karimov only nar­
rowly escaped death. Namangani 
is thought to have a base in 
Tajikistan, not far from the Kyrgyz 
border. 

Taabaldiyev said that the gun­
men were positioned in four hide­
outs, the largest of which was the 
Khodzho-Achkan gorge, where 
the Japanese are said to be held 
with a senior Kyrgyz military of­
ficial. 

The situation overnight in the 
region remained calm, with no 
battles between Kyrgyz forces and 
rebels reported. 

Kyrgyzstan's Central Asian 
neighbours Kazakhstan, 
Tajikistan and Uzbekistan vowed 
to support effqrts to repel the in­
filtrators, although they were more 
likely to provide technical assis­
tance than send troops to the hos­
tile area, Taabaldiyev said. 

He added that some volunteer 
veterans from the Soviet cam­
paign in Afghanistan were al­
ready being sentto guard strate­
gic positions while others were 
being armed and trained in 
readiness. 

More than 4,000 refugees who 
descended on the town of Batken 
to flee the rebels were fully ca­
tered for, and the situation was 
said to be under control.

French farmers plan major protest 
PARIS (Reuters)-France's an­
gry farmers, who have been at­
tacking McDonald's hamburger 
restaurants and dumping produce 
outside supermarkets this sum­
mer, plan to bring their protests to 
Paris on Tuesday. 

They will also demonstrate in 
Montpellier to press for the re­
lease of Jose Bove, a farm activist 
jailed for ransacking the building 
site of a McDonald's in southern 
France, the Peasants Confedera­
tion said in a statement on Sun­
day. 

A bigger rival union, the 
FNSEA, also announced protests 
in provincial cities while milk 
producers said they would join 

the protests already underway by 
fruit and vegetable growers. 

French fanners have been stag­
ing almost daily protests through­
out the summer against U.S.-im­
posed tariffs on goods such as 
Roquefort cheese and foie gras. 

Unloading heaps of pungent 
manure outside McDonald's fast­
food shops have been a favourite 
tactic. 

Angered by low farm prices, 
growers have also been dumping 
rotten fruit and vegetables out­
side supermarkets they accuse of 
pushing down producer prices. 

The protests have led to sev­
eral arrests but also drawn sym­
pathy from some politicians. 

Farm Minister Jean Glavany 
has met the protesters and or­
dered supermarkets to include 
their purchasing prices on price 
tags, a measure apparent! y meant 
to increase popular pressure on 
the big food chains to reduce 
their margins. 

Not all have complied, how­
ever, and press reports say some 
are adding tax information to 
show how much the government 
also takes out of the final price 
the consumer pays. 

Glavany, who says the United 
States has "the worst food in the 
world," declared in an interview 
that he had never eaten a 
McDonald's hamburger. 
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Diana's lover publishing memoirs 
LONDON (Reuters) - Princess 
Diana's former lover James Hewitt 
is publishing his memoirs but will 
not include any extracts from her 
love letters to him. the former Brit­
ish cavalry officer's lawyer said on 
Sunday. 

Hewitt's book is due out early 
next year and Sunday tabloid news­
papers accused him of betraying 

the princess by planning to expose 
details of the letters from Diana, 
who was kiJied in a Paris car crash 
two years ago. 

His lawyer Michael Colman told 
Britain ·s Sky television that the 
autobiography would include de­
tails of his relationship with Diana, 
but not the contents of her letters. 

"The letters as such are not to 

appear in the book, James has al­
ways made it clear that they're 
private. He will not disclose them 
and he will not for example sell 
them. That's been the case since 
they were written to him by Diana 
10 years ago," Colman said.

At 23, he becomes the youngest 
player to win five times on the 
U.S. PGA Tour in one season 
since Jack Nicklaus won the Sa­
hara Invitational in 1963 at the 

exact same age. He is also the first 
player since Zimbabwe's Nick 
Price in 1994 to win five times in a 
year. 

The victory. no matter how ugly 
it got down the stretch, also lends 
credibility again to comparisons to 
Nicklaus. Woods has been utterly 
dominant this summer, and he ap­
pears to be getting better every 
week. 

"I've always teed it up to try to 
win,"said\Voods, who won forthe 
ninth straight time when leading 
after three rounds. "I'm starting to 
reap the benefits of a better game.·· 

And he's been providing a thrill 
a minute, even if it seems unneces­
sary. 

Cuba jabs at Houston 
judges and organizers 
HAVANA (Reuters)·- Cuba's 
boxing establishment Sunday un­
leashed a blistering combination 
of accusations of chaos and cor­
ruption against the organisers and 
judges of the 1999 world amateur 
boxing championships. 

Members of the Cuban squad 
which staged a dramatic. protest 
walkout from the tournament in 
Houston last week did not pull 
their punches as they blasted al­
most every aspect of the event -
from the food and transport to the 
judging of the bouts. 

Taking part in a live television 
panel watched by President Fidel 
Castro, Cuba's top boxing offi­
cials, athletes and journalists ac­
cused the International Amateur 
Boxing Association (AIBA) of 
sanctioning refereeing decisions 
which the Cubans said robbed 
their boxers of a clutch of gold 
medals. 

"The AIBA is rotten," Cuban 
sports presenter Hector 
Rodriguez, the programme host, 
said. 

"As far as I'm concerned, the 
corruption exists at the top levels 
of the AIBA," said boxing com-

mentator Roberto Pacheco, who 
covered the tournament for Cuba· s 
state-run Radio Rebelde. -

The panellists accused numer­
ous international judges at the 
Houston world championships of 
being part of a widespread "mafia'" 
whose alleged aim was to try to 
topple Cuba from its historical 
supremacy in the world amateur 
boxing arena. 

They singled out judges from 
former Soviet bloc nations in East­
ern Europe, butdidnotspareother 
nationalities either. "The Cana­
dian behaved like a mafioso, .. said 
Cuban boxing squad leader Jose 
Barrientos in a typical outburst.
