The NMI was born a healthy group of islands. Her people have withstood
the flight of fancy of every conqueror. She was taught American Democracy
and the free enterprise system. She rolled, stumbled, picked herself up and
regrouped from the ashes of history and discriminatory wage system, the
brainchild of the US Department of Interior. It was dollar-plus for US
citizens (statesiders), $.33 an hour for Micronesians and less than $.33 an
hour for all others, including Filipinos.

Interior gave us a pay scale to supplant our traditional lifestyles. Itkept the
largest share of the pie for statesiders, little crumbs for the brown boys and
girls to keep their interest alive. Perhaps this was the ultimate scheme—
build a sense of helplessness—under the guise of striving for the American
Dream, a dream most mainlanders across the country have yet to attain even
as we approach the 21st Century.

We established our constitutional government some nearly thirty years
ago with all the guarantees and trappings of self-government. Nowhere was
Uncle Sam to be found in the initial stages of constitutional government to
ensure a good beginning. Despite this drawback, we rolled-up our sleeves
and got on with the task athand. All throughout the period we’ve heard taller
than Abraham Lincoln speechés from the other side of the Pacific about self-
sufficiency. We severed the umbilical cord in 1993 which demonstrates that
we have attained a level of economic activity to support at least the
operations end of our government.

Recently, we've been hearing adifferent drum beat. The beat says we must
now move aside despite all that we’ve learned in the refinement of our
democratic institutions. American Democracy is now telling us—through
mediocre intermediaries—that we must once again prepare to advance to the
rear. Some of our self-anointed great white fathers are saying that however
the lessons they’ve taught us on how to plant beautiful and productive flower
gardens, they (US via Interior’s Allen Stayman) is prepared to plow under
all that American investment of more than $1 Billion. What’s amazing
though in his hidden agenda is the obvious warped view that the brown boys
must again move aside so big white brother can clean up the mess. Doesn’t
Stayman have any respect for the democratic process out here? Specifically,
doesn’t he respect our inalienable rights to self-government?

Where was this evil genius during the incipiency of the NMI Government?
We were left to fend for ourselves. Therefore, elementary logic dictates,
Lord Stayman that our mother country was as much as fault in some of the
more substantive mess that subsequently came under microscopic review by
the US Congress. In short, our mother country was equally at fault for
fostering a dysfunctional family that now enjoys some measure of stabil-
ity—hard earned socio-economic stability. Have you forgotten Lord Stayman
that the people whose economic future you’re trying to ruin may not be
mainstream Americans, but US Citizens too?

Indeed, the NMI made it on its own albeit all the difficult problems that are
part of growth and development. But we’ve leamed some invaluable though
painful lessons in the refinement of our democratic institutions. The problems
with immigration and labor are all part of the exercise of self-government. If
in fact we haven’tlift a finger to resolve them, then your hidden agenda may
have some credibility. Atleastwe don’t clubMexicans nor African Americans.
Butitistooobvious why the islands and our people must endure constant threat
from your side of the Pacific. For instance, I've learned that you being a pro-
union it is only too apparent why the clandestine or collusive tactics to push for
the establishment of the union here. Are you .cognizant that a unionized
Marianas labor pool would spell the ultimate death of every industry here?

I've carefully treaded the activities of some people here from labor union air
heads. reporters and human rights advocates. Please try to convince this
scribe that there isn’t a hidden agenda to ruin and permanently taint the reputation
of these islands and its indigenous people. I question why the federal government
interventionin the case of a Filipino advocate of unionizing laborers here. I mean this
isthe only foreigner whose travel to Guam and other US jurisdiction receives federal
intervention. Then there’s the case of an under age Filipina who used to strip at a bar
who now receives a scholarship to go to school at a US jurisdiction. Tell this scribe
that it is just a coincidence. It’s too good to be true, right?

Whether by design or accident, the NMI experienced phenomenal economic
growth far greater than most pacific island nations. Of course, lunderstand what the
Covenant Agreement says with respect to our political relationship. There’s no
provision that says we must genuflect tothe whims of another level of government—
Interior's Office of Insular Affairs. Butthen Lord Staymanhad toengage inmindless
and brutal schemes at our expense to justify his existence. Itis auseless office given
that most territories now elect their own representative government. Why then
doesn’t the US Congress abolish this office? Is it fair for mainland US taxpayers to
be paying for mediocrity that only benefits the career of an evil genius?

Thanks for all your evil plans and bent determination to plow our flower gardens
forgetting that you and your predecessors have taught us why and how to plant them
fifty years ago. No sir, we will not succumb to total reliance once more on federal
largesse or dependency.
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Nauru a paradise for scamming banks

NAURU—This remote island nation in the
western Pacific. until recently one richest
countries in the Third World, is desperately
trying to revitalize its reeling economy. But
don’t bank on Nauru s return to prosperity.

At one point. the average annual per capita
income of Nauruans was more than $30.000.
But that figure has been cut in half in recent
years because of a dramatic decrease in
Nauru’s sole export—centuries’ accumula-
tion of bird droppings.

A century ago, a New Zealand chemist
discovered thatthe tiny island’s bird popula-
tion had produced some of the highest-grade
phosphate ever found. When combined with
sulfur, the ancient droppings transformed
into superphosphate—just the ticket to make
Australia’s and New Zealand’s phosphate-
deficient farms flourish .

Nauru, the smallest republic in the world,
has exported millions of tons of the material.
But they always knew the day would come
when the reserve would run out. That dreaded
day is now only a few years away.

After a decade of contemplation. the
Nauruans thought they had the perfect anti-
dote to stave off a fiscal crisis—turn the
island nation into an offshore banking cen-
ter. Visions of dancing mini-Bahamas filled
islanders’ heads.

But as our associate Dale Van Attadiscov-
ered in a recent visit to the isfand, the coun-
try s Australian-dollar based economy ran
out of cash last year.

Apparently the Nauruans weren't able to
break the high-living habits formed when
the phosphate and the money was plentiful.
And now the islanders are paying a terrible
price.

Nauru’s minister of finance has admitted
to fellow citizens that the financial situation
of the government is “extremely grave.” In
fact, the Bank of Nauru—the country’s only
bank—is in a desperate state. “No dividends
are expected from the Bank of Nauru,” a
high government source told us. “The bank
is in a serious state of insolvency. The gov-
ernment is examining every option in an
attempt to resurrect the bank.”

That’s not exactly the kind of fiscal respon-
sibility that should inspire American-based
banks to register in Nauru.

