"The blue, diam~nd-shaped pill produced by Pfizer Inc. has become 
much in demand around the globe, but it is legally available only in 
eight countries. Because of the worldwide demand for the drug. many 
rnuional governments are speeding up the approval process on Viagra. 
(Ten other countries have already approved it, but there is a lag time 
before sales are legal there.) 

Viagra is the first scientifically proven product that can induce a male 
erecti;n. The demand has been so great tl1at counterfeit versions of the 
drug are already being sold in E~rope and Lebanon, and a thriving 
black-market trade as sprnng up in some countries were the drug is not 
vet legal. 
· Yetman's quest to improve his sexual virility is as old as the species 
itself. Various organic concoctions have been peddled for centuries, 
even millennia. 10~11eet this demand. And the production of these home­
brewed impotence remedies. whose efficacy is highly doubtful. often 
requires the ruthless slaughter of animals whose numbers are rapidly 
JwinJlim,.

And then there are the bears. Hundreds, and possibly thousands, of 
American black bears have been killed over the last two decades to 
supply their gallbladders for Asian m:irkets. Like tiger penis soup. 
legend holds that bear gallbladders can increase potency and have other 
healing qualities. . 

A U.S. Fish & Wildlife official told our associate Dale Yan Atta that 
officers often come upon bear carcasses with their gallbladders re­
moved and all four paws chopped off. (Bear paws. cooked in a special 
way. are a dclictcy in Asian restJurnnts. and the claws arc used for 
jcwe lr-y. J 

The problem fit·st came to light i 11 1981, wh':11 the Cd i l"onm Fish and 
Game officials broke up a black-bear po,1ch1ng rn1g operatrng out ol 
Northern California. Authorities recovered I H7 bear claws. two gall­
bladders and a bear foot from the suspects. Through contacts in Los 
Angeles, the suspects were sci ling the parts to dealers in Hong Kong am! 
Shanghai. 

De;\ers in the People's Republic of China are said to pay more than 
$4,000 for an American black bear g:illbladder, either frozen or ground 
up in powder. The powder is then put in thousands of pills and sold 
across China, like the "Bear's Ci all Pill" box which Van Atta bought rn 
Tianjin for SS. The box, sold at a major hotel, recommended taking 
the red-colored capsules two times a day. 

In more market-oriented Asian countries. the price of gall­
bladders is often much higher. In South Korea, smugglers can. 
get more than S20,000 for· a single bear gallbladder. 

"What it means is that a single part of a bear, the gallbladder, 
is worth far more than the meat, the hie.le or even the price 
sportsmen are willing to pay guides to hunt them," one forest 
ranger explained to us. 

In some cases. the poaching is going high-tech. Wildlife offi­
cials told us of a case in North Carolina, where researchers were 
trackine and studying a black bear pregnant with two cubs. She 
was wi~tering in her den about 12 feet up in a tree when the 
researchers left for a three-week Christmas break. When they 
returned, all they found was her skull and hide. The poachers 
h:id found the bear by zeroing in on the radio transmitter which 
researchers had fitted her with so they could follow her. 

If the global availability of Viagra will do even a little to help 
reduce the financial incentive for such poaching, then the much­
discussed pill will have done much more than liven up a few dull 
marriages.

he lay on the floor, unconscious, 
for more than 45 minutes." 

Itwasabystanderwhocalled the 
police, according to the complaint 

Ykuta was brought to the Com­
monwealth Health Center (CHC), 
where he remained unconscious 
and on life support system until his 
father, "having bee.n told 
by ... doctors that (Ykuta) was brain 
dead and would never regain con­
sciousness,sadlyagreed to remove 
the life support system .... " 

Ykuta died on Dec. 24, 1997. 
Jnhiscomplaint, Ykuta'sbrother 

said Rupinta and Sambile should 
be held liable for Ykuta's death. 

However,Rupintahas, since the 
incident, returned to the Philip­
pines.

TIIE BOARD of Education ap­
proved on Friday the policy for 
hiring teacher aides in an hourly 
contract basis, as opposed to the 
current two-year contract for non­
certifiedPublicSchool Systemper­
soru,el. 

