Agreenent on tie Proposed Constitution nad Leen’ redcued Lecemver 21, 

1978, at'7:03 p.m. when 38 of tne 41 delegates present voted to approve tie 
final draft. The Proposed Constitution was preparec in finial forin aid 
presented to the delegates for certification at a formal ceréiuony January 4, 

19679, at the Marshall Islands Memorial’ Churcn. Con-Con Presicent Kucen 

Zackhras,presiced over the cereinonies. LCistrict Presiuing Judge’ “aoua Kavua, 

Speaker of tne Nitijela, Atlan Anien dnd vistrict Administrator Oscar deSrum 

spoke to tne celegates and spectators. Tne Kita Youtan Cioir sang songs of 

thanksgiving. Almost every delegate to the Comvention personally signed iis 

endorsement of the historic cocument. The Marsnall Islanas Constitutioaal 

Convention adjourned for tiie last time, after tne ceremony on January 4. 

Not all delegates were released from tieir convention responsivil- 

ities, nowever. Tne committee for Convention Procedures and Jurisdiction 
chaired by delegate Amata Xabua, still sas tie responsibility for refining 

the trarislation of the document into Marsiallese, and saving it printea aud 

distributed to the Marshallese people. Tae CP&J Committee will also join 
with the Nitijela and the Administration to sold eauucational seninars to 
explain the content of tne Proposed Constitution to tne voters prior to tue 
referendum for ratification of tae cacocument.

The group left the Marsnalis witau resolutions requesting ecucation anc aavice 

in developing libraries; donations of booxs from U.S. puovlic sciuoois anu 

libraries; development of an inter-library searci: and loan system vetweei 

the Trust Territory districts, Guan, the horthern maérianas ana .awaii; taat 

the Trust Territory anc a. Autunority provice at least 1 central 

library for each district ana tiiat assistance be given to develop a moviie 

library facility for péintite areas. At tne present time, only tue tiarsialis, 

Palau and Korsae Districts have public libraries. Eéeca of tnese libraries 

is regarded as inadequate, underfunded and understaffed. All warsiall 

Islands resolutions were acopted oy tae conferees. 
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
