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Beer industry goes global

CHIMAY, Belgium (AP) - Father
Thomasisaportly, uddy-facedmonk
who for 36 yearshaslivedsecludedin
a hilltop monastery. Gerard Fauchey
is a wisecracking executive helping
run a billion-dollar business empire
from Beijing to British Columbia.
An odd couple for sure, but they
have one thing in common.
They are key figures in a brewing
industry which for centuries has sup-
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plied this grateful nation with some of
the world's most distinctive beers.

Now the monks and the multina-
tional are looking further afield, to
serve far-flung ale lovers unhappy
with the pale, watery, aluminum-
wrapped products that dominate
world beer markets.

“We’re not just selling our beer,
butalso our beerculture,”” saysJande
Brabanter, external affairs directorof
the Confederation of Belgian Brew-
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Hem they make beer with cherries,
raspberries, even peaches. Theyhave
rich, dark Trappist ales brewed by the
likes of Father Thomas that pack
triple the strength of regular beer.

They have beers spiced with cori-
anderand orange peel. They have red
beers, brown beers, white beers and
golden beers.

These are not advertising gim-
micks, but often age-old recipes that
let Belgians claim their pint-sized
nation is to beer what France is to
wine. But times are changing.
Sixty-years ago, the average Belgian
gulped down 200 liters (420 pints) a
year. Now it’s a mere 106 liters (223
pints). Breweries blame
everything from drunk-driving cam-
paigns to aggressively marketed so-
das.

They aren’t too worried because
because profitshave beenmaintained
by increased consumption of more
expensive specialty beers. Buttocoun-
terbalance stale home sales, Belgian
beer-makersare looking increasingly
at bubbly foreign markets.

From 1980 to 1994, exports
doubled to 460 million hiters (966
million pints) - a quarter of total pro-
duction.

Leading the way is Interbrew,
which last year swallowed up
Canada’sJohn Labatt Ltd. tobecome
the world’s fourth biggest beer pro-
ducer. Only Anheuser-Busch and
Miller of the United States and
Heineken of the Netherlands make
more suds.

“We have established ourselves as
one of the leaders of the industry,”
says Fauchey, Interbrew’s external
relations director, at the company’s
high-tech brewery in the central city
of Leuven.

Fauchey outlines an export and
investment strategy spreading rap-
idly from traditional Western Euro-
peanmarkets into China, Eastem Eu-
rope and the Americas.

Interbrew’sbiggestbrandshereare
Stella Artois and Jupiler - variations
on the light, golden Pilsner-style la-
ger spread from Bohemia - now the

Czech Republic - in the 1800s to
become the world’s dominant beer
type.

ButBelgium’sexport pushisspear-
headed by specialty beers.
Interbrew already scores well across
Europe with its Leffe range of strong
beers of monkish inspiration and its
Hoegaarden *“white beer’” - a spicy,
lemon-tinted, thirst-quencher with

roots in the Middle Ages.

Like other Belgian brewers,
Interbrew hopes to cash in on the
growing interest in speciality brews
generatedby themicrobreweryboom
in the United States.

From 1992 to 1994 Belgian beer
exports to the United States almost
doubled to 1.5 million liters (3.15
million pints).

US brewers looking
overseas to expand

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) - As the
art of craft beer brewing becomes big
business, the makers of specialty ales
and lagers in the United States are
trying toexpand their sales, notjustin
this country, but overseas as well.

Some are headed to hallowed
grounds, the beer halls and pubs of
western Europe where fine brews
were born and where the Americans
will meet their strongest competition.

While big beer makers have ex-
ported worldwide for years, most
microbreweries by definition have
remained too small to distribute out-
side the United States. But that's
changing, and the specialty brewers
believe there’s a market abroad for
their brands.

*“The British aren’t going to drink
Budweiser or the traditional products
of large brewing companies,” said
Jim Neighbors of the Institute for
Brewing Studies in Boulder, Colo-
rado.

“Buttheydolikethe all-maltlagers
and hoppy American ales,”” he said.
“And they’re interested in some of
themoreexperimental styleslike chili
beersandrye alesanda variety of fruit
beers.”’

BostonBeerCo.,acontractbrewer
of Original Boston Lagerand Samuel
Adams, began exporting 600 cases a
month to West Germany in 1985. It

now ships 10,000 cases per month to
Germany, Britain, Italy, France and
Sweden, president Jim Koch said.

Itsbeers alsohave wonrecognition
as some of the best. Among several
awards they have won, its Triple
Bock grabbed a gold medal in strong
ales at the Great British Beer Festival
in 1994.

In addition, Anchor Steam Brew-
ing Co. of San Francisco started sell-
ing in Britain about five years ago,
then expanded to France and Swe-
den. AndPete’s Brewing Co. of Palo
Alto, California, maker of Pete’s
Wicked Ale, also sells in the Brit-
ain.

Mendocino Brewing Co. in
Hopland, California, wants to start
distributing in Western Europe in
1997, after it adds a second plant
to increase capacity, marketing
director Michael] Lovettsaid. And
Pike Brewing Co. in Seattle plans
to start exporting there withintwo
years, spokeswoman Lynn
Kastner said.

Stateside brewers say they will
make inroads overseas, although
they are competing against some
of the best beers on the planet.
They say Americans are produc-
ingsomeexcellentlagersandales.

“California winemakers did the
same thing 20 years ago,”’ Samuel
Adams’ Kach said.

WASILLA, Alaska (AP) — The
Iditarod’s 60 mushers have left the
hoopla behind and begun an 1,150
mile (1,850 kms) trek on dog sleds to
Nome in which psychological games-
manship may determine the winner.

The mushers made their ceremonial
start in downtown Anchorage on Sat-
urday, and the leaders are expected to
reach Skwentna late Sunday or early
Monday, 100 miles (160 kms) into the
joumney.

This year's race, the 24th, started
under clear skies with temperatures in
the low teens (-10 degs. Celsius). But
forecasters are predicting a relatively
warm race during daylight hours.

Psychological ploysarecertainly part
of the repertoire of 1983 Iditarod win-
ner Rick Mackey of Nenana, who fin-
ishedsecondinthis year's YukonQuest

International Sled Dog Race.
