Smith Corona had a 47 percent
share of 1992 portable electric
typewriter sales in the United
States, Brother had 33 percent
and the other 20 percent was di-
vided betweentwo other Japanese
firms and Lexmark, the former
typewriter division of IBM, said
Roger Lanctot of Personal Tech-
nology Research in Waltham,
Mass.,

But Lanctot, whose firmfollows
the industry, confirmed that
Brother is the largest US manu-
facturer of electric typewriters
because most of Smith Corona’s
typewriters are imported.

A press release from Smith
Corona said the company is dis-
appointed by the Commerce
ruling and “has confidence that
the ongoing appeals will establish
that Brother, in fact, does not
represent the US industry and is
not entitled to maintain an
antidumping action against Smith
Corona.”

Pentagon
follows

gay policy

WASHINGTON (AP) - Putting
President Clinton’s orders: into
practice, the ‘Pentagon said
Wednesday that military recruits
will no longer be questioned on
their sexual preference. Every
enlistee will, however, be given
“a detailed explanation” of re-
strictions on sexual conduct.
The action makes official what
the armed services already had
done: deleting from the standard
recruit application form two
questions pertaining to sexual
status.

The services told their recruit-
erstostopasking the sex questions
shortly after Clinton announced
last Friday that he was taking the
first steps toward ending the
government’s ban on homosexu-
als serving openly in the military,

Wednesday’s order made the
new practices official government
policy.

Senate Republicans opposed to
ending the ban decided Wednes-
day to force a symbolic vote on
retaining the prohibition without
the changes Clinton ordered.
Some Democrats were expected
to join the effort, but one Repub-
lican acknowledged it would
likely fail given the Democrats’
57-43 majority in the Senate.

In related developments
Wednesday:

_Crae Pridgen, the North
Carolinaman who claimed he was
severely beaten by three Marines
at a gay bar last Saturday in
Wilmington, N.C., met at the
Pentagon with Lt. Gen. Robert
M. Alexander, the Pentagon’s
acting chief of personnel policy.
It was Alexander who signed
Wednesday’s order stopping the
sex questioning,

_Gen. Colin Powell, chairman
of the Joint Chiefs-of Staff, said
he and the service chiefs would be
“closely monitoring” the results
of the police investigation of
Pridgen’s case. He said military
authorities might take separate
action against the accused Ma-
rines, depending on the findings
of the police probe.

The Pentagon order also said
that a briefing given routinely to
all new recruits upon. entry into
the military will now include “a
detailed explanation” of the laws
and service regulations govern-
ing sexual conduct by members
of the military.

The regulations include such
prohibitions as the holding of
hands in public and kissing in
public, while the legal code bans
sexual acts such as sodomy and
sexual intercourse with minors.
Clinton has said that his eventual
policy on homosexual$ in the
military will include a strict new
code of conduct that would apply
to both gay and heterosexual ser-
vice members.

Sexual conduct already is gov-
erned by provisions of the
Uniformed Code of Military Jus-
tice as well as by regulations
written by each of the military
services.

Hodkinson
retains
WBC title

LONDON (AP) - Paul
Hodkinson pounded Ricardo
Cepeda into submission with a
sharp and varied range of head
and body shots Wednesday to
force a fourth round TKO and
retain his World Boxing Council
featherweight title.

It was the 27-year-old English
fighter’s third defense and he
never was troubled by the Puerto
Rican, who lost for the third time
in 27 fights. Hodkinson now is
23-1-0.

The fight was watched from
ringside at the Olympia hall by
New York-based Kevin Kelley,
No. 1 contender for the title and
unbeaten in 32 fights.

“Hodkinson showed he was a
good champion,” Kelley said.
“But he has to fight the best and I
am the best. We are like two
strangers who have to meet in a
dark alley.”

Cepeda, ranked No. 8 by the
WBC, arrived with the reputation
of being an aggressive puncher
but spent most of the fight going
backwards. Hodkinson, who
won the title from Mexican
Marcos Villasanain1991, quickly
found the target with left hooks to
the head and fights that slammed
into Cepeda’s ribs.

The result was that Cepedahad
little to offer in response despite
pre-fightclaims he would damage
Hodkinson around the

Englishman’s injury-prone eyes
and force a stoppage.

Cepeda was given amandatory
eight count midway throughround
two after he came under pressure
from a combination and his glove
touched the floor. Late in the

‘round Hodkinson stunned him
with a left hook and that effec-
tively knocked the aggressive
streak out of the Puerto Rican.

Throughout the third he was
intent on survival as Hodkinson
maintained a barrage of blows to
the head and body. Cepeda cov-
ered up, soaked up the punishment
impressively but threw little in
return.

The fourth round was only 37
seconds old when Hodkinson had
Cepeda cornered. The Puerto
Rican had nowhere to go and his
cornermen reached into the ring
to call off the fight a split second
before Swiss referee Franz Marti
did it for them.

Judit Polgar became the young-
est-ever international grandmaster
last year, beating by one month the
record of American chess legend
Bobby Fischer.

Spassky lost the world title to
Fischer in 1972. He lost a rematch
with Fischer in Yugoslavia last fall
but the contest revived his career
and gave him the chance to play
Ms. Polgar, widely seen as a poten-
tial contender for the world title
now held by Garry Kasparov.

The winner of the Spassky-
Polgar series gets $120,000, The
loser gets $80,000.
