Japan -
New York
trade pact
forged

NEW YORK (AP) - New
York state and Japanese busi-
ness leaders Tuesday inaugu-
rated a new program to promote
trade between what one Japa-
nese official called “the world’s
second and ninth largest
economies.”

Gov. Mario Cuomo, singing
the agreement, said it would
expand on a business relation-
ship “that is by nature sym-
biotic,” by encouraging New
York based companies to sell
products in Japan and Japanese
firms to invest here.

Atpresent,Cuomosaid, some
50Japanese manufacturers have
operations in New York state,
and 25,000 people areemployed
statewide by Japanese owned
firms.

He said 50 American compa-
nies are responsible for 80 per-
cent of the goods that originate
in New York for export, but 10
times that many firms “have the
potential to participate in the
international market. It is- an
exporteconomy withenormous,
untapped potential.”

The agreement, known as the
New York State-Japan Alliance,
was set up by the state and the
Japanese Chamber of Com-
merce and IndustryinNew York
under Cuomo’s “Global New
York” program that began last
year. Similar promotional cam-
paigns were set up earlier with
Italy, Israel and Poland.

Co-chairmen of the project
are Minoru Makihara, chairman
and chief executive of
Mitsubishi International Cor-
poration, and James D.
Robinson ITI, chairinan and CEO
of American Express Co.

Masamichi, Hanabusa,
Japan’s consul general in New
York, said he had dreamed of
“an alliance between the second
and ninth largest economies in
the world” since he first came
here three years ago.

Japanranks second behind the
United States among world
economies. According to
Cuomo, California has the eight
largest economy in the world
and New York state the ninth.

As for trade tensions result-
ing from Tokyo’s huge trade
imbalance and the failure of U.S.
firms to penetrate the Japanese
market, Hanabusa said, “ittakes
two to tango... this is true in
import and export as well.”

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Japan stock market still jittery over scandal

TOKYO (AP) - A major bro-
kerage scandal will continue to
buffet Tokyo’s stock market
until investors decide the worst
is over and are ready to lead a
recovery, analysts say.

Tuesday’s session was typi-
cal of the jittery state of the
market. The Nikkei Stock Av-
erage, thekey marketbarometer,
stirged 432.79 points, or 1.95
percent, to close at 22,608.96
after a volatile session in which
the index was down nearly 2
percent at one point.

On Monday, the Nikkei skid-
ded 3.15 percent, capping five
straight ‘trading days of losses
that pulled the average down
8.02 percent to a seven-month
low. Analysts said the market
temporarily bottomed out Tues-

day, one day after the govern-
ment announced a crackdown
on major brokerages for com-
pensating rich clients for invest-
ment losses financial dealings
with gangsters.

Butthat may not mark the end
of the scandal’s impact on trad-
ing because investor confidence
has yet to return. Smaller play-
ers are enraged at the preferen-
tial treatment for richclientsand
have pulled money out of the
market in protest.

“Investors are not convinced
the scandal is over - who knows
what other skeletons may be
found?”said Adrian E. Tschoegl,
chief economist at SBCI Secu-
rities ( Asia).

early,” said Craig Chudler, a
strategist at UBS Phillips and
Drew International.

Chudler noted the market is
still reverberating from an inter-

* estrate cutJuly I, when the Bank

of Japan reduced the rate it
charges on loans to commercial
banks by half a percentage point
to 5.5 percent. Interest rate
changes often accentuate mar-
ket volatility, he said.

Tschoegl said many investors
were staying out of the market,
fearing a panic that could pull
prices much lower. Investor

such as corporate earnings and
interest rates point to an even-
tual improvement.

“The question is which is
stronger - greed or fear?”
Tschoegl said. “Eventually,
greed will become stronger, but
right now there’s nothing posi-
tive to get excited about.”

Juveniles
fight off
cop, were
subdued

Achargeofassaultand battery
faces two male juveniles after
they challenged and pushed off a
police officer over a traffic in-
fraction.

The two minors also will be
cited for driving while intoxi-
cated, aside from violating the
law against minors consuming
alcohol.

Police investigation showed
that the two juveniles, one under
18 years of age, while the other
under 16, were cruising in a ve-
hicle somewhere near the

Dandan area when -they were

flagged down by a police officer
for a violation.

While the officer, Sgt. Johnny
Tomei, was talking to the driver,
the vehicle’s passenger, appar-
ently peeved, came off the
vehicle pushed the police officer
and challenged him to a fight.

As the policeman tried to ar-
rest the passenger, the driver
came from the opposite side and
tried to help his companion in
fighting the lawman.

The three grappled till the cop
was able to subdue the youths

In other news:

A fire of still undetermined
origin broke outat the Jin Apparel
garments factory in As Terlaje
late Wednesday evening.

Gutted in the thirty-minute fire
was the factory workers’ bar-
racks.

Damage was undetermined.

The firc was reported at about
5:56 pm and was contained at
around 6:25 pm after fighters
came-and secured the area.

An employee of the factory
was reportedly slightly injured
by the broken pieces of glass as
he tried to contain the fire.

On the strength of the contract
the court ruled in favor of Aldan-
Pierce prompting Mafnas to
appeal to the Appellate Division
of the Federal District Court,
which favored the ruling of the
trial court.

Mafnas then appealed to the
Ninth Circuit Court of Appeals,
which also dismissed his appeal
upon his request.

He appealed to the Supreme
Court of the NMI, which only
last July 5 came out with an
opinion swinging in his favor.

The high court ruled that be-
cause Fennell and McMahon
provided the money to hold the
option, although Villagomez
held the property for them under
a resulting trust, they can not
acquire legal interest.

. And since the interest that
Fennell and McMahon held un-
der the trust was of indeterminate
duration (not limited to a
leasehold) the court held that the
duo owned a freehold interest
that only persons of NMI de-
scentcould legally acquire under
Article 12 of the NMI Constitu-
tion.

Thus in coming out with a
decision, the court invalidated
the option contract from the
moment it was signed, or “ab
initio”.

Based on the court’s analysis,
it was ruled that the exercise of
the option by Fennel and
McMahon violated Article 12,
thus the high court’s remand for
entry of judgment in favor of
Mafnas.
