President Jiang, Chinese 
army split over Taiwan 
HONG KONG (AP) - In a "wor­
rying split" between China's top 
leader and its military, President 
Jiang Zemin has failed to dampen 
his generals' enthusiasm for at­
tacking Taiwan, a Hong Kong 
newspaper reported Wednesday. 

The South China Morning Post 
said Chinese generals were "keen 
to push ahead with plans for a 
military invasion of the island,'' 
despite Jiang' s objections. 

The report, in Hong Kong's 
leading English-language daily, 
was the latest in a series of stories 
appearing in the media here which 
cannot be independently con­
firmed, but which give the im­
pression of a gradual buildup to 
war. 

Meeting with military leaders, 

Jiang warned an attack could 
wreck China's recovery of Hong 
Kong in 1997 and of the Portu­
guese colony of Macau in 1999, 
the newspaper said. 

But Jiang was unable to con­
vince the military "to curtail its 
active preparations for war," it 
said, quoting sources in Beijing. 

Jiang, the Communist Party 
leader who assumed the presi­
dency in 1993, is regarded by 
experts as having little influence 
over China's 3-million strong 
army. 

China claims Taiwan, seat of 
the ruling Nationalists since 1949, 
as a rebel province to be recov­
ered by force if necessary. 

Tensions escalated after Tai­
wanese President Lee Teng-hui 

visited the United States last sum­
mer. China saw it as a tacit move 
toward independence and re­
sponded by conducting missile 
tests and war games near Taiwan. 

Hong Kong's Ming Pao daily 
reported Wednesday. that China 
will hold another exercise from 
Saturday. 

The Post said preparations for 
this exercise were going ahead 
with "minimal" supervision by 
the Communist Party's ruling 
Politburo. 

·It said Chinese generals have 
urged Jiang to take "speedy ac­
tion to solve the Taiwan issue 
once and for all." It said they 
warned that the Taiwanese mili­
tary will soon get sophisticated 
weapons.

"I don't see pursuit of commer­
cial interests being in conflict in 
dealing with ( other) outstanding 
issues," Brown said at a news 
confere_nce with foreign journal­
ists.

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US to allow private aid to N. Korea

SEOUL, South Korea (AP)- North 
Korea said Thursday that an aid pro­
gram pushed by the Clinton adminis­
tration for the flood-stricken country 
will help improve ties between the 
two traditional enemies. 

In its first major step to help the 
international pariah, Washington an­
nounced last Friday that it has de­
cided to provide $2 million in hu­
manitarian assistance through the 

Rome-based U.N. World Food Pro­
gram to ease food shortages in the 
North. 

'These humanitarian steps taken 
by the U.S. will remove distrust be­
tween the DPRK (North Korea) and 
the U.S," the North's official Korea 
Central News Agency said Thurs­
day. 

KCNA said Washington also has 
made assurances that it will bend 
administrative regulations to let pri-

vate organizations and U.S. citizens 
make donations to the North, with 
which Washington still is technical! y 
at war. 

The $2 million aid package was 
the first U.S. commitment since 
Washington provided $225,000 late 
last year when the North asked for 
outside aid for the damage from last 
summer's devastating floods.

mantle its nuclear facilities, suspected 
of bomb development, in exchange 
for two new reactors that produce far 
less weapons-grade plutonium. 

The North insists its nuclear pro­
gram is solely for power generation, 
but Western officials believe it al­
ready has extracted enough pluto­
nium for at least one bomb. 

The nuclear deal prompted Wash­
ington to ease its decades-old eco­
nomic embargoes on North Korea, 
allowing mineral imports and adi.rect 
telephone link.

More Timorese enter 
Australian embassy 
JAKARTA, Indonesia (AP) • A 
group of East Timorese has entered 
the Australian Embassy for the sec­
ond time in a month, but it wasn't 
clear whether they want asylum, an 
embassy spokeswoman said Thurs­
day. 

Since September, 66 people from 
East Timor who complained of re­
pression in the fonner Portuguese 
colony have been accepted as immi­
grants by Portugal after being refused 
asylum at the Australian and other 
foreign embassies. 

Indonesia has been trying to sup­
press an independence movement in 
East Timor, which it invaded in 1975 
and annexed a year later. 

A group of nine Timorese, which 
included two women, scaled the wall 
of the Australian Embassy compound 

at 11 p.m. on Wednesday and wanted· 
to talk to embassy officials, said 
. spokeswoman Joanne Eyre. 

"We are talking with them now, 
and we can't tell you whether they are 
asking for asylum at the moment," 
Eyre told The Associated Press. 

TwoEastTimoresewomensneaked 
into the embassy compound on Jan. 
10 and later left for Portugal after 
being rejected asylum by the em­
bassy. 

Indonesia's foreign ministry said 
the Timorese were free to seek asy­
lum. 

"We have no problem with that," 
said ministry spokesman Ghaffar 
Fadyl.

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Japan envoy: US bases 
bring stability in Asia 
NEW YORK (AP) -Withdrawal 
of U.S. forces from Japan and the 
WesternPacificwouldhave"very 
negative consequences" for se­
curity and stability in Asia and 
force Japan to find ways to offset 
it, Japan's ambassador to the 
United Nations said. 

"The peace that prevails in Asia 
and the Pacific is a fragile peace: 
tensions remain high on the Ko­
rean Peninsula; the situation in 
Russia is exceedingly unstable; 
and the future direction of China, 
another nuclear power, is very 
uncertain," Ambassador Hisasi 
Owada said Wednesday night. 

"Thus, the Japan-U.S. security 
relationship continues to play an 
indispensable stabilizing role 
throughout the region .... For this 
reason, the United States is com­
mitted to maintaining 100,000 
troops in East Asia and the West-

em Pacific," Owada said in a 
speech to the National Commit­
tee on American Foreign Policy. 

