I'DGE MYRICE DECIDES THAT A MAN IN STATE PRISON
IS CIVILLY DEAD—MRS., KING SECURESX HER
FATHER'S ESTATE
Judge Myrick has delivered his opinion in the

tppltmtwn of Mrs. Anna King for the distribu-

tion of the estate of her lu*her Wm. Stott. In
his will Mr. Stott gave to his dnugh:er £500, and
ordered that in case she beeame a widow that all
of his estate should be given to her. Mrs. King
and her hasband lived in this city for several
years. King quarreled with his father-in-law,

Mr. Stott, and shot him. Mr. Stott lived two

years after the shooting. King and his wife

went to New York and there they disagreed.

She instituted a suit for divoree, and while the

case was being heard before a referce, King shot

and killed one O°Neil, who was a witness in the
case, and was tried and convieted and sentenced
to the State Prison at Sing Sing for life. Mrs.

King, through her counsel Lere, recently made

application for the distribution of her father's

estate on the ground that she wasa widow. The
executors of the estate strenuously opposed her
application. Judge Myrick took time to stady
the fine points in the case and yesterday gave his
Jum on. He referred to the fact that in New

York a person sentenced to imprisonment for life

ig civilly dead, and said that there were two

points in question :
