The arrestee also was infonned 
of his constitutional rights and 
signed a form acknowledging 
those rights. 

Then came the breathalyzer 
test, in which the young man blew 
into a tube connected to a ma­
chine that registered his blood­
alcohol content 

The machine registered a BAC 
of .09 percent. A BAC of .10 
percent is considered legally 
drunk, so he was charged only 
with reckless driving. He was 

again handcuffed, put in the back 
ofTenorio's car and taken to the 
central station in Susupe. "Where 
are we going now?" he asked 
asked. 

Tenorio answered, "To central, 
you're going to spend the night in 
the lockup." 

"You mean I'm going to jail?" 
he asked in disbelief. "I don't 
want to go to jail, Sir. I've never 
been in jail before." 

It turned out that the other 
driver from the incident is his 
friend and was also in the process 
of being booked. The other man 
was not very happy about the situ­
ation and was warned by an offi­
cer, "Don't act tough." 

The officers say they really 
believe their work is keeping the 
streets safe. One officer said he 
thinks some of the drunk drivers 
he arrests would probably have 
gotten into an accident if they bad 
not been stopped. 

After the arrestee was finger­
printed, the officers decided to let 
both men go because they did not 
appear to be dangerous and their 
charges were not all that serious.

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Fire chief says criticism is misplaced 
in at least five different locations 
on the island. By Wes Goodman

Assistant fire chief Jerry P. 

Crisostomo reacted strongly to 
criticism of his department and 
said that some blazes are simply 
beyond the control of fire fight­
ers, especially given the island's 
limited water supply. He was 
reacting to remarks made by a 
man claiming his house in China­
town was completely burned out 
in a May 13 blaze because fire­
men arrived late and did not have 
enough water. 

"I'm very sympathetic of that 
person who had his house bum 
but it's beyond our control," Cri­
sostomo said. "It's very unfortu­
ante that we did not have a nearby 
water system that-we can directly 
hook our fire trucks (into) to pro­
vide continuous fire fighting. 
Without the adequate water sup­
ply available to our fire fighting 
personell, it's useless. It's just 
like going to war without an ade­
quate amount of ammunition." 

He said the trucks carry 1,000 
of water and run dry in less than 
five minutes. When that happens, 
firemen tum to the nearest water 
source. Sometimes the source is a 
nearby hydrant, which allows the 
truck to pump water directly from 
the hydrant onto the fire. Other 
water sources include the ocean 
or any water outlet on the island, 
he said, but involve leaving the 
scene of the fire to tank up. 

The assistant fire chief said the 
department presently has two 
trucks and two others are under 
repair. He said that maintenance 
work on the two truchs should be 
fininshed in about three weeks. 

"A lot of people don't under­
stand that the fire trucks have 
been designed to work with ade­

. quate water supply from an exter-
nal source," Crisostomo said. "In 
other words, by the time you get 
there and you start pumping, you 
should be able to have the hy­
drant, the public water system, 
hooked up to provide continuous 
fire-fighting activity. So, we do 
run out of water fast, but not 
because of the fact that we don't 
carry water." 

Because there was no nearby 
water source at the Chinatown 
fire and the house contained 
many "combustible" materials, 
the department could not douse 
the blaze quickly. "There's no 
way that anybody can protect a 
disasterofthat size," Crisostomo 
said. "When you arrive at a struc-. 
ture that is 70 percent on fire, 
there's no way that anybody can 
protect' that" 

He said that the amouRt of 
"combustible" material in a 
building is directly related to how 
fast a fire spreads. "If you talk 
about four bedrooms and you try 
to put nine people inside that 
structure, you have a cumulative 
amount of combustible materials 

such as clothing, personal affects, 
books and furniture," he said. 
"That basically influences the 
rate of the spread of fire. If you 
have kids you will probably have 
more clothing." 

Crisostomo said the amount of 
these combustible materials in a 
building influences any struc­
tural fire. "Be it having the best 
fire protection in the world, 
whenever a specific area . . 
reaches the ignition temperature, 
and subsequently consumes the 
surrounding area, that is what 
causes the uncontrolled flame 
travel," he said. "That's why it's 
very hard, to be honest, to combat 
a structural fire and contain it if 
the building is composed exten­
sively of combustible material." 

Crisostomo gave some preven­
tion tips: 

* Make sure all combustible 
materials are properly stored and 
be especially careful of where 
gasoline is kept. 

* Be careful of young children 
playing with matches and other 
burnable items such as gasoline 
and fireworks. 

* Never leave the house with­
outchecking to see thatall electri­
cal equipment is off. Do not over­
load electrical outlets. 

* Keep a multi-purpose extin­
guisher in the house. Make sure 
the extingusiher can fight electri­
cal, gasoline and wood fires. 

