We do not feel inclined
at present to go into any discussion upon the
truth or falsity of this theory, but in view of the
facts that those who are making it their study
have come to doubt whether the theory is main-
tainable, even where large spreads of land are
under contemplation, may we not reasonably
whether the pianting of two or three
hundred at the head of Nuuanu Valley will
have the effect of speedily altering the water supply
of our city, or of attracting the rain clouds which
arc generated very far off in the Pacific Ocean?
Then the result is, to say the least of it, uncer-
