Part of the suggestions
thrown in is the determina-
tion on the number of com-
puters available in public
school classrooms from kin-
dergarten to third grade level.

Nakamura asks for
$9-M CIP budget

KOROR (Palau Horizon) —
Two months after he transmitted
the fiscal year (FY) 2000 opera-

tions budget to the Olbiil Era’

Kelulau (OEK), President Kuniwo
Nakamuralast Sept. 14 submitted
a separate budget for Capital Im-
provement Programs (CIP)
projects for FY 2000.

The president had earlier sub-
mitted a slimmer budget for
FY2000 amounting to $50.20
millionas comparedto FY 1999’s
approved unified budget of over
$54 million. The FY 2000 opera-
tionsbudgetisstill beingreviewed
by the OEK.

The FY 2000 Capital Improve-
ment Programs (CIP) Budget Act
transmitted to the Senate seeks to
appropriate a total of $9.046 mil-
lion, bulk of which is earmarked
to health facilities, construction,
renovation and repairs.

For FY 2000, the six highest
priority proposed projects to be
funded are: health facilities, con-
struction and renovation with to-
tal a budget of $2.622 million;
state government CIPs, $2 mil-
lion; Supreme Court building re-
pairs, $82,000; purchase Embassy
building in Washington, D.C.,
$1.4 million; rural sanitation
project, $300,000; and Japan grant
aid project banking charges,
$30,000.

Otherimportant projects which
the president have not prioritized
include water and wastewater sys-
tem repairs, $650,000; Peleliu
water and wastewater studies,
$200,000; school construction and

repairs, $541,000; school buses,
$331,000; jail expansion and pub-
lic safety boatengines, $185,000;
Bureau of Lands and Survey
building roof and repair and ve-
hicle purchase, $88,000; replace-
ment of Y2K non-compliant
equipment, $177,000; and devel-
opment of master plans for all
states, $440,000.

He said total revenue available
for CIP purposes is $30.8 million.
Out of this amount, $15 million is
Compact Section 212(b) capital
account funds, $9.6 million is in-
vestment earnings on the Com-
pact Section 212(b) account, $1.2
millionis Compact Section211(b)
energy production funds which
may be used for either energy-
related CIP projects or energy
operating purposes, and $5 mil-
lion is investment earnings on the
Compact Section 21 1(b) account.

The FY 2000 budget is pro-
posed to be funded entirely with
the investment earnings on the
Compact Section 212(b) Capital
Account.

The emphasis of the proposed

FY 2000 CIP appropriations is on
upgrading, repair and augmenta-
tion of existing infrastructure and
capital equipment, the president
said.

Nakamura, thistime, has puthealth
facilitiesconstruction, renovationand
repairs on the top list, as he noted that
itisnow the time to expand and repair
the Belau National Hospital (BNH)
and to replace the old public health
building.

Each facility, he added, has
served the government’s health
services needs long.

In the area of heaith facilities,
seven CIP projects are proposed to
be funded, five of which are pro-
posed for BNH and two projects
for the public health facility.

The president has earmarked
$150,000 for the expansion of the
professional services building;
$45,000 for the expansion of
medical records division:
$185,000 for the gencral renova-
tion of BNH; $35,000 for paint-
ing BNH; and $498,000 for the
construction of a new Ministry of
Health Office building.

The two public health services
projects for which funding is re-
quired are public health building
repairs and the construction of a
new building with an estimated
construction cost of $40.000 and
$1.669 million, respectively.

“This is an urgent need to repair
structural damage and fix unsafe
conditions. The new building, to
be located on national government
fand adjacent to the old hospital,
would house offices, clinics, alabo-
ratory and other public health pro-
erams.” the president said.

‘KOROR (Palau Horizon) —
Thelocal shipping industry is
‘projected to post a bullish per-
“formance-in the next three
years due tothe expected large
inflows of construction mate-
rials.

“Shipping industry will im-
prove. The community de-
mands that it will improve,”
Belau Transfer and Terminal
‘Company Operations Manager
Bill Keldermans has predicted.

Keldermans based his opti-
mistic projection on the ex-
pected increase in imports,
particularly building materi-
“als.

He said the primary booster
of the expected increase in
imports would be the construc-
tion of the 53-mile compact
road project around Babeldaob
and the K-B bridge project,
which needed large volume of
building materials.

Although he could not give
the total volume and value of
construction materials im-
ports, Keldermans said figures
for this year are not very far

Palau shipping industry bullish

behind last year’s.

“Over the four-year period of
construction of the compact road
project, the total amount of ma-
terials that will be used for this
road would double our (aver-

“age) imports,” Keldermans said.

Construction of said project will
kick off in October this year.

This could be realized. he said,
il'the construction of said project
will really start this year.

However, Keldermans ex-
pressed doubt that overall im-
ports will peak this year, saying
that it would not be very signifi-
cant unless the government de-
velops another industry on
Palau. _

Data revealed that total im-
ports in May this year hit the
highestat $9.379 million. How-
ever, total imports slowed down
in June and July this year at
$6.166 million and $6.477 mil-
lion, respectively.

In addition, he said people
have nothing to worry about the
regular shipment of products
since vessels are bringing in a
lot of containers on a weekly
basis.

“The problem that people

didn’t realize about shipping
here for being so expensive is
because the ship goes back
empty,” Keldermans said.

Unless the country develops
some heavy export-oriented in-
dustries that can fill up all the
empty containers, this would
continue to be the situation, he
said.

He also cited that distribu-
tors are now getting their sup-
plies regularly. Keldermans
pointed out that there would be
no problem in warchousing the
regular commodities if ship-
ment comes on a weekly basis.

If the vessels keep on com-
ing in monthly as it was before,
then there is a nced for more
warchouses, he said.

Keldermans cited, for ex-
ample, if Surangels shipped
four containers of rice a month,
it should make a storage base
for these volume of rice for the
whole month. But if the ship |
comes once a week, Surangels
would not be spending money
for storage purposes.

“When you do that, warchouse
base needs capital to do all the
storage,” Keldermans said.
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SOUTH PACIFIC

SUVA (Pacnews) — Fiji has
supported calls to reform the
United Nations (UN) and has
suggested that membership of
the Security Council be increased
toreflect the different geographi-
cal regions of the world.

Prime Minister Mahendra
Chaudhry highlighted this in his
inaugural speech to the UN in
New York.

Chaudhry said the 54-year old
world body mustreview its Char-
ter to reflect the realities of to-
day.

