. CONGRESS CONVENES FOURTH SESSION

The Congress of Micronesia convened its
fourth regular session Monday, July 8, in
Saipan. The first morning's activities
were devoted to organization.

Leadership from the previous year was
retained in both houses. In the Senate,
John 0. Ngiraked (Palau) serves as presi-
dent; Olympio T. Borja (Marianas) is vice

. president; and Amata Kabua (Marshalls) is
floor leader.

Bethwel Henry of Ponape is speaker of
the House of Representatives; Chief Petrus
Mailo (Truk) is vice speaker and Ambilos
‘Teshi (Ponape) is floor leader.’

One of the first orders of business in
the House was the swearing in of two mem-

' bers who were not present for last year's
session: Namo Hermios (Marshalls) and Mi-
taro Danis (Truk). Danis was in Australia
last summer on a United Nations fellowship
studying land management techniques. Her-
mios was traveling in the mainland United
States during the congress.

In both houses the members agreed to
keep the same committee chairmen they had
last year. In the Senate they are: Bailey

_ Olter (Ponape), ways and means; Francis

NORWOOD ADDRESSES CONGRESS

High Commissioner W. . R. Norwood ap-
peared before a joint session of the Con-
gress of Micronesia on July 12 to deliver
his annual "State of the Territory" mes-
sage. |

"As we met together a year ago to re-
view the year then past and to look ahead
at the year to come, we were expecting
more than we now see. There have been
setbacks and slippages. We have, however,
gained on our long-range goals. There has
been progress and there has been achieve-
ment, though of variable scope and dimen-
sion. ‘ 2

The High Commissioner emphasized the
developments in travel in Micronesia,and
the involvement of Micronesians in the Air
Micronesia operation. He noted that with-
in the past year it has become easier for
American travelers to enter the Territory.
He told Congress, "We expect foreign vis-
itors to have less cumbersome entry re-
quirements soon,'" explaining that the
Trust Territory Government has recommended
modifications in entry procedures.

He acknowledged that there are those
who "regard the coming of the tourist to
Micronesia with some misgivings.'" He ad-
ded that with adequate controls, Micro-
nesia's cultural traditions should not be
endangered and the alarm recently ex-
pressed about hotels being built on pri-
