NEW YO RK  (AP) - The price of 
oil plunged on Wednesday to its 
lowest close since before the 
Persian Gulf War three years ago, 
amid indications that Iraq may 
soon add its oil production to an 
already over-supplied market.

Talks between the United Na­
tions and Iraq over a proposed 
limited sale of Iraqi crude neared 
agreement Wednesday, a diplo­
matic source at the United Nations 
said.

Traders have not been con­
cerned about the $ 1.6 million sale 
so m u ch , but that more sales could 
follow. The money would be used 
to pay for UN weapons inspectors 
and reimburse the UN for food, 
medicine and other supplies sent

to the Iraqi people.
“Nobody believes it’s a one­

time sale,” said Peter Beutel, en­
ergy specialist at Brody, White 
and Co. Inc., a commodity bro­
kerage. “Everybody deep down 
believes once they get going, they 
will try to insinuate themselves 
back into the picture.”

Near-term delivery of light 
sweet crude oil ended at $17.49 
per 42-gallon barrel, down 64 
cents in heavy trading at the New 
York Mercantile Exchange. The 
next lowest close was $17.47 on 
July 11,19 9 0 , the month before 
Iraq invaded Kuwait.

The near-term delivery price 
reached during the haggling in 
the crowded futures trading pits 
of the Nymex is seen around the 
world as the benchmark oil price.

US oil production 
declines by 5.5%
WASHINGTON (AP) - I*>  
mestic crude oil production 
dropped to its lowest level in 35 
years during the first half of the 
year to less than 6.9 million bar­
rels a day, the American Petro­
leum Institute reported Wednes­
day.

The AH  said in its midyear oil 
statistics that the 5.5 percent drop 
in domestic production was 
“largo' than anticipated ... and 
substantially greater than last 
year’s annual decrease.”

Domestic crude production has 
been declining steadily since 1985 
when it was at 9 million barrels a 
day. It dipped to 7.1 million bar­
rels a day during the fust six 
months of 1992, the lowest in 33 
years.

The continuing decline in pro­
duction along with an increase in 
demand during thefirst six months 
of 1993 caused imports of Crude 
oil and petroleum products to rise 
to their highest level since 1990, 
the industry association said.

Impoitedcrude oil and oil prod­
uct accounted for 48.2 percent of 
the domestic deliveries during the 
fust six months of the year, com­
pared to 44.9 percent during the 
same period a year earlier. Im­
ported oil products accounted for 
49.8 percent of deliveries in the 
fust half of 1990.

The API said demand feu petro­
leum products in the Uni ted States 
rose 1.5 peicemt in the fust six 
months to an average of nearly
17.2 million barrels a day.

Japan rejects EC 
plea for export cuts

BRUSSELS, Belgium (AP) - Ja­
pan rejected Wednesday a Euro­
pean Community request for cuts 
in its car expats to match a decline 
in the EC’s recession-hit auto mar­
ket, trade officials said.

In two days of talks, a Japanese 
delegation agreed the EC car mar­
ket was shrinking faster than ex­
pected and agreed in principle to 
pare back exports.

But the two sides failed to reach 
accord on the size of the reductions 
or the rate car sales were drying up 
in the 12-nation community, said 
Robert Verrue, head of the EC del­

egation in the talks.
The EC has been pressing the 

Japanese to cut back exports be­
cause the serious economic slump 
hurting many nations has caused a 
sharp drop in sales.

EC car sales fell 18 percent in the 
fust six months of this year. The 
community’s executive commis- 
sionforecasts an overall yearly drop 
of 15 percent to 16 percent, but 
Japan disputes the figures.

“We are more pessimistic than 
the Japanese,” Verrue told a news 
conference.

“When you have no agreement 
on the market forecasts, it is diffi-

Gold prices also declined. On 
New York’s Coinmodity Ex­
change, gold bullion for current 
delivery settled at $390.90 a troy 
ounce, down $3.10  from Tues­
day. Republic National Bank in 
New York quoted a late bid for 
gold of $391 an ounce, off $2.50.

Currency dealers said a gov­
ernment report Wednesday indi­
cating that inflation is holding 
steady had little impact on the 
dollar.

The Labor Department said its 
Consumer Price Index was un­
changed last month, helped by 
steep declines in fruit and veg­
etable prices, the best showing 
since March 1991. The data fol­
lowed another government report 
Monday that showed wholesale 
prices fell 0.3 percent in June.

Earl I. Johnson, a vice president 
at Harris Trust & Savings Bank in 
Chicago, said the latestreport meant 
“we’ve got flat inflation,” and that 
the Federal Reserve was unlikely 
to make any changes in interest 
rates anytime soon.

The dollar is often driven up by 
higher rates, which make dollar- 
denominated investments more 
attractive to foreigners.

LONDON (AP) - Some financial 
dealings at Lloyd’s of London, 
the famous insurance market 
struggling to bounce back from 
billions in losses, for the first time 
are being scrutinized in a criminal 
investigation.

The Serious Fraud Office said 
Wednesday it is probing transac­
tions in a now-defunct Lloyd’s 
agency, Gooda Walker Ltd., 
where investors lost an estimated 
dlrs 1.5 billion.

The probe comes as the market, 
known for insuring everything 
from rock stars to jumbo jets, is 
suffering the worst crisis in its 
305-year history. Lloyd’s suffered 
losses of about $9 billion from 
1988 to 1991.

“It was assumed in the past it 
resulted from negligence or igno­
rance,” said Lloyd’s spokes­
woman Faeth Finnemore. “The 
Serious Fraud Office investiga-

Japanese companies, which for 
image reasons seek tranquil 
shareholders’ meetings, have 
been plagued in the past by rack­
eteers called “ sokaiya.”

They buy a few shares to gain 
admission and threaten to bring 
up embarrassing questions or 
otherwise disrupt meetings.
. In recent years, major compa­
nies have countered by gener­
ally holding all their meetings 
on the same day so that sokaiya

NEW YORK (AP) - The stock 
market ended hi gher Wednesday, 
buoyed by more good news on 
inflation and a rally in bond prices.

The Labor Department said the 
Consumer Price Index was un­
changed in June. It was the first 
month without an increase in the 
index since March 1991 and was 
better than the 0.1 percent rise 
many economists had expected.
. Wednesday’s report on con­
sumer prices, on top of Tuesday’s 
news, that wholesale prices fell 
0.3 percent last month, squelched 
any lingering suspicions among 
economists that inflation was set

to accelerate.
It also puts off, at least until late 

this year, the possibility the Fed­
eral Reserve would nudge short­
term interest rates higher, econo­
mists believe.

Stocks like low interest rates 
because they make share prices 
more attractive. Bond prices 
moved higher, pushing down 
yields, which move in the oppo­
site direction.

In this low-interest-rate envi­
ronment, stocks have often taken 
their cue from bonds, encouraged -

WASHINGTON (AP) - US retail 
sales increased 0.4 percent in June, 
the third monthly advance after a 
first-quarter decline, the govern­
ment said Wednesday.

The Commerce Department said 
sales totaled a seasonally adjusted 
$171.9 billion, up from $171.2  
billion a month earlier. The gain 
was about what many economists 
had expected.

The report also showed that sales 
inMay.firstestimatedtohaverisen 
ananemicO.l percent, actually were 
up 0.4 percent following a 1.9 
percent advance in April.

Although the sales pace was

hardly robust during the second 
quarter, analysts said it showed 
that consumers continue to spend 
as incomes and jobs improve 
slowly.

Retail sales account for about 
one-third of the nation’s economic 
activity.

Sales had fallen 0.1 percent in 
February and 1 percent in March 
after remaining unchanged in 
January.

Analysts had attributed the 
slowdown to winter weather and 
an inability to keep up with a burst 
of sales in the last half of 1992, 
including a healthy 1.1 percent 
surge in December.

Sales of durable goods _ items

expected to last more than three years 
_rose 0.7 perceiu in June following a 
1.3 percent advance a month earlier. 
Sales of ncn-durable goods increased 
0.2 percent, erasing a 0.2 percent 
decline in May.

Automobile sales jumped 1.2 
percent following even larger gains 
of 1.5 percent inMay and 3.5 percent 
in April. Excluding this component, 
sales still rose 0.2 percent last month.

Stores sellingfumiture, appliances 
and other household furnishings 
posteda0.5percent.gam afterringing 
up a 0.1 percent advance in May.

