Public critical of proposed zoning Bill Fromoage 1 

"But," those testifying said 
they want more public hearings, 
preferably on the village level. 

When the end of the meeting 
which stretched late into the 
night, came Sen. Jose P. Mafnas, 
chairman of the commiuee, and 
Senators Juan T. Guerrero and 
Juan N. Babauta, promised more 
public hearings on the legislation. 
They even promised to hold some 
of the hearings in the various vil­
lages on Saipan. 

Jose Taitano, Assistant Mayor 
of Saipan, read a statement from 
Mayor Gil Ada which asked the 
committee to "examine carefully 
the effects the bill will have on the 
people of Saipan." 

The Mayor, said Tait.ano, asked 
that the question be put LO the 
voters. "Give them the opportu­
nity to be heard and we don't 
mean in a public hearing; We are 
talking referendum and nothing 
less," said Taitano, quoting Ada. 

A Representative from the At­
torney Gcncmls Office said that 
office did not have enough time to 
review the bill and offered "no 
comment" on the bill. 

Director of Natural Resources 
Nicolas M. Guerrero called the 
bill "both overdue and prema­
ture." He said a better land use 
map wqs being prepared to by the 
Marianas Public Land Corpora­
tion, and he urged the committee 
to wait until that map is finished 
before enacting zoning laws. 

Guerrero also urged changes to

"Delete the map entirely", said 
Boyer. 

Jesus Pangelinan Mafnas, 
wearing his "Chairman of the 
Board for MIHA" hat, said he 
wanted to know just who was 
pushing the legislation through 
the government. "I read about the 
pressure on the legislature to 
passing this zoning code. Who 
are those pressing the legislature? 
The media?". 

"Tomorrow or the day after, 
those media members will be 
packing their bags and taking off 
from the island," said Mafnas. 

Mafnas drew applause from 
members of the public when he 
suggested that those who didn't 
like the ways things were in the 
Commonwealth could "take the 
next flight home." 

Speaking later as a private citi­
zen, he said, "I don't give a shit if 
there is not zoning code." 

Local auomey Ken Govendo 
warned that the way the bill was 
written gave rise to possibility of 
corruption and has many legal 
loopholes in il "You must re-

member that this bill will be stud­
ied by lawyers with an eye to 
getting around it," he said. 

Govendo also told the Senators 
he felt members of the zoning 
board should be elected by the 
people and not appointed by the 
government. "I would feel more 
comfortable with and elected 
rather than an appointed board." 

Attorney David Wiseman, rep­
resenting the Saipan 'Hotel Asso­
ciation, objected to the fact that 
some of the hotels now under 
consuuction would not be lo­
cated in areas which under the 
present bill would be zoned "re­
sort areas." 

"This non-conforming use 
would mean the hotels could not 
expand, nor rebuild should they 
be destroyed by some accident or 
act of nature," he said. 

Wiseman also made the legal 
objection that under the 
Constitution of the CNMI, the 
legislature could not zone public 
lands as long as MPLC was in 
existence. 

Greg "Kachuma" Camacho, 
speaking as a private citizen, said 
the.bill "would be a burden to my 
fa.1-nily." Camacho said he had 
land he wanted to divide among 
the members of his family but the 
wning bill, because of it mini­
mum lot requirements would not 
allow it.

He said the bill 
seemed to be a political scheme, 
and he was weary of seeing public 
officials enacting legislation in 
an overnight fashion. 

Jeff Race, representing the 
Duenas and Swavely, the finn 
which drew up the map being 
used in the bill, criticized the map 
as being "outdated" al'so and 

urged the committee to wait until 
the current map, also being 
worked on by his company be­
comes completed. 

"In light of the vast changes in 
the last five years we consider the 
adoption of the land use map 
inappropriate," said Race. 

Gonzalo Santos brought in a 
petition signed by over 100 per­
sons saying they urged the com­
mittee not to pass the bill because 
it would "render our land value­
less." 

Lupe Borja, while saying she 
had concerns with the bill, added 
that she also felt property owners 
just can not do whatever they 
want with their land. "Society is 
more complex now. The adjacent 
property owners have rights 
also," she said. 

After hearing the long testi­
mony, Sen. Guerrero said he 
would need time to review all the 
testimony and Sen. Babauta said 
the testimony had been very help­
ful and educational. Sen. Mafnas 
promised more public hearing 
would be held, although a spe­
cific time and place for the next 
meeting was not set.

"But," those testifying said 
they want more public hearings, 
preferably on the village level. 

When the end of the meeting 
which stretched late into the 
night, came Sen. Jose P. Mafnas, 
chairman of the committee, and 
Senators Juan T. Guerrero and 
Juan N. Babauta, promised more 
public hearings on the legislation. 
They even promised to hold some 
of the hearings in the various vil­
lages on Saipan. 

Jose Taitano, Assistant Mayor 
of Saipan, read a statement from 
Mayor Gil Ada which asked the 
committee to "examine carefully 
the effects the bill will have on the 
people of Saipan." 

