US Veterans secretary. to qu1t

WASHING TON (AP) - Jesse 
Brown is stepping down as secre­
tary of the Department of Veter­
ans Affairs. 

An ex-Marine who wounded in 
Vietnam, Brown won substantial 
spending increases for the depart­
ment. His resignation is effective 
July I. 

His likely successor is Hershel 
W. Gober, deputy secretary for 
Veterans Affairs. Gober, 60, also 
is a Vietnam veteran and a friend 
of President Clinton from Arkan­
sas. He helped mobilize support 
among veterans forClinton 's 1992 
campaign. 

Brown's resignation came as 
no surprise. He is the eighth mem­
berof theoriginal Cabinet to leave 
since the end of Clinton's first 

term. 
During his tenure, he boldly 

told lawmakers to cut other pro­
grams before coming after the 
Department of Veterans Affairs. 
He also succeeded in leading the 
agency away from its extensive 
network of hospitals toward a 
system of outpatient care for the 
nation's 26 million veterans.· 

Brown, 53, who lost use of an 
arm in combat in Vietnam, also 
secured funding increases of. 
nearly $1 billion a year for the 
department at a time when. all 
branches of the government were 
pinching pennies. . ·.· . 

With an annual budgetof$41 
billion and 215,000 workers, it 
ranks second to the Department 
of Defense among Cabinet agen­
cies.

"puzzling at best." 

Since you'll never read aoout CNMI 
lalxlr reforms in the Post or the Digestand 
only on the rarest of occasions in the Pa­
cific Daily News, I'm going to tell you aoout 
them. Ive conduded that if laoor reform is 
worth doing as I believe ii is, we're going to 
keeping doing it, regardless of anyone's 
outside agenda And I must ray I am very 
proud of the aCXXJmplishments of our De­
partment of Lal:xlr and Immigration to date. 

First, our critics have maintained that 
we can~ run our own immigration and are 
ovenun by illegal aliens. It took reorgani­
zation and some changes, induding inves­
tigators who can now execute civil arrest 
warrants, but in 1996, near1y three thou­
sand foreign workers avoided prosecution 
by going home voluntarly and 203 illegals 
were deported. So far in 1997, there have 
been 120 deportations. Our Division if im­
migration Services now has a new alien 

detention facility to hancfe persons who 
enter the CNMI illegally or are being de­
p::lrted in accordance with U.S. standards. 
Our immigration officels are receiving train­
ing from txJth local police investigators and 
the U.S. Department of Lalxlr. 

To better control toth immigration and 
the guest worker population in the 
CNMI, we have been developing the 
LIIDS system which tracks alien resi­
dents and workers through comput­
ers and photo identification cards. 
This year, the system will start record­
ing both entrances and exits by 
cardholders at our ports. 

The accomplishments of our De­
partment of Labor and immigration's 
Administrative Hearing Office deserve 
recognition from those who claim to 
represent the interests of alien con­
tract workers. In years past, labor 
claims by workers piled up in the hun­
dreds denying fundamental justice to 

those who had legitimate claims, such 
as non-payment of wages, unpaid 
overtime and mistreatment by em­
ployers. It was a badly administered, 
sloppy program which presented 
plenty of opportunities for abuse and 
corruption which were not overlooked 
by some. 

By contrast, this office in 1996, with 
added staff and two hearing officers 
who. are former judges, was able to 
eliminate the entire backlog of cases 
by conducting more than a thousand 
hearings during the year. This resulted 
in more than $2,000,000 in payments 
to workers, more than a 1,000 worker 
transferred to new employers and 200 
workers ordered to leave the CNMI, 
75 employers were barred from hir­
ing non-resident workers. And that 
pace is being maintained. As of the 
end of March, 1997, 325 hearings had 
been held on 345 cases and eight 
employers were barred from hiring. 
$111,081 in fines have been assessed 
against employers, as well as against 
employees who agree to violate the 
law by working illegally. 

We have done many things to im­
prove the performance of the Depart­
ment of Labor and Immigration, rang­
ing from greatly expanded office 
space and staffing to a complete re­
structuring of the Division of Labor. 

These changes are being made be­
cause it was clear that the number 
of labor disputes had to be cut, 
complaints heard promptly and ac­
tive cases closed and settled. 
That's being done and a further 
benefit of the labor reorganization 
has been an increase in the re­
sources available to monitor labor 
law compliance as well as inspec­
tion of non-resident work sites and 
living quarters. 

