Articl s C4 to Ci proviJc that tho Chief Justice
shall j rcide over the Judiciary Department;
shall be Chancellor of the Kind-.m- , and rive him
power as such to preside over the House of No-

bles when it sits judicially in impeachment cases;
and to excrcie"; such other jurisdiction in equity
and other cases as the-- law may Confer upon him.
And there is an entire absence throughout the
whole of this instrument of words conveying any
such supposed authority as we have mentioned.

Neither can it c derived from the high title of
Chancellor, for there arc surely no great powers
latent in a name alone without some express gift.
The name of Cltanccllur is at plied to officers of
very different functions in diffi rent states of
Kuroj-- and in different states of the United
.States. That officer is just w hat he is expressly
constituted, whether a political Chancellor as in
rrusn'a ; an officer of legation as w ith the French ;

the judge of a Court of Chancery, otherwise
called Lquity, as in some of the United .States;
or as here, the head of the Judiciary Department,
and a judge with fruity jurisdiction though
sharing the latter power with both his associates.

On the other hand, th Constitution docs pro-
vide otherwise for the temporary and limited ex-

ercise of the JJoyil Tower, in several emergen-
cies that may arise. In the event of the Throne
falling to a minor heir, and no Regency provided
by the will of the deceased Sovereign, his Cabinet
call the legislature to elect suoh Urgency, and
meantime themselves act as a Regency exercising
the I'oyal Powers in the name of the young Sov-

ereign. In the same way when there is no suc-

cessor, the Cabinet call the Legislature who elect
a King, and if that King were a minor would also
elect his Regent or Council of Regency. There
is here no more intimation of tho executive power
being wielded by the Chancellor of the Kingdom
than by the Marshal of the Kingdom. The only
act of Royal Power and rrcrogativc mentioned
the convening of the legislature is expressly
assigned to the Cabinet, of which the Chancellor
is not a member. It can never be supposed that
the Cabinet, having done this, will then look to
the Chief Justice for further authority, and con-

duct the Government ad interim as his Ministers.
The act of convening the Legislature is of high

authority and great responsibility, when and
where it shall meet; whether in four weeks, as
lately, or whether the interregnum 6hall be longer
or shorter. Further, the Cabinet might have the
responsibility of deciding who arc the Represent-
atives to 1h) called a subject w hich we discussed
last week and that resjonsibility is one that
cannot be shifted to other shoulders. The
Cabinet being responsible for the acts of a
Sovereign, none of which have any fjrce or effect
without being countersigned by a Minister, it
must bo held that they cannot shift the responsi-
bility of interregnum acts aud administration
upon cither the Chancellor or the Court. There
is, however, a provision for asking the opinion of
the Justices.

Rut perhaps all this is too obvious, notwith-
standing the opinion referred to in the outset as
entertained by some. And in fact, we supposo
that tho distinguished official whose executive
jurisdiction we have been considering would be
the last to pretend to any such extraordinary,
inconsistent and conflicting powers.

The Internationals.
Perhaps no sooial diaturbancc of modern days ever

occasioned so much alarm at the time among the gov-

ernments and crowned heads of Europe, as that which
was aroused by the uprising of the Internationals,
some three years since. lr a few months it was the
theme of newspaper discourse in all parts of the
world, and the prognostications as to the aim and ul-

timatum of the mysterious society were in many
cases as amusing as they were absurd the sensa-

tional class cf newspapers being especially great with
the cares of nations in this matter. Gradually
however, this species tf Communism has died out.
The members assembled in general Congress could

tins age of enlightenment, that such a mode of
treatment of this class of cases is radically wrong.
We have our hospitals for those suffering
any disease, no matter what or how caused, with
the exception of the mania fjr drink. If a man
is mad upon any other point than that of insatia-
ble thirst, our laws make provision lor his eafe
custody.

