The Anti-Opium BSociety and Its
Work

We do not hear much, in this fin
de siegle, of Lthe doings of the Society
for the Suppression of the Opium
Trade. Not that we want to hear
either of or from that eminently
mischievous body; Exsater Hall and
the factions which there find a homs
or headquarters are atill far too
much in evidence for the walfare of
the Empire or for the cause of ra-
tional progress, Now that Ohina
has, by legalizing the cultivation of
oplum and subjecting the native
drug to a comparatively light duty,
practionlly subsidized the home
grown article, the import of Iodian
opium is on the declive. There ia
still a very considerable demand [or
good Malwa and Bengal deug owing
to a large proportion of the smok-
ers being acoustomed to the nse of
u good and pure article. Bul a race
is risiog that, never having koown
the taste of the Indian drug, will be
quite contented with the less sooth-
ing and mors acrid opium produced
in Yunnan, Szechuen, and Kwei-
chow, Little by little the Chivese
drug will superseda the Iodian
opium, until the import of the lat-
ter will become trifling as compared
with the consumption, But let not
the Opium Socisty flatter them-
selves thal the trade has been killed,
or that the habit is less prevalent
than it was. Such indeed is far from
the fact, The amount of opium im-
ported into China from India and
Persia is smaller than it was—only
48,094 piculs in 1896 as compared
with 51,806 piculs in 1895—but the
consumption of the drug has large-
ly inuvreased. Fully two-thirds of
the opium used is now raised in
various provinces of Chiva and in
Manchuria, aud the Yunnan and
Szechuen drug has this year made
ita appearance on the Hongkong
market. The net result of the mis-
guided efforts of the Society lor Lhe
Suppression of the Opium Trade is
that, while the Indiau opium trade
has besn coosiderably curtailed, the
habit of opium smoking bas been
greatly increased by the facility
with which the luxury can be ob-
tained, thaoks to the fostering care
of the Chinese Government, in die-
criminating the tax oo the home-
raised product, This was a result
foreseen and predicted years ago,
when the Society was agitating for
permission to be accorded to the
Peking Authorities Lo increass the
duties. That the evil would become
80 serioun in 80 short a time as has
proved to be the case we did not an-
ticipate, but it required no prophet
to foretell that if the poppy were to
be substituted for rice and other
grain crops it would not be long be
fore disaster would follow.

This result has besn achieved in
| only too many districts, Land on
which formerly the village rice or
millet crops flourished now bears
the scarlet poppy flauntiog on its
breast, and opium divans abound in
every town and village ol the pro-
vinces mentionsd. A correspondent
of our Sbapghai morning contem-
porary paiots a most dismal picture
of the effects of the opium habit in
Szechuen. That provisce, the most
extensive and perbaps the fairest in
all China, cootaining Lhe largest
population, possessing the richest
patural resources in the Empire,
is becoming simply demoralized
through this vice, to whish young
auvd old are now alike addicted. He
says that a recenl missionary Lour
to the distriots of Nanchuan and
Fuchou has revealed the fact that
the poppy is now being cultivated al
most upiversally in those regions.
Within his memaory the production
of the drug must have doubled, and
he is not surprised to ind that the
price of food is high in consequence,
The western provioces of China
have produced opium for a long
period of years, but it was not until
the relaxation of the Imperial De

| popular William Carlisle at the An-

oraee—which of |ate years have been
allowed to become a dead lotter—
againel the cultivation of the poppy
that the industry recsived the stimu-
lus that has caused the conversion
of the rice grounds into poppy
fields. The Chinese officials share
the profits with the cultivators, and
they connive at the smuggling of
the drug into other provioces. Un-
der the former coudition of aflairs,
when the Chinese in the maritime
provinces drew almost the whols of
their opivm supply from [oreign
countriea the habit was limited om
account of its cost; it is now, owing
to the low price of the native drug,
within the reach of the poorest
classen. The crusade of the anti-
opium favatics bas thersfors had the

effect of slowly killing trade in the
Indian opium, but, pari pesni, im
mensely increasing the prm‘a}nnca
of the opium habit in China. Even
Exeter Hall will bardly consider
this a satisfactory outcome of so
much vitupsrative onergy.—Hong-

The China Gazstte bhalisves that
Major Jameson, M. P., and Sir Waet-
man Pearson, Bart. the famons Eng-
lish railway constructor, will arrive
about January or February next to
commence operations on the railway
from Shanghai to Chinkisng and
Nankiog,

Sir Claude MeDonald had an
audience with the Emperor on the
16th Dacember at which he express-
od the thanks of H. M. Quesn Vie-
toria for the Emperor's recognition
of her jubilee. The ceremony was
very imposing and everything passed
off very amoothly,

The news that the Belgian losn ia
pow an accomplished fact is couv-
firmed; and it is learned that the
Teungli Yamen, which had previous-
ly only given ita consent to the loan
being made, has now arranged to
guarantes it in the event of any fail-
ure of the original plan of security.

