of Pekin, are indeed of too deep a draught of
water to enter our harbor with entire safety, but
tho second clnsa ships, like the Colorado, can

enter at all times. It may however be questioned
whether, in the event of that company securing
the contract for the Australian service, such an
arrangement as to Ihe China line would be a pro-

bable result. It has been suggested that " if the
China line were made to connect at Honolulu, as
was originally intended, two 6tcamcrs would suf-

fice to perform the Australian service." But it
must be remembered that the boats from China
bound to San Francnco arc generally if not al-

ways full of both cargo and passengers, and
could not take on board tho additional freight
and pasecngers coming from Australia. Thcee
considerations, wo apprehend, are of such prac-

tical nature that they will be likely to outweigh
the advantages of a fine-weath- er route to and
from China and a midway coaling station, which
would be u:cured by making Honolulu a port of
call. But tho time may come when we Bhall have
tho China line, on considerations quite indepen-
dent of a connection with Australia ; and then
there will become apparent new and cogent argu-

ments in favor of laying an ocean telegraph cable
from San Francisco to China and Japan via Ho-

nolulu, and eventually to New Zealand and
Sydney.

Since the above was in type, wo learn by the
mail from the Colonies that the feeling was strong
in Sydney in favor ol tho contract for the mail
service being awarded to the Australian Steam.

The writer, when he left town, the latter iart of
laet January, hoped that a retirement in the
country for a while would not be unfavorable to
the prosecution of hia literary labors; as he
wished to continue without interruption the task
he had allotted to himself in respect to the illus-

tration of the life of Portugal's mos-- t gifted son,
and of her heroic age; but the charma of nature,
and tho temptation in a beautiful land to be al-

ways out ot doors, rather defeated the epirit of
composition ; eo that Camoena has been laid on
the ehclf for many months, whilst Lis unworthy
historian was beguiled with the bleat of lumbs,
or the gathering of moescs and ferns. IlaYing
returned to the confinement of the city the task
is resumed.

ARRIVAL OF CA3IGENS IN INDIA.

Our Poet, tailing- - with Cabral, had reached
India, where he celebrates the glory of de Guma,
he, who foremost amongst European discoverers
first sets, foot upon the charmed land that had
been tho chief hope, and the inspiration of the
genius of Columbus. Here was the fountain
eourco from whence Phoenicians, Egyptians,
Arabians and Italians had drawn their einews of
empire; fd now it was to enrich and place iu
the vanguard of nations the once obscure and fee-
ble Portuguese, who wero raised to the pitch of
supremacy by the wonderful genius of her Henry
the eon of Phillipa and by the heroic conetancy of
her kings and captains, who followed in the path-
way opene'd up by the Illustrious Prince. And
Camoena contemplates all this achievement with
the fervor of patriotism, and celebrates it with
the eloquence of genius. Camoens took part in
various important and interesting expeditions dur-
ing hia stay in India. lie is said ito have visited
the Molucca Islands, the scenes of the Apostolic
labors of Xavier. lie proved the value of his
military capacity and experience in an expedition
against the-Piment- a Isles. And when Manuel do

ascouceloa went with an expeditionary force to
establish Portuguese dominion on tbo shores of
the Red Sea, Camoens accompanied him. lie
fought as usual like a hero, and explored North-
eastern Africa as a brave adventurerof all of
which he gives us a charming account in certain
elegies. But he happened in a day, after heroism
had achieved for his country a new empire, when
it was a prey to corruption and the-venalit- of
official rings ; so that soon after the arrival of the
Poet at Goa the capital of India, we find his gen-
erous bouI engaged in an indignant warfare
against tho follies of India. (1)

UE ATTACKS THE AUTHORITIES OF INDIA.

But of what avail can be the protest of one
brave pen in a community made up of timo serv-
ing rings and cliques, and wholly given up to its
immediate pecuniary interests and pleasures?
Such was ' Portuguese India shortly after tho
noble period of its foundation. The nobly ad-
venturous de Gama, tho great conquering 'Albu-
querque and the Christian hero Galvan had left
no worthy successors. "A bureaucracy ruling and
ruining thecountry under the guidance of a venal
and incompetent favoritism, awakened the bitter
ecorn of Camoens. Ilia great soul beheld the
great things his country had done and he felt all
the grandeur that was her due therefore, he could
not be sirent, although ead experience might hare
told him that men whose only estimation of a
country was the place and emolument it aflbrded,
would hate the Toice of truth and patriotism . and
would silenco it, if in their power: and so it hap-
pened iu this case.

