Mail company over to tlie, marine
railway, a distance of some .'100 feet,
Some arrangement must be made
with the trustees of the Bishop estate
he fore the road can be opened.

The extension of Allen- street is in
line, with the gowrntnent's proposed
plan to build a road circuiting ,he
harbor and connecting with the new
beach road.

"Cycling is all the go In, Paris," said
Terrill in an interview today. "The
roads throughout all Finuee'are per-
fect, and many country rnnds are in
much better condition than race-trac-

,1 have, ridden on in America.
There are three distinct classes of ra-
ces, due is what they cull sprint ra-
ces. They are very short stretches,
and are very popular. In a quarter
or one-ha- lf mile dash, tlie riders ride
as slowly as possible until about 300
yards from the finish when they dart
out for him. .This race depends en-
tirely on the head work, as a man Is
simply playing for position. Three
men start in each heat aud one rid-
er qualities.

"The middle racing includes all the
events from one mile to thirty miles,
while the long distance raeiys are run
by the hour, a race generally being
for twnty-foil- r hours. Stocks, of
England, now holds the record for the
hour, having rhldeu M miles in that
time. The spurt" races are never iia- -
ced, while the other events are Inva
riably paced."

Terrill says that fully twenty thou
sand people turn out to a race meet
in Paris. In London, cycling has not
secured the big hold that It has in
Paris.

The California boy speaks very
highly of Cyclomere, and says that
for architecture and surroundings It
has few equals anywhere. He adilcd
that the track could be made much
faster were It topped with clay.

JACOI! COERPER AGAIN TRIES
HIS LUCK.

Has Started a Plan of Planting on
Shares With Portuguese and Japa-
neseThrift and Perseverance.

Jacob Cocrper, a merchant and su-
gar planter above Kailua, In the North
Kona district of Hawaii, is a city vis-
itor. Mr. Coerper has beeil identified
with various commercial enterprises
of the big Island for the past do-
zen years. He has also made some
valuable experiments in coffee culti-
vation.

His plantation, which is his second
venture, is known as Waiaha. There
are forty-seve- n acres of old cane in a.
flourishing state, some twenty acres
or which will be ground next May.
Eighty-liv- e acres of young cane has
been planted by Japanese and Portu-
guese on shares. Mr. Coerper gives
them the land and supplies tlie seed
cane. lie advances them provisions,
and in the clean up takes half of thu
receipts as his share.

Mr. Coerper says that tlie Japa-
nese are more enterprising than the
Portuguese. When the little brown
men are working for themselves there
is not another race on the face of thu
globe that can compare with them
for thrift and perseverance.

Mr. Coerper says he has ;i good deal
more land that he will put under cul-
tivation this 'coming season, giving it
out to flic Portuguese and the Japa-
nese to work on shares,

In speaking of cotlee culture Mr.
Coerper says: "I have done consider-
able experimenting with coffee and I
must say that 1 differ very material-
ly from some large planters in tlie Ts-li-

in regard to the method of Its
cultivation. I maintain that, the cof-
fee tree is a fruit tree, tlie same as
any other tree, and that it should lie
allowed to attain its natural growth
liistead of being trimmed and pruned
like a bush. The better coffee T find
grows on the lowlnnds and not in thu
mountains. From wild trees growing
among rocks on my place I picked 121
pounds' of berries. Louis Gonsalvcs
had a free, which he did not prune or
trim, which yielded 127 pounds of ber-
ries last season. '

COAST DEFENSE ORDNANCE.

The Robert Lewers will sail for San
Francisco this afternoon with a full
cargo of sugar.

The Mauna'l.oa Is expected very ear-
ly tomorrow niornlng, in order that
time may be given to replace the fore-
mast, broken during her last trip.

The barkentlne (ieorgc C. Perkins
went on the marine railway yesterday
afternoon, and will come on" late this
afternoon, giving place to the Mika-hal-

The Tillle K. Starbuek has at last
commenced loading sugar at the rail-
road wharf. She will be the first of
the sugar vessels to go round the
Horn this year.

