The complicated process 

of investigation and regis- 

tering all land parcels in 

Palau District has begun. 

Late last month the Ko-~ 

ror Land Registration Team 

completed its investigation 

and boundary negotiations 

on 21 parcels of land in 

Illil, Kerewel, and Ngese~ 

chewas on Arakabesang Is- 

land, 

Early in June, it 

held its first prelimi- 

nary inquiry under the 

Land Commission Act. 
Deputy District Admin- 

istrator Haruo Remeliik used 

the occasion of this first 

land hearing in his dis~ 

trict to explain to the peo- 

ple the purpose of the land 

commissions and registra- 

tion teams, He explained 

that the Land Commission Act 

"will convert the present 

land systems to one of 

orderly written registration 

and recording. This wiil 

not affect any customary 

iand uses or land tenure 

patterns, 

"There is presently no 

official written systematic 

record of the status of 

each parcel of land in the 

Palau District," he said, 

and the act will provide 

one, 
The Deputy Distad said 

the major innovation of the 

Land Commission Act will be 

the introduction of the re- 

gistration of title. 

This, together with 

other provisions of the law, 

will protect the interests 

of every land owner by per- 

manently establishing his 

boundaries and his title, 

It will not take away 

any rights that land owners 

at present enjoy and it will 

not place new burdens of any 

kind upon them. 

"The Land Commission 

Act," Remeliik said, "is in- 

tended for the benefit of 

land owners and everyone in 

land dealings." 

Remeliik congratulated 

the members of the Koror 

Land Registration Team on 

assuming the responsibility 

for conducting the inqui- 

ries into land ownership, 

The team has recently 

completed an investigation 

of another 48 land parcels 

in the Ngesachewas area and 

another preliminary inquiry 

is planned soon.
