THE FRIENDS of Animals, a non-

profit community service education
association, is gearing to establish the
first pet shelter in the CNMI intended

for unwanted pets.
This developed as FOA decided to
change their name to Pet Assistance
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and Welfare Services (P.AW.S.) to
avoid confusion with the same organi-
zation in the U.S. mainland in
yesterday’s general meetingand yearly
election of new Board members at
Hyatt Hotel.

Lisa Hawkins, the elected PAWS
secretary, told the Variety that the
association’s ultimate goal is to put up
a pet shelter on the island where people
can bring theirunwanted pets foradop-
ton.

The shelter will serve as a home of
these pets until such time they will be
given foradoption to responsible own-
ers.

Hawkins said to realize their long-
term goal, they need to raise an esti-
mated $50,000 for the construction of
the facility.

The PAWS secretary said the asso-
clation needs additional $40,000 for
the facility's initial one-year operation.

*“We think the organization is grow-
ing in importance considering the
growth in attendance during our meet-
ing,” Hawkins noted.

She claimed that during their first
meeting in 1993, 30 people came. Last

year there were 40, and yesterday 52
were present.

‘“We believe that the importance of
removing stray animals is growing,”
she said.

Theassociationwasestablishedonly
on March 3, 1993.

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CUC, PSS find water for schools

WITH RAINFALL levels sub-
stantially below normal levels, the
-Commonwealth UtilitiesCorporation
(CUC) is working with the Public
School System (PSS)onaplantofind
more water for Saipan schools.

“It's drier than dry,” explained
Pamela Mathis, the public informa-
tion officer. “During a normal ‘Dry
Season”,Saipanwouldhavereceived
about three and half inches of water .
Not this year. We received only one
inch of rain in February.

Challenged by the lack of water
and derand for better services, espe-
cially at the schools, the community
utility this week developed a plan to
drill seven water wells at strategic

Elementary and Marianas High
School.
“We have already hit water at

' Garapan Elementary School, and we

hope to get about 60 gallons of water
per minute from the site,” explained
Rudy Sablan. Twootherwells will be
drilled at Oleai Elementary School,
three wells are planned for the Sugar
King area and a new water well is
slated for Marianas High School.

In a letter to CUC’s Timothy
Villagomez, PSS Commissioner
William S.Torres commended the
community utility saying, “The Com-
monwealth Utllities Corporation’s
commitment to help provide quality
education to our children through
better facilities is very much appreci-

ated.”

The Commissioner’s letter also
praised Congressman Heinz
Hofschneider, Floor Leader Jesus
Attao and Congressman Stanley
Torres for their participation and sup-
port. The drilling project will require
appropriate funding levels forcontrol
panels, pumps, pipes and cables.
According to CUC’s Sablan, the
Congressmanhavepledged theirsup-
portinordertocreate a betterlearning
environment for the Commonwealth
youth.

As the utility continues to help
find water for the school children,
teachers, parents and residents are
encouraged to practice water con-
servation.

Expert starts work
on CNMI museum

A NOTED museum specialist
has begun work on the planned
Commonwealth Museum for His-
tory and Culture soon to be built
on Saipan in Garapan Village.

Jim Mahoney, a thirty-year vet-
eran of the Smithsonian Institu-
tionin Washington D.C.,recently
spent four weeks on Saipan dur-
ing which he reviewed proposeed
construction plans and started ini-
tial work on designing exhibits
for the new museum facility.
During his stay, Mahoney met
with a number of key persons in
the government including Gov-
ernor Tenorio to brief them on his
work.

According to Historic Preser-
vation Officer Joseph P. Deleon
Guerrero, Mahoney was hired to
design the museum’s main exhib-
its and to provide technical assis-
tant to the Historic Preservation
Office toensure the establishment
of a first class museum facility.
During his long career, Mahoney
has completed many large exhib-
its throughout the United States
and overseas.

The Museum will be housed at
the old Japanese hospital build-
ing in Garapan Village. Guerrero

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said this site was selected based
on its central location, it spacious
grounds and its historic associa-
tion.  Guerrero also said that
architectural and engineering
plans for the museum, prepared
by DEV and Associated, are near-
ing completioh and he expects
that groundbreaking for the new
facility will be held sometime
within the next two months.

Architectural and construction
work is being is supported by
funds generated through the sale
of artifacts recovered from the
Spanish Galleon Concepcion
which wrecked off the coast of
Saipan in 1638,

The hospital structure, origi-
nally built in 1925, will be ex-
panded by the addition of a cen-
tral gallery and will contain over
6,000 square feet of space. In
addition to exhibit and storage
space, the facility will contain
offices for the museum staff and
will also possess out door exhib-
its within its landscaped grounds.

Guerrefo said the next big task
is to ensure the passage of House
Bill 9-291 which proposesd to
formally establish the museum,
create a board of directors and
provide for needed staffing and
funding.

HOPWOOD Junior High School
Principal Tom Pangelinan has ap-
pealed to the Board of Education
to listen to the school’s concerns
and reconsider its decision of
implementing Year Round Edu-
cation at the school using multi-
track system in the next school
year.

In an interview with the Variety
yesterday, Pangelinan also ex-
pressed disappointment with
Board of Education Chairman
Daniel Quitugua and Education
Commissjoner William S. Torres
for disputing “in public” their sta-
tistics with regards to overcrowd-
ing issue. '

“Our position is very clear. We
are appealing to the BOE to give
us school year 1995-1996 using
YREsingle track system,” he said.
“Give us time to make this change
very successful for our school chil-
dren.”

After informed last December
about the idea of implementing
multi-track system at"Hopwood,
Pangelinan wrote a letter dated
January 3, 1995 to Chairman
Quitugua, requesting the latter for
a reconsideration.

Pangelinan pointed out that
based on their YRE committee
which did a fact finding work in
order to establish a projection for
the next school year, they do not
foresee over enrollment.

However, Commissioner Torres
sent last February 1 a memoran-
dum concurred by Quitugua, man-
dating him to launch YRE multi-
track program next school year.

