Caroline Island which lies about GOO miles west of
thaMarquesan Group and at the intersection of
latitude 10 south with longitude 120 west from
Greenwich A glance at the map or chart of the
Pacifle Ocean will enable any one to locate it
Near It and a few miles southwest are Hint Island
and a reef called Vostok which if accessible will
furnish nearly as good points of observation ns
Caroline Island where the sun will remain to
totally eclipsed for om- fire mHtr So great has
been the interest ftlt in this event that a wealthy
amateur astronomer residing is t he United States
offered to bear the wbole expense of fitting out an
expedition to observe it Ihe United States Gov
ernment however with its usual liberality decided
to send its own astronomers and the steam frigate
ItmrtffrA famou in connection with the name of
Farragnt at Mobile was detailed for the service

Wo walk by faith not by sight We walk

and years back to the beginning cow it is as
many million Tbe doctrine of evolution
whsther sound or false has not explained our
origin only postponed it Science Las not
solved difficulties only shifted the points of
difficulty

M uch of scientific discovery is only general ¬

ization of difficulty as when Newton nudo
grawty cotcr the phenomena of the sky as
well as of the earth We do not dissolve our
ignorance by designating the matters wo are
ignorant of by a Latinized nomenclature
Saying that the earth is Hustamcd ly gravity
is a good deal tho same thing only 10 a more
refined form as what the ancients said when
they rested tho earth on an elephant and tho
elephant on tbe back of a tortoise I confess
that is an improvement only and this is
the point we are on it has not cleared up an --

thing So far as relates to explanation and to
getting to tho end of tho matter it makes cry
little difference whether we spell our theory

hoped for by the conviction of things unseen
That is faith and Darwin had that in j ropor
tions tbat were simply colossal lie had a
magnificent faith in his theory the theory of
Lvolution He could not provo the theory
and he knew he couldnt and what is inoro ho
continually confessed tbat ho couldnt Over
and over again with all the simplicity of a
child he admits tbat bis convictions run aw ay
ahead of Lis proofs And it is so in all of
these hooks so far as I am familiar with them
Their conclusions are a great deal larger than
their premises That is not spoken in a cnli
cal spirit I am not finding fault with tho
L volution nor with Mr Darwins book I am
only saying that he was a man of immense
faith he could not bate written as he did if
be hadnt been he reached results without
stoj ping to I logical that is faith He had
faith just the samo kind of faith tbat Isaiah
had only exercised toward his doctrine in ¬
stead of exercised toward God If be had
been as disposed to walk by the conviction uf
an invisible God as he was to walk by the
conviction of an nndemonst rated hypothesis
ho migl t have turned out as suLhrno a prophet
as Isaiah or as superb an apostle as St Paul
I hao no controversy with evolution Men
object to religion because it u such a lax on
faith and I ocl want you should look direct-
