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Deranged coverage

IT’s a thankless job, I've been told many times before.

But there’s more to it.

In fact, I think news reporting can, in most mstances also be so weird
it will make you want to puke.

In Manila, a residential fire incident would not make it to the moming
paper unless somebody died or, at least the cost in properties damaged
would run up to millions of pesos.

So, a neophyte reporter would most likely have these remarks on the
otherend of the line while phoning in an advisory about araging fne ‘How
many houses ? How many dead?”

“Well, sir the place is still ablaze but there’s no word about a possible
death.”

“Then forget it.”

There's logic. albeit business-wise, to this attitude: People will want to
know who died and they can get it from the morming paper or the evening
news.

News reporters who have been exposed to faces of death several times
in the past, have also learned to bend this logic a bit farther and just
wait for the dead.

More grotesque is the job of graveyard photogs (nightshift tab-
loid photographers).

They wander around the city at night waiting for a stabbing
incident to happen or, more aptly, somebody to die from a stabbing
incident (in the city, stabbing incidents happen almostevery hom
but not too many die).

Graveyard photogs also do the rounds on morgues, taking pic-
tures of the dead — mostly “shooting victims™ as they are called.

During the four-day 1989 coup d’ etat in Manila, I remember —
not fondly — how a photog friend would jump with excitement
whenever gunfights and strafing runs broke out.

He would rush to the scene, take pictures of the dead, ran to
Reuters or Associated Press or any other international news agency,
submit his shots and collect as much as $20 a piece.

He then takes his lunch and, after a while, goes back to his
“position” to wait for the same thing to happen.

Sea tragedies are gruesome too.

You see dead bodies floating and being fished out from the sea.

Their morbid form adding an eerie air into the gloom: stretched
arms and legs, wide-opened mouth, others have their eyes open
too, staring blankly at what they probably last saw before they
died.

News reporters can stand this sight. They caneven go further and
interview the dead’s relatives while the latter wail over their loss.

They have to do it for the paper, or the TV or their radio station.

Like I said, there’s a logic to this. And it is being fueled by a
desire for a media outfit to survive in a world where moguls have
taken over and upholding the truth is thrown to the backseat.

Call it deranged thinking but the bottomline is contemporary
media has developed a new breed of people who thrives on the
dead. on catastrophes, on sensational incidents like terrorist at-
tacks, on Pres. Bill Clinton’s sexual escapades, on anything that
will sell the paper while it’s hot.

Reminds me of a book xabout an heir to a giant media outfit who,
wildly-driven by the desire to outdo other media organizations,
devised a scheme, paid his own terrorist group and gave them
assignments that drove Carlos, The Jackal into a frenzied search
for the publisher’s reporters who were always on the right place at
the right time to file the report.

It can’t go that far.

THE dynamicsof putting a few hundred thousand words on
the Internet versus billions of bytes of data involved in a
streaming video are astounding. This crazy plan to put the
entire four hours of the Clinton grand jury testimony online
is destined to be a debacle.

Depending on the technology used - probably either Real
Video or Microsoft’s multimedia video compression - the
amount of datarequired for a video stream requires a whole
different set of servers and logistics.

‘When aweb page is accessed the data for that page - static
graphics and HTML text - are sent more or less as a “burst.”
Meaningall the data is sentatonce and then the serverisidle.
Thus, alot of people can share the same data with relatively
litle slowdown.

Once afinite pointisreached, allusersnotice aslowdown,
but the data doesn’t stop unless the server(s) reach maxi-
mum capacity.

The way streaming video works is different. Think of a
cow with calves. As each calf locks on and begins feeding
it keeps “requesting” milk and it comes in a continuing
stream. However, there are a limited number of these
spigots; if there are more calves than spigots, someone has
to wait.

Streaming video is the same way. These special kinds of
serversmust “unreel” data from the time someone connects
until they let go. Not only that, it must pump out that data at
a pretty good clip to give the impression that the video is
television-like - or ““frames per second.” This requires a lot
of bandwidth usage and can stress the Internet and your
Internet Service Provider.

Look for the bigboys like America Online, MindSpring,
ete. to possibly putup “mirror” servers tokeep their Internet
traffic at aminimum. Instead of hauling the video from assite
across the Internet, it may come from “local” servers.

