CAPE TOWN, South Africa

(AP)- South Africansinvolvedin
the country’s disbanded chemi-
cal weapons program were be-
lieved to be in Libya, President
Nelson Mandela said Thursday.
While accepting the credential
of the new Libyan ambassador to
South Africa, Mandela said his
government was helpless to pre-
vent private citizens from travel-
ing or talking to anyone they

pleased.

‘The United States and Britain
have expressed concern that in-
formation from South Africa’s
program, which was shutdownin
1993, could reach countries such
as Libya that support terrorism.

“We believe that some of the
actors who were involved in this
program are visiting Libya,”
Mandela said, adding the govern-
ment lacked proof of such visits.
“But if they do, they are doing so
on their own and without the
knowledge and consent of this
government. We cannot prevent
anybody from visiting Libya and
we cannot take away the knowl-

edge that they have.”

On Wednesday, Mandela’s
Cabinet approved making South
Africa one of the first African
nations to ratify the international
convention barring the produc-
tion, stockpiling or sale of chemi-
cal weapons.

Mandela has publicly em-
braced Libyan leader Col.
Moammar Gadhafi as a longtime
friend of his African National
Congress when the group oper-
ated in exile and Mandela was in
prison.

The ANC took power after win-
ning the nation’s firstall-race elec-
tion last April, making Mandela
the first black president.

But he said Thursday his gov-
ernment rejected any dealings in-
volving chemical weapons.

“We have no connection with
any country including Libya in
regard to a chemical and biologi-
cal weapons program,” Mandela
said. “It would'be against our fun-
damental policy.”

Yuan, speaking at a national
anti-doping conference, was re-
ferring to the 11 athletes, includ-
ing seven swimmers, who tested
positive atlastfall’s Asian Games
in Japan for dihydrotestosterone,
a steroid commonly known as
DHT.

Two Chinese weightlifters this
year have also tested for the
banned substance. All have been
punished the rules of their respec-
tive international sports organi-
zations. In the case of the swim-
mers, they have been banned from'
competition for two years.

Members of the world swim-
ming federation, FINA, are due to
arrive in Beijing on Thursday to
investigate the drug scandal, but
no details have been released on
their planned activities.

The recent spate of positive test
results has provoked an interna-
tional outcry among athletes and
coaches, some of whom charge
that part of China’s phenomenal
athletic successes in the past few
years, particularly in women’s
swimming, may have been the
result of performance-enhancing
drugs.

China has denied accusations
of systemic use of drugs on ath-
letes, saying their achievements
were through hard work and sci-
entific training.

But Yang Tianle, a member of

g athletes

the Anti-Doping Commission of
the China Olympic Committee,
said the stimulants use among
Chinese athletes was on the rise.

In 1993, 24 athletes tested posi-
tive for performance-enhancing
drugs. Last year, 31 cases were
discovered. ‘

Yuan said the positive test re-
sults have damaged the interna-
tional reputation of Chinese ath-
letes, and urged greater efforts to
stop stimulants use.

“Currently, there are those
among our sports ranks who ig-
nore our (anti-doping) policy and
use stimulants without heed for
the consequences,” he told the
150 sports officials from all over
the country, as well as some
coaches and athletes, who at-
tended the meeting.

Yuan said measures to crack

down on stimulants use this year

_ include deepening and expand-

ing supervision and examination.

More money will be allocated
for anti-doping work, aithough a
figure was not given. More test-
ing will be done, particularly sur-
prise and out-of-competition test-
ing.

Athletes will be punished ac-
cording to international regula-
tions. Their coachesalso will face
punishments and fines.

Assad recently wrote to Presi-
dent Clinton that Rabin- may. be
losing some of his ability to de-
liver on an agreement, according
to CNN.

Israel’s deputy foreign mini.-
ter, Yossi Beilin, said Wednes-
day that Israel and Syria only had
a short time to conclude a treaty.

“Itis aquestionof months now.
Either we will have a significant
breakthrough, or because an elec-
tion year is coming up both in the
United States and Israel, it can’t
be done,” Beilin told The Associ-
ated Press.

Beilin said that once negotia-
tions begin in earnest, Israel and
Syria wouldn’tneed muchtimeto
reach agreement because, unlike
on the complicated Palestinian
track, issues were clear-cut.

The Syrians have demanded
that Israel declare its willingness
to withdraw from all of the Golan
before they would negotiate de-
tails of a peace agreement. Israel
wants a withdrawal from the
Golan to be part of a comprehen-
sive peace accord.

The platinum likeness of Deng
is surrounded by diamonds, to
symbolize the importance of
Deng s slogan to “liberate think-
ing and seek truth from facts,” the
report said.

