Concepcion said the AIBIC
project had so far been the only
transaction the records of which
were subpoenaed by the federal
court.

“There is no lease,” Con-
cepcion said during the inter-
view.

He explained that AIBIC, re-
presented by Ramon S. Guerrero,
Govermnor Pedro P. Tenorio’s
special assistant for administra-
tion, was the only bidder left
when the deadline for submission
of bids for the four-hectare public
land in the old Coast Guard site
came up.

AIBIC proposed to lease the
40,827 square meters of public
land at $3.84 per square meter
and attached a five-year advance
lease payment of $783,000 in
support of its proposal. AIBIC
plans to build a 350-room hotel
and 17 cottages at an estimated

cost of $43 million.

MPLC approved the proposal.
Concepcion said during the inter-
view that the bid package for the
land gave MPLC and the winning
bidder 30 days to come up witha
lease agreement. An appraisal of
the current land value was also
required.

He said negotiations for the
lease, and even the appraisal of
the land could not be done now
because there are no records on
which negotiations could be
based.

Concepcion said all the bid
proposals submitted by AIBIC
and other companies, as well as
plans were given to the District
Court. A handwritten note to the
attachment to the subpoena says
that Richard Morris, special
agent of the Federal Bureau of
Investigation, received the rec-
ords Nov.23, the same date the
subpoena was served.

Nina kills 500 in worst RP Typhoon loss

MANILA, Philippines (AP) _
At least 500 people were killed
when giant waves churned up by
typhoon Nina smashed coastal
towns and villages on southern
Luzon island’s Sorsogon
province, the provincial governor
told reporters Saturday.

Officials said scores of people
were missing, more than 1,000
were injured and hundred of
thousands were homeless after

day night.

Provincial Gov. Raul Lee
addressed local journalists who
flew to his province, 235 miles
southeast of Manila, aboard a
military helicopter.

“The stench of death and for-
malin was all over the town,” said
aFilipinoreporter, speaking from
the city of Sorsogon, the capital
of Sorsogon province. “People
were burying their dead, many
without coffins and without the

usual blessing of a priest.”

Bodies continued to wash
ashore Saturday, the reporters
said.

The waves and winds of up to
128 mph knocked down bridges,
power and communications lines
in Luzon's Bicol region and sev-
eral islands to the south before the
typhoon moved out to the South
China Sea on Thursday.

In Manila, officials said final
damage figures are incomplete.

Judge Robert Hefner dismissed
Wednesday MPLC’s complaint
seeking termination of the lease
of public land in Marpi to Kan
Pacific, which operates the hotel
and golf course complex in
Marpi.

MPLC issued a termination
letter against Kan Pacific last
year for failure to build cottages
and other facilities as provided in
the lease agreement. The com-
pany refused and MPLC went to
court to enforce the termination
action.

Hefner dismissed MPLC's
complaint with prejudice, which
means MPLC could not revive
the case based on the same
grounds as the original case.

AG, friends spend night of
terror after boat capsizes

Attorney General Alexandro C. Castro and two other men spent 17 hours in
the water after their boat sank on Thanksgiving Day,police said Nov.27.

Sgt. Lino Tenorio, police spokesman, said Castro,42, and his brother-in-
law,Masasinge Arurang,43, were picked up by the Emerald I on its way to a
diving trip at about 9:30 a.m. Nov.27. Their companion, Mobil Oil
Micronesia’s local manager John Temengiil, 39, was able to swim to the beach
at the back of Diamond Hotel at about 10 a.m. on the same day.

Arurang, a teacher at the Marianas High School, and Temengiil, were taken
to the Commonwealth Health Center but were released after a check up.
Castro, who went into shock after being rescued, was admitted into the inten-
sive care unit for observation. CHC spokesman Bruce Lloyd said Castro was
moved to the regular ward the next day and was released Sunday.

The three men left in the morning on Nov.26 aboard Castro’s 18-footer,

twin-engine boat on a fishing trip between Saipan and Tinian. When they
failed to come before nightfall Francisco Uludong notified the police.