But U.S. Treasury officials have investi-
gated at least 22 suspicious banks that regis-
tered in Nauru by mail and are operating in
the United States. These banks have taken
advantage of recent easy-incorporation, no-
tax laws passed here. Other laws on the books
in Nauru ensure that a banks business here
will be kept a strict secret,

Americans often assume that a bank is safe
if it is located in the town or city in which

they reside. But if the bank is registered toa

foreign country, particularly a smaller one.
there’s reason for concern. Certainly there
are legitimate foreign-registered banks. But
protection offered by secrecy laws in coun-
tries like Nauru seem to attract fly-by-night
operators who can register a bank by mail,
take depositors’ money, and run,

When government investigator John
Shockey contacted Nauruan officials for some
assistance in exposing these questionable
banks, he was told they could offer no help.
The officials said secrecy laws prevented
them not only from giving Shockey informa-
tion about specific banks. but even from re-
vealing the number of banks reg istered here
that are operat ing in the United States.

Shockey and others are angry about what
he calls * prostitute banking. * Sadly. the
victims are often elderly individuals fraudu-
lently lured into placing their money in the
hands of these shady bankers.

In the last several years. Shockey’s office
has issued more than 60 alerts about questionable
banks registered in Nauru and elsewhere. Other
favored nations for con artists looking to register
bogus banking operations are the South Pacific
island nations of Vanuatu and Western Samoa. the
Mediterranean island of Cyprus, and the Carib-
bean nations of Antigua and Barbados.

Investigators have found that a few of these
island locations will only charter a bank for inter-
national-—not domestic—business. This clever
practice protects the locals from the unseemly
bankers while allowing them to fleece foreigners
at will,

BROWNOUTS, which ex-
tended for hours, hit the
Garapan, Capitol Hill, Kagman,
and Koblerville areas yesterday.

Pamela A. Mathis, public in-
formation officer of the Com-
monwealth Utilities Corp., said
the brownouts were caused by
routine engine maintenance and
an engine malfunction.

Power in Garapan was cut
from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m.; Capitol
Hill and Kagman from 2 p.m. to
S p.m.; and a big part of
Koblerville from 5 p.m. to 8:30
p.n.

“When a situation such as this can
be resolved without going to court,
it’s always better for everybody in-
volved,” NMPAST’s legal counsel
William C. Campbell said.

Bobby, astudent of Hopwood Jun-
tor High suffering from cerebral
palsy, has been using a two-year-
old rusty wheelchair which suf-
fers from more “disabilities” than
he does.

Ithasanill-fitting seat, a worn-
out truck support, and armrest
peeling off. Its backrestis peeling
loose, causing Bobby’s head to
fall off. The upper part of the
chair has only an elastic band to
support the boy’s back.

The unsafe condition of the
chair can cause Bobby more inju-
ries, according to specialists.

Local bill not

against mayor

SENATOR David M. Cing
said Monday that there is
“nothing personal” with a lo-
cal bill that would limit the
Tinian mayor’s power to ap-
point municipal boards and
commissions.

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Malaysia’s auto czar killed in crash

KUALA LUMPUR, Malaysia
(AP)- Yahaya Ahmad, Malaysia’s
auto industry czar and one of the
richest men in the country, was
killed in a helicopter crash along
with his wife, a company spokes-
man said Tuesday. He was 50.

The pilot also was kllled police
said.

Yahaya, chairman of DRB-
HICOM, and Mrs. Rohana Osman
were on their way to visit his sick
mother in the state of Trengganu
when the helicopter went down
120 kilometers (72 miles) north-
east of Kuala Lumpur, said V.,
Kanesan, a company spokesman.

The three bodies found in the

wreckage were bumed beyond
recognition, said police chief Abas
Johar in Pahang, the state where
the helicopter belonging to
Yahaya’s aviation company
crashed.

Police are investigating the
cause, and an autopsy will be con-
ducted.

Itis not known if the couple had
any children. There is also uncer-
tainty about who will take over
Yahaya’'s business empire and
personal assets, which according
to some estimates are worth dirs
1.5 billion.

The son of a forest officer in
Kuala Trengganu, Yahayatrained
as an engineer and set up a com-
pany to sell cars, benefiting from
the government’s affirmative ac-
tion policy to help Malays in edu-
cation and business.

Started in 1971, the National
Economic Policy aims to help
Malays, who are a majority in
Malaysia but have traditionally
remained poor, compete with the
more entrepreneurial Chinese mi-
nority. The Chinese comprise 35
percent of Malaysia’s 20 million
people.

Withrising success, Yahayabe-
came a confidante of Prime Min-
ister Mahathir Mochamad, and was
one of the few Malay entrepre-

LOS ANGELES (AP) - Police
had asked for more powerful
weapons even before armor-clad
bank robbers outgunned them with
assault weapons Friday, wound-
ing 11 people as officers rushed to
a nearby gun store for more fire-
power.

The police union had pleaded
with Chief Willie Williams to
upgrade the standard service
weapon from 9 mm semiautomatic
pistols to .45-caliber pistols. Now
law enforcement officials are
wondering if even that is enough.

“We're going to look at a lot of
those issues, what can we do to
strengthen the safety of the offic-
ers and the citizens,” Police Com-
mission spokesman Ken Ferber
said Monday. “Arming every of-
ficer with an AK-47 is not what
thisis about, but obviously, some-
thing needs to be done.”

Commissioners planned to
question Williams about possible
upgrades in weaponry at their
regular Tuesday meeting, he said.

Eight police officers and three
civilians were wounded in the tele-
vised firefight at the North Holly-
wood bank.

The robbers were able to fire
away with impunity - police pistol
shots just bounced off their ar-
mor. One suspect was finally killed
by ashot to the head, and the other
after a SWAT team arrived with

automatic weapons.

The initial mismatch prompted
desperate patrol officers to run
into a nearby gun store and bor-
row high-powered rifles and spe-
cial ammunition.

A switch to .45-caliber pistols,
which fire a heavier bullet at a
slightly slower speed than the 9
mm pistol, offers the advantage
of providing more stopping power
without increasing the risk of a
bullet passing through the target
and hitting an innocent bystander.

But some experts question
whether .45s would have helped
on Friday, when ofticers with pis-
tolsand short-range shotguns con-
fronted robbers, one firing a fully
automatic AK-47-type rifle with
armor-piercing ammunition and
the other an M-16-type rifle.

The specter of such an encoun-
ter prompted two suburban police
departments, Arcadia and
Alhambra, to give officers 9 mm
carbines several years ago to
supplementtheir pistols and shot-
guns.

“Most of us who watched that
event on Friday, we were thank-
ful it wasn’tus who had to engage
those individuals,” said Capt.
Dave Hinig of the Arcadia Police
Department.

One problem, he said, is getting
close enough to shoot back effec-
tively with a pistol. “The only
way you’re going to engage a

In Arcadia, each patrol car is
equipped with a 12-gauge shot-
gun and a 9 mm semiautomatic
carbine, Hinig said. The depart-

PHOENIX (AP) - The thorny
issue of English-only laws was
left unresolved Monday after
the U.S. Supreme Court side-
stepped an Arizona case that
had been expected to decide
the constitutionality of such
measures in 23 states.

The justices unanimously
ruled that the Arizona dispute
over efforts to make English the
official state language became
moot years ago when the state
employee who brought the chal-
lenge left her government job.