PSS Commissioner Rita H. Inos 
said the implementation of this new 
hiring scheme is consistent with the 
BOE's insttuctional policy as it takes 
intoconsiderationtheassistancethat 
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'This is totally focused on in­
structional needs of our student, 
and the support they require in the 
teaching and learning situations re­
quiring special accommodations." 
said Inos. 

Teacher aides are persons who 
assist a teacher or a librarian on a 
paid basis, and is not primarily re­
sponsible for the education or care 
of the student,. 

Under the new policy, all teacher 
aides, except for headstart schools, 
are required to report for six hours a 
day in 180 days. Headstart teacher 
aides, on the other hand, are re­
quired to report to work four hours 
a day at 140 days. It also said that 
the hourly rate will be determined 
based on qualification. 

Inos, however, pointed out that 
teacher aides who have fulfilled 
their agreement per the existing 
Memorandum of Understanding 
willcontinuewiththecurrentteacher 
aide program and requirements.

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Bill to require top CPA execs 
to undergo higher education

THE SENA TE has passed a bill 
requiring top officials of the Com­
monwealth Ports Authority (CPA) 
to have higher education before 
they may be considered eligible for 
their posts. 

Senate Bill 11-50, which was 
recently intm::luced by Sen. David 
M Cing, is seeking amendments to 
the law governing CPA's opera­
tion. 

The bill passed the Senate on 
second and firµu reading and has 
been transmitted to House Speaker 
Diego T. Benavente forperusal and 
corresponding action. 

In filing the bill, Cing proposed 
that I CMC section 2126 be 
amended to allow only those who 
have earned a bachelor's degree or 

higher from an accredited.college 
orunivexsitytobecomeeligiblefor 
appointment as executive director 
of the ports authority. 

Amendment is also being sought 
on I CMCsection 2130tolikewise 
require all employees of the ports 
authorityfromsuperintendentlevel 
or higher to earn a similar educa­
tional background. 

Section 2 I 30deals with the man­
ner by which the ports authority's 
Board of Directors may run its af­
fairs by establishing rules and regu­
lations governing the selection, pro­
motion, performance evaluation, 
demotion, suspension, dismissal 
and other disciplinary actions. 

In a related development mean­
while, the Senate has lik~wise 
passed a bill clarifying that time 
spent on parole is included as time 
serving a sentence for felony in the 
context of qualification to vote. 

Senate Bill I 1-53, which was 
also recently introduced by Sen. 
David M. Cing has been sent to 
Benavente for appropriate House 
action. 

'The bill is seeking amendment to 
1 CMC section 6201 or the law 
governing an individual's eligibil­
ity to vote. 

'The law requires that a voter 
must not be serving a sentence for 
felony at the time of an electoral 
exercise. 

DEQ says Garapan 
is its top priority

THE DIVISION ofEnvironmen­
tal Quality (DEQ) has classified 
Garapan as a top priority in ef­
forts· addressing pollution con­
cerns. 

"We can't fix every single prob­
lem. You have to prioritize them, 
so we said that (Garapan) is the 
problem that needs (to be re­
solved)," said Susan Burr, DEQ 
marine biologist. 

Kathy Yuknavage. DEQ labo­
ratory supervisor, explained that 
the di vision has opted to priori­
tize Garapan because it is "a highly 
populated huge site." 

"In order to use our money 

wisely, we want to hit the big 
place first," said Yuknavage. 

"We want to direct our money 
first where it is going to have the 
most benefit for the most number 
of people," she added. 

DEQ has said government may 
have to look into the possibility of 
overhauling Garapan 's drainage 
system if studies eventually show 
that water pollution can not be 
traced to a single source. 

"Garapan,'' said Yuknavage, 
"frequently exceeds water qual­
ity standards." 

"The population that uses that 
site is very high ... not only tour­
ists (but) a lot of people uses the 
beaches ... it is a highly populated 

huge site," she further explained. 
DEQ has included Susupe as 

another problem area. 
However, it is pushing through 

with studies on Garapan's pos­
sible pollution sources since the lat­
ter does not have as high a population 
using the beaches as Garapan. 

DEQ has identified the drainage 
by the Dai Ichi Hotel as a concern. 