Demands for a reduction in 
American troops in Okinawa have 
intensified since the rape there of 
a 12-year-old schoolgirl. Three 
U.S. servicemen are on trial for 
the crime, and a verdict is ex­
'Pected in early March. 
Washington is hoping progress 
can be made in talks about U.S. 
bases on Okinawa by the time 
President Clinton visits Japan on 
April 16-18. 

A Japan-U.S. committee has 
been discussing Okinawan de­
mands for reductions in the num­
ber of U.S. troops based on the 
southern island, and is expected 
to come up with a final proposal by 
the fall. 

Okinawa hosts more than half of 
the47 ,000 U.S. troops stationed in 

Japan. Okinawans have long re­
sented the aircraft noise, crime and 
othersideeffectsoftheheavy mili­
tary presence. 

However, withdrawal of all U.S. 
forces would be "very unfortunate 
for the United States and Japan," 
Owada said in reply to a question, 
adding that the U.S. bases "are 
there to come to the rescue of 
Japan if Japan is attacked." 

A U.S. pullback would have 
"verynegativeconsequences" for 
stability in the region, forcing Ja­
pan to "think what other ways" it 
could find to compensate for that. 
He did not elaborate. 

"Active cooperation of the 
United States based on the Japan­
U.S. security arrangements is es­
sential, since stability ultimately 
depends upon the U.S. presence in 
the region," Owada said in his 
address. 

Senate votes to overhaul 
key farm programs in US

Senate voted Wednesday to end 
the decades-old link between farm 
prices and government subsidies, 
giving farmers instead a series of 
fixed but declining payments. The 
vote could pave the way for an 
eventual end of farm payments. 

The 64-32 vote came despite a 
last-ditch fight by Democrats who 
wanted to save at least some con­
nection between prices and pay­
ments. But that effort failed on a 
63-33 vote. Democrats charged 
Republicans were offering wel­
fare to farmers while cutting 
money for education, school 
lunches and health care for the 
poor.

Ancient tomb 
relics found in 
Xinjiang, China 
BEIJING (AP) - Relics from 
tombs dating back to the Spring 
and Autumn Period (770-476 
BC) have been unearthed in the 
northwestern city of Koria, an 
official report said Wednesday. 

The 2,500-year-old relics in­
dicate that Koria, in Xinjiang 
2,400 kilometers (1,500 miles) 
northwest of Beijing, was in­
habited·, .ooo years earlier than 
had been recorded, the Xinhua 
News AgencyTeported. 

Three newly excavated tombs 
included the skeletons, includ­
ing one of a baby, and the cre­
mated skulls of 21 people, as 
well as pottery fragments, pa­
per-chin gold leaf earrings and 
an iron sword with a bronze 
handle . 

One relic, a painted pottery 
jar, had a uniqlle groove-like 
mouth. The earrings and sword 
show a high level of metallurgi­
cal skill for such an ancient time, 
the report said.

Consumers may feel little im­

pact, because raw ingredients 
make up a small share of super­
market costs. Backers say the bilJ 
will help farmers earn more by 
prodding them to plant for a grow­
ing world market. However, crit­
ics say that despite some reforms, 
the bill keeps in protections that 
make consumers pay more for 
sugar and peanuts. 

Democrats fought to maintain 
parts of the old-fashioned safety 
net, which causes subsidies to rise 
when crop prices fall. They ar­
gued that the Republican plan, by 
giving the highest payments to 
the most successful farmers, 
would further thin the ranks of 
smaller farms. Its flexibility pro­
visions would let farmers get pay­
ments regardless of whether they 
grew crops.

LOS ANGELES (AP) · O.J. 
Simpson is putting his slain ex-wife 
on trial in the wrongful death lawsuit 
against him, opening the bedroom 
door on violent battles and depicting 
her as a drug and alcohol abuser. 

In a detailed sworn statement ob­
tained by The Associated Press, 
Simpson seeks to portray himself as 
the voice of reason and maturity. But 
his remarks reveal him as a husband 
with a volatile temper who once physi­
cally threw his wife out of their bed­
room and at other times assaulted her 
verbally. 

He repeated! y refused to admit 
domestic abuse· except on one occa­
sion in 1989. That tag doesn't cover 
the times he roared curses at Ms. 
Simpson, kicked her door in or battled 
with her in frontoffriends ata Christ­
mas party, he suggested. He did her 
physical injury only once, he insisted, 
but she battled him both physically 
and verbally. 

The fonner American football star 
was acquitted in October of murder­
ing ex-wife Nicole Brown Simpson 
and her friend Ronald Goldman, who 
were killed in 1994. Goldman's fam-
ily and Ms. Simpson's estate are now 
suing Simpson, claiming he caused

their death. The burden of proof in a 
civil case is Jess than that in a criminal 
case. 

Sexual attraction and two children 
kept the couple trying to salvage their 
relationship, but just a month before 
Ms. Simpson was murdered, Simpson 
said he told her he wanted to end their 
relationship forever. 

He said they parted with an agree· 
ment "to be good parents with the 
kids," and on her birthday, May 19, 
1994, he arrived at her place with the 
children and a birthday calce.

Simpson returned the gift saying she 
suspected he had bought it for some· 
one else.

"Yes," Simpson said. 
"And did you tell her you had 

given it to Nicole?"

During his five days of testimony, 
Simpson became increasingly talk­
ative. 

He described Ms. Simpson as dif­
ficult, jealous, bullying with the 
household help, sexually promiscu· 
ous and scheming when it came to 
financial matters. 

He said she had sex with one of his 
best friends, Marcus Allen, a running 
back for the Kansas City Chiefs,just 
before Allen's marriage and flaunted 
it to Simpson by seeking his counsel· 
ing about it. 

Toward theendofher life, Simpson 
said Ms. Simpson was running with 
a hard-drinking, drug-abusing, fast 
crowd. 