Crisostomo said fire fighting 

on the island would be more suc­
cessful with more substations. 
"In my opinion, I think we should 
have a mini substation anywhere 
on the island where the popula­
tion is dense," he said. "That's 
what we would like to see materi­
alize. to have fire engines located 

"I think the director of the 
department (Edward Manibusan) 
has already done a few proposals 
to be incorporated into the seven­
year plan."

Task force officials hopeful 
ship Council not to recommend 
tennination of the Trusteeship 
Agreement until the right of the 
people of the Northern Marianas 
to self-government over the is­
lands was, in fact, realized. 

The petitioners said that the 
Administering Authority, the 
United States, contrary to Section 
103 of the. Covenant to establish a 
Commonwealth of the NMI 
which guaranteed the right to self­
government, claimed that the 
"Territorial Clause" of the U;$. 
Constitution governed the Inter­
nal Affairs of the Northern Mari­
anas. 

Specific instances such as the 
refusal of the United States to 
.grant passports toCNMI citizens, 
to fund the operations of the 
Commission ofFederalLaws and 
to acknowledge the 
Commonwealth's Sovereign 
claim to sea-bed resources were 
cited, among others, by the speak­
ers. Although each example in 
and of itself may be considered 
"minor" it was hoped that the 
conceptual issue of Internal Sov­
ereignty for the CNMI would be 
better understood. 

The seriousness of these con­
cerns to the Commonwealth was 
emphasized as the Speakers 
pointed out that 75% of the NMI 
electorated voted to reaffirm their 
right to govern themselves last 
November and snould matters of 
self-government or financial as­
sistance not be resolved by July of 
next year, the People of the Is­
lands would have the right to re­
ject or renegotiate the Covenant. 
The Covenant was fully in effect, 
even though the Trusteeship had 
not been officially terminated by 
the Security Council, said Lt. 
Gov. Tenorio. In November of 
1986 the United States unilater­
ally terminated the Trusteeship in 
the CNMI, a move supported by 
many local government officials 
in order to get U.S. citizenship for 
island residents. Congressman 
Camacho added that he had intro­
duced legislation for a referen­
dum to tenninate the Covenant to 
be held in November. According 
to Camacho, he represented a 
growing body of people in the 
CNMI who felt the same way. 

Most of the questioning of the 
petitioners following their pres­
entations did not center on the 
Territorial Clause issue but, in­
stead, on the lack of effort by the 
U.S. to appoint a new special 
representative to the 902 consul­
tations. Tenorio had told the 
Council that in an attempt to re­
solve disputes with the Admini­
stering Authority, the Governor 
had invoked consultation provi­
sions of the Covenant. The 
United States had appointed a 
special representative to consult 
with the CNMI government in 
that regard. Unfortunately, those 
consultations had not been suc­
cessful, with the last meeting 
being held over a year ago. The 
special representative had subse­
quently resigned hi:; i.;ppoin:zn mt

without resolving any of the is­
sues and, to date, no replacement 
had been appointed. 

Valentin Berezovsky, the Am­
bassador from the Soviet Union, 
said the Administering Authority 
was not only not fulfilling its 
obligations to the Micronesian 
people, but was· not fulfilling 
even those provisions which it 
had agreed to and had defended at 
previous sessions of the Cowtcil 
with regards to the Covenant It 
appeared to be misleading the 
people of Micronesia, he said. 
The Soviet Ambassador asked 
the petitioners what arguments 
the U.S. had used with respect to 
the tennination of the consulta­
tions and how it had explained its 
reluctance to continue with the 
talks. Tenorio answered by say­
ing that unfortunately, after a 
series of official correspondence, 
the United States had never pro­
vided a definitive response. He 
added that no legitimate excuse 
had been given to explain the 
delay in the appoinbnent of a new 
special representative. 

J. Stephen Smith of the United 
. Kingdom asked whether the rea­
son to bring the matter of the 
delay in the appointment of the 
Special Representative to the 
Trusteeship was primarily be­
cause the petitioners had been 
unable to enter into direct dia­
logue with the United States 
government. The reason for 
bringing Lite matter before the 
Council, although he realized that 
it did not directly concern the 
Council, was to demonstrate that 
even a small issue among the 
many issues confronting the po­
litical relationship between the 
Northern Marianas and the 
United States had not been ad­
dressed by the Administering 
Authority, replied Tenorio. 
Washington Representative 
Froilan Tenorio said in a later 
interview that he didn't under­
stand why the Lt Gov. did not 

simply say "yes, they refuse to 
talk to us" since, he felt, that was 
the primary reason for coming to 
the United Nations. The British 
Delegate said that while some of 
the petitioners implied that there 
was a malicious intent on the part 
of the Administering Authority in 
denying self-government to the 
Northern Mananas, one peti­
tioner (Larry Hillblom) had spo­
ken of it as "an accident of the 
Administering Authority's Bu­
reaucracy". 