*On the Security Council, Fiji
thinks there should be an in-
crease in both the permanent and
non-permanent membership
based on a more equitable repre-
sentation of the different geo-
graphicregions,” Chaudhry said.

He urged the UN toreview the
existing regional groupings in
the United Nations for the pur-
pose of representationin various
organs and specialised agencies,
withaview of configuring them.

Pacific region, for example, are
currently split between the Asian
Group and the Western European
Group. Australia and New
Zealand are part of the Western
European Group. On the other
hand, Fiji and other island states
are members of the Asian Group.
Such a configuration, is not only
discriminatory on ethnic lines, it
is also, inthese days, artificial and
irrelevant.” Prime Minister
Chaudhry said.

“Ithinkit’stime member States

rts calls

from the South Pacific should
be allowed to have their own
distinctive regional grouping in
the United Nations. In propos-
ing this, we are not asking for
something that is totally new. In
fact, this is already the accepted
arrangement in such UN agen-
cies as the World Health
Organisation and the Food and
Agricultural Organisation,” he
added.

Chaudhry reaffirmed to the
UN Fiji’s commitment to 4
peaceful settlement on war torn
island of East Timor in Indone-
sia.

“Asamemberof the UN fam-
ily, Fiji stands ready to partici-
pate alongside other member
States in the United Nations
peacekeeping forces in East
Timor in laying the foundation
for lasting peace on this new
nation. We also call on the inter-
national community to provide
tangible assistance toenable east
Timor to rebuild its shattered
economy,” he said.

PAGOPAGO (Pacnews)—The
U.S. National Oceanic and At-
mospheric  Administration
(NOAA)has announced the award
of an additional US$6.2 million
to remove abandoned long liners
in Pago Pago Harbour. Most of
the vessels are victims of past
hurricanes.

The NOAA funds will be ex-
pended in consultation with the

U.S. Coast Guard and the Ameri-
can Samoa government to fully
remove the rusting ships, some of
which continue to leak oil and
other pollutants.

In reaction to the funding an-
nouncement, American Samoa’s
delegate to the U.S. House of
Representatives in Washington,
Eni Faleomavaega, recommended
that the American Samoa gov-

ernment pass a law requiring that
all vessels entering Pago Pago
Harbour be certified and bonded

Then, he said, in the event of
hurricanes or other problems, in-
surance would already be in place
to cover expenses involved in re-
moving damaged vessels.

Suchcasesthen wouldnolonger
incur government expenditures,
he stressed.

Population growth in
Pacific slowing down

SUVA (Pacnews) — Population
growthin the South Pacific is slow-
ing but remains high.

The “*State of the World Popula-
tion 1999" report said this means
that each year the Pacific popula-
tion grows by more than 150,000,
that is approximately equal to the
combined populations of Tonga
and Marshal Islands.

“At this growthrate, Papua New
Guinea will have to cater for an
additional 90,000 people or more
each year while Marshal Islands
and Solomon Islands will double
their populations in less than 20
years,” the report said.

The report launched in the Fiji
capital, Suva today said the total
population of the Pacific is less
than 7 million.

This includes Cook Islands, Fed-
erated States of Micronesia, Fiji,
Kiribati, Marshal Islands, Nauru,
Niue, Palau, Papua New Guinea,
Samoa, Solomon Islands, Tokelau,
Tonga, Tuvalu and Vanuatu.

According to the report there are
more adolescents and youth than
ever before in the Pacific Islands, a
consequence of past high fertility.

“This group accounts for about

20 percent of the total population,
as compared to the world popula-
tion of 17 percent. Increasing ac-
cess of this group to reproductive
health information and services,
education and jobs is essential for
accelerated and sustainable social
and economic development,” the
report said.

“School age is expected to grow
substantially in the 21st century in
several of the island countries. At
present 40 percent of all Pacific
children fail to complete a basic
primary education and only one in
five graduate from secondary
school. Efforts to improve access
to schooling need to be doubled in
the face of anticipated increases in
the number of children and youth.

By next month, world popula-

tion will reach the six billion mark. -

“Global populationhasquadrupled
this century, growing faster than at
any time in previous history. At the
beginning of the 20th century., the
world population was approximately
1.5 billion. Nearly half of all people
will be under 25 and there are over a
billion young people between 15 and
24, the parents of the next century,”
the report said.

Kiribati needs time to
implement free trade

SUVA (Pacnews) — Kiribati
says it's not ready to be part of
the free trade, proposed by the
South Pacific Forum.

While forum economic min-
isters have endorsed the con-
cept in principle in July this
year, South Pacific Forum lead-

ers are expected to discuss it
further when they meetin Palau
next month.

President Teburoro Tito told
Pacnews while Kiribati think
it’s a noble idea, small island
states should approach it with
caution,

“Kiribati has taken a very cau-
tious approach. We do not want
to be pushed even though we
are told that all our problems
would be solved. I can just flash
back and see the history of
colonisation. I feel this is an-
other form of colonisation, an-
other form of domination and I
would like toremind my friends
from small nations to be care-
ful. We should join hands to-
gether and look at something
that is relevant to our small so-
cicties,” President Tito said.

He said the free trade area is
the agenda of the bigger nations
that is of no value to the small
islands of the Pacific.

“I sce the free trade as the
agenda of the big man in the
global scene to move around
and take control of the re-
sources, even the political
power of people to determine
which economic direction they
should take. Now that is my
perception from a small island
country. It’s like a small fish
being asked to have ashark in a
small lagoon. Now the shark
will have his own agenda,” he
said.

“We see that as a threat to our
resources, to the way we do
things. We have to face it. We
have to try and do something
about it.”

One of the first to be first af-
fected by free trade within the
islands would be small business.

. PHILIPPINES

MANILA, Philippines (AP) —
Officials will organize earth-
quake drills in the Philippines
following a 7.6 magnitude tem-
blor that killed- hundreds of
people in nearby Taiwan, Vice
President Gloria Arroyo said
Tuesday.

“We're going to be conduct-
ing our own drills here because
there are earthquakes happen-
ing all over the region,” Arroyo
told reporters.

“If and when, heaven forbid,
if it happens to us, we’ll be
ready,” she said.

Tuesday's early morning
quake in Taiwan killed at least
656 people, destroyed more than
1,000 homes and toppled build-
ings islandwide. With a pre-
liminary magnitude of 7.6, the
quake was the strongest to hit
Taiwan in a decade.

Both Taiwan and the Philip-
pines are located in the so-called
Pacific “‘Ring of Fire,” subject
to frequent earthquakes and vol-
canic activity.