But purchases erf building materi­
als, hardware andgaidensupplystores 
dropped back 1.6 percent following 
May’s 2.6 percent surge.

Among the non-durable sectors, 
department stores registered a 0.5 
percent increase after an 0.8 percent 
advance a month earlier. Apparel 
sales rose 0.8 percent, slightly less 
than the 1.1 percent increase in May.

Sales at restaurants and bars were 
up 0.3 percent following a 0.6 per­
cent decline a month earlier. But 
grocery stores reported sales un­
changed after falling 0.2 percent in 
May.

Gasoline sales were down ljrer- 
cent, although some analysts said 
this reflected falling prices and not 
volume.Theydropped24percentin 
May. Drug store sales also fell, down 
0.4percentaftera0.3percent advance 
a month earlier.

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RP rebels cut ties w ith  Sison

MANILA (AP) - The influential 
Manila wing of the Communist 
rebel movement announced yes- 
tendayithad broken with the party’s 
Dutch-based leadership and en­
dorsed negotiations to end the 24- 
year insurgency.

The announcement, made at a 
clandestine press conference, 
brought into the open a protracted

dispute within theCommunist Party 
of the Philippines over the leader­
ship of its founder and alleged 
chairman, Jose Maria Sison.

Sison, who has deniedchairman- 
ship of the party, has lived in the 
Dutch city of Utrecht since former 
PresidentCorazon Aquino released 
him in 1986 from nine years im­
prisonment.

In a statement, the Manila fac-

tion called for a party congress to 
elect a new party Central Commit­
tee. It warned that if Sison resists, 
the chapter “reserves the right to 
seek for a reestablishment” of a 
new party.

Chapter leader Carlos Forte, an 
alias, said his group still supported 
“armed struggle.”  But he said his 
group was also willing to use “all 
avenues ofbourgeois democracy,”

including participation in elections, 
to work for their goals.

He also said the faction was will­
ing to take “the smallest opportu­
nity to seek a peaceful negotiated 
settlement of the insurgency.”

He also said his group favored 
contacts with the rank-and-file of 
the Philippine armed forces be­
cause “no revolution has succeeded 
without the involvement of the 
military.”

He claimed the Manila wing-was 
the parly’s largest branch, account- 
ingfor5,000of the theparty’s30,000 
members nationwide. He accused 
Sison of using “Stalinist” tactics and 
dogmatism which had sapped the 
party of its intellectual vitality.

Gunmen kill traffic 
cop, wound another
MANILA (AP) - Two gunmen 
opened fire yesterday on two police­
men directing traffic on one of the 
busiest streets in the capital, killing 
one and wounding another, police 
said.

Police said the incident occurred 
during the morning rush hour at the 
comer of Gil Puyat Avenue and 
Makati Avenue in suburban Makati, 
die Philippines’ diplomatic and fi­
nancial center.

Police officer Manuel Umali said 
the two gunmen, «1 board a passen­
ger jeep, opened fire as they passed 
by the two officers directing traffic. 
The assailants fled after the shooting.

Senior Police Officer Roberto

Nicolas died while officer Edgardo 
Os tonal was critically wounded, 
Umali added.

There wereno immediate suspects 
in the attack. One police officer, who 
askfed not to be identified, said, the 
style of the attack was similar to that 
usedby urban Communist guerrillas.

The Alex Boncayao Brigade has 
been inactive for more than 3 year 
because of internal strife within the 
24-year-old Communist movement.

“This could be their way of saying, 
they’re back,” the officer added.

But the officer said police are not 
discounting personal grudge as mo­
tive.

New storm threatens 
east coast of Luzon
MANILA, Philippines (AP) - A 
new storm on is threatening the 
eastern coast of the main island of 
Luzon as it moved closer, the 
Manila weather bureau said.

Storm Marian, the eighth major 
weather disturbance to hit the 
country this year, was spotted at 
noon about 530 kilometers (331 
miles) east of the island of 
Catanduanes, on the southern tip 
of Luzon, the bureau said.

Marian was packing peak sus­

tained winds of 75 kilometers (47 
miles) per hour with gusts of up to 
95 kph (59 mph) and was moving 
west northwest at 22 kph (14 mph).

A weather spokeswoman said 
the storm was still too far for its 
effects to be felt but eastern is­
lands in the central Philippines 
could experience occasional rain 
and thunderstorms.

The Philippines is struck by 
about 20 storms every year.

Producers 
goods face
BEUING (AP) - Chinese courts are 
going to hand down death sentences 
and stiff prison terms for people 
caught selling fake or shoddy goods, 
an official newspaper reported yes­
terday.

Tough new laws punishing the 
offense will be enforced as of Sept 1, 
the China Daily said.

It quoted RenJianxin, president of 
the Supreme Court, as saying the 
laws are aimed primarily against the 
“daric comers” of industry that pro­
duce and distribute fake goods.

He said the current practice of 
imposing fines againstpeoplecaught 
making or sellingfake goods was not 
working..

Under the proposed laws, those 
found guilty wouldbe sentenced to at 
least seven years in prison, and

of fake 
execution
possibly death.

The laws also would punish cor 
rapt officials who try to shield th 
offenders, the China Daily said.

Provincial and local judges wen 
summoned to Beijing earlier in th 
week by the Supreme People’s Com 
to discuss the new laws.

China began a campaign agains 
fake and shoddy goods about three 
years ago. Periodically, the officia 
press reports cases of deaths or inju 
ries caused by fake products, such a: 
liqixx or cosmetic containing harm 
ful chemicals.

In one case last November, a fac­
tory manager was executed for sell 
ing ordinary white wine falsely la 
beled‘‘maotai,’’China'smostfamou: 
liquor.
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Stewart completes 
‘Saipan in Flames’

J.M. GUERRERO former man­
aging director of the Marianas 
Visitors Bureau and current board 
member, in cooperation with 
former Governor Pedro P. 
Tenorio, are marketing a new book 
researched and written by mili­
tary historian William H. Stewart

The book has been published as 
a commemorative edition memo­
rializing the 50th anniversary of 
the invasion of Saipan to coincide 
with the inauguration of the 
American Memorial Park in 
Garapan in June 1994.

In the past there have been sev­
eral books and many articles writ­
ten about the invasion of Saipan 
but most were written before the 
declassification of formerly ‘Top 
Secret” or “Classified” military 
documents were released to the 
public. The research effort for 
this new book, “Saipan In Flames” 
has drawn upon extensive hold­
ings of World War Two micro­
film of formerly ‘Top Secret” in­
telligence reports, aerial photo­
graphs, diaries of the combatants 
and other rare historical docu­
ments from each of the opposing 
forces all presented in a most un­
usual format.

The book has been privately 
produced in full color as an inde­
pendent production and consists 
of more than 40,000 words as 
well as aircraft target maps of 
Saipan and Tinian as the islands 
existed inJune, 1944. These docu­
ments and others have been rarely 
seen before.

The book is profusely illustrated 
with photographs and 21 maps 
along with letters offering an in- 

'teresting insight into the battle are 
also presented. A translated diary

of a Japanese soldier stationed in 
Saipan and the eyewitness account 
of a German Catholic Priest who 
lived through the holocaust of 
Hiroshima are among the authen­
tic accounts published for the first 
time. A request has already been 
received for a copy of the book to 
place in the Vatican Archives in 
Rome. Also included is an analy­
sis of the Japanese defense of the 
islandand the Japanese military’s 
assessment of the American sol­
dier.

A special map has been in­
cluded, never before designed, 
which depicts the names, loca­
tions and date of sinking of all 
major war ships of the United 
States Navy and the Imperial Japa­
nese Navy lost during the conflict 
in the Pacific.

The book is not a novel - but 
rather a “study” of the invasion 
and “Operation Forger’s” battle 
for Saipan, which was the “turn­
ing point” in the Pacific War one 
half century ago.

Stewart’s previous work has 
included: “Ghost Fleet Of The 
Truk Lagoon”, now in its 4th print­
ing, Peleliu Battlefield, Palau and 
several other publications which 
are retained in the libraries of 
West Point, Naval Academy, Li­
brary of Congress, the US Sub­
marine Base, US Army Historical 
Library and many universities.

‘Spider people’ hold 
yearly conference

SEATTLE (AP) - The eensy, 
weensy spider likes her men hairy.