The Mayor, said Taitano, asked 
that the question be put to the 
voters. "Give them the opportu­
nity to be heard and we don't 
mean in a public hearing; We are 
talking referendum and nothing 
less," said Taitano, quoting Ada. 

A Representative from the At­
torney Generals Office said that 
office did not have enough time to 
review the bill and offered "no 
comment" on the bill. 

Director of Natural Resources 
Nicolas M. Guerrero called the 
bill "both overdue and prema­
ture." He said a better land use 
map W:\S being prepared to by the 
Marianas Public Land Corpora­
tion, and he urged the committee 
to wait until that map is finished 
before enacting zoning laws. 

Guerrero also urged changes to 
be made in the lands zoned "con-

servation district" under the code, 
and for a change in some of the 
land zoned "agricultural" under 
the currently-proposed bill. 

Gabe Boyer, Executive Direc­
tor of the Saipan Chamber of 
Commerce, said one of the main 
problems of the bill was that no 
provisions are made for future 
growth of the island. He too 
wanted to get rid of the map used 
in the bill. 

"Delete the map entirely", said 
Boyer. 

Jes us Pangelinan Mafnas, 
wearing his "Chairman of the 
Board for MIHA" hat, said he 
wanted to know just who was 
pushing the legislation through 
the government. "I read about the 
pressure on the legislature to 
passing this· zoning code. Who 
are those pressing the legislature? 
The media?". 

"Tomorrow or the day after, 
those media members will be 
packing their bags and talcing off 
from the island," said Mafnas. 

Mafnas drew applause from 
members of the public when he 
suggested that those who didn't 
like the ways things were in the 
Commonwealth could "take the 
next flight home." 

Speaking later as a private citi­
zen, he said, "I don't give a shit if 
there is not zoning code." 

Local attorney Ken Govendo 
warned that the way the bill was 
written gave rise to possibility of 
corruption and has many legal 
loopholes in it "You must re-

member that this bill will be sb.ld­
ied by lawyers with an eye to 
getting around it," he said. 

Govendoalso told the Senators 
he felt members of the zoning 
board should be elected by the 
people and not appointed by the 
government. "I would feel more 
comfortable with and elected 
rather than an appointed board." 

Attorney David Wiseman, rep­
resenting the Saipan Hotel Asso­
ciation, objected to the fact that 
some of the hotels now under 
construction would not be lo­
cated in areas which under the 
present bill would be zoned "re­
sort areas." 

"This non-conforming use 
would mean the hotels could not 
expand, nor rebuild should they 
be destroyed by some accident or 
act of nature," he said. 

Wiseman also made the legal 
objection that under the 
Constitution of the CNMI, the 
legislature could not zone public 
lands as long as MPLC was in 
existence. 

Greg "Kachuma" Camacho, 
speaking as a private citizen, said 
the 'bill "would be a burden to my 
family." Camacho said he had 
land he wanted to divide among 
the members of his family but the 
zoning bill, because of it mini­
mum lot requirements would not 
allow it. 

He also said that his home area 
needed business concerns such as 
convenience stores, gas stations, 
and laundromats, and that the 

zoning code would not allow 
them to be built in his area 

He added that zoning of com­
mercial or resort would bring in­
frastructure changes like im­
proved water,, power and roads 
into some areas which are sadly 
lacking those things. · 

Camacho added a blast at the 
members of the House in his re­
marks. "I am looking around and 
I do not see one member of the 
house here to get this public in­
put, are they afraid of their ac­
tions?" 

Attorney Rex Kosack brought 
forward the fact that the bill's 
current land use map lumps all the 
major commercial zones in areas 
already overcrowded. Kosack 
said the best zoning would be one 
that spread the development out 
so their would not be such con­
gestion in areas of the island. 

Carmen Camacho Nozek said, 
"I feel that the bill takes away all 
my rights as a landowner. I be­
lieve I should have my own say so 
about my own property." 

Hennan Palacios called the 
zoning bill "the newest plague in 
an already dismal situation in the 
Commonwealth." He said the bill 
seemed to be a political scheme, 
and he was weary of seeing public 
officials enacting legislation in 
an overnight fashion. 

Jeff Race, representing the 
Duenas and Swavely, the finn 
which drew up the map being 
used in the bill, criticized the map 
as being "outdated" al'so and 

urged the committee to wait until 
the current map, also being 
worked on by his company be-
comes completed. · 

"In light of the vast changes in 
the last five years we consider the 
adoption of the land use map 
inappropriate," said Race. 

Gonzalo Santos brought in a 
petition signed by over 100 per­
sons saying they urged the com­
mittee not to pass the bill because 
it would "render our land value­
less." 

Lupe Borja, while saying she 
had concerns with the bill, added 
that she also felt pr°t>perty owners 
just can not do whatever they 
want with their land. "Society is 
more complex now. The adjacent 
property owners have rights 
also," she said. 