Finally, we've recognized that 
fundamental attitudes of our people 
and the reorganization of our orga­
nizational structure is necessary if 
we are to finish the job that's been 
started at the Department of Labor 
and Immigration. That is why we 
have hired Applied Business Eth­
ics International, a prominent con­
sulting firm to, in effect, help "rein­
vent" this entire department in a 
way to enhance efficiency, solve 
problems and cul the potential for 
corruption in such a system. 

Keep watching, because 
whether Congressman Miller or Al 
Stayman choose to recognize it, 
we're hard at work doing labor re­
forms they said they wanted in the 
Commonwealth of the Northern 
Mariana Islands.

Karidat out·offunds to 
help needy Bangladeshis

JOBLESS Bangladeshis have 
been the inost affected by the . 
recent cutdown of food as­
sistance by the social-service 
organization Kardiat. 

Karidat Executive Direetor 
Angie. V. Guerrero told the 
Variety all of the $37,000 
allotted .for food and shelter 
fo(the first semester (Janu­
ary-June) had been depleted, 
with most of it used to buy 
foods and pay for rents of 
needy Bangladeshis. 

Guerrero .said that as early as 
March the organization did not 
have anything to give away. 

Guerrero said Karidat had 
received $45,000 in govern­
ment grant out of which 
$37,000 had been set aside 
for food aid. 

According to the diocesan 
weekly North Star, the 
Bangladeshis constitute the 
largest ethnic group needing 
assistance on Saipan. 

These Bangladeshis usu­
ally are those who h.ive been 
victimized by job recruiters 
who could not provide them 
jobs when they arrived here.

THE DEPARTMENT of Laoor ,md 
Immigration has deponed a total of 
160 overstaying m1d illegally em­
ployed foreigners since January this 
year, DOLI Secretary Thomas 0. 
Sabhm said over the weekend. 

In an interview with reporters, 
Sablan said the bulk of those de­
ported were Chinese nationals, 
some 50 of which, it was gathered, 
were an·ested in Garapan's tourist 
area on su~picion of being pimps 
and prostitutes. 

Other deportees included Thai 
nationals, Filipinos, ,md Koreans. 

The aliens have been illegally 

and shelter assistance, but it

Nearly 300 Bangladeshis 
had been recipients of 
Karidat's assistance from 
February to April, the weekly 
church paper said. 

It said the food assistance 
being given now to the needy 
guest workers come from 
donations from concerned 
businesses and individuals. 

The Karidat hopes to re­
ceive $90,000 fund replen­
ishment from the Protective 
Services of the Department 
of Interior and another 
$45,000 from the CNMI, the 
paper added. 

Karidat, which also pro­
vides counseling services, 
relies mainly on grants.

Filipinos have always topped the 
number of foreign nationals dc­
pmted since 1993 until last year 
when the total number of dcponcd 
Chinese nationals shoi to 150. 

Gov. Froilan C. Tenorio has 
developed among majority 
Congressional Republicans, 
whose leadership has already 
vowed to stop the current 
threat to take over CNMI 's 
local control of immigration, 
labor and minimum wage. 

"Mr Babauta is apparently 
playing footsy with the liber­
als in Congress," the Con­
gressman said, "But I have 
news for Mr Babauta-the lib­
erals don't control Congress." 

According to Rohrabacher, 
Babauta 's "pro-minimum 
wage increase stand will de­
stroy jobs on the islands, drive 
investment away and create 
misery for thousands of work­
ing families in the CNMI." 

Rohrabacher cited the re­
cently released Hay Group 
report which analyzed the im­
pact of minimum wage in­
crease on the CNMI. 

While some federal officials 
have claimed that raising the 
minimum wage to U.S. levels 
would bring local workers into 
private sector jobs, the Hay

Group found this unlikely 
since government jobs, for 
example, pay far more than 
the U.S. minimum wage. 

The report predicted that 
even a modest minimum wage 
increase could deeply damage 
the tourism and garment in­
dustries not to mention over­
all government and private 
sector revenues. 

During a recent visit to 
Saipan, Washington Repre­
sentative Babauta said he had 

not read the Hay Group re­
port. 

Rohrabacher said that the 
Governor's positions favoring 
privatization, fiscal restraint 
and lower taxes reflect the 
views of the present majority 
in Congress, making changes 
to the CNMl Covenant or its 
present immigration and mini­
mum wage policies unlikely. 