In tht.-- United States, in Kngland and in the
colonies of Australia, habitual drunkenness is
trcat.-- as a disease; asylums and " Homes of the
Inebriate" have been established with remarka-
ble success. In Melbourne, as we learn from re-

cent papers, an asylum lor the reception and cure
of dipsomaniacs has been established fur some
time, and has been found to answer admirably
the purpose it was intended to subserve. It has
not only redeemed the drunkard, who but for such
a valuable institution would have met a horrible
death from delirium or suicide, but it has caused
many a man to be returned to his family at least
temporarily reformed, If not permanently so ; and
there is the institution to receive back the erring
mortal should he find the craving for drink com-

ing on him which may cause a relapse to his
former terrible vice. Many these institutions
have been nearly g, because, as it
unfortunately happens, there are many members
of the well-o- ff and comfortably situated classes
who require the restraining powers conferred on
these asylums, and whose friends or relatives are
both able and willing to pay for their admission
and retention.

In making these statements, we are not about
to urge the propriety of building an asylum for
dipsomaniacs in this country; but we desire to
exhibit the view taken of the subject in other
countries as a contrast and a reproof to our own
mode of dealing with the disease, with the hope
that some action may be taken towards amending
the law in this particular.

Is looking over our exchanges we came across au
account of a new process for cleaning wool, recently
discovered and patented in England, which, it will
be of interest to those of our readers interested in
sheep-farmin- g, we here insert. Whether it be on the
sheep's back, or after the clip, the way in which wool
is cleaned is of vital importance to all any way con-
cerned with this great staple of textile industry.
Any improved method whereby wool, however clogged
with dirt or grease, can be purified cheaply, thor-
oughly, and quickly without trouble, and so as not
to injure in any way the fibre of the wool, is neces-
sarily welcome as an economic discovery, and claims
the closest attention of all industrially or commercially
interested in wool. Such a discovery seems to have
been made by the Bank Wool Cleansing Company,
the patentees (one of the gentlemen connected with
it being himself a retired squatter) and exclusive
manufacturers of a neutral soap, which, a deter-
gent, possesses several remarkable and valuable
properties. Guaranteed to be destitute of alkali or
acid, the chemical effects of which on wool are well
known to be so destructive, the soap in question does
not in any case damage the wool, which it actually
whitens. The patentees also claim for it an Improv-
ing and preserving quality. The wool has simply to
be soaked previously in hot or cold water in order to
remove loose dirt ; after this the neutral soap to be
added iu the proportion of one gallon to thirty to
cither hot or cold water ready to wash the wool or
the sheep before shearing, the usual manipulation,
results in the wool being rendered perfectly pure, of
a dazzling whiteness, and that with an unknown

Cold water will answer, but hot eflicts an
economy in material, time, and labor. In the wash-
ing of sheep the value of this new powerful de-

tergent is enhanced very greatly by the fact that
should the animal happen to swallow the liquid no
harm will result; another great advantage is that it
is free from taste or smell. Totent as the prepara-
tion is fur removing dirt and extracting grease, it ac-

tually softens the skin of the hand of those using it,
or even the sensitive lip, without injury to the skin.

These results to the
commission of unlawful acts prove the determination
of the Miuistry to be the conservators of the public
morals, with one class of offenders at least, while the
detection of the wrong doers equally proves the
devotion and energy of the police force; but how is

it, that while punishment for these offenses, the com-

mission of which except for the intervention of the
Government through its agents might not have been

' known to one out of a hundred of the community,
has been so heavily visited upon the unfortunate
delinquents, how is it, that the agent of the Govern-
ment, its own exponent, the subsidired publisher of
the Mission Board, has Leen openly accused in the
columns of another paper of this city of unres trained
traffic in the vilest obscenities and no official notice
taken of the alleged offence?