A Japanese Imperial Ordinance
has been issued to the effect that
the value of chopped silver yan, the
circulation of which has been made
legal tender in Formosa, will be es-
timated as 1037 for 1000 yen gold
until further npotice. A further
Ordinance announces that the cir-
oulation of wunchopped silver yen
will be stopped after the Lst April
next,

A despateh from Peking states
that the Throne has appointed
Prince Ching, and their Excellencies
Li Huog-chan and Chang Ying-huan
as Commissioners to arrange with
Baron von Heyking as to the Ger-
man demands.

One outeoma of the oceupation of
Kiaochau by Germany is said by the
Japanese verpacular press to be a
postponement of the payment by
China of the balance of the war in
demnity to Japan. The Chinese
Government hoped to pay the bal-
ance off in May next, but Germauy’a
action has upsetl arrangements com-
pletely. In view of this altered
state of things, Viscount Takashimas,
Minister of the War Department,
has submitted for the Cabinet's con-
sideration a bill for the cost of re-
pairing the temporary barracks of
the Japavese Garrison at Wei-hai-
wel.

Native despatches received from
Chefoo report that the Germaus
have also occupied the city of Kiao-
chau on the maiuland, which they
entered on pretext of calling upon
the District Magistrate, and that
their outposts on the 3rd instant
were as [ar as the hamlet of Nuku-
k'ou, on the Kiao river. The terri-
tory occupied by the Germans is
estimated at something approach-
ing three or four hundred square
miles so far, At Nukuk'ou there is
likin station which has also been
taken possession of by the Germans
who have also begun collecting Laxes
on imported and exported goods.
The brigade of General Chang Kan-
yuan has been ordered by an edict
of the 2nd instant to make a retro.
grade movement to Chefoo in order
to prevent any conflict with the
Germans.

Germany’s Justification,

A writer in the Ostasiatische
Lloyd sels up a case of full justifica
tion for Germany's action in taking
Kiao Chau on the ground of awmple
provooation potwithstanding that
the murder leading up to it was the
work ol bandite. Haviog given a
detailed account of the murder he
says: “The immediate causs of this
outbreak is a mystery, but the re-
mote cause is perfectly clear. This
particular murder is simply the fruit
ol a condition of things which the
officials of Chaochoufu have permit-
ted to grow up until it ripesed in
this atrocious attack.,” There had
been many previous outrages, and
“since Li Ping-beng took over the
Viceroyship at Chinanfu, our posi-
tion bhas only grown worse. Man-

darios ksown to be [riendly to Eo-
ropeans have been put aside, appar-
eutly as a matter of principle, while
those left at their posts wero en-

cial felt himeelf called upon lo
furnish the missionary with warn-
ings and exhortations.” The “Big
Sword” Society, ones alleged to
have been suppressed, has been
“quiatly permitted Lo grow again, its
adberents to hold armed assemblies
and to go about as they ehoose
without molestation. Some man-
darins go so far as to afford the
Society their protection. The result
of this is to make this vaturally
rough people so much the bolder
and to render Europeaos mors help-
less and exposed to greater danger

than ever.”

SBuppression of an Insurrection,

A Tientsin despatch reports the
roturn to that port on the 2ud in
stant of General Nieh, Proviocial
Commander in-Ohiefl of Chikli, from
cruoshiog the recent insurrection of
socrel  society men, disbanded
soldiery, and banditti near Ping-
chuanchou, just beyoong the Great
Wall, which at one time almost en-
dangered the salety of the eity of
Jeho. The insurrection began in
September last, and at first the Im-
perial troops appeared to have been
defeated. General Nieh and his
foreign modelled corps of 15,000
men wern then appealed to for aid
by the Manuchu Military Govenor
of Jeho, and it was only recently
crushed by the capture and deeapi-
tation of Lhe principal leaders of
the insurrection and the dispersivg
ol their followers—until the next
time,—N. €. Daily News.

Tortured to Death,

date the 13th inst., that two ol the
priests arrested by the Chinese
authorities in connection with the
Russian land purchase in the Kiu-
kiang mountains bave died under
their tortures. Therae are three
mere in prison and they will all
most likely shortly die il relial is
pnot given them. The Russians do
nnt seem to be doing anything for
them. The Chivese authorities still
refuse to stamp the Russian deed as
the sale was a [raudulent one. The
land thers belonge to 48 claos and
the priest who gave the deed bad no
authority whatever to do so—N, O,
Daily News.