THE POET IS EXILED.fc

The strictures and criticisms of Camoena pub-
lished at Goa, aroused the bureaucracy of India
against him as a common enemy. His access to
official or influential society wob tabooed ; and
after a while the Governor of India, Boxreto,
feeling that he might indulge in an exercise of
arbitrary power against an ostracized man, ban--
lsbed the Poet from tLe capital of India to the.
new Portuguese settlement of Macao m China, j

aav v- hmw suuiguuM Us.lUd AAllU U TV A CtiAV UiO
heart in Tain in denunciation of the wicked rulers
of his country.'. And now like a brare eoul he
waBted no time nor powers of mind in vain re-
grets; but resuming his task, the celebratiou of
the past glories of his country, he wrote of her
achievement and renown, as though he was (be
moft favored of her boos. Yes, he, the ban-iebe-

impoverished, slandered, outcast Camoens,
pouring out his soul in the solitude of a grotto or
cave near Macao, (2) labored as though ho was
tbe recipient of high reward and honor ; and bis
noble epic tbo Lusiad, commenced amid the
horrors of African . warfare, continued whilst
tempest toeeed in an open eeasoine vessel, and
now completed amid, tbe solitude and sorrows of!i

exuc, is tue cniet glory ot bis country, and re-
deems from obscurity the great names of his race,
whose descendants were his rcvilers and persecut-
ors-

US GAINS SOME FORTUNE AND IS RECALLED.

But tho life of the Poet was not altogether
without some of the comfort of good fortune.
After a time he found favor at Macao, .with a
compassionate man in power, who gave to him, as
a means of living, the emoluments arising from
tbe duties of an administrator of the effects of
intestate Portuguese ; and as hosts of adventurers
from tbo home land were risking their lives in
Indian climes and eeas, Camoens euccecJed by
and by, in accumulating quite a little treasure, a
sufficient competency for the retirement of a poet,
out of the vails of fortune left in his hands by
dying friendless adventurers. And as independ-
ence of means awakens social amenities, and as the
critical pen of Camoena had been silent ioralong
time, the hostility that once prevailed at Goa had
eo far softened down, that "he was invited to re-
turn to tbe capital; and as our hero, like all
earnest, active souls loved the refinements and in
telligent associations where wealth and popula-
tion abound, he gladly hastened back with his
treasure and his poem to the fat of power and
distinction in India.

SHIPWRECKED, AND SAVES THE LCSUD.
An adverse fate had ceased to persecute this

man of sorrows, and he now looked forward in
tho decline of years, sixteen of which he had
spent in lodia, to an easy and honorable retire-
ment, and to the enjoyment of pleasant literary
associations at home. It was a reasonable hope,
and he doubted not of its realization, as the good
ship that was bearing him over the seas, entered
the mouth of the Mecon, and came in sight "of
the glittering domes and turret of the shore.
But oh, Divine Providence, thy ways are not our
ways ! Tor at this moment of hope and expected
triumph and reward, tho ship striked on a hidden
rock the sea breaks ovej: her, affrighted men
grasp at a little of their treasure, as they plunge
into the sea; whilst Camoens forgetful of alLbis
worldly goods, but the work of his eoul, grasped
tbe scroll of the beloved Lusiad in one hand,
whilst with the otber he buffeted a surging sea ;
and with a stout heart he beat back tbe yawning
jaws of the devouring main, and set foot ashore.

1. Camoena wrote in sonic iiistancea, with the hat and
rahnata of an inexperienced, ircnerood, independent nature,
who indulges in the vain hope of rtfiTiuiug the world. Such
natures cannot toady to power. If the Pact had bad a little mors
worldly common sense, he would have courted and flattered
the Governor of India, he would have shut bis eves to profli-
gacy, aud taken a share in schemes to secure public plunder,
aud so attacbics himself to power, however corrupt or vile, be
would have amassed a furtuue, and-ba-

ve returned to Portugal
a respectable and influeutial nabob. But instead of this, he
ridiculed power where it deserve ridicule, and published his
"Sport of the Canes," a mocking account of an of&cial
tourney at Goa; and afterwards wrote Disparate na India,"
or Follies of India, all of which was loo true; but by which
he gained neither emolument nor office, but only poverty aud
curses. However the world gained the fruits of his genius and
the immortal Lostad.

2. The cave of Camoena is pointed out t- - every one, who
visits Macao. It is not notable fur any extent or peculiar nat-
ural formations; but all sympathetic and generous hearts,
who visit the cool, rocky shade, feci a touch of unutterable
tenderness, as they thiuk of the heroic, suffering man, who
though held down by tbe ostracism of rower, and bv noverty
and neglect, yet could in this bare solitude, indite such a brill-
iant, lofty and generous story as the poem of Os Lusiader, or be
the Lusiad. This cave ia becoming a shrine for pilgrims of all
lands, and no spot consecrated by the genics of man, ought to
awaken more Interest It A3 this rocky grot, where a sud'erinf
and reviled soul poured forth only pecans of praise and love.

him. He began to earn a tubeistencc; but as it
was but a scanty and a pitiable one, he was glad
when an offer was made to him to sail from Goa
and to return to Portugal, to accept it glad after
sixteen years of hardship, adventure and disap-pointme- nt

to return home. It would be home
with poverty and frienllett-nes- . Home without
a mother or any love welcoming face. Home
where there were no honors or hopes. Home,
bare and comfortlcs. and without any house-hol- d

angel. But the weary uian yearned nevertheless,
for the sight and the rest of the old land; and
be longed to publish his life work and the out-
pourings of his heart, iu the mother tongue, which
his gifts of language had so refiued and graced,
and in the mother-lan- d. And there was some-
thing more that led this man back to the banks of
the Tagus. This rtorm tutted, hard battered
veteran of life, who was ttrij-pie- of all gleanings
or graces offortune, and upon whose bare head a
stormy fate had hailed and howled its worst, now
yearned to g) home, that he might pour out
once more the agony of his uuayiug love upon a
tomb in the church of "Christ's Wounds."