The British bark Ciwynedd will be-

gin taking rock ballast today, al-

though it will take a week to get out
her inward cargo. She goes to the
Columbia river for a wheat cargo
next week.

The S. C. Allen took the balance of
the Mikahala's cargo this morning.
She still requires about 7000 bags for
a full cargo, but Captain Johnson has
hopes of getting away about the mid-
dle of next week.

The American three masted schoon-
er Eva, Captain C. F. Klitganrd, 13
days from Humboldt, with lumber for
the Hilo Mercantile company, arrived
at Hilo on Thursday last. The cargo
of the Eva consisted of 2.).j,9,"0 feet ot
redwood lumber and 300,000 shingles,
valued at $3,878.39.

The Noeau arrived in this morning
with 3098 bags of Koloa sugar, which
is going into the Aloha. Purser Kel-le- y

reports that it is blowing very
hard outside, with n heavy sea run-
ning. The .Tames Makee is weather-
bound at Hauaiuaulu, unable to get
into Kapaa. The weather on the Ka-

uai coast shown no improvement.
The bark C. I). Bryant was ready

to sail from San Francisco on the 17th
or 18th, according to advices brought
by the S. N. Castle yesterday. If she
gets the wind, it is likely that she
will reach here on Saturday or Sunday
for she is a smart sailer, and will ni-s- o

come down light. She will bring
two days later news from the Coast.

The Lehua armed this morning
from Hawaii ports, with fifty head of
cattle. Captain Andrews reports that
the weather is as bad if not worse
than before. The Kilauea Hon is in
Tlilo, storm bound, and has thus far
been unable to land any of her out-
ward freight. The Lehua will sail
again on Saturday for Hawaii ports.

THE PALACE OF THE POPE.

Short Account of the Palace of the
Vatican.

The Vatican, the palace of the Pope,
covers a space of 1290 feet in' length
nnd 1000 feet in breadth, and is the
largest palace in the world.

er Tiber, and on the Vatican hill, from
which it derives its name.

ery description, and is now the world's
richest depository. The museum of
statuary is over a mile In length, and
contains more than 70,000 statues that
have been exhumed from the ruined
temples and palaces of Rome.

40,000. It has about 30,000 printed vol-nin-

Informs Assistant Secretary Rouse-ic- lt

That the .Japanese Cruiser Nan-Iw- h

was Powerful.

Capt. C. S. Cotton, well known in
Honolulu as the commander of the
cruiser Philadelphia, during the
months that she lay in these waters,
when the .lupunese question looked
so serious, has been to Washington,
and held a consultation with Mr.
Roosevelt, the assistant secretary of
thu navy.

In the news brought by the Castle
yesterday is the announcement that
Secretary of the Navy Long has sent
a recommendation to Congress for an
appropriation of $50,000 for improve-
ments in the battery of the cruiser
Chicago.

Accompanying this recommendation
is a strong report from Assistant
Secretary Roosevelt, In which he
points out some weaknesses of the
navy. He says that in the eu-n- t of
war, if any disaster happened to one
of Uncle Sam's ships owing to her
possessing an antiquated battery, a
heavy responsibility would rest on
the Navy Department for failure to
ask for means to meet its needs, lie'
continues:

1 most earnestly wish ve could as
soon as possible withdraw from actie
service the cruisers fitted with slow
fire guns, and substitute ships with
rapid fire batteries. At present the
real lighting etllcieiiey of ships like
the Raleigh, the Cincinnati, Marble-hea- d.

Montgomery and Olympia, coin-pare- d

with foreign vessels of the same
nominal class, stands high, while the
reverse is the ease of ships like the
Baltimore, San Francisco and York-tow- n.

I have just been talking with
Captain Cotton, who commiindcd the
Philadelphia when she lay side by side
with the Japanese cruiser at Honolu-
lu. In the t'vent of a fight, the Xani-wa'- s

possibility of efficiency probably
would have been twice as great.

MERCANTILE.