Torres admitted that PSS and
the BOE received Hopwood’s
single track proposal, but indi-
cated that the rationale for multi-
track is that BOE members are in
the planning process to establish
Middle School concept.

Torres memo has prompted 53
Hopwood faculty and staff mem-
bers to sign a petition, requesting
Quituguatoreconsiderthe Board’s
decision.

Pangelinan has openly ex-
pressed support with the petition-
ers,saying teachers should be con-
sulted whatever changes that af-
fect their “well-being.”

The principal reiterated his ear-
lier statement that Hopwood was
not properly informed about the
implementation of multi-track sys-
tem.

“We want everyone to be in-
volved in education specifically
the teachers and parents who must
be aware of the transition to multi-
track system,” he told the Variety.

Pangelinan said theissue (multi-
track) will be among the top agenda
in today’s PTA meeting at
H o p w o o d
"In education everyone affected
should be involved in the process.
If change is mandated it create
demoralization,” he said. “The

most effective process is to get
everybody involved.”

The Hopwood top man said he
believes there will no overlap-
ping of schedules even though
Hopwood continues the single
track while Marianas High School
will use multi-track system at the
same time.

Pangelinan likewise saidhe was
very disappointed with Quitugua
and Torres, whom he tagged as
“their fathers”, for refuting their.
YRE findings in the public

Senate wants jointly-held
hearing on new casino bill

A LEGISLATIVE resolution
mandating a jointly held public
‘hearing on the gambling bill in-
troduced by Sen. Eusebio A.
Hocog has been adopted by the
Ninth CNMI Senate.

Through a voice vote during a
session Tuesday everiing, mem-
bers of the upper chamber of Leg-
islature adopted Senate Joint
Resolution 9-21.

The resolution, authored by
Senate President Juan S.
Demapan, calls fora joint hearing
by both the House of Representa-
tives and the Senate on Senate
Bill 9-182, the new casino gam-
ing Act.

The new gambling measure,
which was unveiled a day after
the House killed a similar bill,
proposes the legalization of gam-
bling in the CNMI to allow for
even full-blown casinooperations
Commonwealth-wide.

Currently, the CNMI Constitu-
tion ‘prohibits gambling unless
provided by law or unless any
‘senatorial district legalizes such
activity through the initiative pro-
cess.

The joint resolution recognizes
that the island of Tinian is the
only part of the the Common-
wealth where gambling has been
legalized but notes that such a

type of industry for the CNMI is.

important to the development of
its economy arid continued growth
of the tourism industry. ‘

*“Such development and growth
will directly benefit the general
welfare of the citizens of the Com-
monwealth. With proper controls
in place casino gambling could be
beneficial to the Commonwealth,”
the resolution noted.

Thus, it said, the general public
should be accorded the opportu-
nity to voice their concerns on
S.B. 9-182 because such a forum
is essential prior to approval by
Legislature.

Under the new bill, a Common-
wealth Gaming Commission is

also being created, with the power
to-grant licenses for the owner-
ship and operation of up to five
major casinos on Tinian and one
each for Saipan and Rota.

In addition, the commission
may also grant a license for one
water-borne major casino (float-
ing casino) within the térritorial
waters of the Commonwealth.
Likewise, the proposed gam-

ing body may license up to five
small casinos for Rota and ten for
Saipan.

All casinos shall be licensed
only in connection with a hotel or
condominium, the bill indicated.

The holding of public hearings
on the casino bill is deemed im-
perative by most elected leaders
due to the sensitivity of the gam-
bling issue.

She pointed out that PSS esti-
mated enrollment is 1,260, which
is the actual 7th grade plus 6th
grade this school year plus an
estimated 10% increase from pri-
vate schools and immigrationinto
the CNML.

Cruz said although Hopwood
increase estimate is only 6.9%
they patterned the 10% of PSS.
And yet, their projected enroli-
mentis 1128 which givesadiffer-
ence of only a slight 132 students
when compared with PSS 1,260
enrollment.

“Westill don’t find overcrowd-
ing. The student-teacher ratio is
still fine,” Cruz added.

Multi-awardee educator Ernie
Alano on the other hand stressed
they never claimed they have ac-
curate figures. He said the differ-
ence is insignificant so there is no
need to compare the figures.

Alano said they already knew
that Middle School concept will
not be implemerited next school
year so why not work together by
allowing them to use the single
track.

“We are hoping that the Board
will not close their mind to us.
Listen to our concerns, our needs.
Wehopethey will reconsider their
decision. What we are all asking
them is keep an open mind,” he
added.

chairman of the U.S. Joint Chiefs of
Staff, said the Iranianshave deployed
anti-aircraft missiles on islands in the
Straitof Hormuz, through which pass
shipscarrying muchofthe world’soil
supply.

Three
oil platforms were wrecked and
several vessels, including an
armed patrol boat and two large
gunboats, were sunk or disabled.

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Drug chieftains still operate freely

WASHINGTON (AP) - Colom-
bian military authorities were
tipped last December that cocaine
chieftain Miguel Rodriguez
Orejuela might attend his teen-
age daughter’s first communion
party at a hotel in Cali.

A military unit was dispatched
to the hotel. Rodriguez Orejuela,
one of Colombia’s most wanted
criminals, wasn’t there.

The story might have ended
there, except that Colombian
President Ernesto Samper later
apologized for disrupting the
party. And Colombia’s defense
minister made clear to the
country’s military chief that such
“arbitrary operations” should
cease.

U.S. officials recounted this

story to underscore their frustra-
tion over the Colombian
government’s seeming lack of
resolve in confronting the Cali
cartel.

On  Wednesday, President
Clinton is due to issue his annual
congressionally mandated judg-
ment on whether Colombia and
other countries are cooperating
with U.S. efforts to counter nar-
cotics trafficking.

Countries deemed cooperative
win presidential “certification”
and favors from Washington. If
Clinton decides to ‘“decertify”
Colombia, it would cost Colom-
bia certain aid and trade benefits.

Congressional sources expect
Clinton to conclude that
Colombia’s performance has
fallen short but that the national
interest demands that Washing-
ton not impose economic sanc-
tions. The listof decertified coun-
tries from 1994 includes Iran,
Burma, Nigeria and Syria.