In fact, the video on the Intemet is not that good and
anyone expecting to see Bill Clinton sweating, the veins in
his neck distended, etc. Needs to see the video on television.

Whereas it’s realistic to compress the data in a web site
into a single file that can be expanded later, such a thing is
impractical with any significant length of video.

By the time you read this, the Clinton testimony will
probably be already online at the same sites that featured the
original information. I will probably also put a link on my
Starr Reports page at a www.neel/ 701 net.

Note, I said “link,” meaning I'll point you to someone
else.

One good thing that might come out of this is a greater
public perception of what streaming video is and is not on
the Internet. I use it alot, watching reruns of telvision news
from Saipan and Little Rock. The technology is used on
many other sites, but theclips are limited to less than an hour
- usually just two or three minutes.

Before you attempt to see the video, make sure you have
the right software.

Log onto Real Video's site at wwwrealandio.con and
downloadthefile. Follow instructionsthat will install aplug-
in for the data type, as well as the program itself,

Be prepared for possible slow download times as thou-
sands of Internet users play “catch-up™ and get the program,

Iwill putadirectlink to the download arcaon my webssite
Starr Report page.

Once all the sleaze is over, a residual benefit will be that
a lot more folks across the world will have the capability to
see streaming video from other sites,

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SGMA submits ‘code of
conduct’ to US Labor

THE SAIPAN Garment Manu-
facturers” Association (SGMA)
has provided the United States
Department of Labora copy of its
“code of conduct” which is being
developed as part of efforts to
rebuild the industry’s image here
and abroad.

In his letter to Jorge F. Perez-
Lopez. acting deputy
undersecretary of the US labor
department’s Bureau of Intermna-
tional Labor Affairs (BILA). Ri-

chard A. Pierce. SGMA execu-
tive director. the organization “has
expended much time and effort to
addressitsownproblems™ through
the code.

The “code of conduct™ is di-
vided into four parts the first of
which tackles standards for de-
cent and human working condi-
tions.

This includes provisions on the
prohibition against forced labor,
child labor. harassment. and dis-
crimination among others.

It also includes provisions on

the freedom of association and’

collective bargaining.

The second part deals with stan-
dards for living conditions which
includes provisions on health and
safety and freedom of movement
among others.

The third discusses production
and anti-transshipment concemns,
while the fourth covers enforce-
ment of the “code of conduct”
itself where a compliance com-
mittee is created and penalties for
non-compliance are formulated

Trial court orders
Filipina deported

THE SUPERIOR Court has or-
dered the deportation of a Filipino
woman whose employer failed to
file a new non-resident worker’s
identification certificate.

Associate Judge John A.
Manglona also denied a motion,
filedby Zenaida S. Estel’s attorney,
Anthony Long, to alter or amend
the deportation order.

Estel firstentered the CNMl ona
non-residententry permitissued on
March 22, 1993, according tocourt
documents.

In1994, she filed a labor com-
plaint against her employer.

Two years later. the Division of

Labor issued an administrative or-
derallowing Estel towork foranew
employer, Nelia Madlmeduh, who
was required to file a new non-
resident worker’s identification cer-
tificate within 30 days of the admin-
istrative order.

The order stated that failure to
submit the labor permit application
would result in Estel s repatriation.

Manglona, inhisorder,noted that
the Department of Labor and Immi-
gration (DOLI) has norecords indi-
cating that Madlmeduh filed the
certificate within the 30-day period.

Further,noentry permitandhealth
certificate were issued to Estel after

May 30, 1996.

Last July, DOLI asked the court
to order Estel’s deportation. -

DOLI’s legal counsel, Assistant
Attomey General Robert Goldberg,
arguedthat Estelisa*‘two-yearover-
stay,” and a “clearly deportable
alien.”

Goldberg, in his reply to Estel’s
motion to stay deportation, said that
though Estel may appeal the court’s
deportation order, ‘she may not re-
main here in violation of our immi-

gration laws.”

Two years, he said, is enough.

Tt is time for (Estel) to go home,”
Goldberg said.