-The back of the watch has-a
tortoise-shell pattern, to reflect
people’s wishes that Deng live a
long and healthy life. In China,
the tortoise and turtle are symbols
of longevity.

The report did not say how much
the watches cost, but said pro-
ceeds would be donated to the
China Disabled People’s Federa-
tion, which is headed by Deng’s
paraplegic son, Deng Pufang.

NEW DELHI, India (AP) - The
federal government has postponed
alegislative election in the north-
ern state of Bihar for a week to
send more paramilitary forces
there to stop campaign violence.

T.N. Seshan, India’s indepen-
dent election commissioner, on
Wednesday ordered the voting,
scheduled to begin March 5, tobe
delayed until March 11, 15 and
19.

The state’s chief minister will
act as a caretaker from March 15,
the day current legislative terms
end, to the day later this month
when the newly elected lawmak-
ers take their seats.

Last week, New Delhi sent
thousands of anti-terrorist police-
men and armed federal guards to
Bihar, but that failed to prevent
the violence, and Seshan said more
are being sent.

The postponement of the vot-
ing came one day after Maoist
militants who oppose the election
shotand killed a Communist Party
candidate and his bodyguard.

Santanu Das of the Commu-
nist Party of India (Marxist) was
the third candidate killed in Bihar.
An activist also was shot down.

In his postponement order
Wednesday, Seshan said: “Even
last night one candidate has been
killed. Jeeps have been burned,
attacks have been made and the
voters are nervous.”

Candidates in Biharhave openly
flouted Election Commission’s
orders not to carry firearms while
campaigning. Of the 58,935
people who were asked to deposit
their firearms before voting, only
35,527 did so, the commissioner’s
order said.

Police already have seized
nearly 600 bombs and 1,200
rounds of ammunition in raids
during the campaign, the order
said.

Campaigns in Bihar often are
violentbecause of the sharp caste-
divisions in the state. Political
parties select candidates from the
caste that controls each -district,
and lower-caste and higher-caste
politicians often maintain mili-
tias.  The government of Chief
Minister Laloo Prasad Yadav, a
low-caste politician who prom-
ises increased affirmative action
in Bihar, has failed to curb elec-
tion violence, the commission
said.

India’s governing Congress
Party, which is an opposition
group in Bihar, has accused the
governing Janata Dal Party of pro-
moting caste violence in an effort
to win lower-caste votes.

Bihar is one of the 'six states
electing new legislatures in Feb-
ruary and March. Of these, the
Congress Party has maintained
control of the legislature in the
remote state of Manipur. The re-
sults of the other five ballots will
be given later this month.

If the Congress Party does
poorly, Prime Minister P.V.
Narasimha Rao could decide to
slow down his economic reforms
and see infighting in his divided
party get even worse.

Sri Lankan leader
dismisses warning

COLOMBO, Sri Lanka (AP)
- President Chandrika
Kumaratunga Wednesday dis-
missed warnings by Tamil
rebel chief Velupillai
Prabhakaran that further de-
lays could jeopardize peace
talks.

“Nothing very serious will
happen to the peace process,”

said Mrs. Kumaratunga, re-

jecting accusations by rebels
that the government was in-
sincere about ending the 11-
year ethnic war that has killed
34,000 people.

“A lot of it (accusations) is
false,” she said.

The rebels are getting wor-
ried that the steps taken by the
government in helping the
minority Tamils in the north
and the east were making the
guerrillas unpopular, she said.

Last week, the government
opened the only two land
routes to rebel-held Jaffna
Peninsula for the first time in
four years as a conciliatory
move to the guerrillas, who
have blamed the government
blockade for depriving people
of food and power.

But the rebels immediately
said it was not good enough
because a military base still
remains beside one of the
roads.

Although both sides have
blamed each other for the
deadlock in the talks, a cease-
fire announced Jan. 8 has held,
despite minor violations. But
negotiators are yet to begin
discussing political issues
such as giving minority Tamils
greater autonomy. -

The negotiators last met on’
Jan. 14 and no new date has
been set for the next round of
talks.

Bangladesh’s political
crisis enters year 2nd

DHAKA, Bangladesh (AP) -A
bitter dispute between the oppo-
sition and Prime Minister Khaleda
Zia entered its second year
Wednesday, deepening fears
about the survival of the nascent
democracy in this impoverished
and overcrowded nation.

Both Mrs. Zia and opposition
leader Shiek Hasina come from
powerful political families and
rarely compromise.

In December, Mrs. Zia offered
to resign 30 days ahead of the

required 1996 election. But the

deal collapsed when Hasina de-
manded that a caretaker govern-
ment oversee the vote, and Mrs.
Ziasaid it should be conducted by
a lawmaker from her party.