Public Safety Director Edward Manibusan directed the search the same
night with a chartered Freedom Air plane. There was no sighting. The next
moming police chartered the Blue Pacific helicopter for asecondsearch of the
water between Saipan and Tinian and up to Banzai CLff.

Arurang and Temengiil told police that they were about three to four miles
southwest of Saipan at about 3 p.m.when the boat, which was taking in too
much water, sank. They said they tried swimming toward Tinian but the
current wascarrying them away from that island so they changed directionand
headed toward Saipan. . _ '

At about 6 p.m. Temengiil got separated from his companies in the dark.
Castro, who was holding on to a floating device, and Arurang, were found by
the Emerald I which immediately radioed the police. About 30 minutes laterd,
Temengiil, who came out of the water at Diamond Fotel, called the police.

found out the money was not
reported.

Reyes said his office was tak-
ing the position that the money
was brought in as a whole
amount, and therefore subject to
forfeiture.

He said he wanted the U.S.
Customs to be involved because
it is authorized to confiscate the
money and give it to local en-
forcement agencies. Reyes said
we could use it to buy uniforms
and anything we need.

The CNMI Customs Division
is also authorized to confiscate
the money, he said, but it has to
turn it over to the treasury.

Buso said Shiragami’s money
was turned over to DPS as part of
the evidence in the murder case.

DPS Director Edward Mani-
busan said in a separate interview
Tuesday that his department will
keep the money until it is dis-
posed of by the court. He said the
money and other evidence were
kept in an evidence room at the
DPS building in Susupe.

Buso said the government has
not filed any motion in court to
forfeit the money. A lawyer who
was contacted by Shiragami’s
common-law wife after the mur-
der for a possible claim on the
money said his office withdrew
from representing her when the
lawyer was hired by one of the
suspects-in the murder.

Manibusan said he could not
confirm or deny whether the
money was still inside the DPS
evidence room. He also declined
toallow the Variety to take a look
inside the room.

Other police officers inter-

 viewed said the only person au-

thorized to open or go inside the
evidence room was Det. Alfred
Pangelinan, who is now in the
hospital because of gunshot
wounds.

going to give you the report and
ask that you not print any names
until the AG’s opinion can be
further clarified.”

That report shows that hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars

- have been lost - and are continu-

ing to be lost - because .the De-
partment of Public Works had not
installed meters at many com-
mercial buildings, including
some radio stations, shopping
centers, and other high-user loca-
tions.

Tan also said that he felt the
business concerns and individu-
als named in the report were
“innocent bystanders, and I have
grave concern about releasing
their names myself.”

The report, dated Oct. 22, said
that a follow-up of the March 18,
1985 Survey Report of Utility
Charges “. . . clearly indicated
that charging commercial cus-
tomers based on flat rates did not
approximate the charges which
should have been made based on

actual usage.” Tan’s report said

that “Overall, this practice has
cost the CNMI government hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars in
revenue.”

Expanding that statement, Tan
said that the review shows the
Commonwealth lost $155,000
from only 11 commercial users,
and “will continue to do so, be-
cause the Commonwealth Utili-
tics Company (actually the report
used CUC in error throughout -
Department of Public Works was
in charge of Utilities until Oct.1)
has failed to take corrective ac-
tion.

“In fact, the problem has be-
come magnified in that since the
survey wasconducted, additional
power users have ‘tapped’ into
the power supply and are being
billed at flat rate (also).”

The report made to governor
Tenorio said that one reason for
the flat rate continuance was
because of limited manpower and
meters to convert the whole is-
land. “CUC (DPW) has had op-
erational operational problems
with the reading and maintaining
of the current meters,” the report
said. But, a newly-inked contract
with Lyonnaise Marianas Amer-
ica for management assistance
and the projected purchase of
$2,500 meters will help.

“We recognize the magnitude
of the endeavor,” Tan’s report
said, but he suggested that “cer-
tain commercial users be consid-
ered top priority” when meters
are available.