Theneteffect of the Supreme
Court ruling: reinstatement of
a 1988 measure that made En-
glish Arizona’s official lan-
guage and required state gov-
ernment actions to be taken in
English,

The limited, procedural de-
cision also leaves the situation
unchanged in other states. In

California, that means no addi-
tional momentum for an “En-
glish only” initiative approved
by voters in 1986 but never en-
forced.

“They didn’t address the real
issue, but at some point they are
going to have to,” said California
state Sen. Richard Mountjoy, who
helped lead several unsuccessful
Republican efforts to enforce.the
initiative.

The court’s ruling, delivered in
a37-page opinion by Justice Ruth
Bader Ginsburg, noted that the
English-only measure is the sub-
ject of another challenge now be-
fore the Arizona Supreme Court.
The state court “may now rule
definitively,” she said.

Both English-only supporters
and Arizona Attorney General

. Grant Woods, who opposes the

law, lauded the federal decision
as a victory for state’s rights.
Stephen Montoya, an attorney

English-only challenge dismissed

for those challenging the law,
said he’s confident going before
the state court with a class-ac-
tion lawsuit brought by several
state employees.

Woods said his office is ready
to argue before the state court to
uphold the law’s constitutional-
ity, but with “a narrow reading
of law,” not with the broad and
passionate arguments heard from
the amendments backers.

The law applied to all gov-
ernment officials and employ-
ees on government business
and said the state “shall act in
English and no other lan-
guage.”

There were exceptions -
other languages could be used
to help people learn English,
teach foreign languages, com-
ply with federal laws, protect
public health and safety or pro-
tect the rights of criminal de-
fendants or crime victims.

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Clinton plan to ‘cause’ deficit

CBO report warns
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of possible $69-B
deficit by 2002

Bill Clinton

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Congress’ fiscal analysts have
concluded that President
Clinton’s budget-balancing
plan would leave a $69 billion
deficitin 2002, rather than the
$17 billion surplus he claims,
the Senate Republican leader
said Monday.

The long-anticipated con-
clusion by the nonpartisan
Congressional Budget Office
is certain to be used by Re-
publicans to claim that
Clinton’s balanced-budget
package falls well short of de-
livering on its promise to end
federal deficits. The report
was due to be released on
Monday.

Senate Majority Leader
Trent Lott, R-Miss., told re-
porters that the budget office
would show $69 billion in red
ink in 2002 under Clinton’s
plan. Congressional sources
who spoke on condition of
anonymity confirmed that fig-
ure and said that according to
CBO, Clinton’s blueprint
would see last year’s $107 bil-
lion shortfallrise to $145 bil-
lionin 1998 — well above the
$121 billion that the president
projected for that year.

Clinton and Republican con-
gressional leaders have said
they want to strike a deal this
year for eliminating federal
deficits by 2002. So far offi-
cials from the two sides have
had informal discussions, but
no real negotiations have oc-
curred.

Instead, much attention has
been paid to the balanced bud-
get

constitutional amendment,
which faces likely defeat in
the Senate on Tuesday.

Most of the difference be-
tween the deficit projections
by Clinton and CBO is be-
cause CBO expects the
economy to perform a bit
weaker than the White House
projected when Clinton re-
leased his plan in February.

The budget office also found
that Clinton’s plan for slowing
the growth of Medicare, the
health-insurance program for the
elderly, will save $90 billion over
five years, notthe $100 billion the
president claimed.

Guatemalan rebels
lay down their arms

FINCA CLAUDIA, Guate-
mala — Thirty Guatemalan
guerrillas handed over their
weapons to blue-bereted U.N,
observers Monday in the first
official disarmament after 36
years of civil war.

“It is a moment of happi-
ness,” said one rebel, who
gave his name only as Lt.
Guicho; as he gave up his au-
tomatic rifle. “But it is also a
little sad because we defended
ourselves with these arms for
many years.”

The Guatemalan and U.N.
flags flew side-by-side over a
cattle ranch about 30 miles
south of the capital, marking
a milestone in the peace pro-
cess that ended Central
America’s longest and bloodi-
est conflict.

A U.N.-brokered peace ac-
cord was signed in the capital
Dec. 29, while other agree-
ments before that spelled out
various details.

Monday’s partial disarma-

ment, which came three weeks
before rebels are required to
turn in their weapons, was in-
tended to show faith in the
accords and prevent gun
thefts, a rebel leader said.

“It is a show of confidence
in the process,” said Pablo
Monsanto, of the URNG rebel
forces high command. “Also,
this camp is pretty open and
there have been some attempts
to rob the arms that are here.
We don’t want anyone to
blame us.”

A Dec. 4 cease-fire called for
the rebelsto gatherineight camps
throughout the country by March
14, and start laying down arms
March 24.

Many of the rebels have no-
where else to go and will be al-
lowed to live in the camps for 60
days, when they must leave un-
armed.

On Monday, about 30 of the
175 guerrillas who have gathered
so far at one camp lined up in
frontofatable, where U.N. mili-
tary observers registered their

names and weapons.

The piie of guns grew larger
on the ground.

The weapons will be locked
in special containers while the
two sides decide what to do
with them. For many of the
ex-combatants, the moment
marked the end of a lifestyle.

Marilu, a 20-year-old foot
soldier, was in the camp with
her mother, who had helped
smuggle food to the rebels in
the mountains.

“We are a little worried be-
cause after the disarmament,
we have no place to go. Be-
cause we have lived in the
mountains, we have no home,”
said Marilu, who as most rebels
didn’t give a full name.

But Monsanto said it was time
to look to the future.

“I can’t feel nostalgic anymore
for the war, nor for the arms,”
Monsanto said. “The war cost too
many lives.”

At least 120,000 people are be-
lieved to have died or disappeared
during the war.

(Gore denies wrongdoing

WASHINGTON (AP)- Vice Presi-
dent Al Gore, under fire for his ag-
gressive role in campaign fund rais-
ing, acknowledged Monday he solic-
ited donations from his White House
office but insisted he did not do “any-
thing wrong, much less illegal.” Yet,
he said he would never do it again.

“Everything I did, I understood to
be lawful,” Gore said, adding that he
made only a few calls in search of
contributions from his office, around
the comer from the Oval Office. Itis
illegal for federal employees to solicit
money in federal buildings, but Gore
said he was not subject to that restric-
tion.

He defended his actions in a high-
stakes White House news conference,
markedly different from his occa-
sional appearances on behalf of ad-
ministration initiatives. This time,
Gore wastrying toprotect his political
honor as he looks ahead to the presi-
dential race in 2000.

Standing ramrod straight, he re-
mained cool under sometimes-argu-
mentative questioning.

His explanation came even as the
White House released a 1995 memo
fromthen-presidential counsel Abner
Mikvainstructingemployeestoavoid
doing the very thing that Gore did.
“No fund-raising phone calls or mail
may emanate from the White House
orany other federal building,” Mikva
wrote.