It has embarked on at least three 
different studies in an effort to 
prevent further damage to 
Garapan's beaches. 

These include a the construc­
tion of a wetland by the stream 
that runs through the American 
Memorial Park and empties into 
Micro Beach.

HAGATNA, Guam -A NUM­
BER of Guam's recreational water 
areas are polluted above the a=pted 
bacteriological standards, according 
to a report Friday from the Guam 
Environmental Protection Agency. 

The Guam EPA conducts marine 
water tests weekly, as the Monitoring 
Laboratory Services Division takes 
samples every Wednesday and ana-

lyzes the Data on Friday afternoons. 
· Although no beaches are officially 
closed, 10 advisories are in effect for 
the following beaches: inAgat,Namo 
Beach, Agat Bay, Agat Island, and 
Nimitz Beach. 

The Merizo Pier in Merizo, 
Talofofo Bay in Talofofo, Umatac 
Bay in Umatac, Tagachang Beach in 
Y ona. Pago Bay in Chalan Pago and 
Padre Palomo Parkin Hagatna,are all 
included in the advisories. 

Officials for Guam EPA state that 
swinuning, fishing or playing in these 
unsafe waters may result in minor 
illnesses, including sore throats or 
diarrhea Serious illnesses such as 
meningitis,encephalitis,orseveregas­
troenteritis, may also be caused. 

Children,elderlypeopleandi:eople 
with weakened immune systems may

been repatriated, have been 
transferred to another employer 
in the Commonwealth, or have 
died." 

L&Tcounsel Steven R. Pixlev 
and paralegal Ariel Marian~ 
during a hearing argued and pre­
sented evidence that all employ­
ees have been tracked . 

L&T stated that the small 
number (between eight and 19) 
do not fit squarely into the clas­
sifications of the statute because 
they have either left their em­
ployment without notice to the 
employer or have accepted re­
patriation ticket and failed to 
depart according to Immigra­
tion records . 

Pixley stressed that all of 
these people were reported to 
DOLi when it was determined 
that they were missing . 

Soll said the emphasis placed 
on individual liberty in the soci­
ety restricts the amount of physi­
cal control that may be exer­
cised over a person .

bor, .. Soll said.

Tinian policeman accused of 
falsification, plea bargains

A TINIAN po!;.fficeraccused 
of falsifying a accident re­
port for an insur ce claim has 
agreed to change ~is earlier pl~a 
of not guilty in exchange for a 
suspended sentence. 

Under the plea agreement.An­
tonio M. Taisacan pleads guilty 
to the charge of conspiracy to 
commit theft by deception. 

He was also charged with mis­
conduct in public office, but this 
has been dismissed as part of the 
plea agreement. 

Taisacan, who faced a maxi­
mum jail sentence of four years, 
will be placed on three years 
active probation, and will per­
fonn ISO hours of community 
service. 

Further, for three years, 
Taisacan can no longer be em­
ployed in a law enforcement ca­
pacity by the Department of Pub­
lic Safety (DPS), the Depart­
ment of Labor and Immigration 
(DOLI), by the Division of Cus­
toms and by the Commonwealth 
Ports Authority (CPA). 

But he can be employed by 

any of these agencies in a non­
law enforcement capacity, such 
as dispatcher, armorer, data en­
try, or with the Bureau of Mo­
tor Vehicles. 

According to the comp.aint 
filed in the Superior Court by 
the Attorney General's Office 
(AGO), a pick-up truck owned 
by lg Sang Kwon was severely 
damaged in an accident that 
happened on April 13, 1996. 

lg was not the driver, but 
stated that he was when he filed 
the insurance·claim, for which 
he received $12,371. 

However, an unlicensed 
driver was at the wheel when 
the truck crashed. 

Part of the "proof' lg sub­
mitted to the insurance com­
pany was an amended accident 
report from Taisacan, stating 
that lg was the driver of the 
truck. 

Taisacan amended the report 
upon lg's request. 

Lawyer Robert C. N araja rep­
resented Taisacan in this case. 
Assistant Attorney General 
Robert J. Steinborn was the 
prosecutor.