McVeigh's sister says she 
will testify for prosecution 
OKLAHOMA CITY (AP)· The 
sister ofbombing defendant Timo­
thy McVeigh says if she's called 
to testify, it would be for the pros­
ecution, a TV news magazine re­
ports. 

"I love my brother to death and 
I want nothing more than to sup­
port him and be on his side," Jen­
nifer Mc Veigh said in excerpts of 
her interview released Wednes­
day by the TV news magazine 
"Dateline NBC." 

"Yet I really had no choice but 
to. you know. And ifl get called 
to testify, it's going to be for the 
prosecution." 

The interview is scheduled to 
be aired Tuesday. 

Mc Veigh and Terry Nichols are 
accused of the April 19 bombing 
of the Alfred P. Murrah Federal 
Building in Oklahoma City, which 
killed 169 people and injured more 
than 500. 

Federal authorities have said 
that Ms. McVeigh shares anti­
government views with her 
brother. 

Ms. McVeigh has cooperated 
with authorities, giving them type· 
written statements about her 
brother's activities. Last summer, 
she appeared before a federal 

grand jury that returned indict· 
ments against McVeigh and 
Nichols. She was granted immu­
nity from prosecution. 

In an interview with Time 
magazine last year, she said the 
FBI had pressured her into talk­
ing about her brother's alleged 
role in the Oklahoma City bomb­
ing, partly by showing her pic­
tures of burned, dead babies. 

"They totally broke me down. I 
thought I could handle it on my 
own. I guess I couldn't ... I didn't 
have time to think things out. It 
was constant pressure altogether," 
she told the magazine.

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Group: Rights not second to peace

GAZA CITY, Gaza Strip (AP) -
Human rights cannot be ignored 
in the rush toward peace, Am­
nesty International' s head warned 
Wednesday in a visit to the PLO­
ruled Gaza Strip. 

Amnesty Secretary-General 
Pierre Sane was visiting to dis­
cuss charges that Palestinian po­
lice tortured detainees. The inter­
national human rights group also 
accused Israel of detaining hun­
dreds of Palestinian prisoners 
without charge and systematically 
torturing prisoners during inter­
rogations. 

A delegation led by Sane met 
for more than two hours Wednes­
day night with PLO leader Yasser 
Arafat. 

Sane told The Associated Press 
that Arafat ensured him the new I y 
elected Palestinian legislature 
would work for the protection of 
human rights. 

"We will follow up with his. 
commitment," Sane said. 

Sane was to meet Thursday with 
Israeli Justice Minister David 
Libai. 

Prime Minister Shimon Peres 
on Wednesday defended Israel's 
policy of using force on suspected 
terrorists to prevent attacks on 
Israelis. 

"To remain alive is also a hu­
man right,'' Peres said. 

Muslim militants opposed to 
the Israel~PLO peace agreement 
have carried out a series of dead\ y 
attacks in Israel over the past two 
years, though there has been a lull 
in the violence in the past few 
months. 

Sane said he was concerned that 
human rights issues were being 
pushed aside in favor of security 
concerns. 

"When you look at the priori­
ties of the various parties, their 
priority is peace, not human 
rights," he said. "We have even 
heard that in the name of peace 
we need to sacrifice human rights 
... and that afterward we can build 
institutions to protect human 
rights. 

"That is why we came here," 
he added. "There is not - there 
should not be - any contradiction 
between the pursuit of peace and

the protection of human rights." 
The Amnesty delegation met 

Wednesday with four newly 
elected Palestinian council mem­
bers, quizzing them about the in­
dependence of the council and of 
Palestinian human rights moni­
toring groups. The Amnesty lead­
ers urged the council members to 
institutionalize human rights pro­
tections in law. 

One council member, Gaza City 
lawyer Faraj Saraf, said abuses 
happen because the Palestinian 
government is in transition. 

"Human rights is not something 
that can be delayed, to wait for the 
transition," Sane said.

prolonged periods, beatings, sleep 
deprivation and confinement in 
dark, closet-sized cells." 

The Israeli parliament is con­
sidering a bill that would legalize 
the use of physical force against 
suspected terrorists. 

Sweden's foreign minister, 
Lena Hjelm W alien, criticized the 
proposal in a meeting with Peres 
on Wednesday. The Israeli leader 
said he told her force would be 
used "only when there is clear 
information that a bomb may kill 
other people.'' 

Sane said Israel had legitimate 
concerns, but that they did not 
justify torture. In its I 995 report, Amnesty says

Pre-election violence in 
Bangladesh escalating 

DHAKA, Bangladesh (AP) - Op­
position activists protesting an 
election tour by Prime Minister 
Khaleda Zia clashed with her sup­
porters and police in an eastern 
town Wednesday, leaving at least 
50 people injured. 

In other pre-election clashes, 
another 50 people were injured.

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Search: Finding the 
world's flattest tax 

By DAVID BRISCOE 
WASHING TON (AP)· When it 
comes to taxes, the world isn't 
flat, but it's getting flatter. 

Proponents of one income tax 
rate for all Americans wiJI have to 
search the globe before they find 
a truly flat system - one you can 
file on a postcard. 

In fact, they may not find one. 
Tax analysts disagree on 

whether any country has a truly 
flat tax on all income. 

In the murky world of taxation, 
there are so-called flat taxes, and 
then there are flattertaxes. Nearly 
every system allows some deduc­
tions or exceptions, and most have 
different ways and rates for tax­
ing various types of income. 

The ultimate goal of the flat tax 
movement is to equalize the tax 
bite 5oas to increase savings rates, 
provide more business capital, 
stimulate employment, boost pro­
ductivity and, ultimately, raise liv­
ing standards. 

Opponents say it's just a ploy 
to make the rich richer. 

Whatever the impact, analysts 
on both sides agree that taxes are 
getting flatter around the world, 
as countries look for ways to make 
their economies more competi­
tive. 