He asked for clarification, 

"I think we did very well this year, every delegation, especially the 
Administering Authority, take it that we are very concerned and 
serious about the relationship that is established between us and them" 
was Pedro Guerrero's ..... unreadable on fax .•... four Task Force 
members last year to visit the United Nations and a vocal proponent 
of bringing a larger delegation as evidence of support for the Task 
Force's work. 

"Because of the huge delegation they look out and say these people 
are very much concerned about what is happening and ~~-$.ltfe!lS_On 
they are.here so let's listen to them now and ihey are listening to us" 
said the House Speaker. Guerrero cited a meeting the delegation had 
with the president and vice-president of the Trusteeship Council 
following the presentations where he was assured the Council would 
look into the matter. "They've taken it very seriously, much more 
seriously than before" said Guerrero adding, "I was told that the State 
Department now is considering to solve all the issues on passports. I 
believe this is a result of us presenting our case here before the 
Trusteeship Council." 

Other Task Force members had similar reactions with Chairman 
Atalig saying the time and money invested in ~g the presentations 
was well spent He added that the positive results could not be easily 
measured and that although the Task Force has used up most of its 
budget in coming to the United Nations it would continue to work on 
the issues presented to the Trusteeship Council Vice-Chairman of the 
Task Force, Larry Hillblom thought it was "Great that we could 
present our case before the four most powerful nations of the world" 
Hillblom was impressed that even though there were some internal 
disagreements, which should be expected in a 20-25 man delegation, 
the message to the Trusteeship Council was clear, Congressman 
Camacho said he agreed with the presentations made by the Task 
Force but, felt he wanted togoastepfurtherandlookattheissuesfrom 
a human rights perspective. 

Froilan Tenorio did not necessarily agree with the method of 
coming before the U.N. Trusteeship Council since he felt that the 
Trusteeship in the Commonwealth was, in fact, tenninated and that 
these are now internal matters that could be resolved in Fede.ral Court.

Jury told man's family in danger 
Defense attorney F. Randall Cunliffe told the jury that 

Pangelinan received a call directing him to bring the 
money to the beach on the morning of Nov. 9. When he did 
that the fonner officer contends that he was robbed of 
money and shot in the incident, defending attorney said. 

Pangelinan's lawyer told the jury that his client began 
receiving threatening telephone calls in April. "We know 
where you live; Mr. Shirigami's money is ours," he said 
the telephone calls said. 

"Hedidn'tknowwhattodo,"Cunliffetoldthejury. "He 
kept getting threatening phone calls. On Nov. 8, Mr. 
Pangelinan was told to me.et the caller at 4 a.m. on the 
beach (the next morning). We believe the evidence will 
show that Mr. Pangelinan, in attempting to make decision 
on how to deal with the threats, went to the beach with the 
26,000 and that the money was taken from him." 

Cunliffe also said that his client was shot once in the 
forehead and in the right side of the abdomen, and that he 
returned fire in the incident. 

Prosecuting attorney Edward L. Hayden told the jury 
members in opening remarks that they would have to 
decide the case based on circumstantial evidence. 
"Circumstantial evidence depends on you drawing an 
inference, considering all the evidence against Mr. 
Pangelinan, and coming to the conclusion that nobody but 
Mr. Pangelinan could have taken the evidence," he said. 

During the time period in question, generally from 
February to August 1987, Pangelinan was the evidence 
custodian at the Department of Public Safety and was the 
only one who had a key and knew the combination, both of 
which were needed to open a safe in the evidence room at 
the police station, Hayden said. 

In August, Pangelinan began training officer Claudio 
Nori ta as evidence custodian. Norita then had access to the 
key to open the evidence room, but did not know the safe 
combination, he said. ''The only person who could get in 
that safe was Mr. Pangelinan," Hayden told the jury. 

From August to November, government officials tried 
to get Pangelinan to tum over the $26,636 confiscated in 
the Shirigami case to them. 

Hayden told the jury that Pangelinan made various 
excuses about not being able to produce the money, saying 
he had id ven the key to a friend for safe keeping, or saying 
he had to leave the island for various reasons. 

The prosecutor had airline and customs officials testify 
that Pangelinan was not listed on airport passenger lists

during the time he said he would be traveling. 

Meanwhile, a case in which an illegal firearm and 
marijuana were confiscated was also about to come to trial 
in the first week of November. When Norita took investi­
gators into the evidence room to see the gun on Nov. 7, it 
was gone, Hayden said. Pangelinan showed up later that 
day and said the gun may have been accidentally moved to 
the armory. He agreed to search for the gun and have it 
ready for trial the next day. · 

Norita testified that Pangelinan came to his house at 
about 11 p.m. that night to say that he was going to Guam 
on the midnight flight to investigate a case. 