Nearly 2,000 people were
killed when a magnitude 7.7
earthquake rocked the moun-

tainous northern Philippines on
July 16, 1990.

Arroyo said the drills would be
organized by the government’s
National Disaster Coordinating
Council, which has offices in key
cities and towns, but did not say
when or how extensive the drills
would be.

RaymundoPunongbayan, chief
of the Philippine Institute of Vol-
canology and Seismology, said
there is still no way to accurately
predict the occurrence of earth-
quakes anywhere in the world.

“It’s not automatic that when
something happens to a neigh-

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boring country, that we'll be the
next,” he said.

Gloriaalsosaid the government
is coordinating with Manila’s de
facto embassy in Taipei to deter-
mine if there are Filipino casual-
ties from the earthquake. About

Malaysian opposition unites

Anwar chosen as
candidate for PM

KUALA LUMPUR, Malaysia
(AP) — Malaysia’s opposition
coalition chose Anwar Ibrahim
as its candidate for prime min-
ister on Tuesday, despite the
ousted deputy prime minister
six-year prison sentence for cor-
ruption.

Leaders of the four political
parties that form the Alterna-
tive Front, or Barisan Alternatif,
made the announcement in a
statement faxed to news agen-
cies.

The statement said that if the
coalition wins elections widely
expected by the end of the year,
it would try to overturn his con-
viction through a judicial in-
quiry into the “political con-
spiracy which has led to
Anwar’s imprisonment.”

Three key opposition activ-
ists were arrested Tuesday in
what appears to be a fresh crack-
down ondissent. Police arrested
two leaders of the opposition
National Justice Party, headed
by Anwar’s wife, Azizah Ismail,
after they surrendered at police
headquarters in Kuala Lumpur.

Several officersdragged Tian
Chua, the party’s vice president,
and youth leader Mohamed
Ezam Mohamed Nor inside the
building. The two were accom-
panied by their lawyers, while
50 supporters chanted slogans
against the government of Prime.
Minister Mahathir Mohamad.

“The government can arrest
us but more leaders will rise
up,” Tian said in a statement.
“The threats by Mahathir can-
not oppress the people any-
more.”

National Justice Party offi-
cials said Badrol Amin, another
senior party member, was also
picked up by police Tuesday for
participating in a demonstration
Sunday by about 10,000 people.
Tuesday’s arrests came a day
after four other activists were
detained.

Anwar’s nomination for prime
minister was the first unified
policy proposal by the reform-
ist coalition. Skeptics say the
coalition’s multiethnic and reli-
gious makeup may hinder its
success in Malaysia, where poli-

tics are largely divided along
ethnic lines.

“Once justice is delivered, he
will be able to lead the nation,
God willing,” said the
coalition’s statement. It added
that an interim prime minister
chosen by Parliament would
lead Malaysia until Anwar was
released from jail.

The statement was signed by
leaders of the Parti Islam
SeMalaysia, the Democratic Ac-
tion Party, the Malaysian
Peoples’ Party and the National
Justice Party. The four parties
united in April in response to
Anwar’s ouster from govern-
ment, which was followed by
unprecedented rallies demand-
ing an end to Mahathir’s 18-
year rule.

Mahathir sacked Anwar, his
longtime protege, in September
1998, citing corruption and ille-
gal sex. Anwar was arrested,
convicted of corruption charges
and is now on trial for sodomy.
He denies the charges, saying
they are politically motivated.

Anwar was hospitalized
nearly two weeks ago when lab
tests organized by his family
showed an abnormal level of
arsenic in his body. A govern-
ment hospital has yet to release
its own test results.

In Washington, World Bank
President James Wolfensohn
said he was “deeply concerned”
about Anwar after hearing re-
ports on his health.

“He is still my friend and I
hope we can gethim out of jail,”
Wolfensohn said. Until his ar-
rest, Anwar headed a World
Bank committee that repre-
sented developing nations.

TOKYO (Reuters) — Japan
will send about 100 rescue
workers and $500,000 in
emergency financial aid to
Taiwan to help the island re-
cover from a massive earth-
quake which killed at least
1,100 people on Tuesday, the
Foreign Ministry said.

The team will include po-
lice. firefighters, and person-
nel from the Maritime Safety
Agency and aid organisations.

Seventy members will ar-
rive in Taiwan on Tuesday and
the remainder will go on
Wednesday, a ministry
spokesman said.

Tokyo, which has no diplo-
matic ties with Taipei, will
send the team at the request of
the U.N. Office for the Coor-
dination of Humanitarian Af-
fairs (OCHA).

The financial aid will be
made through private
organisations which promote
exchanges between Japan and
Taiwan.

Japan will study if additional
financial assistance is neces-
sary after further assessing the
situation, another ministry
official said.

Earlier, Japanese Prime
Minister Keizo Obuchi offered
his sympathy over the quake,
which measured 7.6 on the
Richter scale and was believed
to be the strongest ever in Tai-
wan. '

He quickly dispatched a six-
member team of Japanese gov-
ernment and aid organisation
officials to the island.

Top government spokesman
Hiromu Nonaka noted that
Taiwan had helped Japan when
the central city of Kobe was
struck by a devastating earth-
quake in 1995 which killed
6.500 people.

Economists in Taiwan confident:

Quake will not derail economy

TAIPEI, Taiwan (AP) — The
earthquake that hit Taiwan on
Tuesday probably won’t derail
the island’s rapid economic
growth because key ports and
high-tech businesses escaped the
worst damage.

Economists said the financial
fallout should be limited since the
quake was centered in a moun-
tainous region dominated by ag-
riculture and tourism. Some noted
that despite the widespread de-
struction to homes and high-rise
buildings, the island’s infrastruc-
ture seems largely unaffected.

“Initial reports show the ports,
airports, highways and refineries
are still operating normally,” said

Many of the island’s facto-
ries work under contract for chip
companies in other countries, al-
though not forindustry giants such
as Intel and Texas Instruments.

Based on preliminary reports,
the quake didn’t cause significant
structural damage at Taiwan
Semiconductor Manufacturing
Corp. and United Microelectron-
ics Corp., the two major operators
of chip fabrication facilities in
Taiwan, according to a report by
Merrill Lynch semiconductor ana-
lyst Joseph Osha.

“However, the quake did cause
emergency shutdowns at most

fabs in Hsinchu, where essentially
all of Taiwan's fabs are located,”
said Osha, estimating thatbetween
one and two weeks of production
will be lost if power is restored
shortly. But, “if damage to build-
ings or equipment has occurred,
then the impact on supply will
likely be more severe.”