That was the conclusion one 
scientist drew from the female 
spider’s reaction to a video screen 
showing computer-enhanced leg 
hairs of the male wolf spider.

Another scientist showed slides 
of spider bites to a blase crowd. 
Then he shocked his audience by 
showing a grotesque close-up of 
pink, oozing, inflamed tissue.

“It’s actually a Christmas ham,” 
he cheerfully announced.

The two scientists delivered 
their papers at the recent annual 
meeting of the Arachnological 
Society, where rigorous science 
combined with macabre good 
humor set the mood for 75 ‘spider 
people’ gathered to discuss re­
search.

They came from all over the 
United States and Canada; one 
guest came from as far away as 
Russia.

Even non-academics could 
leam a thing or two about spiders 
at the society’s 17th annual meet­
ing.

For example, it’s a myth that all 
female spiders devour the male 
after mating, George Uetz of the 
University of Cincinnati said in 
an interview. He did, however, 
describe a black widow spider in 
the bush of Australia, whose mate 
catapults himself into her jaws, 
thus sacrificing the nutrients of 
his body for the benefit of his 
progeny.

“It’s always a danger for the 
male spider, but sexual cannibal­
ism is a myth, not a ritual of mat­
ing,” Uetz said. “It only happens 
occasionally.”

Leticia Aviles, who has a Ph.D. 
from Harvard and is doing 
postdoctoral research at the Uni­
versity of Arizona, described her 
work with two species in the rain 
forests of Ecuador who work to­
gether. It's veiy rare, she said, for 
spiders to catch prey and raise 
their young communally.

In the Amazon, Aviles has 
found webs with populations of 
5,000 to 6,000 spiders. She 
showed a slide out of an 
arachniphobic nightmare: scores 
of yellow, bulbous spiders suck-

Accreditation of Commonwealth 
public schools by WASCalso helps 
our students to be accepted to col­
leges and universities in the main­
land.

Torres noted that the accredita­
tion team praised the PSS for tak­
ing the lead in securing accredita­
tion for elementary schools whereas 
most stateside school systems are 
contend to pursue accredi ta tiononly 
for high schools and junio- high 
schools.

The WASC review team com­
mended the parents and commu­
nity leaders of the CNMI for their 
commitment and involvement in

the educational preparation of stu­
dents to meet the global challenges 
of the 21st century. The team also 
commended the PSS for its com­
mitment to ongoing school im- 
provement through the school based 
management process.

The team also commended the 
students for their school pridCen- 
thusiasm and striving for excellence 
as was noted in the review team’s 
observations and interviews with ■ 
students at each of the schools re­
ceiving accreditation.

Torres noted that this unprec­
edented achievement of accredita­
tion by all these public schools is an 
example of what can be done when 
parents, teachers, school adminis­
trators and students all work to­
gether for a common cause.

Disabilities 
office hires 
new employees

THOMAS J. Camacho and Emi 
Peter-Palican have joined the staff 
of the Developmental disabilities 
or DD Planning Office.

The office provides staff support 
to the CNMI Governor’s DDCoun- 
cil, consisting of individuals with 
disabilities, parents, agency repre­
sentatives, and advocates.

The DD Council is responsible 
for bringing about necessary sys­
temic change to promote the maxi­
mum potential of people with de­
velopmental diabilities.

Camacho, hired to coordinate the 
Americans with Disabilities Act or 
ADA project for the DD Council, 
has already begun contacting gov-

ginning June 17, $4 from January 
1994, $5 from July 1994, and $6 
fromJanuary 1995. Access charges 
will also be paid by long distance 
companies, since they too rely on 
the local network to reach their cus­
tomers.

In July, MTC will mail a second 
ballot to all of its customers who did 
not make a selection in the first 
phase of the Equal Access ballot­
ing.

Emi Peter-Palican 
Executive Directoi Juanito Malone 
commented, “the ADA project is a 
resultof the governor’s conference 
on disabilities held in Saipan last 
year. Its main purpose is to provide 
information and technical assis­
tance to affected individuals, agen­
cies,businesses,and organizations.

It is also intended to heighten 
community awareness regarding 
the definite presence of a popula­
tion historically denied accessibil­
ity into their offices, department 
stores, movie theaters, restaurants, 
hotels churches and schools. Even 
beaches can only be reached if 
carried by someone, or crawled to. 
Gone are the days when the family 
members with the disability will 
remain at home because he or she 
cannot be accommodated.”

Peter-Palican is the new federal 
programs coordinator for the DD 
Council. She will assist in coordi­
nating the system of services al­
ready avail able to people with DD, 
and to assist in identifying innova­
tive methods for providing such 
services.

Emi will also pursue an active 
public awareness campaign of the 
councils activities, as well as those 
of individuals with disabilities, their 
families, and service providers.

One barrier constantly aired to 
providing appropriate services is 
lack of resources. Part of the 
council’s responsibility is to fund 
projects that will establish partner­
ships between public and private 
groups and leveraging their re­
sources.

According to Malone, “One 
agency or organization may not be 
able to fund a project or activity, 
but we’ve made several successful 
attempts at leveraging the resources 
of two, three or even four groups 
and the results are very gratifying 
to what could easily have been 
referred to as a failure due to the 
lack of funds. We are confident 
that these two individuals will go 
far in opening up thé eyes of the 
Commonwealth regarding the un­
tapped potential of people with dis­
abilities. We only hope the re­
sponse will be positive.”
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Japan trade surplus hits $57.3B
TOKYO (AP) - The yen’s rapid 
rise against the US dollar helped 
boost Japan’s trade surplus in the 
first half of 1993 to $57.30 billion, 
an 18 percent increase from the 
same period a year earlier, the Fi­
nance Ministry announced Thurs­
day.

US trade officials have hoped 
the higher yen would slash Japan’s 
trade surplus by making Japanese 
products more expensive and less 
popular overseas.

But so far, declines in export 
volumehavenot matched the higher 
prices, and dollar-denominated 
export figures have swollen as a 
result, the ministry said.

Exports rose 7.3percentto$175.0 
billion in the six-month period, 
while imports edged up 2.8 percent 
to $117.7 billion, it said.

The trade data came as frustra­
tion grew among Japan’s trading 
partners, who have been seeking 
action to curb its surplus.

Last week, Japan agreed tostate- 
ments in both the Group of Seven 
industrialized nations’ economic 
declaration and a new US-Japan 
bilateral trade framework calling 
on Japan to take steps “as neces­
sary” to ensure strong domestic 
consumer demand. Trading part­
ners hope that will help boost sales 
of imported products here.

President Clintonsaidheexpects 
the new bilateral framework to 
bring “highly significant” cuts in 
Japan’s surplus.

Japan’s surplus with the United 
States rose 17 percent to $21.65 
billion for the half-year, the minis­
try said.

Production of natural 
gas in Thailand begins

BANGKOK, Thailand (AP) - 
Natural gas production began 
Thursday in a new undersea field 
in the Gulf of Thailand, the gov­
ernment-owned oil exploration 
company announced.

Gas from the Bongkot field, 
960 kilometers (600 miles) south 
of Bangkok, will be sent by pipe­
line to the Bangkok area and to 
Surat Tliani province, 530 kilo­
meters (330 miles) southwest of 
Bangkok, for use in electricity 
generating plants.

The Petroleum Authority of

Thailand said the field is expected 
initially to yield about 150 mil­
lion cubic feet of gas a day. By 
1995, production is to reach 250 
million cubic feet a day.

Construction of the production 
platform, living quarters and stor­
age barge began in 1990. Drilling 
of the field’s 27 producing wells 
began in August 1992 and is to be 
completed in 1994.

The S500 million Bongkot 
project is a joint venture of the 
Thai Petroleum Authority’s ex­
ploration subsidiary PTTEP,

Vietnam ese farmers 
'get greater land rights
HANOI, Vietnam (AP) - Vietnam’s National Assembly has ended 
a monthlong session by giving farmers greater rights in long-term use 
of agricultural land, newspapers reported Thursday.

The new code, passed with the support of 356 out of 370 assembly 
members, permits citizens to transfer, exchange, lease and inherit the 
rights to use farmland. They also may use land as collateral for farm 
loans.

Land will technically remain the property of the whole nation, the 
official Vietnam News reported. But the assembly has created the 
most liberal rural land use law seen so far in Communist Vietnam, 
where farming families comprise about 80 percent of the population.