After hearing the long testi­
mony, Sen. Guerrero said he 
would need time to review all the 
testimony and Sen. Babauta said 
the testimony had been very help­
ful and educational. Sen. Mafnas 
promised more public hearing 
would be held, although a spe­
cific time and place for the next 
meeting was not set

of the tools were reported miss­
ing. 

Although the Dcparunent of 
Public Safety is still investigating 
the break-in, physical evidence 
indicates the vandals came into 
the building through various 
windows. 

The prevalance of break-ins to 
school building has Assistant 
Commissioner Bob Coldeen 
looking for ways to stop them. 

"It is a recurring problem that is 
not just limited to r'ie high 
school,"said Coldeen 

A possible solution . .as been 
tried at Hopwood Junior High, 
once a school which was fre­
quently broken into, but Coldeen 

said changes in the upcoming 
1989 budget may end the situ­
ation there. 

At Hopwood, school employ­
ees have worked overtime during 
the night to oversee the school 
buildings. But, Coldeen said, 
there is now no money for over­
time in the upcoming budget, nor 
money to provide for security 
services. 

Due to the fact that confronting 
someone in a break-in attempt is 
a dangerous situation, Coldeen 
said he believed the best option 
for the school system is to hire a 
security guard. 

"They,(the legislators) should 
put something in our budget for 

security," said Coldeen. 
He added that the school sys­

tem is going to startdocwnenting 
the cost of cleanup after an attack 
of vandalism and the cost to re­
place items stolen or damaged. 
Coldeen said the total would 
more than pay for the cost of a 
security guard at the schools. 

"I would estimated that each 
year, break-ins cost us tens of 
thousands of dollars," said 
Coldeen. 

Currently the police have no 
leads on who caused acts of van­
dalism at the high school. 

Anyone with infonnation is 
asked to call the police depan­
ment, or the school.

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Attorney slapped with $500 judgement 

Court decision nixes overtime 
wages for farmers: LaW cited

The judge said that Yana filed two identical lawsuits 
against the defendants and he felt that was a "failure" on 
the lawyer's part. "Though the court is not normally 
disposed to award sanctions for attorneys' failures, this 
case appears to be one in which sanctions are warranted." 

A United States District Court decision by designated 
judge Jose S. Dela Cruz has effectively squelched lawsuits 
from alien workers employed as farmers in the Common­
wealth who feel they should be paid overtime. 

Additionally, the judge slapped plaintiff's attorney, Ray 
Yana, with another "sanction," his second in just a few 
weeks. 

Dela Cruz said that if there had been reasonable research 
into the facts the law would have indicated there was no 
foundation for a suit against CSS. 

He also said that Yana never really "prosecuted" either 
action and, in fact, when put on notice there was no basis 
for the suit, he re-filed the same suit. 

That decision made last month says that Leonoardo T. 
Agustin's suit against Commonwealth Security Services, 
Inc. and owner George Duenas was bogus because farmers 
are specifically exempted from overtime wages under the 
Fair Labor Standards Act 

Yet, Agustin sued, alleging that Duenas forced him and 
others to works as security guards by day and farmers by 
night. The plaintiff alleged that Duenas told him that if he 
and others didn't perform both tasks, they would not be 
paid for either. 

"The court cannot condone the use of the judicial system 
for filing of the same unmeritorious action twice. It is for 
this reason that the court now imposes sanctions and orders 
Attorney Yana to pay defendants $500 as a reasonable 
sanction under Rule 11." 

Judge Dela Cruz sat as special judge because Federal 
District Judge Alfred Laureta is off-island. 

ARCHITECTS, ENGINEERS 
AND SURVEYORS 

Public Law 4-53 (4 CMC, Div. 3, Ch. 1) requires 
that all individuals practicing architecture, engineer­
ing, surveying and landscape architecture in the 
Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands 
hold a current and valid professional license issued 
by the CNMI Board of Professional Licensing.

Vandals strike MHS library

For the fourth tiine this year 

Marianas High school has been 
the victim of illegal entry and 
vandalism. Sometime Wednes­
day night someone entered the 
school and wreaked havoc in the 
library, vandalized the admini­
stration office, several class­
rooms and the vocational educa­
tion building. 

School officials are at a loss to 
explain why this is happening and 
as they tried to sort out the mess, 
there was no estimate as to what 
damage the vandals did. Nor did 
there appear to be anything of 
value taken, except a small 
amount of cash. 

The school's library staff was 
faced with having to clean a rain­
soaked floor littered. with books, 
magazines, soap powder taken 

from the bathroom and thrown on 
the floor, and bits of food taken 
from a small refrigerator used by 
library employees. 

Adding to the problem in the 
library was the fact that a leaky 
roof had soaked the floor with a 
large puddle of water, and the 
books and papers were soaking 
wet. 

"They just threw the stuff all 
over," said Head Librarian Rita 
Camacho. "The library will have 
to be closed until further notice.It 
might take a week to clean up 
things." 

The high school's administra­
tion office file drawers had also 
been rifled, but the only booty 
found was a small envelope con­
taining petty cash estimated at $9 
was taken from a secretary's 
desk.