Commenting on Cong. 
Rohrabacher's assertions, 
Gov. Tenorio's spokesman 
Mark Broadhurst said: "We've 
certainly felt that perhaps the 
Washington Representative 
was conspiring against us for 
a while now, and it has always 
been perplexing to us." 

"Mr Babauta's views are not in 
sync with the people of the Northern 
Marianas and his contrary views hurt 
them, not the Governor,'' said 
Broadhurst. 

"This is a time when Mr 
Babauta really needs to work 
with all of the leaders of the 
Commonwealth-not against 
them-to ensure our future is 
in line with the cultural, his­
torical and economic needs of 
the people."

DEPARTMENT of Public Health

Untalan also threatened to stop

The SHC director expressed dis­
appointment after he was allegedly 
infonnedthatCHCwouldnolonger 
accept treadmill/stress test refer­
rals from SHC unless the clinic's 
providers escort their patients and 
personally monitor their progress 
while undergoing such test proce­
dure. 

Untalan added that their staff 
was notified of the need to person­
ally escort SHC patients for tread­
mill/stress test evaluation because 
CHC providers were not being re­
imbursed for their service. 

In his response, Abraham ex­
plained that running an exercise 
treadmill 'test (EIT) is different 
from, for example, a routine blood 
test, as patients do not just ''show 
up" to have an EIT. 

Abraham told Untalan that the 
test has to be supervised by a phy­
sician knowledgeable not only in 
the reading and administeringETT, 
but also in the art and science of 
advanced cardiac resuscitation. 

An ETT can potentially result in 
death of the patient or a heart at­
tack, said the secretaiy. 

"Here at CHC, when a patient is 
referred to a member of our medi­
cal staff for an EIT, the patient-is 
seen, a complete and detailed his­
t01y and physical exam is obtained 
and then the EIT is performed," he 
said. 

Abraham said the physician who 
then supervises the test is not merely 
a technician but a highly skilled

professional whose opinion and 
reading of the test helps determine 
what course of action is to be taken. 

If another physician performs 
the original history and physical, 
he or she provides ample com­
munication to the physician per­
forming the ETI, the secretary 
pointed out. 

With regards to SHC's case, 
Abraham ;aid patients aJTive at 
CHC requesting to get art EIT 
without any prior notification or 
communication with any·of CHC 
physicians . 

"If you were to put yourself in 
the place of the patient who is there 

to get an exercise treadmill test, 
you would no doubt agree with me 
that you would want the physician 
who is supeivising the test to be 
completely familiar with your 
medical condition, your past his­
tory and why the test is being per­
formed," Abraham told Untalan. 

To resolve the issue and facili­
tate patient care, Abrahapi said a 
number of options were discussed 
with SHC's medical director by 
Dr. Artin Mahmoudi of CHC. 

"Unfortunately, these were mis­
represented in your letter. No men­
tion of a provider escort to CHC 
wasevermade," Abraham stressed.

Farrel urges Legislature 
to support PSS's budget

BOARD of Education chairman 
Don Farrell on Friday urged the 
Legislature to support the Public 
School System's budget request, 
specifically those provisions that 
involve school maintenance and 
salary increase for special educa­
tion teachers. 

Farrell, at the same time, sought 
the legislators' approval of a reso­
lution signed last April by Gov. 
Froilan C. Teno1io, authorizing 
PSS to borrow money from a pri­
vate loan agency for the construc­
tion of a new school. 

Farrell metFridaywith Speaker 
Diego Benavente, Vice Speaker 
Jesus Attao, and Sen. Thomas 
Villagomez to discuss the finan­
cial needs of PSS. 

The legislators are set to hold a 
leadership meeting today to tackle 
education-related legislation, in­
cluding thegovemor'sres9lution. 

"I feel confident that the legis­
lators will support us. If the reso­
lution is approved by the legisla­
ture, we will be able to have a new 
school by the end of August," 
Farrell told the Variety. 

The resolution signed by 
Tenorio seeks to authorize PSS to 
borrow money from the Califor­
nia Financial Services which has 
offered to lend PSS $8.5 million 
for the construction of a new high 
school in Koblerville. 

The proposed loan would be 
payable in JO .Years at an annual 
interest rate of 5.6 percent. 

On the budget issue, Farrell 
hopes to convince the legislature 
into appropriating an amount that 
would enable PSS to meet main­
tenance requirement for schools.

dously underfunded," the board 
chairman said. 

Farrell said the climatic condi­
tion in the islands is "destructive 
to our buildings" such that they 
need constant maintenance.