" Time is money," says the old proverb. " Time
j is the most precious of all things," writes the old

philosopher Seneca. The printer is paid according to
the niraiber of ma bo sate- - up. If tboix b loses an
hour ia a day in consequence of illegible copy, is not
the writer guilty of robbing him of one-ten- th of his

! wages for the day ? But the writer excuses himself
j by saying that he cannot spend time to write a fair
i hand. He should think that the time of the printer,
I or of his correspondent is worth as much as his own.
! I have known individuals to spend a quarter of an

hour in finding out the meaning of a single sentence;
and that loss of time must be laid to the account of

i the writer. Others think that it does not pay to
spend time in this way, and they pass over such
sentences. If one loves his neighbor as himself, and
places a just estimate upon his own time, he will not

occasion a loss of his neighbor's time by his illegible
writing. Tress of business does not excuse him for
scribbling off what causes wearisome effort to er;

for Eome of the most rapid writers are, at the
same time, the most legible. It is carelessness, a
lack of taste, that covers the sheet with pot-hoo-

It is a thoughtless disregard of the rights of others
that inflicts upon a correspondent a loss of time, and
of patience.

He who wishes his thoughts to be read, will take
pains to give form and comeliness to h?s letters., The
Jate Mr. Wyllie was a voluminous writer; as his Sec- -

j retary informed me, he left cords and cords of paper

them ? If he had written a fair hand, some doubtless
would consult his writings with interest, for the sake

A Long Cruise. The schooner Puuuhi left this,
port for Ililo on the Oth of December and arrived
here on Thursday last, 29th of January, having been
absent fifty days quite long enough to have made
the trip to California and back. But she has experi
enced almost continuous bad weather on the coast of
Hawaii, and lost two anchors before getting a load
of 6ugar.

In the foreign news column of Wednesday's Ga-

elic we have some of the lucubrations of a corres
pondent of a New Zealand paper, writing from Ho-

nolulu, and describing the " gentle savages " of the
Navigator Islands; but his account of them is so

"mixed" that people abroad will quite naturally
think that he is talking about the Hawaiians. He
says " they will uo anything lor money,' but that

any one coming this way will do better far with old
clothes in the way of barter than can be done with
money. An old shirt will get fruit, shells, clubs, or
fancy grass-mad-e counterpanes. We stopped at Ho-

nolulu seven days," &C It is to be hoped that tour-
ists by the new steamship line will not take the advice
of this writer and attempt to flood us with " old clo."

Sporting. It would be well for the Government '

to take the pains to inform strangers arriving here
from abroad, whether travelers or persons attached
to national vessels, that we have a law forbidding
the carrying of guns fur sporting purposes in the
neighborhood of this city without special license.
yuite recently, as we are informed, two strangers
were seen gunning at Waikiki, and one of the results
of their " sport " was the shooting of a valued white
cockatoo, belonging to a resident of the city, and
which had a nest and was breeding in a tree at
Waikiki. The law reads as follows :

Section 2. Any person in said District (Hono
lulu) who shall use or carry fur sporting purposes,
any gun, carbine, ritle, pistol, or other hre-arm- s,

without having first obtained a license as herein
before provided, shall, upon conviction thereof, be
lined in a sum not to exceed fifty dollars for every
such offense, and in default of payment of such sum,
shall be imprisoned at hard labor until such fine and
costs are paid, according to law." .

THE LEI51SLATI4 E I l.lCTIO.N KOft KINO.
As the eighth of January drew near, riiumrs be-

gan to circulate to the effect that (Yl. Kalakaua was
making every effort to intliicnce the legislators in his
favor, and much uneasiness was felt lest the election
of the first should be reversed by the actii n of the
Legislature, in which case there seemed little doubt
but that serious civil disorder would ensue. On the
afternoon of Monday the sixth, these rumors devel-

oped into definite reports, and it wus stated that
Hon. Mr. Kipi, a member from Hawaii t.f consider-
able influence, had been gained over by Col. Kala-

kaua. Later in the evening several more members
were reported to have followed Mr. Kipi.

Kalakaua had staked his hopes on the legislative
election. It does not appear that he eutered the
election of the first of January as a candidate, but
simply strove by his proclamation and in other ways
to cause its failure.