The Anti-Oplum BSociety and It
Work

Wa do not hear much, in this fin
da siegle, of Lthe doings of the Society
for the Suppression of the Opium
Trade. Notthat we want to hear
either of or from that eminently
mischievous body; Esxater Hall and
the factions which there find a home
or headquarters are atill far too
much in evidence for the welfare of
the Empire or for the cause of ra-
tional progress. Now that China
has, by legalizing the cultivation of
opium and subjecting the native
drug to a comparatively light duty,
practionlly subsidized the home
grown article, the import ol lodian
opium is on the declioe. There is
still a very considerable demand lor
good Malwa and Besgal drug owing
to a large proportion of the smok-
ers being acoustomed to the nse of
u good and pure article. Bul a race
is risiog that, never having koown
the taste of the Indian drug, will be
quite contented with the less sooth-
ing and mores acrid opium produced
in Yunnan, Szechuen, and Kwei-
chow, Little by little the Chinese
drug will supersede the Ipdian
opium, until the import of the lat-
ter will become trifling as compared
with the consumption, Bul let not
the Opiom Society flatter them-
selves that the trade has been killed,
or that the habit is less prevalent
than it was. Such indeed is lar from
the fact, The amount of opium im-
ported into Chiva from India and
Persia is smaller than it was—only
48,094 piculs in 1896 as compared
with 51,808 piculs in 1895—but the
consumption of the drug has large-
ly ioureased. Fully two-thirds of
the opium used is now raised in
various provinces of Chiva and in
Manchuria, aud the Yunnsn and
Szechuen drug has this year made
its appearance on the Hongkong
warket, The net result of the mis-
guided efforts of the Society [or the
Suppression of the Opium Trade is
that, while the Indian opium trade
has besn coosiderably curtailed, the
habit of opium smoking bas been
greatly increased by the [lacility
with which the luxury can be ob-
tained, thanks to the fostering care
of the Chinese Government, in dis-
criminating the tax oo the home-
raised product. This was a result
foresesn and predicted years ago,
when the Society was agitating for
permission to be accorded to the
Peking Authorities to iocreass the
duties. That the evil would become
80 serioun in so short a time as has
proved to be the case we did not au-
ticipate, but it required no prophet
to foretell that if the poppy were to
be substituted for rice and other
grain crops it would not be long be
fore disaster would follow.

This result has been achieved in
only too many districts. Land on
which formerly the village rice or
millet orops flourished now bears
the scarlet poppy fauntiog on its
breast, and opium divans abound in
every town and village of the pro
vinces mentioned. A correspondent
ol our Sbapghai morning contem-
porary paiots a most dismal picture
of the effects of the opium habit in
Szechuen. That provioee, the most
extensive and perbaps the fairest in
all China, cootaining Lhe largest
population, possessing the richest
vatural resources in the Empire,
is becoming simply demoralized
through this vice, to whish young
and old are now alike addicted. He
says that a recent missionary tour
to the distriots of Naochuan aod
Fuchou has revealed the fact that
the poppy is now being cultivated al
most upiversally in those regions.
Within his memory the production
of the drug must have doubled, and
he is not surprised to ind that the
price of food is high in consequence,
The western provioces of China
have produced opium for a long
period of years, but it was not until
the relaxation of the Iwmperial De

oraes—which of late years have been
allowed to become a dead lotter—
againel the cultivation of the poppy
that the industry received the stimu-
lus that has cauvsed the conversion
of the rice grounds into poppy
fields. The Chinese officials share
the profits with the cultivators, and
they comnive al the smuggling of
the drug into other provinces. Un-
der the former coudition of aflairs,
when the Chinesa in the maritime
provioces drew almost the whols of
their opivm supply from [foreign
countries the habit war limited om
account of its cost; it is now, owing
to the low price of the native drug,
within the reach of the poorest
classen. The crusade of the anti-
opium fanatics has therefors had the

effect of slowly killing trade in the
Indian opium, but, pari posni, im-
mensely increasing the prevalencs
of the opium habit in China. Even
Exeter Hall will bardly consider
this a satisfaciory oulcoms of so
much vitupsrative onergy.—Hong-
kong Weakly Preas.

The China Gazette believes that
Major Jameson, M.P., and Sir Weet-
man Pearson, Bart. the famons Eng-
lish railway constructor, will arrive
about Januvary or February next to
commence operations on the railway
from Shanghai to Chinkiang and
Nanking.