A CROW PREFERRED TO AN EAGLE.
When Camoens returned to Lisbon, the young

Prince Sebastian whose cause in early days he
had championed, and to whom he dedicated tlo
Lusiad, was now upon the throne of Portugal.
The new King was wishful to relieve and elevate
Camoens; but the old jealousies that had fought
the Poet, and. that still surrounded the throne,
fearing in his advancement, the contrast to their
incompetency, that his eminently superior abili-
ties might show forth ; feariug also his spirit of
independence and uncompromising, patriotism,
kept him away from the royal presence, and out-
side of tbo precincts of the palace. And it was
eo, that when King Sebastian set out on his great
expedition to Africa, and desired to have with
him a man of ability as an observant historian,
who could brilliantly illustrate the progress and
the results of the expedition, and chose Camoens
for this duty; that instead of him, this jealous
court influence succeeded in imposing upon the
King, a weak noble named Diego Bernardes, a
creature merely fitted for a little social or official
parade; aud he, and Kiag, and courtiers, and all
the events of this notable expedition would have
been lost for ever in tho Iethe of the past, were it
not for tho patriotic, loving pen of poor Camoens.
He the outcast, left out in the cold, yet manu-
factured the glory. It shiues in the pages of the
Lusiad, which noble illustration of patriotic ex-

pression, was after many bitter etrivings with
poverty, at last given to the world, and was first
published in Lisbon in 1572, iu the forty-seven- th

year of the life of the Poet.-- As in this-poe- he
glorifies, in spite of all disappointments, the'
name of Sebastian, it was impossible that a King
of any heart, however much influenced by others,
should ignore such unselfish and meritorious
loyalty, therefore he conferred upoo our poor
hero, a pension, as stated by Faria Sonsa and
others, of about three thousand znilreis a year,
an affluent competency for one who had been
contemplating the prospects of beggary iu the
streets of Lisbon.

TUE EAGLE SLACKENED.
But, alas ! our Poet was doomed to get only

glimpses of bliss, iu this life. He had barely
tasted of the royal bounty, when his royal patron

industry was accused ot frauds and embezzlemenxs
lie whose walk before all men bad been singularly
marked by a reserve towards the other sex, and
whose writings abounded in the most delicate
and tender utterances of the human heart, was
accused of baseness and impurity with women.
Ana thus was the best man ot ma day smirchedv.i..t..i i .. .i..... 18--
onous lieB that WC1C engendered eolely in the
venom of prejudice and hate. The historian
Faria, and others of a later date, now assure us,
that all the talk against Camoens in his day was
baseless slander; and it is singular, that so much
stress is laid upon one of the causes of this vitu
perative opposition, one that ought to have died
out after a time, wliicii was the pretension of Ca
moens to the hand ot .the aristocratic Catcrinade
Atayde. It is eaid that the hate which sprang up
simultaneous .witu his love followed him to his
grave. But surely the most of that hate must
have been buried in the grave with the noble girl;
and it must be supposed that the chief cause for
the sustained opposition to Camoens was to be
found in his superior abilities, and in the jealous
consciousness, that if once such a man should get
into posi.ion, uis guts or mina, nis courage,
his indomitable perseTerance,Jus artistic tastes,
and all the versatile powers of genius, would give
him such a preeminence, that tbe cliques who
held and obscured tbe throno would have to hide
their dwarfed proportions ; and so, Camoens, the
most gifted writer of Portugal, a man of pure,
generous, and religious life, an eminent soldier,

devoted patriot and recognized by those
who speak of him from intimate personal knowl-
edge, as a refined and chivalrous gentleman, who
would havo restored tie virtuous and heroic age
of Portugal ; was during bis life persistently lied
against, and slandered into obscurity.

Such persecution id such persistence of an
uncharitableneBs of speech that has its origin in
prejudice alone is toojadly common in the world,
even sometimes wheip Godlike charity should
most abound. This ii pointedly set forth in the
poem of Tirocinium, r herein the poet speaks of
a man of note, who ; .

" Stood pilloried on iubuy'a high stage,
And bore tbe pelting acorn of half an age
The very butt of slander, and the blot
For every dart, that rsalice ever shot
The man that menlioied Aim at once disraiss'd
All mercy from hia lips and sneered and taiss'd;
Hia Crimea were such is Sodom never knew.
And perjury stood np to swear, all true;
Hia aim was mi&chiet and bis zeal pretence.
Uia speech rebellion against common sense;
A knave, when trird n honesty's plain rule,
And, when by that of reason, a mere fool;
The world's best comfcrt was, his docm was pasVJ;
De when be alight, fc must be damn d at last.

Now, truth, per for o thine office ; waft aside