The Vast Preponderance of British
Built Tonnage.

1 have used the word "native" in
reference to foreign owned tonnage,
but the term must be qualified, says a
writer in the Engineering News. In
eight years builders in Britain have
eoiiFtruetcd for foreign owners vessels
aggregating nearly 1,750,000 tons an
average of 200,000 tons per annum.
This includes warships; but, if we con-
sider only merchantmen, we find that
the average is now more than 150,000
tons, while ten years ago it was about
80,000 tons, and forty years ago only
25,000 tons. An examination of the
fleets of foreign powers, indeed, shows
the preponderance of the British con-
structed tonnage. Including only the
vessels of 1,000 tons .ind upward, I
find that in the present German mer-
cantile fleet there are D10 British
liuilt ships; in that of France, 243;
Norway, 217; Spain, 171; Italy, 153;
Holland and Belgium, 1.1.1; Austro-Hungar-

0.1: Russia, 84; Sweden, 74;
Denmark, 05; United States, 23. The
greater proportion of this foreign ton
nage comes from the Clyde district,
whose repute, is undoubtedly hicrh:
but in this respect I fancy it does not
by any means so far the
other districts as formerly. This is in
some measure due ito the wider distri
but ion of Clyde trained men. I might.
recall the names of many of my old
colleagues at Fairfield and Clvdes- -

bank now occupying positions of high
esponsiDinty in many of the other

ship building centers on. the north-
east coast of England and nt Belfast,
but it. opens up too great a vista.

The Japan Times commenting upon
tho foreign affairs of the empire for
the year 1807 naturally alludes to the
Hawaiian affair which it says attract-
ed considerable attention towards the
middle of the year, but which it con-

siders as "a mere by-pla- y or sort of in-

terlude in the grand national drama
which is being enacted on the stage
of Eastern Asia." The article then
goes on to throw the blame for the
prominence given to the affair uw the
Progressives who had ridden into
power nnd popularity with the mas- -

sea upon the idea of a strong foreign
policy, and the newspapers who sup- -

. ported Okuma wrote fiercely upon the
subject in order to keep up the idea.
It then continues by saying that Ito
lias smoothed over the difficulties that
then arose between Japan nnd the
United States and that though the
question is not wholly settled, "its

,ainicnblo and satisfactory solution
under the Cabinet now forming is a
foregone conclusion."

What troubles the Japanese howe-
ver is the inlluence of Russia upon Ko-

rea. In fact the Hawaiian Govern-
ment may be satisfied that the
change of tone in the Japanese dis-

patches is the direct outcome of Rus-

sian action there. All that Japnit
gained by her war with China, has
practically merely opened the way
to Russia's advance. At- the Korean
capital, it is Russian, not .Tnpancse,
i n Hue n (.'c which is 'paramount. It is
JJussia which practically controls the
Korean army and manages Korean
finance.

Then the recent events have made
Japan still more uneasy, and it is
quite plain that the new Cabinet have
no easy task before them, to guide the
fortunes of the Empire through the
shoals and quicksands which now be-

set it, and this in the face of a fickle
and semi-ignora- populace which
does not understand, as the statesmen
do, what, is Japan's true position in
the Eastern world. As surely as Rus-

sia will occupy the I.iaotung penin-
sula, so surely, during the coining cen-

tury, she will strive to make the bay
of Yokohama u Russian port.

ENCOURAGING.

That very dead question of annexa-
tion, which according to some people
here was buried some time ago, seems
an extremely lively corpse. The news
from the Coast which arrived yester-

day goes to show that the corpse has
friends. The avowed support of C. I.
Huntington will add immense
strength to the cause. By those who
know the inside of American politics,
Huntington is regarded as one of the
most powerful men', singly, in the
United States. The statement of Gen.
Schofleld is also of immense value.
The opposition to the Treaty, which
is Hooding Congress and the country
at large with litera-
ture, had been mis-quoti- the old
general, but his reply is a well rea-

soned and clear cut plea for annexa-
tion, which undoubtedly will have its
weight, and that portion of the

literature will become
somewhat of a boomerang and injure
the party that sent it forth.