A report prepared this week by
Republican staff members on the
Senate Foreign Relations Com-
mittee recommends that Colom-
bia be added to the list.

Japan approves extra
budget for Kobe relief

TOKYO (AP) - Japanese law-
makers approved a supplemental
budget Tuesday that earmarked
1.02 trillion yen (dlrs 10.5 bil-
lion) toward relief and reconstruc-
tion efforts for the earthquake-
ravaged city of Kobe. .The
upper house of Parliament gave
final approvalto the spending bill,
the second extra budget for fiscal
1994, The bill brought total spend-
ing for the fiscal year, which ends
March 31, to 73.44 trillion yen
(dlrs 757 billion).

The extra spending includes
660 billion yen (dlrs 6.8 billion)
for public works reconstruction
projects and 141 billion yen (dlrs
1.45 billion) for relief centers,
temporary housing and condo-

lence money for those who lost
family members. The Jan. 17 quake
killed more than 5,400 people.

The budget bill also includes
tax cuts worth 602 billion yen
(dlrs 6.2 billion) for individuals
and companies affected by the
quake.

The upper house also gave fi-
nal approval to five bills related
to quake relief efforts. Among
other things, they would allow
issuing more government bonds
to cover. quake costs, extend the
validity of permits for businesses
and individuals affected by the
quake, and promote hiring for
public works reconstruction
projects of people who lost their
jobs because of the quake.

U.S. officials admitit’s atough
call. On the plus side, officials
note that Colombian authorities
have seized twoBoeiug 727s used
by the cartel for transporting
drugs. They have stepped up ef-
forts to eradicate poppy and coca
plants, winning praise from U.S.
Ambassador Myles Frechette.

ButRodriguez Orejuela and his
cartel allieshave notbeenarrested,
and the organization’s grip on 80
percent of the world’s cocaine
supply remains firm. The country
still lacks tough money-launder-
ing laws. And while President
Samper has promised war against
the cartel, the State Department
said evidence indicated last year

thatdrug lords contributed money
to Samper's presidential cam-
paign.

Officials also believe Colom-
bia should do more to confiscaté
the cartel’s estimated 40 long-
range passenger jets, some of
which reportedly can carry dlrs
1.9 billion worth of cocaine.

Many Colombians contend the
United States lacks moral author-
ity to judge Colombia’s perfar-
mance. They claim the Americans
nolongertake serious action against
the demand for illicit drugs on their
own streets.

This echoes what some U.S. crit-
ics of Clinton say. After a 13-year
decline, they say, domestic drug

use has increased sharply since
1992,

William Bennett and John
Walters were drug-policy officials
in the administration of former
President George Bush. They wrote
recently that if current trends con-
tinue, the Clinton administration
“will have presided over the great-
est increase in drug use in modem
American history,” which they
blamed on administration indiffer-
ence.

Rebutting that allegation, offi-
cials point out that the administra-
tion is seeking a record dlrs 14.6
billion for fiscal 1996 for drug en-
forcement programs, an increase of
11.6 percent over the current year.

MEXICO CITY (AP) - Mexi-
cans, no strangers to political up-
heaval, now face a scandal of his-

toric proportions.
announcement that prosecutors
have arrested and charged the
brother of a former president with

Tuesday's

plotting a major assassination
may touch off a political firestorm
now. Butultimately, it could boost
the credibility of Mexico’s em-
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battled new president, Ernesto
Zedillo.

Prosecutors charged that Raul
Salinas de Gortari masterminded
the Sept. 28, 1994, killing of Jose
Francisco Ruiz Massieu, the No.
2 man in the ruling Institutional
Revolutionary Party, or PRI

Butwhile authorities made clear
former President Carlos Salinas
de Gortari was not implicated in
the second of two major political
murders in 1994, his ambitions to
become head of the World Trade
Organization now appear finally
dead.

Before ending his six-year term
on Dec. 1, Salinas led ambitious
trade and open market reforms,
including Mexico’s entry into the
North American Free Trade
Agreement with the United States
and Canada in 1994.

He had won U.S. backing to
head the new WTO, a powerful
new body regulating world trade.
But a sudden devaluation of
Mexico’s peso 20 days after he
left office led many to devalue
Salinas’ abilities.

“This is probably the nail in the
coffin for Carlos Salinas to be-
come the World Trade Organiza-
tion president,” said M. Delal
Baer, Mexico specialist of the
Center for Strategic and Interna-
tional Studies in Washington.

She said Raul Salinas, 48, had
long been a thorn in the side of
President Salinas. Raul’s numer-
ous business activities had often
raised rumors and questions,
which while unproven, damaged

the presidential image.

Prosecutors did not implicate
the former president in the mur-
der. But the scandal cast a new
cloud over the Salinas presi-
dency, already tainted by
Mexico’s economic debacle and
by the two stunning political as-
sassinations in his final year -
those of Ruiz Massieu and of
ruling party presidential candi-
date Luis Donaldo Colosio.

The party, known as the PRI,
has ruled Mexico for 65 years.
But it has suffered recent in-
fighting between reformers and
members of the old guard -
battles that many Mexicans be-
lieved were involved in the mur-
ders.

"Those theories gained cre-
dence with last Friday’s disclo-
sure that authorities had arrested
a second gunman in the killing
of Colosio, who was ultimately
replaced by Zedillo for, last
year’s election.

Now investigators have finally
made dramatic progress in both
cases.

Naggingquestionsabout thekill-
ings have tested not only the pa-
tience of the Mexican populace,
but increasingly foreign investors
who scored billions of dollars in
stock losses as a result of a swiftly
devalued peso.

“One of the main reasons for the
devaluation and the ensuring cri-
sis is that Zedillo was perceived as
a weak president,” independent
Mexican analyst Sergio Sarmiento
said in a recent interview.
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’s ‘hanging judges’ form club

MANILA, Philippines (AP) -
About a dozen “hanging judges”
who have imposed the death pen-
alty have formed a club to help
them deal with death threats and
improve the judicial system.