Earlier this year, White re-
quested the CNMI's highest
court to reinstate Cruz, who is
now an associate justice of
Guam’s Supreme Court.

He said Cruz is again eligible
to preside in the case and should
be given the opportunity to do

Butthe CNMI Supreme Court
did not act on the request be-
cause, according to White, there
was no appropriate motion filed
in that court,

Cruz’s reappointment, how-
ever, was opposed last February
by Tenorio’s lawyer, Assistant
Attorney General Robert
Goldberg.

It was Cruz who, in June of
last year, found then govermnor
Tenorio liable for “abuse of au-
thority and misspending of pub-
lic funds.”

Cruz ordered Tenorio to pay
the commonwealth $12.4 mil-
lion.

Anwar's adopted brother and a
former speechwriter pleaded guilty
in court on Saturday to being
sodomised by Anwar. Sodomy is a
crime in Malaysia.

Anwar, 51, is under investigation
for sodomy, treason, corruption and
other crimes which he has denied,
saying he was the victim of a con-
spiracy to end his political career.

Anwar’s wife said late on Sunday
at federal police headquarters thather
husband had been shifted into an-
othercarafterleaving theirhome, and
that she did not know where he had
been taken.

Kate Shindle, the outgoing
Miss America who crowned
Johnson on Saturday night, has
also said Clinton should re-
sign.

The Miss America Pageant,
which makes contestants at-
test to their good moral char-
acter in writing, has long been
seen as a bastion of social con-
servatism. In 1996, Clinton’s
Republican challenger, Rob-
ert Dole, was the preferred
candidate among the beauty
pageant’s 51 contestants.

During Saturday night’s
contest, Johnson, a registered
Republican, said she viewed
Dole’s wife, Elizabeth, as a
role model because of her de-
votion to her husband and her
work as head of the Red Cross
in the United States.

Kerry: Clinton must answer
impeachment questions

WASHINGTON (Reuters) —
President Bill Clinton should go
to Capitol Hill soon to face ques-
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tions about impeachment, a
Democratic senator said on Sun-
day, one day before the release of
Clinton’s video testimony in the
Monica Lewinsky affair.

But a new poll suggested most
Americans have little appetite for
the more than four hours of video-
tape and 2,800 pages of docu-
ments slated for release on Mon-
day at 9 a:m. EDT (1300 GMT).
And a White House official pre-
dicted a backlash against mem-
bers of Congress who approved
the release.

“I think that the president of the
United States should come before
the House Judiciary Committee
rapidly,” said Sen. John Kerry of
Massachusetts, a Democrat like
Clinton, referring to the panel that
would considerimpeaching the presi-
dent.

“The Judiciary Committee should
ask him the relevant — questions
withregard to the impeachment pro-
cess... We could—dothatinamatter
of weeks,” Kerry said on NBC’s
“Meet the Press.”

“... Thenationisbeingill-served by
this political — water torture.”

Acknowledging that the presidency

had been “‘diminished” by Clinton’s

affair with former White House in-
tern Lewinsky and his attempts to
cover it up, Kerry tumed aside ques-
tions about whether Clinton should
resign.

More than half of Americans - 56
percent - think Clinton should be
censured by Congress, while 37 per-
cent favour resignation, a slight rise
fromlast week’s numbers, according
to a CBS News poll released on
Sunday.

Sixty-nine percent of respondents
said itwas notnecessary torelease the
videotape of Clinton’s grand jury tes-
timony in the Lewinsky case, and 59
percent felt the House Judiciary Com-
mittee voted torelease this material to
embarrass the president. The CBS
poll had an error margin of plus or
minus four percentage points.

report to Congress by independent
counsel KennethStarr, whichincludes
Clinton’s Aug. 17 video testimony,
said the release of this kind of explicit
detail about the president’s sex life
could backfire on members of Con-
gress.

“T think people may question the
judgment of the people who decided
to put that information ... before the
American people and they may actu-
ally end up questioning the motiva-
tion, whether this was done for parti-
sanpurposesandultimately they may
question the faimess of the process
that’s going on on Capitol Hill,”
Podesta said on “Meet the Press.”