Agents bringing women
for sex to face whipping

KUALA LUMPUR, Malay-
sia (AP) - Malaysia plans to
extend its whipping laws to
include people who import
foreign maids and turn them
into prostitutes.

Human Resources Minister
Lim Ah Lek told reporters
Thursday that the government
viewed such offences seri-
ously, adding that “such
people must be punished with
stiff fines, jail and whipping.”

The attorney general's
chambers would work out the
details and a bill would be
reviewed by the Cabinet be-
fore Parliament’s approval is
sought before the end of this
year, he said.

The present Private Employ-
ment Agency Act imposes

fines of up to 5,000 ringgit ($
1,960) for various offences
connected with foreign maids.

There are more than 100,000
foreign maids in Malaysia,
mostly Indonesians and
Filipinas. There are also many
more working illegally with-
out work permits.

News reports have fre-
quently highlighted the cases
of maids being ill-treated by
employers and sometimes be-

'ing forced into prostitution.

Malaysia has imposed whip-
ping for many offences includ-
ing drugs,.armed robberies,
kidnapping and white collar
crimes.

Filipina maids earn about
500 ringgit ($ 196) a month
and Indonesians 300 ($ 117).

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US hit on
military
exercises

BELJING (AP) - North Korea
responded Wednesday tothe U.S.-
South Korean announcement of
canceled joint military maneuvers
by criticizing the two countries
for even considering holding the
annual exercises.

“We are denouncing the United
States for talking about resuming
or not the military exercises. They
should not be talking about mili-
tary exercises” at all, said Choe
Han Chun, counsellor at the North
Korean Embassy in Beijing.

Choe’s comments, made to se-
lected foreign reporters in Beijing,
were the North’s first response to
the announcement Saturday that
the United States and South Ko-
rea would not hold their annual
“Team Spirit” exercises this year.

But Choe said the fact that Seoul
and Washington were “talking
about this matter shows that they
have no interest in the peace on
the Korean Peninsula.” He said
the U.S.-North Korean agree-
ment stipulates that both sides
should be working toward
peace and security on the pen-
insula.

The agreement was con-
cluded last year to try to re-
solve suspicions that the com-
munist North was trying to
develop nuclear arms. The
North is to shut down its own
nuclear program, and in re-
turn receive new nuclear reac-
tors that produce less poten-
tial bomb-making material.

Choe rejected a proposal that
North Korea accept South Ko-
rean light water reactors that
gothrough a third country and
are relabeled.

He said no country should
be expected to import this
model of reactor, which he
said is not yet fully opera-
tional and is prone tc acci-
dents

“Importing a light waterre-
actor is quite different from
importing clothes or shoes,”
Choe said.

The counsellor, who called
reporters to the embassy to
give his government’s posi-
tion on the withdrawal of Pol-
ish military truce observers on
Tuesday, said Pyongyang does
not see a need to replace the
Neutral Nations Supervisory
Committee, which oversees
the armistice agreement in ef-
fect since the end of the 1950-
1953 Korean War.

“Poland has withdrawn
their delegation and the ...
commission is dismantled,”
Choe said.

He argued that the end of
the commission means that
there are no tensions on the
Korean Peninsula, and there-
fore no replacement is neces-
sary.

“With this reality, the Ko-
rean People’s Army aad the
U.S. forces should have dis-
cussions and (make) new
peace arrangements,” Choe
said, restating a longstanding
North Korean demand.
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Claims of mafia ties
for ex-prime minister
move toward decision

PALERMO, Sicily (AP) - Layer
bylayer, prosecutorshave erected
a towering accusation of ex-Pre-
mier Giulio Andreotti’s alleged
double life - trading views with
world leaders and swapping fa-
vors with Mafia bosses. A
magistrate may finally decide
Thursday whether the case will
topple onto Italy’s seven-time
leader or miss him completely.

After months of delays and
legal maneuvers, a decision is
possible on prosecutors’ request
for an indictment of Andreotti.
They have built their case around
testimony from Mafia turncoats
and former members of

Andreotti’s scandal-destroyed

party.

If an indictment comes, the 76-
year-old Andreotti would become
the most senior Italian. official
everto face trial on Mafiacharges.
The proceedings also could peer
deeper into the alleged bonds be-
tween the Mafia and Andreotti’s
Christian Democrat party, which
dominated Italy’s postwar poli-
tics until corruption probes wiped
it out last year.

Andreotti, a senator-for-life
who has waived his parliamen-
tary immunity from prosecution,
vigorously denies the accusations
and takes credit for leading a cru-
sade to cripple the mob. He in-
sists he is the victim of a vendetta
designed to discredit his five de-
cades in politics.

His defense team has presented
letters signed by Andreotti in the
1980s ordering a full-scale effort
to capture the reputed “boss of
bosses” of the Sicilian Mafia,
Salvatore “Toto” Riina.