Information for the report and
review of the 1985 survey
“showed that the major cause of
revenue losses is the underbilling
of flat-rate power consumers,
The new report was done to see if
changes had been made and what
new recommendations could be
made to help the arterial bleeding
of money from the power com-
pany.

Corrective action has only
been taken against nine of 20
reported cases in the 1985 report,

Tansaid in hisreport. Thiscaused
an estimated annual loss on these
20 accounts alone of $155,000 -
or 34 percent of the commercial
underbillings reported in the
1985 survey.

Several large shopping centers
were identified as being on flat
rate. Name can’t be released
Shopping center paid a flat-rate
of $2,304 per month while other
metered shopping centers such as
Carmen Safeway paysa lot more.
Safeway pays $10,391;
Townhouse Payless pays $8,217
and Joeten at Susupe $4,827,

One intemational radio broad-
casting station only pays $12
monthly; another pays $90 on flat
rates, but the report said that
KSAI is metered and pays
$14,500 per month. “This ap-
pears unreasonable when taking
into account the fact that name
can’t be released operates 24
hours a day,” the report said.

The Public auditor’s report
said that the CUC “should

reassess the flat rates for these
commercial users would impact
the losses in continuing the bil-
ling to commercial users on a flat
rate basis.” ‘

Another recommendation is
that CUC update the power rates
which have remained unchanged
since June 1, 1982. “Factors such
as oil prices, capital costs, and
consumer demand need to be
analyzed to develop power rates
which are based on actual costs,”
the report says.

Finally, the public auditor’s
report recommends that a two-
tiered electric rate structure
should be implemented. Now,
residential and commercial users
pay the same rate. “It is not equi-
table in that the general public is
bearing some of the burden
caused by the commercial user;
power outages as a result of in-
creased usage and the costs asso-
ciated with the accelerated speed
at which equipment is worn
down,”

The report says that “CUC
needs to take action now. The flat
rate billing system contributes to
negative environmental impact

and operational losses of CUC. .

. flat rates do not encourage
conservation and do not approxi-
mate actual usage....”

Some of the businesses named
in the October report include:

An intérnational shortwave
radio station, is billed a flat rate
power cost of $12. The public
auditor figures estimate their bill
should be $3,582 per month - or
an annual loss to the Common-
wealth of $42,840."

A local rock quarry, is flat rate
billed $60 per month, but should
be closer to $2,160 - a loss of
$25,200 per year to the power
company.

An industrial company, has
four accounts billed a total of

-$186 per month. Audits estimate

their power bill should be $1,635
- aloss of $17,388 per year to the
CUC.

A local motel, is charged $253
per month for power, and the
public auditor’s office says they
should be paying closerto $1,584
per month - an annual loss of
$15972.

Their flat rate was dropped
from $470.47 in 1985 to $253.33

in 1987. “However, 1985 assess-
ment showed that flat rate assess-
ment should have been increased
to $1,583.61,” the audit report
said of this individual account.

A satellite communication sta-
tion, is billed $225 per month, but
they should have been paying
$1,384 - aloss of $13,908.

A laundromat is billed $217,
but estimates show their power
bill should be $952 per month - or
a Joss of $8,820 per year.

A restaurant and market are
billed a total of $110 per month,
but auditors say they should pay
about $807 - another loss of
$8,365 per year.

A fish market.and laundromat
pays $207 fiat rate; but should be
billed $856 - a loss of $7,788 per
year.

One local ship labor
company’s shop facility pays
only $5 per month - but should be
paying $448 - $5,316 in lostreve-
nué¢ to the CUC.

A local distributing company
pays $402 for flat rate billing, but
their estimated bill is $756 - anet
loss of $4,248.

Size of govt. is
concern for Rep.
Torres: "Gray area"

' Repres_emative Juan S. Torres has expressed concern over the
increase in tpe number of government employees which he said was
all 9gsr;;\y area in the proposed executive branch budget for fiscal year

House Bill 5-201 or the proposed appropriations act for fiscal year
1988 for the executive branch authorizes a total of 2,612 full time
employees. This represents an increase in the number of employees of
244 from the 2,368 full time employees authorized under the fiscal
year 1987 budget.