Offering a lawyerly defense of his
action, the vice president said several
times, using almost exactly the same
words:

“My counsel advises me that there
is no controlling legal authority or
case that says that there was any vio-
lation of law whatsoever in the man-
nerinwhich I asked people tocontrib-
ute to our re-election campaign.”

He added, “I am proud of what I
did. I do not feel like I did anything
wrong, much less illegal. I am proud
to have done everything [ possibly
could to help support the re-election
of the president.”

Gore’sdeepinvolvementinraising
money was the latest twist in the
controversy about the fund-raising
tactics of the Democratic National
Committee and of Clinton, who ap-
proved White House coffees and
sleepovers for big-money donors.

In related developments:

The White House announced that
the Clinton-Gore election committee
has refunded six campaign contribu-
tions ~ ranging from $200 to $1,000 -
from five individuals determined to
be “inappropriate contributors.”

Rep. David Bonior of Michigan,
the No. 2 Democrat in the House as
minority whip, told a gathering in his
home state that Clinton had degraded
his office by wming access into a
fund-raising device. “It demeans the
White House. It demeans the oftice.
That’s one of the reasons why we
have to change the campaign finance
laws in this country,” he said.

Senate Majority Leader Trent Lott,
R-Miss., said he had not decided
whether to seek a vote this week on
controversial funding legislationfora

~probe of campaign fund raising. He

said he hoped the issue could be re-
solved “withouta big fuss or a filibus-
ter.”

Lott also said “we ought to take a
look at” a proposal by Rep. Henry
Waxman, D-Calif,, to form a joint
House-Senate investigative commit-
tec. But he quickly said he wasn’t
endorsing the idea, however.

Defending Gore’s role, presi-
dential spokesman Mike McCurry
said the vice president “ran suc-
cessfully and he ran vigorously
and he helped raise money for the
campaign. And he, like the presi-
dent, was effective. And, yes, he
did it legally.”

Gore’s fund-raising zeal came

to light in a Washington Post re-
port that said the vice president
became known at the DNC as the
administration’s “solicitor in chief.”
Thevicepresident’s fund-raising net-
work raised $40 million of the
$180million collected by the DNC
for the 1996 campaign, the Post
said.

The president refused to make
direct solicitations himself, offi-
cials said.

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US firm advising Swiss bank China pushes

NEW YORK (AP) - Over
strong objections from some of
its lawyers, one of the nation’s
most distinguished law firms has
decided to advise a Swiss bank
accused of playing a lead role in
helping the Nazis profit from the
Holocaust,

Cravath, Swaine &amp; Moore
has agreed to give “strategic ad-
vice” to Credit Suisse regarding
allegations it laundered hundreds
of millions of dollars worth of
assets Hitler's Germany stole from
Jews, many of whom ended up in
death camps.

“We're going to help them de-
termine what the truth is - what
really happened,” senior partner
RobertRifkind, whoisalso presi-
dent of the AmericanJewish Com-
mittee, said Monday.

The decision was immediately
criticized by Elan Steinberg, di-
rector of the World Jewish Con-
eress, which spearheaded the
probes into the Swiss accounts.

“The reason.Cravath is repre-
senting Credit Suisse isto make a
buck. Any suggestion that they're
doing it for any other reason is
nonsense, pure baloney,”
Steinberg said in a telephone in-
terview.

The high-priced firm with 1,000
employees - abouta third of whom
are Jewish - has represented many
disreputable clients. But this was
a new kind of moral dilemma for
the 72 partners. who were chal-
lenged with an internal memo of
objection signed by a dozen asso-
ciates.

Frederick A. 0. SchwarzJr., the
senior partner in charge of the
account, said some partners and
associates “felt very strongly that
the bank actedimproperly insome
of the vilest acts in memory and
should not be represented even if
they were now trying to do things
that are positive.”

Schwarz said there were Jews
and non-Jews on both sides of the
issue. The question, Rifkind said,
was whether “the lawyers in a
well-established firm had the
courage to do the right thing ... to
design a process for dealing with
this historical situation that is fair
and just.”

After a final Feb. 5 meeting of
all of the firm’s partners, Credit
Suisse joined the roster of Cravath
clients.

Credit Suisse and two other
Swiss banks are named in a fed-
eral lawsuit filed by Holocaust
survivors, charging the three
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banks have held survivors’ assets
for 50 years. In court, the Swiss
are represented by the Washing-
ton-based firm of Wilmer, Cutler
&amp; Pickering. Credit Suisse
sought Cravath’s counsel for out-
of-court matters.

Schwarz said the firm will ad-
vise the Swiss bank’s officials on
how toavoid “foolish” tactics like
“engaging in a highly technical,
legal defense of the past. What
you ought to be saying is, I told
them, ‘Whatever was done that
was wrong, we regret.’

“We're telling Credit Suisse to
come cleaner than a hound’s
tooth,” Schwarz added. “Make

full disclosure, tell the truth and
let all the documents hang out.”
Citing Allied wartime docu-
ments, U.S. officials have de-
scribed Credit Suisse as “the most
frequent violator” of rules regard-
ing gold plundered by the Nazis.
According to U.S. archives in
Washington, the bank had ac-
cepted gold bars from the Nazis -
including millions of dollars in
gold plundered in European coun-
tries overrun by German forces
during the war. The bank then
converted the melted-down trea-
sure into Swiss francs, conceal-
ing the origin of such deposits.
The New York branch of Credit

Suisse is accused of illegally hid-
ing some of the assets, according
to the government archives based
on U.S. and British intelligence
reports.
The case is under investigation
by state banking officials.
Credit Suisse did not immedi-
ately return a call for comment.
Its chairman, Rainer Gut, was
the first major Swiss banking fig-
ure to urge the creation last month
of a $70 million fund for Holo-
caust victims.
“We’renottelling Credit Suisse
how to deny or avoid the past.”
said Rifkind, “but how to deal
with the future.”

Kaczynski defense makes motion

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) -
Defense lawyers for Theodore
Kaczynski asked a judge on Monday
to throw out all evidence from the
Unabom suspect’s Montana cabin,
claiming it was unlawfully seized.

The evidence includes a journal
in which prosecutors say the wil-
derness recluse and former Uni-
versity of California-Berkeley
math teacher admits responsibil-
ity for all of the Unabomber ex-
plosions.

“The evidence to be excluded
includes all evidence observed or
seized during the search of Mr.
Kaczynski’s property,” the de-
fense motion states.

Monday was the deadline for
the suppression motion, a routine
procedure in which defense law-
yers attempt to shut out as much
evidence as possible. The mo-
tions are rarely successful. The
government has two weeks to re-
spond.

Prosecutors did not immedi-

ately return telephone calls seek- .

ing comment.

The defense claims the search
was a violation of Kaczynski’s
Fourth Amendment protection
against unlawful search and sei-
zure, claiming that the affidavit
filed to obtain the search warrant
was false and misleading.