Ground water 'threatened'

THE Commonwealth's ,rrourid 
water is being: threatened by over 
pumping. saltwater intrusion and 
contamination. a study by the Di­
vision of Environmental Quality 
(DEQ) revealed. 

In its Water Quality Assess­
ment report. DEQ explained that 
due to the fragile naiure of the 
islands· ground water sources. 
over pumping: can result to salt­
water intrusion which is "irre­
versible" and can cause "pemrn-

nent damage to the sun·ounding 
aquifer." 

In addition to over pumping. 
the report also mentioned that 
large residential areas on the is­
lands that do not have a sewer 
hook-up can lead to excessive lev­
els of nitrate in the drinking water 
supplies. 

"In some areas,'' said the DEQ 
report. "extremely fast percola­
tion rate can result in bacterio­
logical and nitrate contamination 
of water supplies from poorly 
designed septic systems." 

The report also cited the is­
lands' urbanization as a potential 
risk to the waterbeds. 

It noted that while tourism is · 
the Commonwealth's main indus­
try. a large increase in garment 
factories can be noted over the 
last several years. 

"Garment factories use various 
types of chemicals in the manu-· 
facturing process," said the re­
port.

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High-powered delegation visits_· Marshalls audit says sales of 
passports poorly documented Japanese look at Marshalls, 

Kiribati trade opportunities By Giff Johnson

Majuro - Despite receiving millions of dollars in revenue from 
selling passports to foreigners, the Marshall Islands government did not 
have adequate control over the program during 1996 and 1997, with the 
result that funds could possibly have been misused, said an independent 
audit by Deloitte and Touche prepared for the government.

MAJURO-A high-powered 
delegation of government and 
private sector officials from 
Japan visited Majuro last week 
and headed south to Kiribati 
on the weekend, discussing 
government and private sec­
tor economic cooperation with 
island leaders. 

While mission leaderToshio 
Mochizuki. the executive vice 
president of the Japan Exter­
nal Trade Organization 
(JETRO), said they were vis­
iting generally to ·-promote 
economic exchange and to 
enhance friendship,"" he also 
said the mission is looking for 
specific development projects 
that Japan - either through 
government aid or private sec­
~or investment - could get 
involved in. 

The 12 member group is of­
ficially called the Japan-South 
Pacific Economic Mission 
and, aside fromJETRO. is rep­
resenting the Japan South Pa­
ci fie Economic Association. 
the Ministry of International 
Trade and Industry. and offi­
cials from such companies as 
Mitsubishi, Yazaki Corp. and 

others. 
This is the 21st year that the 

annual economic mission has 
been coming to the Pacific, 
but only the second visit to 
the Marshall Islands and 
Kiribati, said Mochizuki in an 
interview Thursday (Aug. 20). 
The mission annually visits 
two island nations. 

··our purpose in visiting is 
to discuss how Japan can con­
tribute to economic develop­
ment:· said Mochizuki. 

The mission was interested 
to increase economic coopera­
tion. trade and investment op­
portunities, particul2rly for 
Japanese businesses. 

While government-to-gov­
ernment aid is a key part of 
Japan's overseas development 
assistance. Mochizuki said 
that .. we are fully aware of the 
need to develop the private 
sector.·· That·s why the mis­
sion is a mix of private and 
government officials. 
~ .. We're still emphasizing 
economic cooperation from 
the government side. but this 
needs to be paralleled by pri­
vate sector activity:· he said. 

"It takes two wheels (to de-

velop the economy)." He said 
that the mission's intention 
was to create more awareness 
about this private sector .. sec­
ond wheel.·· 

As an example of Japanese 
private sector investment in 
the region. Mochizuki noted 
that Yazaki Corp., which is 
represented on the current del­
egation. is operating a factory 
in Samoa that employs 2,000 
people. 

··Jt"s the biggest factory in 
the South Pacific." he said. 

The group met with Presi­
dent Kabua and other govern­
ment and private sector lead­
ers in Majuro. 

A number of local 
businesspeople discussed 
tourism and aquaculture-re­
lated business ventures that 
are currently in the pilot stage. 