Even the U.S. system is much 
flatter than it used to be, with as 
many as 18 tax levels in effect 
prior to 1986 reform and rates as 
high as 91 percent a few decades 
ago. 

If the United States achieves 
further reforms and starts taxing 
all income at the same rate, ana­
lysts believe other countries will 
follow. 

"If America would actually 
adopt such a system, most of the 
rest of the world - at least the 
industrialized world- would have 
no choice," said Bryan T. Johnson, 
co-author of the conservative 

Heritage Foundation's annual 
Index of Economic Freedom. 

He said Washington's diplo­
matic community has been lining 
up for briefings on the various flat 
tax proposals. 

Heritage's index rates 142 coun­
tries on a variety of factors in­
cluding taxation. Those that score 
the best - I or 1.5 on a scale of 5 -
tend to have the flattest taxes, said 
Johnson. 

The United States, with its 
multi-rate system ranging from 
17 percent to 39.6 percent, scores 
a 4 on taxation. 

Republican presidential candi­
dates Steve Forbes, Pat Buchanan 
and Sen. Phil Gramm all want to 
flatten that out to a rate of 16 or 17 
percent for all earned income, with 
few or no deductions or exemp­
tions. 

Steve Entin of the Institute for 
Research on Economics and Taxa-

tion says no country has a flat tax 
such as the one envisioned by 
those politicians. He said Hong 
Kong comes the closest with "a 
fairly flat rate." 

Price Waterhouse, the global 
accounting finn that charts taxes 
in 116 countries, lists four gradu­
ated rates for the British colony, 
ranging from 2 to 20 percent. 
There is, however, a flat rate of 15 
percent for anyone earning over 
roughly dlrs 115,000. 

So, for big earners, Hong 
Kong's system is about as flat -
and as low - as anywhere. 

"Gee, is it a coincidence that 
Hong Kong has the fastest-grow­
ing economy in the world?" asks 
Johnson. 

Looking further, Paraguay has 
no tax on personal income and 
charges a flat rate of30 percent on 
corporate income, according to 
Price Waterhouse's "Individual 
Taxes: a Worldwide Summary." 

Estonia has two flat rates. It 
taxes employee income at 26 per­
cent and interest income at 10 
percent. 

A top contender for the flattest 
income tax is Bolivia. Price 
Waterhouse says it collects 13 
percent on all personal income, 
with a uniform personal exemp­
tion. 

But Bolivia scores only a less­
than-perfect 2 on Heritage's scale, 
because it has a 25 percent corpo­
rate tax rate and imposes a variety 
of other levies. 

New Zealand, another candi­
date for ultimate flatness, has a 
two-tiered rate that hits earnings 
below $20,000 at 24 percent and 
anything above at 33 percent. 

Even Sweden, which Heritage 
gives a perfectly bad "5" as one of 
the highest taxing countries, has 
been moving towards lower, flat­
ter rates with what Michael 
Walker calls a "radically revised 
approach to taxation." 

Walker, of the Frasure Insti­
tute, a Canadian economic think 
tank, said the flatness of a tax 
system can best be measured by 
the range of rates from which 
most of the revenue comes. By 
that score, he said Canada rates 
fairly well, with most taxes col­
lected at rates between 17 and 25 
percent. 

He said the top rates at which 
governments tax are also an im­
portant indicator, and "there has 
been a general movement away 
from high-margin rates around 
the world." 

The search for flat taxes has to 
end with four countries that scolf: 
a perfect I on the Heritage scale: 
Bahrain, the Bahamas, United 
Arab Emirates and Kuwait. 

They have no income tax at all. 
And that's about as flat as you can 
get.

Iraq says oil sales 
won't harm n1arket 

By LOUIS MEIXLER 
UNITED NATIONS (AP) 
Iraq's chief negotiator in oil-for­
food talks said Wednesday that 
any renewed sales should not lead 
to a sharp, sustained decline in oil 
prices. 

Iraqi negotiator Abdul-Amiral­
Anbari spoke as Iraqi and U.N. 
officials held a second day of talks 
on a U .N. offer that would pennit 
Iraq to sell $1 billion in oil every 
90 days to purchase humanitarian 
supplies. 

The United Nations imp<1sed 
sweeping trade sanctions against 
Iraq after Baghdad's 1990 inva­
sion of Kuwait. Before the Gulf 
War, Iraq pumped some $10 bil­
lion in oil. 

Allowing Iraq to open its taps 
could flood the oil market, push­
ing down prices and costing Gulf 
states, such as Saudi Arabia, bil­
lions, oil analysts have said. 

They say the sales could force 
prices down some $ 2 a barrel, 
leading to savings of about a nickel 
a gallon in the United States. 

Butal-Anbarisaidanynewsales 
should not lead to a long-term 
decline in prices. 

"Ifwe go into the market with a 
very small quantity of oil, it won't 
affect the fundamenials,'' he said. 

At the end of talks Tuesday, al­
Anbari refused to characterize the 
progress of the negotiations. 

"It's too early to say one way or 

another,'' al--Anbari told reporters. 
The sanctions have devastated 

the Iraqi economy. Security Coun­
cil members have said the embargo 
will remain in place until the coun­
cil is satisfied that Iraq has com­
plied with U.N. demands to dis­
mantle its programs to build weap­
ons of mass destruction. 

In April, the United Nations pro­
posed the oil-for-food formula, but 
Iraq rejected the offer as an in­
fringement of its sovereignty. 

Asked why Iraq agreed last month 
to the talks,al-Anbarireplied 'There 
are so many things going on in the 
region, the U .N ., and the world, but 
there is no specific ... factor." 

He would not comment on 
whether Iraq had any proposals to 
make at the talks. 

Council diplomats have said they 
will not permit any major changes 
to the offer, which requires Iraq to 
ship the majority of the oil through 
a Turkish pipeline, divert a speci­
fiedamounttothecountry' s Kurdish 
minority and use some of the money 
to compensate Gulf War victims. 