He also said that nobody in addition to himself or 
Pangelinan was allowed in the evidence room unsuper­
vised. However, he said under cross examination that the 
key to the room was left in Pangelinan's unlocked desk. 
The officer told the jury that the desk was in a secured area 
of the department, but that many people came through the 
area daily. 

Hayden told the jury that the police got a radio call from 
Pangelinan the next morning, Nov. 9 at about 5 a.m. The 
officer reported that he was shot on the beach. 

The area around the beach was searched, and the keys to 
the safe were found in the nearby lagoon water. They keys 
were given to a police captain, the only other officer who 
knew the the combination to the safe. Hayden said the 
captain opened the evidence room and the safe to find that 
the money was gone and the gun was still lost 

Hayden said a bullet taken from Pangelinan's back was 
from a .25-caliber handgun. 

A forensic pathologist from Guam, Hee Young Park, 
testified on Wednesday that a bullet wound to 
Pang~linan's upper right abdomen was not a contact shot 
and was fired a maximum of five inches away from the 
body. Park examined a photograph of wound andan X-ray 
of the bullet before the jury and explained his findings. He 
said that several red dots around the wound indicate 
"powder tattooing," a discoloration caused when hot gun 
powder penetrates through the skin. He said that he uses 
infonnation about the wound and the gun to detennine 
range, direction of fire and plane in which the bullet 
traveled. 

"Those three are very important in trying to reconstruct 
how this bullet wound happened," Park said. He testified 
that the bullet entered the upper right quarter of 
Pangelinan 's abdomen and moved through the body to-

ward an area above the right buttock. 

PM~OLINES 

Robert Haverstock, the CHC doctor who treated Pangelinan after he 
was shot, testified that the policeman also received a superficial wound 
in which a bullet grazed the upper left side of the head. He said the 
bullet entered and then exited the skin, but did not damage the bone. 

The government prosecutor warned the jury that witnesses would 
present evidence addressing all the charges and different time frames 
involved in the alleged crimes. He advised them to listen to all the 
evidence, although the jury will only decide charges of iaking the 
$26,636 and the $520. 
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· The trial began Tuesday after jury selection ended Monday. By 
Thursday, the prosecution was had finished presenting it's case. The 
trail was recessed on Wednesday and Thursday afternoons at 
Cunliffe's request because he said he was ill. 

Commonwealth Trial CoUit Judge Jose Dela Cruz told the jury on 
Thursday he expects the; defense to finish presenting witnesses Friday. 
If that happens, he said the attorneys would give closing arguments 
Monday before the jury goes into deliberation to decide the two 
charges that Pangelinan took the money. ·

Rota's air service • 
A follow-up conversation with 

Continental/ Air Mike vice-presi­
dent David Mishkin revealed that 
the airline is planning to accept 
the offer, and should immedi­
ately begin offering air service to 
Rota twice-weekly, with three 
times weekly flights beginning in 
June. 

"This kind of an arrangement is 
long overdue," Manglona ans 
Guerrero told Murphy. "Our 
people who live in Rota have for 
too long been denied adequate air 
service. This has caused consid­
erable hardship for our people, 
and over the years has been a 
major factor in delaying the eco­
nomic growth of this island." 

The sudden discontinuing of 
service to Rota and other parts of 
the Commonwealth by Maui 
Airlines on May 1 without notice 
was mentioned to Murphy by the 
CNMI delegation. The depart­
ment of transportation official 
said that action may have been 
contrary to federal law, the press 
release said. 

When Maui stopped service, 
mail to and from Rota also sud­
denly ceased, throwing the econ­
omy of the island into a frenzy 
because nothing could come in or 
out Plus, it cut off vital commu­
nications and travel with the out­
side world. 

Tourist traffic also came to a 
standstill until Blue Pacific Air­
lines could get a few flights into 
the small island. Plus the airline 
charges the same fare to fly from 
Rota to Guam or Rota to Saipan, 
one disgruntled passenger has 
said. 

Guerrero and Manglona told 
Murphy that subsidized air serv­
ice to Rota would also assist in 
major new tourist development, 
enabling medical referrals to 
Guam andSaipan and cargo to the 
island. 

A stable air schedule into and 
out of Rota would help provide 
assistance to the overall eco­
nomic development of the area.

Jury trial for alleged churc·h 
rapist will begin Monday

A jury trial is set to begin Monday for a 23-year­

old man charged with trying to rape a woman while 
she was alone in a church praying early in the 
morning.· 

Antonio I. Sablan, of San Antonio, a fonner secu­
rity guard, is charge.d with attempted rape, and with 
~ult and battery in the case. 

Papers filed in Commonwealth Trail Court allege 
that Sablan beat the woman, forced hex to the 
ground, removed some of her clothing and lay on top 
of her in the attempted rape. The documents further 
allege that Sablan caused serious bodily and psycho­
logical injury to the woman. 