In other industries, China Steel
Corp. said operations were mini-
mally affected, althoughacracked
pipe in a waste-gas recycling sys-
tem will force temporary cutbacks
in molten iron production.

_troleum Corp. said it would close

US crew heads to Taiwan to help

SPRINGFIELD, Va. (AP) —
Less thann a month after returning
from the devastation in Turkey, the
elite Fairfax County Urban Search
and Rescue Team left on Tuesday
for earthquake-ravaged Taiwan.
Seventy of the team’s 135 mem-
bers flew from an Air Force base in
Dover, Del., on an 18-hour flight.
The quake struck on Monday.
“They will have a plan when
they hit the ground,” unit spokes-
woman Renee Henningsen said.
Most of the team members who
were sent to Taiwan also took part
in a mission to earthquake-devas-

tated Turkey, where they saved
fourlives.

24, marking the shortest interval
between assignments for the team,
which travels to disasler zones
around the globe.

“This is their fastest turnaround,”
Ms. Henningsen said.

Upon returning home, team
membersreceive counseling todeal
with the tragedies they have seen.

“When they are over there, they
are dealing with an emergency,
and the stress might not come out
until afterward,” Ms. Henningsen
said.

WASHINGTON (AP) —Reflecting America’s minimalrole in the
international peacekeeping mission, the Pentagon said only two
American soldiers were in East Timor on Tuesday. The U.S.
contingent standing by in Australia was expected to be near its full
strength of 200 by Wednesday.

P. J. Crowley, deputy assistant secretary of defense for public
affairs, said the Americans would remain in Darwin until the
Australian commander of the U.N.-authorized force, Maj. Gen.
Peter Cosgrove, decides they are needed in East Timor.

“It’s off to a very smooth start,” Crowley told a Pentagon briefing
as Wednesday dawned in East Timor with about 3,000 international
peacekeepers on the ground and 500 more expected during the day.
He said no resistance or violence had been reported.

About half the U.S. force is expected to be used in the region,
which has been plagued by violence since its residents voted
overwhelmingly Aug. 30 to break away from Indonesia, The U.S.
force mostly includes specialists in communications, supply and
intelligence with no combat troops.

“We’re set to go whenever the commander feels those capabilities
are needed,” Crowley said.

On Wednesday, President Clinton authorized U.S. military assis-
tance worth up to $55 million to states participating in the East
Timor mission.

A Marine liaison officer and a public affairs officer were the only
U.S. military personnel in East Timor on Tuesday, after the U.S.
force commander, Marine Brig. Gen. John G. Castellaw, spentaday
checking out the area.

Castellaw and four other marines had returned to Darwin where
the U.S. force reached 140. Another 50 U.S. soldiers from around
the Pacific were expected by Wednesday. And 14 civil affairs
personnel left Fort Bragg, N.C., for Darwin on Tuesday.

In addition to the ground force, 527 American personnel were
aboard two U.S. Navy ships in the area -the guided missile cruiser
USS Mobile Bay and the ammunition ship USNS Kilavea. Person-
nel on the Mobile Bay have been using the ship’s communications
and other facilities to help control the airlift of soldiers from
Australia to East Timor, Crowley said.

Three U.S. helicopters were available on the ships for possible use
in East Timor and a Marine KC130 cargo plane had made at least one
flight carrying Australians into the region, Crowley said. Three
other U.S. transport planes also were in Darwin for the operation.

The Americans have stockpiled 300,000 humanitarian daily ra-
tions in Darwin, and Crowley said he expects U.S. soldiers to work
withnongovernment groups when it is safe for private relief workers
to return to East Timor.

Journalists rescued

DARWIN (Reuters) — A Brit-
ish journalist, a U.S. photogra-
pher and their two local staff had
been rescued unharmed from a
militia attack in East Timor, but a
Dutch journalist remained miss-
ing in Dili, Australian defence
said on Wednesday.

The Sunday Times reporter Jon
Swaine, U.S photographer Chip
Hires, and their driver and trans-
lator had spent the night after the
attack under protection of multi-
national troops, Australian de-
fence spokesman Colin Blair told
Reuters.

“Our information is they were
all shaken but did not suffer any

injuries,” Blair said. “They spent
the night at the (Australian) 3rd
Brigade headquarters at the (Dili)
airport.”

British Brigadier David
Richards, a member of the U.N.
force, told BBC television that
Swain and Hires had driven a car
out of Dili when they were at-
tacked.

‘UN must do mor

UNITED NATIONS (AP) ——
President Clinton challenged the
United Nations and countries in
Africa, Asia and elsewhere on
Tuesday to strengthen their abil-
ity to stop mass killings like
those in Kosovo and East Timor.

The United States *““cannot re-
spond to every humanitarian ca-
tastrophe in the world,” he told
the General Assembly.*We can-
notdo everything everywhere.”

Clinton also urged the world
body to engage in an all-out
battle against poverty for the
21st century and to “assure that
weapons of mass destruction
will never be used on our chil-
dren.”

“Let us resolve in the bright
dawn of this new millennium to
bring an era in which our desire
to create will overwhelm our
capacity to destroy,” Clinton
told the 188-member body.

His voice hoarse, apparently
fromallergies, Clinton coughed
and cleared his throat as he
spoke.

Clinton suggested the United
Nations play an expanded role
inpreventing mass slaughter and
dislocation.

“When we are faced with the
deliberate organized campaigns
to murder whole peoples or ex-
pel them from their land, the
care of victims is important, but
not enough. We should work to
end the violence,” he said.

Clinton touched lightly on two
contentious issues: a disagree-
ment over Iraq and the failure of
the United States to make more
than $1 billion in delinquent
U.N. payments.
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The Clinton administration is
willing to ease the sanctions
only ifIraq agrees to allow U.N.
weapons inspectors back into
the country.

But the Security Council re-
mains deadlocked. Russia,
China and France -each wield-
ing vetopowers - have expressed
sympathy with Baghdad’s call
for an immediate easing of the
sanctions that have beenin place
since the Persian Gulf War in
1991.

In nearly three hours of talks
Monday night, Secretary of
State Madeleine Albright failed
to budge Russian Foreign Min-
ister Igor Ivanov, said a U.S.
official. That clouded the pros-
pect for the Security Council
adopting a renewal of the in-
spections that were halted in
December.

Said Clinton: “Despite all the
obstacles Saddam Hussein has
placed in our path, we must con-
tinue to ease the suffering of the
people of Iraq. At the same time,
we cannot allow the government
of Iraq to flout 40 - and I say 40
- successive U.N. Security
Council resolutions and to re-
build his arsenal.”