Under the new law, farmers are entitled to use farmland for up to 
20 years for annual crops and 50 years for perennial crops, the 
newspaper said. Each household will be allotted a maximum of three 
hectares (7.4 acres) of land. Land rentals to subtenants are permitted 
for up to three years, with exceptions in special cases.

Foreign diplomatic missions and “organizations” will be allowed 
to rent land for as long as 99 years, the paper reported. But it added 
that the law does not regulate land use by foreign companies and 
investors, who are subject instead to the country’s law on foreign 
investment.

In addition to the land use law, the Communist Party newspaper 
Nhan Dan said, the assembly approved seven other laws, including 
codes for the oil and gas industry and publication rights.

NEW YORK (AP) - As early as 
1991, federal authorities infiltrated 
a suspected terrorist ring that 
planned to bomb the United Na­
tions and other landmarks in New 
York City, prosecutors said

The disclosure came Wednes­
day in an indictment that adds one 
of the mot accused in the World 
Trade Center bombing to the list of 
suspects in the allegedplot to bomb 
the other targets.

El-Gabrowny, the confidential in­
formant and others discussed plans 
to bomb various targets in the New 
York City area.” The indictment 
didn’t specifically mention any of 
the targets.

It says El-Gabrowny had a tele­
phone conversation with the confi­
dential informant and a third person 
on Dec. 28,1992.

The FBI arrested most of those

charged in the UN bombing plot on 
June 24 after they raided a Queens 
safe house where five of the sus­
pects were allegedly mixing in­
gredients for a bomb.

The men were accused of agree- 
ingto setoff explosives at theUnited 
Nations, a federal office building 
housing the FBI as well as the 
Holland and Lincoln tunnels under 
the Hudson River.

Prosecutors have said the plan­
ners of the one-day terror spree 
across Manhattan included at least 
two men who helped in a test blast 
before the trade center bombing.

El-Gabrowny was charged with 
obstruction of justice after he alleg­
edly interfered with FBI agents who 
went to search his home after the 
Feb. 26 trade center explosion that 
killed six people and injured more 
than 1,000. An indictment later 
added false passport charges.

William Künstler, El- 
Gabrowny’s lawyer, said the new 
indictment was a tactic meant to 
prevent El-Gabrowny from going 
to trial on those charges as sched­
uled cm Aug. 2.

Künstler on Tuesday had indi­
cated to prosecutors that he would 
call a confidential informant, iden­
tified as Emad Salem, to testify that 
he gave El-Gabrowny the false

passports.
Kunstler said Salem is supposed 

to be the star witness in the trial of 
those charged with plotting toblow 
up New York City landmarks and 
prosecutors did not want him to 
appear in a trial before that

“We would have a field day with 
him and thenhe would lookbadfor 
the big case,” Kunstler said.

Authorities have taken a special 
interest in El-Gabrowny because 
one of six men charged with the 
bombing used his address m  his 
application for a driver’s license 
and because El-Gabrowny is the 
cousin of El-Sayyid Nosair.

Nosair was acquitted of killing 
extremist Rabbi Meir Kahane but 
was convicted on related charges 
and sentenced to 22 years in prison. 
He has been linked to suspects in 
both bombing cases.

Meanwhile,another mancharged 
in the United Nations bombing plot 
_ Siddig Ibrahim Siddig Ali _ said 
in an interview broadcast Wednes­
day by Cable News Netwoik that 
he is innocent and was entrapped 
by an FBI informant.

“I did not conspire, with anybody 
nor was I a ringleader,” he said. 
“The so-called conspiracy to bomb 
... is a big lie.”

Indonesia 
may send 
soldiers 
to Bosnia
JAKARTA, Indonesia (AP) - hi-
donesiaisconsideringsendingtroops 
to join the UN protection force in 
Bosnia-Herzegovina, Foreign Min­
ister Ali AJatas said Thursday.

UN Secretary-General Boutros 
Boutros-Ghali has asked members 
of the Organization of Islamic Con­
ference, which includes Indonesia, 
to send troops to help UN forces in 
Somalia and Bosnia.

“The technical matters are being 
discussed between the defense min­
ister, chief of the armed forces and 
the foreign office,” Alatas told re­
porters after a meeting with Presi­
dent Suharto, who is to make the final 
decision.

He said Indonesia has told the 
Boutros-Ghali that it could not send 
a full battalion of troops to Somalia 
because of inadequate equipment. 
“Moreover, we feel overextended as 
we still have two battalions and a 
number of police officers on duty in 
Cambodia,” he said.

Indonesia, however, has agreed to 
send a number of observing officers 
and health officials to Somalia.

Neighboring Malaysia, also an Is­
lamic country, has offered to send
1,500 troops to help UN forces se­
cure and protect six safe havens for 
Muslims in Bosnia

Malaysian Defense MinisterNajib 
Abdul Razak said Thursday that 
troopsof the 23rdRoyal Malay Regi­
ment, who had undergone winter 
training in Turkey early this year, 
were most likely to be chosen for 
Bosnia They would be joined by 
Malaysian Special Forces comman­
dos, a strong medical team and tank 
soldiers, among others, tofcrmatask 
force, he said.

C hinese in  M alaysia 
plan to defy liquor ban
KUALA LUMPUR, Malaysia 
(AP) - Chinese in Malaysia’s 
Kelantan state plan a party Aug. 6 
to drink traditional toasts and defy 
a ban by the state’s Islamic govern­
ment ch i liquor consumption in 
public places without permission.

Critics of the ban say that while 
the constitution makes Islam the 
nation’s official religion, it allows 
the practice of other religions, and 
that Islamic tenets should not be 
forced on non-Muslims.

OfMalaysia’s 18million people, 
about half are Malays, who are 
almost all Muslims; 35 per cent are 
Chinese, who are mainly Buddhists 
and Christians, and almost all the 
rest are Indians, who are mainly 
Hindus.

Butonly 5 percent of Kelantan’s 
1.2 million people are Chinese. 
Officials from Party Islam, which 
rules Kelantan, have warned that 
defiance of the ban could lead to 
problems between Malays and 
Chinese.

“We are prepared to take the risk 
in implementing our policies and 
will not back out,”said Abdul Aziz, 
Kelantan’s chief minister.

Ting Chew Peh, secretary gen­
eral of the Malaysian Chinese As­
sociation, Malaysia’s second big­
gest political party and a member 
of the nation’s ruling 11-party 
National Front coalition, said 
Thursday the party fully supports 
the drink-up protest organized by 
the party’s Kelantan branch.

The party said it would take the 
Kelantan government to court over 
the issue if anyone is arrested for 
defying the ban.

The chief minister said the gov­
ernment only wanted to reduce the 
number of licenses to sell liquor 
and had asked people wanting to

hold weddings and other receptions 
where liquor would be served to seek 
permission from local authorities.

On July 1, the number of outlets 
selling Uqucx was reduced from36to 
19.

But Lim fit Keng, chairman of the 
Chinese Association’s Kelantan or­
ganization, said “Yam Seng” cer­
emonies, whereChinesedrinktogood 
health with several rounds of toasts, 
were an accepted traditional practice 
and nopermissionwas needed. About
1,500 Chinese were expected to at­
tend the Aug. 6 party.

Lim KitSiang, secretary general of 
the opposition Democratic Action 
Party, said Thursday the drinking 
party was not the best way to protest, 
the ban.

Instead, he suggested,‘‘athreeLirns 
public beer-drinking party would 
avoid the impression that there is any 
moveto mobilize andencouragenon- 
Muslims to drink alcohol in public, 
whether in Kelantan or elsewhere in 
Malaysia.”

The Islamic Party came to power 
in Kelantan three years ago and said 
it would implement Islamic laws in 
the state.

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Ekeus tries to resolve standoff

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) - UN en­
voy Rolf Ekeus began a personal 
effort Thursday to resolve a stand­
off with Baghdad over monitoring 
missile test sites. The West has 
threatened military strikes if Iraq 
does not back down. Ekeus,
chairman of the UN commission 
overseeing the destruction ôflraq’s 
most powerful weapons, will talk 
with a number of Iraqi officials 
before leaving Sunday to report to 
the UN Security Council.