PSS has sought $27.3 million 
for CIP projects,. school repair 
and maintenance, but the 
Governor's Office slashed it to 
$5 million.

MTC cuts interisland rates I 

MICRONESIAN Telecommu­
nications Corporation's sub­
scribers on Saipan, Tinian and 
Rota will see a significant de­
crease in the price of their in­
ter-is land telephone calls 
when they receive their bill 
for service during the month 
of June. 

As of today, June 9, MTC is 
cutting the price of inter-is­
land calls to just 15 cents per 
minute following the inaugu­
ration of fiber-optic cable ser­
vice. 

This means that subscribers on 
the three-island will now make 
all their voice, fax and data con­
nections through the multi-mil­
lion dollar fiber-optic cable, MTC 
said in a news release.

of immigration and local labor 
policies. 

Gov. Froilan Tenorio, in a 
press statement released last 
week, said the US Immigration 
and Naturalization Service has 
already revealed that it will send 
all foreign workers home upon 
expiration of their contracts. 

"I'm optimistic it is not going 
to happen," Varela said. 

"That (mass repatriation) is 
destructive to CNMI's 
economy. I dont think they (US 

government) will do that." 
Philippine and CNMI govern­

ment officials are set to discuss 
possibilities of amending a 1994 
Memorandum of Understanding 
on the deployment of Filipino 
workers to the Commonwealth 
on June 23. 

The move was reached after 
Tenorio, according to Varela, 
sent an "emissary" to Manila 
early this month requesting for 
a dialogue. The "emissary," 
identified as former acting At­
torney General Sebastian Aloot, 
will form part of the CNMI 
government's panel which also 
includes Labor and Immigra-

tion Secretary Thomas 0. ·sablan 
and Commerce Chamber Chair­
man Dave Sablan. 

The DOLi Secretary, in an in­
terview also over the weekend, 
expressed optimism the talks will 
result to key agreements on. the 
deployment of Filipino workers 
to the Commonwealth. 

The reported I 02 percent in­
crease in the number of com­
plaints filed by workers against 
employers and the rejection by 
most CNMI employers of a 
POEA policy on free board and 
lodging to Filipino employees 
are expected to highlight the 
talks.

Kilali Alailima, director of the Pa­

Travelers· get stranded, paid 
for Continental 'overbooking'

MAJURO-Thirty years ago, there 
had to be a big event for Majuro to 
fill the seats ofitsooce-a-week-prop 
plane llight t.o Honolulu. But last 
week, more than 100 ticketed pas­
sengers were bumped off the three­
weekly Boeing727ilightsthatCon­
tinental Micronsiaoperates between 
the Marshall Islands' capital and 

· Honolulu. 
And with schoolsoutforthesum­

mer, getting out of Majuro is ex­
pected to get harder in the corning 
two months, not easier. 

With students and teachers on 
vacation vying for seats with visi­
torsandgovemmenttravelers, Con­
tinental Micronesia is having diffi­
cult time meeting demand, particu­
larly as it is able to land only once a 
week at Johnston Ts land for refuel­
ing, causing severe passenger and 
cargo restrictions on the other two 
ilights because of the extra fuel that 
required to reach Honolulu non­
stop, 2,200 miles to the nor1heasL 

Up until 1995, Continental oper­
ated four weekly flights connecting 
MajurowithHonolulu, but cut back 
to three while Air Marshall Islands 
was offering competing jet service 
to Honolulu. 

Despiteseasonallyheavyloadsin 
1996 and this year, Continental has 
notrestored the fourth weekly flight, 
though occassionally it provides a 
dedicated carg0:flight to clear out 
backlogs of mail and freight des­
tined for the islands. 

1)11 one flight alone last. week, a 
total of 67 were reportedly bumped, 
costing Continental Micronesia tens 

of thousands of dollars in expenses 
for hotels and meals,accordingtoa 
local Continental official. 

This week appears also to be 
heavily booked, according to local 
Continental officials, although fre­
quently there are a large number of 
"no-shows." 

Last week's massive passenger 
bumps may be just a taste of what is 
to come, according to Continental 
officials. 

Although June is a noimally 
heavy month for travel, as students 
and teachers arc out of school and 
traveling, August is expected to see 
even heavier passenger traffic, ac­
cording to Continental officials. 
Virtual! y all ofihe airline's seats for 
August are already booked solid. 