Tuesday had been appoiutcd for the funeral of the
late king, but after the troops und people began to
assemble for the procession, the clouds which had
been gathering on the mountains through the morn-

ing, darkened the whole sky and omed down a
copious shower which scattered the gathered mourn-
ers and caused the funeral to be postponed till Satur-

day. In the evening the accounts of the recreancy
of representatives became more definite and alarm-

ing, and it seemed doubtful whether the election of
the Trincc could be carried, especially as it was be-

lieved that a considerable number of the nobles were
unfavorable to him. The excitement in the city of
Honolulu both amone: native fcMMtjwn
ureat, ana me morrow was awaited with anxious
foreboding.

The eighth of January opened with a bright, calm
moraine. All business was civen up to Ihe one
work of the day, the settlement of the succession
to the throne. During the forenoon the streets were
filled with groups of people of all classes and races,
eagerly talking over the coming event. The latest
rumors as to the position of the different represent-
atives were discussed with discouraging conclusions
The nobles were weighed in the balances of public opin
ion but without brightening the prospect. Actual
fighting was regarded as inevitable should the elec

tion reverse the vote of the first. Many prepared
themselves for emergencies by arming.

Early in the morning Prince Lunalilo with a num
ber of his friends debated the events of the day and
their possible results. Little satisfaction was gained
from this consultation. They were unable to count
enough undoubted supporters in the Assembly to en
sure the election. The Prince was grave and anx-

ious. He was aware of Ihe spirit of the people and
that it was their resolute determination to greet him
as King that day. No one could divine all that
might happen.

At the same time quite a different scene was tak
ing place at Kalakaua's house. The gallant Colonel

was preparing himself and his friends for the for-- ;
tunes of the day over the viands of a well uppoiuted
breakfast, to which a number of the representatives
and others had been invited. The affair was gener-
ally regarded as a political move, but whatever may
have been the intention, the meal passed off in an
ordinary manner, and little was said about the
claims of the rivals to the throne. Ihe ntitnUr
present was small.

Noon was the time fixed for the sitting of the
Legislature, and as it drew near the current of

movement in the streets, tended toward the Court
House; many of the crowd were armed with stones and
cudgels and some with revolveis, borne with a grim
determination to sec the question settled immediately
and their choice proclaimed as King in one way if
not in another. They thronged into the Court House
square and surrounded the building, where they
quietly waited for such instruction as events might
afford. When the doors of the audience division of
the Legislative Hall were ojened, those nearest
thronged in and filled it at ence. At noon the As--

sembly was called to order. Nearly all of the merti- -i

bers were in their seats A few moments later a
tumultuous cheering from the crowd outside an- -j

nounced the arrival of the Piince, vvho had walked

over from his lesidence 4vith two or three friends.
Wheu he entered the Hall, the audience arose aud
welcomed htm v itli hearty shouts.

Business was onened by the presentation ami read- -

ing by the Cabinet of the" late king, documents re--

lating to his demise and to their subsequent official

action. The motion was then made that the Legis-- i
lature proceed immediately to the election of a king
from among the chiefs of the kingdom, according to
the provision cf the Constitution for a vacancy in
the succession ; when this was passed, Lunalilo left
the Hall, and awaited in an adjoining room, the re-

sult. As the members had taken their seats they
had each received a duplicate letter from Col. Kala-

kaua, stating his claim to the throne as being a
member of an ancient and honorable line of Hawai-

ian chieftains, and requesting their votes in the en-

suing election. The letter was manly in its tone and
couched in simple and appropriate language quite
different from his gorg.-ou- s manifest.; of the twenty-eight- h

of December. He w is not present through
the proceedings but remained at the Pl ice with the
military on guard over the still unbtiried corpse of
the late king. Another paper printed over the sig-

nature of " TJe People " was also distributed among

the members reminding them of the national deci-

sion of New Year's day nod sngnesting that they
should all sign, their names to their ballots that it
might be known who, if any, should try to thwart
the wishes of the people. For the more successful
carrying out t.f this suggestion, Mr. Simon Kaai,
member from Hawaii, made the extraordinary mo-

Hawaiian cititenshlp is vindicated
A step upward in achieved. It remain but to men
tion the attendant ceremonies of Ihe ojn'iiing of the
new regime and the closing of the old.