Sir Claude MeDonald had an
audience with the Emperor on the
156th Dacember at which he express:
od the thanks of H. M. Quesn Vie-
toria for the Empsror’s recognition
of her jubilee., The ceremony was
very imposing and everything passed
off very smoothly,

The news that the Belgiau losn ia
pow an accomplished fact is cou-
firmed; and it is learned that the
Teungli Yamen, which had previous-
ly only given ita consent to the loan
being made, has now arranged to
guarantes it in the event of any fail-
ure of the original plan of security,

A Japanese Imperial Ordinsuce
has been issued to the effect that
the value of chopped silver yean, the
circulation of which has been made
legal tender in Formosa, will be es-
timated as 1087 for 1000 yen gold
until further npotice. A [further
Ordinance announces that the oir-
oulation of unchopped silver yen
will be stopped after the Lst April
next,

A despateh from Pekiog states
that the Throne has appoioted
Prince Ching, and their Excellencies
Li Huog-chan and Chang Ying-huan
as Commissioners to arrange with
Baron von Heyking as to the Ger-
man demands.

One outeoma of the occupation of
Kiaochau by Germany is said by the
Japanese vernacular press to be a
postponement of the payment by
China of the balance of the warin-
demnity to Japan. The Chineze
Government hoped to pay Lhe bal-
ance off in May next, but Germauy’a
action has upset arrangements com-
pletely. In view of this altersd
state of things, Viscount Takashima,
Minister of the War Department,
has submitted for the Cabinet’s con-
sideration a bill for the cost of re-
pairing the temporary barracks of
the Japavese Garrison at Wei-hai-
wel.

Native despatches received from
Chefoo report that the Germaus
have also occupied the city of Kiao-
chau on the maivland, which they
entered on pretext of calling upon
the District Magistrate, and that
their outposts on the 8rd instant
were as [ar as the hamlet of Nuku-
k'ou, on the Kiao river. The terri-
tory occupied by the Germans is
estimated at something approach-
ing three or four hundred square
miles so far. At Nukuk'ou there is
likin station which has also been
taken possession of by the Germans
who have also begun collecting Laxes
on imported and exported goods.
The brigade of General Chang Kan-
yuan has been ordered by an ediot
of the 2nd instant to make a retro.
grade movement to Obefoo in order
to prevent any counflict with the
Germans,

Germany’s Justification,

A writer in the Ostasiatische
Lloyd sets up a case of full justifica
tion for Germauny's action in taking
Kiso Chau on the ground of ample
provocation notwithstanding that
the murder leading up to it was the
work ol bandite. Haviog given a
detailed account of the murder he
says: “The immediate cause of this
outbreak is a mystery, but the re-
mote cause is perfectly clear. This
particular murder is simply the fruit
ol a condition of things which the
officials of Chaochoufu have permit-
ted to grow up until it ripeoed in
this atrocious attack.” There had
been many previous outrages, and
“since Li Ping-heng took over the
Viceroyship at Chinanfu, our posi-
tion has ounly grown worse. Man-
darine known to be [riendly to Ev-
ropeans have been put aside, appar-
eutly as a matter of principle, while
thoso left at their posts wero en-

hearing and the most iguerant ofli-
cial felt himeelf called upon lo
furnish the missionary with warn-
ings and exhortations.” The “Big
Sword” Society, ones alleged to
have been suppressed, has been
“quiatly permitted Lo grow again, its
adberents to hold armed assemblies
and to go about as they ehoose
without molestation, Some man-
darina go so far as to afford the
Sooiety their protection. The result
of this is to make this waturally
rough people so much the bolder
and to render Europeaos mora help-
less and exposed to greater danger
than ever.”

Buppression of an Insurrection,

A Tientsin despatch reporta the
roturn to that port on the 2u0d in
stant of General Nieh, Proviocial
Commander in-Ohiel of Chihli, from
crushiog the regent insurrection of
socrel  society men, disbanded
soldiery, and banditti near Ping-
chuanchou, just beyoog the Great
Wall, which at one time almost en-
dangerad the safety of the eity of
Jeho. The insurrection began in
September last, and at first the Im-
perial troops appeared to have been
defeated. General Nieh and his
foreign modelled corps of 15,000
men wern then appealed to for aid
by the Manuchu Military Govenor
of Jeho, and it was only recently
crushed by the capture and deeapi-
tation of Lhe principal leaders of
the insurrection amd the dispersivg
ol their followers—until the next
time,—N. €. Daily News.

Tortured to Death.

We learn from Kiukiang under
date the 13th inst., that two of the
priests arrested by the Chinere
authorities in conpection with the
Russian land purchase in the Kiu-
kiang mountains bave died under
their tortures. Thera are three
mere in prison and they will all
meost likely shortly die if relief is
pot given them. The Russians do
nut seem to be doing aoything for
them. The Chivese authorities still
refuse to stamp the Russian deed as
the sale was a fraudulent one. The
land 1hers belongs to 48 clans and
the priest who gave the deed bad no
autbority whatever to do so—N, C,
Daily News.