The annexation question is plainly
tho great question before the Amer-
ican people today. The Star does not
look for decisive news by the Austra-
lia, for the plans of the enemy are
to wear out the patience of some of
the supporters. But there Is always
this ehaiiec, that when the opposition
discovers that there is a solid phalanx
against it which It Is impossible to
break, It may throw up the sponge,
and proceed to other matters which
are pressing upon the Senate. Thus
there is the barest possibility of a vote
having been reached, but it is a very
bare possibllty, and by no means to
be counted on. What one expects to
hear Is that the debate is going stead-
ily on and that Intrigues are being
worked .to detach men from the an-

nexation ranks, but ;the ranks are
now getting very firm.

What a happy country this is wltn
regard to climate. Only tho other day
a comparison between the climate of
tho Islands and that of Florida was
limde, when half of the pine apple
crop had been destroyed by frost, ami

V.

now from Los Angeles comes thtCncws
that' Jtm'ny of tho orchards in

( the
neighborhood of Downey and Rivera'
have suffered from frost and that the
lemon as well ns the orange crop has
been damaged. Those who take to
fruit planting here can do so without

the slightest fear of frost. All
that is needed is to light the insect
pests, and that the California fruit
growers thoroughly understand. The
fruit Industry Is now In its infancy
here, but some day it will become one
of the most important on the Islands.
With annexation will come the can-

ning of fruit and that will open up a

wide industry nnd give an Immense
amount of employment.

KAISER WIL1IULM.

Our German fellow citizens worthi-
ly celebrated the birthday of the Em-

peror today, nnd the principal officials
nnd citizens united with them In
showing respect to the head of one of

'the foremost nntions of the earth.
Germany has been n mighty power in
Europe, but under the Imperial rule
of the Hohenzollcrus she has spread
far beyond the European bounds, nnd
German colonists and German com
merce are pushing their way where
they were never seen eforc.

That under such circumstances of
success the Emperor, who is the rep-

resentative head of this mighty na-

tion, should be regarded with greater
honor than ever is but natural. Ger-

many stands even now on the thresh-
old of great events which may mean
an expansion of commerce and an ex-

tension of territory. The Star joins
with the rest of the community in do
ing honor to the German national day
and to the Imperial head of the great
nation.

.SENATOR LODGE'S EFFORTS. IN

THE, SENATE.

He is in Favor of Granting n Subsidy
of $176,000 a YearThe Press Rates
will lie One-fourt- .

'

Senator Lodge of Massachusetts has
reintroduced a bill In the senate to
encourage the laying of a cable from
California to the Hawaiian Islands,
with a clause granting a subsidy of
$175,000, a year for twenty years."

Congressman Taylor of Ohio lias
also Introduced in the house a bill
providing for the construction of a
cable to the Hawaiian Islands and Ja-
pan, and authorizing the postmaster
general to contract for the payment
by the United States of a sum not ex-
ceeding $100,000 a year for twenty
years for the transmission, by electri-
cal means, of messages of the United
States from San Francisco to Honolu-
lu, and by way of the Midway Islands
to such points on the const, of Japan
as may be determined. The contract
shall require the contractor as a con-
dition of tlie continuance of payment
to accept a transfer of tlie concession
granted August 12, ISOfl. by the Ha-

waiian government to 'A. S. Spalding,
and to fully comply with tlie terms
thereof. Tills shall not apply, how- -'

ever, unless the concession shall,!
within one month of tlie passage of I

this act, be transferred to the United
States. I

The contract shall be let. by ndver-- l
tlsenient and to the lowest, bidder. The,
contractor shall bo required to lay audi
operate before January 1, 1899, a line
of submarine telegraph extending
from S.ui Francisco to Honolulu, and
within one year thereafter shall ex-

tend it to the coast of Japan. This
line shall be capable of transmitting
not. less than fifteen words per minute
and the bill provides that the contrac-
tor shall have .the right to establish a
landing station on Midway Island in
the Pacific Ocean, belonging to the
United Stntes. The messages of the
United States shall be carried over
the lines of the contractor free of
charge foreier. The rates for ordina-
ry messages shall be .'ffl cents per sin-
gle word to Honolulu, and $1.25 n
word to Japan. The press rates shall
be one-fourt- h of the ordinary rates.