“If criminals have their own
fraternities ... what is wrong with
having a club like this one whose
purpose is to be effective in the
implementation of laws against
heinous crimes,” said Judge
Maximiano Asuncion, founding
presidentof the “Guillotine Club.”

Asuncion, a tough-talking Re-
gional Trial Court judge, has the
controversial distinction of hav-
ing been the first magistrate to
impose the death penalty since
capital punishment was restored
in January last year,

Asuncion, 63, since has sen-
tenced three other men to death.
About 14 people have received
death sentences under the new
law. They include aJapanese man
convicted of drug trafficking.

Human rights activists have
criticized capital punishment, say-
ing it is ineffective in curbing

crime and only punishes the poor,

who cannot hire good lawyers. -
_ Buttherestoration of the death
penalty was largely welcomed
following a series of brutal mur-
ders and ransom kidnappings.
Capital pugishment had beenabol-
ished in the 1987 constitution.
But the charter allowed Congress
to restore it for “heinous crimes”

such as rape, murder and drug
trafficking.

Last month, public outcry arose
against a judge who cited his reli-
gious beliefs in refusing to sen-
tence two men to death for raping
andkilling a 7-year-old girl. They
were given life in prison.

Asuncion said judges who im-
pose only life sentences are ex-
cluded from the Guillotine Club,
whose membership s “automatic”
for those who have imposed at
least one death sentence.

“You must impose a sentence

not because of any consideration

‘likereligious or personal beliefs,”

Asuncion said. “Whatever is the
law, you impose the law.”

Asuncion said forming -the
group was very timely because it
willencourage judgestobe “more
courageous, to be more aggres-
sive” in implementing the law.
“Those who are cowardly, we can
give them assurance that there is
nothirig wrong in implementing
the law,” he said

“We are punishing the guilty
people and we give justice to the
oppressed,” he said. “But we
must emphasize that we are not
afraid of doing our duty. This
club is a morale booster to; our
members who are vacillating and
it is an honor to be a member of
this club by doing your duty.”

He said the club can help

judges deal with threats. they
sometimes receive in connec-
tion with cases they handle. He
did not specify any judges who
have been threatened.

Asuncion said club members
include two retired members of
the bench - anti-graft court chief
Judge Manuel Pamaran and ap-
peals court Judge Onofre
Villaluz - the original “hanging
judges.” _

No-one has been ex-
ecuted under the new law. All
death sentences are reviewed by
the Supreme Court. The gov-
ernment has notyet decided how
death sentences will be carried
out. _

In the past, the electri¢ chair
was used; but the only one the

country had was destroyed in a
fire.

Asuncion said he favored le-
thal injection, but some of the
club members want the electric
chair, others public hanging or
execution by firing squad.

“The purpose of the death pen-
alty is not just to punish people.
At the same time you also pre-
vent other people from commit-
ting the same crime,” he said.

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Gorbachev’s car seized by state

MOSCOW (AP) - Speakmg
out against President Boris
Yeltsin can be costly. For
Mikhail Gorbachev, the price
was his official car, seized by
the state after a critical speech
last week.

Gorbachev spokesman
Vladimir Polyakov said Tues-
day that the car was repos-
sessed by the state when the

former Soviet president re-
turned from a trip to
Novosibirsk, where he urged
early presidential elections.
“We connect this act of the
president’s administration
with the great success of
Gorbachev’s trip to
Novosibirsk,” Polyakov said.
A spokesman for Yeltsin’s
office had no immediate com-

ment on the latest episode in
the long-running Yeltsin-
Gorbachev feud.

Since Gorbachev relin-
quished the presidency in
1991, Yeltsin has responded
to criticism by stripping the
ex-Sovietleader of perks, such
as office space and cars.

In 1992, his luxurious Zil

Volga sedan and the
Gorbachev Foundation was
evicted from its spacious of-
fices and -forced to make do
with smaller quarters.

On Saturday, the Volga,
which was used by
Gorbachev’s security detail,
was taken away. Gorbachev
himself uses a Mercedes Benz
owned by his foundation.

“We are used to pressure from
the presidential administration,”
Polyakov said, describing such
petty actions as a threat by au-
thorities to turn off the hot water
in the Novosibirsk hotel where
Gorbacheyv stayed.

“Now we can expect anything,”
Polyakov said. “Probably, they

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Paklstam children live
a nightmare in prison

RAWALPINDI, Pakistan (AP)
- Saima Ahmed, age 5, huddles
beneath a smelly woolen blanket
to protect herself from the winter

.chill and wonders if she will ever

leave Adiala Jail.

“I go to sleep at night and [
think whatifI have to live here for
the rest of my life, and I cry,” she
says shyly. )

Saima, like hundreds of chil-
dren in Pakistan, has gone to jail
with her mother, Nazreen, who is

‘awaiting trial on theft charges and

could receive a four-year term if
convicted. In their stark, cramped
celldévoid of furnishings, the chil-
dren outnumber the women, 13 to
11.

Disgraced and destitute, jailed
Pakistani women routinely take
their young children with them
because there is no alternative,
said Hina Jilani of the indepen-
dent Human Rights Commission
of Pakistan.

The group estimates about 300
children are injail with their moth-
ers.

Orphanages are scarce, and if
the children were simply left be-
hind itis quite possible they would
be used as child laborers, a com-
mon practice in Pakistani work-
shops.

“If they don’t go to jail with
their mother, they could end up
on the street begging or being
sold,” Ms. Jilani said. The
children’s fathers are often in jail,
too, or have abandoned their fami-
lies. Ms. Jilani said many of the
women are in jail on charges
brought by their husbands, who
either want to marry again or have
left the country and do not want
their wives free while they are
gone.

The law says children should
be removed from imprisoned

mothers at age 7, but it says noth-

ing about what should be done
with them and youngsters are sel-
dom taken out. In the central city
of Multan, there is an 11-year-old
boy who has been in jail since
birth, she said.

Imprisoned women in many
countries keep their children with
them. But the problems facing
youngsters are particularly acute
in an impoverished country hke
Pakistan.