‘Low-speed diesel’

Meantime, David B. Howe,
Enron-vice president, in an inter-
view with reporters said the pro-
posal chosen by CUC “was not
technically responsive and did not
meet the requircments”™ of the
utilities agency’s request for pro-
posal.

“And it was not the lowest
price,” said Howe.

Howe said CUC should have
opted fora powerplant that would
operate on “low-speed” diesel as
Enron was offering.

He explained “low-speed™ die-
sel has an advantage over the
“medium- speed” one, as what
Murubeni-Sithe allegedly will be
using, because it is “more cffi-
cient” as it burns less fuel.

“As such,” said Howe, “(the
power plant) will have longer
life.”

The power plant project will be
done under a 25-year build-oper-
ate-transfer scheme.

Howe argued that the plant
could not anymore be functional
after 25 years if "medium-speed™
diesel is to be used.

“Medium speed diesel ternds 1o
run out of life and value by that

CUC ssaid it will assess the plant
onits 20th yeartodetermine what
possible course of action can be
taken to ensure that the plant op-
erates beyond 25 years.

Howe said Enron “'is not sure it
is clear’ as to where CUC based
its decision to award the contract
to Marubeni-Sithe.

Enron, Howe added, has a
pending protest on the matter
which was filed with CUC.

“We will have toevaluate what

our options are under the procure-
ment regulations,” said Howe.

“Until we get a response, it is
difficult to say exactly what our
course of action will be. We have
not rufed out anything. What we
are looking for is an understand-
ing of what happened in the final
decision-making process,” Howe
added.

Winning edge

The contract stipulates that ac-

tual construction of the power

plant will not be allowed until all
protests have been resolved.
According to official data,
Marubeni-Sithe’s monthly cost
to CUC will be $§4.213 million as
against Enron’s $4.222 million.
The cost excludes fuel that
CUC will have to provide to
Marubeni-Sithe in operating
the power plant.
Marubeni-Sithe’s other win-
ning edge is that CUC will have a
significant drop in its monthly

cost on the15th year.

Superior Court Associate Judge
John A. Manglonalast week ruled
that CUC can award the 80-mega-
watt power plant project to
Marubeni-Sithe even if a pro-
test filed by a group of losing
bidders who have banded to-
gether has yet to be resolved.

Manglona said CUC's procure-
mentregulationsallow Villagomez
to award a contract even when an
appeal is still pending.

Mabhathir, 72, became Asia’s
longest-serving leader when
Suharto was forced out.

Several states deny
enrollment in state colleges and
universities to young men who are
required to register, but have not
done so.

Many states refuse state employ-
ment to those young men notregis-
tered with Selective Service.

Anyone using a computer con-
nected to the internet can go to the
Selective Service web site at http:/
Iwww_sss.gov, and they will find a
link to “‘Check a Registration.”

By entering a man’s last name,
social security number, and date of

birth, the SSS computer will re-
search the database and display on
the screen the man’s Selective Ser-
vice number and effective date of
registration.

“This new verification service
will be enormously helpful to men
who must provide their Selective
Service numbers to obtain student
loans or federal jobs,” notes
Coronado.

Young men must registér within
30 days of turing 18 in accor-

.dance with federal law. More than

30 million men have registered
since 1980, howevernone has been
drafted.

The last draft ended in 1973. By
having the names and addresses of
men ages 18 through 25 on file in
the Selective Service System data
base, America remains ready to
face any future threat.

Outof the 107 registered voters
from Rota High School, 100 ac-
tually cast their votes. Marianas
Baptist Academy also showed
satisfactory voter turnout as 13
out of the 19 registrants showed
up to vote.

Only two of the 42 registrants
from precinct 6 (Rota) failed to
cast their votes.

Teregeyo expressed optimism
that majority, if not all, of the
1,202 registrants aged 14 to 21
will actually vote onelection day.

“I'mexpecting them all to vote
today, allof them,” Teregeyotold
reporters yesterday morning.
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The legislator also said that the
candidates who were able lomake
a number of youths to register
should also exert their effort in
bringing them to polling placesto
cast their votes.

Theelection started from 8 a.m.
to 8 p.m. Youth Congress offi-
cials were expected to release the
final tabulation and the name of
the elected youth senators hours
after the end of the elections.