One of the main Mafia turn-
coats in the case told prosecutors
that Andreotti gave Riina the tra-
ditional Mafia kiss of respect in
1987. Others claim Andreotti
gave wedding gifts to some mob-
sters and at least one reputed
Mafia thug often called him

“Uncle Giulio.”

Riina was captured in 1993, a year
after Andreotti’s last termas premier.
Riina and 36 others went on trial last
week in the 1992 bombing thatkilled
anti-Mafia crusader Judge Giovanni
Falcone. A

Andreotti’s lawyers contend
Andreotti should be judged by a po-
litical body in Rome because the
alleged Mafia connections occurred
when he was in the govemment.

Prosecutorssay they intendtoprove
Andreotti was not “a man of the
government but a boss of the Cosa
Nostra.” Andreotti served as premier
seven times between 1972 and 1992
andheldnumerous government posts
in between.

Andreotti has not attended any of
the previoushearings in Palermo. His
lawyer, Oduardo Ascari, said he
doubted Andreotti would appear
Thursday.

The claims boil down to a pact
between two powerful groups, each
with something to gain.

Prosecutors allege that the Mafia
guaranteed Andreotti’s party votes
and political control of the island, and
benefitted inretun by havinga friend
at the top. Andreotti, prosecutors
claim,

made sure authorities went easy
on the Mafia and funneled lucrative

govermnment contracts to mob-run
companies.  Several other former
premiers have been convicted or in-
vestigated for corruption, but

Andreotti is the first to stand accused -

of Mafia association. One ex-pre-
mier, Bettino Craxi, fled tohis villain
Tunisia and refuses to return to face
charges of accepting kickbacks and
other accusations.

A cautious Ascari wouldntspecu-
late publicly Wednesday whichdi-
rection the accusations against
Andreotti may head.

World Bank figures show that
Algeria’s debts totaled $ 25.8 bil-
lion in 1993, the latest year for
which figures were available.

Underayear’sarrangement that
took effect last May, the Interna-
tional Monetary Fund offered
Algeria about $ 685 million in
loans. It is expected that $ 215
million of that will be left when
the arrangement expires in May.

If approved by Michel
Camdessus, the fund’s French
managing director, the new ac-
cord will be submitted to the 179
governments who own the fund.
The biggest contributor is the
United States, which gives it the
largest number of votes.

The IMF offers loans to Third
World countries after negotiating
agreements on future economic
policies that the borrowing coun-
try promises to pursue.

“This will allow for closer su-
pervision of dealers who trade in
futures contracts onbehalf of cus-
tomers,” he said. Licenses will be
giventoemployees with “relevant
experience, ... good character and
reputation,” he said.

Traders said the rise was due to pur-
chases of about $ 20.9 million by oil
companies.

Pressure on the peso has led to
concern that the Philippines might
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follow Mexico into financial crisis,
despite assurances from the govern-
ment that the comparison is flawed.

The peso weakness is one of the
fallouts of the Mexican crisis, which
began in December when Mexico's
currency plunged 40 percent against
the dollar. The Clinton administration
has moved to try to bail out the Mexi-
can economy.

FRANKFURT, Germany (AP)

- The rogue futures trader who
brought down Britain’s oldest in-
vestment bank was detained ¢arly
Thursddy moming as he arrived
on a flight from Borneo, Frank-
furt airport security officials said.

The trader, Nick Leeson, was
held by airport police on a
Singaporean warrant along with
his wife, said Klaus Severin, di-
rector of airport security. Airport

“police were waiting for an inter-

national warrant to arrive through
Interpol.

The Singaporean warrant did
not specify the charges pending
against Leeson and his wife,
Severin said.

“We have not asked him any
official questions but Iunderstand
he wanted to go on to England,”
Severin said. in a press confer-
ence. o

Leeson, a 28-year-old British
futures trader in: Singapore, went
missing on Thursday after the

magnitude of his losses became
known. :

He checked into a hotel in the
Malaysian capital of Kuala
Lumpur at midnight Thursday,
leaving 12 hours later. His trail
went cold after that.

Royal Brunei Airlines’ office in
Singapore confirmed that seats
were booked in the names of
Leeson and his wife Lisa Simms
on a flight arriving in Frankfurt at

- 0700 local time (0600GMT) from

the resort city of Kota Kinabalu in
Malaysian north Borneo.

Leeson’s failed bets on the To-
kyo stock market forced Barings,
a 233-year-old British bank, into
bankruptcy with losses estimated
tobeupto $ 1 billion.

The bank’s court-appointed ad-
ministrators have frozen its depos-
its and are reportedly seeking buy-
ers for some or all of its subsidiar-
ies.