Torres said during the House session Nov.25 that the second multi-
year funding agreement signed by the CNMI and the United States in
1?85 requires the Commonwealth to make every effort to reduce the,
size of government operations. He noted that the agreement had been
incorporated into U.S. law.

Jeff Schor, field representative of the Department of the Interior in
the _CNMI, said in an interview Monday that the same area came up

during a meeting last April in Washington between DOI officials and
aCNMl delegation. Schorr said he was notaware of any official notice

. of concern from DOI to the CNMI about the rising number of

govemnment employees here.

Asked whether the department was monitoring compliance with the
agreement’s provisions regarding the reduction of the size of govern-
ment, Schorr said “Yes, we’re monitoring it but not on the sense of
specific dates.” -

The proposed budget for fiscal year 1988, which was passed by the
House but was changed by the Senate four times, has been referred to
a conf.erence committee. Senate and House representatives in the
committee will try to come out with a mutually acceptable version of
the proposed appropriations act.

circumventing the law.

Hefner agreed with Atalig that the offense does not deserve a prison .

term the first time around but he said the message should be sent out
because so many people have been coming to the CNMI under one
status or another. Haggerty recommended 10 days in jail and $100 fine
foreach count. Hefner decided on a 90-day sentence, suspended for one
year, and a fine of $500 for each count.He said he would like to award
restitution, as Haggerty requested, to cover the wages that the women
should have received but a previous decision by another judge ruled it

out.

Judge Ramon G. Villagomez, ruling on small claims complaints
filed by the three women, awarded Kurdi $730, Calica $330 and Mateo
$330 for emotional distress and damages.

Villagomez said Arriola, who had been in business for some time and
had experience and knowledge in applicable laws and procedures for
hiring nonresident workers, made false representation to the women to

bring them here.

In denying claims for wagés Villagomez said the women were not
legal employees of Arriolaand therefore had no legal basis to claim any
wage under any legal employment contract.

Survey helps MHS students work

Remember the student ques-
tionnaire we answered last year?
It was a survey given to the entire

MHS student body last school -

year, 1986-87. Well, the results
have been tabulated and inter-
preted, and the information in
available to students and their
parents.

The purpose of the survey was
to obtain students’ opinions
about their school. Our responses
to the questions werc important in
evaluating how to better our
school. They pointed out its
strengths and weaknesses. This
information was needed for ac-
creditation purposes.

The survey was completed by
about 86.1% of last year's
students, or a total of 735 out of
the 854 enrolled. Tabulating the
responses took a lot of work. The
data was taken to the ADP office
on Capitol Hili, and a program
was written specifically for the
purpose of the tabulation.

The tabulated results from the
survey were interpreted and in-
corporated into a student self-
study rcport. This self-study
report was written by a student
committee made up of 8 or 9
students, with members from
each class (12th, 11th, and 10th).
It took the student committee
about 3 weeks in February, work-
ing each day during lunch hour,
two write up the report. The re-

port will be one of the chapters in
our School Report, which must
be submitted to the Western As-
sociation of Schools and Col-
leges as part of our accreditation
bid.

The Student Report is divided
into 5 major categories. They
include how the students felt
about (1) the purpose of the
school, (2) the instructional pro-
gram, (3) the counseling pro-
gram, (4) the student activities
program, and (5) our student-
teacher-parent-community rela-
tions.

chairperson of the Student Com-
mittee. He explained that “the
survey helped pinpoint the
strengths and the weaknesses of
MHS.” He added, “It has been
suggested by the Associate
Superintendent for Instruction
that we continue to give the sur-
vey every two years for our own
self-study, not just for accredita-
tion purposes.”

Overall, the results of the sur-
vey show that our school is good,
but needs further improvement.
Suggestions included hiring
clerical assistants for the coun-
selors so that they may concen-
trate on counseling. Students also

felt that we need more college
preparatory courses and better
facilities for our cafeteria and
rest rooms. A need for more
instructional materials was
noted as well.