The defense motion also asks
U.S. District Judge Garland
Burrell to throw out DNA evi-
denceaswell asthe government’s
analysis of Kaczynski’s writings,
which prosecutors say links
Kaczynski to the Unabomber’s
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Theodore Kaczynski

30,000-word, anti-technology
manifesto.

Federal defenders Quin Denvir
and Judy Clarke also claim that
prosecutors have deliberately
failed to disclose the fact that
Kaczynski “does not come close
to matching the description of the
Unabomber in virtually any as-
pect.”

The defense also challenges
government efforts to place
Kaczynski at the locations where

the devices were mailed or deto-
nated. In December 1995, for ex-
ample, when an explosion oc-
curred in Sacramento, bank
records show Kaczynski was in
Helena, Mont., the defense said.

Other cases in which the de-
fense cannot conclusively prove
Kaczynski was elsewhere “prove
nothing,” the defense said. “They
certainly do not show a paitern
that would indicate that Theodore
Kaczynski was the Unabomber.”

Kaczynski, arrested in Montana
on April 3 and moved to Sacra-
mento late last spring, faces a 10-
count federal indictment in con-
nection with four explosions
which left two people dead and
two others maimed.

He has also been indicted in
New Jersey in a fatal bombing
there, and prosecutors have said
they believe he is behind all 16 of
the bombings attributed to the elu-
sive anti-technology terrorist
known as the Unabomber.

The name stems from the

bomber’s earliest targets, which

included universities and airlines.

Wealthy Mexican hit by
charges of tax evasion

MEXICO CITY (AP) - The head
of Mexico’s second-largest cel-
lular telephone company told a
judge Monday that he had paid
his taxes and was innocent of tax
evasion charges.

Carlos Peralta Quintero, presi-
dent of Grupo Iusa SA, told a
district judge that he had paid
more than $6 million (49 million
pesos) in taxes on Jan. 31.

“I came to demonstrate that
liquidated the payments,”
Peraltatold the ofticial Notimex
news agency.

On Sunday, the Treasury De-
partment said evidence and
other documents have been sent
to the Attorney General’s Of-
fice for prosecution of Peralta.
A department news release said
Peralta underreported his in-
come from 1992 10 1995 and
should pay the difference plus
several stiff fines and interest
totaling more than 40 million
pesos ($5 million).

Peralta is president of Grupo
Iusa SA, the parent company of
Grupo lusacell SA., Mexico’s
second biggest cellular tele-

phone company. Bell Atlantic
Corp. holds a 42 percent stake
in lusacell.

Bell Atlantic recentlv dis-
placed Peralta as chief execu-
tive officer of Iusacell and ook
control of the company. but he
remains a board member.

Peralta has been embroiled in
controversy since he announced
last year that he had given $30
million to Raul Salinas de
Gortari, a brother of a former
president, to start an investment
fund.

Raul Salinas is awaiting trial
on charges of murderand {inan-
cial misconduct.

Sunday’s action is part of a
campaign by President Ernesto
Zedillo’s administration to force
people to pay taxes by prosecut-
ing prominent violators.

By ALEXANDER G. HIGGINS
GENEVA (AP) — Months of in-
vestigation have tumed up no evi-
dence that Nazi spies infiltrated the
Red Cross during World War IJ, a
Red Cross spokesman said Monday.

The Swiss-run International Com-
mittee of the Red Cross said its inves-
tigationcleared thenamesof 1 5 former
employees — but it turned up details

on three others who it said appeared
to have “committed reprehensible
acts.”

The initial allegations came from
declassifieddocuments fromthe fore-
runner of the CIA, the Office of Stra-
tegic Service. They were made pub-
licby U.S. Sen. Alphonse D’ Amato,
R-N.Y., last year.

The wartime accusations included

claims that Red Cross staffers spied
for Germany and dealt in property
taken from Nazi victims.

The Red Cross said it had not
discovered any links to Nazi activi-
ties in its six months of investigation,
which followed a preliminary inves-
tigation last year.

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”Ap'ple to discount computer

upgrades to settle false ad

WASHINGTON (AP) -
Apple Computer Inc. will of-
fer half-price upgrades on
thousands of its personal com-
puters to settle charges of false
advertising, the Federal Trade
Commission announced Mon-
day.

The FTC had charged that
Apple told consumers up-
grades for several of its per-
sonal computers would be
quick and easy. Instead, Apple
took more than a year to make
upgrades available for its

Performa 550, Performa 560 -

and Macintosh LC 550 com-
puters, the agency said.

And once the upgrades did
come out, they were, at dirs
1,375, almost as expensive as
a new computer, it said.

“Apple’s offer to compen-
sate thousands of consumers
will help assuie the public that
advertising must be truthful,”
said Jodie Bernstein, director
of the FTC Bureau of Con-
sumer Protection.

The fast-moving world of
computers, where consumers
must be able to rely upon
claims made by companies
that the product they are buy-
ing is, and will be, capable of
remaining up-to-date.’’

The settlement agreement

does not constitute an admis-
sion of guiltby Apple, the FTC
said.

But the company must sell
the disputed upgrades for $599
and give a dlrs 776 rebate to
consumers who already paid
full price, or the company
could face a fine.

Exactly how many computers
are involved is proprietary infor-
mation held by Apple, said an
FTC spokeswoman, but she called
the number “substantial.”

Apple officials at the
company’s headquarters in
Cupertino, California, could not
be immediately reached for com-
ment.

RALEIGH, North Carolina
(AP) - Treasure hunters have
discovered what is believed to
be Blackbeard’s fiagship less
than two miles (3 km) offshore,
nearly three centuries after the
pirate ship went down.

“We’ve not found the smok-
ing blunderbuss yet, but we have
| found enough artifacts to make
us think this may be Queen
Anne’s Revenge,” said Jeffrey
Crow, director of the state Divi-
sion of Archives and History.

The wreck was found in No-
vember by Intersal Inc., a trea-
sure hunting company, in just 20
feet (6 meters) of water in Beau-
fort Inlet. “If you could have
seen through that dirty water, it
was right there,” said Intersal’s
Mike Daniel.

Queen Anne’s Revenge, flag-
ship of the fearsome English buc-
caneer Edward “Blackbeard”
Teach, sank in 1718 after run-
ning onto a sandbar.

So did the Adventure, a sloop
in Blackbeard's fleet that went
to its aid.

The wreck site is dominated by
a mound of cannons encrusted
with coral. Queen Anne’s Re-
venge is thought to have carried
up to 40 cannons, and their posi-
tion is consistent with a ship that
ran aground and tipped to one
side, Daniel said.

A blunderbuss barrel was
brought up from the wreck, along
with a bronze bell dated 1709, a
24-pound (11-kilo) cannonball
and a sounding weight.

Phil Masters, president of
Intersal, said the discovery ended
a decade of research he had done
in American and European ar-
chives.