Tourist activities including 
scuba Jiving on World War II 
battleships and sports fishing 
at Bikini Atoll among the 
projects looked at. 

Mochizuki indicated that 
tourism had potential in the 
Marshall Islands but that air 
transportation remained an 
obstacle to its development. 

The audit, presented to the Nitijela(parliament) last week, is the latest 
development in a series of problems that have dogged Marshall Islands 
passport sales. 

Earlier this month, a Taiwanese businessman was charged by govern­
ment prosecutors in the Marshall Islands High Court with 33 counts 
relating to holding forged or improperly issued passports and residency 
papers that were confiscated by the U.S. lmmigration and Naturaliza­
tion Service on Guam in early July, and criminal charges against others 
involved in the program are expected to be filed next week, according 
to government sources. 

High level government officials have claimed repeatedly that the 
passpo11 program was halted in August 1996 because of administrative 
problems and concerns raised by the U.S. State DepartmenL 

But the audit shows that a total of $2,420.000 was received by the 
government between November 20. 1996 and Ap1il 22, 1997 for 
passports issued between January IO and August 30, 1996. 

··No explanation was made available as to the delay in remittance and 
receipt of funds by (the Marshall Islands) from the (passpo11 selling) 
agents:' the audit reported. 

A payment to the government's general fund of $3 70.()00 on Novem­
ber 21, 1996 had no supporting documentation, the audit said. 

An additional $2,050,000 received by the general fund and the 
government's Investment Development Fund for passport sales was 
suppo11ed only by listing passport numbers. 

But, said the audit, ·'these passports did not appear to have been issued 
in sequential order." 

LET US KEEP CNMI LITTER FREE. 

Both of these problems demonstrate ''inadequate controls over the 
issuance and sale of passports and the collection of revenue from these 
sales.·· which could result in misappropriation of funds, the audit said, 
adding that lack of documentation for passpon sales was reponed as a 
problem in last year's audit as weU.

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Clinton moves vs bin Laden

EDGARTOWN, Mass. (AP) -
The Clinton administration is es­
calating the fight against interna­
tional terrorism by moving to shut 
down the financial pipeline feed­
ing Osama bin Laden's Afghani­
stan-based network. 

"It's high time that those who 
traffic in terror leam they, too, are 
vulnerable," President Clinton de­
clared Saturday. 

In his weekly radio address, 
Clinton revealed he has signed an 
executive order putting bin 
Laden's Islamic Army and two of 
his main lieutenants on a list of 
terroristgroups. 

The move allows the Treasury 
Department to block all financial 
transactions between U.S. com­
panies or individuals and the 
Saudi-born millionaire sworn to 
hit American targets everywhere. 

In Nairobi, Kenya, a newspa­
per reported that three suspects 
being held in the truck-bomb at­
tacks on two U.S. embassies in 
East Africa told police they ran, 
with bin Laden's backing, a fake 
fishmonger business as a cover- -
for the plot. 

The Aug. 7 attacks in Nairobi 
and Dares Salaam, Tanzania, killed 
245 Africans and 12 Americans. 

The three men confessed to re­
connoitering the embassy in 
Nairobi for the bombers, the Daily 
Nation said. 

The newspaper said they told 
police they blended into the bustle 
around the embassy in Nairobi dis­
guised as fish merchants making 
deliveries to restaurants and hotels. 

Administration officials met in 
Washington to prepare for a pub­
licity campaign aimed at girding 
the public for what they expect wil 1 
be a long and bloody war on tetTOr 
following Thursday's missile 
strikes at targets in Afghanistan 
:md Sudan alleged] y connected with 
bin Laden.

LHOK SUKON, Indonesia (AP) 
- Human 1ights workers on Sarur­
day dug up the skeletons of people 
activists believe were killed by the 
Indonesian military.

Government investigators have 
unearthed the remains of 15 people in 
northem province of Aceh, and wit­
nesses say mass graves scattered 
around the province harbor many 
more. 

There were holes in the skulls be­
lieved to be bullet wounds. Ropes 
that may have been used to tie the 
victims' hands were found as well. 

Baharuddin Lapa. head of a team 
from Indonesia's National Human 
Rights Commission, said the remains 
would undergo forensic tests to deter­
mine whether they belonged to ex­
ecution victims. Mass exhumations 
will be made later. 