On Tuesday, al-Anbari said the 
U.N. conditions were "not a prob­
lem." 

In Iraq, the dinar climbed 
Wednesday on optimism that the 
talks could lead to oil sales. 

Currency traders in Baghdad said 
a dollar sold for 400 dinars on 
Wednesday, compared to 500 last 
week.

Thai gov't mulls ways 
to reduce car imports 
BANGKOK, Thailand (AP) . 
The Finance Ministry will study 
ways of limiting car imports into 
the country, a government spokes­
man said Wednesday. 

The study was initiated at the 
request of some Cabinet minis­
ters at their weekly meeting on 
Tuesday, said Phongthep 
Thepkanjana, deputy spokesman 
of the prime minister's office. 

The ministers were concerned 
that rising imports could add to 
Bangkok's already serious traffic 
jams and contribute to a current 

account deficit of 7 .1 percent of 
the gross domestic product, which 
is considered high, he said. The 
deficit measures the rate at which 
the country is acquiring external 
debt. 

Another fear was that an in­
crease in the number of imports 
could also harm efforts to build a 
local production base for auto­
mobile exports. 

Imports of automobiles in CBU 
- completely built-up- form were 
tightly restricted until I 99 I, when 
a ban was lifted on the import of 

cars with engines smaller than 
2,300 cc, and a 600 percent duty 
on larger cars was halved. The 
duties were later dropped further. 

Since then, the number of im­
ports has been increasing rapidly. 
Imports of CBU cars jumped to 
54,819 last year from 23,619 the 
year before, the Bangkok Post 
reported Wednesday. 

The Post reported that at 
Tuesday's Cabinet meeting the 
finance and commerce ministries 
were also told to find ways to 
increase car exports.

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Canon likely to buy Kodak division 
By BEN DOBBIN 

ROCHESTER, New York (AP) 
• Canon Inc. of Japan has emerged 
as the most likely candidate to 
buy Eastman Kodak Co.'s ailing 
copier division, analysts said 
Wednesday. 

Over the past decade, the com­
panies have teamed up on copier 
technology, manufacturing and 
marketing. Kodak primarily sells 
high-end office copiers that chum 
out from 60 to 120 pages a min­
utes, while Canon dominates the 
low-end, low-volume personal 
copier market. 

Three weeks ago, Kodak re­
vealed it might either sell its copier 
division or opt for an alliance or a 
joint venture with another com­
pany. Potential buyers named by 
Wall Street analysts included 
Canon, the buyout firm Clayton­
Dubilier and Rice Inc. of New 
York and crosstown rival Xerox 
Corp. 

"We're under the impression 
they're in negotiations with Canon 
and a financial buyer," said B. 
Alex Henderson, an analyst with 
Prudential Securities in. New 
York. "Xerox had been partici­
pating but the odds-on favorite at 
this point would be Canon." 

Hit by laggard earnings and stiff 
competition from Xerox, the 
copierunit has been the subject of 
sale speculation for several years. 
With annual sales of $1. 7 billion, 
industry insiders believe it could 
fetch around $1 billion and that a 
deal could be reached this month. 

"Certainly Kodak would like to 

get the business off its books as 
quickly as possible,'' Henderson 
said. "The longer it takes, the more 
damage is done." 

Gene Glazer of Dean Witter 
Reynolds Inc. said Canon is "cer­
tainly at the top of my list as a 
potential acquirer because of the 
long-tenn relationship of the two 
companies.'' 

"It's a very logical conclusion," 
concurred Bob Maney, an analyst 
with Prudential Securities in 
Rochester. "The question is at 
what price, at what cost? They 
may be trying to protect local 
employment.'' 

Kodak does not reveal how 
many people work at its copier 
division. 

Kodak and Canon declined to 
confinn that talks are under way. 
"It would be inappropriate to com­
ment," said Kodak spokesman 
Charlie Smith.

BETTER DRIVERS 
BUCKLE UP 

By VIJA Y JOSHI 
SINGAPORE (AP) - The first 
Singaporean computer maker to 
enter the U.S. retail market has 
admitted defeat, saying it will close 
its money-losing American opera­
tions. 

"It is a question of whether we 
continued to carry the dead baby or 
let it go," said IPC Corp. chairman 
Patrick Ngiam, in comments pub­
lished Thursday by The Business 
Times newspaper. 

!PC, one of the few Singaporean 
companies toexpandoverseas, said 
it will stop selling notebook com­
puters and multimedia cards 
through 12 U.S. distributors. 

The company is to continue sell­
ing its !PC brand computers 
throughout Asia, and to corporate 
huyers in the United States. 

Market analysts said the losses 
from the U.S. operations in 1995 
are expected to total $25 million. 

The company informed the 
Singapore stock exchange late 
Wednesday that its 1995 earnings 
were likely to be some 38 percent 
less than analysts' forecast of 82.7 
million Singapore dollars (U.S. 
$58.57 million). 

With dlrs 1 billion in annual sales, 
IPC has become a point of national 
pride in Singapore, whose factories 
are mostly assembly lines belong­
ing to multinational companies. 

Although this tiny island nation 
is the world's biggest maker of 
computer disk drives and sound 
cards, few Singapore companies in 
any industry have a major presence 

in world markets. 
IPC is the top-selling brand in 

Singapore, and recently introduced 
the My GeNie desk-top PC that 
incorporates a video CD player, 
FM radio, television, answering 
machine and fax. 

The company will concentrate 
on the Asia-Pacific region, which 
will "require a lot of cash," said 
Ngiam, a Thai-born ethnic Chinese 
who is now a Singapore citizen. 

"Why continue with an effort 
that may not eventually lead us to 
the top tierof players?" said Ngiam, 
41. 

Market analysts were surprised 
in 1993 when IPC bought Austin 
Computer Systems, based in Aus­
tin, Texas, to make and sell com­
puter equipment in the United 
States. 