Sablan was unable to post bail set at $10,000 and 
has been held in jail since his arrest 

Prosecuting attorney Robert C. Naraja said the 
incident occurred on Feb. 21, sometime between 5 
a.m. and 6 a.m. "Somebody attacked her.when she 
was praying," Naraja said. "She was praying in 
Saipan Community Church is Susupe. Other people 
came to pray and that's how they found the body." 
He said the woman was admitted for treatment and 
later released from the Commonwealth Health 

Center. 
The prosecutor said he did not want to reveal the 

details of the case. "I would like to hold on, because 
if I say more, I may have a mistrial," Naraja said. 
"On~ of the problems is that if they start r:eading all 
these papers in more detail, it's going to be hard to 
get a jury." 

One aspect of the trial that he did mention is short 
trip the jury will take to the church to view the scene 
of the crime. 

Public defender Oldais Ngiraikelau is represent­
ing Sablan in the case. Commonwealth Trail Court 
Judge Ramon Villagomez will preside at the trail. 

The alleged crime outraged members of the 
church at the time, and when Sablan was initially 
released on a very low bond on alleged "orders from 
the attorney general' soffice," ~crowd showed up in 
trial court demanding a higher bail. 

Naraja said this will be his last criminal case 
before he is transferred to the solicitor's division of 
the Attorney General's office. He said his new 
position will involve legal research and writing 
legal opinions. Naraja said he has worked in the 
criminal division of the office since September 
1986.

George Proctor made the point 
to Lujan that the Federal Laws 
Commission on which Lujan 
based much of his argwnent was 
strictly recommendation, not 
the law of the land which is the 
only thing on which the court 
can base its judgments. 

Laureta's decision handed 
down early Thursday afternoon 
also punched some self-pro­
claimed separatists in the solar 
plexis by saying that the U.S. 
and the CNMI are an inter­
locked political entity. 

" .. Those who mechanically 
intone the mantra of 'sover­
eignty' have either never read 
the Covenant or have deluded 
themselves into believing that 
the United States and the CN:MI 
approach each other as com­
pletely sovereign states ... " he 
wrote. 

The judge pointed to the pre­
amble to the Covenant which 
stated in black-and-white that 
the CNMI was in a political 
union with, " ... and under the 
sovereignty OF the United 

States ... " 
"There is little room here for 

argument and interpretation," 
Laureta wro\e Thursday. 

Proctor also told Judge Laureta 
that the arguments about "Cove­
nant Rights" versus federal au­
thority were much a]tjn to the 
same arguments made by the 
southern states in the 1950's and 
1960' s. During that time period 
southern states defied newly­
enacted civil rights laws based on 
their self-proclaimed "states­
rights", saying the laws "didn't 
apply" to places like Mississippi, 
Alabama, Louisiana, and his own 
native state of Arkansas. 

However subsequent Supreme 
Court decisions showed that the 
states' rights issue was not valid 
and federal laws apply. 
· Lujan made the argwnent that 
the federal government had no 
authority in the commonwealth 
to prosecute Mafnas on the extor­
tion charges because no federal 
property, employee, money or 
interests were involved in the 
alleged bribery of Mafnas by 

former Surf Hotel owner Adrian 
Johnson. 

He said the Covenant gave the 
right to the Commonwealth to 
prosecute such allegations under 
their own laws and they had such 
laws about bribery and extortion 
in place. Lujan also said all the 
"cast of characters, ·except 
Johnson" were CNMI employ­
ees, further strengthening the 
CNMI's case for local prosecu­
tion. 

The assistant U.S. Attorney 
said when Johnson allegedly 
made the deals he did it in an 
attempt to secure more land from 
the MPLC in order to add more 
rooms to the Surf hotel, thus 
would need construction material 
- "especially plumbing fixtures 
from the United States ... "he told 
Laureta. That would constitute 
"interstate" commerce under the 
interpretation of the law, whether 
Saipan was indeed a "state" or 
not.Laureta agreed in his ruling, 
saying that " . . the option to 
dismiss represents defendant's 
belief that the CNMI operates 

independently of the United 
States except in the areas of de­
fense and foreign affairs. The 
court cannot accept this ex­
tremely narrow reading of the 
Covenant. 

"Such a reading finds no sup­
port in the Covenant itself, the 
supporting documents or the his­
tory of the negotiations between 
the united States and the People 
oftheNorthemMarianaislands." 

The judge also said that "the 
most salient feature" of the inter­
twined relationship between the 
CNMI and U.S. was that the 
people here voted and " .. volun­
tarily .. " to take United States 
citizenship and become a part of 
the Unites States' family. He said 
the people here wanted to main­
tain cultural identity and those 
rights were in the Covenant, even 
if they would have been illegal in 
the United States itself. 