Clinton also apologized for
the U.S. delinquency on back
payments,

“IThave strongly supported the
United States meeting all its fi-
nancial obligations to the United
Nations, and I will continue to
do so,” he said. “We will do our
very best to succeed this year.”

The administration has
pledged to pay the arrears, some
dating to the 1980s, buthas been
blocked repeatedly by congres-
sional conservatives.

Rep. Chris Smith, N.J., com-
plained thai Clinton vetoed a

bill last year that would have
paid the U.N. arrears and re-
quired U.N. reforms. The presi-
dent objected to a Smith-spon-
sored anti-abortion amendment
to the bill that would have barred
U.S. funds for international fam-
ily planning organizations.

“We already have provided it
once and he vetoed it,” Smith
said in an interview. “There
needs to be accountability” on
U.N. spending, he added.

If a sizable installment isn’t
made by year’s end, the United
States will lose its vote in the
General Assembly. Its Security
Council vote would not be af-
fected, however.

Other speakers also sounded
Clinton’s call for more involve-
ment in preventing humanitar-
ian catastrophes - but with a
different emphasis.

Ivanov, the Russian foreign
minister, suggested the interna-
tional community do more to
combat terrorism, which he sug-
gested included “aggressive
separatism.” .

“The international community
and, first of all, the United Na-
tions, should decisively clamp
down on any manifestations of
separatism,” he said.

Moscow blames recent bomb-
ings in Moscow, and an escala-
tion of the conflict in Chechnya
and neighboring Dagestan, on
seccessionist-minded Islamic
militants.

Ghana’s foreign minister,
James Victor Gbeho, urged the
world body “to do in Africa as
much as it has done in other
areas,” including the Balkans.

The dollar figures did not in-
clude the cost of Secret Service
expenses, which are classified.

“The findings of this draft study
are extremely troubling to me,”
Sessions said.

“I don’t know how we can jus-
tify this number of travelers. This
is not the kind of apparent waste
that we need when spending is
tight. Presidential travel is impor-
tant, and I am not suggesting that
these trips should not have been
taken. I am, however, saying that
these expenses must be looked at
closely so we can eliminate waste
in the future,” he said.

The report said the largest of
the costs of presidential travel ex-
amined were the operating ex-
penses of the president’s aircraft
and other military passenger and
cargoaircraft; travel expenses, in-
cluding lodging for the travelers;
and telecommunications, vehicle
and other equipment rentals.

US may appeal WTO
ruling on tax scheme

WASHINGTON (Reuters) —
The United States said on Tuesday
itmay appeal adecision by a World
Trade Organisation dispute panel
that a U.S. tax scheme covering
exports worth $250 billion breaks
world trade rules.

“It is an option that we are seri-
ously considering,” said a spokes-
woman for U.S. Trade Representa-
tive Charlene Barshefsky. "Butno
decisions have been made.”

European Union spokesman
Gunnar Wiegand said on Monday
that the WTO panel’s final report
confirmed its interim finding that
the U.S. Foreign Sales Corpora-
tions, or FSC, scheme violated the
world trade watchdog’s subsidies
code and agricultural agreement.

The EU, which launched the
WTO dispute, alleged that the FSC
scheme amounted toanexport sub-
sidy to U.S. firms, with Boeing Co.
and Microsoft among major ben-
eficiaries.

The Europesan Union’snew trade
chief, Pascal Lamy, hailed the de-
cision. .

“We welcomdH"WTO panel's
ruling,” Lamy, who took over last
week as European trade commis-
sioner, said in a statement.

“This U.S. export subsidy has
created an important distortion of

intemational trade by granting an
unfair advantage to U.S. products
in third markets and has expanded
over the last decade to more sec-
tors, including computer software
and agricultural products,” he said.

A spokesman for the U.S. mis-
sion to the EU in Brussels had no

comment.

The United States has said the
scheme is consistent with WTO
rules.

Texas Gov. George W. Bush,
continuing to smash all cam-
paign fund-raising records, has
raised more than $52 million.

Included in the total is
$550,000 from tickets sold to
fund-raisers this week, includ-
ing one scheduled for Saturday
in Boston featuring the
governor’s father, former Presi-
dent Bush.

Bush advisers indicated ear-
lier this month that they ex-
pected the governor to beat the
$50 million mark by the end of
September, the close of the next
reporting period for campaign
finance information.

Bush already has reached that
mark, campaign spokeswoman
Mindy Tucker said Tuesday,
confirming that Bush had raised
$3 million from events over the

past month, bringing his total to
more than $52 million.

Gore gets little credit for a robust US economy

WASHINGTON (Reuters) —
The booming U.S. economy thus
far is a political bust for Vice
President Al Gore.

Consider this: since Gore and
President Bill Clinton took office
on Jan. 20, 1993, the Dow Jones
Industrial Average has tripled, the
jobless and inflation rates have
fallen to their lowest sustained
levels in a generation, interests
rates have dropped and produc-
tivity has climbed.

Yet corporate America has re-
fused to reward Gore by rallying
behind his bid to become the next
president. Nor has the public.

While polls show Gore far be-
hind Republican presidential
front-runner George W. Bush,
most sectors of the business com-
munity - from Wall Street to oil
tycoons - are donating far more
money to the Texas governorthan
the vice president.

“Normally, financial markets
prefer the status quo when things
are going well,”said Ethan Siegal
of the Washington Exchange, a
private firmthat tracks policy and
politics for institutional investors.
“But in this case. the markets see
President Clinton as the status
quo, not Al Gore.”

Financial markets were wary of
Clinton when he took power. Yet
he won them over or at least
calmed their nerves.

Clinton did so largely with the
help of Rolgerl Rubin, a former
Wall Street giant turned Treasury
secretary. They opened trade,
worked with the Republican Con-
gress to balance the federal bud-
get and gave business some wel-
comed tax breaks.

“The markets have growncom-
fortable with Bill Clinton and his
pro-market policies, but there are
no guarantees Al Gore would fol-
low those policies,” said Siegal.

While the markets have been
cool to Gore, they have embraced
Bush, son of former President
George Bush.

“Everyone is fat and happy,”

said Chuck Gabriel, a political
and financial analyst with Pru-
dential Securities. “But with Gore
17 points down in the polls, cor-
porate treasurers want to put their
money on a winner - and the win-
ner looks like Bush.”

Another basic reason Bush is
so popular in corporate board-
rooms is that he is a Republican
and thus seen as more apt to cut
federal regulations, curb lawsuits
and reduce taxes.