The Security Council warned 
Iraq on June 18 it faced “serious 
consequences” if it didn’t cooper­
ate with UN weapons inspectors. 
Iraq is required to surrender its 
weapons of mass destruction un­
der the Gulf War cease-fire provi-

srons.
Ekeus said Wednesday he be­

lieved he might be able to persuade 
Iraqis to cooperate. It was not clear 
what, if anything, he would offer in 
return.

“I hope it will possible to bridge 
these differences,” he said on a 
stopover in Bahrain, the UN 
commission’s regional headquar­
ters. “If I did not believe it was a 
possibility, I should not go.”

The latest standoff began with 
Iraq’s refusal to allow U.N. weap­
ons teams to install surveillance 
cameras at the Yawm al-Azim and 
Al-Raf ah test sites, which are about 
70 kilometers (45 miles) south of 
Baghdad. The cameras are 
meant to ensure that Iraq does not 
try to revive the production of long-

range missiles in violation erf the 
1991 cease-fire agreement 

The commission has suggested 
that the missile sites be sealed as an 
interim measure until the camera 
issue was resolved. But Iraq on 
Sunday refused to allow a UN team 
to do that 

Iraq argues that it should not 
have to seal equipment that is being 
used to monitor short-range mis­
sile testing, which is allowed under 
the cease-fire terms. It also wants 
some concessions from the United 
Nations, such as easing of the em­
bargo that was imposed on Iraq 
following its Aug. 2,1990, invasion 
of Kuwait.

On Jan. 17, after Iraq blocked 
UN inspection flights, Washing­
ton fired a missile barrage at a

Bhutto to continue
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Families of 9 
airmen won’t

ISLAMABAD, Pakistan (AP) - 
Benazir Bhutto on Thursday 
scorned a last-minute appeal from 
Prime Minister Nawaz Sharif to 
call off her anti-govemment march 
on the capital.

Opposition lawmakers, led by 
Ms. Bhutto, plan to storm the capi­
tal on Friday to demand early 
elections.

A convoy of 100 trucks, tanks 
and armored personnel carriers, 
carrying thousands of security 
forces, rumbled through the capital 
Thursday in an apparent show of 
force by the government.

The army has been put on 
standby, said a military spokesman 
who cannot be identified under 
briefing rules.

Many Pakistanis fear a march on 
the capital could provoke interven­
tion by the military, which has ruled 
Pakistan for 25 of its 47 years of 
independence.

“We won’tletthemintothe capi­
tal,” said Interior Minister Shujaat 
Hussein. “They say they want to 
overthrow the government.”

Ms. Bhutto promised the dem­
onstration would be peaceful and 
said the only way to stop it is a call 
for early elections or for the presi­

dent to dismiss Sharif’s govern­
ment a second time.

“His (Sharif’s) letter (offering 
talks) could be summed up only as 
more talk and nodeeds,” Ms. Bhutto 
said through a spokesman for her 
Pakistan People’s Party.

President Ishaq Khan dismissed 
Sharif’s government on April 18, 
charging corruption and ineffi­
ciency. But the Supreme Court re­
instated Sharif a month later, rul­
ing the president overstepped his 
constitutional authority.

Sharif has offered midterm elec­
tions but not before the president, 
his political nemesis, either resigns 
or retires at the end of his term in 
November.

For nearly five months, the 
country’s two most powerful men 
have been locked in a bitter power 
struggle. In February, Sharif 
threatened to try to curb the 
president’s power, particularly the 
authority to dissolve parliament.

Ms. Bhutto joined the president, 
an odd alliance considering he dis­
missed her government in 1990 on 
roughly the same charges. But the 
president promised her early elec­
tions and a shortcut back to power 
before the Supreme Court dashed 
those hopes.

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Boys kill alleged abusive father
By Ellen Knickmeyer

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) - 
Lonnie Dutton’s children stuck 
together, sometimes squeezing in 
four to a seat on the school bus.

This week, the two oldest boys, 
ages 12 and 15, acted as one again, 
deciding it was time to put an end 
to thejr father’s alleged sexual 
abuse of their 10-year-old sister.

. One held adeer rifle to his sleep­
ing father’s head, the other pulled 
the trigger, a lawyer for one of the 
youngsters says.

“Probably both were so scared 
neither one knew what to do sepa­
rately,” said Robert Perrine, the 
12-year-old’s court-appointed at­
torney. Several times
authorities had been to Dutton’s 
rural home outside Rush Springs, 
a town of 1,200 about 50 miles 
(80 kilometers) southwest of 
Oklahoma City, to investigate 
relatives’ allegations the unem­
ployed, divorced man was abus­
ing his three sons and his daugh­
ter.'

On Monday, they found the 39- 
year-old dead on his couch, killed 
by a shot fired at close range.

The two boys are in the custody 
of juvenile authorities and prob­
ably will not be tried as adults, 
Assistant District Attorney Rich­
ard Van Dyck said. The state has 
turned their sister and 8-year-old 
brother over to an aunt.

Their mother, who now lives in 
Texas, lost custody three years 
ago when the father accused her 
of being unfit and abusive.

Van Dyck said he could not 
otherwise comment on the case 
because it involved minors. But 
Sarah Evans, a lawyer for the 15- 
year-old, said the four were sexu­
ally, physically and emotionally 
abused, and the sexual abuse of 
their sister particularly disturbed 
the older boys.

The children were apparently 
too afraid of their father to say 
anything to the authorities who 
came to their home on a secluded, 
brushy piece of property to try to 
help, said Bill Chambers, the prin­
cipal at the oldest boy’s school.
. The children had been isolated 

since school let out for the sum­
mer, forbidden by their father to 
bring friends over or to go to 
friends’ homes, Chambers said.

Sony bares new 
disc info system
TOKYO (AP) - Sony Corp. an­
nounced Thursday a new stan­
dard that will allow its Mini Disc 
sound recording system to be used 
in personal computers to store 
large amounts of data.

Sony s aid each MD will be able 
to hold as much as 100 floppy 
disks, currently the most com­
mon removable storage medium 
for personal computers.

Company officials hope MDs 
will be used in portable comput­
ers that need to store and retrieve 
large amounts of data, for ex­
ample for multimedia applications 
that combine words, sounds and 
video.

Like floppy disks, MDs have 
theadvantageofbeing interchange­
able, but can hold about as much 
data as a large hard disk.

Sony said data recorded on MDs 
can be easily shared among dif­
ferent kinds of computers because 
of a special file system. For ex­
ample, an MD containing docu­
ments created by a word process­
ing program on a Macintosh com­
puter can be read directly by an 
IBM personal computer using the

same brand of word processing 
program, it said.

MDs resemble small compact 
discs contained in protectiveplas- 
tic cases. They use a similar digi­
tal method of storing informa­
tion, but unlike CDs can also 
record.

Sony, which developed MDs, 
introduced its first audioMD prod­
ucts last November. Since then, it 
has shipped 240,000 discs and is 
currently producing 40,000 to
50,000 a month, company offi­
cials said.

A competing digital recording sys- 
temdevelopedby Philips of the Neth­
erlands called Digital Compact Cas­
sette uses tapes instead of discs.

Sony said MD data discs have a 
140-megabyte memory capacity, 
enough to store about 2,000 color 
photographs.

Katsuaki Tsurushima, director 
of Sony’s Development Labora­
tory, said the first MD data prod­
ucts are expected to be available 
in the middle of next year at a cost 
similar to audio MDs. Portable 
MD recorders currently sell for 
about 70,000 yen (S650).

Jobless rate in UK 
declines to 10.4%
LONDON (AP) - Unemployment at 10.4 percent edged down in June for 
the fifth straight month, the government said yesterday, in the latest good 
news as Britain pulls out of a long recession.

The seasonally adjusted unemployment rate was unchanged from May, 
but the number of people registered as out of work dropped by 7,600 to 
2,909,200 - the lowest figure in eight months.

On Wednesday, the government said the annual inflation rate was down 
to 1.2 percent - a 30-year-low.

In addition, Britain is now the only major economy in the European 
Community where industrial production is rising.

This week, official statistics showed industrial production up by 2.1 
percent compared with the first quarter of 1992. In France, industrial 
production has fallen 4.1 percent and in Germany by 8.4percent. David 
Hunt, Employment Secretary in Prime Minister John Major’s Conserva­
tive government, said Britain’s economic prospects were now “highly 
encouraging.”