The overbookings and weigh 
limitations are also causing U.S. 
mail to be bumped from the 
flights. No mail went out of 
Majuro to Honolulu on the flights 
this past week, and the local post 
office until Wednesday wa~ re­
fusing to accept next-day deliv­
ery letters because no mail was . 
being carried by Continental, 
postal officials said. 

Similarly, mail deliveries from 
Honolulu have been delayed be­
cause of heaby in-coming passen­
ger loads.

Indonesia scraps F-16 deal

JAKARTA, Indonesia (AP) · 
The government said Friday that 
it has canceled a deal to buy nine 
F-16 fighter jets from the United 
Stales because of repeated cri ti­
cism of Indonesia's human rights 
record by U.S. Congressmen. 
Foreign Minister Ali Alatas said 
the decision was conveyed in a 
letter from President Suharto sent 
to President Bill Clinton on Mon­
day. 

Indonesia also has decided to 
pull out of a U.S.-sponsored In­
ternational Military Education and 

Training program, or IMET, 
Alatas told reporters. 

No cash deal had been negoti­
ated on the jets. l11e training pro­
gram was worth dlrs 2.5 million, 
Alatas said .. 

Quoting from the letter, Alatas 
said the decision was in -reaction 
to "wholly unjustified criticisms 
in the United States Congress 
against Indonesia." 

AU .S. Embassy spokesman in 
Jakarta said bilateral relations re­
main close despite the cancella­
tion.

Suharto turns 76 with 
~l fimier grip on power· 

President Suharto

JAKARTA, Indonesia - Presi­
dent Suharto of Indonesia turned 
76 Sunday appm-ently dete1mined 
to lead the world's fourth most 
populous nation into the new mil­
lennium. 

The Fonner army general is 
Asia's longest-serving head of 
state and ranks with Cuba's Fidel 
Castro as one of the world's most 
enduring leaders. 

"Suharto is expected to lead 
the nation's enuy into the 21st 
ccntmy," the Jakarta Post said 
Sunday in a frontpage birthday 
uibute. 

The son of a poorly educated 
farmer, Suharto took over from 
Indonesia's· founding president 
Sukarno after the armed forces 
crushed an abottive communist 
coup in 1965. 

Tolerating little political dissent 
to maintain stability, he has led In­
donesia from near chaos to being 
one of the world's fastest growing 
economies. Bu this government has 
come under attack under allega­
tions of mmpant ne1xitism and cor­
ruption. 

Despite his age and rumors of ill­
health, Suharto shows no sign of 
easing his grip. 

On Friday he surprised analysts, 
diplomats, ministers and aides by 
suddenlypromotingtheanny 's high­
profile Chief of Staff Gen. Hartono 
to minister for information. 

l.astweek,hisrulingGolkarparty 
secured a landslide win in general . 
elections paving the way for a new 
parliament to elect him to a seventh 
five-year tenn. 
· Although Suharto hasn't made 

an official announcement, he is 
· expected to stand again. The big. 
question is: Who wilLsucceed. 
him?. 

After remaining in power for 
over three decades, there are no 

. clear signs as to when Suharto 
will step down or who will take 
his place. 

Such uncertainty c.asts a 
shadow over every important is-· 
sue facing Indonesia, the world's 
largest Islamic nation. 

Arbi Sanit, a professor of poli­
tics at the University of Indone­
sia, said it was difficult to specu­
late on a successor. 

"He's been in power for so 
long," Sanit said. 

Many don't want him to step 
down at all. 

"The key to success of the cur~ 
1-ent government is its leadership. 
In this case, President Suhruto," 
Sudomo, a close associate of 
Suharto, told the Jakarta Post re­
cently. 'Tm not trying to start a 
personality cult, but he has the 
qualities necessary for national 
development." 

Palace officials said Suharto 
celebrated his bi1thday pdvately 
with family and f1iends. 

Discontent has grown among 
many ordimuy Indonesiims as they 
watch Suharto's six children and 
associates amass fortunes through 
government contract~ and official 
monop:ilies. 

'Il1is is thought to have triggered 
a series of bloody riots and protests 
that mmTC(I the campaign for the 
May29election.~. Nearly300people 
died in the violence and accidents 
during the campaign. 

Some commentators have sug­
gested that Suharto's eldest daugh­
ter Tutut, a multimillionai1e and 
leading figure in Golkar, may be 
named as vice-president next year. 
But she's denied her father is plan­
ning a "Suharto dynasty." 

Last month, the Australiim Na­
tional University said Suharto's 
government has damaged itscred­
ibility through cronyism and cor­
ruption. 