The morning comes with the usual tropin biil
liaiiey. The whole community ia astir. Everybody
is out for the grateful woik of Ihe day. Flag Out
ter gaily from staffs and masts. The interior of Ihe
great stone church nhineg with flags and flowers
The people, their guests, the coiumUisionci', navy.
men and strangers from other lands. their nobles
and rulers, themselves, the king-iuaker- a, with their
wives ami children gather in tho pews and gnlleilea
and throng the aislee and fill Ihe church-yar- d. The
soldiery of the kingdom make a lane to Ihe chinch
door. At noon the King with a few oflicluls t.f high
rank and attended by Ihe glittering stall of tho bile
king, comes on foot to the church aud pases up Ihe
aisle to the platform; his arrival ia greeted with ac
clumatious. Tho ceremony ia rather like the Inau-

guration of a president than the coronation of u

king. The Hawaiian have no ancestral crown, but
the splendid emblem of sovereignty the royal feathci
robe is laid over the Ihroue, and sealed upon lis shin-

ing folds, Lunalilo the King, receives the glad recog-

nition of his subjects while discharges of artillery
from Punchbowl an'! the men-of-w- ar add their loud
acclaim. After the oath cf office ia sworn, Ihe King
delivers addresses to the legislature- - and to the o
i.Ie in both language.

IJ.e New York Wot Ul hoi Is that the inability
of Kngland to supply the iron market f the
Wwrld at a cheap rate nrtes, x A from a Jaiiure
in fhc eui jly of coal or labor, but from the
increased demand for irn. Railroads, iron thirs
and iron buildings created fuch a demand that
the price was raised, and the prices of the mate-
rial and labor employed in its manufacture fol-

lowed. According to a universal law, competi-
tion grew. as tle market expanded. No matter
what has brought the change about, one fact is
ch-ar- , at leat namely, that Kngland las lot the
American market. Our manufacturers have
IoOK-nc- the industry of the country from the
death grapple of the invader, and may now hvy

lor carrying the war into Africa. This
much is clear from the following statement of the
London Times of August 2Vth :

The protective tariff, it had been hoped, would
provc in the event prohibitive. lJut Knglioh
manufacturers were found able, in epite of it, to
undersell the American on his own ground. Of
the commoner kinds of iron which were used in
the United States the English cent about one-hal- f,

and of the more finished products of skilled
labor about four-fifth- ?; Up to 1372 this pro-
portion continued; but from that date onward
the change has been remarkable. Step by step
the Americans have obtained lossession of their
own market. In 1872 we were actually under-
sold, and an immense impulse was given to the
American native industry. All over the Penn-sylvani- an

iron district there were eigns of a
newly-create- d life. Furnaces were kindled, rail-mil- ls

and rolling-mill- s were everywhere erected.
A new prosp-ct- , which he had never dreamt of,
teemed opening out to the American manufac-
turer. If he were now to make a vigorous effort,
he might dislodge his Knglibh rival ; and the
hoj-c- s thus formed were not destined to be dis-

appointed. One of the finest markets we ever
possessed has been gradually closed to our goods.
The demand for our iron lias greatly decreased,
and Americans arc found to buy only what they
lave not as yet the means to 6upply themselves
with at home. The statistics of the year 1872
tell their own talc. In the first halt of 1872,
when our trade had already slackened, we still
found a sale in America for 444,00) tons of iron.
In the same period of 1873 we sent only 228,000
tons as nearly as possible one-ha- lf of the year
previous, liut the price we obtained for the
entire amount imported was reduced only by one-thir- d.

We had charged in 1872 about 0 a ton
for iron in America ; in 1873 wo charged JC12,
and the result is that Americans can produce
their iron more cheaply at home.