The San Francisco Bulletin of Jan-
uary Iflth. published after the depar-
ture of the Relgic, says:

Telegraphic communication with
Hawaiian Islands may become a mat-
ter of national policy. The bill of
Senator Lodge is doubtless introduc-
ed in tlie belief that, the Islands will
become a part of the United States. Tn
such event. It will become a matter of
importance that no other nation shall
have closer news connection with tlie
Islands than the United States. The
argument that if we do not do a cer-
tain tiling some other nation will is
an application of a principle which
controls private business. A business
house may decline an Investment that
would shorten its route to some of its
connections until such time as It is
Informed that if it does not help con
struct the route, some competing firm
will do so, and get the benefit derived
from the shorter route.

The United States on the same, prin-
ciple, might get along without tele-
graphic commuuicntion with Hawaii
as long as the Islands remain uncon-
nected by wire with the commercial
world: but if one nation is to have
such connection, certainly the nation
that owns the Islands should have.
In times of peace telegraph lines are
open to all who are. able and willing
to pay tolls, but in times of war lines
may be closed at the pleasure of the
government in whose territory they
are constructed.

Tho (loneral Wishes to Interview His
Sou Privately He Speaks of the
SvhUui In tho Army.

Local Salvationists are rejoicing ov-

er the news that (Ion. Month has sig-
nified his intention of seeing his son
on his present visit to America. There
are some here who look for a recon-
ciliation iK'tvU'on the father and son
anil they are anxiously awaiting the
arrival of either the Peru or the Aus-

tralia on next Tuesday, wltlr more
than a week's later news bearing up-
on the subject.

A Honolulu Salvationist received a
paper on the Castle yesterday which
contained the news of Gen. Booth's
arrival In Xew York on January l.'th.
The general gave the following state-
ment out to tin; public:

"1 fancy that it will naturally be
expected by some gentlemen that 1

should say something In respect to
the unfortunate separation that lias
taken place between my son and the
Salvation Army, seeing that the mut-

ter has been the subject of public dis-

cussion.
"As to the present tiflllctiou of my

daughter In law. I have already op-

pressed my deep sympathy with my
son. both by cable and by letter. With
respect to the cause thai led to tins
illness. I inn totally in the dark. T

lime heard little more than has been
stated in the press, and Commander
I'lioth-Tuck- bus. I believe, already
denied any blameworthiness on the
part of the leaders of the Salvation
Army here for this painful atlliction.

"As my daughter's nobility of char-
acter is known throughout the entire
length and breadth of the world, 1

need not say ituythiiig in her defence,
while my long and intimate acquaint-
ance with Commander Month-Tuck- er

and my personal knowledge of the
honorable position he sacrificed in the
Indian Civil Service to become a co-

worker with nio. will give me the wry
highest confidence in the wisdom of
ills administration and correctness of
any statement he may have made of
this or any other phase of the same
subject.

"1 do not eonie. to America to de-

nounce any individuals, or to rail at
any movements that bave for their
object the glory of God and the wel-
fare of men. Nor is it niy purpose
even to defend myself against any
personal attacks that have been made
or may lie made, whatsoever they may
lie. or from whomsoever they may
come.

"A grent deal of curiosity lias been
manifested, I am informed, as to
whether I am going to have an inter-
view with my son. To that 1 reply,
as is well known, it was my anxiety
to see him two years ago, to which 1

can but add that I have, already ask-
ed for an interview on the occasion
of my present visit. Whether it will
be granted to me in the form I have
asked for, that is, without the pres-
ence or interference of any other per-
son, remains to lie seen."