“Imagine theirlife,” said Iftikar

Hussein, a psychologist at Allama

Igbal Open’ University in
Islamabad. “The guards are never
very kind. The women - their
mothers - are unhappy and crying
all the time. It’s all very traumatic
for children.”

" Saima said that her only toy isa
raggedy olddoll and that she must
fight to keep the other children
from taking over her little corner
ofthe jail compound, asandy spot
next to a 10-foot-high (3-meter-
high) wall.

Kamran Rizvi, who heads a hu-
man rights committ

.ee set up by Prime Minister
Benazir Bhutto’s government,
says the government wants to stop
jailing children.

“I am totally against keeping
women in prison with their chil-
dren,” Rizvi said. “But where can
we keep them? There should be a
separate institution for the chil-

~ dren. Jails have a very negative

psychological effect.”
Rizvi said the whole prison
system needs to be overhauled.

Prisons in Pakistan are over-
- crowded, poorly maintained and

packed with people awaiting trial,
he said.

Ms. Bhutto’s governmentis pre-
paring a new law aimed at chil-
dren younger than 12 who are in
prison, including about 1,700 un-
accompanied youngsters who face
charges ontheirown ranging from

loitering to murder,

The law will not prevent children
from accompanying their mother to
jail, but it will try to set a minimum
standard of care, Rizvi said. Among
his recommendations are special
housing for children and their moth-
ers near the women’s cells, compul-
sory schooling and a doctor on duty.

Itremains to be seenif there will be
any improvements. The government
often talks about curing such prob-
lems, but rarely comes up with the
money. EvenRizviconcedesthe gov-
emment is short of resources.

“Our problem is pushing the gov-
ermment to spend money,” said Ms.
Jilani. “Things are moving forward -
slowly. That's something.”

Clinton reaffirms support
for peacekeeping efforts

WASHINGTON (AP) - De-
spite isolationist currents in
Congress, the United States
will continue supporting U.N.
peacekeeping efforts and will
“not abdicate its role as a
world leader,” President
Clinton said Tuesday.

The president commented at
the end of a White House meet-
ing with Dutch Prime Minis-
ter Willem Kok, who told re-
porters Europeans are worried
over a “certain tendency to-
wards isolationism” in the
United States.

“That would be very riskful,
to put it mildly,” Kok said ata
news conference with Clinton.
“That would be very riskful
because responsibility and
leadership is a necessity now
and forever.”

seek to reduce U.S. support
for U.N. peacekeeping and
restrict the president’s author-
ity to place American troops
under foreign commanders.

Stop Israeli buildings

UNITED NATIONS (AP) - Frus-
trated at the bargaining table, the
Palestinians appealed to the Security
Council on Tuesday to pressure Is-
rael to stop expanding its séttlements
in the West Bank and Gaza Strip.

‘Council members criticized the
settlements as an obstacle to making
peace, but took no action on a pro-
posed resolution demanding Israel
stopbuildingnew homesinthe settle-

* ments.

“Debate here can only sour the
atmosphere, and make it more diffi-
cult for the parties to reach an agree-

-ment,” said Edward W. Gnehm, the
deputy U.S. ambassador.

Israel gave the Palestinians lim-
ited autonomy last year in Gaza and
the West Bank city of Jericho, which
were captured along with the rest of
the West Bank in a 1967 war.

But the Palestinians have repeat-
edly complained about the 144 Jew-
ish settlements scattered among Pal-
estinian communities. Israel in Feb-
ruary approved building 1,800 new
homes in the West Bank, mostly
around Jerusalem.

Nasser al-Kidwa, the Palestinian
observer at the United Nations, ac-
cusedIsrael of “anobvious campaign

to colonize ... with the aim of annex-
ing thisland.”

“What is now needed is the imme-
diateand total cessation of settlement
activity,” he said in 4 speech to the
Security Council.

Diplomatsfrom Britain, Egyptand
other Arab countries criticized the
settlements as an obstacle to peace
talks.

“Israeli settlement-building con-
stitutes a grave legal violation and
aborts the peace process,” said Am-
bassador Nabil Elaraby of Egypt,
whichmadepeace withIsraelin 1979
andhashostedIsraeli-PLOtalks.“The
Israeli government should immedi-
ately put an end to all sorts of settle-
ment building, no matter what it is
called.”

Israel’sambassador, Gad Yaacobi,
said the Palestinians were violating
the rules of the peace talks by asking
the Security Council to intervene.

He insisted the Israeli govemnment
isn’tbuildingnew settlementsorpay-
ing to expand existing ones.

“The PLO committeditselftosettle
theseissuesataspecifictime-namely
... at the final stage of the process. It

- has been agreed not to address these

issues at the preseént time,” Yaacobi
said. o

Indonesia eyes peaceful
end to Spratly dispute

JAKARTA, Indonesia (AP) - Indo-
nesia urged China and the Philippines
Tuesday to peacefully settle their dis-
pute over a reef claimed by both sides
in the Spratly Island chain.

‘] believe both sides are well aware
that it is no time now to use force to
settle disputes,” Foreign Minister Ali
Alatas said.

He said the present situation devel-
oped after the Philippines discovered
permanent structures and the presence

of Chinese naval vessels on Mis-
chief Reef. -

-President Fidel Ramos has or-
dered an increased military pres-
ence in the disputed area, believed
to be rich in oil.

Six nations claim all or part of
the Spratly Islands in the South

China Sea, overlooking important

merchant shipping routes.
Taiwan, Vietnam, Malaysia and
Brunei are the other claimants.

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SE Asia becoming fugitives’ haven

By ROBERT H. REID
MANILA, Philippines (AP) -
Across Southeast Asia, the alert
isout forthe elusive British trader
who gambled away Britain’s old-
est merchant bank. But the region
is one of the world’s best places
for a fugitive to disappear.

Authorities would like to ques-
tion Nick Leeson to find out how
a single trader could have lost
nearly a billion dollars, forcing
Barings into bankruptcy.