The three-month registration
period ended on Aug. 25.

While the actual numberof reg-
istrants represents only 48 per-
cent of the 2,500 expected par-
ticipants, Youth Congress coor-
dinators have not thrown in their

towel and instead. moved on with’

its program.

Of the total 1,202 registrants,
616 came from the school level,
while the remaining 586 come
from the precinct level.

Precinct I has 338 registrants;
precinct L has 15; precinet [T has
98; precinct 1V has 82; precinct V
has 11; and precinct VI has 42.

Meanwhile, the Grace Chris-
tian Academy has 62 participants;
Marianas Baptist Academy has
19; Mt. Carmel School has 79;
Marianas High School has 219;
Northern Marianas College has
15; Rota High School has 107:
and Tinian High School has 114.

There are 30 candidates vying
for 21 seats.. Once elected, the
officers will be called Youth sena-
tors, and will be allowed to intro-
duce and pass resolutions.

The 28 percent decline, how-
ever, was a better figure over the
past six months since CNMI has
experienced a continued drop in
the number of tourists.

Japan arrivals which decreased
by 7 percent indicated signs of
improvement compared to the pre-
vious months which showed de-
cline at an average of 16 percent.

Korean tourists remained con-
sistent with 83 percent decline,
the MVA noted.

August is considered as a popu-
lar month for family travel. For
Japan visitors, the tourism agency
said, 23 percent of the arrivals to
Saipanwasinthe 0-17 age bracket.

Citing a survey conducted by

the Japan Travel Bureau, MVA
said more travelers this summer
are staying home than going
abroad, leading to the first drop in
18 years.

MVA said the JTB survey found
out that the main reason of the
decline is the concem over the
outlook of the economy, coupled
with falling personal incomes and
reduced consumption.

Travelers, MV A said, are look-
ing for “value formoney™ inpack-
age tours offered during the off-
peak periods.

JTB said US mainland remains
a popular choice despite the drop
in the value of the Japanese yen
against the US currency.

The reasons mentioned for such
strong appeal of US mainland are
fixed prices offered in package
tours announced in January and

limited summer specials, and in-
crease in flights on trans Pacific
services and inauguration of di-
rect flights.

Meanwhile, the Japan National

Tourist Organizationreported that
the outbound figures from Janu-
ary to June this year fell 9 percent
(7.4 million against 8.1 million).
Outbound figures has declined
since Sept. 1997.
. Theeconomy, mounting unem-
ployment rates, weak yen are fac-
tors that attributed to the contin-
ued decline, MV A stated.

For Korea, MV A said the num-
ber of Korean overseas travelers
is gradually increasing.

MVA said according to the
Korea Airport Authority, there
were some days in June in which
the number of passengers leaving
the country reached over 10,000.

we did — both the federal and the
local Customs personnel — were
very good because we didn’t find
any violations as far as the impor-
tation of finished products are
concerned ... nothing, nothing at
all and I'm going to say that from
the CNMI standpoint,” said
Mafnas.

The.deputy directoralso said that
there was really no particular gar-
ment firm that was under suspicion
of violating laws on importation
prior to the five-day inspection.

The US Customs representa-
tives will do a report regarding
their visit, the result of which will
be transmitted 1o the local Cus-
toms office for recommendations
and even comments.

Mafnas, however, expressed
optimism that the federal report
will containexactly the same posi-
tiveremarks made during the visit.

“They will come out with a
separate report and verbally, 1
asked them at times if they detect
anything suspicious, and they said
no,” Mafnas said.

Earlier, the garment industry
was under fire due to allegations
of illegal transhipment where fin-
ished garment products from other
countries are shipped to the
CNMI, and while here, they are
reported to be re-labelled “Made
in the USA™ and then shipped to
the US mainland.

Last June, US Insular Affairs
Director Allen Stayman, ina visit,
said that the second report pre-
pared by his agency’s consultants
confirmed incidents of illegal
transhipments in the CNMI. He
did not, however, divulge further
information as the US Customs
Serviceis still investigating these
allegations of transshipment.

In his letter to Gov. Pedro
Tenorio, Stayman said that while
the report does not document the
full extent of transshipments

through Saipan, “it does confirm
that specific incidents of transship-
ments have occurred in the past.”