The intention of the survey
was not to blame the school for
its weaknesses, but to help up
look into what parts of the in-
structional program and other
school operations need im-
provement. Its intention is to
provide constructive criti-
cism.

To make the results of the
student survey known to the
students and parents, two pre-

sentations were conducted during
the past month.

On November 20th, the survey
results were discussed at an assem-
bly of the junior and sophomore
classes. Earlier in the month, on
November 10th, a brief summary of
the survey results was presented to
the parents at a PTA meeting. The
parents were -very interested and
receptive to the information pro-
vided. Finally, to make our incom-
ing sophomores more aware of the
survey, it was administered to them
by 10th grade English instructor
Rose Jung during the week of Nov.
23rd-25th.

Everyone take note: Make sure
your floors are not slippery or
face the risk of court suits.

A $100,000-complaint was
filed at the Commonwealth Trial
Court Monday by a woman who
alleged that she suffered a knce
injury when she slipped on the
floor of the Department of Com-
munity and Cultural Affairs of-

ficc at Lower Base.

Agnes T. Cabrera, in her com-
plaint, said she visited the DCCA
office at about 8:30 am. last
Jan.5. “Atsuch time herein, there
were food materials covering the
floor of the defendant’s office
which caused the floor to be slip-
pery,” Cabrera alleged.

“As a direct and proximate
result of defendant’s negligence
in neglecting to keep its premises

floor safc and clean, plaintiff stip-
ped and fell to the floor, fracturing
her left knee patellar ligament,”
she alleged. ‘

Cabrera said in her complaint
that DCCA should have known
the dangerous condition existing
on the floor of its office.

She asked for general damages
of $100,000 and special damages
the amount of which to be accor-
ding to proof and costs of the suit.

At least three deaths and the
hospital admission of some 60
children for apparent “whooping
cough” on Pohnpei during
November, has sparked concern
that the killer disease could strike
unvaccinated children in the
CNMIL.

Department of Health and

Environmental Services Director -

Dr. Jose T. Villagomez said that
the figures reported by Federated
States of Micronesia health offi-
cials are at epidemic levels.

While whooping cough or per-
tussis is totally preventable with
the initial three shot series and a
booster before the youngster is
sent to pre-school, parents here
have been neglecting this impor-
tant obligation to their children,
Dr. Villagomez said, noting that
the immunization series also pro-
tects against diptheria and teta-
nus.

Millard donations

The Millard-sponsored fund-raising scheme has succeeded in rais-
ing enough money to send 59 Northern Marianas athletes and officials
to the South Pacific Games in New Caledonia, this was leamed
Wednesday from Bill Sakovich, president of the Northern Marianas
Amateur Sports Association. :

The Millard Family Foundation represented by Barbara M. Logan
pledged to contribute a dollar for every dollar that is donated to the SPG
fund after the SPG raffle raised only half of the $80,000 needed to send
the CNMI delegation to New Caledonia. About $37,000 was still
needed when the second fund-raising project was started.

Sakovich said half of the amount was raised through contributions
from individual and corporate donors and by the athletes who initiated
their own fund-raising activities. The Millard Family Foundation
donated an equal amount to reach the $80,000 goal.

Sakovich said the delegation is due to depart at 4 a.m. Sunday to
Guam where they will join the Guam delegation on a five-hour
chartered flight to Noumea, New Caledonia.

The SPG will start Dec.8 with a parade of the participating delega-
tions. CNMI athletes and officials will wear Hawaiian printed shirts
donated by Saipan Manufacturers,Inc.

The CNMI will participate in 10 events: swimming, hobie cat,
cycling, men's basketball, women’s volleyball, athletics, shooting,
tennis, golf and windsurfing,

They are expected back on Dec.20.

He will also be shooting
pictures of some events, includng the lead-off parade and other spec-
tacles expected to be a part of the games in new Caledonia.