The key document was a depo-
sition published in a book in Lon-
don in 1759, Masters said. The
deposition by a witness to the
sinking indicated the ship became
stuck on the outer sandbar while
trying to get into Beaufort Inlet.

Intersal used hundreds of old
nautical charts to find the wreck.

All of the artifacts will be kept
by the state. Intersal expects to
recoup its $300,000 in expenses
by selling book and film rights.

Blackbeard’s ship believed
discovered off North Carolina

The site and an area 300 yards
(meters) around it were declared
off-limits to boats and divers
Monday.

Blackbeard cultivated a sav-
age image and draped himself
with pistols, daggers and swords.

“He created a menacing im-
age. He talked with everyone he
met about being in league with
the devil, that he was the devil’s
brother,” Masters said.
“Blackbeard, to me, was the first
great practitioner of psychologi-
cal warfare.”

Records do not indicate he
killed anyone until Nov. 22,
1718, when he was trapped off
Ocracoke by British warships.

During that battle, in which he
killed some British soldiers,
Blackbeard was shot, stabbed and
his throat slashed. His head was
cut off and hung from the bow-
sprit of one of the British ships.

“Yourimagination tendstorun
wild on you when you think about
Blackbeard,” said Gov. Jim Hunt,
who helped announce the find.
“Of course, itcan’trun very wild
because much of it was real.”

FALMOUTH, Ky. (AP) - Ris-
ing water inundated entire towns
in Kentucky and turned others
into islands Monday as flooding
and otherstormdamage kept thou-
sands of people out of their homes
in six states.

The bloated Licking River re-
ceded slowly, its muddy water
still lapping 6 to 8§ feethighagainst
the walls and windows of down-
town businesses and homes in
Falmouth, one of the hardest-hit
towns.

“We lost everything we had,”
said 57-year-old Jimmy Williams,
who sat on a chair outside a shel-
ter atahilltop high school gymna-
sium, waiting with hisdog, Sandy,
and his bird, A.J.

They were the only things he
and his wife could get out of their
house when Falmouth was inun-
dated Saturday.

“It came up in 64, but nothing
like this,” Williams said.

The flooding forced thousands
of people from their homes in
Tennessee, Kentucky, Indiana,
Ohio and West Virginia. Forty-
eight deaths were blamed on
flooding and tornadoes in the re-
gion, including 25 tornado deaths
in Arkansas. Many of the flood-
ing victims drowned in cars stuck
in high water.

The Ohio River, which forms
Kentucky’s 665-mile-long north-
ern border, was headed for its
highest levels in more than 30
years as the weekend runoff
flowed downstream.

In Louisville, crews were clos-
ing all 45 gates in the city’s flood
wall along the Ohio and were
preparing to reinforce them with
120,000 sandbags. Across the
river in Indiana, riverfront com-

munities started evacuating.

But the worst damage was in
smaller towns like Falmouth, a
community of 2,700 about 30
miles southeast of Cincinnati.

On Monday, the main bridge
into town was again visible above
the water, which had fallen 2
feet since Sunday’s crest, but
its approaches were still sub-
merged. Only business signs and
the tops of the mostly one-story
buildings showed above the
water, and nearly 200 people
had gathered at the Falmouth
high school, one of two primary
shelters in town.

Susan Field was at home after
picking up her new car on Satur-
day whenthe Licking Riverstarted
coming up in her backyard. She
scrambled to gather her four chil-
dren and some belongings before
starting out. .

“We tried to drive out and my
car starting swimming away with
us,” she said.

Volunteer firefighters pulled the
family from the car and took them
to safety.

“They drug us out of the car as
it was floating by,” she said Mon-
day. “I'm sure it’s floating down
the river somewhere.”

Twenty-twomiles farther south,
Cynthiana was accessible only by
a narrow highway running south
to Paris, which was beginning to
clean up after the high water.

“They’re pumping, they're
sweeping, getting mud out of their
homes,” Bourbon County Judge-
Executive Charles Hinkle said
during a tour of Paris with Gov.
Paul Patton.

Patton asked President Clinton
to declare nine counties major
disaster areas, estimatingdamage
at $232 million.

About 40 miles south of Louis-
ville, the Rolling Fork river
reached a record 53.2 feet Mon-
day and was rising about 3 inches
an hour at Boston. Most of the
town’'s 400 residents had left.

‘We're a little island all our
own. All roads into Boston are
under 3 to4 feet of water,” Boston
Fire Chief Bobby Coy said.

More than 300 homes in
Shepherdsville and surrounding
communities were empty Mon-
day asthe Salt River crested 8 feet
above flood stage. taking off be-
fore it gets worse,”’ said Tom
Barr, general manager of The Pio-
neer-News in Shepherdsville.

The flooding followed record
downpours, particularly in Lou-

- isville, which got more than 12

inches of rain from Friday night
through Sunday morning. Parts
of southern Ohio got about 10
inches.

Eleven deaths were blamed on
the flooding in Kentucky and one
person was missing. Elsewherein
the region, five were dead in Ohio,
five people were killed in Ten-
nessee by floods and tornadoes,
and one flood death was reported
in West Virginia. Mississippi had
one tornado death.

In Glenville, W.Va., Juanita
Jenkins spent Monday watching
mud continue to pour down a hill
into her backyard.

The 4-foot wall of mud had
knocked down part of her back

porch and torn away an addition

to the house over the weekend.

“We heard something hit the
house: Kaboom! We walked out-
side and the mud was every-
where,” she said. “It’'sadevil of a
mess back there. The water has
never come off this hill like that
before.”

Several hundred armed
Chechens saluted their leader
Saiman Raduyev during a pa-
rade in Grozny, about a year
after they attacked a southern
Russian town where they took
several dozen hostages, the
ITAR-Tass news agency said.

Chelsea Clinton

MOSCOW (AP) — Students
at a school in St. Petersburg
have sewn an emerald silk
dress as a gift for Chelsea
Clinton.

The students — who study
at a special school where they
receive training in making
Russian handicrafts — put the
traditional-style dress on dis-
play Monday at St.
Petersburg’s House of Friend-
ship and Peace, the ITAR-Tass
news agency said.

In a letter, the students said
they were inspired by President
Clinton’s re-election campaign
and made the dress for his 17-
year-old daughter as an expres-
sion of “respect for your family,”
ITAR-Tass said.

The students intend to present
the dress to Chelsea’s mother,
Hillary Rodham Clinton, during a
U.S.-Russia summit March 20-
21 in Helsinki, Finland.

Traditional Russian dresses
usually are embroidered sleeve-
less frocks worn over wide-
sleeved white blouses.

Raduyev and Chechnya’s ex-
president, Zelimkhan
Yandarbiyev, appealed to the
fighters to build an indepen-
dent Chechen state.