Members of a fact-finding team of the National Commission on Human Rights are among people watching 
human bones unearthed from a mass grave in Bukit Sentang near Lhok Sukon on Indonesia's Sumatra island 
Saturday. The team is investigating alleged rights abuses by soldiers in the Indonesia's northernmost

KUALA LUMPUR, Malaysia 
(AP) - Soft-drink manufacrurers 
that continue to heap extravagant 
amounts of sugar into their canned 
drinks will be shut down, a newspa­
per reported Saturday. 

Such companies have ignored the 
government's recently launched 
''LessSugar,Please''nationwidecam­
paign to reduce sugar in their prod­
ucts, Health Minister Dr. Chua Jui 
Meng was reported as saying by The 
Star daily. 

About 600,0:Xl people out of the 
country's population of 22 million 
suffer from diabetes, but some bottle 
drinks contain as much as nine tea­
spoonfuls of sugar each, Chua said. 

'Theyshowednointcresttovolun­
taril y reducing the among of sugar in 
soft drinks," he said, accusing profit­
driven companies of adding sugar to 
their products because they believe 
Malaysians have a sweet tooth. 

Soft-drinks manufacturers that re­
fused to cut down on sugar will have 
their licenses canceled, Chua warned. 

Domestic sugar consumption has 
dropped 2 I percent in the first six 
months of this year, but industrial use 
of sugar had increa-ed by 15 percent 
in the same period. 

Malaysians on average consume 
about 30 teaspoons of ;ugar a day 
each in raw form or through pro­
cessed food, double the amount rec­
ommended by the ministry. Chua 
said.

Underwood mentioned that the 
economic articulation in various 
countries, as seen in agreements 
like MERCUSOR in South 
America, NAFTA in North 
America, the European Union and 
the Asia-Pacific Economic Co­
operation, have done wonders in 
advancing trade and commerce. 

He said political aspects remain 
the most significant dimension of 
the differences between Guam and 
the CNMI and that these will not 
be resolved through increased 
economic activity. 

"They can only be resolved by 
political action and resolution can 
only come as a result of political 
will and constant and earnest dia­
logue. That's why rCL1nification is 
so important," he pointed out. 

A plchiscitc which sought to 
get the people's reaction on re­
unification plans was first held in 
Guam on November 4, 1969, and 
it generated a very low turnout. 
Only 32 percent of the 20,000 
registered voters actually showed 
up in several poll precincts. 

At least 3,720 Guam residents 
voteu against the proposal while 
2,688 voted in favor of it. 

Several theories were m:.,Jc to 
explain the reason behind the low 
turnout and the rejection, one or 
which was that Guamani:ms felt 
that Guam's economic gains 
would be diverted to the underde­
veloped CNMI. 

During the ,ame year or a week 
afk,r Guam's rejection of the re­
integration proposal, NMI resi­
dents, raising high hopes that a 
reunified Mariana Islands could 
become a state, voted strongly in 
favor of reintegration. 

Of the 4,954 registered voters 
in the Northern Marianas, 3,233 
voted in the referendum. Reinte­
gration received 1,942 votes; 
freely associated state I, 116; in­
dependence 19; and unincorpo­
rated territory of the US I 07. 
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in September and in November.

"The woman," he told Tan 
Amalia's lawyer Ted Mitchell dur­
ing the court hearing, '"is suing me." 

Mitchell replied, "Woman?"' 
"Your client," Taylor said. 
"Tan Amalia is your mother-in­

law!" Mitchell said, adding that she 
has been sleeping on a sofa since 
leavingtheSanAntoniohouse, which 
Taylo;, at one point, called ,l, "my 
house." 

Mitchell said, "1liat's your wife's 
house on land given to her by her 
mother. You can't own it. Article 
12!" referring to the CNMI 
Constitution's provision resuicting 
land ownership to indigenous 1esi­
dents. 

ButTaylormaintained that "draw­
ing a line" in the house to accommo­
date Tan Amalia, as Mitchell is pro­
p:>sing, is tantamount to his family 
being evicted.