"We were wondering what they 
were up to," said Lim Eng Hai, 
director of research at the stock 
brokerage J.M. Sassoon and Co. in 
Singapore. 

"You should run only when you 
are able to walk strongly. They 
were doing quite a bit of running 
before they could walk," Lim said 
in an interview. 

"Anyone could have told them 
that they were taking on giants," 
he said. 

This is not the first time IPC has 
been forced to scale back its ambi­
tious plans. 

Last year, the company shut 
about 25 retail outlets in Australia 
after 18 months of aggressive ex­
pansion. 

News Corp. profits 
fall 24% in quarter 
SYDNEY, Australia(AP)- News 
Corp., Rupert Murdoch's global 
publishing, film and television 
conglomerate, said Thursday its 
profit fell 24 percent in the final 
three months of last year and 
dropped almost 15 percent for the 
last half of 1995. 

It said better performances by 
its television operations in the 
United States and its British news­
papers and strong sales of"Mighty 
Morphin Power Rangers" and 
other videos were offset by lower 
results at its movies, book publish­
ing and magazine businesses. 

Separately, The New York 
Times reported in Thursday's edi­
tions that News Corp. may scale 
back its on-line services unit, and 
focus instead on the Internet. Cit­
ing executives close to the com· 
pany, the paper said that nearly 
halfofthe on-line unit's 515 em­
ployees would be dismissed on 
Thursday. 

News Corp., based in Australia, 
reported a profit of $294 million, 
or 35 cents for each American 
Depository Receipt, compared 
with $387 million, or 54 cents an 
ADR, in the final quarter of I 994. 
AD Rs are traded on U.S. financial 
markets and represent shares in 
foreign companies. 

For the six months ended Dec. 
3 I, profit fell to dlrs 521 million, 
or 65 cents an ADR, from $610 
million, or 83 cents an ADR, in the 
same 1994 period. 

News Corp. said most of its com-

panies showed improved results. 
But it noted lower earnings by 
Ansett Airlines, an Australian car­
rier which it half owns with Aus­
tralian transportation company 
TNT Limited. 

Earnings by the Fox Television 
station group rose 14 percent in 
1995, despite what News Corp. 
said was "industry-wide weak ad­
vertising demand." 

Butresultsatthecompany'sFox 
Broadcasting unit were hurt by 
poor ratings in prime time, it said. 
It said recent schedule changes 
have raised ratings. 

News Corp. said its Filmed En­
tertainment division received a 
boost from strong sales from a 
number of video titles, including 
"Mighty Morphin Power Rang­
ers," "Die Hard" the sequel, and 
the "Star Wars Trilogy." "D~ 
Hard" sold 758,000 copies, mak­
ing it the largest -ever selling rental 
video. 

News Corp.'s magazines busi­
ness was hurt by a 40 percent in­
crease in paper prices over the past 
year. However, it said "TV Guide" 
is beginning to show some benefit 
from an increase in its cover price. 

Its pan· Asian satellite television 
service ST AR TV had performed 
"in line with expectations" with 
growth in subscribers and adver­
tising. 

Its British satellite service, 
BSkyB, enjoyed a 17 percent in­
crease in new subscribers during 
the last half of I 995. 
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GM plans $.5B plant in Thailand 
BANGKOK, Thailand (AP) -
General Motors Corp. has applied 
for a license to build a $500 mil­
lion vehicle manufacturing plant 
in Thailand, a senior government 
official said Thursday. 

The project, if approved, would 
become the third investment by a 
U.S. automobile makerin this fast-

growing Southeast Asian country. 
Ford Motor Co., together with 

Japan's Mazda Motor Corp., be­
gan building a pickup truck fac­
tory here Tuesday, and Chrysler 
Corp. began assembling Jeep 
Cherokees last year. 

General Motors has asked the 
government's Board oflnvestment 

for a pennit to build its plant in the 
city of Rayong, 145 kilometers 
(90 miles) south of Bangkok. 

However, General Motors hasn't 
ruled out building the factory in 
the Phi Ii ppines rather than in Thai· 
land, said Chakramon 
Phasukavanich, the board's deputy 
secretary-general. Chakramonsaid 

the company probably wouldn't 
make a final decision until April. 

G.M., seeking a regional base in 
Southeast Asia, recently narrowed 
its choices to Thailand and the 
Philippines. Company officials 
couldn't be reached for comment 
Thursday. 

Thai officials said the applica-

tion is a sign that G .M. is tilting 
toward Thailand in an investment 
project that could total $1 billion. 

Thailand, whose economy grew 
by an estimated 8 .5 percent last 
year, is often touted as Asia's next 
economic 'dragon,' after South 
Korea, Taiwan, Hong Kong and 
Singapore.

Asia business· briefs· The Philippines' merchandise ex· 
ports hit an all-time highof$ l .62 
billion in December, up I 5 per­
cent from $1.4 I billion in No­
vember on strong sales of elec­
tr0nics and garments, the gov­
ernment said Thursday. 

Economists say strong demand 
from the country's two largest 
markets - the United States and 
Japan - and increased intra-re­
gional trade are strengthening 
Philippine exports. 

Audit firm KPMG Peat 
Marwick, which analyzed data of 
the companies, said most of them 
believe fraud will increase be· 
cause of declining social values, 
the increasing sophistication of 
criminals and economic pressures, 
The Times of India newspaper 
reported. 

TOKYO 
TOKYO (AP) - Japan's Mitsui 
Trust & Banking is considering 
further job cuts, but the exact num­
ber is still undecided, a spokesman 
for the bank said Thursday. 

The Japanese trust bank, which 
shed 1,000 employees between 
April 1992 and March I 994, will 
restructure its overall operations 
but it is unclear how soon the plan 
will be finalized, the spokesman 
said. 