He also said the Covenant al­
lowe<I self taxation, legislation 
powers, etc., " ..• However, the 
question of 'sovereignty' which 
has recently been forwarded by

When that failed Lujan asked if 
he could copy the questionnaires, 
but it became obvious that at 25 
cents per copy 500 pages times 
the number of grand jurors would 
be costly and very time consum­
ing.

The police also decid~d not to 
charge one with underage drink­
ing. They said that this particular 
event was too minor to be brought 
up in court. 

Both men were advised to 
appear in Commonwealth Trial 
Court on the upcoming Friday. 
Every Friday, DUI and other traf­
fic violations are heard by a 
judge. Officers advised the men 
that the police would drive their 
cars back to their respective 
homes. Both men left, griping 
about the prospect of having to 
explain the night's event.<: to their 
families. 

While Tenorio took a dinner 
break, Lt. Tony Adriano, the 
night supervisor, explained the 
usual procedures. "If we know 
that he's drunk, then we put him 
in jail," he said·, "even if he's not 
drunk but is a danger to the pub­
lic. If he's not drunk and not a 
danger to the public, we release 
him to the custody of a relative. 

"One officer will drive the car 
down to his residence and, (if the 
person is a minor), we will make 
sure that the car is given with the 
key to the parents and we inform 
them what happened. If we're 
busy, we'll keep the car and they 
can pick it up the next morning." 

Actually, these drivers are 
lucky in someways. On the main­
land most police departments 
have a DUl's vehicle towed by a 
wrecker. Thus, when the person 
posts bond and gets out of jail he 
or she has a big wrecker bill 
awaiting before a car can be 
sprung from its jail. In the 
CNMIK the officers don't do 
that 

Tenorio was back on the job at 
about midnight, again driving up 
and down Beach Road, with an 
occasional side trip onto Middle 
Road or Airport Road. 

Earlier in the evening, he had 
explained three new field sobri­
ety tests that police will use be­
ginning in June to replace current 
tests. He said the new standard­
ized field sobriety test consists of 
three things: 

*Horizontal gaze nystagmus, a 
test in which the person stands 
erect with hands at sides. The 
officer holds a pen light vertically 
in front of the face and moves it 
~ack and forth. The suspected 
drunk is supposed to follow the 
light with his eyes and the officer 
looks for a "jerking" or "shaking" 
movement of the eyes. 

* Walk-and-tum test that in­
volves walking a straight line 
nine steps forward, heel-to-toe, 
and turning and walking nine 
steps again. 

* One-leg siand in which the 
person extends one leg forward, 
keeping it straight and six inches 
off the ground, for a few seconds. 

Tenorio said he was one of six 
officers who learned the new 
sobriety-testing techniques at a 
one-week training in Honolulu in 
March. He said the officers were 
accompanied by Judges Ramon 
Villngomez and Jose Deln Cruz. 

The officer keeps cruising, 

looking for signs of drunk driv­
ing. "Sometimes they resist arrest 
and we have to restrain them," 
Tenorio said. "We need to use 
force. We need to sometimes use 
the baton. But whenever the per­
son is very combative, we call for 
backup." Although he has had 
occasion to use the baton, 
Tenorio said he has never had to 
draw his gun. 

The streets were getting quiet 
at about 1 a.m., as was the radio in 
the police car. Occasional calls 
came out of the box: a stabbing 
incident at a booth in Susupe, an 
armed robbery at the Mobil gas 
station north ofCHC on 2W high­
way. Beat officers called in peri­
odically to tell where they were 
and that certain areas, such as 
Marianas High School, were se­
cure. 

Tenorio's eyes pierced through 
the night. Several cars ahead of 
his own, he spotted a car passing 
in the central lane. Again he 

turned on the police lights, his 
face took on that business-like, 
aggressive expression. Before 
the even car came to a stop, 
Tenorio was already reading the 
license numbers over the police 
radio. This car turned out to be 

quiet. As for my part, its a really 
challenging job for me. Almost 
always when I make an arrest, I 
advise the arrestee, 'When you 
drink and drive you 're endanger­
ing yourself and the public."' 

Tenorio caught his predicted

research indicates that professionals in the field of planning have 
identified zoning as being of the highest priority in terms of guiding 
development for two decades. Zoning proposals have been before 
Saipan's legislators since 1968. A gutsy decision to implement it 
twenty, ten or even five years ago would have alleviated a wide range 
of the problems which we face today including many of our problems 
with water, power, sewer, locations of garment factories and even alien 
labor. 