“Simply put, the business com-
munity expects better policies
from Bush than Gore,” said Tom
Gallagher of ISI Group, a private
firm thatdoesresearch for institu-
tional investors.

When Clinton and Gore won, 4
top voter concern was the
economy. Butsurveysfinditisno
longer a big issue.

“People are taking a good
economy for granted because it
has been good for so long,” said
Andrew Kohut of the Pew Re-
search Centre, which has con-
ducted polls on the White House
race.

“The conventional wisdom is
that most presidential elections
are referendums on the current
administration, whichmeans Gore
should be in great shape because
of the economy,” Kohut said.

“But instead of focusing on the
econonty, voters are focusing on
Gore as an individual - is he too
stiff, is he too boring - and
Clinton’s personal problems and
are tired of it,” he said.

Clinton and Gore claimed credit
for the robust economy. But crit-
ics say Clinton’s best move was
simply reappointing Alan
Greenspan as chairman of the
Federal Reserve Board.

“Most people on Wall Sueet
give the credit for the economy to
Greenspan, not Clinton,” said
Gaoriel.

During the first six months of
1999, Bush got about $36 million
in contributions, nearly twice as
much as Gore.

At the same time, according to
a survey of campaign records by
the Centre for Responsive Poli-
tics, most sectors of the business
community gave more to Bush
than to Gore.

‘Bush beat Gore in donations
from people in: high-tech,
$379,200 to $178,085; oil and

gas, $1 million to $56,750; com-
mercial banks, $607,200 to
$130,390; Wall Sueet, $1.8 mil-

Both parties raid Social Security

WASHINGTON (AP) — Even
asboth parties pledge tostop raid-
ing the Social Security surplus,
they will spend billions of it this
year and may even take a further
$5 billion bite from it soon to help
economically ailing farmers.

Republicans promise they
won’t use Social Security funds
to help pay for spending bills they
are racing to complete for fiscal
2000, which begins on Oct. 1. In
their latest effort to cope with
spending problems, GOP leaders
may declare the $1.4 billion bud-
geted next year for home-heating
aid for the poor to be a budget
“emergency.”

But if they fulfill their vow to
leave Social Security alone -
which Democrats and even many
Republicans privately doubt - that
would be an abrupt turnabout.

Both parties routinely spend So-
cial Security surpluses to pay for
general government costs. In fact,
the last time they didn't was in
1951.

But after two years of partisan
maneuvering over the huge pen-
ston program for the elderly and
disabled, the political dynamichas
changed. President Clintonissued
a-call in 1997 to “save Social
Security first,” Republicans coun-
tered by pushing a “lock box” to
prevent the draining of Social
Security funds, and now each
party says it will leave the money
alone.

“Both sides want to inoculate
themselves that they won’t touch
Social Security,” said Marshail
Wittmann, the conservative Heri-
tage Foundation’s congressional
affairs director.

Asked to explain the sudden
importance of leaving Social Se-
curity surpluses alone, White
House budget office spokes-
woman Linda Ricci said Clinton
has helped create a climate in
which protecting the program is a
priority, “and thatdoesn’t happen
overnight.”

On Tuesday, House Majority
Leader Dick Armey, R-Texas,
told reporters that Republicans
will nottouch Social Security sur-
pluses in 2000 or beyond, calling
it“the legislative opportunity of a
lifetime and a moral responsibil-
ity that’s as large as anything I've
encountered in this job.”

But he didn’t mention 1999 or
previous years. Asked later why
it has been all right to spend So-
cial Security funds until now, he
said, “We're getting there as
quickly as we can. ... This year
suffers a hangover from 40 years
of the wrong policy.”

Even so, Republican leaders
pushing a near $8 billion emer-
gency relief package for farmers
want to enact the legislation
quickly so they can spend $5.5
billion of it in the remaining 10
days of fiscal 1999.

That would help them achieve
their promise to leave next year’s
estimated $147 billion Social Se-
curity surplus alone. But they
would still be eating into the $125
billion Social Security surplus
projected for this year.

Senate Appropriations Com-
mittee Chairman Ted Stevens, R-
Alaska, said Tuesday he doesn’t
think the bill can be completed in
time. Butifitis,Republicans hope
to either quickly mail the checks
to farmers, oruse a gimmick: Send
the money to a new, off-budget
entity so they could claim the
government spent it in 1999.

Meanwhile, it remains unclear
whether Republicans can honor
their promise to write fiscal 2000
spending bills without using So-
cial Security surpluses.

To achieve that, Republicans
have decided to bust spending
limits enacted in 1997 and use
most of the $14 billion in next
year’s projected non-Social Se-
curity surplus for the spending
bills. They will also use an often-
used technique of providing
money that is not actually spent

Swiss banks freeze
Russian accounts

BERN, Switzerland (AP) —
Swiss banks have frozen the
equivalent of $16.8 million in
accounts suspected of being linked
to the alleged U.S.-Russian
money-laundering case, Swiss
officials said Tuesday.

The disclosure came as the U.S.
Congress opened hearings in
Washington into allegations that
Russian gangsters channeled bil-
lions of dollars from criminal
gains through the Bank of New
York to make them look like le-
gitimate business income.

The case may be the biggest
money-laundering scheme ever
in the United States, and could
possibly include loans to Russia
made by the International Mon-
etary Fund.

" No one has yet been charged.

Swissofficials already are help-
ing Russian prosecutors investi-
gate separate allegations of cor-
ruption and kickbacks involving
a Swiss construction company,
Mabetex, that could reach as high
as President Boris Yeltsin's fam-

ily.

Folco Galli, spokesman for the
Federal Office for Police Affairs,
told The Associated Press on
Tuesday that the banks had re-
ported freezing other accounts
involving the Bank of New York.

Undera 1998 law, Swiss banks
are required to advise the govern-
ment when they have well-
founded suspicion of money laun-
dering. Galli said a number of
reports had been received in the
Bank of New York case and that
“about a dozen” reports had been
referred to authorities in Geneva.

Swiss authorities have ex-
pressed willingness to help the
United States investigate the alle-
gations involving the Bank of New
York as soon as U.S. authorities
send a request for judicial assis-
tance, but Galli said sofarno such
request had beenreceived. Under
international treaties the Swiss
mustreceive arequest before they
can start investigating.

Hours before U.S. congres-
sional hearings began, Yeltsin
summoned Nikolai Patrushev,
head of the Federal Security Ser-

vice, to the president’s country
residence for another round of
talks on the controversy.