Britain began emerging in the spring from a 2 1/2-year recession, just as 
Other major community economies headed into recession.

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Protectionism to hurt New rules sought 
US, EC in Asia trade to end price war
SINGAPORE (AP) - Singapore’s 
trade minister warned Thursday 
that protectionism in Europe and 
North America could hurt those 
regions’ efforts to do business in 
Asia’s booming economies.

Suppiah Dhanabalan said the 
Association of Southeast Asian 
Nations must make it clear “that a 
fortress Europe or fortress North 
America may lead to a reaction 
from the Asia-Pacific region, the 
fastest-gpowingregionin the world.

“If developing countries in the

Asia-Pacific region also develop a 
fortress mentality, it means indus- 
triesin Europe and America will be 
cut off from the benefits in the fast- 
growing region

This would be detrimental to ef­
forts to get growth going again in 
the sluggish developed econo­
mies,” he said.

Opening the annual meeting of 
the ASEAN Chamber of Com­
merce and Industry, Dhanabalan 
said that as long as the single Euro­
pean market of the European Com-

munity and the North American 
Free Trade Area brought down 
trade barriers, the international 
economy would benefit.

“However, there are strong 
voices in both groups that want to 
use the process to create a fortress 
Europe and a fortress North 
America. High unemployment and 
tough economic times haveresulted 
in increasing public pressure to 
adopt measures to protect local in­
dustries,” he added.

He said ASEAN can fight the 
danger by speeding full implemen­
tation of its own free trade area, 
launched in January this year. 
Progress has been slow, he said.

“It is time to give a push to see 
that regional benefits and strength 
are much greater and more impor­
tant than individual national ben­
efits,” said Chokchai Aksaranan, 
president of the ASEAN chamber.

ASEAN plans to reduce tariffs 
among its six members to between 
zero and 5 percent in 15 years for 
most goods to spur creation of a 
large market to attract investors 
and help in industrialization.

BRUSSELS, Belgium (AP) -
Faced with an airline crisis that 
could add thousands of people to 
European Community unemploy­
ment lines, the EC Presidency 
Thursday called for new rules to 
curb a price war and unfair compe­
tition.

Vice-Premier Guy Coeme of 
Belgium, whichcunently holds the 
EC presidency, saidhewouldbring 
the 12 member states and the major 
EC airline industries together on 
September 27 to plot a rescue strat­
egy.

Coeme said the new initiative 
was needed to counter “the resig­
nation in some EC circles that only 
three to four companies will sur­
vive the crisis” that has crippled the 
industry over the last few years.

“We must invite the (EC) states 
and the airlines to agree to put an 
end to their suicidal price war and 
to all practices that destabilize the 
air transport market,” Coeme told 
reporters.

Over the last year, EC airlines

were granted more leeway to set 
pices and launched a price war 
that added to the losses for the 
industry.

Apart from cutthroat competi­
tion, the EC airlines are also grap­
pling with the first steps toward a 
deregulated industry andstrictcurhs 
on additional state aids, whichhave 
been a way of life for many compa­
nies.

“We must create conditions that 
allow the survival of companies 
that are well managed,” said 
Coeme.

In addition, transatlantic compe­
tition remains fierce andmany here 
find it includes unfair trading prac­
tices.

US giants TWA and Continental 
Airlines have filed for protection 
from creditors under “Chapter 11” 
proceedings, but Air France chair­
man Bernard Attali complained 
over the weekend the companies 
continued to offer huge price cuts 
in competition with EC airlines.

Coeme said measures to revive 
the ailing EC industry included 
improving competitiveness 
through international agreements 
onmarket access, tariffs and traffic 
rights and new curbs on “any un­
fair competition between the two 
sides,” Coeme said.

He stressed he would not call for 
renewed subsidies for many strug­
gling companies still under gov­
ernment control. It applies to Bel­
gium too.

National carrier Sabena an­
nounced wage cuts of up to 15 
percent to avoid collapse and the 
government set it would not inter­
vene with more subsidies.

Coeme also wants an end to spe­
cial deals when member states grant 
companies “extraordinary facili­
ties,’’which, he said,impedealevel 
playing for the EC airlines.

Global losses for the 1990-1992 
period totaled $11.5 billion. EC 
officials said the prospects also 
looked bleak.

The crisis was ignited by the 
Gulf War and fuel prices shot up 
and customers stayed, fearful of 
terrorism. Afterwards the industry 
was in the grip of the global reces­
sion.

Air France, Lufthansa and KLM 
were among the major EC airlipes 
to mount big losses last year. The 
French carrier is expected to con­
tinue the trend this year.

Air France chairman Bernard 
Attali warned that “no one knows 
how long the crisis will last.”

Only some carriers, including 
British Airways, have turned prof­
its recently.

Many companies are looking to 
cut wage costs to survive the crisis, 
but such a strategy goes counter to 
the EC’s determination to curb the 
trade bloc mounting unemploy­
ment.

Air France, Lufthansa, KLM all 
have plans that could lay of thou­
sands over the coming years.

Currently the EC has 17.4 mil­
lion people out of .work or 10.3 
percent, but some have said it could 
reach up to 12 percent by the end of 
next year.

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Reuters provided 
info to UK gov’t
LONDON (AP) - Reuters news 
agency supplied confidential infor­
mation to the government for a few 
years in the 19th century, according to 
secret files made public Thursday.

The arrangement, begun in 1894, 
was canceled by the government, ac­
cording to papas made available at 
the Public Record Office.

The papers cover British intelli­
gence activities from 1792until 1906.

Among them are documents re­
cording the government’s deal with 
Reuters, including correspondence 
between Baron Herbert de Reuter, 
managing director of the agency and 
the son of its founder, and Sir Thomas 
Sanderson, a Foreign Office official.

For four years from 1894, the For­
eign Qfficereceived all of theagency’s 
political reports as well as confidential 
material obtained by its correspon­
dents.

The disclosure caught Reuters by 
surprise.

“Wedidn’tknow anything aboutiL 
Our own archive had no evidence of 
the contract,” said Coriima Stowell of 
Redters’corporateaffaiisofflce. At 
the time of the arrangement, Reuters 
was in financial difficulty. It had re­
ported its first loss in 1893 in part 
because of the expense of reporting

the Boa War in South Africa.
Sanderson said in a memo that the 

agencyfelt“boundtoscrapeupalittle 
money for their shareholders if they 
could.”

The arrangement ended in 1898 
when the government objected to 
Reuters’ reporting of a visit of a 
Royal Navy warship to the Russian 
naval base of Port Arthur.

Lord Safrsbury-then prime minis­
ter and foreign secretary, ordered: 
“Wedonotpay500poundsayearto 
get this kind of treatment. I should 
certainly stop the subsidy.”

Now a highly profitable and inde­
pendent company, Reuters in the 
past workedclosely with the govern­
ment.

Sir Roderick Jones, who headed 
Reuters from 1915 to 1941, also 
served as director of propaganda in 
the Ministry of Information in 1918. 
In 1937, Jones sought financial help 
in the government, and the terms he 
accepted ultimately led to his resig­
nation whenmembersofthe agency’s 
board objected.

During World War H, the govern­
ment indirectly helped Reuters by 
cutting telegraph transmission rates 
and subsidizing the Post Office for

4 killed, 14 injured  
in fire at hospital
LORIENT, France (AP) - A fire 
in the psychiatric ward of a mili­
tary hospital Wednesday killed 
four patients and injured 14. Au­
thorities said that a patient set fire 
to her bed with a smuggled ciga­

rette lighter. Three civilian 
patients were among the dead. At 
least two of the injured were in 
critical condition due to heavy 
smoke inhalation and under in­
tensive care in nearby Brest.

Prosecutors said that they in­
tended to open an arson investi­
gation and question the unidenti­
fied female patient who occupied 
the isolation room where the fire 
broke out at 4:30 a.m.

Firefighters noted that the bl aze 
started 45 minutes after the woman 
was given the room following an 
urgent admission to the hospital. 
The reasons she was admitted 
were not disclosed.

“Despite being searched, she 
seems to have been able to hide a 
lighter that let her set fire to her 
bed,” military authorities said in a 
communique.

The blaze came three weeks 
after an inferno at a private psy­
chiatric clinic near Rennes killed 
20 people. A patient is suspected 
of starting it with a cigarette

lighter. The clinic had no smoke 
detectors, sprinklers or fire doors.