The unusually blunt analysis 
criticized the "unending stream 
of special deals and privileges" 
that have enriched Suharto's fam­
ily and his network of associates. 

have recently urged Clinton to 
postpone or cancel the deal be­
cause of alleged human rights 
abuses by Indonesia's military, 
particularly against separatists in 
the former Portuguese colony of 
East Timor. 

Humanrights activists have ac­
cused the military of killings, tor­
ture and illegal imprisonment of 
East Timorese. 

In his news conference, Alatas 
singled out a bill called the Indo~ 
nesia Military Assistance Ac­
countability Act drafted by U.S. 
Rep. Patrick Kennedy. The bill 
would eliminate $ 26 million in 
annual aid and$ 600,000formili­
tary education and training to In­
donesia. 

Kennedy visited East Timor 
last Christmas and spent time with 
Roman Catholic Bishop Carlos 
Filipe Ximenes Belo, a co-winner 
of the 1996 Nobel Peace Prize.

Bank raided again in scandal

TOKYO (AP) - For the sec­
ond time in about two weeks, 
prosecutors raided the head 
office of Dai-Ichi Kangho 
Bank Ltd. on Friday to gather 
evidence about illegal loans 
the major bank allegedly made 
to a corporate racketeer. 

The prosecutors also 
searched several other local 
Dai-Ichi 's offices in Tokyo, 
and its spokeswoman, Aki 
Shiraishi, said the bank will 
fully cooperate with the in­
vestigation.

20, Dai-lchi Kangyo, which 
has branches in the United

States, also has filed a report 
about the scandal to the Fed­
eral Reserve Bank in New 
York, as required by U.S. law, 
Shiraishi said. 

On Thursday, four Dai-Ichi 
Kangyo executives were ar­
rested on suspicion of loaning 
nearly 12 billion yen ($ 103 
million) to Ryuichi Koike, a 
racketeer, between 1994 and 
1996 to ensure that he 
wouldn't disrupt the bank's 
stockholders meetings. 

Many companies in Japan 
are suspected of making simi­
lar payoffs to racketeers who 
threaten to disrupt shareholder 
meetings with embarrassi11g 
revelations or shouting 
matches.

cancer will continue to eat into 
corporate Japan," said an edi­
torial in Friday editions of the 
Asahi Shimbun, a major na­
tionwide newspaper.

BEIJING (AP) - Italian Premier 
Romano Prodi, who is visiting 
China to promote economic and 
trade ties, looked on as Chinese 
and Italim1 companies signed an 
agreement for joint oil produc­
tion and exploration. 

Thi! ceremony occurred Thurs­
day, the day that Prodi anived in 
Beijing with Italy's trade minis­
ter, Augusto Fantozzi, and a busi­
ness delegation. 

In a meeting with Premier ti 
Peng, Prodi said Italy would use 
the "technology of tomorrow" to 
help China modernize and would 
work to advance overall relations 
with China, the China Daily re­
ported Priday. 

The oil agreement is between 
China National Petroleum Corp. 
and AGIP, a unit of Italy's state 
energy hQlding company, Ente 
Nazionale Idrocarburi SpA. 

It sets up a 50-50 partnership, 
called CHINAGIP Overseas Pe-

trolcum B. V., that will cooperate 
in the development of hydrocar­
bon resources in third countries, a 
statement said. 

"It is the first time that a West­
ern oil company has signed an 
agreement of such strategic im­
portance with China," the China 
Daily said. 

The two sides hope to expand 
into Africa, the Middle East and 
Central Asia with the new com­
pany, which will be incorpo­
rated in the Netherlands.

Vietcombank Ho Chi Minh 
City branch deputy director 
Nguyen Ngoc Eich and the 
bank's credit department head, 
Pham Thanh Tung, are sus­
pected of helping push through 
a series of questionable loans 
for Minh Phung. 

Bich and Tung also stand ac­
cused of providing a number of 
questionable loans to other pri­
vate companies, the state-con­
trolled Labor newspaper said. 

Vietcombank suspended the 
executives after several loan re­
cipients, including Minh Phung, 
defaulled on the payments, La­
bor reported. 

Minh Phung, once one of 
Vietnam's brightest private sec­
tor success stories, is now em­
broiled in a loan scam that has 
already led to the arrest of 23 
company and subsidiary execu­
tives, including founder and di­
rector Tang Minh Phung. 

One senior Minh Phung ex­
ecutive was found dead over the 
weekend. Police are investigat­
ing the death of Minh Phung 
financial director Nguyen Van 
Ha, who was in charge of loan 
negotiations. 