Since Leeson, 28, and his wife
Lisa, 23, vanished last week from
their Singapore home, they have
‘been variously reported in Ma-
laysia and Thailand. There have

- even been unconfirmed reports

they got hold of a yacht and are
sailing through the south seas.

On Wednesday, the Eastern
Express newspaperof Hong Kong
reported that Leeson faxed his
Singapore office from the Thai
resort town of Phuket to apolo-
gize for his actions.

The newspaper quoted “a
source close to Barings” for the
report but said the bank had no
comment. A spokeswoman for the
Regent Hotel in the Malaysian
capital Kuala Lumpursaid Leeson
checked in late Thursday and left
the following morning.

For decades, hundreds, if not
thousands, of rogues, misfits,
criminals and plain old vagabonds
have turned up inthe steamy, laid-
back lands of Southeast Asia, flee-
ing police, spouses, creditors or
justabandoning the high-pressure
world they left behind.

One of region’s most colorful
rouges was Lord Moynihan, scion
of a British noble family best re-
membered in the House of Lords
for championing nationalized ca-
sinos and returning Gibraltar to
Spain.

Facing 57 fraud charges in Brit-
ain, Lord Moynihan fled to Spain
in 1969 and eventually turned up
in the Philippines, where he oper-
ated a series of brothels. One was
located about 100 yards from the
British ambassador’s residence.

Until his death in November

1991, Lord Moynihan spent his
evenings frequenting his clubs,
where he regaled customers with
advice such as “‘of the 36 ways of
ayoiding disaster, running away
is the best.”

“This is easy work,” the Lord
used to boast. “The girls do all the
work and I pocket all the money.”

Anything can be obtained for a
price. In countries like the Philip-
pines and Thailand, forged pass-
ports and identity papers can be
purchased for a few hundred dol-
lars.

The U.S. Embassy estimates that
in the Philippines alone, there are
about 80 Americans who fled
felony warrants in the United States
and are hiding here, protected in
some cases by influential local
politicians.

Bars in Bangkok’s raucous
Patpong District are full of shady,
middle-aged characters who went
there during the Vietnam War and
never went home. Local officials
generally tolerate such people as
long as they live quietly and stay
out of trouble.

In some cases, home govemn-
ments can put enough pressure on
local authorities to produce a fugi-

‘tive. In 1990, Warwick Reid, the

former Hong Kong chief prosecu-
tor, fled to the Philippines after
being charged withembezzling dirs
1.6 million.

Reid lived openly in Manila for
months, frequenting restaurants
and luxury hotels. Under pressure
from Hong Kong authorities, po-
lice one evening accosted him in a
hotel lobby and bundled him off to
the airport for a flight to Hong
Kong.

He was convictedand sentenced
to nearly five yearsin jail. He was
released last November and re-
turned to his native New Zealand.

Moving about undetected in
much of Southeast Asia presents
few challenges. Long, poorly pa-
trolled coastlines make it easy to
travel by .sea, and immigration
checks at many of the region’s
backwater harbors are lax.

In 1994, aFilipino businessman,

Rolito Go, escaped from jail one
day before he was sentenced to life
imprisonment for killing a young
man in a traffic altercation. He
remains at large. Police suspect he
may simply have made his way to

the harbor and set sail abroad, pos-
sibly to Taiwan.
Even at international airports,
immigration checks can be spotty:
Lastyear,a Czechsoccerplayer,
Michal Vana, who played for

Singapore’snational team, skipped
outof the island city-state by as yet
unknown means during an investi-
gation into the fixing of matches
by gamblers. He resurfaced weeks
later in Prague.

MANILA, Philippines (AP) -
Former first lady Imelda Marcos
announced Wednesday she will
run for Congressin the May elec-
tions despite a criminal convic-
tion for corruption during her late
husband’s 20-year rule.

“I'm running not for ambition
but compassion,” Mrs. Marcos
told reporters. She will seek a

House of Representatives seat
from her family’s native Leyte

Island in the central Philippines.

* Analystsin Leyte believe she'is
all but assured of winning. The
widow of former strongman
Ferdinand Marcos is free onbond
pending appeal of a 1993 convic-
tion for corruption.

She was sentenced .to 17-23
years imprisonment. Her son,

Ferdinand “Bongbong” Marcos
Jr., wonacongressional seat from
the northen province of Ilocos
Norte in 1992 and is running for
Senate in the May 8 balloting.

Mrs. Marcos lost a bid for the
presndency in 1992 after return-
ing from exile in Hawaii. She
finished fifth among seven candi-
dates but won by a landslide
among Leyte voters.

Former envoy of Queen to

review Fiji Constitution

SUVA, Fiji (AP) - A former New
Zealand representative of Queen
Elizabeth II will head a constitu-
tional review in Fiji which ousted
the British monarch as head of state
after two military coups in 1987.
Sir Paul Reeves, a former New
Zealand governor-general, said
Wednesday he would chaira three-
member commission toanalyse and
recommendchangestotheracially-
biased constitution which guaran-
tees indigenous people political
dominance overotherethnic groups.
The constitution attracted inter-
national condemnation when it was
imposed in 1990, three years after
the indigenous-dominated military
staged two coups and overthrew an
ethnic-Indian majority government.

Reeves, an indigenous New
Zealand Maori, said work would
begin June 1 and would take 12 to
15 months to complete.

A former indigenous Cabinet
minister and an ethnic Indian uni-
versity professor would also sit on
the body, the government said.

“Ihope tobe partof areview that
will be judicious, fair and.impar-
tial,” Reeves told Australian As-
sociated Press.

Prime Minister Sitiveni

Rabuka ousted the queen as head
of state and declared Fiji arepub-
lic after staging the two coups as
a renegade army colonel.

Rabuka later won office at sub-
sequent elections. He ordered the
review in line with a clause in the
constitution.

Indigenous Fijians number just
over half of the 770,000 popula-
tion. Ethnic Indians make up most
of the rest along with small com-
munities of Europeans, Chinese
and other Pacific islanders.

The constitution demands ra-
cially-separate voting systems
andreserves the majority of seats
in Parliament, as well the posts
of president and prime minister,
for indigenous Fijians.