In an earlier press briefing,
Stayman said the allegations of
transshipment started when the
Insular Affairs Office noted an
increase in shipments in CNMI at
the time when the number of work-
ersallowedtoenterthe island was
limited.

The report was compiled be-
tween Jan. 29,1998 and Feb.
14,1998.

“It’s interesting to know why
shipments went up when workers
were not going up. One explana-
tion was workers were working
harderorthere was transshipment.
But that was enough forusto look
into that and we were able to get
people to say that they essentially
witnessed transshipment.

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By DAVID GINSBURG
BALTIMORE(AP)—TheStreak
is over.

After 16 years and 2,632 con-
secutive baseball games, Cal Ripken
took himself out of the Baltimore
Orioles’ starting lineup Sunday night
and did not play in the game —
ending the most amazing iron man
record in sports history.

“I think the time is right,” Ripken
told manager Ray Miller.

The 38-year-old third baseman
said he was not hurt. But with the
Orioles out of playoff contention
and playing their final home game
of the season against the New York
Yankees, Ripkendecided toendthe
string of games that began on May
30,1982 He had startedevery game
during his streak.

“T don’t feel a sense of relief. 1
don’t feel much different,” Ripken
said after the game. “Now that |
know what it feels like [ don’t want
to sit and watch a game anymore.”

He said he would retum to the
starting lineup Monday night at
Toronto.

Theendof the sueak came during
a magical season that has featured
the historic home mun chase be-
tween Mark McGwire and Sammy
Sosa,aperfectgameby David Wells
and the Yankees' pursuit of the
American League record for victo-
ries.

“What Cal did is sounbelievable.
That’sone recordIdo think that will
be around for a generation,” base-

ball commissioner Bud Selig said.
“What he’s done, he’s done a great
thing for baseball.”

Albert Belle of the Chicago White
Sox played his 327th straight game
Sunday, the next-longest string in the
majors:

He emerged in the sixth inning to
warm up left fielder B.J. Surhoff and
chatted with his best friend on the
team, center fielder Brady Anderson.

Ripken also shook hands with fans
in the bleachers along the outfield
wall, much in the same fashion he did
when he broke Gehrig’s record. This
time, however, he wore a warmup
jacket over his uniform.

Ripken’sstatistics this year—.273
with 14 home 1uns and 61 RBIs —
are among the lowest of his career,
which began in 1981.

While it would seem no one will
everagain play in 2,632 consecutive
games, the man who broke Gehrig’s
seemingly unbreakable record by
more than 500isn’tso sure the record
will be his for eternity.

On Sept. 6, 1995, Ripken passed
the record set by Gehrig, who was
forced from the game by a rawe mus-
culardisorderthatlaterbecarne known
as Lou Gehrig's disease.

Then a shortstop. Ripken became

_the sport’s all-time iron man on June

14, 1996, when he played in his

2.216th consecutive g
surpassing the record previously

held by Jupan's Suchio Kinugasa.

Ripken ends start streak

“A lot of people think this is a
great, great accomplishment,”
Ripken said after breaking
Kinugasa’s mark. “But I really be-
lieve that somebody elsz will come
along and play more games, be-
cause if I can do it, somebody else
definitely will. I don’t consider
myself superhuman and I’'mnot an
iron man physically or mentally.”

Baseball’s humble hero, Ripken
was credited by many with
singlehandedly saving baseball in
the aftermath of the bitter 1994 play-
ers’ strike that canceled the World
Series and alienated fans.

The streak was something poetic
atatime many thought baseball had
lost its romance.

Ripkendidnotestablishhisstreak
by playing timidly. He dived and
leaped and slid with the best of
them, and there were plenty of close
calls that almost brought the streak
toanend.

The closestcame in the middle of
the 1997 season, when back spasms
nearly forced Ripken to sit out a
game in Anaheim. But he played in
painand hitthe game-winninghome
un.

While The Streak will ultimately
be recognized as Ripken's most
notable feat, Ripken hus also ex-
celled on the field. He appeared in
his 16th straight All-Star game this
summer and was named AL most
valuable player in 1991 and 1983,
the last year the Orioles won the
World Series.