Meanwhile, in Mozdok, 80
miles west of Grozny, Rus-
sian military authorities said
they had formed a task force
to prevent weapons and ter-
rorists from the republic from
moving into the rest of Rus-
sia.

An unidentified official in
the task force command told
ITAR-Tass that the troops —
stationed in four Russian re-
gions bordering Chechnya —
comprise Interior Ministry and
army units.

One of the new control posts
on the borderrecently stopped
a group of Chechens with “de-
tailed plans for sabotage,” the
report said.

Raduyev, who took dozens
of hostages in the towns of
Kizlyar and Pervomaiskayain
early 1996, has said he plans
attacks on Russian cities to

avenge the death of Chechen
leader Dzhokhar Dudayev,
killed by a Russian rocket at-
tack last April.

The 20-month war between
federal troops and Chechen
separatists ended in August.
The last Russian troops with-
drew in December.

But the breakaway republic

is full of weapons, and newly
elected President Aslan
Maskhadov acknowledged
that some renegade groups are
not under his control.
Meanwhile, Chechnya’s
parliament on Monday formed
a “court of honor,” intended
to purge the government of
those collaborating with Rus-

sian federal authorities, ITAR-
Tass reported.

According to a recently
adopted Chechen law, people
found guilty of cooperating
with Russia are banned from
the government and the me-
dia, as well as from wearing
the traditional Chechen lamb-
skin hat.

"LONDON (AP) — US. cash
stolen last week from London’s
Heathrow airport was headed for
Moscow, but that might not have
been its final destination, Scot-
land Yard said in a statement
Monday. - -

The $2.5 million in $100 bills
disappeared last Tuesday from a
high-security cargo compound at
Heathrow Airport, moments be-
fore it was ‘to be loaded on a
British Airways flight to Mos-
cow, according to the statement.

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Amnesty: Stun guns and belts
become torture tools of choice

LONDON (AP) - Stun guns and
stun belts have become the
torturer’s tool of choice in 50
countries in the 1990s, Amnesty
International said Tuesday.

The international human
rights organization called for a
halt to the export of such weap-
onsto countries which have used
them for torture. It also called
tor an immediate suspension of
their use for law enforcement.

Torturers prefer electro-shock
because they think it will not
leave permanent marks as evi-
dence on their victims’ bodies,
the report said.

Modern high-voltage stun
guns pump up to 250,000 volts
into prisoners. Taser guns shoot
two wire-trailing darts with
hooks up to 30 feet (9 meters)
and two U.S. companies have
produced remote-controiled
electro-shock stun belts which
inflict eight-second shocks us-
ing 50,000 volts, it said.

The use of those devices as
torture tools was reported in 50
countries, from Algeria to Zaire,
Amnesty said.

The report cited grueling ac-
counts from electro-shock vic-
tims who were attacked on the
most sensitive parts of their bod-
ies, and who suffered intense
pain, convulsions, fainting, loss
of muscle control, psychologi-
cal scarring and other effects.

It quoted Mediha Curabaz, a
25-year-old Turkish nurse as
saying that in 1991 Turkish po-
lice “thrust the electric trun-
cheon violently into my sexual
organs and | felt a pain as if 1
was being drilled there with an
electric drill.”

The report said that in China,
electro-shock was used on four
girlsunderthe age of 16; a Cyprus
government report acknowledged
that it was regularly used in a
Limassol prison in 1992; it is
widely used in Saudi Arabia.

Amnesty also expressed con-
cern at the use of remote-con-
trolled stun belts in U.S. pris-
ons, describing the belts as “spe-
cifically designed to be degrad-
ing.”

Atleast 100 companies around
the world have marketed electro-

shock weapons including Bel-
gium, China, France, Germany,
Israel, South Africa, Taiwan and
the United States, Amnesty In-
ternational said. The
United States accounts for al-
most half the total number of
suppliers.

“This is a fast-growing indus-
try, whose products are often not
properly tested and many of whose
‘clients’ are well known to have
used the products toroutinely and
systematically torture men,
women and children,” the organi-
zation said.

“Yet many governments - in-
cluding the United States which
is the largest producing country
- allow this trade and some such
as France have even helped to pro-
mote it,” it said.

Stun weapons are increasingly
marketed through magazines and
exhibitions.

Amnesty refuted manufacturer’s
literature that the weapons were not
lethal, saying that they have resulted
in accidental deaths, and that
the pre-testing was carried out
on anesthetized animals.

Weak yen joins market barriers as
cause of deficit, US firms report

By GENE KRAMER
WASHINGTON (AP) - The
weak yen, bringing lower
prices for Japanese exports,
has become a major obstacle
to cutting the multibillion dol-
lar U.S. trade deficit with Ja-
pan, according to American
companies active there.

Meanwhile, despite sonie
progress, Japanese authorities
continue to deny reciprocal
market access to U.S. and
other foreign products, J.W.
Beagles, president of the
American Chamber of Com-
merce in Japan, said here
Monday.

“We are calling on the
(Clinton) administration and
Congress to examine the prob-
lem of reciprocal access,” said
Beagles, whois also president
of the Boeing Co. for Japan,
the airplane builder’s biggest
foreign market.

“We Americans expect reci-
procity from all our trading
pariners,” he said.

In the United States, Japa-
nese firms “enjoy freedom to
operate unfettered by irratio-
nal and nontransparent regu-
lations, sometning we can only
dream of in Japan,” Beagles
said, complaining of rules “of-
ten aritrarily enforced against
foreign companies by govern-
ment bureaucrats notaccount-
able to anyone.”

Such problems require con-
stant U.S. attention and moni-
toring because of the Japanese
market’s importance to the
American economy, chamber
executives said at a news con-
ference.

Some  suggested  the
administration’s focus has
shifted to China, or that atten-
tion to Japan moves “up and
down™ depending on which

direction the deficit is mov-
ing.

Washington should remem-
ber that the Japanese economy
is much larger than China’s
and that American sales to
Japan about equal those to
Germany, France and Britain
combined, said Chamber Vice
President Glen S. Fukushima,
a former deputy assistant U.S.
trade representative now with
AT-and-T Japan.

The chamber unveiled in
Washington and Tokyo Mon-
day its 1997 U.S.-Japan Trade
White Paper, 190 pages cov-
ering developments in 39 in-
dustries including the automo-
tive trade accounting for more
than 60 percent of the U.S.
deficit with Japan.

That deficit will expand rap-
idly again unless the Japanese
strengthen their economy by
fostering domestic demand
instead of weakening the yen
to favor exports, it predicted.

“The weak yen poses the
greatest threat to progress on
the bilateral trade imbalance
and improved access for for-
cign vehicles and parts in Ja-
pan,” said the White Paper.

This threatens to reverse last
year’s lowering of the U.S.
automotive trade deficit, said
the chamber. It represents
more than 1,000 U.S. firms
who call themselves “corpo-
rate citizens of Japan” with an
interest in the health of the
Japanese economy.