The spokesman denied a report 
in Thursday morning's Nihon 
Keizai Shimbun, a Japanese eco­
nomic daily, that the trust bank 
plans to cut 1,000 jobs over the 
next three years. 

PERTH 
PERTH, Australia (AP)- Herald 
Resources Ltd. ha~ entered a joint 
venture with Canadian company 
International Annax Ventures Inc 
for mineral exploration in 
Kalimantan, Indonesia. 

The company said the venture 
would undertake work in the 1,350 
square-mile (3,500 sq. km.) area 
held by Herald/PT Indoraya in 
northwest Kalimantan. 

Annax takes 60 percent of the 
venture and Herald will be man· 
ager and responsible for develop· 
ing exploration programs and bud­
gets. 

Herald said Wednesday night 
that the area was within a broad 
magmatic arc that could be traced 
across Kalimantan. The arc was a 
gold and gold-copper rich miner­
alized belt that hosted historic and 
currently producing mines. 

It said the known widespread 
occurrence of gold, both within 
and immediately adjacent to the 
property, gave it very high poten· 
tial for new discovery. 

Kalimantan is the Indonesian 
portion of the island of Borneo, 
which Indonesia shares with Ma· 
laysia and Brunei. 

CANBERRA 
CANBERRA, Australia (AP) -
An Australian consortium has 
signed agreements in Osaka that 
signal a major breakthrough for 
Australia in the tough Japanese 
building construction market, 
Trade Minister Bob McMullan said 
Thursday. 

The Brisbane-based Asia Pacific 
Design Group has been engaged 
by Takahashi Building Co. to con­
duct a pre-feasibility study cover­
ing planning, construction and 
marketing requirements for what 
will be Japan's tallest building -
the 984-foot (300-meter) Abeno 
Sky Building in Osaka. 

McMullan said the agreement 
virtually guarantees APDG and 
other Australian firms a signifi­
cant role in the US dlrs 900 million 

( I .2 billion Australian dollars) 
project. 

"Depending on performance 
and price-competitiveness, Aus­
tralian companies stand to earn 
as much as 600 million dollars 
(US $450 million) from the 
project over its lifetime of 1997 
to 2004," McMullan said. 

"This is a remarkable achieve­
ment by the consortium. It is 
another boost for the Australian 
building industry, already buoyed 
by its success in supplying kit 
homes to Kobe," to rebuild after 
last year's earthquake. 

MANILA 
MANILA, Philippines (AP) · 

The December exports were 
24 percent higher than in the same 
month a year earlier, the National 
Statistics Office reported. 

Exports for all of 1995 were 
also better than many economists 
had expected. 

For the entire year, Philippine 
exports totaled $17.4 billion, up 
29 percent from the previous 
year. 

The statistics office has not yet 
announced import data for the 
month.

Electronics and components re­
mained the top dollar-earners, 
with a value of $587 million in 
December, up 17 percent from 
the previous month. Electronics 
accounted for 36 percent of the 
country's total exports. 

NEW DELHI 
NEW DELHI, India (AP) -Theft 
of inventory, bribes, and padding 
of accounts have cost half of 
India's 600 largest companies 
about $12 million in losses, a 
newspaper reported Thursday. 

The newspaper said that 86 per 
cent of the companies fired em­
ployees who committed such fraud. 

It said 40 percent of the internal 
fraud was through account pad­
ding and inventory theft. 

It said external fraud included 
bribes and secret commissions paid 
to various people. Most of the re­
spondents to the survey blamed 
poor internal controls for the fraud, 
it said.

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Lighting resets body's internal clock 
NEW YORK (AP) - Ordinary 
household lighting makes it 
harder to get up in the morning 
by resetting the body's internal 
clock, a study suggests. 

While scientists have long 
known that bright light can reset 
the brain's internal clock, which 
governs such things as the drive 
to sleep, the new work shows 
that ordinary indoor lighting can 
also affect the setting. 

Results suggest that when 
people are exposed to indoor 
lighting after sunset the body's 
clock is reset in such a way that, 

on average, the peak drive for 
sleep occurs at about 4 a.m. to 5 
a.m. Without artificial lighting, 
the peak would probably occur 
about midnight, said the study's 
researcher, Dr. Charles Czeisler. 

·As a result of the shift in their 
internal clock, Czeisler said, 
people exposed to indoor light 
must wake up much closer to the 
time when their bodies are mak­
ing peak demands for sleep. 

He said that makes it harder to 
get out of bed in the morning and 
also makes it harder to go to 
sleep early enough the next night

Scientists find 
quarks contain 
smaller parts 

By PAUL RECER 
BAL TIM ORE (AP) · The quark 
may not be the smallest particle of 
matter after all, according to scien­
tists at the Fermi National Accel­
erator Laboratory in Batavia, Illi­
nois. 

In a report released Wednesday 
by Science magazine, researchers 
at Fermi say they found that colli­
sions between quarks in a particle 
accelerator were so violent that it 
suggests that the particles may have 
a hard internal substructure. 

Researchers at Fermi announced 
in March that they had discovered 
the top quark, the last of six fami­
lies, called "flavours," of quarks 
thought to exist. The half-dozen 
quark flavours are thought to be 
the smallest, most elemental form 
of matter. 

But in the Science report, the 
researchers now say that during a 
year-long run of the particle accel­
erator at Fermilab they observed a 
large number of violent coUision·s 
that could be the result of particles 
that are actually sub-quark in size. 

"This is just the sort of effect 
you would see if quarks were not 
fundamental particles, but had 
some sort of internal structure," 
William Carithers ofFermilab told 
Science reporter James Glanz. 

If this is true, then the finding 
would challenge the accuracy of 
the accepted theory for fundamen­
tal matter, a concept called the 
Standard Model. Researchers, 
however, say there may be expla­
nations that are consistent with the 
widely accepted theory of matter. 
These alternatives are now being 
studied.