Personally I'm very sorry that you didn't get the documents you 
requested if that is the case. My impression is that many government 
agencies here need to be more forthcoming. But your entire coverage 
of CRMO and the ''propaganda" sounds like sour grapes and sensation­
alism to me. As a professional planner, I can tell you that the video 
could not have been more appropriate for CRMO to commission and 
if we had a full staff of professional planners instead of CRMO, they 
would tell you the same thing. My only complaint is that it should have 
been done sooner. I urge the people of Saipan to watch this video and 
decide for themselves ifit is not right on target about what is happening 
to your island. Your rights of self-detennination and retention of your 
culture are not being taken away so much by the U.S. over issues which 
will eventually be worked out, but by big money foreign interests and 
greedy local people who pressure politicians or a crowded, barren 
homestead while develoJ)ers build huge concrete hotels and condos on 
virtually every beach on this island, if you don't mind living next door 
to a garment factory or in the shadow of high rise buildings, then that's 
what will happen. But you can decide!

treatment of offenders 16 years or older who are charged with 
specified crimes . The same statute also says that the court may decide 
if a person because of his or her physical and mental maturity should 
be classified as "adult" under this statute. · 

The appeal also said that the CNMI code violates the part of the 
Constitution which says that persons who are under 18 years of age 
shall be protected in crimlnal judicial proceedings and in conditions of 
imprisonment. 

Justices on that court also rejected that allegation. 
As far as not being advised of his rights under the so-called Miranda 

Act, the court found that Cabrera's rights had been closely guarded 
because a parent was in attendance and he did understand his rights to 
such an extent that he refused to answer questions. 

His father did not agree with Cabrera's decision and told him to 
answer questions, but the court ruled that the confession was "volun­
tary arid free of any i~pr~per,,pressures although it was given in 
obedience to parental direction. 

Cabrera's attorney· used a Texas statute which closely defined the 
admissibility of confessions by minors, b1:1t theNinth Circuit said since 
the CNMI bas not passed similar legislation, it didn't apply here. 

Tue judges also disallowed Cabrera's contention that his parents 
should have also been advised of his rights under Miranda. "No CNMI 
statUte imposes such a requirement," the decision said. "Doe's actions 
were not nullified by any inaction of his parents ..• " 

The court did have some problems with possible Miranda violations 
that the court did not consider. They said the accused invoked his right 
to counsel, but questioning was allowed to proceed, but" ... courts may 
admit his responses to further questioning only on finding that he (a) 
initiated further discussions with the police, and, (b) knowingly and 
intelligently waived the right he had invoked." 

But, Cabrera did not raise these issues in court, only the fact that he 
was coerced by his father into making further statements. . 

The judges of the Ninth Circuit remanded the case back to the lower 
cotnt specifically to review whether the officer conducting the inves­
tigation erred by suggesting to Cabrera that if he answered "yes·· to 
specific interrogation questions that the results could be better for him. 

If the court finds that the officer did indeed make those statements 
and as such convinced Cabrera not to seek an attorney's advice, then 
"it should detennine that that what rights Doe had invoked (for a 
lawyer) and whether either confession, or both should have been 
suppressed. 

"We affirm the challenged rulings of the trial court, but remand for 
supplemental findin~s. of fa~t surrounding the admissibility of doe's 

· confession," the dec1s1on said.

Clause is 
not good 
in CNMI 
Dear Editor: 
What is all the fuss about 

the so-called "Territorial 
Clause" of the U.S. Constitu­
tion not being applicable here 
in the Commonwealth? One 
only needs to read the histocy 
of the making of the Covenant 
to be convinced that Article 
IV, Section 3, Clause 2 (Ter­
ritorial Clause) of the U.S. 
Constitution does apply. 
Paragraph 3 of Joint Commu­
nique issued by Covenant 
negotiators on June 4, 1973, 
states simply: "Article IV, 
Section 3, ·Clause 2 of the 
United States Constitution 
would apply to the future 
politicalrelationship between 
the Marianas and the United 
States ..• " Further, under 
Section 105 of the Report of 
the Drafting Committee of 
the Covenant states: "It is 
understood that the authority 
of the United States underthis 
Section (referring to Section 
105 of the Covenant) will be 
exercised through, among 
other provisions of the United 
States Constitution, Article 
IV, Section 3, Clause 2." 

What is this again about 
Article IV, Section 3, Clause 
2 of the U.S. Constitution 
being not specifically men­
tioned in Section 501 of the 
Covenant imp lies a deliberate 
intention that it was not to 
apply in the Commonwealth? 
Section 501 essentially reads: 
" ... the following provisions 
of the Constitution of the 
United States will be appli­
cable within the Northern 
Mariana Islands as if the 
Northern Mariana were one 
of the several States ... " Then 
it goes on to list provisions of 
the U.S. Constitution that ap­
plies only to the States. Since 
Section 501 deals only with 
Constitutional provisions that 
apply only to the several 
states, it is no mistake that 
Article IV, Section 3, Clause 
2, which deals with the power 
of Congress to make needful 
rules and regulations our ter­
ritorial and property of the 
U.S., was not included. In 
other words, the so-called 
Territorial Clause has no 
place in Section 501 of the 
Covenant 