A Russian delegation traveled
to Washington last week, and both
countries agreed toinvestigate the
matter and compare notes. Yeltsin
has not commented publicly on
the expanding scandal, though the
Kremlin has issued statements
denying any wrongdoing by the
president.

One member of the Russian
delegation that traveled to Wash-
ington said it was too early to
draw any conclusions about the
case.

“An investigation has just be-
gun and no one knows at the
present stage what has really hap-
pened,” said Alexander
Ageyenkov, first deputy director
of the Federal Tax Police.

There appeared to be no direct
link between the Bank of New
York case and the ongoing inves-
tigation into Mabetex, which had
done work for the Kremlin, said
Daniel Devaud, a Swiss judge
looking into the allegations.

Arafat says
Israel fully
implementing
ME accord

ALEXANDRIA (Reuters)—Pal-
estinian President Yasser Arafat
said on Tuesday Israel had so far
fully implemented the terms of the
latest interim peace deal signed on
September 5.

He told reporters after meeting
Egyptian President Hosni Mubarak
in Alexandria that Israel had car-
ried out its commitments under the
so-called Wye Two accord "to the
letter.”

He said he had briefed Mubarak
on Israel’s implementation of the
accord and discussed prospects for
a final peace with the Jewish state,
on which negotiations began on
September 13.

Since Arafat signed the revised
Wye agreement with Israeli Prime
Minister Ehud Barak in the Egyp-
tian town of Shawrm ¢l-Sheikh, Is-
rael has released 199 Palestinian
prisoners and transferred to the Pal-
estinian Authority civil powers in
seven percent of the West Bank.

Barak’s hardline predecessor,
Benjamin Netanyahu, had frozen
implementationof the original Wye
agreement, brokered by the United
States in October 1998, accusing
the Palestiniansof reneging ontheir
security commitments.

Arafat Jater left Alexandria for
Shannon airport in Ireland, where
he is due to meet Irish Prime Min-
ister Bertie Ahern. He will then fly
to New York to attend the U.N.
General Assembly.

ThePalestinianleader, who plans
to meet U.S President Bill Clinton
at the White House on Thursday,
said their talks would “open new
horizons,” but did not elaborate.

BERLIN (AP) —Inavisitrich
in symbolism, Israeli Prime
Minister Ehud Barak was wel-
comed in Berlin on Tuesday as
the first foreign leader to visit
the German capital since the
government returned to the
former seat of Nazi power.

Chancellor Gerhard Schroeder
left Bonn and started work in
Berlin - was intended to dem-
onstrate Germany’s sensitivity
to the discomfort some might
feel at seeing the nation gov-
erned once more from Hitler’s
capital.

“Berlin evokes deep emotions
in our consciousness,” Barak told
reporters at Schroeder’s provi-
sional office in central Berlin. “It
is not far from here that the Final
Solution was devised in 1942.”

Barak spoke about dramatic
changes in the last two genera-
tions -changes that have led to
“close ties between a new, vi-
brant, democratic Germany and
the state of Israel that arose out of
the ashes of the Holocaust.”

Schroeder, for his part, said
Germany’s place in the interna-
tional community “can only be
preserved if the pastis not forgot-

the trip, Schroeder was to join
Barak in thé commemoration of
Holocaust victims Wednesday at
the former Sachsenhausen con-
centration camp north of Berlin.

Traveling with Barak were sev-
eralSachsenhausen survivors who
now live in Israel. One, 82-year-
old Eli Carmel, spent a year in the
camp.

“with the peace process gaining
more momentum, that Germany
will expand its role.”

‘Thai baht dips early

BANGKOK (Reuters)— The
baht dipped against the dollar
early on Wednesday as Thai
corporates collected the firm-
ing yen in preparation for debt
settlement.

The baht moved in a tight
range during U.S and Euro-
pean trading hours on Tues-
day, but lost against the dollar
in early Asian trade, dealers

said.

The baht was expected to
swing in a wide range on
Wednesday. Support was seen
at 40.50 and resistance at
40.30 to 40.25 to the dollar,
they added.

“There’s supposed to be
downside rather than the other
way around,” said adealerata
major Thai bank. “We still see
some capital outflows.”

The Stock Exchange of
Thailand released daily data
showing foreigners as net
selllers of 524.2 million baht
in Tuesday trade, worth a to-
tal of 3.74 billion baht.

Thailand on Tuesday said it
would not draw down the re-

maining $3 billion of a $17.2
billion bailout agreed with the
International Monetary Fund
in 1997. The statement was
part of the eighth letter of in-
tent (LOI) with the IMF.

But the IMF director for
Thailand Ranjit Teja told
Reuters Television on
Wednesday that he does not
expect Thailand’s decision on
.the matter to push down the
baht.

Teja said funding from the
IMF and bilateral donors had
gone into central bank coffers
and had not been used for well
over a year to prop up the cur-
rency.

“It’s been there as a security
more than anything else. So in
that respect I don’t see the
decision to stop drawing as
something that will necessar-
ily push the currency down.”

But currency traders said the
news was likely to be nega-
tive for the baht because it
meant capital inflows could
be less steady over the next

Reyes nevertheless said he re-
mains hopeful the budget pack-
age can be completed this week,

“The (provisions) will allow
them to use the lump sum on

Cardinals’ Moore
signs $17.5M deal

PHOENIX (AP) —Wide receiver
Rob Moore signed a four-year,
$17.5 million contract with the
Arizona Cardinals on Tuesday.

Moore, 31, will receive a$5 mil-
lion signing bonus as part of the
deal. This year, including the bo-
nus and salary, he gets $8 million.

The signing means the Cardinals
can remove the franchise player
designation from Moore and use it
on another player, such as defen-
sive end Simeon Rice, whose con-
tract expires after this season.

Moore held out throughout train-
ing camp, but reported to the team
three days before its Sept. 12 sea-
son opener at Philadelphia, then
caught a 20-yard touchdown pass
from Jake Plummer in that game.

At that time, he agreed to a one-
year deal worth about $3.5 million
with the understanding that his
agent, Gary Wichard, and the Car-
dinals would continue to work on a
long-term contract.

“The big thing was Rob didn’t
want anything to interfere with
this season,” Wichard said. “He
said, ‘Gary, the difference be-
tween 9-7 and 8-8 could be the
playoffs.” We were close, so he
said, ‘Let me getinthere and play
while you guys finish out your
deal.™

Moore, in his 10th NFL season,

is 20th on the career receiving list
with 596 catches for 8,872 yards
and 45 touchdowns. Two years
ago,heled the NFL inyards receiv-
ing with a Cardinals record 1,584.