The 100-bed Albert Calmette 
military hospital serves uniformed 
and civilian defense workers at 
this Atlantic port, one of France’s 
biggest naval bases, some 500 
kilometers (300 miles) west of 
Paris.

The psychiatric ward where the 
fire broke out is an isolation wing 
for patients who require close 
surveillance. The windows are 
barred and doors to the rooms 
normally locked.

The flames never left the iso­
lation room, firefighters said, but 
still ignited the insulation and 
filled neighboring rooms with 
thick smoke that overcame the 
sleeping patients. All the deaths 
were from smoke inhalation.

The woman authorities plan to 
question was initially reported 
among the dead, then listed as 
lightly injured. It was not clear 
how she escaped the flames.

The hospital’s smoke detectors 
functioned normally and 
firefighters were alerted by the 
overnight nurse, authorities said.

Eighty firefighters brought the 
blaze under control about 15 
minutes after arriving.

WHO launches drive 
to elim inate leprosy
GENEVA (AP) - The World 
Health Organization on Thurs­
day announced a drive to elimi­
nate the age-old scourge of lep­
rosy by the end of the century.

“We now have an opportu­
nity to solve a major public 
health problem,” said Dr. Shaik 
K. Noordeen, chief of WHO’s 
leprosy unit. “It must not be 
missed.”

Noordeen told a meeting of 
affected countries and anti-lep­
rosy organizations at WHO’s 
Geneva headquarters that a new 
way of treating leprosy made it 
possible to eliminate the disease 
as a public health problem within 
six years.

WHO needs $420 million to 
reach the target, which would 
mean fewer than one case per

10,000people, he said. The money 
would be used to buy anti-leprosy 
drugs, train health workers and 
organize a worldwide campaign.

Leprosy, which primarily at­
tacks the skin and nerves, disfig­
ures and disables. The bacteria- 
caused disease is contracted by 
close personal contact.

It occurs in significant numbers in 
Asia, Africa and Latin America, 
WHOsaid. About3.1 million people 
in the world are estimated to have 
leprosy, with 64 percent of registered 
cases in India. Other countries with a 
high number of registered cases are 
Brazil, Indonesia, Burma and Nige­
ria.

The most effective way to treat 
leprosy is with drugs, at an aver­
age cost of dlrs 15 per patient, a 
WHO statement said. “In the ab­

sence of an effective vaccine, it 
remains the anchor for control­
ling the disease.”

Drug therapy “has proved to be 
highly effective and acceptable,” it 
said. “There is every hope that 
through eady diagnosis and effec­
tive treatment, transmission of the 
disease can be stopped.” —

The statanait said that leprosy 
has been reduced by more than 60 
percent since a multidrug formula 
became widely available 10 years 
ago. The treatment involves a com­
bination of three drugs for severe 
cases and two drugs formildercases.

Several countries have demon­
strated that well-organized leprosy- 
control programs can reduce the 
number of registered patients up to 
tenfold in five years, the statement 
said.

CUC summer interns 
form water task force
SAIPAN students are submerged 
this week in their plans for a big 
drought education campaign.

Taiwan 
cinemas 
shut down
TAIPEI, Taiwan (AP) - The only 
thing to see at Taiwan movie the­
aters yesterday was this announce­
ment: “Sorry, no movies today.”

The announcement, printed in 
local newspapers and stuck to cin­
ema doors, was a protest against 
new government fire safety rules 
that have forced 22 of Taipei’s 71 
cinemas to shut since March.

The Union of Cinema Opera­
tors said all of Taiwan’s 387 movie 
theaters closed Thursday in the 
first such protest of its kind here. 
Some cinema owners interviewed 
by local newspapers, however, 
said the union forced them to 
close.

About 300 cinema operators 
and ticket sellers gathered out­
side the Legislative Yuan, 
Taiwan’s parliament, shouting for 
the mayor of Taipei, Huang Ta- 
chou, to step down. They also 
demanded that the government 
stop shutting cinemas that don’t 
meet the new rules.

Cinemas judged unsafe have 
had water and electricity supplies 
cut, forcing them to close.

Officials began enforcing the 
regulations after a recent spate of 
fires, including a blaze at an unli­
censed Taipei restaurant in Janu­
ary that killed 33 people and in­
jured 21.

Teen-ager indicted 
on 1st degree murder
FORT PIERCE, Fla. (AP) - A 
teen-ager was indicted on first-de­
gree murder and kidnapping 
charges in the beating death of an 
elderly woman who chastised him 
for the lyrics of a rap song he was 
singing.

VictorBrancaccio, 16,is accused 
of killing Mollie Mae Frazier on 
June 14. Police said Brancaccio 
beat the 78-year-old Mrs. Frazier 
to death and later returned to bum 
and spray paint her body.

Brancaccio made an initial ap­
pearance Wednesday in Circuit 
Court and was being held without 
bond. The grand jury took about 35

minutes Tuesday to return the 
charges, Assistant State Attorney 
Ken Kugler said.

He would not say whether the 
state will pursue the death penalty 
for Brancaccio, who was indicted 
as an adult.

Juan Torres, Brancaccio’s de­
fense attorney, contends the teen 
was insane at the time of the killing 
because of a combination of rap. 
music, alcohol and antidepressant 
drugs.

Torres said he will request the 
teen be released on bond before his 
arraignment so that Brancaccio can 
get psychiatric help.

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Women oppose Japan’s 
permanént Security 
Council membership

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) ·
Dozens of international women's 
activist groups on yesterday 
strongly opposed making Japan a 
permanent member of the UN 
Security Council before it fully 
explains its wartime arrty's use 
of thousands of Asian sex slaves.

"We strongly state that Japan 
is not qualified to be a political 
leader in the world community 
unless it solves the problem of the 
military sexual slavery," the 
groups said in a statement.

"Apolitical leader shouldabide 
by international law and bear le­
gal and moral responsibilities 
corresponding to its leadership 
position," it said.

In a letter sent to UN Secretary- 
General Boutros Boutros-Ghali 
last week, Japan expressed hope 
that it would become a perma­
nent council member, reflecting 
its international influence as an 
economic and political power.

Germany also seeks to join the 
ranks of permanent council 
members, which now include the 
United States, Russia, China,

Britain and France.
The45 women's activist groups 

from South Korea, the Philippines, 
Taiwan, Indonesia, Japan, the 
Netherlands and the United States 
said a council membership for 
Japan would be premature.

They said Japan has not been 
properly responded to interna­
tional demands that it fully dis­
close details of the forced prosti­
tution of Asian women for the 
World War II Japanese army and 
compensate victims.

No official figures are available, 
but historians say between 100,000 
and 200,000 Asian women, mostly 
from Korea, were forced to serve as 
sex slaves for Japanese soldiers dur­
ing World War fl.

Japan admitted that it ran wartime 
brothels but maintains that there is no 
evidence that forceful means were 
used to recruit the so-called "comfort 
women.”

The "comfort women" issue is one 
of the most touchy diplomatic prob­
lems pending between Tokyo and 
Seoul. Korea was under Japanese co­
lonial rule from 1910 to 1945.

France urged to cancel 
weapons sale to Taiwan

BEUING (AP) - China said 
yesterday that a French govern­
ment envoy's visit improved mu­
tual understanding, but France must 
cancel its weapons sale to Taiwan 
before ties can be fully mended.

Foreign Ministry spokesman Wu 
Jianmin said France's decision last 
year to sell jet fighters to Taiwan 
"seriously undermined the basis 
of Sino-French relations."

He said China hoped "the new 
French government would take 
practical measures to redress the 
wrongful doings" of the recently 
ousted Socialist government in 
Paris.

The new French prime minister, 
Eduard Balladur, sent a special 
envoy to Beijing last week to meet 
with high-level Chinese officials 
and seek improved relations.

China was furious when France's 
Socialist government decided last 
fall to sell 60 Mirage jet fighters to 
the Chinese Nationalist govern­
ment on Taiwan, which is Beijing's 
rival. China retaliated by closing 
the French consulate in the south­
ern city of Canton and French com­
panies lost their bid to build a 
Canton subway.

Vietnam  faces more 
questions about M IAs

By Bruce Stanley

HANOI, Vietnam (AP) - 
Vietnam's leadership is bracing for 
more questions about missing 
American servicemen from the 
highest-ranking US delegation to 
visit since the end of the Vietnam 
War.