Nguyen Van Ha, in charge of 
financial affairs at Minh Phung 
and a former Vietcombank ex­
ecutive, used his old banking 
connections to help Minh Phung 
secure various loans, the Labor 
newspaper reported. 

His body was found seated 
next to a wall with his face 
pressed against an electric 
sockel.

The news agency 
said, without explanation, that the 
kidnappers realized their demand 
for ransom "became impossible." 
l11e kidnappers reportedly were 
demanding dlrs 2 million for the 
journalists' release. 

l11e Chechen interior minister, 
Kazbek Makhashe, said the release· 
came as a result of the "successful 
operation of all the republic's law 
enforcement agencies." However, 
he refused to discuss the details of 
the operation, except to confirm 
that no ransom had been paid. 

"The essential thing is that the 
work has been done and the jour­
nalists have been freed," he said. 

Besides Zagnoiko, the kidnap­
pers had held three employees of 
Radio Russia - Yuri Arkhipov, 
Nikolay Mamulashvili and Lev 
Zcltser.

LUBUMBASHI, Congo (AP) -
Pressured by the United States, 
President Laurent Kabil a promised 
Saturday that U.N. officials could 
freely investigate allegations his 
forces massacred refugees in east­
ern Congo. 

For months, Ka bi la and his aides 
have denied atrocities against the 
refugees. Lately, faced with the 
realization that the issue could cost 
his new government foreign aid, 
Kabila has moved closer to accept­
ing some blame, saying some refu­
gees may have been caught in civil · 
war cross fire. 

Kabila,commentingafterameet­
ing with Washington's ambassa­
dor to the United Nations, Bill 
Richardson, said he doubted U.N. 
investigators would find ariything. 
"There are no mass killings in our 
country," he said. 

Richardson and Kabila, who took 
power last month after ousting 
Mobutu Sese Seko's 31-year dic­
tatorship, described their meeting

as successful and destined to im­
prove relations. The United States 
is linking financial aid for Congo to 

human rights issues and moves 
toward democracy. 

The United Nations has accused 

Kabila's government of blocking 
its investigations into the alleged 
massacres, but Kabila said Satur­
day that a U.N. team can begin 
work in eastern Congo on July 7. 

"We guaranteed ... our com­
plete willingness to work with the 
agencies of the United Nations, as 
we have always done," Kabi la said. 
"We also took the opportunity to 
reaffinn our complete engagement 
in the protection of refugees who 
find themselves on our te1Titory ." 

Richardson said the meeting 
went well. 

"Our view is that our meeting 
was successful and will open up a 
new era in the relations between 
the United States and the Demo­
cratic Republic of Congo," he said. 

After meeting with Kabila in 
Lubumbashi, Richardson flew to 
Kisangani to visit a camp where 
starving and desperately ill 
Rwandan refugees are prepared by 
the U.N. refugee agency for their 
return home.

They have accused Kabi la and his 
Tutsi-backed army, which was 
heavily backed by Rwanda's Tutsi­
led government, of targeting them.

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Simpson reflects on future 
By LINDA DEUTSCH 

LOS ANGELES ( i\P) - Three 
years and two trials after his ex­
wife's slaying, OJ. Simpson says 
he's resigned to a future clouded by 
public disdain and financial ruin 
but is buoyed by loyal friends and 
the challenge of raising two chil­
dren. 

He knows most people think he's 
a murderer but says: "I'm beyond 
defending myself. I have total faith 
thateventually the trnth will emerge 
and they will know they were mis­
taken .. " 

In a rare at-home interview, 
Simpson told The Associated Press 
he expects to lose his Brentwood 
mansion to foreclosure - "11ie 
house is history" -but will stay in 
Los Angeles where his children 
have flocks of friends and "I have 
such a support base." 

He denies reports that singer 
Michael Jackson loaned him $1.6 
million or that the Sultan ofBrunei 
offered to bankroll him. All ofit, he 
said, is fiction. 

Yes, he and the kids visited 
Jackson's Neverland ranch near 
Santa Barbara, but"Michael wasn't 
there." As for money, "He never 
offered and I never asked." 

Simpson was interviewed in his 
living room, now missing the arti­
facts of his life witl1 Nicole Brown 
Simpson. The paintings, the 
L'llique and Baccarat crystal figu­
rines and the football trophies all 
were carried away by sheriff's 
deputies as pmtial payment for the 
$33.5 million in damages he was 
ordered to pay in his wrongful death 
trial. 