Supporters say indigenous
rights are protected. But critics
complain non-indigenous people
are now second-class citizens.

The Indians are the descen-
dants of sugar plantation work-
ers imported by British colo-
nizers last century.

Reeves was governor-gen-
eral between 1985 and. 1990
after serving six years as An-
glican Church primate of New:
Zealand.

TO PROTECT INDIGENOUS RIGHTS
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Protest rallles in Japan embassy

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) - Ac-
tivists from three countries protested
outside the Japanese Embassy on
Wednesday to demand direct com-
pensation for women forced into
sexual slavery during World War II.

The protest wrapped up a three-
day seminar on the issue by about
210 participants from Taiwan, the
Philippines, Japan and South Korea.

“Compensatenow!" about50dem-
onstrators shouted in Korean and
Japanese. Some waved South Ko-
reanflags.  Among the protesters
were about a dozen South Korean
and Philippine women who were
forced to serve Japanese solders un-
der slave-like conditions at front-line
brothels.

Dressed in white with matching

headbands, theelderly womenlooked

tired but joined in the shouting,
Some 40 police stood guard in
front of the barred gates of the em-
bassy, closed for South Korea's na-
tional holiday. The Taiwanese del-
egation didn't participate in the pro-

 test because it left earlier in the day.

Wednesday marks the 76th anni-
versary of the March 1 Independence
Movement, considered the beginning
of Korea's strugglé forindependence
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against Japan, which ruled Korea as
a colony from 1910 until its World
War I defeat.

“The system of military sexual
slavery is one of the cruelest crimes
committed by the Japanese Imperial
Forces. .. Unless (it) is resolved, war
will continue to go on in the hearts of
the victims and other angry Asians,”
the activists said in a statement.

They demanded that Japan, in
addition to compensating victims,
release detailed accounts of the
government's role in recruiting and
forcing women into sexual slavery.

After the rally, the protesters
marched several blocks to a nearby
park, while another group of anti-
Japanese demonstrators staged a sec-
ond protest in front of the embassy.

The second group, victims of
forced-labor camps, were also de-
manding that Japancompensate themn
for their work and treatment, as well
as apologize.

Police prevented them frommarch-
ing to the park after the rally to join
the first group, and shoved back sev-
eral of the elderly men who were
trying to push past the police. No
injuries or arrests were reported.

Historians estimate as many as
200,000 Korean women were forced
ortrickedintosexualslavery. Women
from China, the Philippines, Indone-
sia, Taiwan and the Netherlands, as
well as Japan, also were recruited,

theysay.  1n1993,Japanadmitted
for the first time that its military ran
the program, but critics accused it of
downplaying its role.

Japan later offered to collect dlrs 1
billion from private sources to setup
regional rehabilitation centers for the
victims, whom the Japanese military
euphemistically called *“comfort
women."”

Many of the women were in their
teens when they were taken to a vast
network of military-run brothels as
faraway as the South Pacific islands.
Surviving victims said they were
beaten, tortured and violated by doz-
ens of soldiers per day. Some were
forced to work as sex slaves for eight
years.

After the war, the victims, cur-
rently in their 60s and 70s, lived in
hiding, shamed, unmarried and child-
less. In many Asian societies, chil-
dren are the only source of care for
aging parents.

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US banks have little exposure in Barings

NEW YORK (AP) - Most U.S.
banks that have trading operationis
in Singapore or did business with
Barings PLC, the collapsed British
investmentbank, will notbehurtby
the catastrophe, bankers and regu-
lators said Wednesday.

The Office of the Comptroller of
the Currency, which regulates na-
tional banks, has examined bank

“dealings with Barings and deter-

mined thatall butone have minimal
creditexposuretothe London-based
firm.

Barings, a223-year-old firm that
financed the U.S. Louisiana pur-
chase, is in proceedings similar to
bankruptcy following what has
amounted to more than dlrs 1 bil-
lionin lossestied toarogue trader’s

betsona Singapore stock exchange.

Of the nine U.S. banks with mul-
tinational operations that were asked
to give OCCexaminersan account-
ing of business with Barings, four
had no exposure, four had small
-exposures and one had significant
exposure, said Douglas E. Harris,
seniordeputy controlleratthe OCC.

He declined to name them, but
analysts believe Citicorp, the
nation’s largest bank, probably has
the biggest exposure of any U.S.
commercial bank because it pro-
vides securities settlement services
to Barings.

Citicorp officials confirmed that
it has exposure to Barings, but said
Tuesday that it's not yet known
how much it is owed. Because of

Stocks, U.S. dollar fall in
morning trading in Tokyo

TOKYO (AP) - The U.S. dollar
slumped to a record low against
the Japanese yen in morning trad-
ing in Tokyo Wednesday, while
prices on the Tokyo Stock Ex-
change fell back amid renewed
uneasiness about the collapse of a
British merchant bank.

At noon (0300 GMT), the dol-
lar was trading at 96.51 yen after
falling to 96.30 yen at one point,
a record intra-day low since the
modern exchange rate system was
established in the late 1940s.

The previous intra-day record
low in Tokyo was 96.35 yen, set
last Nov. 2.

The U.S. currency weakened
becauseof continued concernover
Mexican financial instability and
a Japanese news report quoting
U.S. Federal Reserve Governor
Fred Laware as saying that he
wasn’t worried about currentdol-

lar levels, said Masahira
Yamaguchi of Tokai Bank.

“Despite the Bank of Japan’s
dollar-buying intervention, the
American currency remained top-
heavy dueto selling pressure from
Japanese exporters,” Yamaguchi
said.

The dollar’s rate at noon was
down 0.42 yen from its late To-
kyolevel Tuesday, and alsolower
than 96.75 yen in late New York
trading overnight.

On the stock market, the bench-
mark Nikkei Stock Average shed
more than it gained in the over-
night rebounds that had followed

Monday’s collapse of the Barings
PLC British investment bank.

The 225-issue Nikkei average
lost 449.43 points, or 2.64 per-
cent, closing the morning session
at 16,604.00. On Tuesday, the
index had gained 244.73 points,
or 1.46 percent, rebounding from
a plunge of 664.24 points, or 3.80
percent the day before.