Japanese currency dropped
in dollar value from its all-
time high of about 80 yen to
the dollar in April, 1995, to
more than 120 to | last month.

This “has been a boon to
Japan-based automakers” who
in January nearly doubled ve-
hicle exports to the United

States over the same month in
1996, the White Paper said,
thanks to cheaper dollar prices
on the imports reaching
America.

The weakening yen caused
the overall U.S. trade deficit
with Japantorise for the fourth
consecutive month in January,
even though the annual figure
slid from $ 59.3 billionin 1995
to § 47.7 billion last year, it
noted.

Greater marketing efforts
targeted at Japanese consum-
ers by the U.S. Big Three car
firms and a 1995 auto trade
agreement between the two
governments were credited for
“an unprecedented level of
imported vehicles in Japan.”
U.S. market share remained
well below that of European
cars, however.

Chrysler, Ford and General
Motors sold 122,740 vehicles
in Japan in 1996, the first full
year of the agreement, 78,105
of them U.S.-manufactured,
the White Paper reported. But
the Big Three acquired only
113 new dealer outlets through
January this year, far short of
the 200 expected trom Japa-
nese government and car in-
dustry efforts.

The chamberurged the Japa-
nese government to help cor-
rect the auto trade imbalance
with faster deregulation to in-
ternationalize the Japanese
vehicle market as arole model
for newly industrializing
countries with ultimate poten-
tial to “even surpass” car
manufacturing in America,
Europe and Japan.

Chamber Executive Secre-
tary Charles E. Duffy said
those countries could include
China, Indonesia, Korea and
Malaysia.

Canada announces new
auto emission measures

OTTAWA (AP) - The Canadian
government announced new mea-
sures Monday to reduce pollutants
from motor vehicles and fuels.

New emission standards forcars,
starting with 1998 models, will re-
duce hydrocarbons by 30 percent
and nitrogen oxide by 60 percent,
said Environment Minister Sergio
Marchi.

“Automobile emissions are the
environmental equivalent of chain
smoking in the home,”” Marchi said.

“It hurts everybody in the hose
whether they smoke or not.” |

zene content of gasoline to ane per- |
cent-abouthalfof currentlevels. By
1999, annual emissions of benzene
will be reduced by about 3,000 tons,
Marchi said.

“But now that it is on the table,
the Legislature will have to deter-
mine the fate of the executive
order,” he said.

Executive Order 97-1 provides
for the creation of a Northern
Marianas Power Authority
(NMPA)and aNorthern Marianas
Water Authority.

The order was transmitted to
the Legislature last week and will
become law after 60 days, unless
the lawmaking body, through
majority votes in both houses,
disapprove of or modify it.

According to the CUC chair-
man, whatever is done about the
E.Q., caution should be employed
to ensure the public’s interest is
safeguarded.

“We really should scrutinize it
more carefully, find out the ben-
efits and disadvantages,” said
Sablan.

One of the disadvantages Sablan
sees is that water and sewer op-
erations may be adversely affected
because a separate entity would
mean power revenues could no
longer subsidize such operations.

He noted that while power op-
erations under CUC is currently
in the black, its water and sewer
divisions continue to be subsi-
dized with the uullly firm’spower
revenues.

Water and sewer services are
not considered money-making
ventures, said Sablan, so making
water operations work could be a
major concern.

“If power is left alone, it can
mean benefits to the public, like a
reduction in power rates as it is a
money-making' operation. But
water is a different thing and our
leaders should come up with start-
up capitalization to ensure it is
workable,” said Sablan.

It could be recalled that past
CUC officials attributed the
agency’s cash flow and other fi-
nancial difficulties to the lack of

government capitalization when
the agency began operating in the
late 1980s.

Sablan said the Legislature,
being the appropriation arm of
government, should be able to
allocate the funds needed for the
creation of this new entity, in-
cluding capital improvement
funds for water and sewer infra-
structure.

AsfarasCUCisconcerned, Sablan
said the Board’s role would be to
prepare and facilitate the transition if
and when the E.O. pushes through or
a bill is enacted to create the two
proposed utility entities.

nual salaries ranging from
$52,000 to $70,000, the report
said.

“Theresultof ouraudits showed
that several government agencies
still believe that they are not sub-
jectto the Compensation Adjust-
ments Act,” the report said.

Some agencies told OPA that
their autonomous status allowed
them tocompensate officials with-
outany restriction as tothe amount
of their salaries.

Other agencies, including the
Governor's Office, claimed that
the salaries of their officials were
authorized under the budget
worksheets accompanying the
annual appropriation act passed

by the Legislature.

In addition, the Governor’s of-
fice argued that it can employ
more than one person as
Governor’s Legal Counsel, as
appointed position with a salary
ceiling of $60,000 to semi-au-
tonomous and autonomous agen-
cies, and the effect of budget
worksheets on existing lawsregu-
lating compensation within the
government.

Toensure compliance withthe act,
OPA recommended that the Legisla-
ture “‘make it abundantly clear” that
the government salary ceiling is ap-
plicable to all government agencies,
including those that are semi-autono-
mous and autonomous,”

OPA also urged the Legislature to
introducealegislation thatwill clarify
the applicability of the government
salary ceiling.

TORONTO (AP) - The Boston
Celtics avoided a record-breaking
14th straight loss Monday when re-
serve Todd Day scored 27 pointsina
107-103 victory over the Toronto
Raptors.

The Celtics won for the first time
since Feb. 3, when they also won in
Toronto. Boston’s 13 consecutive
losses tied the team record set in
1993-94.

The Celtics, whose 16 champion-
ships are the most in NBA history,
improved to 12-46 this season, but
are still on pace to break their record
forlosses ina season with 53.

behind Oscar Robertson.

Center with their 21st consecutive
home victory.

In Sacramento, California,
Mahmoud Abdul-Rauf scored 18 of
his22pointsinthe second half andthe
Sacramento Kings downed the New
Jersey Nets.

Ahead 55-44 athalftime, theKings
quickly extended the lead early inthe
third quarter.

Malone shot 16-0f-25 from the
field and scored 28 points in the sec-
ond half, when Utah stretched out a
50-44 halftime lead with a 13-2 run
opening the third quarter.

Falcons sign Buchanon

SUWANEE, Ga. (AP) - The Atlanta
Falcons took a major step toward up-
grading theirwoeful pass defense Mon-
day by signing cornerback Ray
Buchanan to a four-year, $13 million
contract.

The Falcons offered the 25-year-
old Buchanan, designated the India-
napolis Colts’ transition player, the
contract last Tuesday.

Indianapolis had a week to decide
whether to match the proposal, but
chose not to and Buchanan joins the
Falcons without compensation to the
Colts.

As a transition player, Buchanan is
guaranteed the average 1996 salary of
theNFL’s 10highest-paidcomerbacks,
which was $2.787 million in 1997.

The Falcons are in dire need of de-
fensive help, especially in the second-
ary where five players started at
cornerback lastseason.