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Doctors slow to use ulcer discovery 
By DANIEL Q. HANEY 

BOSTON (AP) -Arlene Ozburn 
got an excellent medical tip from 
a friend at work: Maybe her ul­
cers were caused by a bug. 

Her doctor pooh-poohed the 
idea. Weight was the problem, he 
said. Or maybe stress. He put her 
on Tagamet, the standard acid 
blocker. 

It took two years of pain, two 
years of nagging, before Ozburn' s 
physician gave in and had her 
checked for ulcer bacteria. A spe­
cialist quickly found the culprit -
a germ called Helicobacter pylori 
- and gave her antibiotics. 

"l felt better within a couple of 
days,'' said Ozburn. "I could not 
believe the difference.'' 

She was cured. The ulcers were 
gone for good. 

"Why do they put people 
through hell when there is this 
treatment?'' Ozburn asked. . 

It's a question many ulcer suf­
ferers are asking. 

The discovery that bacteria 
cause stomach ulcers is one of the 
most amazing medical break­
throughs of this generation. Yet it 
is only slowly, grudgingly work­
ing its way into routine practice. 

The reason? There are several. 
But probably none is more impor­
tant than the revolutionary nature 
of the discovery itself. It has meant 
doctors have to forget just about 
everything they learned in medi­
cal school about stomach ulcers. 

Stress doesn't cause ulcers. 
Neither do coffee, spicy food or 
too much stomach acid. No, most 
ulcers are caused by H. pylori, a 
spiral-shaped bacterium that bur­
rows into the lining of the stom­
ach and duodenum. People may 
bear all the stress the world can 
heap upon them, but unless they 
are infected with H. pylori, they 
won't get ulcers. 

Ulcers are an infectious dis­
ease.just like pneumonia or strep 
throat. And that means two weeks 
of the right pills can make them 
go away, probably forever. 

It turns out that about half of all 
U.S. adults are infected with H. 
pylori. Most don't get ulcers. But 
when ulcers do occur, the bug is 
probably responsible for 80 per­
cent or more. The only major ex-

ception is ulcers triggered by as­
pirin and some other pain killers. 

"One thing is very simple," 
said Dr. Amnon Sonnenberg of 
the Veterans Affairs hospital in 
Albuquerque, New Mexico. "If 
you have an ulcer, then you should 
have antibiotic therapy. No gas­
troenterologist has the slightest 
doubt about this.·' 

However, most people with ul­
_cers don't see gastroenterologists, 
who specialize in digestive dis­
eases. Instead they take their bel­
lyaches to a general internist or 
family practitioner. 

Sonnenberg estimates these pri­
mary care doctors are using anti­
biotics to cure about one-third of 
their ulcer patients these days. 
Instead, the front-line treatment 
remains the tried and true, acid­
blocking drugs like Tagamet, 
Zantac and Pepcid. These medi­
cines will heal an ulcer - tempo­
rarily. But in time, they often come 
back. 

Even if family doctors have 
heard about using antibiotics for 
ulcers, many say they don't know 
enough about diagnosing the in-

fection and choosing the drugs to 
cure it. 

The experts are still arguing 
over the right combination of 
medicines. Perhaps 10 or l 5 dif­
ferent mixtures are making the 
rounds. Even though all of them 
work, no one can say which is 
best. Many involve three differ­
ent prescriptions and require tak­
ing about 15 pills a day. 

One reason doctors feel unsure 
about this is because the U.S. Food 
and Drug Administration has not 
yet endorsed a particular combi­
nation of. antibiotics for ulcers. 
And until that happens, drug com­
panies cannot advertise - or even 
talk to doctors - about using their 
medicines to cure ulcers. 

"Basically, we can't discuss it 
all," said Cathy Kernen of Astra 
Merck. one of the companies seek­
ing FDA recognition. 

This means a lot of doctors 
know little about the new treat­
ments for ulcers - despite more 
than 2,000 medical journals ar­
ticles about H. pylori since l 992. 
Their primary source of new medi­
cal information is not journals but 

drug sales people, known as de­
tail men, who call on their offices. 

"Until the drug rep appears at 
the general practitioner's door 
with a glossy brochure and gives 
the doctor some samples, nothing 
much happens,'' said Dr. Barry 
Marshall of the University of Vir­
ginia. 

Marshall is the George Wash­
ington - or perhaps the Che 
Guevara - of the ulcer revolution. 
Working as a pathologist at Royal 
Perth Hospital in Australia in the 
early 1980s, he and Dr. Robin 
Warren first noticed an odd-look­
ing bacterium in the lining of the 
digestive system. 

Scientists still marvel at 
Marshall's talk at a bacteria con­
ference in Brussels in 1983. This 
unknown doctor got up, described 
isolating a new bug and then made 
the incredible announcement that 
he had discovered the real cause 
of ulcers. 

"He didn't have the demeanor 
of a scientist," remembers Dr. 
Martin Blaserof Vanderbilt. "He 
was strutting around the stage. l 
thought this guy was nuts." 

Demeanor wasn't all he lacked. 
Despite his contention, repeated 

over and over, that bacteria cause 
ulcers, he had no convincing 
proof. At one point, he tried to 
bring around an intensely skepti­
cal medical profession by pur­
posely infecting himself with H. 
pylori. (He got inflammation but 
no ulcer.) 

Eventually, other scientists 
looked into it, but the work took 
time. Some say Marshall's stri­
dency kept the whole issue con­
troversial longer than it needed to 
be. 

Drug companies waited several 
years to get into the field in a big 
way. Their backing was neces­
sary to pay for the expensive stud­
ies to prove antibiotics really 
work, but for some, there was 
little incentive. 

Histamine-2 receptor antago­
nists- Tagametanditsacid-block­
ing cousins - were already the 
most lucrative drugs on the mar­
ket. In a way, they were perfect: 
They relieved ulcers but didn't 
cure them, so people had to keep 
taking them.