And, what is all this talk 
about the mandate of the so­
called "Popular Initiative # 1" 
which supposedly was ap­
proved by the people of the 
Commonwealth last elec­
tion? Firstly, the initiative 
was illegally placed on the 
ballot. The CNMI 
Constitutional provisions of 
popular initiative authorize 
the people to make alws only, 
not LO express popular opin­
ion. The so-called Popular 
Initiative #1 is like a lcgisla-

Prom Mom and Dennis 
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Fish wier complaints looked· into 
Violations of the Division of 

Fish & wildlife's permitted fish 
weir operation near Tanapag 
have resulted in a complaint to 
the Division by the weir operator. 

Cal Falig, Fisheries Biologist 
for DFW, said that the Tanapag 
weir was pennittf'.d by his agency 
in late April. The weir permit is 
valid for one year, during which 
time the Division is responsible 
to the operator for maintaining a 
50-yard margin of unfished and 
undisturbed waters around the 
device. The operator is respon­
sible for marking the position of 
the weir and for maintaining the 
device, which has been done in 
this case. 

"According to the information 

we have given by the fish weir 
operator, other people fishing in 
the area (of his weir) appear to. 
have fished "within the 150 foot 
boundary, practiced net fishing 
nearby (which calls for slapping 
of the water and other distur­
bances close to the weir device), 
and even tried to get into the weir 
to take the operator's catch," 
Falig said. 

Those actions are conside,fed 
violations of the permit by Chief 
of Fish and Wildlife Arnold Pa­
lacios, who added that his agency 
will fine such violators. 

Fishennen are urged to respect 
the rights of the weir operator and 
the regulations of the Fish & 
Wildlife Division, which is re-

'i. 

sponsible for the "protection, 
conservation, management and 
development of the fish and wild­
life res0urces of the Common­
wealth." 

Interested persons should be 
sure to contact the Division of 
Fish & Wildlife to obtain an ap­
plication for the operation of a 
weir at one of the remaining per­
mitted sites on Saipan, Rota or 
Tinian.

Land seizure is ruled OK

Judge Ramon Villagomez has 
ruled that a tract of land seized by 
the Drug Task Force may be 
seized without benefit of a jury 
trial. 

Andres Sn. Reyes was arrested 
and charged with growing mari­
juana on a certain plot of land 
earlier this year. The "G-Men" of 
the Drug Enforcement Task 
Force asked the court to allow 
seizure of the land under CNMI 
statutes, as well as a red Toyota 
pickup allegedly. used by Reyes 
in drug trafficking. 

The defendant plead before the 
court on April 11 that he was 
entitled to a jury trial because the 
value of the land and the pickup 
truck exceeded $5,000 - or 
$3,000 more than the minimum 
needed for a jury trial. 

Government prosecutors said 
that the land and truck forfeiture 
did not constitute a 'fine', and the

Task Fmce director, assistant 
CNMI attorney general Ray 
Buso, said Wednesday that the 
judges' decision didn't automati­
cally mean the land would be 
forfeited. He said that a hearing or 
series of hearings will be held by 
the judge. "There's always room 
for negotiations," Buso said, and 
the judge may decide not to con­
fiscate the land, or just a small 
part of it, based on an investiga­
tion of who actually owns the 
land, how much of it was used for 
alleged cultivation of marijuana, 
etc. 

"It's still a long way off before 
a final decision," he said.

Saipan's submarine is going to get her keel hauled .... all the way 

to Guam. 
Executives of Dosa Subsea said in an interview Tuesday that the 

Mariea-1, the passenger-carrying submarine owned by San Ho Kim, 
would be towed to Guam sometime this week for scheduled repairs. 
But, they also said the submarine was" .. most assuredly coming back 
to Saipan." 

Paul Palmer, projects manager for Dosa, and Luisa M. Sofaer, 
special projects manager, said Tuesday afternoon that .the submarine 
was being towed to Guam so it could be cleaned in dry dock. "We have 
tried everything we could do find a way to do it here on Saipan," Palmer 
said, "but we don't have a way right now to get the boat out of the 
water." 

Sofaer and Palmer said there was nothing wrong with the sub, "it's 
not unsafe or anything," Sofaer said. "It's just that a lot of marine 
growth has built up on her her, and also we have .to do some regular 
maintenance." Palmer said the warm tropical waters also are extra­
salty which increases the growth of marine organisms. 

"Believe me," Palmer said, "we would much prefer that we do the job 
here because we wailtto keep the money here. But, we can't find a way 
to bring the boat up on land to work on it'. 

He said that the crane facilities here on Saipan couldn't handle the 
100-plus tons of the submarine. " The cranes here are i:ated at 50 tons.