Moore is nursing astrained ham-
string this week, an injury from the
final play of Sunday’s 19-16]oss to
Miami.

He is so crucial to Arizona’s
offense that quarterback Jake
Plummeruncharacteristically chas-
tised management for failing to
sign the big-play receiver. Three
days later, Moore was with the
team.

Moore, Frank Sanders and rookie
David Boston give the Cardinals a
dynamic trio of receivers.

“The fact is, Rob takes attention
away from Frank, and he’s also a
greatassettothe new kid,”Wichard
said.

Two players remain locked in a
contract dispute with the Cardi-
nals: defensive tackle Mark Smith
and rookie offensive tackle L.J.
Shelton.

Smith’s agent, Gil Thompson,
has said his client would report at
some point. Thompson has low-
ered Smith’s demand to about

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Woods eager for Ryder Cup

BROOKLINE, Mass. (AP) —
Tiger Woods has one more score
to settle.

Any questions about whether
he was ina slump were put to rest
inafrightening display of golf the
pastfourmonths. Woods has won
five of his last eight tournaments,
including the PGA Championship
at Medinah and the NEC Invita-
tional against the most elite field
this year.

Heis No. 1 inthe world rankings
and in the mind of everyone at
The Country Club gathered for
the Ryder Cup. About the only
thing Woods has yet to do is put
his hands on the gold chalice that
Europe has made off with the past
two matches.

This time, Woods is ready to do
his part.

“Tigerat the moment s playing
some of the best golf in his ca-
reer,” U.S. captain Ben Crenshaw
said Tuesday. “He’s gaining con-
fidence with every season, and
it’s showing in a lot of depart-
ments of his game. He's a very,
very smooth engine right now.”

That wasn’t the case two years
ago.

Woods may have been the Mas-
ters champion, the master of match
play and the hottest property in
golf, but he had not won in nearly
three months going into 1997
Ryder Cup. His swing was in the
middle of reconstruction and his
confidence was on life support.

“You know when you’re not
playing well,” Woods said. ““You
alwayshope you canfind iton the
range, but I didn’t. I wasn’t play-
ing very well, and unfortunately
itcarried overintothe RyderCup.”

After winning his inaugural
match with Mark O’'Meara,

Woods didn’t win again at
Valderrama.

He still remembers the cover

on the magazine after the Ryder
Cup. “Pain in Spain,” said the
headline, accompanied by a photo
of Woods in anguish.

“It wasn’t Europe winning,” he

said. “It was my fault, just like it
was Curtis Strange’s fault at Oak
Hill. That’s not right. We both
played our hearts out. I just wasn’t
able to play as well as I would
have liked.

*“This year is a different story,
he said, a confident smile return-
ing to his face. “I'm playing well
coming into the event. I've had a
pretty good summer.”

Pretty good?

He beat a field in Germany that

had six of the top 10 playersin the
world. He won the Memorial with

-finesse and the Western Open with

power, the PGA Championship
with nerve and the NEC Invita-
tional with savvy. -

Payne Stewart may be the emo-
tional leader, Davis Love III has
played in more Ryder Cups, but
Woods could hold the key for the
Americans to win back the Ryder
Cup for the first time since 1993.

“Tiger could definitely lead

through his play,” Jim Furyk said.
“If he goes out there and plays the
way he’s capable, then that’s go-
ing to be a big advantage for us.
That in itself could probably bring
the rest of us up to a better level.”

No, he cannot win this cup by
himself. As Colin Montgomerie
noted, “All one player can do is
win five points, and it takes 141/
2 points to win.” That’s asking a
lot,evenof Woods. The last player
to go 5-0 in the Ryder Cup was
Larry Nelson in 1979.

If Woods senses any pressure
to carry the load, it also falls to the
entire team. On paper, the U.S.
strength is undeniable - more ex-
perience in the Ryder Cup, more
experience winning major cham-
pionships, all 12 players ranked
no worse than 28th.

Europe has the experience that
counts, however - winning the
cup. Ithas seven Ryder Cuprook-
ies on this team, which could be a
factoruntil one considersthat five
rookies on the '97 team accounted
for eight points in a European
victory.

Jeff Maggert caused a small stir
by declaring the U.S. team “the
best 12 players in the world,” fol-
lowed by a caveat the Americans
know all too well.

“We had great teams in '95 and
'97,” Maggert said. “We all know
what the results were there. I feel
like we have areally strong team,
but golf is a funny game at times.
Andif all 12 of us don’t come out
and perform well, then anything
could happen.

“Ithinkeverybody onthe team is
in a good frame of mind,” he said.
“I think they’re confident about
their games. But I don’t think any-
one istakingthis thing for granted.”

SUWANEE, Georgia
(Reuters) — The Atlanta Fal-
consreceived devastatingnews
on Tuesday when they learned
that running back Jamal Ander-
son, wholed the team to its first
Super Bowl last season, will
miss the rest of the year with a
torn ligament in his right knee.

Anderson injured the knee as
he attempted to cut on the turf
at Texas Stadium in the first
‘quarter of Monday’s 24-7 loss
to the Dallas Cowboys. He was
nothit on the play and appears
to be the latest high-profile vic-
tim of injury that may have
been caused by artificial turf.

Falcons coach Dan Reeves
was informed by the team phy-
sician that Anderson suffered a
comiplete tear of his right ante-
rior cruciate ligament (ACL).
&quot;He’s out for the season.
Theknee will need time tocalm
down before they operate on
him in two weeks,&quot;
Reeves said.

The loss of their most potent
offensive weapon was the worst
possible news for a Falcons
team already reeling from start-
ing the season with consecu-

Falcons running bac

tive losses.

The defending NFC champi-
ons were coming off the best sea-
son in franchise history, one in
which Anderson led the confer-
ence with 1,846 yards rushing -
the ninth highest single-season
total in NFL history - on the way
to a Super Bowl berth.

Anderson’s injury comes just
over a month after he signed a
five-year, $32.5 million deal.

Byron Hanspard will replace
Anderson in the Falcons
backfield.

“We’ll just try to take advan-
tage of Byron’s strengths and look
at our options,” Reeves said.

Hanspard rushed for 76 yards
on 19 carries in Monday’s loss.
He was a second-round pick in
1997 and rushed for 335 yards on
just 53 carries as a rookie.

Anderson, who emerged as a
major NFL star last season, is the
second 1998 Pro Bowl player to
be sidelined for the year with an
injury from a play in which he
was not touched.

New York Jets starting quarter-
back Vinny Testaverde ruptured
his Achilles tendon in the season
opener and is lost for the season.