Winston Lord, assistant secre­
tary of state for East Asian and 
Pacific affairs, was to arrive Thurs­
day to evaluate progress in resolv­
ing the cases of Americans missing 
from the war and to discuss rela­
tions with Hanoi.

He comes at the request of Presi­
dent Clinton, who announced the 
trip on July 2, the same day he made 
public his decision to unblock In­
ternational Monetary Fund loans to 
Vietnam.

The United States had vetoed 
such loans as part of an economic 
embargo it has maintained against 
Vietnam since the Communist north 
took over the south in 1975.

A senior Vietnamese Foreign 
Ministry official said Wednesday 
he welcomes the opportunity to 
prove his country's commitment to 
help resolve the issue of 2,253

Americans still officially listed as 
missing in action.

"We want to confirm our good 
will (and) our determination to co­
operate with the US government 
on the MIA issue," said Nguyen 
Xuan Phong, acting director of the 
Americas Department at Vietnam's 
Ministry of Foreign

Affairs. "We are ready to re­
spond positively to any new re­
quest"

Phong compared the aim of 
Lord's visit favorably to that of 
Sen. Bob Smith, R-N.H., who left 
Hanoi Sunday after four days of 
investigating reports of living 
American prisoners left behind af­
ter the war.

Although he turned up no evi­
dence that Vietnam held any such 
prisoners, Smith said Tuesday in 
Washington that the results of his 
investigationlentcredibilitytosuch 
claims.

Phong described Smith's asser­
tions as reflecting "the conflict of 
the debate between the emotion of 
the past and the sagacious vision of 
the future."

"I believe in the sagacity of the 
US government leadership," he

said.
"The U.S. government ap­

proach at this moment is to solve 
the MIA issue on the basis of im­
proving relations between the two 
countries,"saidPhong,"whileBob 
Smith and some other people in the 
United States insist on taking the 
MIA issue as a precondition for 
improved relations." ^

"I think the approach of theUS 
government is more just, more ef­
fective," he added.

Asked whether a successful visit 
by Lord could lead to normalization 
ofrelalions with Washington, he said, 
however, "I cannot predict Several 
times I was wrong."

Phong stressed the importance of 
established mechanisms, such as an 
archivecenterfordocumentsrelating 
to MIAs and a series of Vietnamese- 
American field excavations, as the 
best way to produce results.

Accompanying Lord will be del­
egation co-leaders Heishel Gober, 
deputy secretary of veterans affairs, 
and Lt Gen. Michael Ryan, assistant 
to the chairman of the Joint Chiefs of 
Staff. The22-memberdelegation also 
will include senior officials of four 
private veterans organizations.

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Gov’t gets $400M 
for golf resorts
By Susan Hightower

DALLAS (AP) - The Resolution 
Trust Corp. sold six luxury golf 
resorts for about $400 million 
Wednesday during a high-rolling 
auction in which the deal-making 
didn’t stop with the final bid.

Four bidders w o t the six clubs 
for $404.2 million, but one group 
assigned away its interest in a 
club immediately after the auc­
tion ended. The total dropped to 
$395.4 million because two buy­
ers took advantage of a cash dis­
count, the RTC said.

The agency was delighted with 
the price fetched by the glamor­
ous properties. Although the 
spreads originally cost $708 mil­
lion, the RTC assessed their in­
vestment value at more like $366 
million.

“We’re extremely - that’s an 
understatement - happy with the 
results,” said Lamar Kelly, senior 
vice president for asset sales and 
management for the Resolution 
Trust Corp. “These are some of 
the premiere courses in the coun­
try.”

The three-hour auction drew 
more than 25 bidding groups who 
became enmeshed in layers of 
strategy.

After bidders fought over the 
individual properties in the first 
round, only one group offered a 
bid on all six properties, although 
several had expressed interest in 
doing so before the auction.

Morgan Stanley Real Estate 
Fund L.P. proffered $395 mil­
lion, but the individual bidders 
triumphed in a third and final 
round when some raised their bids 
and Morgan Stanley wouldn’t.

After the auction ended, KSL 
Recreation Group Ltd., which 
won the three most expensive 
courses, assigned its interest in 
Kiawah Island resort near Charles­
ton, S.C., to the second-place bid­
der. The AMF Cos. of Richmond, 
Va., which bid as Virginia Invest­
ment Trusts and also owns the

Ben Hogan Co. golf club manu­
facturer, will pay the $45.1 mil­
lion in cash, the RTC said. “Our 
bid on Kiawah was part of our bid 
strategy to be successful,” KSL 
chairman Mike Shannon said. 
“We became good friends during 
the bidding process.”

Vail, Colo.-based KSL, which 
already owns the Fairways Group 
of golf courses, is backed by 
Kohlberg Kravis Roberts and Co. 
of New York.

KSL made the winning bids of 
$140 million for PGA West and 
$ 136.4 million for La Quinta Golf 
and Tennis Resort, both in La 
Quinta, Calif.

Dallas’ ClubCorp won Mission 
Hills in Rancho Mirage, Calif., 
for $35.6 million. Palm Beach 
Polo and Country Club in West 
Palm Beach, Fla., went to Tri- 
State Group Inc. for $27.1 mil­
lion. And Morgan Stanley, in part­
nership with Westcorp, will get 
the Carmel Valley Ranch near 
Carmel, Calif., for $20 million.

The acquisition group for Palm 
Beach Polo stopped bidding at 
$18 million before losing, club 
member Tom Hill said.

“We’re not disappointed, and 
we’re not surprised,” Hill said. 
“We’ve alwaysknownthatif there 
were big institutional bidders, we 
didn’t stand a chance.”

Hill said he still believes the 
members eventually will own the 
club. And they’re glad to put the 
whole business behind them.

“This thing has really played 
havoc with our vacation plans,” 
said George AboUzeid, an acqui­
sition committee member and 
venture capitalist who’s headed 
to Switzerland for a few weeks 
after foregoing a trip to China.

The auction drew some 400 
people.

All sales still must be approved 
by federal bankruptcy court in 
Charleston, S.C. The auction was 
part of the reorganization plan the 
Resolution Trust Corp. filed as 
Landmark’s chief creditor.

Faldo.. # continued from page 44
learned what majors are about 
last year. If I get myself back in 
that chance again, I can finish the 
job.”

The blind shots, undulating fair­
ways and thousands of bumps 
around Royal St. George’s are 
challenging for everyone, espe­
cially newcomers like Cook. “It 
is something I have never seen 
before," Cook says. “You get 
bounces you won’t agree with, 
but you must accept your fate. It 
has been wild. It takes a lot of 
imagination.”

Television flattens the roll of 
the course, the steepness of slopes 
on the edges of greens like the 
two-tiered 7th.

Land 
in there and you need a machete, 
not a golf club. Some players call 
it an unfair test, others believe it’s 
a superb challenge.

“You have to shape your shots 
into the greens the right way to be 
a success here,” Watson says. 
“The course is very firm. It is very 
bumpy, hilly. That’s the real fla­
vor of the course. In America if 
you built a golf course like this, 
they’d say, ‘What has this guy 
been drinking?”’

Yet, the more he plays it, the 
more Watson likes it.

“It is a ‘feel’ course,” he says. 
“You have to feel the shot into the 
fairway and to the hole. It’s not a 
target course.”

University 
Garner draw 
small crowd

BUFFALO, N.Y. (AP) - It took a 
week, but no one can accuse World 
University Games organizers of try­
ing to hide poor turnouts.

Total attendance figures available 
through Tuesday, July 13, paint a 
disappointing picture.

Changing clubs, Faldo tosses a 
few balls into the bunker on the 
right side of the green and pops 
them out. The first settles 6 inches 
from the cup, the second 3 inches 
closer, the third a foot away. He 
climbs up to the green to inspect 
his work, then quips to his caddy: 

“You can take that magnet out 
of your pocket, Fanny.”

More laughs. Is this guy loose 
or what? A year ago at Muirfield 
he sought to change his image as 
the “mechanical man.”

“Call me Monsieur Naturel,” 
he said.

Faldo showed his emotions 
when he cried unashamedly after 
sinking the winning putt, and now 
he’s the 6-1 betting favorite again 
and joking with the crowd.