In February, a jury found 
Simpson liable for the killings of 
Ms. Simpson and herfriend, Ronald 
Goldman, disagreeing with a crimi­
nal trial jurythataequitted Simpson 
of the crimes in October 1995. 

Once a millionaire, Simpson said 
he was broke - his fortune eaten 
up by legal costs - and could not 
pay the judgment to the Brown llild 
Goldman families. 

The plamtiffs began seizing his 

assets. 
The memory of that day obvi­

ously stings, but he's grateful some­
one alerted him to get the children 
out of the house. 'To see items 
they'd lived with their entire life 
taken away would have been aw­
ful," Simpson said. 

He recounts the kindness of 
friends and neighbors who quickly 
filled his empty walls with pic­
tures. "At least it didn't look like a 
dungeon when the children came 
home," he said. 

Simpson, wearing sho1ts and a 
golf shirt, appeared fit, but walked 
slowly and said he is troubled by 
arthritis. He will tum 50 in July, a 
milestone he mentioned more than 
once. 

The children, Sydney, 12, and 
Justin, 9, are thecenterof Simpson's 
uni verse now. They were at school 
duiing the morning interview, but 
their presence was everywhere, 
from the swings and slide in the 
yard to stuffed animals and framed 
portraits with their father in the 
house. 

He basks in their accomplish­
ments, the most recent being 
Justin's spot on a school basketball 
team and Sydney's interest in her 
father's favorite sport, golf. 

"My goal anddreamistoplay golf 
with my kids. That's what you focus 
on. You can't focus on the negatives. 
You deal with what's happening to­
day." 

What's happening, of course, in­
cludes his banishment from the posh 
Riviern Counl!y Club. He now plays 
golf at public courses with bonowed 
clubs. His were confiscated. · 

'Toe gratification is still as much 
when I get a birdie at Rancho (a public 
course) ... I'm not suffe,ing," he said. 
"It seems to upset people that I'm not 
nuts." 

Simpson says some friends have 
stuck by him, risking public disap­
proval, and he's proud that parents of 
Sydney and Justin's friends allowed 
their children to attend a 1ecent slcep­
overal his home with Simpson as the 
adult chaperone.

"The president gets help 
sometimes on his speeches, but 
there's only one pen on this one -
and it's Daddy's," White House 
press secretary Mike McCurry said. 

The Clintons braced for an emo­
tional day illld an emptier, lonelier 
White House as the parade of 122 
graduates across the field at the 
private Sidwell Friends School 
marked 17-year-oldChelsea'sfirst 
steps toward separation. 

The Clintons' only child leaves 
in the fall for California and fresh­
man year at Stanford University. 

"We find ourselves fighting back 
tears as we contemplate what our 
days will be like when our daugh­
ter leaves the nest to embark on 'a 
new stage oflife,"Hillary Rodham 

Clinton wrote this week in her syn­
dicated newspaper column. 

She recalled when her own 
mother, after ferrying her to 
Wellesley College, climbed into 
the back seat of the car and cried all 
the way home. As for Friday's oc­
casion, "I can only hope I show as 
much restraint as she did before I 

·climb into the back seat myself," 
Mrs. Clinton said. 

The ceremony at Sidwell 
Friends, a Quaker school in no1th­
west Washington, traditionally es­
chews a processional and the wear­
ing of caps and gowns. 

The school has Jong attracted 
the progeny of Washington elite. 
PresidentTheodoreRoosevelt, who 
enrolled his son Archie there, was 
the last president to speak at 
Sid well' s commencement, in 1907.

Fossil may support link 
between birds, dinosaurs 

WASHINGTON (AP) - Re­
searchers say a 4-inch-long (10 
centimeter) bird fossil discovered 
in Spain Sllpp:irts the idea that 
birds evolved from dinosaurS. 

The fossil of a baby bird that 
lived .130 million years ago is the 
earliesthatchling ever discovered. 
It has a head and teeth like a 
dinosaur, but its wings, shoulders 
and breast bone are more like 
those of modem birds, research­
ers report in a study to be pub­
lished Friday in the journal Sci­
ence. 

Scientists said the wing struc-

ture, which included evidence of 
feathers, suggests the bird would 
have been a better flier than Ar-

. chaeopteryx, an animal that lived 
about 150 million years ago and 
is the earliest known true bird. 

The fossilized baby bird is 
thought to represent a new spe.­
cies, but it has not been given a 
scientific name.