The Tokyo Stock Price Index
of all issues listed on the first
section was down 20.63 points, or
1.53 percent, to 1,327.76. On
Tuesday, the TOPIX had risen
27.43 points, or 2.00 percent, re-
bounding from the previous day’s
loss of 50.00 points, or 3.65 per-
cent.

Traders said share prices fell

because of declines in futurescon- -

tractprices. They said widespread
selling was due to Monday’s fail-
ure of Barings, a British bank
with large Nikkei futures hold-
ings.

Investors apparently feared the
bank might dump its futures
shares.

Traders who try to exploit si-
multaneous gaps in spot and fu-
tures markets, were also selling to
unwind their arbitrage positions,
they said.

The price of the benchmark No.
174 10-yearJapanese government
bonds finished the morning ses-
sion at 101.61 yen, up 0.17 yen
from Tuesday’s close. Their yield
fell to 4.360 percent from 4.385
percent.

Corp. said Tuesdaythatithasagreed
to be merged into Argentina’s larg-
est oil company, YPF Sociedad
Anonima, in a deal worth about $
750 million.

Speculation about a Maxus take-
over had been ongoing, and the

debt-burdened petroleuncompany -

confirmed more than a month ago
that it was talking to unnamed suit-
ors.

Under the deal, YPF would buy
all of the nearly 135 million out-
standing shares of Maxus common
stock for dlrs 5.50 per share in a
tender offer. Shareholders. also
would get a cash payment of 10
cents per share when rights issued
to them are redeemed.

After the tender offer, the re-

maining shares of Maxus common
stock would be exchanged, also for
dlrs 5.50 per share,ina merger. The
company’s more than 4 million
shares of preferred stock, much of
which is owned by Prudential In-
surance, would remain outstand-
ing.

Maxus said its board has ap-
proved the tender offer and the
merger,and recommends that share-
holders accept:

YPF, based in Buenos Aires,
Argentina. said it has received a
commitment letter from The Chase
Manhattan Bank N.A. to provide
financing of up to dirs 800 million
for the purchase.

By STEVE SAKSON
NEWYORK (AP)-Contactlens
makers have taken disposability
to its ultimate level - lenses you
wear for one day and dump in the
trash.

Convenient? Yes. You’ll never
buy another bottie of lens cleaner.
You'll never awaken with crusty
eyes or fogged vision after wear-
ing your lenses to bed.

But you'll pay about $ 700 a
year.

-Johnson and Johnson, the com-
pany that introduced first dispos-
able lenses in 1987, will launch
the first one-day-only product on
Wednesday. 1-Day Acuvuelenses
will be available nationally, fol-
lowing 1 1/2 years of test market-
ing in several states.

Competitor Bausch and Lomb
began test marketing its own ver-
sion, called New Day, in four
states a month ago. .

Optometrists say the new lenses
provide the best vision, comfort
and safety available, but the high
price will deprive them to many.

“If you're making $ 700,000 a
year, it may be worth it for an
individual to pay $ 700 a year to
get the comfort and convenience

that a one-day disposable’ lens
‘offers,” said Dr. Kenneth Lebow,
chairman of the American
Optometric Association’s Contact,
Lens Section. “If you're making
$ 700 a month, its obviously a
different type of situation.”

Johnson and Johnson said
Tuesday that, for many people,
the one-day lenses will be the
difference between wearing lenses
or glasses.

““Convenience is really the
driver,” said Gary Kunkle, presi-
dent of Johnson and Johnson Vi-
sion Products Inc. “People who
drop out say it is the hassle and
inconvenience of lens care and
this eliminates that.”

Conventional contact lens
wearers must perform a nightly
ritual of taking out their lenses,
rubbing them incleaner, then plac-
ing themina disinfectant solution
overnight. Once a week, wearers
must immerse the lenses in an

enzyme solution that removes
~accrued deposits. - - '

While a fresh pair once a year

- might cost less than $ 100, the
solutions and enzyme pills add

about $ 150 to $ 200 a year to that
total, eye doctors say.

Mitchell said in his January pe-

tition that the Supreme Court must
assert that the Ninth Circuit lacks
jurisdiction over the case. “This
court should examine the juris-
dictionissue atlengthandindepth
and hold that it is not bound by the
Ninth Circuit decision in this
case,” he said in his 7-page peti-
tion. '

After failing to convince the
local Supreme Court to hold an-
other hearing on Ferreira, Mitchell
brought the matter to the Ninth
Circuitcourt.

He insisted that the California
tribunal “encroached on the right
of the people of the Northern

ness. There are other uses that
could directly benefit the people
rather than gambling on gam-
bling,” he added.

The amendment offered by
Hofschneider, co-sponsored by
four other lawmakers, seem to
have been triggered by their re-
ceipt of copies of a letter recently
sent by Tinian casino licensee,
Lone Star Corporation CNMI
seeking some “assistance” from
CDA with regards to the neces-
sary groundwork to “establish”
the casino industry on Tinian.

The letter, which was sent by
Lone Star Corporation CNMI
Vice President and General Man-
ager Jerry C. Gatch to CDA Ex-
ecutive Director James H. Ripple
on February 8, asked CDA if it
could provide a government guar-
antee for the firm to be able to
lease casino and other equipment
as required by US-based casino
equipment suppliers.

Also, Gatch in that letter ex-
horted CDA if it could assist local

entrepreneurs on Tinian who may
be interested in putting up
auxilliary businesses to support
the budding casino industry on
the island. : :

- Although a succeeding Febru-
ary 15 letter from Lone Star Ca-
sino Corporation President Roger
W. Cope clarified that the com-
pany is not seeking any financial
assistance from CDA,
Hofschneider said there’s a need
to ensure resources are not used
for gaming enterprises over other
much critical needs.

The congressman added - that
even though Lone Star clarified

they are in no way asking local”

resources to assist their project,
he said there should be something
in the books to prevent that be-
cause it is not clear whether CDA
can do that. '
